In the Hrst place, ihey <\iK\\k well of my
desire to write in the spirit of the gospel
of Christ, and say they truly wish land
rdl concerned in tlie troubles of these dav,
«'were ;md always woidd be actuated hv
the spirit." This ^^vvouhi be'' of theirs
seems to me more like A?'minianism than
Paul's saying, where he said, ^'For the

good that I would I do not, but the evil
which I uonld not. that I do.'' But. dear
brother, Arminianism has become very
prevalent with the missionaries of the pres-
ent day I am sure, according to the word
of truth, every true believer in Christ has

his spirit; but we have reason to believe
they are not always actuated by it

,

as might
have been my case on that occasion; but,
nevenheless, I would pray that I could be.

In the next place, they observe, (speak-
ing of my object in writing to give some
of my feelings and views, rclitive to the
causesof the distress now in the churches,)
<'that it would be truly a good work to find
out the causes and apply the remedv" —all
in our power ancF at our command, accord-

ing 'O iheir view; which no doubt is theii
feeiiiigson the subject, supposingthe ciiu.se-.

to be in us for opposing them and iheii

monied itistitutions, and ^h^ î-emc . 'ney
think could be applied would be no doubt
toquitooposing their scheme*? and olans
and vv'ith them, even at the expense of
leaving the olain revealed word of God, to
the wounding of our own souls and de-
struclion of our peace. Surely this would
be a remedy t-,. t no child of Gori would

wish ttj take. 0 i nat tiie I^ord would give

; ihem and all uthtrs concerned in the trou-

; bles of ihesr- perilous tim^s this prayer,
'^Lord, is it I?'' Mave I bv turning from
the simplicity of the gospel to some new or
strange course not authorized therein, been

I helping to bring so much distress on ihy
Zion? and if so, 0 do thou be pleased to ap-
ply tliy powerful grace, which is the only
sure remedy and which can make th^ most
idolatrous rebel willing to abide in the
simplicity of the Lord's gospel.

In the next place, they proceed thus:
"Paul's prophecy of an evil day is truly ta
be dfprticated by all good men'' — (none
good but one, that is, God,)— -'for in that
evil day will sound ministers be denounc-
ed^ merely because they j)re .ch ilie simple

t truths and req-iirements of the Bible; and
;only such be patronized as plea.se the fan-
cies and tickle the ears of their admirers by

; their fictions or cunningly devised fa-
bles."

j Now, brother Bennett, if the time has

j arrived when these evil days should come,

it certainly is vain to pray deliverance from
those da\ s; but I think it very impor ant
to pray deliverance from the evil of turn-

;ing away our ears from the truth, and being
'turned unto fables or falsehood. And it

seems from the course they pursue in wri-
ting, their opinion is that we have denounc-
ed sound mii!is;ers for preachicg the sim-
ple truths and requirements ol ihe Bible;
but it does not apply to the Old School
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Baptists, for I am sure I can confidently
say, ihey never have denounced or ref^n.scd

any preacher for preaching, simply Jeisus

Christ and him crucified; but on the con-

trary, it has been for not preaching tlie

goispel and teachii,g: 'ar doctrine ttic ( om-
inandmrnts of men. Tl>is is why some

of the Old Sdiool Baptists h;ive tiohe so

far in a (lischar o;^ of th(iir duly, as to close

even their doors against ccrtarn nnerf ihat

the y knew did not |)rearh the gospel iri its

simplicity and purity. 2d episile of John,
9th and 10th versos: "Whosoever trans-

gresseih and abideih not in the doctrine of
Christ, hath not God; he that abideih in

the doctrine of Christ he hatli both the

Father and the Son."
lOlh. *<If there come any unto you and

bring not this doctrine, receive him not

into your house, neither bid hira God'

speed." So you see we have not closed
our doors against men who preach moncv
and hes, for it to establish institutions wliich
the Bible never speaks of, only in opposi-
tion to them or others like ihem, without
autliority from his word; but we have done
in that case as he has commanded. And as

to patronizinjj; such as please the fancies
and tickle the ears of men B\- fictions or
cunningly devised fables, I verily believe
it is applicable to them with their new in-
ventioAs of iheoIo2;rc tI schools and g)and
conventrons, which :ire noi founrled on

scripture but' only on monev , and are well
calnulaled to please and incn.'os.;! the pride
of tiieir admiVerii, (the vvordly wise,) vyho

have ever been the worst opposers of tlie
gospel of Christ. Because the gospel is a

power made manifest in weakness, not b}
might nor power of men, but of the spirit
of the Lord through weak and ignorant
means, seeing he hath chosen the we;«k

things of the world to confound the migh-
ty.

And novV I would ask the Editors of the
Index;if tliey think their missionary ser-
mons,, (as thev cill them,) in which little
else is heard biit money and complain s

against the children of God for notpayini^
more of it ia support of schemes invented
of men, are the gospel of Christ in its sim-
pliiMty? if they are, the gospel is not what
it used to be. But I huve thought and yet
think, it is like its author, that is, it under-
goes no change but is the same now ite\^er
has boon, ;md goes now, like it ever has,
through persecution, contrary to the expec-
tation uf men c.iliing themselves whe
enough to help the Lord, by establishing and

carrying on sehemes and plans which h^'
has given no account of in his bhssei
word.

The gospel then is good newgr and gla(tl
tidings of gieat jo> to the dear children of
God w ho are saved by free grort; only, and
iis ren*iiK»'mems do not consist in sacrifices
of niohey in support of new and Hnscrip-'
tural institutions, only tending to inere:tsei^
selfish n'e'ss ami pride in a^l n ahner of show
am«n g

'' ni e n, &e., bm to tien v self, take uf>
the cross and follow Jesus its --uthor in that
strait anef RiVrrtovV way which ih*^ New Tes-
lament authorizes, nrrd is atuays contrar\ to
selfishness and pride, and is well calcu):Med
to mortif;^ and put them ciovvuj with every
other high thing abiding in the wicked
hearts of proud men.

In the next place, they confess they have.
riOt acumen ^or c^iickness ot intelleclT
etio'igh to see any likeness in praising men
for contributions and exhoning olhers i©

do likewise, from their example and the
Apostles' prediction, and endeavor to jus.
tify themselves in that course from the cir-
cumstance of Haur.s having exhorted the

'

church ai Corinth to contribute liberallv by
the exan!|)leuf the churches of Macedonia,
and also Paul's boasting of their forward-
ness and zeal to them of Macedonia and
Achaia,' as' having provoked very m.any;
and ;h- y conclude, if i meant their prais-
ing and exhorting men from the > xample
of olhers were turning to tables, it left
Paul in the same conUemnanon. But I

cannot think so, for Paul's object is one
thing and theirs another, for in 2 ; Cor. 8lh
cli.ipter and some of ihe iirst verses, he is

exiioniiig to jii)erality lo ihe necessities of
tne poor saints at Jerusalem, by the exam-

ple of them of Macedonia, fxeadth 25lh^
2Qt\^ and 27th ver.^es of the 15th chapter of
Paulas letter lo thy Romans-, where he tells
them he is going to Jerusalem lo minister
to the necessiues of liie poor saints, as it

had pleased them of Maeedoni:i and Achaia
to make up a certain contribution for them^
which was ttieir nuty as they had received
of them, (meaning them at Jerusalem) —
spiritual thing>s, to administer to their ne-
cessities ot their carnal ihings. Now y

think the spii ituai things Macedonia and
Achaia had received, was the gospel which
went from Jerusalem and was borne of
such men as God had called and qualified,
without theological schools or cofiinbu-
tions of money tiiher to influence ihem to

go; but necessity was laid upon iiiein and-
Ihey went through persecutions, and vfQi^
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glad too lliey were counted worthy to suflfer i

for Christ's sake.
So yon see, brother Bennett, the great-

CLst care of Primitive Christians was to-
vvnnls the poor saints, to. administer to

their necessities; but not so with the mis-

sionaries of tlie piesent day, for they pro-
fess to be so anxious for the salvation of
the worKl, they require contributions from
the poorest of saints for the purpose of
rearing up theological schools to educate
men lo go and preach that the world may
be saved, as they say. No matter seem-

ingly what becomes of the church, so they
get money enough to carry on their fabu-

lous schemes and plans, ancl they call all

their money-begging sermons the gospel in

its simplicity. It does seem to me they

surely know better. Andif ihey will notice

farther, the gi'eatest care of the apostles
was, the safety and welfare of the churches,
while the world was with them a matter of
minor consideration.
, In the next place, they request me to

point out to them where contributions were
thrown in largely, according to the asser-

tion of my letter, and they ask, if it was in

the Sarepta Association, (of which I was

once a member, but have with other breth-
ren vvithdrawn from them in, consequence
of the majority's compelling us to be in
part a constituent member of the Baptist
Convention of Georgia, for which we had

no fellowship. ) In answer to the first
question, I would refer them to the Min-
utes of their Convention and Associations,
SiC. which proves that large quantities of
money have been paid over even to them

ais well as others. And as for the Sarepta,
slie was pestered for a number of years be

fore we left her with influential conven-
tionists, (who by good words and fair
speeches deceive the heads of the simple.
Romans, 16lh chapter and 18th verse,)
urging her to become a member of said
convention, until they accomplished their
design. But before we left her, she paid
considerably, remembering"^it was in sup-
port of things invented of men who were

disposed to call large sums (speaking after
the manner of a poor man,) poor pitiful
sums; and they never have been known to

say, there, that is enough; do not give any
more. No, indeed, they are too much
like some Isaiah speaks of, 56th chapter
and llth verse, saying, "Y'ea, they are

greedy dogs wMiich can never have enough,
and they are shepherds that cannot under-
stand : they all look to their own ^vay,

every one for his gain, from his quar-
ter."

In the next place, they ask in Christian
charity, they say, by what art of necro-

mancy I discovered the motives of those
tliat threw in largely, so as to set it was for
self praise or vain glory? To this I would
answer, it does not take the art of conju-
ration to tell whether fruit is good or bad,

after it comes to maturity, "by their fruit
ye siiall know them,'' . t did not know
the tree, (falsely callec) benevolence) when
it first appeared to my view, and I was fa-
vorable to it; but when the fruit appeared,
it undoubtedly was praise to men or vain

glory, which was to be seen in public prints
and heard from the sacred desk on various
occasions. And I took the alarm, finding
it was congenial with my proud and natu-
ral disposition and knowing from the scrip-
tures, that the titles great, good, worthy,
&c. only belonged to God and not to sinful
men. But so it is

,

they are very often-

given to meji in this dark and bewildered
time of distress, and espqcially^ .to those
who pay the most money fn support of
their unscriptural institutions- .And I was
more confirmed in the belief, that the new
plans of the day had a tendency to exalt
men, \then on the very evening we had en-
tered our protest against the Sarepta Asso-
ciation, a certain zealous missionary ob-
served to me, <'well, brother Patman, you
have ruined yourself; 1 am truly sorry lor
you, for you soon would have been a very
popular preacher; but novv you never can
be." I told him I then felt willing to re-
nounce popularity for the sake of truth,
and if I never could be popular without
patronizing unscriptural institutions, 1 ex-
pected to be unpopular all my days.

In the next place, they cite nse to certain
passages of scripture, warning' us against
judging one another, requesting me to read
them; which 1 have done, and I confess it

excited in me a tear that probably I had
been too free in expressing m_v thoughts re-
lative to the motives of others in giving to
tiia support of said mission cause. But I

have Concluded eventually, thatif their mo-
tives were good they certainly have been

badly deceived in making the application

in support of institutions which the vvord
of God does in no wise authorize or justify ;

and if that does not authorize them, it cer-

tainly is sinful to support them, as his word'

is the only correct rule of faith and of prac-
tice too. And farther, I believe those who_
wish to come to the light, are willing for'
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th^ir motives nnd their ways too to he tried

by the scripture^? of truth, arul th:it without
oflenre; but ihe}^ that lov(^ darknoss c)o not

lo- e 'O (ome o ihe light, lest iheir dt cds

sh )ul'i be reproved, and th refort- ihey do

not like tobejudiied. Thev cbniinue to

jjav, Chri^ linns ought to be {guarded ga'i>st

their ignor.uice and pride; to tliai 1 s:iy,
amen. And 1 would to God I eouhi hive
grace whereby they mi}>,hl he suubdod, for

1 know ihey ate loo powerful Jor me; ond

I would pray never t ■be so blinded as lo
conclufie I am destitute of pride, for I do

believ<' wtierever ihrreis a hunian being
there is pj ide and ignorance to-*, and I let I

a disposiiion to try to pray n( vcr to be

"ivise above that, that is Vy^rii:en in Ihescrip-
tiires of h uih.

In the next place, ihey notice my hnving
210 doubt but many of the children of Gnd
were permitted to ha^ e gone so f;ir in these

unscrip'ural and deceivable things, that
though they may be ronvinced of ihe er-
ror ot their way, yet llirough t"e:ir of re-

proarh from thosL- thath'thei to have praised
Ihem for their deeds, that they call ohariia-
ble, would not come out from am/mg shem.

This I wro'.e from experience, as bad as it
was; for I remember well, when I was with
th.em and their new things, and I confess I
bad loo much ooniicience in what ihe\ said

and \v:^s too neglectful in reading; iriy Bible,
and from the fontiness they ma i iicsted to-
wards mc, (espo^ially when lhe\ had atiy.
reason to believe I would fontinue with
them,) I vvas ^urc if I h^ft them I shfuld
meet witb t- eL iVovvns; for somehow \ had
found out thai lh<nr chnriyv endured otdy

that which uas fivorahle to ihem, and
frowned o" every thing else, even scriptur d

arj^umenisof t-e movst plain and simplest
kir.d; yet they would turn from ihem as if
thfy were determined noi to give need to
any ihiny, that ojsposed their new plans.
"Well, to meet with their fro-wus I could
riot recoiiciie to my feelings at first, Init

after much trouble and trying to pray and
rfead n-y liible, on a retain occasion if I
am not oeceiyed, I fek wdiing to be under

He re-
marks, indeed, that the Jews h^d a great
advantage of the Gentiles. But were those
better than i/tem? No: in no wise. So
that the l)oastiiig Pharisee is at least in as
bad a fix as tiie harlot, or publican; nor
will he enter the kingdom of heaven quite
ps soon.

Th^ apostle in speaking of the gospel.

a'H*erts to the call of Abraham, and illus-
trates the economy of Gocl^s solvation, by

a minute scrutiny into its process. He
labors with all the zeal and devotion of a

faithful minister to prove that ////^ salva-
tion is bv grace^ and without works. By
his prophet, t!">e Lord tiad said: <'A f^hort

work uill the Lord mak<i
" In pursuance

of t.his, !ie had hu\ one Son: this Son died
but once, and bv one faith all Abraham's
ciiildren are saved. Thev are called his

I

children, merely because they all walk iii
tlr^ step"* of Ids one faith. This is a short
vvoi l< ifi deed. Hear it concis' ly spoken:

Tht rs fore it is o\' faith, that it migi^t be-

by !i;race to the end that the promise might
be s ire to all the seed.''

But the apostle did not, like many oth-
ers, contemn Christian experience; but in
our context minutely ond fully entered in-
to his own. So ought all, and so will all
gnspel preachers; and in so doing, be gui-
ded bv iheir own. Those wdio condemn
experienc(-preaching, may hnd 'heir anti-
types in Ezekiel's fat cattle, (SOih chap.)
who foul »he water; and David's roarers^
Psalm 74. who break down the cai vcd
work. The poor children of God have
many times to walk in darkness having nQ

light. Then they have to do like David,
11.9th Psdm, 49t!i verse: ^'R member the
word unto thy^ servant upon which tliou
hast caus' -I me to hope; this is 7ny comfort
in my affliction.''^ Christ has said: '^'I'hey
have kept the word, which I have givea
liiem. "

Can ofic easily imia;ine a more dia-r

boiicnl act, than to snatch, and remove tlie
i;ra.sped [)lank from a drowning child.
And yet these fat cattle and roarers, in the
midst of Gofl's congregation tlo this very
thing. God's eyes are looking on. His

Dout their neck, and they cast into the

My God! my dear brethren, let us cense

'o be angry with them. Rather let us p/ity
and prav for them, knowing as we do. that

they are heapins; up wrath against a day,
wherein (here is a sufficiency of wraih al-

ready. For it has always abode upon
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those, who hath not received the truth
lovingly.

I perceive that 1 am a little digressive,
but I am not certain if such are not the best

part of any of our productions. I shall not

stop to give my reason for the Jast idea,
but recur to St. Paul's experience, uhich
I look upon to he essentiallv connected
with the subject before us. But before I
advert to it

, I would finish a sentence that

1 be^an a few lines back. \ said lhat n

chihl of God could not be drowned, for his

everlasting arms are underneath; } now
"further add, that he a wall of fire round
about them.^' So that thev cnnnot. be {got-

ten downwaarls, nor tangents: but must

go upwards, up, vp.np, "springif-g up in-
to elernal life. "

iug harder for the sheepskin, ihan the lit-\
tie child of Cxod for its little experience. |

*'I was alive
without the law" once, but whj^n the com-
mandment came, sin revived and I died."
What was the consequence of ihis dealh?
Answer, that he could not do as he want-

ed. Why so? Because he saw another
law in his members' warring agairist the

Jaw of his mind. Now take notice that

til is mind, he calls himself. And the

word himself, cannot be used in our lan-
guage wiihout ah emphasis.

' The laici

which he found in his inembers^ was not

a law given by God, nor yet by 'man.

The apostle, as a philosopher, Called 1
t

from its unceasing propensity to evil.
Take notice also, ihat ttiis hiyv, did not

Ic '' him into bondage as a servant, but as
a captive, I observe a great difference

between these two characters. My eter-
nal hopes are builded upon this diflerence.
For a servant is at home upon hisbwn side

of ihe warfare; riot so, a captive; this waits
an opport(mit^ of deiiv erance.

And shill not a captive soldier of the
Son of God, (Who hath more povver, and is

stronger than our enemy,) be delivered?
Hear him, by the'moulh of his evangelical
prophet Isaiah, 49th and 24th, &c. ^'Shall

FAREWELL.
It was strted in a former number of ihe Primi-

tive Baptist, tliat it was fourieen miles from tho

place of my residence to the offitre where the pa-

per is prlntcdi The time spent in g-oing- to and

fro, toirpjher with the ordinary duties and expen-

ses of an editor, has caused a drain too constant

and rapid for my feeble and failing resources.

Henco, I was led to publish a notice near the

close of the second volume, that the paper would

be discontinued at the end of that volumci But

being urged by bretirren from different quarters

to continue, and recollecting that the printer had

just purchased- at his own cost, a press and types

for printing the Primitive Baptist, I determined to

gufft-r all the sacrifices one year longer. Be-

sides all this, 1 was resolved either to give in-

creased attention to the paper, or else to dissolve

my present connection with it. Finding myself
left without a choice, I now resign my station as

editor.

The Publisher, Mr. Howard, as will be seen by

reference to his annexed notice, proposes to con-

tinue publishing the paper. He is no professor of

religion, but 1 consider him to be a man of hon-

esty and skill, of moral habits, and a good print-
er, ^^nder this arrangement the correspondents

or writers will consider themselves collectively as ^

the Editors, and each will address himself to all

the rest; and ihe paper Vv'iil be viewed principally
as a medium of correcpondence.

I cannot but feel both sorry and glad as I take

leave of the thousands of precious brethren, by

whom I have so often been directly addrt^ssed. in

terms of fellowship and brotherly love, and re-

flect that this manner of intercourse is to cease,

and their kind salutations to become silent, some

melancholy emotions irresistibly steal upon me.

But when I remember that since the Primitive

Baptist has been going, two other Old School pa-

pers, the Christian Docfrinnl ,'idcocate and Spiritual
Monitor., and tlje Old Baptist Banner., have !~-prung

up, the former at Lnnsingburg, N. Y. jailer

Beloved bro., feeling it to be on impres-

sive devolving duty for the particular en-

tire sat isfnclion and consolation of our much

esteemed brelhren, the peculiar favorites of
heaven in the variousregions,tomakeknovvn
and report our former atfiicted doleful state

and the occurrences that led to if, and our

present dissimihtr happy state of union and

Jo\e, that is prevalent among us to our mu-

tual joy and unspeakable satisfiiction, since

our entire and final separation from the

Ashdods and all the disaffected perverse
ones. We make the foUowin^r true rela-

tion of facts, hoping that the "Prim.'' and

'^Signs'' will favor us with an insertion in
their esteemed valuable papers.

The Friendship was constituted in 1832,

on the old original platform. We lived in

peace and mutual love and harmony until
'36; in addition, we were highly favored

and blessed with a \oung preacher by the

name of Jer. Pearsall, holding his mem-

bership with us during the peaceable
time alluded to. In the year '36 our trou-

bles commenced. A Mr. Tlio. Willing-
ham, of notoriety, made his appearatice

among us from Tennessee, and was suspi-

(idously received by letter. Mr. W. called

himself a Baptist preacher, but we so^. i
found to our regret and sorrow, that we

were sadly and reluctantly deceived. lie
advanced strange doctrine indeed, such thai

we could not relish by no means; it was so

corrupt, and foreign from what we had

been accustomed. When he would in-
troduce a text, it was nothing more for

common but repetition of scripture from
first to last, and corruptness wilh itf for
confirmation of the correctness of our
views, his own and the world admired and

applauded his preaching talent.

Mr. W. saw that bro. Pearsall was young
and not ordained, and also discovered that
he stood high indeed in the estimation of
the Old Fashioned Baptists. Mr. W. un-

det^took toadmonish and to council bro. P.
He being so friendly, desirous for his good,
lakes him out and cordially advises him to

go to school for six months or more, other-
wise he could not become by no means an

eminent or popular preacher, especially to
the town gentlemen, &c. &.c. Mr. W. as

coufirmalion of his peculiar and singular

attachment to bro. P , observed at (he »^rne'
lime, that if he \a ould be ob.servant and takt?
his friendly advice then given, he would ve-*

ry cheei fully irrtercede with the church, &c^
in his behalf for schooling, and recommend
the seminary for the purpose. The reply
of bro. P. was, he preacht d not to please
men, nordid he require the wisdom of ihe
schools to make a gospel preacher. Soon
after, bro. P. was ordained and set apai t

to the work. The church soon urged for
a minister to be called to the pastotal care
of the chutrch. W, opposed the measure,

observing that he P. belonged to the
chtu'ch, and that he was theiy servant. The
reason was very plain indeed, he knew
from every concuirent circumstance that
he would not be chosen. At length t'h(j

church determined and resolved to give a

call, and set the time. The lime rolled
round, we went into a special call. Bro
P. was designated and chosen. Mad-
ness and ill-will was visible, plain to be
seen, on the part of W. and his gang,
who had crept in among us in like manner,
but not without suspicion^ which has since
been vvofully realized,

Mr. W., after bro. P. was chosen as our
pastor, moved for a committee to be ap-
pointed to arrange preaching for tlie year^:
which was granted, but still it was nothing
in his supposed desirous favor. The com-
mittee always would leave him out neglect-
ed, which mortiiied him still more and
worse. To be avenged on poor despised
Mordecai the Jew, and church too, while
bro. P. was preaching he would then get
his large book his constant companion, (a
collection of florid sermons, it is presumed,)
and place himself in the very front of ihe
congregation, under bro. P.; as though he
was his preceptor and the preacher his pu-
pil, and would turn from page to page ob-

serving very minutely and cautiously loo,
not forgetting the audience in the mean-
while to see if they noticed him indeed,
hov/ little he thought of his pupil or nov-
ice, as he would sometimes term him; he
would pretend to consult the large book, all
the time his pupil was preaching. When-
ever W. was admitted to preach, he would
request, to discourse first; he was certain,
however, to occupy nearly all the time,
and sometimes the whole — none for P.

In '37, W. rose in conference, apparent-
ly mad indeed, and very abruptly stated
that P. was a sower of discord wherever he
went; and also remai ked, that said bro. iiad
made an effort to turn out a bro. Chiles^ of
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Canaan church. Bro. P. denied the charge, I

and observed to the brethren to bear in

mind, what was said. Mr. VV. began to

shift a little and snapt. He then assei ted

lie heard so from four members of the Baj)-
tist order, bro. Chiles being one of the num- 1

her. Bro. P. went to Canaan church and

stated the circumstance, and Canaan church

cordially give him a certificate, declaring
in positive terms, that the assertion of W.
was notoriously false; also said church sent

messengers to us, who proved it to be a

lie, a palpable malicious lie. BrOi Chiles
was present with us and stated he "never
told VV. so, neither had he seen him during
the alluded time!!!^' and of course the ac-

cusation was false beyond a doubt. At
next meeting this same thing was introdu-
ced between bro. P. and W., who then and

there did peremptorily deny and assert,
that he never said that bro. P. had made
an effort to turn out any member whatever.

It was proven to his face in open confer-
ence, that he did accuse him in the present
instance, and many other similar lies in

the gross. A little time previous to this,
one of our deacons wished and made a mo-

tion for an amendment to our covenant; not

that he wished any alteration in the abstract,
no, far from it

,

he expressed what he want-
ed; he had it expressed in writing, so that
itv/as well understood by them boih. The
bro. deacon and Mr. W. were chosen to at-
tach the same to our covenant, but they
failed to do so.

The church had become so confused and

perplexed, the bro. deacon informed the
church that he could not stay with them if

they retained W., for that he could not b
y

no means fellowship W. ; and other mem-
bers told W. in like manner, and remark-
ed, that we had better b

y far separate, and
for it to be in peace as near as possible. W.
replied and said, he preferred and would
rather suffer an exclusion. We used eve-
ry laudable exertion to part in desirable

peace, but all to no effect. At our next

meeting, however, we came to the resolu-
tion determinately to come out from
among them, so that we declared non-fel-
lowship with all missionary operations in

loto. The vote was taken, all in favor of
the suppression of the missionary effort de-
clare the same by a rise from seals; five
rose in favor of the protest and six in oppo-
sition; before, however, they resumed all
their seats, a worthy sister rose and object-
ed, and reflected on her own conduct, ob-

serving that she did not at the very time
fully understand the consequent molion
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I

and result, and urged for her vote to betti-
ken, for she was ^'determined and would
go with the Old Side."

Her vote, however, was meanly and un-
precedented ly objected to b

y W. and his

I party, knon'ing it would be decided against
tlieni. He and his party not agreeing and

submitting to justice and equity, does it al-
ter the case? Is a man, or set of men, to
be rewarded for villany and injustice.'' The
fact is

,

he was, and his party too, reluctant-

ly were gratified in their preference, if it

was the truth; they are indeed excommu-
nicated, and what else can it be? every im-
partial, honest upright man will give veto

against; they cannot in justice do other-
wise than to give the casting determination
in our favor. This W. and others have
sense enough to know, they were wrong.
What is it then? they lack honor, they do
not love virtue, in all its operations; justice
and rectitude are deficient to an odious de-
gree, or else they would not endeavor to

palm such a barefaced imposition and per-
sist in it too. Their assertion in justifica-
tion does not alter nor better their case, it

only makes bad worse. It is an indelible
mark, no good will ever attend it

,

but an
awful impending reverse.

In the result we informed them, that we
were the church and that the house of
course was the church's, and that we had
contributed to the building of the same;
and not one of them had it cost a cent.
W. objected and replied and said, that he
would have the house, at the risk of a law-
suit; in addition too, demanded the church
book. W^e told him he should not, for we
had possession and that we would keep it.
One of our brethren who had gifted the
book, inadvertently, being agitated, (they
still persisting,) told them plainly they
should not have the book without they
paid for it. The party readily paid the
bro. for the book, contrary to the church;
the worthy bro. saw his error, when too
late, for advantages they were seeking.
The next day, however, he offered the mo-
ney back, they refused; he plead igno-
rance and was sorry, but to no effect. It
was an individual act, and not the church's.

On Lord's day met. The meeting be-
fore, we had received a member by experi-
ence, who was 10 be baptized at the present
meeting. The candidate made choice of
and preferred bro. P. to baptize her. So
we proceeded to the pool to administer the
ordinance, accompanied by all the Old
Side, not a few; all the Psew gentry being
at tlie liou.se. While in the act of prnver

at the pool, a rnffian of a fellow cnme with
a whin from the honso, brandis^hir.^ it a-

mong '.s, rlrove off and dispersed the
blacks, the most of which were members of
sai'l church; a dog at the same time was

plunged into the pool, a repel i! ion was

tn-dde of the s^me oriirage previods to the
candidate, with an bo; rid exclamatit n ihai
the do^ shotiici and muist be bai»lized first!!
There is no resting doubt, but what nil his
proceeded from Hie instigation and influ-
ence of the missionary spirit at the hous' ! !

We then went to the house and proposed
to the others, t hat we would tak( tb;. house
and pay them whatever was rights or that

they might have the house and they pay
us whatever was fair and equitable. A
w etched man^ an excommunicated foreign-
er, who vtns friendly to the party, replied
in their behalf, that they would keep the
house and pay for it. They have not yet
complied, and that is not the worst, for we

iir'iiiy believe that it was not their inten-
tion from the first! One of our bretVjren

was liberal indfjed, and so were they all
to the building, he advanced abour ^^80!!

We, however, ^vere turned out to occupy
the big house, but since we are comfortably
fixed with a good meeting house, and it is
much resorted to and a goodly number ad-
ded since. Praise tiie Lord for his unme-
rited gootlness to usT

The Association being near, we sent let-
ter and messengers. W. and party dotie
so likewise. Met on Friday agreeably to

appointment^ letters called for and read.
Tvvo letters from Friendship church, un-
der same name, were introduced; they
were laid aside until Saturday, moved and

approved. On Saturday the case Vv^asa-

gain introduced, to ascertain which of the
t'wo letters represented the frtie chtirch.
Each party made their several relations.
Mr. W., however, made not a few false
relations, which were .satisfactorily proven
to the ' ssociation to be lies, and to the sur-
rounding numerous anxious spectators, |
who evidently saw with us and deplored
our unhappy singular situation. One of
the false erroneous items was, that he, W.,
never had courted, neither had he ever
wished and desired the pastoral care of
Friendship church. A worthy bro. in-
deed, Elder Albrook, arose immediately
and cooly, dispassionately, and minutelyy
related concurrently all the relative cir-
cumstances, when, where, and how. It
was a flat contradiction in terms in the ag-
gregate, to the entire satisfaction^f all pre-

sent. The countenance of the man visibly'
fell, bis mou'h was closed, his tongue refu-
sed its office, he was completely silenced,
he could not reply. We felt for him, Iho^

our enemy, and we feel regret on the pre-
sent reluctant occasion. It is disagreeable
to us all, t)ut imperious duty calls aloud.
He and bis perverse party have compelled
us. The blessed inedible cause has forced
us thus to a disagreeable resort.

Mr. W. incoireetly sia'ed in the Asso-
ciation, that the ehnrch gave tip the

(church) book to hrin, and that he had loan-
ed it to us from our promise that we wo\jld
return it the next day. Fbe same was

prov en to be false likev\?<e in the extreme.
After a length) , confused, irritated dis-

cussion, the Assoeiatioo agi eed to come to
a final determination, and put to vote the
relative said tvvo letter*. The count be-
hold resulted in a lie of 26^. Some of the
missionists objected, however, and re-
qius'ed a recount, which was re>dily and

eordially granted. The bro Moderator
r( quested ali to give back, as he wished for
a fair equitable chance; vv))ich was complied
with, so tnat the members composing the
Association could easily be designated.
The vote was the second time taken, and
the tale resulted in the same, i. e. 2-6 to
each. And there was a young man a

preacher^ a Mr. Barnes, of their own par-
ty, stood at the back of the bro. Modera-
tor, both in the pulpit, and counted with
the Moderator, and did more than once
say, that the Moderator had counted right.
And many others asserted the same, both
of the Association and bystanders, who
were numerous in a large crowded house.
The counts were truly correct, beyond a
doubr, so said they all.

In the meantime, beloved bro., let us
here observe^ though shameful to relate in-
deed, that one of their number that voted
was not a member^ this, owr bro., we cari
authenticate and fully establish beyond a

solitary doubt, and to the part confusion and
shame of some. The bro. Moderator au-

thoritatively pronounced P. and col-
leagues in connection to be the true church,
and they were cordially by the Moderator,
&.C. invited to seats, and their names en-
rolled, and they participated with thein.
And W. and his had shamefully and dis-
gracefully to evacuate theirs— so much for
their arrogant assumption.

I On Monday, again the Association met.
i The opposing ones still restless, malignity
iwas visible, their all, as it were, was at
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*iake; they could not be satisfied, they
wanted to l)e avencied. TRUTH was like
to triumph, tlieir lofty aspiring pride would
be too much sullied indeed for endurance,

**We cannot, nor will we endure and sub-i
niit; what for the chieftain, our mighty be-

loved one to be so disgraced, it will never

do. We must continue our laudMble effort,

it may be we shall this time succeed. Let
us all unite our exertions, we cannot tell at

this momentous time what the devil has in

reserve for u-^. Every true peculiar m;m

stand firm at his assumed designated post,
and bo? courageous and deierminate, and

the pi'obability is
,

we shall now succeed.

So let us go at it again with all our miglit,
sticking close to the watchword, surmount-
ing every diirjcuity a

t the expense of
iruth,''

The missionists on this day, (Monday.)
urged and urged again^ being now for cer-

tainty well prepared and ail well accou-

tred, victoriously to decide the disputed

ground for a second recount, and impeach
e<i the Moderator; and (hat he had (^red.

Mr. Baines, above noticed, rose up in the
back part of the house and confirmed the
above assertion; and remarked and s'atcd^
that he saw when and where he made the
mistake—after he declaring frequejitly on

Saturday, that he the bro. iVIotJeralor was
correct in his coijnt! This doi s noi sound
harmoniously, something must be in the

way.
Ah! wfi had like to have forgotten.

Behold! there was a suspension from Sal

nrd.iy uutd Momlay; hostilities h^d pea-
fed, time enough incieed for consultation,
giving a f iir opportunity for the above pro-

ject to be well matured and effected.
The bro. Moderator at length came to

tlie manly laudable resolve, finally to part
for good; wisely observing in the result,
''that it was impossible lo live with them in
peace any longer" — and gave notice, lo
♦'all that would go with him, to follow
him;" which Ww.y cheerfully did, leaving
the residue to their own impotent and ma-
licious reflections.

Jmmediately i^fter, Mr. W., th«ir peculiar
favorite was mvited to a seat among them,
^and in the result of their meeting w,)s high-

ly distinguished. This, though, is not to
be wondered al, for ''birds ol a feather vviil

flock together."

to them. The destitute regions frequently
had some of those preachers among them;
t!ie preachers supported their families plen-
tifully; they all spoke the same language;
all was peace and union, both with preach-
ers and churches, (except individual disor-

ders.) They al! could go to meeting uni*
ted in heart arid hand, some singing praises
to God, some telling what the Lord had

done for them; on the way to meeting,
wiiile there, returning home, and after they
had got home. They all believed that
God was able to send the gospel among the

heathen, when and by whom he pleased
without the aid of mone}^, and in defiance

of all that wicked men combined with dev-
ils could do. The meeting houses were
almost generally fdled on any preaching
day. There were few in the neighborhood
thatjCOuld get there but went. Christ was

not then divided with the Baptists. The
Baptists no matter where they came from,
spoke the same language; had the same

Faith, Lord, and Baptism; could see eye to

eye, and brotherly love appeared to abound

generally among them. And I knew ox

no family that waatcda Bible but what had

one.
I suppose some of your correspondents,

and probably you, may say, surprising.
It cannot possibly be so. I do not believe
it. Can it be possible that God would so

bless a people that had no theological
schools to educate ministers, no State Con-
ventions, none of the societies that wo have

now, with our train of officers. No mis-
sionaries to carry the gospel to the heathen.

No way to restrain drunkards from getting
di unk. No memberships in societies, no
donations of money to spread the gospel.
No days for concerts in prayer, and no

protracted meetings, &:c. No, it cannot be

so. I judge from the proceedings of the

missionaries in the present day.
Yes, my brethren, God did bless his

churches, ministers and people in those

days abundantly. And I can inform you
why he did. It was because those depart-
ed worthies were ministers of God's call-
ing and qualifying.

For who is there among you in Virginin, that

does not know that agents, beggars, hirelings,

Bible distributors, trad vciiders, with all the

whole machinery of Riissions and school-priest

teachers, worship this god mammon— moiiey] and

thus serve God for filthy lucre sake.

And, Sam,l will ask you, and say as the devil

did to God about Job: Doth .lob fear or serve God

for noughi] Does the missionary priest serve God

for nought? Answer me, Sam, in yours to me; if
you think such an old oddity worth writing toi t

say, if the devil was in North Carolina, he

might bristle ivp to the Almighty and say with

great confidence: Do the missionaries and all the

band cf new scitemerg serve God for nought?

And, Sam, i ask you what heaven's God could

say, knowing what you knovr, knowing what 1

know to be facts'?

Mr. H. Holcombe, of Ala., writes in the

Mobile Moniior a lengthy essay, concern-

ing I he title of Old and Ne^v School Bap-
tisis; and after bringing up a long list of

missionary operations, on purpose to prove
themselves lo be entitled to the name of
Old School Baptists, concludes thus : The

English and Welch Baptists, and the Ame-
rican Baptists, especially those of Rhode
Island, Virginia, North and South Caro-
lina, were missionary Baptists. Tltey
have collected funds for missions,^ and for'

the education of young men for tht; min-
istry; they have sent out men to labor in

the Lord's vineyard ami paid them their
waii;es, as was done iii the apostolic age.

Here Mr. H. would have us believe,

that the apostles were missionary Baptists;
that they, like modern mission men do,

were going about collecting funds for mis-
sionary purposes; such as educating young
men for the ministry, and sending them

forth abroad to labor in the Lord's vine-
yard, paying them their wages, &c. &c.

Pity but tlmt professed antiquarian had

cited us to which of the apostles collected
funds for missions, and educated young
men to minister about holy things, sent

them out to labor in the Lord's vineyard;
what were the wages paid unto them, and

who was^ paymaster? That reverend gen-
tleman would do (at least some of us) a' pe-
culiar favor to turn down a leaf and point
bis finger (fy at the chapter and verse of
the New Testament, where the apostles set

dy to do to my brethren in all cases and un-
derail circumstances, if convenient, with-
out delay at any time when apprised of my
<lefecis. And I will thaitk my brethren t(?

have a watchful care over me ar.d my wri°
tings at all time-*, as I am gelling old and

my memory is failing nie.
This piece is humbly dedicated to my Old

School brethren, who may have objections
to any of my ideas written on the tares ;ind

two seeds, foi^ iheir perusal; as an explan-
ation to their objections, so far as they iiave
been heard by me, for their saiisfaclion,
and 1 hope it will pro\e so to them; and
as an additional answer to my beloved Jo-
siah Fort's i^^er on the two seeds, connec-
ted with whativhave already written to him
on these subjects; which he will please ac-

cept as a proof of my lasting love to him,
and willingness to serve him at ail limes;
or any other brother of the Old School or-
der, when convenient for me to write.

This piece is noi intended as a matter of
controversy between me and any Old School
Baptist in the universe; but as an explana-
tion of my ideas, for the satisfaction of
those brethren who have objected and may
hereaiter object to them on the tares and

two seeds, as I consider controversy be-

tween Old School brethren of the moside-
strucrive tendency, and should not be pub-
lished by any periodical whale ver, as it

genders strife and paity spirit.
To the publisher I will say, dear friend,

to you, as 1 have said before, I stand in-
debted for the publication of most of my
writings; whether y,ood or t^ad, time ha»

and tinie will reveal. The generations
that follow us wiil not possess our prejudi-
ces, in their calmness and observation of
events; my writings are submitted to in-
spection by 111em, at whose bar the) stand

or fall as to this world. And i do humbly
hope you never will admit into the col-
ums of the Primiiive Baptist, any contro-
versy between Old School Baptists, on any
subject whatever, being contrary to the de-

sign of the paper; which the prospectus

and my following piece will show, which
read to keep >our memory refreshed, as

your guide. Publish the letters and infor-
mation from all quarters of the Union, and

the writings that accord with the prospec-

tus, and not let its columns be open tor

controversy; because this controversy ha«
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made a tlivision of sects, and division

among the Baptists; and it will ruake again

a division among the Old School Baptists,
if I am a judge, if persisted in. Contro-

versy on abstruse points genders strife,

cools the love and respect of brethren, hin-
ders their usefulness to one another, weak-
ens the bands of fellowship, dissolves uni-
on, makes brethren distant and shy of each

other; and this because they cannot lend,
borrow, nor change eyes with each other.

Remember, every man must see out of his
own eyes and he cannot borrow his bro-

ther's, but see only out of those God has

given him. And shall you fall out with a

brother, because he cannot see out of your

eyes? Why you might as well fall out

with men because they cannot all see alike

through the same pair of spectacles. Re-
collect, there are babes, children, young
men, and old men in the church of God;
and although they all have their eyes, yet
there is a great difference in their strength
of mental sight. So then, let the younger
submit to the elder, as the scripture has

said, and let there be no controversy, no

strife, in the Primitive Baptist, between

Old School brethren. It never w^\s its (le-

sign — the prospectus should be your polar
star.

And further, George, I am the more in-
duced to charge you to do this, which you
know has been my opinion all along and

my advice I hope you will not take amiss,

as it is from the best intention to the pro-
motion of our paper. I call it ours, as I
feel deeply interested in its welfare and

perpetuation, and acceptance to Old School
brethren throughout the States and world;
for it will live and anxiously be read,

when we are dead and gone.
And dear brethren,! feel and have always

felt since being a minister of God's gospel,
since I understood church discipline, inde-
pendent in my writingsand preaching; as not
accountable for my religious opinions to any
pope, bishop, presbytery, council, synod,
Association, State or individual; but to the
church of which I am a member. And
whenever summoned by her to give an ac-
count for my moral character or doctrine,
at her bar will I appear with all reverence,
humility, -and submission; believing by the
Book that she is the only power on earth
that has a right and authority to take cog-
nizance of my religious opinions; or in
other words, the doctrine 1 preach. And
that Christ has delegated this power to ev-
ery individual church, and that she has no

I
right nor can she give this power to the

; Slate or any individual whatever, without
1being amenable to Christ her head. And
i as for churches calling helps to aid them,
'
they have no right so to do; no more than
a judge appointfnl by the State has to call
other individuals to help him decide a law
case — the sovereign State has vested him
with full power to try the case, and he
cannot give that power to another individ-
ual or individuals. Even so a sovereign
Christ has given power to his individual
churches, to judge according to his laws all
cases arising in that particular church com-
munity; and her decision is final, from
which there is no appeal. Tell it to the
church — if he neglect to hear the church.
Read Revelations, on the seven churches
of Asia, and see them separately charged,
&:c. &c. Yet I have ever paid due respect
to the feelings of my brethren and their
views of things, and so have ordered my
life for thirty-seven years, that I have nev-
er had but two brethren say, brother Law-
rence you have hurt my feelings. One of
them I paid a debt twice and had wrote it
down, and because I would not pay him
the third time I hurt his feelings; so let it
be. The other was a missionary Baptist,
and that is easy accounted for. Howbeit,
I may have hurt others, but they have nev-
er let me know it

,

which it was their duty
to do.

But although I do not hold myself ac-
countable to the Kehukee Association, nor
to any individual preacher in it or out of

it
, for any scripture opinion that I may ad-

vance in writing or preaching, or all others
in the universe, nor to the State of which I

am a member, nor to the United States nei-
ther, save to the church to which I belong;
yet the feelings of my brethren are pre-
cious to me, and I hold them in high es-
teem for they occupy a high seat in my af-
fections; and only for their feelings of love
to me and jealousy towards me, for their
satisfaction and not from any accountability
to them farther than Christian love, I shall
endeavor to explain my meaning on their
objections to the parts of my writing on
the two seeds, or at least what I have
understood was their objectionable
parts.

And before I set mat to give them satis-
faction I will say, there may be many Old
School Baptists like them, dissatisfied a-
bout my ideas and words in that piece
throughout the United States; if so, I hold
their feelings dear to me, and hope they
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will look for and study this piece well for
their satisfaction.

And further, the reasons that I do not

hold myself accountable to any m:in or set

of men in church or State, vSave the church
to which I belong, are, first: I verily believe
that every man in the world has a right to

his private judgment in mailers of religion,
and that he ou^ht not, nor cannot, Rurren-
tler it to society or any man or set of men
on earth, if he could; but he cannot. For!
although he should attempt it

,

yet his pri-
vate judgment still dwells with him, as a

God-given right that no man can take from
him by coercion or fraud. And should 1 ,

attempt to surrender mv private judgment
in matters of my conscience and religion
to any man or set of men, I should abuse

the gift of my maker and play the hypo-
crite with men.

2nd. I believe that religion is the volun-
tary offering of the heart and ourselves to
God, and that religion is entirely a thing
between man and his creator; and not be-j
tvveen man and man, or between man and I

society of any kind, but by his own free!

conse.it; and that no worship paid to God I

by force or fraud is acceptable to him; and
l:>at all homage paid to God must be ac-

cording to the dictates of a man's own
conscience, or else that man plays the hy-
pocrite with his God in presenting an of-

fering to him, which he does not in his

conscience !hiuk right, and is required by
God of him as well in preaching doctrine
as any thing else. Witness the prophets
and apostles, and Peter standing before the |

magistrates of Jerusalem; read what he;

says, Acts, 4. 20: For we cannot but speak
the things which we have seen and heard.
Read the chapter.

3rd. I believe that all men should exer-
cise their own judgments, and go to hea-

ven in that road they think the most direct
and safest, and preach and pray in their
own way, as the word and their own con-
science may dictate to them; and if they
miss, let them bear the blame. And that

any man ma}' be religious in his own way,
and that he may not be religious in any
way, and is then only accountable to
his God. So then I leave the religion of
every man to tne reason and conviction of
his own conscience^ and 1 say it is a

God-given riglit for him to exercise ac-

cording to the dictates of h s own con-

science, and that no man has a right to

force him otherwise; because the opinion
of every man depends on the evidence be-

fore him, or meditation thereon by hiscwus
mind, and cannot of course follow the dic-
tates of men of higher minds, or other
men's opinions, w ithout con viction ihat it

is right. For surely it is the duty of eve-
ry man to render homage to his maker, yet

it cannot be the duty of any man to j.ay
that duty to his maker he does not think
his maker requires of him, and to be ac-
ceptable to his God.

4th. I believe religion to be entirely free
and exempt from all civil and religious so-
ciety, or any legislative body on earth, ex-
cept to the church to which such a man has
voluntarily and of free consent given him-
self a member of that society; and that no
man ought to suffer any man or set of men
to overleap the metes and bounds on hig

rights set forth by (he Constitution of the
Slates and the holy scriptures, so far as he
can help it. And any preacher, or society,
or Slate ruler, that makes such an en-
croachment on his liberty of conseience»
go fai- beyond their commission from God
or man, having no authority from th^ Con-
stitution or scriptures over consciences, and
are tyrants. Give an inch and take an ell.
Keep Congress and the State Legislators
to the text book of the Constitutions, and
the church lo the New Testament, and
many a Sampson lock will be shorn off,

many will hold empty purses.
Now, my dear brethren, I have given

you my creed as to church and State pow-
er in matters of religion in miniature. And
now 1 will give you my creed as to my re-
ligious opinions in doctrine for your in-
spection, and then come to your objections
in argument by scripture proof on the tw©

seeds, &c.

And first, 1 believe in the self-existence
of a God, eternal, immutable, all-powerful.,
all-wise, holy, just and true, &c. &.c.

2nd. 1 believe there never was, is not
now, nor never will be, any God but a

three-one God ; Father, Word, and Holy
Ghosi. And that the Father in six days
created the heavens and the oarih, and rest-
ed the seventh day from ail his work. Anei
that he has not since then winged a fly,
nor created a spire of grass. What say
you to this ?

3rd. I believe the Word took our nature
on him and then, and not until then, be-

came Son of God ; and that he was born

for us, he lived for us, died for us, rose for
us, ascentu d for us, and now makeih in-
tercession for us; and that he will come

from heaven to take us to himself. And
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that when he died on the cross he finished
and completed his work of salvalion and

plan of refJcmption in all its parts, as com-

plete as the Father did his in the work of
creation. And that now the Son of God
Fcsteth from his work.

4th. I believe the Holy Ghost commenc-

ed his work on Abel, and has been rarrving
it on until now; and thai he will continue
to carry it on to preunre, regenerate, and

i'^nalify all God's foreknown, forebeloved,
forechosen, forepredest ina'ed, foreappoint-
t>d, foreordained, ;md forepnrposed people
to salvation, to the end of the world. And
thai if there were as many devils in hell as

grains of sand in the whole o^lobe, and a
sj

many infidels as there are leaves on all the;

trees in the world, that every one of God's
beloved, elect people, shall and will, in

spite of all llieir povvers, be saved in the

Lord with an everlasting salvation. And
then he will rest from his work, when he

shall have finished renewing the mind of
the last elect person, and quickened and

purified their bodies, and changed tliem as

he did that of Enoch, Elijah, and Christ,
from mortal to immortal.

5ih. I believe these three persons,
Father, U'ord, and Holy Ghost, make a

God ; and without these three tiiere is no
such a being as a God. And that it lakes
these three to make one God, and not three

Gods. And that neitlier of them is God
without the unity of the three. What say
you to this ?

6th. I believe this three-one God. in

unity and trinit}', foreknew and foresaw
from the date of bis own self cxis1,ence, all
mankind individual!}' and particularly, wiih
all cases, all circumstances, and all condi
tions, all sins and all works of righteous-
ness, ever to be done by any man fron;
Adam to the end of the world And that
the fall of man stood present before him,
yet he determined to create him after the
counoil of his own will and in his own
image, fall or not fall. And that by vir-
tue of this foreknowledge he foresaw the
fall of man, and that he would need a Sa-

viour and Redeemer. And thus by his
foreknowledge of this sad event, foreknew,
ana forecliose, and foreordained, and fore-

appointed, and toreswore before the foun-
dation of the world, that Jesus Christ, tl.e
Word and his Son, should be the only Sa-
viour, Redeemer, aud High Priest of the
whole ciiurch of God, from Adam to the
end of the Vv'orldjand no other.

7th, X believe God foresaw before the

creation of the world, this fallen mass of
man in his fallen state, corrupt, lost, and

dead, in trespasses and sins, condemned

and in a damnable state by thf^ fall of tha

first man he purposed to make ; and yet
with this foresight he made him in his own

image, he made them male and female, not*

withstanding he foreknew thousands by the

fall and their own sins would be damned to

all eternity. Yet out of this fallen, lost,

and corrupt mass of human beings, he fore-
knew, foresaw, and foreloved, and fore*
chose, forepredestinated, foreappointed,
foreordained, and foreswore, and foregave
them grace in Christ, and foreprepared a

kingdom for them, and wrote down every
individuars name in the Lamb's book of
life, that he loved and that it was his will
shonhl be saved ; and gave them to his Son,
.to redeem them and raise them up at the
last day, and present them without fault,
spot, or vvrinkle at the last day before his
throne, washed in his blood and clothed in
his righteousi ess. And that all the rest
will be damned —whoever they may be I

know not ; but God foreknew, now knows,
and they will hereafter know. So th« n it

is not of him that willelh, but of God that

shcweth mercy ; not of the clay, but the
will of the potter ; not of works, but of
grace, that he might make known theriches
of his grace on the vessels of mercy, which
he has aforepreparcd unto glory —afore in
his choice, afore in his predestination, afore

in his a[)pointment, afore in his ordination
to eternal life, before the foundation of the

aorld. How do you like this }

8th. I believe God purposed in eternity
to save and to do all things for his elect peo-
ple, in time and after time ; all things that
will be done for them to their final and

eternal salvation and glorification, both in
j^rovision, in time and after time, to their
eternal happiness; all things final & immuta-
ble, decreed and settled by the trinity, from
which there will not, nor cannot, be no al-

teration nor change by the three-one God.
9ih. I believe in the total depravity of

man, and his utter inability to help him-
self unaided by the Spirit of God, b

y all the

works he can do on earth.

10th. I believe the Holy Ghost will call

t fTeclually, powerfully, and irresistibly, all
God's chosen and predestinated people to

the knowledge of the ti uih ; and that ihey
cannot resist the call, let them do anything
and every thing they can to oppose his work
of grace on their hearts. But that he by his

almighty power will carry on the work lo
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their perfect salvation in time and eternity.
How do you like this?

ll(h. I believe there is not under heaven
nor earth, no other thing that can cleanse a

sinner from his sins, but the blood of Jesus
Christ applied to his conscience by the

Spirit of God. And no other possible jus-
tification of a sinner in the sight of God,
but by the obedience -of Jesus Christ to the
law of God.

12lh. I believe that nolhing but grape
-wine should be administered in the Lord's
Supper, and that one loaf of bread should
be used, and not two.

13th. I believe all professors of religion
should maintain good works, as far as the
flesh, devil, and world will let them; as

proof of a living faith, as a means to in-

crease brotherly love, as a benefit to their
brethren, as an honor to the cause they have

espoused, and as lights to the world, their
families, and church of God; as bring-
ing glory to their heavenly^ Father, &c. &c.

Thus, brethren, 1 have given you a scrap
of my religious opinions, and scarcely a scrap
it is; however you may like it you must take

it
,

better for worse, for it is my faith with
my whole heart's belief, as far as it goes.

We will now come to what I have un-
derstood were your ohjections to the words
and phrases I used in writing on the two
seeds, &c. and try to find out b

y

the Book
who is wrong, you or I. And surely as

that former piece states, I have a right and
the best right to explain my meaning on
any words I use. This I presume you
will not deny, for words were made for
use and there is no harm in using them,
but harm in wrong applying ihem. So let
me explain my own meaning and applica-
tion of the words I used, and see whether
that will satisfy you that I was right in the
applicafion to which these words v/ere iti-
tended by me.

And first, that piece was intended as a

public letter lo my beloved Josiah Fort, in
answer to one he wrote me, and to settle
the ditficulfy in the churches in Tennessee
on Parkerism ifj could. And I cannot as

yet see why nor wherefore you should
have taken exceptions to that which was
written to another man, unless it was your
love towards mc and jealousy over me.
For this I say, no man is a judge of his
own writings, and that a man may write
himself down when all the world cannot
do it. So accept of my thanks for your
criticism on my writings. I regard it as a

token of your love.

The objectionable parts as understood,
are in vol. 3

, No. 20, page 309,^as follows:
" Matthew, 13. 38: Bat the tares are the chil-

dren of the wicked one. Then of course, the
tares are the thy seed; for if children, then the
seed of the serpent. Now the question arises

ag-aiii : are, or are not, -all mankind the children of
the wicked one, by the fall of Adam, by their
first birth ? 8ay. I say they are, as 1 have shown
above. I ask, has God any children by their first
birth— I mean their natural birth ? W by yon
must answer, no; for God has all his children by
their second birth, born of the Word and Spirit of
God, and thus they become his children and not
before; thus born of the water, (which means a

natural birth,) and then of the Spirit, this makes
them children of God; nor are they so before, in
any sense of that word. Then 1 put it down,
that all mankind by nature and practice, are the
children of the wicked one; and may thus be ac-
counted in the text the serpent's seed, or thy seed;
and that God has not a child amon^all the mil-
lions of the world, until born of his Spirit, What
say you to this] Again : I put it down that you
may not forget it, that all mankind as tlioy come
into this world, are the serpent's seed, and leave it

here.
"Then the sum of all is, God makes saints out

I of sinners, righteous men out of wicked ones, and

j makes his children out of the devil's children; by
being born of his Spirit, or created in Christ Jesus
unto good works. And thus the good seed are
the children of the kingdom; and the remainder
are the tares, or children of the wicked one, left
to be burnt."

The above quotation from the Primitive,
contains all the objectionable parts that
have yet come to hand, although there
may be some who have objections to oth-
er })arts. Without further remarks on my
creeds, or in self claims, 1 now come to ar-

gument by the Book on the above quota-
tion, and think I can comprehend all your
objections under three general points:

I First, I have asserted that God makes all
his children out of the devil's children.
3nd. ! have asserted that God has no child
among all the millions of the world uniil
born again, 3rd. And that no man is a

child of God until born again, in no sense
of that word. This last I think is the

bugbear. Knowing, brethren, you have
been professors for years and are wise
men, men well skilled in the scriptures
and the doctrine of Old School Baptists, I

shall be the more short in my explanation,
as thinking a word to the wise is enough.

Then on the first point: God makes all
his children out of the devil's children.
And I might as well take in the second
point as they are so nearly allied to each

other, and as the proof of the one point
will confirm the other: That God has no

children among all the millions of the
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world, until born again. These two i

points I believed wlicn I wrote them, and

I now believe thenrj with all my heart,

whether you do or not. And I will jrive

ycu a few of my reasons for so doing, but

shall not cite chapter and verse, because

you are well skilled in scripture and will
know them as snon a;? mentioned. Shapen
in iniquit\', and in sin did m} mother con-

ceive me. Go astray from the womb,
speaking lies. By the nfffwice of one,

-{Adam is meant.) judgment came upon all
men lo condenmation. B\ one man sin

entered into the world and death by S'n, so

death passed, &c. By one m;m's disobe
dience many were made sinners. None
good, no, not one; all gone out of the way.
We (saints) were children of wrath by na-

ture, even as others; (thnt is. such as had
never been mnde saints, or children of
God, or never will.) All clay of the same

lump, and it is God the potter's hand that
makedi one man to honor and another to
dishonor; one a vessel of mercy and ano-
ther j)art of the c\-\y left to be a vessel ot

wrath fitted for destrurtion. All is owing
to the hands of the potter that maketh the

difference, and not a difference in the clay.
Hence them he foreknew he predestinated
to a conformJty to his Son. Then they
that he foreknew and predestinated were
not in the clay conformed to his Son's im-
age, so in the clay or first birth they were
not chiklren; for God foresaw they needed.
In order to make them his children, a con-

formity to the imagp ot his Son. Then he

passed the act of unchjno;('ahIf' predestina-
tion, that they should* be conformed to his
Son, with every provision to effect it.
And this conlbrniity takes place in regene
ration, and thus they are made his chil-
dren, or like his Son. And they are not
his children before, but the devil's children.

Again: Chosen us in him before the
foundation of the world, that we should be

holy and without blame, &c. So then
wi)en he made his choice before the world
began, he saw his chosen unholy and full of
blame, (in nature aud practice, and with-
out love to him;) y^et he chose them lying
in the common mass, dead in trespasses
and sins, without hope and a God in the
world. Yet this foresight of their unholi-
ness and blame did not hinder his choice of
them, to fulfil his own purpose in making
them holy^, without blame, and in love, be-

fore him the chooser.

Again: Elect according to the fore-

knowledge of God the Father, throggh

sanctification of the Spirit unto obedience

<ind the sprinkling of the blood of Jesus
Christ — (Peter.) Here we have in this
verse the whole matter before us. God's

foreknowledge of man's unrleanness, need-

ing sanctification of the Spirit, obedience,

and the sprinkling of the blood of Jesus.
A nd under a foresight of all man's unclean-
ness God's election took place, of all the

objects of his love; so then, foreknown of
God; secondlv, beloA'ed of God; thirdly^,
cho.sen of God, through sanctification of the

Spirit, w^hi( h the act of God in regeneration
does, to cle-inse them unto obedience; and

lastl\ , «he sprinkling of the blood of Jesus.
This comprehends both cause and effect of
cause; and thus born again and become the

children of God out of tlie devil's children;
and not so before is any man in the world,
but all are children of the devil.

Now I choose one more case from scrip-
ture to clear all this doctrine, that is, the
case of Jacob and Esau: For the children
toeing not yet born, neither having done

any good or evil, that the purpose of God,

according to election might stand, not of
works, but of him that calleth— as it is

written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have
I hated. Read 9th chapter of Romans.
Now the above case of Jacob and Esau, and
of Isaac and Ishmael, were quoted from
the Old Testament in support of the doc-
trine of God's election of his people to ev-

erlasting salvation, by^ Paul; and as similar
cases to show that God's election of his
people to everlasting life was not depend-
ent on the works of any man, good or bad,
but wholly based on his purpose; and that
God's purpose was the basis, and founda-
tion, and pedestal, on which God's elec-
tion rested, and not on the works of man,

good or bad. For these two children, Ja-
cob and Esau, were both children of one
Father and of one mother. Now let me
ask you, whether the one was good seed in
the loins of Jssac, and the other bad? or, in
other words, whether one of these children

1in their nature was better than the other.'* If
j you sa}' no, you will say the truth; if you
! say yes, the scripture says they had neitiicr
; done any good or evil. Then God's choice

■of Jacob had no respect to works, so his
; choice of sinners in Christ to, salvation be-

! fore the foundation of the world, had no

I respect to works done, nor foreseen to be

done by them; but their election is based

on the purpose of God, and not works, but
of him that calleth.

So then he called Jacob to be heir of the

promises that he had made to Abraham; he
called him to be heir of the land of Ca-
naan; he called him to receive the law, the
service of God, and promises; but left E-
sau without a call to these things. So in
God's system of grace without works, he
calleth some sinners by his Spirit from
darkness to light, from death to life,
from condemnation to justification, from

being children of the devil lo be children
of the living God, heirs and joint heirs
with Christ, and to eternal glorification in
heaven; and the rest he leaves uncalled,
Esau-like, to have no part nor lot in these

great matters.
And thus salvation is based on the great

foundation of God's purpose, election, call-
ing, juslificalion; which finishing stroke of
God's eternal purjiose is regeneration &final
and eternal glorification, to an inheritance
incorruptible and a crown that fadeth not

away, reserved in heaven for all his pur-
posed, chosen, and predestinated children;
who are and shall be kept by the po«^cr of
God thro' faith unto eternal salvation, thro'
all trials, storms and tempests whatever.

These few reasons, dear brethren, I
liave given you out of the thousands I
cotild give, for your satisfaction of my
faith. So then I put it down again as my
faith, that all men come into the world sin- ;

ncrs and are equally depraved by nature, :

Jucob as well as Esau, Isaac as well as Ish- j

mael; and that the grace of God only ma- 1

keth ihe difierence as respecis salvation, !

or children, of God and devil; and that '

God has no children without being born -

again — I mean actual children, that can be

called so personally by the church of God,
\

or claim the right to call himself a child of:

God, without he is born of God, and then

he has the witness in himself, bearing wit-
ness with his spirit he is a child of God,
and not before. 1 hope this you will un-;
derstand —meditate upon and comparewith|
the Book. i

I will now come to the third point pro-

posed, as I consider it the bugbear of all

your objections, and drive it from before

your sight if 1 can. 3rd. Here it is: And
that no man is a child of God until born

again, in no sense of that woj d.
1 say no man is an actual child of God

until he is boVn again. What say you? If
you say no, why then we agree; but if you
say God has a child or children before they
are born again, why then we come to ar-

gument on this poin». And this I under-
stand is the point of your objections, that.

God has children before they are born a-

gain. Will you say, or will you not say,
that any man from Abel to this day, is an
actual child of God before he is born
again? If you say God haa children be-
fore they are born again, then the argu-
ment will st&nd thus: What kind of chil-
dren are they which are unborn? To
which 1 answer on your side, as )^ou may
think: first, God has predestinated chil-
dren to adoption; secondly, he has prom-
ised children; thirdly, he has children
conceived in the womb yet not born; and
those born of his Spirit. These four kinds
of children will comprehend all sorts of
God's children, whether foreknown chil-
dren, elect children, or any else besides.

First then, we will begin with God's
predestinated chiklren, which you will find
in Ephesians, 1. 5: Having predestinated
us unto the adoption of children by Jesus
Christ to himself, according to the good
pleasure of his will. Then it follows of
course, that these were foreknown chil-
dren, or else they could not have been

predestinated. The act of predestination
is an act of foreknown or present knowl-
edge, you must admit; secondly, they
must be chosen or elect children, or else

they would not have been predestinated to
the adoption of children. Then it follows
that God has a set of children by predesti-
nated adoption; agreed, but who are ihey^
and where are they? You will say they
are known to God; agreed — and although
these are the same children tiiat are born

again, and none hut they, yet these are not
born children, but predestinated children
which shall hereafter be born again. So
then when you speak of predestinated chil-
dren, speak of them as such; and when
you speak of born children, speak of them

as such: for tiie one may be called a non-
existing, only in the mind and purpose of
(iod; the other, a fulfilled purpose of mind
and an existing child.

Then one question here: Is a predcstina-^

ted child a born child? You are lorced to

say, no; yet he shall be born —agreed, but

he is not a born child as yet. And for

proof of this position we will refer to th.e

text: To the adoption of children —a Jew-
ish and Roman practice of eld time, to

which simile the aj^ostle Paul had refer-
ence in this verse. On adoption I vviil be

as short as I well can. The daughjer of
Pharaoh adopted Moses for her son, altho'
he was not by birth her son; this proves
what I have v/ritten all along, God makes
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bis children out of the devil's children.

Mordecai adopted Esther. God adopts the

children of Israel. Romans, 9. 4— Galati-

ans, 4. 6: And because ye are sons, God

balh sent forth the Spirit of his Son into

your hearts, crying, Abba, Father.
This may suffice from the Book to prove

there was a practice well known to Paul,

as adoption. This text, because ye arc

sons, ha;^ been mentioned to prove God has

children before they are born again. I
beg such to notice how it reads; it does

not read as you would have it mean: be-

cause ye were sons, in the past tense, look-

ing bick: nor does it say, because ye shall

be sons, looking forward, in the future
ten>e; but are, in the present tense — are

sons, not wt re nor shall be sons. So this

text belongs to me, to prove God has actual

children, as well as predestinated children,
which I admit.

1 will give you my views on adoption,
as short as I can. Adoption is that act of a

rich lady or rich man, that has no child;

but sees one he or she takes a liking to,

and has a desire to make a son or daughter
of, although it be a strange child of aiiolh-
er family, to heir their property ; as did
Piiaraoh's daughter to JNloscs, an outcast;

as did the Romans to poor fatherless and

outcast children, often to educate them and

heir their property by law, and as we do

to legitimate tnem, or make them lawful
children. Now then this man must know
the child, so God foreknew sinners; sec-
ond, this man must purpose to make this

strange child l.is child by the law of adop-
tion, so God nuist purpose to adopt sinners,
the devil's children, these stiange children
to be his children; for if they weie his
own children by their fust Inrth, he could

not adopt them by ihe law of adoption, for
they v\ould then in that case have been

heirs or children without adoption. So

you see this proves what I have said all a-

long, 'hat God makes his children out of
the devil's children. 'I'hen here see in a-

dopJion a knowledge of the child; second,
a choice or election of the child; titird, see

a purpose, or determination, or predestina-
tion, to make this poor child his child or
heir. JNow let me ask you this question:
Is this seen child, this choice child, this

predestinated child — say, is he a child and
heir of this man's estate, or not, beiore the
act of adoption takes place according to
law.^ For this act of adoption, spirituaily
speaking, is being bornagam. Now must
you not f;ay. he \y^xs not this n.ian's child

nor heir until the act of adoption took
place.

Thus I have laid this matter before you
in my short way. Then here is a fore-
known child, here is a beloved and elected

child, and here is a predestinated child to

adoption — in all this I agree, yet if I say
l.e is not a child you will stare. I say he
is not a born child, and I prove it this way
by Paul: If a child, (that is

,
a born child,)

then an heir and joint heir with Christ.
One question here: Can an unbegotten
child be an heir? If a child then an heir, if

no! an heir then no child, so vice versa.

Is a non-existing, a child or not? Say.

Leaving the above and coming to the

second kind of God's children, and that is,
(jod's promised children. And on this
point I need only cite you two verses.

Isaac was a child of promise, Christ was a

child of promise. And we, brethren, are

the chiUhen of the promise as Isaac w^as.

These may suffice, with a hundred that

might be given you, as God's promised
children to Christ and his church, through-
out the Ohl Testament so full to this point,
on which I know you will not nor cannot

ohject, that God has promised children.
But who are they, and what are they ? All
well known to God. Agreed. Having
this seal, the Lord knowelh them that are

his. Agreed. But are they born chil-
dren? No; but they shall he born. A-
greed. Now come hither, look iiorlhward,
southward, westward, easlvv-ard, &c. all
this land will I give thy seed for an ever-
lasting possession — if thou canst count the
stars of heaven or the satid of the sea, so
shall thy seed be — and kings shall come
out of th}^ loins.

Now, brethren, here stand before us mil-
lions of Jews b

y God's proniise, and it was

surely his will and purpose to make the
seed of Abraham such. Acts, 7. 5. Yet
he promised that he would give it to him
for a possession and to his seed after him,
vv'hen as yet he had no child. (Mark that
word, no child.) Now a question here:
Was Isaac a child before he was born?
Yes, }ou will say, he was a proniised
child. Agreed. How then comes Paul
to say, while as yet he had no child? If a

promised child is a child, he could not
have said so. Then a promised child is no
child, nor is a predestinated child a child;
nor is seed as the stars, or sand, a child;
nor was ihy seed Isaac, nor all the millions
of the .seed afore promised as ihe stars, chil-
dren before bom. Then promised see4
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are not children, they must he begotten
anil hern before a child or children. For
allho 'gii Abraham had in his loins seed as

the .•^tarsfor number, and that a promised
seed 100, yet Paul snys he had no child; of
course then he does not count seed chil-
dren. Romans. 9. 9: For this is the word
of promise, at this time will I come, and

Saraii siiall have a son. 8th verse: But
the children of the promise are counted for

the seed. Gaiatians, 4. 28: Now we,
brethren, as Isaac wns, are the chiklren of

joromise. Isaac was a promised child, yet
Abraham hns no child. So Christ and the

cliurch has promised children, yet she has

no cliildren but promised ctiihiren until
they are born. At this time will I come,

and Sirah shall have a son. Say, was he a

son b'-'fore that lime, of his conception and

birth? When born then a sou actually, and

not before.
Recoileot in the laws of Moses, God

commanded that if a man died childless,
his brother shouhJ marry his widow and

raise up cfiildren to his deceased br;'iher;
but there was one man who knew if he be-

gat a child by his brother's widow, that

that child would not be his; so he refused

to give her seed and spill it on the floor.

Now say, whether this spih seed was a

chihl or not? I pause for you to think. 1

say it was not a child. For if the spirit-
ous (iurnor of man's body, which, God has

fitted for generation of our species, and is

here called seed, be a child, then all bache-

lors are murderers of children; all that

shed their seed in sleep are murderers of
children, lo a man. And this spiritous hu-

mor in man's body was the seed in the

loins of Abraham, that begat Isaac; and so

followed on to the thy seed shall be as the

stars. And although there are no children
without this seed, yet this seed is not chil-

ing but a formed lump of dust; but whcu-
he breathed into him the breath of life then
and not until then, he became a living
soul, and a man. There lies a dead man

stretched out, died yesterday of the drop-
sy; is this breathless body a man, or not?

1 say not, for he is now while dead nothing,
but like Adam in his original formed dust;
he vvatUs the re-union of sjjirit, soul and

brealh, to make this dead body a man. He
that can understand, let him understand.
There is seed, but it wants moisture and
heat to give it life. Nor is it a plant until
it has life, but seed only and not plant. So

promised seed are not children, Paul being

judge.
Thirdly, we come to God's children

conceived in the womb, yet not born. And
it is full sufficient for my purpose of your
saiisfaction, only to quote two scriptures
on this head, knowing you are all vvise

men. Luke, 1. 31: And behold, thoushalt
conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a

son, and shall call his name .lesus. Here is a

cliild in the vvomb, you will say — so let it
be. 24!h verse: And after those days his

wife Elizabeth conceived, and hid herself
five months, saving, &c. So you will say,

here is a child in the womb— -so let it be.

However, 1 give you one more scripture,
to put an end to all sides of the matter.

Isaiah, 66. S: Who hath heard such a

thing? who hath seen such things? shall

the earth (the church) be made to bring
forth in one day? or shall a nation be born

at once? for as soon as Zion travailed, she

brought forth her children. Mark that

v.Tord — as soon as Zion travailed, she

brought forth her children — an^ not before.

So she must first conceive, and then tra-

vail, and then come the children. Is this

right, or not? Were they children in con-

cepuon, or not? The text does not allow

Here let me ask a question or two: Was

Adam a man betore God breathed in him

the breath of life? No, sir, he was noth-

child as this, nor is he a child until born.

We now will take up the conception of

Jesus Christ. Was he the actual son of

God before he was born of his mother? I

say, no; for although he was a foreordain-

ed son and a long promised son, yet he

was not a born son until Mary brought
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him forth. And thus the text saith: That
holy thing which; t^hall be born of thee,

shall be called the son of God. Again,
the text saith: Thou shalt conceive in thy
womb, and bring forth a son. Luke, 1st

chapter. Again: This day have I begot-
ten thee. Again: When he bringeth the

first begotten into the world. These texts

show to me, Jesus Christ was not actually
entitled to be called the Son of God, until
he was born of his mother Mary. In his
divine nature he is not son, but God; and

no other God but he, a three-one God—the

Christian's God in all ages. For if in his
divine nature he be son, then he is not

God; for one God cannot beget another

God, for he who is begotten cannot he

God, for to be a God he must be self-exist-

So then Jesus Christ is son of God in his
human nature, and not in his divine; nor
vv-as he actually son of God until born of

IVIary. Was he son of God before he was

-conceived? I answer, no; except in the

purpose, ordination, and determination of
God, who spcaketh of things by the mouth

of prophetsthat should be astho' they were.

Was Jesus Christ a born child of God, when

he was conceived by his mother Mary.^ I
answer no, because conception is not born,

nor born again, in no sense of that word.
Born is a very different word from concep-
tion; conception means a child in embryo,
but born, or born again, means a child

brought forth in full perfection. Then

conception is not a born child; in this

sense of a horn child I used that word, that

no man is a child of God until born

again, in no sense of that word; that is
,

the word born again was the design to ap-

p\y the words no sense of that word to.

Or, to make it plainer, a predestinated
child, a promised child, a conceived child,

is not an actual child, is not a born child;
what say you to this? Then a predestina-

ted child, a proinised child, nor a conceiv-
ed child, is not a born child in no sense of
that word, born; for the word born is the

finishing stroke, but predestination, prom-

ising, and conception of a child, are prepa-

ratory causes to produce the effect, born

child, or born again — what say you to this?

A born child is not a born child until he is

born.
This I presume, brethren, you will un-

derstand, certainly as my, meaning and ap-

plicp.tion, in no sense of that word. The
no sense of the word, was not intended to

be applied to predestinated children, nor to ; p^g^ of it as you please. I haye been read-

promised children, nor to conceived chil-
dren, but born children; which you may

easy see by referring to my piece on the

tares, that I was speaking of the children
of the kingdom. And you will not deny
that these meant church members, for
Christ's kingdom is his church —deny this.

So I leave the matter, hoping my explana-
tion may give all satisfaction, as to my re-

ligious State creed, and religious creed,

and explauiition on the tares and two
seeds, &c. &c.

I have a hundred other things to say to

my brethren, but not now. I intend to

write a general circular to all my Old
School brethren throughout the United
States, when I can get candles and leisure;
but must acknowledge that, in my opinion,

1 have warred a good warfare against mis-
sions, and am willing to fight until death

against such priestcraft and church traffic,
ns the new schemes of the day in all of
their money-making projects, to t!ie dis-
tress and division of the Baptist churches

that never will be healed in time. So then

gird on you every man his sword and do

better than I have done, and I will praise
God and not find fault with your best en-'
deavors; for I was not brought up in an

academy nor college, but raised to catch-

ing pikes, coons and opossums. Yet I am

nothing; 1 neither go for honor nor purse.
God has given me the gifts I possess, for
the benefit of others; and I always have

given it to them freely, as he gave them

to me.

I shall now conclude with an anecdote.

There was a white man by the name of
Hillory iVlanning, he was a hell redemp-
tioner by profession and doctrine; and

there was a black man called W hitley's
Joe, a iVIelhodist preacher. It so happen-
ed that their appointments fell in at the

same place. Joe gave Manning the pre-
ference, as he w;.s a white man; and wl.en
Manning was done preaching, Joe got up
to preach and said: here is old Hillory Man-
ning, the meanest of all God's creation; and

here is Whitley's old Joe, not much better.

We have fared
no worse, however, than our brctliren in
other sections.

tober last our Associniion began, namol}^,
the Bethel Associnlion. The institutions
had caused so many churches to withdraw,
that it left the CId Side in the minority.
The majority r'cnt into a full corre?:«j3on-
dence with the trnsh of the da3\ We rrere
in considerable confusion at tlrc close. Our
pastor went home, Hring at n distance.
There was prca-jhini:; appoint'-d next da}'.
I went. VVithoiit leave of tlic church and
in the ab'Scnce cf the pastor th€ church door
was opened; though we had an •rdained
institutionist prearher in our chii'Th, yet
good order and discipline had taken leave
of the church. My heart ached. thouo;h I
said nothing. The meeting continued

eight or nine days. I believe there vyere

some good Christians joined.
At our nf3xt conference a move and sec-

ond were made to withdraw from the As-
sociation, to get rid of these things. It
was strongl} opposed, arguing that there
was no need of fellowship for a correspon-
dence. The reader can judge of such dis-
cipline. We cont'T.ded it was chnrcli and
world combined togetlier, and we only
wanted to obe}'^ God. Be ye notunequjil-
ly yoked together with unbelievers. 2

saith the Lord. Again: 1 beseech you,
brethren, mark them which cause divisions
and offences contrary to the doctrine
which ye have learned, and avoid them.

And that we did believe all
the schisms and divisions among the Bap7
tists had come throudi the friends of the
institutions. But if they would proye
their stand by the scriptures, that Jesus
Christ and his apostles ever taught their
di!?ciples these things, we would go with
them heart and hand: if not, we did not
move.

To the Old School Baptists throughout

the United States.

Dear and beloved brethren : Per-
mit me as an old man to address you in

perhaps this my -ast writing, for life is un-

certain. F r 1 sh di soon depart, I expect,
to give an account of my stewardship to

tha' God that has called me to feed his
household in due season.

For years from the introduction of mis-
sions into the Kehukee Association, I
stood opposed to the moneyed plan; my
heart could not, with all the arguments of
the most highly esteemed brethren, go in-
to it; but would revolt ;igaitist it and say,

Testament, if I am a judge of what I read.

But still I said not much, for I was more

invention of men, a plan of priestcraft, a

spirit of intrigue and covetousncss, and

contrary to the book, and a destroyer of
brotherly love. This was my opinion af-
ter many years observation, and every step
tht y have advanced has but the more con-
firmed me in the correctness of my opinion,
that it is but another popish speculation,
another crusade against the heathen to take

I the ciiy of Jerusalem for wealth and plun-
der, or gain by godliness, or to make mer-
chandize of the saints, to fill the pockets of
proud priests; for someof them rather beg
than work, yet I have never seen one that
said, enough, enough.

Under convictions of this kind, when I

did not know there was a man in the whole
world that thought as I did, I commenced

writing my first piece called the Clodhop-
per, then the Ueclarationr— then by the
comtni.tee of arrangements in Tarborough
wys called on to deliver a patriotic dis-
course in Tarborough on the 4ih of July,
and did so with no mo!e thought of its be-

ing printed, than I now have of swallow-
ing the moon; and to the gentlemen of
Tarborough and the publisher I stand in-
debted for its publication. Then the
North Caiolina Whig, in answer to Nehe-
miidi of Georgia; then the Basket of Frag-
ment, for the Children, at the expense of
the publisher and James S. and Joseph S.
Battle.

My bretlircn, I have been urged on until
now by my ovvn spirit, God, or the deA'il;
and as I have advanced I am the more and
more confirmed that missions is pi'iestcraft,
to the full sense of that word. But I yet
have never made, nor attempted to make,
the first cent by my writings, nor do 1 de-
sire it; but have sunk hundreds, yet count

it only as a duty I owe the church of God
and the rising generation so to do. Some
have signified in their letters that they
want all my writings, and should the hreth-
ren in the difierent States desire all my
writings in one vohune, perhaps the pub-
lisher, by a sufficient number of subscri-
bers, might gratify them, since he has a

copy of them all in his possession. Nought

I ask, in gold or applause, from him or
them.

The start of the Primitive Baptist peri-
odical was thus brought about. Brother
William Mosely, of Georgia, wrote lo me

if I would go to Georgia and be editor of
such a paper, he would insure 2000 su^)-
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scribers at S2 eacli. I wrote him I roulcl
noi CODie, l)ut NAOiild put suoli a pnper on

foot in Tarborongh, if ihr Georgia b?etli-

ren would assist in supporting it; that it

woiild only cost them a little morf poslagr,
and ihat was all the diff' rence between its

f)cirig there qr here. And we feel thnnk-
ful, and it is but just to sny, Oie Georgia
brethren have faitlifully arid constantly sur-

pnssed our most sani^uine expectations, as

well as the bretbren from other States, in

lhi»* paper's support. Tims the honor of
the start of ihis paper, belongs to Elder
William Moseley, of Georgia; m.-ty he and

it flonrisi) as cedai'sof Lebanon. Because
until the cs!jibiif(hing of this paper the mis-

sionaries Ciil.umniated tlie most worthy of
jour ministers, our members, churches and

Associations, and cast their envy and ven-

om as the poison of fiery serpents in the

mercy, for his great love wherewith he

loved us, 5 V. even when we were dead
in sins, hath quickened us together with
Christ; (by grnce ye are saved. )" Agfdn,
2 Timothy, 1 ch. 9 v.: '*Who hath saved
us, and called us with a holy calling, not

according to our works, but according to
his own purpose and grace, which was j>iv-

en us in Christ Jesus before the world be

gan; 10 v. but is now made maryfest by
the a})pearing of our Saviour Jqslis Christ,
who hath abolished death, and hrtth brought
life and immortality to light through the

gospel." Ephe>ians, 3 ch. 17, 18 and 19
V. : ^'That Ciinst may dwell in your hearts

by faith; that ye, being rooted and groun-
ded in love, may be able to comprehend

Now, brother Bennett, these with many
other scriptures to the same purport, such

as li! the 1 ch. of Titus, 2 v.: "In hope of
eternal life, u hich God, that cannot lie,
promis'^d before the world began"~whi( h

seems to be in the I v. the faith of God's
elect, and the acknowledging of the truth
wliicli is after godliness. Now I believe

that the things that were written to the

churches by Paul, will sail the churches of

Jesus Christ to the end of the world, in-
supporling the truth and contradicting er-
ror, that has been and may be propagated ;

that error that had so ruinous elf^Tt on the
i!hurches of Asia, by causing them to part
from their fjrst consritution. This makes
me think we should ever be mindful of
PauPs directions in his two epistles to'l'im-
othv and one to Titus, as tiiose directions
vt ill guide the churches in selecting their
preachers and judging their qualifications;
that they may not select such preachers as

Paul speaks of in the 3 ch. of 2 Timothy, 2

and 3 v. : For men shall be lovers of their
own selves, covetous, boasters, proud,
blasphemers, disobedient to parents, (prea-
chers,) unlhankt^ul, unholy, without natu-
ral affections, truce-breakers, filse accusers,
incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that
are good." I would say, such men do not

keep their covenants they made with the
cliurches when they were ordained to the
ministry; but have a form of godliness of
their own, but deny the power of the liv-

j'ing God, and place it in men's exertions
and money. Are we not commanded from
such to turn away? because 'hey creep in-
to houses and lead captive silly women,
whether applied to weak churches or wo-

, men indeed. Such men are ever learning,
and never able to come to the knowledge
of the truth; thoug,h they say th^re is a

Surely then, it is obvious to every one, that

in the apostolic day, it was the church of
Christ, under the influence of the Holy
Ghost, that sent out ministers to preach
the gospel to the heathen world, and not by

what are called missionary societies in the

present day. iNioreover, brethren, we find

in the 8th chapter of the Acts of the Apos-
tles, an account of Simon, who bewitched
the people of Samaria, givir gout ihat him

self was some great one, <o whom they all

gave heed from the least to the greatest,

saying, this man is the great power of
God; and at that time there was a great

persecution in Jerusalem, and they that

were scattered abroad on account of the

persecution, went every where preachmg
the word. Then came Philip down to the

city of Samaria, and pre.u-hed Christ unto

them; and the people, with one accord,

gave heed unto the things which Philip
spake, hearing and seeing the miracles
which he did. Now, brethren, you disco-

ver that Simon's witchcraft was exposed

by the preaching of the gospel; so that

there was only one course left for him to

pursue, which was to believe and be bapti-
zed, in order thai he might have a name

amongst the true believers in Christ; and

he continued with Pnilip, and wondered
wiien he beheld the miracles which were
done. Now, when the apo:>tles which
were at Jerusalem heard of all this, the}'
sent down Peter and John, who, when

they were come, prayed for them, that

they might receive the Holy Ghost. And
now, brethren, behold, this believer is try-
ing to deceive the people of God. He
now offers them money; and tried to buy
this power, that on whomsoever (he says)
] lay hands, he may receive the Holy
Ghost. But the apostles had not so learn-
ed Christ; and Peter says to him, thy mo-

ney perish with thee. Peter perceived
that by his wishing to buy tliis power, he
was in the gall of bitterness and in the

bond of iniquity. Now, brethren, sup-

pose Simon could have purchased this

power with money, would he not have re-

quired of people pay for his services ren-
dered to them? and in that vvay he would
teach the people, that they are redeemed
with silver and gold, instead of the pre-

cious blood of the Son of God, who loved
us, and gave himself for us. Now, we
tiiink proper to remark here, that we aw-
fully fear that there some in the present
day, that have a name amongst the Baptist
denomination, who are possessed witl> ihe
same principle that many were po«!sessed
with in the apostolic day, who think that

gain is godliness; and from such withdraw
thyself, says Paul to Timothy.

0, brethren, the time would fail us, to
tell you of the seven sons of Sceva, and of
Demetrius, and the craftsmen, and many
others that we have an account of in the
Book of God. And these things we do not
tell you, because you do not know them,
but because you do know them, and we
wish to be co workers with you, in putting
these things from amongst us, that we may
lead a peaceable and a quiet life, as in for-
mer diys, vvhen ihere were no Missionary
Societies amongst us, for then you could
meet together at your churches. You were
all of the same mind, and all spoke the same-

thing; hut now, we find that these happy
times have gone by, for when the brethren
and sisters meet logeiher in the present
day, and one speaks after this manner, and
another after that, and some will occupy a

middle ground, so that you see your lan-

guage has become confounded, and your
condition a very unhappy one. Moreover,
as long as you tolerate a system amongst
you that is unauthorized in the Word of
God, you cannot expect any better times,
because the spirit and the flesh are contra-
ry one to the other.

And now^ for a moment let us notice the

languao,e of some of the v^otaries of the
new system. They say, God complains—
my people perish for the lack of knowl-
edge. They also say, that if we urge on
the mighty cause of Education, Bible and
Tract distribution, and through Missionary
efibrt, we know that the millenial day will
soon dawn upon the world. They entreat

you to hasten; for if we pause — if we he-

sitate — people will perish forever. • Upon
the above language we design not to com-
ment; but only to remark, that we hope
there is not an individual in the Alabama
Association, that believes that God^s hand
is shortened that he cannot save. Will
you hear the language of the Almighty, in

setting forth his eternal power and god-
head? He says, I am he that liveih and

was dead, and behold 1 am alive for ever-
more. Amen. I hold the keys of death

and of hell. But again: we are told by
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some, that we need an improved ministry:
or, in other words, an educated ministry.
As to tbe Education, we know no objec-

tion, provided the man receives it before

he is called to the ministry; for Paul s;iys,

1 Cor. vii. 20; I^et every man abide in the

same calling wherein h-e was chilled. It is

also said, that pious men that are called of

God to preach his gospel — that they, in

their ignoranccy will ordain oilier ignorant
men, and in that way a great de.d of harm

will be donCo Oh, what an insult to Dei-

ty, thut men should -^ay that God has no

power to qualify men for the ministry after

h€ has called them ! We know that he has

all power in heaven and in earth; and tliat
he had power to enable the apostles, who

were also called ignorant and unlearned

men, to preach to the astonishment of ihe

devout Jews, which were at Jerusalem,
from out of every nation under heaven.

But we find that we are like to swell our
l«Uer beyond what we intended; for since

we beaan to write we find we could fill a

Tolumc with the reasons why you should

contend for that precious faith which was

onre delivered unto the saints, and which
was delivered to you, and wherein you

stand. This oniy would we learn of you,
having bej^rtm in the Spirit, are you now

made perfect by the flesh; which is the

language of Paul to the Gallatians, when

he found they had departed from the faith.

But some m.ay suppose that v/e are op-

posed to the support of the gospel, from the

remarks which we have made; but to the

contrary. We know it is the duty of eve-

ry Christian to contribute to the support of
ihe gos|)el; but we do not believe that hir-

ing preachers by the year was the practice

in the apostles' day; neither lio we believe

that it is supporting the gospel, in the strict
sense of the word. But we give our views
in the scripture language, as you will find

m Peter's first general epistle, 5th chapter,
which reads thus: The elders which are a-

mong you 1 exhort, who am also an elder
and a witness of the sufferings of Christ,

and also a' partaker of the glory that shall

be revealed. Feed the ftuck of God which '

is among you, taking the oversight there-
of, not by constraint, but willingly; not lor
filthy lucre, but of a ready mind: neither
as being lords over God's herit;ige, but be-

ing ensam. pies to the flock. i\ow, breth
ren, we hive Peter's lanfiju^ge, which
should be a sufficient admonition to ever)
minister. And on the oiher hand, we

htve Paul's, viwi? as regards the. duty of

the church, as you may read in Paulas fird
letter to the Corinthians, and the ninth
chapter, v/hich is too lengthy to be here
inserted, and which we hope the churches
will read, and that they will take the ad-
monition of the apostle as regards their du-
ty in that matter. So then, when your
course is finished in this world, and your
duties,, and your troubles are over, yoig
will go to receive a crown of glory which
will n-ot fade away. And we pray you to
stand fast in the liberty wherewith Christ
hath made you- free, and be not entangled
again with the yoke of bondage.

We now commend you to God, and to
the word of his grace, which is able to
build you up, and to give you an inheritance
among &11them that are sanctified. Amen.

FOR THE PRIMITIVE BAPTIST.

Houston county, Gtdrgia, ^
December Srcl, 1838. 5-

Dear brother Bennett: I am just old
enough to have a faint recollection of the

pleasant seasons that the churchey enjoyed,
when the humble followers of Christ weie
united, and the ministers of the gospel
were under no control of a bojird to direct
their course; but went where the spirit
bade tkt;m, teachiiig none other things*
than those which our Saviour and his apoe-
iles taught. No hirelini>s to form mi.^^sion-

ary societies, no- begt^ing of money to edu-
cate young men for the ministry, or to send
the guspel to the heathen, or to pay for the

printing of bibles under the pretence of
giving to the poor and' afterwards selling,
them; and a great many more schemes to
fill their pockets with lucre. But thus
saiih the Lord: Go ye into all the worldy
and prcaeh the gospel to every creature;
he that believeth and is baptised siinll be
saved; but he that believeth not, shall be
damned —freely ye have received, freely
gi\e.

Thus, in obedience to the command of
their heavenly master, wjio had qualified,
called and sent them, would they t;<ke their

t journey to preach the gospel, from the ex-
press declaration of Jesus Christ, Matt. IQ.
9, 10:. Provide neither gold, nor silver, nor
brass in your purses, nor scrip for your
journey; neither two coals, neither shoes,
nor yet staves: for the workm an is worthy
of his meat, and the laborer of his hire.
Luke, 10. 9. Nothii.g was heard about
what are now termed benevolent institu-
tions; the children? of God could rejoices,
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w*h«n Sitting muter the sound of the gos-

fsel whioh was prenchcd unto them; not in

the words which men's wisdom teachcth,
but in the spirit and power of God. But
those pleasant seasons were not lonpr to be

'Cnjoyed unmolested. Gala. 24, and that be-
cause of false brethren unawares bro't in,
%vho came in privil\^ to spy out our liberty,
which we have in Christ Jesus, \]v.it they
might bring us into bondajre. Jude speak-
ing of them s:-!ys: These are murmurer.s
complainers, walking after their own lust,
and their mouih speaketh great swelling
words, having men's persons in admiration
because of advantage. (See Jude from the
I2th to the 23d verse.) And tor a further
description of them, see Paul's 2nd epistle
^o Timothy, 3r(i chapter down to the dose
of the 8th verse, which says- Now as Jan-
nes and Jambres withstood Moses^ so do
these also resist the truth.

But I will forbear quoting scripture at

present to give a description of them, aful
recommend you to ttie good old arlmonil ion,
COME OUT OF HER, MY PEOPLE:
for which v^-e L^el thankful to God, that
there are some that have taken a deeided
stand against all the lucrative and unscrip-
tural institutions of the day. Now to the
improved Baptist ministry, the necessity
of qualif3nng young men for the ministry,
i&c. ; such phraser have become familiar
from the frequent use that is made of them,
whilst every argument possible is used to
settle it upon the minds of the human fami-
ly, that such is of divine authority and
consequently demands their support ; which
doctrine has no foundation in the scrip-
tures either of the Old or New Testament,
but is of human invention and has its foun-
dation in the bosom of an aspiring priest-
hood. In the first place, we purpose to
notice the method of qualifying ministers
of the gospel; and fu st a fund is to he rai
sed, for without nmney the machine would
not go; and in order to raise the desired
and all-impojtaiU fund, runners are em-
ployed who perhaps are as well skilled in

weeping, as were the women in Jeremiah's
day, Lamentations; bewailing the wretched
situation of the heathen, and the scarcity of
efficient ministers to fill important places —•

all for the vvant of money. While from
east to west, both men and women are call-
ed upon to aid the cause of God, by giving
money either to Missionary, Bible, Tract,
Temperance, and Sunday School societies,
or to the education fund gf the Baptist
Conventions' for it wakes but liuje ditOfer-

ence to which it is given, as they all emp-
ty into the same bag at last. At length a
fund is raised and the machine commences
its opei'ation of qualifying ministers of the

gospel. These must first produce a certi-
ficate from the church, and also their cali
to the ministry They are then examined
before the board on their experience. Thus
God must first call, and man qualit'y and
thus in the strongest terms impeach the wis-
dom and power of God, for calling such to

preach as are net competent to the work
whercunto he hath called them, and ar«

setting tip the wisdom and power of man
above that of God. For which is the great-
est, to call a man to perform a piece of
work, or to qualify him to do the work?
and which requires ih*^ most v/isdom, to
call or to qualify? Ceitainly it requires
more wisdom to t^ach niu\ qualify, than to
ealL But as an argument to prove the ne-

cessity of educating those whom God hatfi
called to the ministry, we are told that lear-
ning is necessary in all other professions;
and further, that if we have a suit in court,
we secure the services of the most learned
and skilful lawyer, even at a much greater
expense.

Our modern Bable builders, having en-
tirely failed of thus saith the Lord to sup-
port their doctrines, find themselves very
much established from the consideration of
the above argument; not only in educating
young men for the ministry, but also in
their justification of receiving the greater

prices for their services. But if the above

argument is to be taken as an evidence to

prove the necessity of educating the minis-
ters then, agreeably to their theory, we
mean those who are advocates for remodel-

ling the ministers of the gospel, the prea-

ching of the gospel is a trade. For it is
evident, that where there is a profession
made of learning, whether it is lawyer or
doctor, or any other profession made of
learning, it is for the purpose of earning a

livelihood, and their qualifications for their
profession secure to them employment.
Then if the preaching of the gospel is to be

converted into a trade, perhaps it would be

beneficial to educate those ministers thug

employed; but yet the necessity of educa-

ting those whom God hath previously
called to the ministry, does not appear
from the above argument; for if so, not-
withstanding our suit was pending in court
and our lawyer employed, v/e should have

to give him suitable qualifications before

he could attend to nur suit, ^'hich wonM
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bespeak ignorance in the employer or throw
contempt on those juiiojes, who hud previ-

ously examined and lirensed said lawyer.
A second ai gnment in favor of a learned

ministry is
,

that if we are dangerously ill,
we secure the attendance of the most skil-
ful physician within our reach. The ahove

argument is hrought forward to evidence

tilie necessity of improving or bettering the

ministers of the gospel; which argument
does not afford the least shadow of evi-
dence. For if so, notwithstanding we were

dangerously ill and had called for a physi-
cian, he would first have to be examined
and if found to be a phvsician, might then

be destitute of the requisite qualifications.
And by the time he had received the i]e-

cessary qualificalions, his patient might be

past a cure, or his mind so confused by this
new method of making physicians, as not
to admiuisier his medicine in its purity,
and the consequences might be dangerous.
Equally so with reoard to the ministers of
the gospel, if they should give into the idea
of men's qualifying ministers of the gospel;
they might get their latigunge defiled and be-
come so much contaminated with the wisdom
of this world, as not to preach the gospel in
its purity; but adulterate it with men's
wisdom so much, that instead of its prov-
ing a savor of life, it might prove a savor of
death; while they cry peace, peace, when
tliere is no peace.
A third argument, equally as weak as those

above is
,

that ministers are embassadors for
Christ, and that we should complain if our
government should send embassadors to

foreign powers who were illiterate and ig-
norant of the principles of our government;
when at the same time, they might have
sent men every way qualified. We ad (nit
that ministers are embassadors for Christ,
and their language is, be ye reconciled to
God; but instead of being reconciled to

God, we find such God-dishonoring argu-
ments brought forward to blind the minds
of men, and thereby to evidence the neces-

sity of qualifying, or r<modelling those

whom God has previously qu alified by the

effectual working of his mighty power.
But against wliom should we complain, if

government shr.uld send embassadors wdio

were not competent? against the embr^ssa-

dor or the gfivernmetit ? The answer is
,

againsr the government; for the}'- might
have sent men every way qualified. But
suppose our government sends embassa-

dors, such as meet the approbation of our

government, and after they arrive with tlie

embassy a foreign court wns to have them
examined before a committee concerning
their qualifications, and afterwards under-
take to qualify them to their own liking;
would it not be throwing contempt not on-

ly upon the embassador, but nmch more

upon our government.'* would it not be an
impeachment of the wisdom of our gov-
ernment, for a foreign court to attempt
such a thing, and would it not arouse the
spirit of our nation and call forth their in-
dignation for revenge upon such intruders?
Certainly it would. And who sends the
ministers of the gospel? is it ihe people, the
church, or is it God? The answer is, that

it is God who sends them. Well, if God
sends them, against whom should we com-
plain? hath he not -^s much power to send
men every way qualified as our govern-
ment has, and would it not be a strange
proceed ure l^or our government to call and
send embassadois, and leave it for otlsej-s to

qua'ify them?every reasonable mind wilisay
that it woultl. And why? because so much
depends upon the embassy And would it

not be strange, and passing strange, for
God to call and send his embassadors, and
leave it for men to qnalify them? And
why? because so much depends upon the
embassy on which every minister of Christ

is sent, and also from the inability of men
to qualify; as you may read in 1st Cor. ii.
14: But the natural man receiveth not the
things of the Spirit of God: for they are

j foolishness unto him: neither can he know
them, because they are spirituall}^ discern-
ed. In th;s text you may see, that it is not
in the power of the natural man to teach,
nor to receive the things of the Spirit.
And the 10th verse of the same chapter
shows in what manner this spiritual know-
ledge is communicaied, which sax s: But
God hath revealed them unto us by his Spi-
rit, for the Spirit searcheth all things; yea,
the deep things of God. What more is-

wanting?
Again: It is said that the scriptures re-

quite an improved ministry, and that our
Saviour instructed his disciples three years
before he gave them iheir commission. If
what is meant b

y the scriptures requiring
a:i improved ministr}^ is to be understood,
that they should not teach for hire nor di-
vine for money, neither teach for doctrine
the commandments of men, then we con-
cur in the declaration; but if the idea in-
tended to be conveyed is

,

that the scrij)-
tures require a learned ministry, we must

say, that the idea is erroneous and contrary
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lo revealed truth; as may be seen from the

following srrij)tores: Job— He laketh the

wise in iheir own cnUtiress. Is' Cor :

B(if God hath hosen the foulish ihinus of
the world to conio'snd th • wif^e, and God
hy'h cho'^en lire v\'(>ak things of the world
to cofitound thf thing;s which are ndghty;'
and b^jse things f.f the worhl, and ihir.gs
which are despiseil hath Go i chosen; -ea, ;

that one of his di>ciples had a booli during
the ihree \-ears. Perhaps it would he mu( h

easier to pro\e, that treasurer Judas had

the bag and bore what was put into it

and

that he made a considerable coinplaint be-

cause of the ointment that was put upon our
Saviour; as many of his successors also

have done on similar occasions, m;«king use ,

of his f[^vorite text: wherefore is all this

waste? But it is said again, that Paul
charged Timothy on two occiisions to give
himself to study. We answer, he did; but

he did not say, go to school; but to study
the scriptures.

Having noticed a few of the arguments

brought forward in favor of educating those
whom God hath called to the m.inisfry, we
shall in the next place brin^ forwaid a few
texts of scnj)ture and lumf) them together,
which I think will set forth God's method
of making ministers We have seen from
the above arguments men's method of ma-

king ministtis, which is first (oj God to
call and man to qualify; but this is not
Goal's method, as we shall 'r}' to show
from the s.Tiplures. And first: For my
thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are

your ways my ways, saith \he Lord— for
after that in the wisdom of God the world
fa\ wisdom knew not God, it pleased God
by the foolishness of preaching to save them
that believe — and no man takcth this honor
utito hiii;S( If but he that is called of God,
as vvas also Aaron. Many more texts to the

Beloved Editors: Under ?/o?<r auFpi-
ces I shall endeavor fo continue my sub-

ject from iv. voL I No. That the gospel
cannot be profital^ly preached, independent
of Christian experience, seems, to me, evi-
dent; for how can an abstract principle,
such as 'Hhe mystery of f^odliness," be re-
alized, without a conscious application of
its elHciency? We arc told, indeed, that

<^failh Cometh by hearing, and hearing by

the word of God," but this is not nil,
<'Theri^;hteousness of God, isrevealed/?'0?;2

faith to faith. But neither is this all,
t'Forthe heart of man, ansioereih to the

heart of man," and with this heart, man

believeth unto righteousness. I said,

therefore, that the subject of enquiry was

essential, and a necessary explanation of
the apostle's own experience, as a conse-

quence —'^'For the creature was made

subject to vanity., not willingly., but by
reason of him., who hath subjected the

same in hope.'^^ I know, it n-ust needs be

very essential, or the Holy Ghost would
not have directed the apostle, in the midst
of one of his closest epistles, to write about

his own aflairs. This may be a reflecting
answer, to all those, who ask a "reason of
the hope that is in us."

We now advert to Paul's experience

and will begin with it
,

where we think the

Lord began with him. "I was alive with-
out the law once, but when the command-
ment came, sin revived and 1 died." The

opostlc varies the phraseology, v»4icn wri-

ting to his Philippian brethren, where lie
calls the coming of the commandment, aa
ajiprelienslon. To the Hebrews it is sly-
led the word, which is quick and power-
ful. So that in commencing with his ex-
perience it would be proper to say, ho
was arrested by the zvord, which v/ord, is

greater than all God's name. The law
and the gospel taken together, compose
this ivord. It would seem that those,
ought to compose at least words, but
in the subject before us, it essentially docs
not; for all that is found in both, are found
in our Lord Jesus Christ, and he is but
onc^ I know that the law itself, is com-
posed of ten words, but these all hang up-
on the skirt of tliis same wonderful JevvS
Isaiah;, chap, 8

,

ver. 20: ^«To the law and
to the testimony, if they speak not accord-
ing to this tvord, &c.'' He saith not of
loords, as of many. So that the whole
law, and tlie whole gospel form but that
07ie word, which we are to preach; in oth-
er words, "to know only Christ Jesus.''
The scriptures inform us, that the testimo-
ny of Jesus Christ,, is (not prophec}^, but)
the spirit of prophecy. Tin's New Tes-
tament prophecy, plainly, is preaching.
See 1 Cor. 14th and 3rd. Now whenever
this spirit, brings home the ivord, to a

chosen vessel (as Paul v/as) it slays him;
and tho' he be dead in one sense, from triat
moment he is in possession of eternal life, &
eternal life being the ^'substance of things'
hoped for, he also possesses the first branch
of faith, according to the apostle's own de-
finition. See Heb. 11 and 1. The othei:
branch of faith, to wit, "the evidence oJ^

things not seen," he must still wait for; as
the apostle had to do. For as both are by
grace, that is, a gift, wc must await the
donor's pleasure. Paul way suspended on-

ly three dnys, bi!t ill these, what might he
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not suffer! perhaps more than we do in

that many years. Be this as it may, we

know that "there are diversities of opera-
tions, but it is the same God that worketh
all in alh"

1 might aay much upor^ this difference of

operations and gifts, and it seems I must

say something, upon the account of theUt-
tle lambs. Nothing is more common, and

at the same time more natural, than when

a brilliant, or big experience has been of-

fered to the church, for those, who have

not had so great conviction, or deliverance,
to either murmur or despair, about their
own. Their language is

, 01 know such an

one is a Christian, from their great ex-

perience, &c. but as for me, mine is

so small, that I can hardly believe it to

be any. I have known children, and I be-

lieve myself to have been one of them, who
would watch the sharing of a piece of cake,

from the hand of a parent, with the great-
est solicitude, and if 1 thought that if any
of the other children, received a larger
portion than I, I did think the parent lov-
ed me less than the larger participants, and
would be so much .disordered as to be ready
to throw my part away. This spirit
would take place, if my share were ever so
sufficient, so that all that was lacking to sa-

tisfy me, was, to lessen the pieces given to
others. 1 am sorry that this vulgar com-

parison, is too applicable to Christian cha-
racter. Doubtless, my brethren, our hea-

venly Father is not partial, nor a respecter
of persons. If you had have had, as much

to suffer as your brother Paul, your experi-
ence would have been equal to his. The
fact is, none of us suffer, in our convic-
tions, the punishment due to one single
sin, for this has long since been done, for
us, by our great surety, and there is noth-
ing for us to suffer, but a consciousJiess of
our practical sins, and inherent depravity,
the use of which is, to have fellowship
with the sufferings of Christ, according to
our strength, and to place us in the only sit-
uation, where we would be willing to re-

ceive hini and his righteousness. When
the Lord says, '^of him who is forgiven
much, the same will love much." The
clear meaning is

,

that, when the greater

sinner (in acts) is delivered by a revealed

knowledge, of an entire acquittal, of all

his sins, which the Holy Ghost has past in

review before him, he will rejoice more

than a lesser. The reason is plain, no man

can rejoice for the acquittal of actual mur-
der, when he never done such act, nor can

upon him. There are few sisters, 1 ihini:,'
that would choose such a joyful deliveran-ce^

as Mary Magdalen's, at such a great cOffty

or rather loss, of reputation. In the econ-

omy of graccj there is as much order and

propriety as there is in nature, for God i&

the ftuihor of both. Therefore, let not the
man or the woman of moral habits, think
ihey are to receive the same pungency in
their convictions, and consequently the
same joy in their deliverance, as those ef
greater enormity.

Whenever tliis first branch of failh,
which is eternal life, is in the possession of
God^s child, he obtains it by a <<gift thro'
Jesus Christ our Lrord," and from hence
commences a war with every doctrine
which may dispute its being a gift. Paul
with all his wis<]om, and high notions of
religion, becomes sensible of his foolish-
ness. Jesu» Christ was about becoming
his wisdom, righteousness^ sanctification,
and redemption^ experimentally; but in or-
der to do soy Paul must be slain. The
word of God, is the weapon, or sword of
the Spirft, by which all are slain. It will
be seen that the terms, commandment,
word, and sword, are synonymously used,

in the work of regeneration, and varied ac-

cording to the phraseology introduced.
That part of the apostle which was slain^
undoubtedly was, his great hopes built up-
on the tradition of his fathers, which is no

other than Arminianism. Do I lack proof
of this? read 1 Pet. 1 — IS, where it will
be seen, that Christ for our redemption, has

substituted his own blood for such vanity.

It is in man, to trust in himself rather than

another, especially if that other be a stran-

ger; and we by nature know not God nor
his Christ. He comes to his own, and they
receive him not; this unwillingness
therefore, must be removed; for God is

determined that his people shall both love,
and trust in him, and for this purpose, he

makes them acquainted with himself But

0 how tremendously terrible, to the car-
nal mind, of a sinner, is the cultivation of
such an acquaintance! Before the great
and living God can talk and commune
with his beloved child, he has, as it were,
to tear him to pieces, and this he does by
the WORD, which was made flesh.

Let us hear the description. Heb. 4—

the tree of life; the fruit whereof, if a man

eat, he shall never die; but in its procur-
ance he is sure to die.

In the economy of God's salvation, ho
affords grace, for grnco. When the sub-

ject has the grace of failh, he affords also
the grace of an experi/jie?ilal ]i\st\[icn{\on ;

but this cannot be done, as long as the sub-

ject retains one iota of his father's tradi-
tions. For Christian experience, esse^ili-

ally^ is not formed out of a mixed compo-
sition, the ingredients whereof arc grace
and works. Our apostle will not allow
this; hear him. Rom. 11. 6: "If by grace,
then it is no more of works; otherwise
grace is no more grace. But if it he of
works, then it is no more grace; otherwise
xvork is no more work." As long there-

fore as the subject thinks that thing
he can do, or suffer, will contribute to his

justification; he cannot be so.
God has subjected us to vanity, not only

the creature part of us, but the soul vvhich

Idas breathed in us, exercised its will in

partaking of the forbidden fruit, and be- :

came dead. I am rather outside of the;

text, when 1 speak of the soul, for in the

first place it is not a Crealiu'c; and in the

next place, v/hatever it's subjection was, it

Was so, willingly. It would but be an un-
important matter, to pay all our attention

to the casket, while the jewel within should
be neglected; therefore I have, and will,
attend to this interesting concomitant.
"There are several terms in scripture, that

iire very equivocal, such as, word, law,
"vvorld; and among the rest dealh. If we

"do not find out its acceptation appi-opriate-
ly, We shall not only be misinformed, but

will make scripture contradict scripture;
for instance, the saints at Rome to whom
Jesus said, because 1 live they should also

live. Paul tells them that if they lived af-

ter the flesh, they should die; and in ano-
ther place he makes a paradox of it

> and

says of certain Christians, that they were
dead, while they lived. I shall say noth-
ing about how many folds, nor how many
kinds of death there are, but will try to

Speak soberly of what 1 think I do know;
and that is

,

that Adam's soul, died at the

Very time he disobeyed God's command-
ment, for his eyes were opened, that in-
stant, and he knew that he was naked. We
all know that his body did not then die, but
the seed (no doubt) of dcalh was thuu

sown. What kind of a dea*?i Adam then
died, concerns us not, further, than to see,
and feel, its woful effects. But whatever
distresses Adam's offence has brought up-
on us, it has been the means of procuring a

far more glorious estate, than he, or any of
his descendants could have enjoyed other-
wise. For *'not as the offence so also is

the free gift; for if through the offence of
one many be dead, much more the grace of
God and ^hc gift by grace, vvhich is by one
man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto ma-
ny.'^ God has not left us ignorant, of his
gracious purpose, in leaving man to him-
self, knowing at the same time he would
fall. All my brethren will readily per-
ceive, that if we had notsinned, (which we
could not, if not made subject to it,) our
blessed and adorable Redeemer vvoulc^have
been made to us, not worth one cent. Yea,
he must have been a personal nuisance in
heaven ! ! ! But this is not all, without this
subjection, and even without its resulting
in our sinning, and thereby bring death up-
on ourselves; we never could have enter-
ed God's kingdom of glory. For an eter-
nal mandate had issued forth from the
throne of glory's God, that ^'Flesh and
blood ecmnot inherit his kingdom.'^ Man
therefore could not have sinned without
his being made subject to it

,
and without

sinning, he could not have died, and with-
out dying he could never have seen God.

0 the depths of the wisdom, knowledge,
and goodness of God. This indeed, is wis-
dom dwelling with prudence, and finding
out knovv^ledge, o

f

witty inventions. All
this is done through —in—^?/and for, our
Lord Jesus Christ, to whom be eternal glo-
ry. Amen.

We may see now how foolish, as well as

presumptuous it is
,

for some preachers to

get up, and say that if Adam had only have
stood out a little longer, things had come
out right, and we should liave participated
of his standing. God knows / desire not
such a state. They seem to comprehend
God's intention, that surely he had set
^om^ pmHicular iimc^ for Adam's proba-
tion. I know, that if I were in company
with such dreamers, I should ask them
some curious questions, such as, if they
conceived that Adam might have had any
children in his state of probation? This is

a fair question, for God had before told
him to multiply. And if he might, if

they thought that all the elect would have
been thus begotten.? And if I were an-
swered in the affirmative, I should again
ask^ what they couid huyc been cleuted
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from^ and what to7 I know I sboultl, go
on asking, Until the following must seal up
their presumptuous lips for ever; whether
they thought if tlie time of probation was

not long enough, Adam might not have

them anon, in heaven?
But to return, when the disscctin.o; sword

of God, pierces through every ramification
of the sinner's heart, the eyes of his under-

standing are opencd upon all the abomina-

tions which are lodged there. He vvcnld

then get away from himself, if he could;
his sins come to judgment beforehand, and

he abhors himself; and after this exposure,
he never will say he has a good heart, nor

•be fool enough, to trust in it again. He
will readily believe every thing the word
of God saj'S of him, that *'his heart is de-

ceitful above all things, and desperately
wicke'd." Here Christ is made unto him,
wisdom, and when he is made unto him

righteousness, (I mean experimentally,)
the sinner is in the possession of tlie second

branch of faith; and "has the evidence.^'

Here is <'joy unspeakable and full of glo-
ry.'^

There is a certain state of Christian ex-

perience which is common to his convict-
ed, and converted conditions; I mean his!
not being able to do the good that he would, |

upon the one side, and his doing the evil j
that he would not, upon the other. I
know, that upon the revelation of the sec-

ond branch of faith, the man sees that he

is saved already ; but a zeal for good works
so eats him up, that whenever the flesh

draws him from them, he immediately
doubts whether or not such revelation was

not a mere imagination. That God's dear

little children may not cast away their con-

fidence, (which hath great recompense of
reward,) this work of mine, in much weak-

ness, is presented them. There is a cir-
cumstance in Christian experience that I
have never heard exposed; and that is

,

that the Christian not only thinks that the

motions of sin, in him, are worse than be-

fore he commenced his race; but it actual-

ly is so. For sin takes occasion by the

commandment to work in him all manner
of concupiscence. Now the law being the

strength of sin, the more bright this spirit-
uality of the law shines, the more propen-
sity to sin; and from hence arises an equal-

lity of burden to all God's children, pro-
portioned to their several gifts. What I

would deduce is
,

that the temptations to do

a disgraceful act, are stronger in one of
God^s children than in others; the conse-

quence of which 15, that he sincere]}^ fjg^

lieves himself to be the least of all saints
and the ciiiefest of sinners. It is clear,
however, that all l!io conflicts arising, and
all the sins committed after the birth of the

spiritual, or inward man, is owing to that

part of the complex man which has not yet
been born acjain.

I hear an old saint crying out, ''My soul
hath long dwelt with him that hateth

peace, I am for &c.^' The soul is thus
wounded in the house of its friend. It is

the great business of tlic inner man to well
watch and keep under the motions of sin,-

whicli is in his outward members, for in
these, do the two other enemies (the world
and the devil) find a vriiling reception.-
All these united j commence an untrucin^
war, with the new born babe, and were it

not for the power of grace through Christ
Jesus, it m-ust be killed. When 1 say the

g^raceof God through Christ Jesus, I mean
Christ himself; well might he say, *'be-
cause I live yo. shall, live also," when him-
self was "formed in them the hope of glo-
ry." But he is not always realized by his
suflering saints, for '^verily he hidelh him-
self," Isai. 45. 15, and is like unto a man
that taketh his journey into a far country.
This \s proving of us; for God will do so;

then is the time for us to have salt in our^
selves, and to hold fast our profession; for*

indeed, he is not a stone's cast from us, and
will give to every man according to his.
works; not for his works, but in his
worksj shall the man be blessed. This
kind of a blessing, belongs to God's path,
wherein the man walks; but the greatest
saint that ever lived while in this taberna-
cle must groan under his burden, and cry
out, ^^Oh wretched man that I am."

Now, my brethren, we perceive that,
those who have not experienced the spirit-
uality of God's law, not only do they^ not

perceive their sinful nature, like we, but in
fact, have not the same propensity to evil.
The law therefore never slays them, but
they hug it up, from the word go, as close
as we may suppose that Jacob did Leah,
until the morning's light appeared. And
by the by, I take Jacob and his two wives,
to bean allegory. If the morning's light
had never appeared, we may presume the
deceived Jacob, would have continued in
his ignorance, —and while I am trying to

give a genuine experience, it may be prop^
er to touch upon a spurious one. The fol-
lowing account was related to me by an old

Baptist brother, who is now a saint in
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Ilghf, (Samuel Whally,) which look place
in Geort^ia. It is as follows. Tliat the

celebrated Hope Hull, in the clays of his

lieifi^hr, at one of his meetings, had a great
work, of some sort. Jt happened to be on

an evening in Aiigust, which proved to be

very wiiw, and its being in a close room,
rendered the place, in temperature, nearly
that of a sweat-house. This was particu-
larly the case, with tliat part of his audito-
ry (wdiich were not a few) who were pros-
trated under his power('ul voice: among
tlicse there was a young man, who among
liis acquaintances, w^as familiarl}^ called

Jack. Afier Jack had lain some time, he
arose and shouted deliverance. Some lit-
tle time after, Jack went over to old Mr.
John Robertson's, (a plain Baptist preach-
er who spared nQbody.) Well, says he.
Jack, I hear you have got converted, is it
so? Yes, bless the Lord, I have got that
far on to glory; but you may depend upon

it
,

that brother Hull and 1 too, had hard
work for it. Very well. Jack, I believe I

understand you: but when is your brother
Hull coming again! He is to come in a-
bout three weeks in order to sanctify us,
and to tell you the truth, Mr. Robertson, I

actually do dread it!! Such are the expe-
rience of those with whom, bodily exercise

is much, and the law a dead letter.
Dear Editors, excuse a paragraph of di-

gression, for the sake of varict}', while J

join in the subject of missions. I have

thought pretty much upon if
,

and it ap-
pears thattlie missionaries of our day, are
inconsistent from the very thrcshhold of
their dcpj^rture. I think they insist upon
forty dollars per month; this is at least one
dollar loo much; this appears to me cove-
tousness, if not downright extortion. If
the}^ hold up Faiil for a sample, I am sure
lie did not get forty. Tlic liighest that he
ever got, \vas only thirty-nine. It is lj ue,
however, that he received this amount se-
veral times, 1 think at least five. But
alas! for comparison's sake, it \Ya.5 las/ics
and not dollars!!! There has been grum-
bling enough about the ^/im-plasters, when
-offered for hire; but what would the hire-
ling missionaries do, if instead of receiv-
ing shin-phs\Grs, they were forced to re-
cei\ePauri /^^/c/j-plasters.'' Without the

spirit of dirination I think it easy to tell.

They would be sure not to hire for the se-
cond month; while the cow-hide went o?i
their bare back, the case of the poor hea-
then, would hop from thtir cunning
tongues. But the very idea is presumptuous.

But to return. I mean not only to treat

upon Christian experience, but upon all
those scriptural passages which seem to
point to its necessity, nature, and manner,
but will be bound to no method in doing
so; as I see none of those nice theologian
divisions in the scriptures, which are the

displays of worldly wisdom. Christ has

said, no man can come unto me except the

Father who sent me draw him. But
wliere is Christ to be found? And what is

ilie difference between him and the Fa-
ther? I have already observed, that the
law and the gospel form but one word, and

when I said so, I said no more than

Christ snid, when he observed that he

and the Father are one. But I shall novv

endeavor to show the scriptural distinction
of their persons, in the work of redemption.
\Vhen tlie Father is said to draw a man to

Christ, where does he draw him to? Not
up to heaven; nor into the depths of the

earth, but into the sinner's own heart.

The difference between the law and the

gospel shows their personal difference, but

the Father is in the Son, and the Son in the

Father. Therefore the law and the gospel
are mutually in each other; and but in this
single instance of Christ Jesus's birth, can

this scripture be fulfilled, * 'Truth shall
spring out of the earth." PsaL 85. 11.

But it was in consequence of mercy and
truth (justice) harmonizing. All power in
heaven and carih is given unto him, because

the godhead bodily, not j^ersonally, dweUs

in him. Therefore, wdioever is in him, is
complete; a glorious mystery indeed. But
the law having been magnified by his obe-

dience and death, and this being its object,
he is said to be its end, for <'he is the end
of the law, for rigliteousncss to every one

that believeth." Jesus Christ being of
two distinct natures, miraculously so, in
the same person i. e. both God and man;
the ?'Oo/as well as the offspring of David:
he became the only man of God's right
hand, he could, and did approach him, and

so became a proper mediator. In this way
God could be just in being reconciled to us

sinners, and is daily reconciling us to him-
self through Jesus by his preachers, who
arc called embassadors. The Father, or
the law, could not refuse his mediation,
vvl,en he so highl}^ honored it

,

and this
same law, being the instrument to make us
willinp; to accept of him, and thus we are

all taught of God, or drawn by the Father
and become reconciled to God b

y the

death of his Son.
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Bat T wish (o say a Htlle more upon the

distinction of the two natures of our glori-
ous mediator. I observe then, that when

it is said that he slept, hungei-ed, was wea-

ry, wept, &c. that the component word
Christ, is never mentioned by the inspi-
red pensmen. It was therefore Jesus

(not Christ) who slept, &c. John was

called the beloved apostle. I presume not

because Jesus Christ loved him more than

the rest, but I think Jesus did. The young
man in the gospel had the same kind of
distinctive love, from the world, that John
had from the apostles. I suppose that it
arose from an humble address, connected
with moral conduct, for such demeanor in-
fluences every Christian to this day. We
cannot help loving some brethren, more
than others. But what puts the matter out
of dispute, in my mind, in favor of the a-

bove hypothepis, is
,

where Jesus wept ovci-
Jerusalem. Here Jesus was weeping
over their fate, while at the same lime
Christy was hiding the time of his visita-
tion from them. Whoever therefore re-
ceive Christ Jesus, and hath him in his
heart, can approach the living God accept-
ably; and is exhorted to do so boldly, that
he may obtain mercy and find grace to

help in time of need. 1 know this is true,
from former, and I thank God recent ex-

perience, and why, can the vile sinner do
so? Because he carries a suitable offering in

the human nature of Jesus, and an altar
which sanctifies it in the (iod-nature of
Christ. For this sacrifice, is bound unto
the horns of this altar; of which altar, tlie
Arminian hath no right to eat, because he
serves the tabernacle.

I have intimated before, that my hopes,
as a backslider, rest upon the differcice be-
tween a servant and a captive. I will
now explain myself. Before we were
made free, by the Son, who indeed can

and docs make free, we were the servants
of sin; but after we had obeyed, y*rom the
heart, that form of doctrine which was de-
livered unto us, we can no more be its
servants. It is like unto the case of the
children of Israel after they had crossed
the Red Sea, ''The enemies (masters)
which ye saw yesterday, ye shall see no
more forever." This is Moses' testimony
in favor of my position. There were
however, a plenty of other enemies a-

head, but tiicse were not of the same kind.
The former were, by God's permission
their masters, the latter could be only tiicir
captors. Now a servant is at home, not so

a captive; a captive need nothing but his
fetters to be broken off, and his prison door
opened, to show to which army he belongs.

JNIethinks I overhear one enquiring why

I do not say something about a new-
creature, seeing that the word creature,
occupies a prominent part of the text? I

answer, that I believe in no such a creature,
in the common acceptation of that term,
and this is one of the reasons why I desire
to continue the subject. What, says ano-
ther, do- not you believe that "if any man

is in Christ Jesus he is a 7?eid;-creature? 1

answer, not suhslantiallij so. While
questions abound, suppose I were to ask
one. And do you really think, my broth-
er, that the devil so ousted God, that he
had to do his work over again? My Bible
reads that all his works were finished long
ago. We shall postpone, until my next,
while I subscribe my circumstance and
name 'Cast down but not destroyed^
your broken-boned brother.

27: And the kingdom
and dominion, and the greatness of the

kingdom under the whole heaven, sliall be

given to the people of the saints of the Most
High, whose kingdom is an everlasting
liingdom, and ail dominions shall serve

tind obey him. 2S. Hitherto is the end of
the matter. But the saints of the Most
High shall take the kingdom, and possess
the kingdom forever, even forever and

ever; and it is not to be left to other peo-

ple. Note this word other people, for we

expect to have some use for it before we

get through. Now we understand that

this kingdom is not a temporal one, but a

spiritual kingdom whose king is to reign in
ritihteousncss.

Wherefore
he is able also to save them to the utter-
most that come unto God by him, seeing
he ever liveth to make intercession for
them.

Now we do not bclieVe that the prop^iCt
had an allusion to the refractory p irt of the

world of mankind at large, when he s.^id

the kingdom should not be left to otiicr

people; but we think professors of religion
wore intended. And our Lord calls them

this pcoi)le, and says they draw nigh unto

him with their mouth, and honor him with
their lips; but their heart is f::r from him,
and they worship him in vain, teaching for

doctrines the commr.ndments of men. Ma-

ny will seek to enter in ; they seek to enter

the kingdom in their own strength^ and by

their works. And while Ihey went to
buy, they have a lamp of profession but are
seeking to buy the oil of grace. And our
Lord says, they make his com.mandments
of none effect by their traditions. They
appear to be violent in their commands and
traditions, and s.'^em to be seeking to take
the kingdom by force; and there seems to
be a mighty pressing into the kingdom.
And the apostle says they have a form of
godliness, but deny the power thereof; and
he tells us to turn away from such.

And again: And he that taketh not his
cros?, and foUoweth after me, is not wor-
thy of mc. He that findcth his life shall
lo.se it: and he that loseth his life for my
sake, shall find it. I\Iat. 10. 38, 39. Once
more: But ye believe not, because ye are
not of my sheep, as I said unto you. My
sheep hoar my voice, and I know them,
and they follow me: and I give unto them
eternal life; and they shall never perish.

Brethren Editor!^: After I had a hope that 1

was converted and called to the ministry l)y God

and not of men, some brother, thirty-odd years

ago, put into my hands a pamphlet written by Si-

las Mercer on eternal justification, and this \Yas

his text: By him all that believe are justified fi'om

all things, by tlie which they cmild not he justi-

fied by the law of Moses — or nearly so. And I
remember none of his arguments, but tlic text on-

ly. Being then young in the ministry, I perused

it day and night, weighed the arguments brought

forth by the old blessed man, &c. and I am now

able to say, that the controversy then about eter-

nal and actual justification did riot at that age prof-

it the churches, in my opinion; but served to chill

the affection of brethren, produced discord, crea-

ted strife and contention, and destroyed the fel-

lowship of brethren of the same church.

Having been solicited to give my o]>ir.ion upon

justification, I will do so; not as a lord ov(;r your
faith, but to endeavor to bring to quiet the contro-

versy among Old School Baptists on this suliject,
and I hope it will not be offensive to any of you.

And knowing from your writings that you are

wise men and scripturians, and well worthy of

the character of children of God, I sliall be the

more short.

And first, let justification be divided into f)ur

parts: first, eternal or virtual justification. Why,
no man that believes the scriptures can help see-

ing, that as soon as God the Father and God the

Son covenanted in bargained agreement, and

God gave him his people to rrJse up at tlie last
day, and swore Jesus should be a priest forever

affer the order of Melchizedek, and that Jesus

gave himself for them that he might redeem t'nem

from all iniquity and purify to'hiinselfa peculiar
people zealous of good works, that they were all
justified by covenant agreement. On this ground
those that went to heaven before Christ died were

justified, both virtually and actually, or else into
heaven they could not have entered,

Secondly, complete provisional justification
comes next, for all the whole elect of God, For
it is said, when Christ rose from the dead lie rose

for our justification! Yes, brethren, for those that
were not born. And how tliis? Attend. Tiie
Jaws of North Carolina sny, if a jiian con;n;it wil-

ful murder aforethought, he shall be hanged until

dead, dead. And suppose a man guilty of that

horrid crime is brought to court, convicted by wit-

nesses and jury, and the sentence pa■•^edby the

judge he shall be lianged for his crime, and the

slieriff tTdv'chim out and hang him until he is dead,

dead, take him down and throw him in his grave;

but after three days, he rises fiom the dead and

comes walking through tho streets of the city — is

this man justified or not, say"? I say he is; for the

law, judge, nor jury, i;avo nothing against him;

having atoned with his life for liis crime, accord-

ing to the penalty of the law, ho is justified from

further condemnation, and no officer has a right by
law nor justice to take hold on him and make him

sufier twice for one crime.

So, even so, as the scripture has said: We like

sheep went astray, l)ut the Father laid on him the

iniquity of us all — he bore our sins in liis own bo-

dy on the tree — when he had by himself purged our

sins, he sat down on the right hand of God— he

was made sin for us who knew no sin, that we

might be made the righteousness of God in him.
SufTice it to say, lie died the just for the unjust.

Then in like manner as the above criminal, Christ
Jesus sufieied the penally of God's law for tho

sins of his whole elect people; and it was for
them, and not for hiiuself, but for them he died,

then for them he arose. So like llie criminal, af-

ter three days he arose for their acquittance from

sin, or justification. So then all God's chosen

people to tho end of the world, were complete

provisionally ju^itifiod in him at his resurrection

from the dead; liaving suffered the penalty of
Gcd's law in their room, and stead, of course they
ail to a man are provisionally justified, the Vv'hole

elect to the end of the world.

"i'liirdl)', actual or evidential justification comes

n̂ext. To the Book. And by liim all that be-

j licve are justified from all tilings, (all things past,

I
I say,)' from which they could not be (acquitted)

j justified by tho law of Moses. Again: Therefore,

I being justified by faith we liavc peace with God
tlirough our Lord Jesus Clirist. Tiiese, and ma-

ny other scriptures in the Book, refer to actual and

evidential justification, that faith brings to the

heart of a sinner witnessed by the Spirit of God,
that his sins are forgiven him through the death
and sufix?rings of Jesus Christ by God Almighty.
And from that day, that soul holds communion

with God, and there is a familiar talking between

God and that soul; as if God was his father, Je-
sus Christ as his brother, and the s<iints in earth
and heaven as his choice companions and objects
of love, when in a right frame unmolested by the
world, flesh and devih My heart knoweth these

things, yet the missionaries even in the far^west
say, eld Lawrence is unlearned, ignorant, is dead,
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died dislraclcd and a dinnl<en sot, and every re-

proach they can cast on me. God pardon and

forgive tiiem for their lying, for it is only to carry

their poirti For my writings speak for them-

selves, and they the missionaries feel they are

weighty and powerful, theiefore they resort to

calumny; a poor shift this for a gentleman, much

less a professor of religion, and more especially
ho who pretends to be a minister of God. But,

however, it is dog eat dog —bad cause and bad

men.

I have said, justified from all things past; for

is there a saint in the world that can say, his con-

science docs not convict him for many things lie

lias done since he had a hope he was converted'?

No, sirs, I presume not. Well then, it'he stands

convicted for any crime or crimes, after conversion

to God, he does not feel actual or evidential justi-
fication; not as regards the sins he committed be-

fore converted, for from these he feels acquitted or

justified; but it is for sins iie has committed since

he was converted, for these he feels condemned

and not justified. What then shall this man do

in order to be justified from these sins? Why
the same is required as was for sins before con-

version, repentance towards God and faith in our

Lord Jesus Christ. Tlien shall you feel justified
or acquitted in your conscience for these sins, and

that will be evidential justification to you again —

as in the case of David and others.

Fourthl}'', justification by good works; this is

justification before saints and the world. Such

was the justification of which James speaks: Was

not our father Abraham justified by works'? &c.

See how faith wrought with his works, see the

works of Abel, Noah, Rahah, and others, as a jus-

tification of proof of their living faith.

Dear brethren in Chkist: I take my

pen in hand to make a few remarks to my
brethren, the readers of the Primitive ]j;ip-
tist; as I have been a reader of that paper
for about eighteen months, and find breth-

ren in various parts of the country of like

precious faith, which faith is the faith of
God's elect. And from what I have ob-

served, the brethren are contending for the

faith once delivered to the saints.

We are told in scripture: They shall be

all taught of God—
(that is

,

God,) — and every man therefore that halh

heard, and hath learned of the Fatiicr,

comcth unto me. John, vi. ehnp. 45 ver?e.
If it was not of divine teaching by ll^e Ho-

ly Spirit, how could so many brethren,
scattered abroad, whom they have never
seen in the flesh, and probably never may,
all speak the same thing and contend for
the same faiih. The nsturnl man receive h

not the ihings of the Spirit of God, for
they are foolishness unto him; neither can
he know them, (that is, imtil changed,) be-
cause they are spiritually discerned. Then
we set it down for granted, that faith is the

gift of God. I do not mean a historical or
dead faith, which perhnps nine-tenths of
the people where the gospel is preached
have in possession, which is confounded
with that of devils. See James, 2 eh. 19
verse: 'I'hou believest that there is one
God; thou doest well: the devils also be-
lieve, and tremble. It is the production
of human nature, and knows nothing more
than to wallow in sin, or run to Sinai for

jnstihcation. It never did, nor never will,
lead a sinner to the Saviour. And hence

people in these days of fashionable things,
talk of the physical povveis to do, and live
by their good does. Such blending of law
and gospel, and such mixed language, not
purely the language of Ashdod, nor yet the

language of Canaan. Some call him a Sa-

viour indeed, but mix their own works
with his plan, and hope he his help will af-

ford when they have done all that they can.

If doing prove rather too light

A little, they own they may fail;
Tiiey purpose to make up full weight,

By casting his name in the scale.

But a living faith works dilTerentlj^ it

points the awakened sinner to the Saviour,
and he the convinced sinner is made will-
ing in tlie day of God's power to receive
Christ as his pi^ophet, his priest, and his

king, he can join with the poet and say:

This, this alone, is all my plea,

Jesus has lived, aYid died for me.

And to you, my brethren, whom I have

never seen, and some I have seen and hope
to see, you must expect to meet with tribu-
lations in the flesh; it is a part of our in-
heritance. In the world you shall have

tribulation, but be of good cheer, I have

overcome the world, said the adorable Je-
sus. I And from the scripture, that the

people of God are poor, and despised at

least in the eyes of the world and nominal

professors; though this seems to be their
character, yet they are a chosen people,

chosen in Christ their glorious head before
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the foundation of llic uorkl. Eph. 1 ch.

4 verse. And as long as the head lives so

long will the members of Christ's mystical
body live; for it is in him tliey live, move,

and have their being. And it would be

inconsistent to say a man was dead while
his head was living; and hence Jesus said,

in the language of certainty, as I live ye
shall live also. Though this doctrine, and

my manner of preaching is cried down by
some, and they say it is such hard doctrine;

yet let them try it with the wordofGofl.
But graceless professors and Judaising tea-

chers are of the world, iherefore the world
heareth them. We are of God. He that

knowelh God, heareth us; he that is not of
God, heareth not us. Hereby know we

the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error.
1 John, iv. ch. 6 ver.

Dear brethren, I have been trying to

preach a little for the last ten years, and

can say of a truth, the more I preach for
God, the better I feel. Although it may
he delivered in great weakness, if the Lord
blesses it in the awakening of sinners and

to the comforting of his people, to his dear

name be the praise. Men may talk of hu-

man learning to qualify them to preach, but

if God does not call tliem to the work, it

will be but an empty sound, "a body with-
out a soul.'' It may do for lawyers, or
doctors, or Congressmen, to understand

the languages; but gospel ministers are

taught from a higher power, and the mo-

tives they have in view are the <»;lory of
God and salvation of sinners. God as a

sovereign works by whom he pleases. I
have tried to examine my Bible, and 1 find

it has utuiergone no change; and I see no

necessity for so many institutions to help
on the work of God.

wise cast out. John, vi. 37. Again, we

effect a meeting. And by renewed effort

and untiring zeal, (worthy of a better

cause,) he finally succeeded; for at one of
her annual meetings she consented, and

joined the State Convention. A single
year however sufficed, and at her next ses-

sion Tobiah and all his household stuff was

thrown out of that body. She revoked
her former act, and became entirely dis-
connected from the Convention and all of its

woi'ldly societies. Remaining in this sit-
uation for a few years, peace was restored

to the churches; brotherly love, and the

best of feelings, seemed to abound through-
out; all speaking the same language. Du-

ring this time of pleasantness and peace,
God was pleasetl to jDOur out his holy spi-
rit, in a very miiaculous manner upon the

churches. For in one year, or perhaps a

little upwards, there were added to their
number upwards of one thousand.

In time of this rev'«/al it pleased God, as

I hope, for Christ's sake to forgive my sins.

I became attached to Bcihesda church in

May, 1S31; and for a while said church,

together with the rest of her sistci'' church-
es composing our Association, seemed to

enjoy an almost entire unanimity of senti-
ment. But it must seem that in this time
of joy and peace, the cup of our affliction
was mixing. For in 1S34, we see mis-
sions re-enter in the shape of a circular let-
ter adopted by said Association, and with
it confusion and distress among the chur-
ches.

As I discover by reading our little pa-

per the '^Primitive Baptist," that there

are some Associations yet, that have not
become amalgamated with these men-made

institutions, 1 would here (though but as

of yesterday in point of experience) veu-
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ture fodrop yon n word of caution. Dcnrl
brethren, as you regard your own peace,
and tiiat of posterity, guard against these

popular invasions. For remember that

Paul informs his Colossian brethren, that
the gospel of which he was made a minis-
ter, had been preached to every creature
under heaven; 1 ch. 24ih vci'se. And
wliat evidences have we, that these scien-
tific reformers (or a spirit like unto theirs)
liave not reformed the poor liurmans out of
the pure gospel, and suljstilutcd in its stead
an Arminian system which has eventually
ended in superstition and in the worship-
ping of ^'slocks and sloues.''

Ginty, Early county, Georgia, D. McKen-
zie, Baibour county, Alabania, Wm. H.
Ward, Henry county, Alabama.

"Dear Brethren* I have been a Bap-
tist al)oiit seventeen yeaPs, and nevep have

been able to reconcile the new doctrines of
the da}', as taught b}^ our missionary peo-
ple, with the doctrine taught by Jesus
Christ and his apostles. The missionaries
tell us they do wonders, by having pro-
tracted meetings and by sending the gos-

pel to the heathen world. They further
Sny, tliat thousands are perishing for the

want of a preached gospel to them, and go-
ing to hell.

Now if God is thus frustrated in his

designs, I, as one^ should like to know
what constitutes a God, all wise, all

powerful, and ail mighty; in short, noth-

ing new nor old with him? I shoultl say,
that such doctrine is degrading to his cha-
racter; it shows a want of power to save,

and certainly it has grown out of the rot-

tenest roots of Arminianism; which is no-

thing more nor less than the production of
old nature uncultivated by grace. 'And
Was I to attempt to describe my views on

the work of grace, it would be v^try difier-
ent from theirs; for I believe that God for

Christ's sake chose, or elected, all his peo-

ple in Christ from before the foundation of
the world to everlasting life* Read Ephe-
siansj 1st and 4ih. And his choice was

for nothing good, foreseen or foresaw in

them, (but according to the good pleasure

of his will, to the praise of the glory of his

grace, wherein he hath made them accept-

ed in the beloved.) And this almighty act

of divine spirit, whereby God actually and

visibly separates his people from the

world, is by effectual cailing. And that

eternal, sovereign, unconditional, particu-
lar, and immutable act of God, Vv^hereby he

selected some from among all mankind,
and of every nation under heaven to be

redeemed and everlastingly saved, is by

Christ's righteousness, and not by the

newly invented schemes of the day.

^1 And inasmuch as God has elected his

people in Christ, he has ordained the

means to fetch them into his fold indepen-

And also went on to advertise all minister^
of the Baptist orderj who she could hear
of, who had departed therefrom and prea-
ched another doctrine; and prayed the
churches composing her body not to re-
ceive them into their house, or bid them
God speed. And this was good, so say L

And not only so, but in the meantime^
or just after, some of the preachers belongs
ing to that bodyj went and joined the Aux-
iliary Society; and upon being asked by
their brethren why they had done it

^ they
replied, why, my brother, we shall have A

double chance now; for we are not in fa-
vor of the Georgia Conventionj nor any of*

the benevolent institutions, coming into
the church or the Association; and being a

member, we certainly can have our influ-
ence. And so they did, as you will see

presently.
After a short time the Convention peti-

tioned the Association for a friendly cor-
respondence; but it was rejected, and very
unanimously loo. But these men had

their influence sure enough in bringing
them back at the next meeting. For they
attended until at last it was fouad that

plc(I}2;e, viz: we will not correspond over
the head of any member of the Associa-
lion, &c. liut now, even at the cost of
Joosinji; even churches from her, ^he recei-

ved the corrfspondence; whicli was defined

by the learned clergy to mean nothing but

a friendly visit.
Now take notice, tliey were to keep it

out, and that there was not any Christian
fellowship at stake, only a friendly visit.
So, in the Minutes of her last session, I sec

she has requested the Georgia Convention
to not only suffer her to pay a visit, but to

let us the Columbus Association become a

component member of your body; those

preventers and all the rest together.

prophets and apostles, and the man Chrisrt
Jesus as our chief corner stone and founda-
tion of our hope, Resolved, this day and
henceforth, to declare non-fellowship with
the unregular, New School, unscriptural,
benevolent institutions of the present day
so called, namely, their theological schools
as a mode to manufacture preachers of the

gospel, their Bible societies, their mission
societies, their tract societies, their tempe-
rance societies, their Sunday school union
societies, their anxious bench worship, and
all other kinds of their will worship; and
not to invite them to preach in our pnlpils,
&c. And we hold no fellowship with
such members or churches that do advocate
them or commune with them, as it is de-

parting from the faith and order of our
church covenant and platform; even so,
help us God.

By so doing we have not been pestered
with the New School dandies of the day ;

and thinking we had got the matter fixed
to keep clear of all such troubles with the
New School. But alas, alasi it was then
our great difiiculties sprang up; for we
read that a man*s greatest enemies are
those of his own household. We having
5ome soft-headed Baptists among us, they
took an offence against the church, in con-

sequence of the above resolution; they hc'
ing possessed with loo much charity, and
could not bear the idea ofclosing our door?
against the New School; and they became
dissatisfied with the chtirch and withdrew
from us, and were veiy shy of the Predes*
tinarian Baptists, They did come tor/ieet*
ing, but could not have any I'ellowship with
the church. They would sit away off to
themselves, as separates they would not
commune with us nor unite wilh us in no

shape whatever; but still crying out against
the church & her resolution, stating that we
by so doing had formed a new covenant^
which whs an entire mistake in them. It
was only intended that we might live up
faithfully to ouv first covenant.

Thus things went on grievously in the
church, until she had to take notice of
those mc-mbers to deal with them and en-
deavor to bring them to order; which cau-
sed a great contention between them and
the church, for three church meetings suc-

cessively. And the church appeared to be

glued together in love as one heart, to rally
around the standard in defence of their
master's cause, and to maintain their own
sentiments. There was considerable deba-

ting on both sides, and our dear brother
Robeson our pastor took a due and active

part in defending and investigating the dis-
puted subject to the dissatisfied members.
But they would not adhere to any thing
from us. At length the final issue was,
two sisters were reclaimed, one male mem-
ber and twelve females were excluded, out
of 56. The church now live in peace to-
gether, they love to meet together and con-
verse with each other on spiritual things
concerning the state of Zion, and can sit
together on one bench again as usual.
Thus God is bringing things all right again
as formerly.

And now I come to a close by forward-
ing those few remarks to our brethren Edi-
tors, to dispose of as they may see proper,
I send my warmest respects to the breth-
ren who have forwarded such precious
communications to the Primitive Baptist,
and do earnestly solicit them to continue
in sending on their mites for publication,
and not become weary in well doing, for
we love to read them. Hoping also to re-

ceive something occasionally from brother
Bennett, and that he may not forsake irs;

and also brethren J. Lawrence, Keaton,
Whatley, Moseley, Rorer, Newport, wilh
many others.

: cially those who were acquainted with bro-
ther Crispin Dickenson, as he was the au*
thor of it. I hope yoli will publish it

, for

it will show that what 1 haVe already said
.about the Roanoke district is so.

And here, my brethren and friends, t

! Will tell you some more of their acts, and
then you may judge w^hether ther^ is peace

: and brotherly love in that Association or

\ not, as they or some of them sayj there is

no division with us. But there is division
and disorder, which I vvill show by giving
you a few facts which I know, as 1 live in
the bounds of that district, but have my
membership as a Baptist at Fairfield in the

Pi^ River district.
First. Brother Chafles A. W«3alherford>

a member of the Roanoke district, became
dissatisfied with that district, because it

would support the men-made societies df
the da}', and mingle with the General As*-

sociation, or some of them, which he could
not fellowship. So he, C. A. W., did
withdraw from his church and petitioned
to Fairfield church for membership; and at
his request the church sent three members

to the church which brother W. left, to in-
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quire into hia character as a Baptist. The
members of that church said he was a mem-
ber in good standing and had been orderly,
until he withdrew from them because of
these societies. But they said that they
were as much opposed to them as he was,
and said that the charge that brother W.
made against them was not true, for they
were not missionaries, and so excommuni-
cated him after ho had joined us. So they
turned him out because he could not fel-
lowship the many new societies of men,
and at the same time said they wefe not in
favor of those societies. But here you see,
they will say they have no fellowship for
these new societies, but yet will fellowship
them that will fellowship the societies of
men.

This does put me in mind of the

stealer and concealer. Now which is the
worst, he that steals the wedge, or he that
conceals it.'^ Every honest man will say,
to conceal that which is stolen is a mean
trick, if a smart man does it. So I believe
it is not right for a Baptist to fellowship
them that will fellowship these school men
when they cannot love tliem.

No, my friends, this ought not to be so,
for we ought not to fellowship them that
will fellowship that which we have no fel-

lowship for, like the go-betweens do. For
I believe the best way is for us as Baptists
to be separate, for there are two sdrts of
Baptists and I am willing for there to be
two sorts; and so let us separate ourselves
from every brother that is not sound in the
faith of the gospel, and then each party
will live in peace one with another and then
each |?arty may enjoy the liberty of con-
science in spirit and in truth. But so you
see ihem that are mixed together in the

way of one another, so the churches that

have two sorts in it had better separate
quickly, and so fulfil the command of Paul^
by seeing eye to eye and speaking the
same thing in Christ Jesus, and be of one
mind and one judgment.

CIRCTJI.AR.
To the Churches composing:; the Roanoke

District dissociation.
Dear Brethren —According to a long

standing custom among us, we proceed td
address you, by way of a Circular. And
as it remains no longer a secret, that there
are schisms and divisions among ourselve:?,
as professing Christians, called and knowd
by the name of the United Baptists of Vir-
ginia, the su])ject of the present Address will
be contined to the lamentable state of feel-
ing that manifests itself in private and in
public among us; and to try to search for
the causes that have given rise to such a
state of feeling as seems to exist, and
v/hether indeed the causes are sufficient
to justify such an unhappy state of things.-

For a foundation for the remarks hereaf-
ter to be made, your attention is invited td
PauFs letter to the Romans, 16th chap, and
17th ver. Now I beseech you, brethren j
mark them which cause divisions and ofieri-
cfs, contrary to the doctrine which ye have
learned, and avoid them.

In ihe first place, it may noi: be amiss to
notice the language of the Great Head of
the Church, in his prayer to his Heavenly
Father, 17th John— to preserve his Apos-
tles in unity of faith, and from all evil, and
for the perfect union of all beleivers, and
says they are not of the world, even as he
was not of the world, and prays that they
all may be one. And for why? That the
world may believe that thou hast sent me;
and that they might be one even as Himself
and his Father were one. And in the 15th

chapter of John, he commands his disciples
to love one another, and forvvarns them of
the hatred and persecutions of the world.
And on another occasion speaks of his King-
dom as not being of this world. Hence it
appears, that his language and conduct, col-
lectively and uniformly, goes to shew that
his disciples should be in unity, and seper-
ate and distinct from the world. And for a

further proof of the importance of a perfect
union of all believers, so necessary and use-

ful for the peace and comfort of the Church,
you are requested to attend impartially and

earnestly to the following places in the A-
pcstles' writings, viz: — Acts, 2d and 42d,
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and 4lh and 32d — Romans, 15th ch. and )(

6th, 6lh and 7lh verses — 1st Corinthians,
1st ch. and lOlh ver. — 2d Corinthians, 6th

ch. and 14lh ver. — 13th ch. and 11th ver.
—Ephesians, 4th and 5th chs. — Philipians,
1st ch. 27th ver. — also 2d and 3d chs. —
Collossians,2d ch. 1st ver. — -Thessalonians,

Sd ch. and 9th ver. —1st Peter, 1st ch. 22d
ver.; 3d ch. and Sth ver. — As also all
John's Epistles inculcate the same princi-
ples.

Having tried in this way to shew the

Scripture ohligaticn of helievers to culti-
vate this amiable principleof unity ofmind
And spirit, we shall next proceed to exam-

ine for the causes that have given rise to

this unhappy separation of feeling among
us, and whether they are sufficient to jus-
tify such a state of things. It will be rec-

ollected by many, that some eighteen or
twenty years past, this unhappy excitement
of feeling among the brethren did not exist
as it now does. True, it may be, there

weie some difficulties to encounter in the

Churches arising from the conduct of indi-
.viduals, but they were generally settled

satisfactorily, and the same unanimity of
sentiment was retained in the Churches;
and many happy meetings were then en-

joyed at our Associations, while all seemed

to enjoy the company of each other, as a

band of brothers and sisters of the same fa-

mily, united by one spirit in the same judg-
ment, which seemed to fulfil the saying of
David, the ancient servant of God: Behold
how good and how pleasant it is for breth-
ren to dwell together in unity. —But alas,

alas, those happy seasons are gone b}^; and

instead of those refreshing seasons from

the presence of the Lord, and each othqr's

company, we discover bare complimenta-
ry interviews among many of ourl)rethren,
and a sad coldness of feeing tliat is truly la-

mentable.
As such a state of feeling did not exist

prior to this Association's assumJng the

power of becoming a member of the Gen-
eral Association without first consulting
the Churches, it must be attributable in part
to that cause; for so soon as our brethren

did this without advising with the Chur-
ches, so soon did they transcend the limits
of their power, and we think laid good

grounds for divisions and offences; and al-

though the Churches did not remonstrate

in a public way against the measure, yet
their very liniiled contributions to that

body from year to year marked their dis-

approbation of the act; if not of the utility

of such a body as the General Aisociatioa
of Virg'nia.

This state of things existed for some

years, without much apparent excitement
of feeling, till the General Association, {wq
say a self-created body,) new-modelled
their constitution, and laid it before our
Association, and our Association before the
Churches, (for the first time,) for their ap-

proval or rejection, and the Churches of our
district, (almost unanimously,) decided
they did not wish to be a member of that

body.
But there were still some individual

members, and perhaps Churches, among us,

who were pleased with that body and its

views, and we hope conscientiously advo-
cated its measures, not only by argument,
but by precept and example, and have

manifested in some instances a heated zeal

in its defence, perhaps to surpass even pru-
dence, while we apprehend they have

overlooked or lost sight of those first prin-
ciples upon which they connected them-
selves to the Baptist Church.

Every Church gospelly constituted, we

think is
,

or ought to be, an independent
body, and certainly upon these principles
we joined ourselves to it

,

and although the

Baptist Churches, years ago, thought it ex-

pedient and scriptural to form an Associa-
tion of Churches, as a means of keeping up

a friendly intercourse with each other, and

for other purposes, yet surely their sending
messengers to transact the business of the

Association is not, nor ought not to be,

considered a surrender of their indepen-
dence. The decisions of our Associations
are not, nor ought they to be like our leg-
islative enactments, as it is not a legislative
body, but is an advisory council, and acts

as such only in cases where the union of

Churches is concerned. A query in that

case may be introduced by motion and sec-

ond, and discussed and answered, if thought
expedient.

Therefore, any measure that the mem-

bers of our Association as a body, may
sanction, unapproved by any one Church,
that one Church (if not corrupt in principle
nor practice,) has a right to reject with im-

punity — in a word, we think that every
Church is, or ought to be, the highest eccle-

siastical tribunal, and if we as Christians

: wish to mjaintain and promote peace and

; harmony among the Churches, we should,

on all occasions, in an associated capacity,
• feel a disposition to consult them before we

sanction any measure that might have A

tendency to interfere with their preroga-
tives. And although there is orvc article
in the constitution of the General Asooia-
tion, if we mistake not, that forbids any in-

terference with the internal rights of the

Churches, yet it is evident that some of the

members of that body feel themselves at

liberty to calumniate individuals, Churches
or Associations, in public print, who act

or speak with that independence which is

their just right. Though it may be thought
uncharitable to brand the General Associa-
tion with the conductof individuals, yet we
have never seen any of their bitter invec-
tives against the decisions of Churches or
Associations, censured in public print b}'
the body of which the Editor of the paper
in which they have appeared is a member,
and of course we can but rationally con-
clude, these bitter potions are sanctioned

by that body. Are not such acts as these
sufficient grounds of divisions and offen-
ces? We think they are so. But there
are members of this self-created body, who
have indirectly, if not directly, advised
members oi Churches to fly in the face of
that union and harmony that they pledged
themselves to maintain when they joined
the Church, and which prevailed antece-
dent to the organization of that body and
its measures.

We will suppose a case of a family, the
liead of which had prescribed rules for its

government, under the observance of which
thefamilyhad lived many years in peace and

harmony — but a few of the family find
fault either vvilh the rules or the manner in
which those rules were observed, should

introduce the observance of any additional
rules or regulations, without consulting the

family and gaining the nssentof a majority
of them, and go forward to enlist in their
favour, by persuasion or otherwise, all

they could of the family, nnd also all

they could of those whom the head of the

family had warned them of the haired and

persecution of. What could be rationally
expected to ensue in that family, but tur-
moil, discord, divisions, offences, and eve-
ry evil work? W e will here take occasion
to remind our brethren who have subscri-
bed to those new rules or regulations, of
the solemn obligation they should feel them
selves under to every meniber of the
Church to which they belong, The Bap-
tist Churches generally are composed oi
those who willingly gave themselves to the
Ijord, and to each other, in the fear of God,
for the purpose of maintaining and promo-

ting good order in the house of God, accor-

ding to his word. If, so, when we joined,
it was an acknowledgment that we were

satisfied with its rules, regulations and form

of government. Then, brethren, we cer-

tainly act unadvisedly, and give occasion of
otTence to our brethren, if we connect our-
selves to any society, and persist in it

,

con-

trary to theconcurrent views of a majority
of our brethren. And can we promise our-
selves prosperity, thus divided in senti-

ment, argument and measures? We certain-

ly with as much propriety might calculate

on the prosperity of tliat family, thus divi-
ded in sentiment and argument, with
respect to the plans and means to be em-

ployed for its safely and welfare. We
would, therefore, in the words of the Apos-
tle, exhort yoii to mark and avoid those
who cause divisions and offences, contrary
to the doctrine which you have learned;
but if you have learned of Christ, or his

gospel, that it is your duty to connect your-
selves cither directly or indirectly with
the world in an intimate way to accomp>
lish what mi^ht be ternied a reli2;ious en-

terprize, at the expense of trampling upon
the feelings of a majority of your brethren,
we must say, that we have not, and we are

persuaded our Lord and Master never in-
tended that his disciples should spread their
almsdeeds before the world, and unite with
them in any intimate way, as Himself, as

well as the Apostles, gave strong exhorta-
tions to the contrary.

We have noticed the recommendations
of the measures of one of the popular soc-
ieties of the present day, which, if attended
to and persisted in, threatens not only our
religious but civil liberty.

Ought we not, then as Christians, profes-
sing to be strangers and pilgrims on earth,

and who are cautioned and exhorted to be

at peace among ourselves, and as much as

in us lies, with all mankind, to be jealous
of these separating institutions that have

givin rise to so much unhappy excitement
of feeling in Church and State? For, breth-

ren, w^e have been called unto liberty; but
we would caution our brethren not to use

their liberty for an occasion to the' flesh,
but by love serve one another —And not

serve the whims and fancies of the world,
while at the same time we may be feediiig

a spirit of pride or emulation in endeavo-

ring to excel other religious denominations
in men and means, to shew to the world
our great zeal to the cause of God.

The principal object of the General As-
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sacfafioii of Virginia, accord inj^ to its con-

stiiution, was to send preachers to the des-
titute parts of this State. But have not
4heir Missionaries been sent under pay
where the people had reguhir Baptist
preaching among them; and have not those
Missionaries sent, heen forming and trying
to form some new societies among the

Churches, that|have caused divisions and
olTenccs? ji^If they have not, we are misin-
formed. And ha\ e they on all occasions let
the brethren know what they were to receive
for forming societies, and travelings and

preaching, and collecting their charity ? We
ard persuaded many of them have not; and

ifihey have not, they surely are guilty of
williholding a part of the price; or,jin other
words, a part of their benevolent opera-
tions. We will suppose a case: Three
neighborhoods somewhat distant from e;ich

oiher; a Missionary is sent to two of them
who are tolerably well supplied with
preachers, to collect funds to supply the
destitute neighborhood with preaching,
and the man tells them that what he col-
lects is for that special purpose; and suppose
he collects only ^20 or $25 in his travel-
ling; we would ask whether, according to
the present regulations of the General As-
sociation, any of those funds collected could
be applied to the purpose for which it was
said to be collected? We think not one
cent, according to the present regulations,
could be spared to help this desti-
tute neighborhood to preaching, for this
obvious reason, because it will take
that amount to pay the expenses of the

Missionary for collecting it. —Then, of
course, those who gave this amount are
deceived in its application. But if all who
liire themselves in this way to men, would
be candid enough to tell the people, where-
ever they were sent by this body, the
whole story, and keep back nothing from
them, their operations would not be under
such censure as they are by many. But
let us extend this plan of operation, as

recommended by the General Association,
among the Chuches, and let them give into
the plan fully, and what may be ihe result?
Why, the Chur hes must send their funds
to the General Association, and the Associ-
ation must send them a preacher. But sup-
pose this preacher acts beneath the dignity
of a preacher, or even a Christian, how is
the Church to manage with him, as they
can have but little control over him, not

being a member, and only a temporary
pastor? The probability is strong, that,

in this case the Church will have to send
the charges cxhibiied against him to those

whQ sent him, for trial. And by this
means the Cliurch is deprived of a partof
her independence, and we think a very
important part.

We think before these operations can
travel legally among the Baptist Churches,
according to the present regulations of the
General Association, we must change our
form of government; and a book of discip-
line must be introduced among us, to which
we must all subscribe, and be governed by
the wisdom of the General Assocation of
Virginia. Then, and in that case, all uni-
ted and agreed to such a plan as this, there
could be no cause of divisions, at least a-
mong the Churches. But we think the
Baptists generally are not prepared to do
this, though some might be; and we fear
there are sone, and preachers too, who
would wish to have things so regulated a-
mong the Baptist Churches, as to place
themselves upon an entire certainty in
preaching, as to pecuniary matters, let the
providence of God be as it might, as
to the prosperity or adversity of the
times; and instead of being willing to suffer
the loss of all things, are unwilling to suffer
the loss of any thing fur the gospel's sake.
We are far from believing that the Church-
es are under no obligations, according to
God's word, to remunerate their preacher,
as well -as they conveniently can, for his
services. But that preacher sent of God,
who will not preach without pay, cannot
be guiltless, according to God's word. And
that Church who withholds from their
preacher what they can conveniently be-
stow, can be no less guiltless, according to
God's word. But at the same time, we
think these things ought to be left betweea
the Almighty & the preacher, as to his du-
ty; and the Almighty and the Church, as to
their duty. The Apostle Paul certainly
vindicated his right to a niaintainance of
the Churches. Yet he, as a pattern for
others, (i

t would seem,) relinquished that
right for the furtherance of the gospel, and
wished, as it related to himself, to make
the Gospel of Christ without charge, and
not to abuse his power in the Gospel, as
he contended to obtain an incorruptible
crown.

We can but feel jealous for the indepen-
dence, peace and harmony of our Chuches,
when we discover such a thirst for power
in the ministry, manifested in some of the
Religious Newspapers of the present da v.
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And Tve hope, as the Church&s of our dis-

trict hare said almost unanimously they
did not wish io be a member of the Gener-
al Association of Virginia, they will* not

suffer themselves to be imposed upon by

any of the men or measures of th;.t bo-

dy. We by no means wish to impugn their
motives. But, brethren, we have said, as

an Association, we would not be a member

of that body, and this is known to them;

and we do think for the General Associa-
tion to send a" Missionary' into the hounds

of an}' Church or Association, that they
know a large majority of the brethren

or Churches are opposed to their measures,

to form Societies among the Churches and

brethren, that cause divisions and offences

among them, and thr^t, too, on som.e occa-

sions, at the instance of a letter from an un-
knof?n individual, is giving just grounds for
complaint against them as a body; and such

conduct is truly censurable. This has been

done, and hais had the effect above named.

And it noay not be amiss to let our brclh-
ren know that some of their agents have

the sum of §500 a year for their services,

and others at the rale of ^300, which looks
a good deal like fixing salaries for the

preacher. We think when a Missionary
is sent among us, the better way to do, as

we are now situated as an Association,
would be to make public collections, like
other denominations do, and every person
would feel at liberty to contribute as much

as they pleased, wilhout becoming a niem-

ber of some separating sociel}', and grow-
ling at his brother for not joining also.

Brethren, the Religion of our Lord Jesus
Christ never stood in need of any collater-
al props to sustain it. Neither does grace
in the heart of an individual want a socie-

ty of all classes of men to make it benevo-

lent, nor a separate Temperance Society to

make its possessor a sober person. The
anxiety oflhe primitive Apostles vi'as drawn
out in a great degree toward.*, the welfare of
the poor saints, but very unlike is the anx-

iety manifested in a great degree, by many

preachers in the present day.
The forming an}' separate Benevolent or

Temperance Societies among Churches,
might be considered with many very offen-

siTe, and ought not to ^e objectionable, at

any rate by a professed Chriytian. — But we
will suppose, for instance, thai a Temper-
ance Society is formed in a Church and

they unanimously adopt a rule of entire ab-

stinence; and another, and ajio her Cimrch
and even whole Associations siiould fall in-

to the same plan, and should be so delighted
with it that they would not only object to

any persons joining them that would not

subscribe to their rules, but would, to carry
their point, call Uj)on the Legislatures of
different Slates to enact such laws as would
renderitimpracticab'e forretaikrs to obiain
license to vend spiritous liquors, and also

to lay such a heavy tax on distillers as

should render it impracticable for them to

distil, aiul the Legistaturcs should adhere

to their calls; what would it bebut blending
Church and State affairs, winch has alwayvj
been attended with the most sanguinary
consequences? And we have an account
of one Church, at least, that has adopted
the abstinence rule. And we have seen in
a publication entitled the Journal of Hu-
manity, recommendations to the friends of
the Temperance cause, so called, of the a-
bove description.

Brethren, we think the New Testament
affords a sufficiency for our fai'di and prac-
tice, and it

,
in our judgment, never has

warranted these separate institutions among
Churches, neither does it warrant any par-
ticular stipend to be settled upon the
preachers, or to be drawn from the Church-
es. We are willing to admit the Churches
have the privilege of adopting any rule
they please, as an independent body, so
that it is not a corrupt one, but at the same
time all things that might be lawful for
them, might not at the same time be expe-
dient. If we wish peare and harmony to
prevail among us, let us follow after the

tilings that make for peace. It may be, that

in some instances a union of sentiment is so

wanting among conscientious brethren
vviih respect to the utility of many of the
moral institutions of ihe present day, that
while one is engaged wilh apparent fervor
in public prayer for their success, many
who are present cannot conscientiously say
amen with them; and wdicn this state of
things prevails among brethren, we think it

a lamentable one, because they can't w^alk

together in their petitions in such an in-
stance.

It is no less painfid than disagreeable Io
dvv'ell on a subject like the present; and we
shall cherish the hope, that our brethrerj

who have separated ihemselves as it were
from the Churches, and have enlisted them-

selves with those who are writing bitter

things against all Baptists, vvho, they say,
\vill not come up with them to the help of
the Lord .^gainst the mighty, will be

brougiit to see the propriety and utiliiy
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of a union of sentiment and measures, in

order to \ he honor. 2,\ory and advancement

Brethren Editoks: My mind Iras been rumi-

nating on the great goodness of our divine Master

towards his church ini!iiant, not only in his elect-

ing love, the covenant of redemption and plan of

redemption contained therein and revealed toman,

his incarnation, his active and passive obedience,

his resurrection, ascension and intercession at the

right hand of his heavenly Father; but also his

goodness manifest in the descent of the Holy
Ghost, communicated through the medium of the

gospel to the children of men, and especially to

the church of the first born, thereby becoming the

power of God, and by that power making Jesus

Christ to every believer wisdom, righteousness,

sanctification and redemption. And also his pecu-

liar regard manifest in providing a gospel minis-

try, and through them to communicate the bread

of life and cause that river to flow the streams

whereof make glad the city of God.

To the

first enquiry I answer, 1st. Because they have

left their first love, and consequently have failed

to do their first work; but have broken down their

family altars, backslidden into open vice, and are

following the world instead of Jesus Christ, and

plead the acts of the world in justification of their

conduct; instead of being a light to the world, a

city set upon a hiU, &ci Secondly, they in imi-

tation of the world go for number, and in the ex-

ercise of false lenity fail to exercise discipline,

and thereby remove the stumbling blocks and

purge the vine as instruments in the hand of their

heavenly Father, tliat it may bring forth more

fruit I

Isi answer to the second inquiry, I answer, 1st,

too many of the churches have become proud, and

if they cannot get the first gifts as they conceive,

they will have rjone. And in justification of their

conduct will say, the critical state of things re-

quire a man that can defend the gospel; all the

while forgetting that the Almighty has said, Lo, I

will be with you; (not you only who can defend

the gospel, but you, my ministers;) and forgetting

that it frequently happened, that the most skilful

physicians are poor nurses, and that half the bat-r

tie in dangerous and lingering diseases depends

upon a good nursei

2nd. They fail to take the admonition of their

heavenly Father, and pray the Lord of the harvest

to send laborers into his harvest; which is a ])lain

proof they do not want them, for if they felt their

needs they would certainly begi

3rd. A prophet is not without honor, save in hi^

own country and amongst his own kin. Hence

should the Lord be pleased to raise up a young

gift., he is neglected by the church and such an

indifTe.ence manifested to him, that the tempter

takes advantage of it
;

and his weakness, and tells

him, now 5^ousee you are not called to the work,

or the church would feel for yon. And thus the

poor tempted soul sinks almost into despair, and

fio-uratively speaking, is found upon his hands and

knees at two years old; when if he had been proe

perly nursed he would have been upon his feet at

twelve months old.

3rd. Churches fr(^quently after unanimously

calling a pastor and enjoying his labors for years,

drive him away,*and still profess to want him to

serve them; (and how?) First, by failing to attend

him; and thus you will see after he has left per-*

haps a sick wife or child, and rode perhaps twen-

^ large, attentive, desirous assemblage,
liluch good apparently was effected. An
Old School herald preached in good ear-
nest. 'Twas real food indeed for msiny
present. In the meanwhile the following
made their appearance, that is

Petty,
Cook 5ind Pearsall^ who are in the bounds

and members of the newly constituted Pil-
grim's Rest Association; who had dissent-

ed from and came out of the Union Asso-
ciation. Their visible appearance like Ti-
tus of old diffused universal gladness and

joy among many present. The joy and

exultation were inexpressible, were visi-

ble and plain to be seen,' in almost every
direction, countenances expressive of ex-
quisite joy were apparent. The reverse of
which, however among the missionisls was
plain and indicative of something intended.
Squads, small collections, almost in every
direction, were to be seen; jealousy and
suspicion Were visibly apparent, two con-
tending parties had now met occupving the
ground.

The members composing the Asspciatioii
met and convened at the house. Business
proceeded to. Among the arrangementg

a committee of five were appointed, to ar-
range preaching for the Association and
make rejidrt. In theiir Wisdom thciy (the
committee) designated and appointed. Pet-
ty and Pearsall for the present to occupy
the stand the remainder part of the day^
who had kept distant from the Associa-
tion. No apparent objection rendered.
In their Services they appeared to give ge-
neral satisfaction to all present, excepting ?i

few niissionists, some of which were noted
placed spies for the express purpose, who
were sent for 'tis presumed; and a few
Arminians who you know, brethren, are
not for common fond of old corn.

The above brethren i. e. Petty and Pear-
sall, were re-appointed with the addition
of two more, that is

. Cook and Lattimbre.
The arrangement stood thus: Cook, Lati-
more, Pearsall and Petty, who were to
preach in the order of their names on the
following Lord's day. The same wer6
announced to the Association. No ren-
dered objection to either of the reports of
the committee were made yet, all seemed
to acquiesce. An entry of the same 'tis
presumed was or ought to have been made,
as it was an approved act of the Associa-
tion. Petty, Cook and Pearsall still kept
aloof from the Association.
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Eafly the next day met a large, anxioas

and desirous assemblage. What was the
event of past occurrences in the interim?
Behold an oFjjection was now rendei-ed^ to

answer their premeditated purpose' of ex-

position. Pett}', Cook and Pearsall were

objected to by the adverse party; the oth-
er, Lattimore, retained, being their cham-

pion, their confident sent for one. The
astonishment among the numerous best
Was inexpressibly great. Confusion, tur-
tnoil ensued j irritation, sorrow and grief
t^ere visible. A select few were the cause,
the primary and only cause of all the pre-
sent confusion. The comiriittee were fre-
cjuently urged to re--appoint others to fill
the concerted vacancy, but to no effect/ a

majority stood firm and inexorable to their
first resolve, knowing the ardent wishes
of the Association and the prevalent mind
of the congregation in accordance with
their own. How good and praiseworthy it

is to be firrii and determinate in a good
eause. Consistently 'tis presumed, the

committee could hot alter and re-appoint in
the present instance. The report bad been

submitted to and confirmed by iheAssod-
ation^ and they as their agents were impe-

riously botmd to act in accordance to their
confirmed wishes. Admitting for a mo-
mentj in order to gratify the adverse few,
that the committee had gratified the anx-
ious few, would they not have excelled
their bounds and present limits? Would
they have acted in obedience and would
they not have reflected on the Association
and brought reproach thereon, and wotdd
they have paid due respect to the sacred

injunction of doing unto others as they
would wish others to do unto them, and

would they not have gratified a few in their
unreasonable and unjust demands at the

woful expense and injury of a host, as it

were? But above all, in the result would
they not have trifled with and abused and

trampled rectitude and justice under foot,
and would not the blessed ineffable cause

have sustained a momentary loss? Why
did not the.se peculiar noted anxious few
object to the appointments made, in the

proper place and lime? Why take the co-
vert of the night, as it were, to answer
their dark premeditated purposes? And
why not come out openly and plainly as

men of rectitude?

After the Association had adjourned on

Saturday until Monday, why did those as-

siduous particular few in the intermediate

space endeavor to undo what the Associa-

tion had done and confirmed in her collec-
tive united capacity? On Monday why sg^

aoxiousiy endeavor to impose on supposed
ignorance, and to pafnl and enlorce a pri-
vate calmnniating entry of a fcTv individu-
als on the Association, and to hsive it
spread,' displayed and exhibited on her Mi-
nutes as an approved act of hers, when it
was nothing more nor less than a private
individual maliciotrs composed entry of si

few, noted envious individuals, irt order to

defame and blacken with odiGmff
it was deplorable indeed in the extfemcJ

beyond words to ejtpress, to^ observe the

confusion and visible distraction of the

anxious waiting multitude, atnd the odious
calwmnialjng spirit from whence it all ori-
ginated. They were IHte tinto s(^uander-
ed dispersed sheep, destitute of pasturage
and fostering shepherds to feed and to con-
sole, O my souly may I never again be

witness to, so doleful so distressing a scene

as was then exhibited^
'Twas supposed frorti the anxiety re-

peatedly expressed, that three-fourths ot
more of the congregation were particular-
ly desirous to hear the peculiar objected
tvorthies, many of whom had Come from
afar to hear them; and it was currently re-

ported that upwards of three hundred left
the occupied ground with apparent disgus-t
on discovering the singular bestowed ill
treatment on those already alluded to, and

on finding they were disappointed in their
pleasing fond anticipations. A proposi-
tion was made to this effect by one of the

objected ones, that he was willing (though
appointed by the authority of the Associa-

tion) to leave the issue the determination
of his preaching to the impartial decision of
the impatient anxious congregation. This^
however, they apparently and visibly refu-
sed, seeing and believing from every ap-

pearance how it would eventuate.-

The missionaries ultimately had the en-

tire possession of the stand, missionary-
like; the others altogether all declined, as

they were for desirable peacey kept distant,

giving the others unmolested fair Opportu-

nity. A noted one amongst themya pecu-
liar, elegant^ nice, spruce, eloquent, polite
dandy, while haranguing, well remember--

ed those peculiar, eminent, envied wor^

Ihies, that had gone before in preaching on

Saturday; his lesson and previous instruc-
tion being well gotten and matured^ envy
and malignity were visible and predomi*

nant to a perverse criminal degree, occupy-

ing his fruitful, inventive, copious mind.
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He In his manly bold scurrility represent-
ed them as monkeys, baboons, merry An-
drews, anecdotals, &c. &c. Fbor man, he

is to be pitied indeed, for he little tliought
ivhat ke waji Iheh doings ivhat his brava-

does, &c. &c. would amount to, (though
in accordance. wilh many of like stamp;)
and of the reflectin<z; inevitable consequent
i'esultj and that he was in estimation and

in the view df niaiiy present who cdnsid-
fered him, (and justly too, 'lis presumed,)
as acting the conspicuous odious part in

the ignominious drama of a celebrated buf-

1826. Now, Messrs. Arminians, those

are your long standing principles, and you
have reached three centuries back to get
them, and have got the remains of an har-
lot or part of them; and I think you would
receive the whole of them if you had law-

power. Now, sirs, are not those societies

above mentioned new requisitions accord-

ing to your own declaration? I think you
must answer yea. And, sirs, you have

charged us of departing from original prin-
ciples, when you are trying to make
cluirch traffic of the dear saints of God.
And we protested to such traffic, as youj^a

are new requisitions in the apostolic day,
such as was practised in the h:irlot church
of Rome, and is practised at this present
time. Now, sirs, you cannot find no such

precepts or examples in the whole tenor of
the Bible, and that should be the Chris,

tian's guide. For Paul sa} s, all scripture
is given b}^ inspiration of Gotl, and is pro-
fitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correc-
tion, for instruction in righteousness.

Dear Brethren: 1 seethe columns of

your paper are opened for a defence where
Associations, churches, or individuals,
may have been slandered by the mission-
ary. I feel that the design of your paper
invites my pen, for it embraces my case.

In the Minutes of the Chattnhooch}' Ri-
ver Ai^sociaiion for tlie year 1S33, Jere-
miah Kimbill and James F. Watson, toge-
ther with two churches, (viz:) the Depen-
dence and New Hope, stand as w'ithdrawn
from, by said Association. So be it. I
wonder if you will have faith sufficient to

believe me when I inform you, that the

■Moderator at that Association was an ex-

communicate, and that he had the impu-
dence to represont himself as a delegate to
that Association from the very church that
held him on their dockets as an excommu-
nicate? Notice — delegated by the churs.'h)
bearing her letter, and she knew nothing
of it

;

but sent up her own delegation, hear-

ing her letter of love to the Association,
hy such a man was the Association mode-

rated at that time.

1 want to give a fuller explanation on this
matter, for the satisfaction of all that it may
concern, that they may judge of the up-
rightness of the course pursued by that As-
sociation in her publications; but I leave it

for a future time, fearing I have already
been too lengthy in my introduction. The
matter is important, as character has been

unjustly slandered.

I hope you will feel for me, dear breth-
ren, and pray God to give me wisdom,
fortitude, and love to God and my fellow
nian, to walk as a Chrisiian ought. Fare-
well for the present.

Sq I again through much weakness,

do by the kind permission of God, wish to

let you hear from me on the all-important
subject of religion.

And for this subject I will give you some

thouplits on the 8Lh chapter of the Acts.
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Now from reading this chapter^ we find

I hat Philip planted the church in Samaria,
and I will say he was not hired to go there,
nor hired to raise a church when he did

get there. No, brethren, he was not like
the hirelings that arc in this day of dark-
ness and eri-or; no, Philip was not, for he

went wit bout money. And it was by and

through the wickedness of Saul that Philip
did go to Samaria, and I believe that God's
eternal pur])ose was to he fulfilled in this
way, See 3rd verse says: As for Saul, he

made havock of the church, entering into
every house, and haling men and women,
committed them to prison. Now, breth-
ren, read the 4th and 5lh verses, and you
can see that the persecution by Saul waa

the cause of the saints being scattered a-

broad, and the cause of their preaching ev-
ery where. And this was the way it plea-
sed God to send Philip to Samaria, and he

was not sent with money but was sent by
the will of God and his power and purpose^
So it pleased him by the persecution of
Saul lo fulfil his eternal purpose.

So we ought not, my brethren, to think
hard of persecution or rail out against those

who persecute us or speak evil of us; but
let us try to pray for them, and pray the
LjOid to sanctify it to their and our good
and his glory. And let us take courage at

such things, seeing that such things have

been for the good of Zion. So let us glory
'in tribulation and persecution, believing
that all things work together for good to

them that love God a^-ld are the called ac-

cording to his purpose.
The 8lh verse says: There was great joy

in that city. Now the joy was greater than

it was when Simon bewitched the people of

the same city. Yes, there was then the

joy of the religion of Jesus Christ, and so

it is great joy; and I hope I have been

made a partaker of this joy, and that by the

power of God. But I must notice Simon,

as he is in the 9th verse, and tell what I

think of him. Now it does appear that

this man Simon was a great man in Sama-

ria, before time; which I suppose to be,

before Philip's time there. So he Simon
was a great man and did bewitch the peo-

ple, and the word says he did from the

least to the greatest; s« they all thought
him to be the great power of God. So all
tlie people were subject to this man before

Philip's time there, but wlien Philip prea-
ched the kingdom of God and the things
concerning Jesus, they were baptized, both

men and women. NoW;, brethren, 1 be-
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lieve that Philip's preaching was attended

with the power and the Spirit of God ; and
go there was much good clone by Philip's
preachinjr, so as to cause both men and wo-

men to be baptised. But no children were

ever baptised by the apostles, no, not one

ever was, and there is no command for it

in the scriptures; so it is wrong. But to

Simon — you see he did not confess to be-

lieve until tlie people of Samnria had left

liim, and so he like a Sneak said he believ-

ed too; but I say he did not believe from
the revelation of God, and was not renewed

by grace in his soul. No, he was not; for
the 13th verse says: Then Simon himself
believed also — which is after all the rest —
and when he was b:ij)tiscd he continued

with Philip; notice — and wondered, be-

holding the miracles and signs which were
done.

Here you, my readers, may see that Si-
mon was only a professor and not a pos-
sessor; for if he had been made by the

j)ower of God to believe to the salvation of
his soul, he would not have wondered at

the things which Philip did. No, I say
he would not, for he then would have
known that God had power on earlh to

forgive sins, and would have known that

Jesus was to give repentance to Israel; and
would not have wondered at the work of
God — no, he would not. But he was like
the priests in this day, who want to make

money by pretending to do that which
tliey know nothing about. For you see

that he Simon did bewitch llie people be-

fore Philip's time, by telling them lies to

get their money.
See IS, 19 and 20 verses —here you may

sec that he did not understand it
,

for he

thought that the gift of God might be pur-
chased with money. Peter tells him that

his heart is not right in the sight of God,
and that he had no part nor lot in this mat-
ter, &c. Now I think he had never been

brought to partake of the first resurrection.
Here I will say, that I believe Jesus is

the first resurrection, and will say, that
blessed and holy is every one that has a

part in the first resurrection; because the

second death shall not have power over
them. And again, I believe that all man-

kind in nature ^ire dead in trespasses and
sin, and they are raised from this death by
the power and spirit of God; and then and
there they are made partakers of the first
resurrection, and then they are blessed and

holy because the second death shall not

have power over them. So they cannot

fall from grace, as some vainly suppose: no

they cannot, for the word of truth 333^3,the
second death shall not have any power
over them. So you can see that they that
have a part in the first resurrection have a

part in Jesus, and cannot fall into second
death.

Nothing more at present, but as ever
your brother in tribulation.

Rorer and Dumas, have beeh feeding oth-*

ers upon the truths of the gospel, that they
have eaten nothing themselves. So I will
try to gather up some of the broken frag-
ments, for 1 sometimes think that God has
called me, (poor and ignorant as I am,) to
feed some of the lame of the flock, and to
be a son of consolation to some poor des-

ponding disciple of our Lord Jesus.
Without further remarks I will come to

the Friendly Talk, answer my part, and
show mine opinion. I shall take it slow-
ly, like a faithful old hound on the cold
trail of a fox; and if you will watch me

minutely, I will, by and by^ find out the
little foxes that spoil our vines. Th&
Friendly Talk is a mess of wild Arminian-
ism, and the talker a rotten Arminianf
therefore he was ashamed to assign his
name to his mess of wild unscriptural no-
tions. He commences thus: '^Allow me^

my neighbors and fellow travellers to the

judgment day, to enquire what is the
ground of your hope of salvation? You are

ready to answer, my faith in Jesus Christ.
But what was the cause of your faith in
the Son of God? Surely the preaching of
the gospel by the ministers sent to tell of
the way to heaven."

I would here remark, that Old School
Baptists (whom 1 suppose this Friendly
Talk was wrote for) are taught that faith is
the gift of God. Yes, sir, the free gift
of that God who holds the seven stars

in his right hand, who is from everlasting
to everlasting and changes not, with whom
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there is neither variableness nor shadow of

turning, and known unto him are all his
works from the beginning. But faith is

the free gift of God. For by grace ye are

saved thro' faith, and that not of yourseiveS;

it is the gift of God; not of work§, lest any

man boast. Sg= works are excluded, ^^o

I set it down as a given np point, that true

genuine and living faiih is the free unme-

rited gift of God; tiius living faith implant-
ed in the heart the hope of glory, begets a

living hope. (See faith is the substance of

things hoped for.) And a living hope be-

gets a living love. Thus you see implant-
ed in the Christian's heart three abiding
principlesy faith, hope, and love, or in &\h-

er words: Now abideth (in the Christain'd

heart) fiiitli, hope, charity; these three,

])ut the greatest is charity. This looks a

little like the fmal perseverance of the

sainis through grace to glory.
Our True Friend, for so he assigned his

name, goes on enquiring: How shall they
hear without a preacher.^ and then stopped
and did not or would not carry out the

whole sentence as it stands connected to-

gether. How shall they hear without a

preacher, and how shall they preach ex-

cept they be sent? That is
,

how shall they
preach to profit church or people, except
they be first called of God, and sent of God?

Our True Friend says: "Jesus comman-
ded his disciples, go ye into all the world,
and preach the gospel to every creature.'^

Yes, sir, our blessed Jesus did command

his disciples to go into all the world; and

not only that, but he also commanded them
what to do, where, and how to go, and
what they should not do. And now to

prove the fact to the Old Book we come.
Read Matt. x. commence at the fifth verse,
D-nd soon:- These twelve Jesus sent forth,
and commanded them, saying, Go not i-nto

the way of the Gentiles, and into any city
of the Samaiitans enter ye not: But go ra-
tl'^er to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.
And a-s ye go,- preach, saying, The king-
dom of heaven is at hand. Heal the sick,
cleanse the lepers, raise the dend, cast out
devils: freely ye have received, freel}^
give. (So you see they were not to sell
their preaching, as missionaries do.)
Provide neither gold, nor silver, nor brass
in your purses; nor scrip for your journey,
neither two coat/!, neither shoes, nor y6t
staves: (for the warkman is Vv'orthy of his

meat.) Again, tiic farewell command
which he gave to his disciples just before
lie was received up into glory, was: Go ye

^ therefore and teach all nations, baptism^
them in the name of the Father, and of the*

Son, and of the Holy Ghost; teaching

them to observe ali things whatsoever I

have commanded you, and loy 1 am with
you always, even ucl^o the end of the world.

But to return to our Friendly Talker.
He says: "It is clear that Christ wishes ev-
ery sinner on earth to know what he done^

to save them." Is this truth? Is it a Bible'
doctrine? Nay, I have not so learned
Christ. The old Book teaches me, that

few will be saved^ and that too a definite'

elect number in Christ: For thy people'
shairbe willing, in the day of thy power.
Yes, sir, in his awn ap}X)inted time he
will reveal himself to them, the chiefesS

among ten tliousand and altogether lovely,-
He said: Those that my Father gave unta'

me shall come unto me; and as many as are'

the sons of God are led b
y the Spirit of God.

Our Fi'iendly Talker »ays: "I would
have you think about those fellow men of
yours, who have no Bible, no preacher, no-

Sabbath, no expectation of resting with
saints in the kingdcrm of God. I would
have you think how they are to become ac-

quainted with the Lord, who is the life,-
the truth, and the way; and what you are
to do to save them from their present mise-
rable degraded condition, and make them
heirs of etern&l glory.'' Here our Talked
brings men to vie w as possessing some am-

ple power of saving sinners and making
them heirs of eternal glory. Abominable
falsehood I- rotten Arminianism. We are-

constrained to say with one of old : 0 Lord^
what is man? let us search him out, and
see if he can save himself or others. We
will listen to David, saying in bitterness
and ang.uish of seul: Behold, I was shapen;
in iniquity, and in sin did my mother cort-*

ceive me. Psa. li. 5. Every imagination
of the thought of man's heart is evil con-
tinually. The heart is- deceitful above all

things, and desperately wicked; who can

know it? Jer. xvii. 9. Thus we see poor
frail man is corrupt, impure, degenerate^
full of wounds, and bruises, and putrifying
sores, from the crown of his head to the

sole of his foot, and is utterly unable to ex-
tricate himself from this awful dilemma j

dead in trespasses and sins, dead to the love
of God and holiness, but alive to the lovcf

of sin and wickedness. Aliens from the

commonwealth of Israel, and strangers
from the covenant of promise, having no

hope and without God in the world. Aw-
ful condition; alas I Oh, sinful men, what
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doing power do you possess? None,
hone. All are gona out of ihc way:
Iheir throat is an open sepulchre; with
their tongues they have used deceit, the

poison of aj^ps is under their lips; whose

mouth is full of cursing and bitterness, and
no fear of God before their eyes. Horn.
Who drink down iniquity as the ox doth
the water brook. Tliis is but a faint
glimpse of innn, of the depraved and fallen
state he is in^ prone to sin as tlie sparks are
to fly upwards, having neither will nor

power to do any thing to bring him into
the favor of his creator. This 1 will prove
by scripture. For we know that the law
is spiritual, but I am carnal, sold under
sin, and to be carnally minded is death.

Thie natural man receiveth not the things
bf the Spirit of God, for they are foolish-
ness urito him; neither can he know'themj
because they are spiritually discerned. A-
jrain: the carnal mind is enmity against
God, for it is not subject to the law of
Godj neither indeed can be. So then,

cd his liead and gave up the ghost. John^
xvii. He had finished the work of re-
demption; the great, the glorious, the stu-

pendous plan of salvation was finished, fully
completed and done. Nothing left for
man to effect by his address. Jesus had

paid their ransom price, sufTcred the penal-
ty which was due to sinners, paid their
debt immense.

Our Friendly Talker asks: ^'How are

ihey (that is, sinners,) to become acquaint-
ed with the Lord, brought to the knowledge
of the truth?" 1 answer, precisely accor-
ding to the purpose and grace of God;
which was sriven us in Christ Jesus before

But our True Fiiend would have us

think, what we arc to do as instruments to

feave them from their miserable condition,
that we should unite our talents, influence,
and purses, as means of saving them, &c.

&c. Let me tell you, my brethren, that

our glorious Lord has provided, or devised

means, whereby his banished children be

hot expelled from him. And I say lhat Je-
ses Christ is the means of man's salvation,
for in the fulness of the time, God's ap-

pointed time, God sent forth his Son, made

bf a woman, made under the law to redeem

them that were under the law. Rom; iv;4.
For what the law could not do, in that it

was weak through the flesh, God sending
his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh,
and for sin condemned sin in the flesh.

Rom. viii. 3. Tliis is a faithful say ing and

i\'orthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus
should come into the world to save sinners,

i Tim. i. 15. He was made sin for us,
who knew no sin, that we might receive
the righteousness of God in him. Yea^

my brethren, he bore our sins in his own
body on the tree, and just before he gave

up the ghost, he said unto his Father, I

have finished the work thou gavest me to

do. And again: It is finished — and bow-

salvation is of the Jjord, neither is there

salvation in any other; for there is none

other name under heaven given among men

whereby we must be saved, (if saved at all.)
Our True Friend, for so he calls him-

self—but you are a missionai-}'-,- you arei

ready to tell me. Well, neighbors, it has
been said, you are hostile to the missiona-
ries, and the great work and labor bf level
in which they are employed. As to hos-

tilities within the circle of my acquaint-
ance, there is no one amongt professors of
religion, as full of almost open hostilities as

the missionaries themselves. He says:
'^It has been said you were hostile. Whb
said it? It was some liar and the father of

a lie. The great work and labor of love
in which they are employed, must (from
their repeated and pressing petitions for
the sparkling metal) be the love of money.
He again asks: ''How are those to hear
where there are no Bibles, and no preach-
ers to explain God's word." He now ist

speaking of heathens. If we are to judge
of this matter from past events, we shall
answer, that persecution will be the means
of their hearing the true, genuine, unadul-
terated gospel of the Son of God. Forper-
secution has been instrumental in sending
the true evangelical gospel to the destitute
Gentile nations of the earth, from the days
of John the Baptist until now. Jesus said
unto his disciples, when they persecute
you in one city flee into another. Peter
had obeyed this command, whea called

jfrom Joppa to go and preach to the G^ii-

liles. Philip had fled from persecution
when he baptised the Ethiopean Eunuch.
And what hut persecution sent the gospel
to these United Stated.

Our Friendly Talker next commences ta-

king up objection* io nusslons, and says:
*'You are opposed to missions beca'jse you
find no sucli word in your Bible.'' And
goes on; "Your reasonino; is not good, for
if you allow nothing to be done in religion
which is not directly according to what is
found in the Bible, you will not allow any
female to commune at the Lord's Supper;
for there is not a word in your Bible about

female communion. But further, there is

no where in your Bible the word immerse;
and yet you talk much about immersion,
and think that a man must be plunged in

the water, if he is baptised. If you op-
pose missions because such a word is not

in your Bible, you must also rise up against
your female church members, your moth-
ers, sisters and wives, and keep lliem from
the communion table, and put away im-
mersion from you, for neither the one nor
the other is found in the Bible." Well,
brother Johnston, what think you of all
this! I will tell you the truth, which I
feel bound to do on all occasions. It never
before now entered my skull to Vv^rite on
the principle of baptism; for I had conclu-
ded that, that Baplist ordinance was so
well authenticated by the New Testament,
that no one would have the hardihood to

deny it. I mean apostolic baptism, im-
mersion, not sprinkling; and as I have ta-
ken hold of it

,
1 will with the help of

God, prove baptism b
y immersion and fe-

male communion to be of apostolic origin.
In pursuing this sidiject, my motto shall
be, stick to the scripture.

Read Matt. iii. 13: Then cometli Jesus
from Gallilee to Jordan unto John, to be

baptised of him; but John forbade him,
saying, I have need to be baptised of thee,
and cometh thou to me? And Jesus an-
swering said unto^^him, suffer it to be so

now, for thus it becomcth us to fulfil all

righteousness. Then he (John) suflered
him. And Jesus when he was baptised,
went up straightway out of the water.
Read Mark, i. 9 and 10: And it came to
pass in these days, that Jesus came from
JNazareth ®f Gahlee, and was bapliijed of
John in Jordan; and straightway coming
up out of llie water, &c. &c. So you see,
that the apostolic mode of baptising was in
Jordan, not by Jordan; in the water, and

not by the water; nor in a meetkig, hut
some river, or certain water course. , And
as they were baptised in the water, I thinU;

it no robbery td call it baptism by immer-
sion. Their coming up straightway oui
of the water, proves that they first went in-
to it. Acts, viil. — read the chapter fdt*

yourselves. And as they went oh theiJr

way, (that is, Philip and the Eunuch,)
they came unto a certain water, and the
Eunuch said, see here is water, what doth
hinder me to be baptised? And Philip
said, if thou believeth vvith all thy heart
thou mayest. And he answered and said,

I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of
God. And he commanded the chaKiot td
stand still, and the}^ went dowm both into
the water, both Philip and the Eunuchj
and he (Pliilip) baptised him. And wheii
they were come up out of the water, &c.
This text clearly proves, that both went
down into the water and both came up out
of the water. This looks just like an Old
School Baptist baptising believers in the
water, by immersion. John also was bap-
tising in JEiUon, near Salim, (why, John^
why baptise there?) because there was
much water. So, by the by, they were!

much water Baptists. This proves the

apostolic mode or plan to be immersion, for
much water was recjuircd to baptise a per-
son in; and believers were the only sub-

jects admitted to this baptism. See ih^
case of the Eunuch, and many others.

1 shall now proceed to show, and prove
also by scripture, that female fellowship, t
jiiean church or Christian fellowship; and

if fellowship did abound, (which 1 will
prove,) it of course was the leading spring
to the communion table. But you will re-
collect, by the by, that 1 am not exactly
done with baptism yet. Acts, viii. 12: But
when they believed Philip, preaching tho

things concerning the kingdom of God^
and the name of Jesus Christ, they were

baptised both men and women. Here, sirj
were female believers received into the
church by the apostles, and baptised into
the fellowship of the saints, xvi. 13, l4j
15: And on the Sabbath, we went out of
the city by a river side, where prayer was
wont to be made, and we sat down and

spake unto the women which resorted thi-
ther. And a certain woman named Lydia^

a seller of purple of the city of Thyatira,
which worshipped God, heard us; whoss
heart the Lord opened, that she attended
unto tho things which were spoken of
Paul. And when she was baptised, &c.
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This woman was a worshipper of God, and ]
phe was also baptised. Read Matt, xii. I

49, 50: Jesus stretched forth his hand to- ;

ward his disciples and said, hehold nay mo- (

Iher and my brelhren; for whosoever shall ;

do the will of rny Father which is in hea- ;

ven, the same is my brother, and sister, j

and mother. You will also remember the i

woman that came unto Jesns, and poured '

(he alabaster box of precious ointment upon

Jiis head; that he said, she hath wrought a ;

good work on me, for in that she hath

poured this ointment on my body, she did
It for my burial. Verily 1 vsay unto you,
wheresoever this gospel shall be preached

in the whole world, there shall also this,

that this woman hath done, be told for a

memorial of her.

We read of a certain disciple nam.ed

Tabilha. This woman was full of good
works and alms-deeds, which she did.

Again; Believers were the more added to

the Lord, multitudes, both men & vvomen.
Thus 1 haye showed you female believ-

ers baptised, and received into fellowship
in the apostolic day; and have also shov^-

pd, that as many as do the will of God the
Father, Jesus claimed as brother, sister,
and mother. When he had taken bread,

given thanks and broken, h.e gave unto

them, saying, this is my body, broken for i

you; this do in remembrance of me; as oft

ii8 ye do it
,

ye Fhow forth my death
tjU I come. So I- shall set it down as a

fact, which cannot he surmounted, under-
inined, rooted up, nor overturned, by
wicked men, nor devils, that baptism by
immerfion and female communion, are of
ppostolic origin, and are a Nevv Testament
(doctrine, & were practiced by the apostles.

Our True Friend, while speaking of im-
piersiofl and female communion sa} s: "You
believe th«t both are scriptural, and so are

missionary operations scriptural." This is

a barefaced falsehood, and the writer knew

it and consequently would not assign his
pame, There was about as much truth in
the lying spirits that were in the mouth of
Ahab's prophets, as there is in this last

quotation from our Friendly Talker. He
says: ^'Christiann are commando to let their
light shine before men, and arc taught to

(io good to all." Remark, But especial-

]y to the household of faith.
Our True Friend now makes a bold as-

sertion, by saying that Jesus Christ was

the great head and founder of missions,

and Paul was an illustrious missionary, and

the Bible furnishes the strongest evidence

in favor o
f the mi^sionnry ciiusc. What a

pity, what a pity, that our liero of New
Schoolism did not refer to that part of the

New Testament, where Jesus laid the foun-
dation stone of missions; where he first in-
structed his disciples to go and plant mis-
sionary societies, collect funds for the sup-
port of missions, to educate young men for
th.e ministrj', send them forth to labor in
the Lord's vineyard with the field of their
labors appointed (by aboard of directors,)
salaries fixed, ^c. &c, If Paul was an iU
lustrious missionary, he differed greatly
from modern missionaries; for we hear
him declaring hor/ he labored with his
own hands for the support of himself and
those that were with him, that he might
not become chargeable to any church; lar

bored b
y

day and by night, was in peril oft,
on the sea, among robbers, among false

brethren; and let me tell you, that perse-
cution was the wages that he received.

Our Frisndiy 1'alker says: '^Whether
the first Christians formed missionary so-
cieties for spreading the gospel or not, you
will find something in the fourth chapter of
Acts, commencing at the thirty-second
verse, which very much resembles a mod-
ern missionary meeting.'^ So I will ex^

amine that transaction, and look for the ext;

isting similarity. It is recorded thus: And

I the multitude of them that believed were
of one heart, and of one soul, (so you see

that they were all believers,) and had ali
things common. But to search out the si-
milarity between that and a modern mis-

sionary meeting is the object. I have told
you that the multitude of them that believ-
ed were of one heart, and of one soul; nei-
ther said any of them, that aught of things
whjich he possessed was his own; but they
had all things common, and with great

power gave the apostles witness of the rer

surrection of the Lord Jesus. Neither
was there any among them that lacked, for
as many as were possessors of lands or
houses, sold them, and brought the prices
of the things that were sold and laid then)

down at the apostles' feet, and distribution
was made unto every.man according as he

! had need. So you see the whole transac-

' tion, and where is the resemblance? the

• former were a multitude of believers, all
• filled with the Holy Ghost, (administering

of their substance to the poor;) all believ-
- ers, all had been baptised. There was nq

5 selling of memberships, (by nor among

) them,") life memberships, nor offices, such

1 as President, Vice President, Secretary,

2 Director, titles of honor, &c. No, sir,

3 lliorc Vv-as none of [h\s among them; nor
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does the whole volume of Ood's bool{, di-
rectly nor indirectly, countenance these

modern missionary proceedings. And
that of buying or selling lilies of honor is a

direct breach of the Consliluiion of the U-
pited Slates, you will think of that by the

by as wo p:iss on. But we will exMinine

that assemblage of^ saints a little further,
and see if we can find out the intention of
that meeting. If 1 am not mistaken, their
object wqs to administer to the actual ne-

cessities of the poor saints at Jerusalem.
Compare the 29 verse of the xi. chapter of
Acts, with the circumstances already quo-
Ted, and you will agree that I am right. So

I conclude, and so I wiite, lliat there is no

similarity or resemblance wiiaiever.
J\Ir. Talker in the next place tells us:

*'You are called upon by the great Ete^-nal

to give your talents, influence and money,
for the conversion of your benighted and

ruined fellow travellers to the day of judg-
ment.'' Thus you see our True Friend
makes our talents, influence and money,
the rueans of converting the dark benight-
ed miiftds of sinners, Our Bible teaches,

yea Christian experience teaches, that no-

thing short of the Almighty power of God
can elFect the great woi'k of illuminating,
quickening, and converting the dark be-

nighted minds of sinners; but our Friendly
Talker makes talents, influence, and mo-
liey's combined power equivalent with
(iod; makes them means of conversion.
This is what I would call a Christ denying,
and a God disiionoring' dochine; it is a

doctrine of devils. Our Talker is lii<e a

certain young missionary preacher of tiie
Western Association; pome \\vo or three

3'ears ago while preaching an introductory
he remarked, that he ufien did illustrate liis
views by figures, and he would draw them

figure. Ho presented to view three
men, one standing upright, tlie two other
Werp to be of equal size and strength, one

by the l ight hand and the other by liie left,

(of him standing erect.) Ue stid they

might pull and tug, lieave and set, vv'ith all

ihe power they possessed, and neither
could prevail; but let him standing in ih^

midst lean his weight to tlie right and he

would prevail, cr to tlie left and he would

prevail. This he said was the condition of
sinrjejs, standing right hctwixt God and

the devil; God striving to get them to

heaven, and the devil pulling tliem with all

bis might to get them to hell; and if the

eiriner gave his weight to God, Cod would

jprevail; or if lie ga\e it to the devil, he

would prevail. Miglity God, mighty de*
vil, but almighty .man; for if he throws hi?
weight to God, he will prevail; or if he

gives his strength to the devil, he will pre-
vail. I'his is missionary doctrine, what
ihink you of it, brother Johnston?

But to return to our True Friend. He
says: "You are ready to contend, that too
much money is called for b}^ tb.e missiona-
ries. It is manifest that too much money
has not yet been asked for, nor too much
given, unless more has been asked than
what would be required in converting the
whole world to Christianity; but in this
matter we have seen no surplus. Too
much then has not been asked, too much
has not been given in the cause of man's
salvation." Our Talker should have told
us how much money it would take to con-
vert the whole world to Christianity. Ho
says too much has not been given in the

I cause of man's salvation. I have once, and

j again said, that sal vation is of the Lord, and
now 1 will prove it. So to the law and to
the testimony we come. Read Psa. iii. S:

I Salvation belongeth unto the Lord, xxxvii.
I 39: But the salvation of the righteous is of

Lord. He is their strength in time of

I trouble, and will help them, and deliver
I them, and save them. Isa. xlv. 17: But
: Israel shall be saved in the Lord, with an

'everlasting salvation. One more texi,
wh.ich will cap the climax. Jer. iii. 23;

ITruly in vain is salvation hoped for from
tlie hills, and from the mountains; truly in

ilhe Lord our God, is the salvation of Is^

!rael, So we need not look to the high
hills nor lofty mountains, to hills of gold

I
nor mountains of silver for salvation; they

j cannot save. So we should both hope and

j quietly wait for the salvation of the I^ord.
iLam. iii. 26: Salvation is of the Lord.
I Jonah, ii. 9: Neither is their salvation in

jany other. Acts, iv. 12. So I shall set it
Idown as a given up point, that Salvation is
'of God, and none other; unconnected wiih
efforts, talents, influence, or money. For-
asmuch as ye know that ye were not re-
deemed with corruptible things, such as

silver and gohL^ but with the precious
blood of Christ, i. Pet. i. 19.

Our True Friend's next inquiry is:
^Vv'herethen is ih.e speculation of the hum-
ble missionary, who gives up every pros-

pert, and contents himself with bread and

water, and scanty clothing, that he may

j win souls to Christ?" Is this truthi^ I leavo

you to answer for yourself. The prodigal
' 3'oung missionaries cf Geoi'gia go in pomp
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.!5^t1Splendor, dressed ns fine as snportme
broad clotli can makethetri; roll in all liie
luxuries that a rich., fertile, cotton making
country can afford. You will see them

jSiienking and creeping in among the rich,
flnd because he h;-»s the name of a preacher,
their bounteous tables are spread, and they
fed on tliebest the house can afford. And
yet they will tell you that they are
coMtent with bread aud water, and scan-
ty clothing. These humble mission-
aries will sail by a poor traveller, in
jtheir fine pleasure carriage;;, and not

.speak to him, with necks like iron sinews,
looking as though they disdained the
,€arth. I will here remark, that I was at a

icamp meeting lastsummer in Pike county.
On Sabbath, a young missionary preach-
man rose up in the stand, (the young chap
?was rig2;ed out as fine as broad cloth could
make him,) and called out for money; he
said, for the support of home missions; and
f«aid, that that there was not enough given
to the circuit riders, to pay their expense
of travelling and clothe them. (I reliite
this circumstance because our Friendly
Talker is a Methodist preacher.) So tlie
hats started round, one to the sisters, ano-
ther to the brothers, and a third to the
worldlians. And when they were done

V begging the whites, they went to the ne-
groes, and dunned a few pennies from
them. So I said, if that was a true mis-
sionary spirit, great God, keep me from it.

Our True Friend, wiiile speaking of con-
tenting themselves with bread and water,
and scanty clothing, asks: ^^Do they do it
for worldly gain.? Nay, he foregoes every
hope of worldly honor or wealth; in the
very act of consenting to become a mi<-
sionary, he looks to a life of privation, of
reproach, of peril, of persecution, and suf-
fering, as his only portion on earth.
What a fine gloss our Friendly Talker has
thrown over the outside of his pernicious
principles. It is like unto the whited se-
pulchre, which indeed appears beautiful
outward, but within is full of extortion,
excess, and lying hypocrisy. They look
to the churches that have hired them for
their wages, the forty and fifty dollars per
month; or to some mission board, for their
wages they must have. Isaiah spoke of
such as being blind watchmen, dumb dogs
that cannot bark. (No, sir, these mission-
ary dogs cannot nor will not bark without j
money.) Yea, they are greedy dogs
which can pever have enough; shepherds |
that cannot undcnstaod; they all look to!

their own wn)', every one for his gain
from his quarter.

JNIr. Talker says: ^'The Bible, reason,
and religion, call upon you to unite your
purse and your plenty into the Lord's trea-

sury; (and adds,) I fear that such is your
love for the bag, that you would sooner see

your sons die, and daughters burn, and
hear sinners weep for ever, than you would
part with it tosayeasouL" The Book
of divine inspiration emphalicall}' t'eaches,
that Jesus Christ is the Saviour of sinners;

(and not purses of fine goM., nor bags of
shining silver.) I have told y^ou that God
has provided means, and that Jesus was
the means., for that was the great and the
blessed errand upon which he came into
the werld; not to call the (self-righteous
pharisee,) but sinners to repentance. He
came to seek and to save them that were
lost, to save his people from their sins,

(not in their sins.)
Our True Friend, in hi^s talk hath spoke

of money twenty odd times; and in th-e

general, was making or using it as means
of saving sinners, converting heathen, or
evangelizing the whole world to Christian-
ity. He thinks?, it seems, that God hath
done a part of fhe woi k of man's salvation,
but not quite enough to save them; so he
woidd have missionai'ies and money to da
the balance and finish the work. To such
a God as that, Whatley never bowed the
knee. As I have far superceded by limits
alread}', I must begin to draw to a close.
But let us hear the conclusion and fact of
the whole matter, touching the origii\ and
effects of missionary operations. I will
give it in plain English.

Mr. Talker has said, that Jesus laid the
foundation s{<;ne of missions, and I liave ta-
ken the liberty to dispute his word; for he
did not, nor could not, prove it by the gol-
den standard of eternal truth. The Ro-
mish church was the founder, origin, and
mother of missions; and if my memory
serves me right, old IVliss Catholicism's
first daughter, (misaionism,) was born in
the fifteenth century.

Ihe-heart-rending spoiiings of these cun-

ning little foxe3. They have sowed dis-

cord among brethren, spoiled churches,
rent asunder Associations, spoiled the ten-
der ties of brotherly love, spoiled the peace
and harmony of hundreds of vinos (church-
es) in the United States. So, my breth-

ren, I am ready to adopt the language of
the spouse of old and say; Take us the

foxes, the little foxes, that spoiled our

vifiet; for eur tines have tender grapes.
Be the look out. Take us the foxes,

the little foxes, (say you; well, Whatlcy,
what »l»all we do with thom after we take

them?) Make you a scourje of small
cords, and cast them out of your churches;
overthrow the tables of the money chan-

geri, and the seats of them il^at sell doves:

(that sell poor little innocent harmless foxes,

memberships, offices, lilies ofhonor. ) I say
C0st these little foxes out the synagogue.
Cast out this bondwoman and her (illcgili-
mat« offspring of foxes,) for the son of ihis
bondwoman shall not be heir with my son,

even Isaac. '

I mow shall leave our Friendly Talker,

Churches and preachers were of one mind,
We did not constitute because there was
no Association near enough for us to join,
no; neit!ier was it because we were fond of
a small body; but because we were not of
the same faith and order of the Associa-
(ions round about us. We cannot go with
what is called the benevolence of the day;
and if this were all I would stop here, but
alas! I am sorry to have it to say, that the

Baptists here that call themselves the New
School, are so corrupt in doctrine that we
cannot have fellowship with them, Here
they contend for the general atonement but
special application, and when they carry it
out, the speciality thereof is given to tho
human will. They also tell us that the
heathen are going to hell for the want of
preachers and more }3ibles; and that three
or four thousand dollars more would do a

great dealof good in the redeemer's kingdom.
Good Lord, my brethren, what better is

this than for a Roman Catholic priest to

tell the people, that for money he will for-^

give their sins, and pray their dead out of
purgatory? or, will it not soon come to

that? Do they conclude that God has for-
gotten the ark, anrl. ihat men must put their
feeble arm to it

,

(Uzzah like?) Their
church order is equally corrupt as their
docirine. In this State the law permits
men to be divorced from their wives, and
then to mari-y again; and such characters
are admitted into their churches, into their
pulpits; fheir'communion tables surround-
ed with what the word of God calls adulter:
rers. Shocking state of affairs.

Our newly constituted Association is to
be known by the name of the Primitive
liaptist Association. And as you niay
know the better who I am, I was bapti-
zed (A. D.) ISOl, in the 21st year of my
age, by William liennet, paslor of the Bap-
tist cluirch Buty Spot, Marlborough dis-
trict, South Carolina.

hear lliat there are some that are obedient
to our Lord's commands, that is, to hold
fast until he comes the second lime without
pin unto salvation.

Brethren Editors: It is with pleasure that I
have the opportunity of corresponding with you,

through the columns of the Primitive ]jaj)tist.
The local situation that a number of us placed

in, forbids us and says to us, that we never will
see each others faces in the flesh; but I rejoice

that we can converse together on subjects of im-

portance, such as faith and practice, and inform

each other, hovy we are getting along in the cause

of our great master .Tesus.

Brethren, the few humble follovv'ers of the Lamb

of God have hard struggles in this part of the

(earth, for there are some gentlemen preachers a-

mong us, that belong to every branch of mission-
ism, and labor as hard and appear to be as zealous

in the pause of their master, money aud self, as

much or more than the humble servant of .Tesus.

And why? Because it is fashionable now-a-days

for gentlemen to live without work. And more,

because it is so gratifying to fallen, sinful nature,

to dress fine and live easy, and feast high, and

flo^t along the current of public opinion, than to

work. Thus money, money, is the stimulating
object t« make a living; to be honored and cares-

sed, and to live an easy idle life. Ever since

preaching has become a machinery employment

and money piaking business, there has been no

lack of a plentiful supply of wolves in sheep skin,

undertaking to feed the flock of Christ. Nor will
their numbers be diminished, while the people are

stupid enough to be fleeced and priest ridden; for

if a man has no religion he has jio more right in

the church as a preacher, than a lion or a hear has

in a iheepfold. Not all the learning that this

world has, ctn qualify a man to be a minister of
Christ, either v. ilh or without religion.

Brethren,, if these wolves are not shut out

1G9

of the sheopfold, they will always keep up a fuss

iinong the sheep about a well educated ministry,
and money to qualify men to preach to the hear

then; and in fact, if they had all the gold and sil-
ver in the world, they would not be satisfied; neir

ther could they convert one soul to God. But we

are awfully afraid, that is not their desire; money

and an easy life is what the most of them are af^

ter, &;ci But all the heaven-born souls do know

they were not redeemed with corruptible things,
as silver and gold, from their vain conversation,

received by tradition from their fathers; but with
the precious blood of Christ, as of a Lamb with-r

out blemish and without spot. 1 Peter, 1 ch. 18

and 19 v. Then mark such as cause divisions
and oflcnces, contrary to the doctrine which ye

iiave learned; and avoid them» Romans, 11. \1.

Dear brethren, when I first embarked in the

cause and entered the field of the gospel, the chur-

ches were all of one soul and of one language;

but corruption has crept into the church by de-

grees, both in doctrine and practice, for designing
men with their Arniiiiian stut! liave got into the

church with their missions, and take them with

them to all the big meetings they go to, and with

their flaming zeal (fox fire) till the sinners natu-

ral f(!elings are tendered; then they are invited to

the anxious benches, and when they have got all

to lake a seat that will, they then go round with

their missions and make as many proselytes (or
mon-made Christians,) as they can. And when

they are made, they are two-fold more a child of

hell than themselves. Matthew, 23. 15.

Brethren, the leading characters in the mission-

ary cause put me in mind of the time when the

Saviour went up to Jerusalem, and found in the

temple those that sold oxen, and shpep, and doves,

and the changers of money sitting; and when he

had made a scourge of small cords, he drove them

all out of the temple, and the sheep, and the ox-

en; and poured out the changers' money, and

overthrew the tables; and said unto them that sold
doves, take these things hence; rnake not my Fa-

ther's house a house of merchandize. St. John, 2.

14^15, and 16.

Then, brethren, if we act faithful according to

the directions given by the Lord of life and glory,
in the above passage, by turning them all out of

the church we may look for a blessing from God,

&c. And as Jeremiah saith, 15. 19: If thou re-

turn, then will 1 bring thee again, and thou shalt

stand before me: and if thou take forth the pre-?

cious from the vile, thou shalt be as my mouth:

let them return unto thee, but return not thou un-

to them. And Ezekiel, J3. 21 and 22: Thus saith

the Lord, I will tear and deliver my people out of

your hand, and they shall be no more in your
hand to be hunted, and ye shall know that I ai?^
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ihe Lordi Becnuse with Vies yc (missionaries)
have make the heart of the righteous sad, whom 1

have not made sad; and strengthened the hands

of the wicked, that he should u^t return from his

wicked way, by promising him life— which you

know, dear breihreui The whole breed of the

missionaries are Arminians, who hold to universal

atonement, and thai every body can get religion if
t.hey will set about the work in earnest; which evr

ery Christian in the world knows to be false, and

^ devil and menrmade lie; and that to make out

Jesus "vvorse than no Saviour,

Dear brethren, when the divine Saviour came

into the world, pomp, splendor, and human pa-

jrade, made no part of a missionary. He took upr

on himself the form of a servant, led a live of po-

verty, humility, iiud self-denial, and had not where

of God's moral vineyard; which I do more

from necessiLV tiinn a desire ti) aj)|)':ar in

public, secino^ that none of mv- brc!,hren who
formeily belonged 1o the Bethel Associ-
ation have undertook to give anything like
a general detail of the religious controversy
that has for the last three years bc-en goino;
on in that body. And as the statements

herein contained are made mostl)' from re-

collection, some errors may have crept in,
for which I indulge a hope that if it should
be the case my brethren will charge it to

my forget fuhiess, as it is my intention to

give the whole truth in the spirit of the

gospel.
I will begin with the Constitution of the

Association, which took place in. the fall
1833, by mutual consent of the Columbus
Association, of which the churches that

composed her were members. And noth-

ing of importance took place in her delibe-
rations, as I have been informed, except
that all her business was done in the utmost
degree of harmony and brotherly love un-
til 1S3G, when I first f)ecame connected
with her. The institutions of the day had

by this time taken considerable hold in the
Columbus Association, and it seemed that
the time had come that the Bethel brethren

could no longer be left to do their own
constitutional business in peace, for at that
session without the least expectation of
most of the brethren, a noted institutionist
namely Jonathan Davis, presented a peti-
tion fiojii the Georgia Convention for this
Association to open a correspondence with
that body. The correspondence was at
once o})posed upon constitutional grounds,
together with a wqnt of fellowship for the
operations of that ho^y. And here for the

j
first time I heard it contended that fellow-

I
shij) was not necessary to correspondence;

.some of tiie institutionists weint so far as to

I
say, that they could correspond with any

j
other denomination. But when tliey saw
that their petition would be lost, the}' re-
quested tliat it should be sent to the chur-

^chcs for them to deci(ie, and send up their
; wishes in relation to it at the next session.
But no sooner^had that been laid aside,
than they made another attack in an at-

I tempt to establish a domestic missionary

I society, under the patronage of the Asso-
! elation; but that was rejected by a large

j majority, and so the controversy ended at

[that time only to be renewed with redou-
bled vigor the next year.

Soon after this, the Columbus Associa-
tion comimenced her session, during which
she voted by majority of five, lo open cor-
respondence with the Convention; in con-
sequence of which, the delegates of a num-
ber of chuiches went home, leavina; the
remainder to do any thing they might
think proper, as they never expected to re-
turn. But little else of importance took
place during the year, Except the election-
eering that might be expected as a matter
of course.

So the time rolled on for another session
of the Association, at which the ciiurches
almost unanimously sent up no correspon-
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dencc and some of them no fellowship with
the Convention. But all this did not. stop
the contention, for hy this lime this peti-
tion bearer, Mr. Davis, had moved within
the bounds of the Association and came

with a petition from a newly constituted
church, robed with all the institutions for

admittance into the Associntion. This pe-
tition wasof course objected to by the non-

fellowship delegates, und the debate which
ensued lasted nearly a whole- day; during
which some disorder was manifested. And
here I heard one of those advocates for-

liberty of conscience as they call them-

selves say, that if he was to spend his mo-

ney to erect an idol in his house, and brinp;
his heifer or bullock antl offer it as a sacri-

fice to the idol, it was his own and he had a

right to do what he pleased with it
,

and
that none of his brethren would have a

right to call his act in question. And here

I will remark, that if this is liberty of con-
science I want nothing to do with it. Hut
at length after a considerable cry, which
was called by most of the brethren present
the Spirit of llie Lord, the church was ad-

mitted over those who had declared non-

fellowship. How far this act agrees with
the discipiineof the Baptist denomination,

I leave the discerning to judge. After
this, the Association resolved to drop her

correspondence wiih the Columbus Asso-
ciation, inconsequence of her correspond-
ing with the convention, and closed her

session without any thing more of import
ance, except passing a resolution granting
the Clerk liberty to grant letters of dismis-
sion to as many churches as might desire it

during the year, in which time sonle six or

eight churches took letters and united with
the dissenting churches of the Columbus
Association in constituting a new one.

But the war was not yet over, for what

do these disturbers of the peace do, but go
to the Columbus Association and solicit her

to petition for renewal at the next session;

at which place they assigned a circular
which appeared in the Christian Index un-

der date the first of Nov. last, disclaiming
all connexion w^ith the Old School Bftj)tists,

%nd recommending their brethren rot to in-
vite such men as were engaged in preaching

^gainst all benevolent institutions and who

a declaration of non-fellowship, into
their pulpits. This piece I should like to

see copied in the Primitive, as it iias done
fpore good in bringing brethren who were
before at a stand, to a discovery of the real

character of ^those men^
ihjn any 'hing that

has appeared in print in this country. Por
they came from thence to the Bethel Asso-
ciation to meet their brethren, who voted
in iheir presence the last year that a con-
nexion with the instilulions ought to
amount to a bar to fellowship; and there
with* OS much flattering, hypocris)^ as the
ancient pharisees, professed the utmost
love and fellowship for their anti-mission
brethren as they called ihem, disclaimed
the idea of parting, and this man J. Davis
therein tl>e presence of the whole Associa-
tion, called on God to forbiil that he should
ever lay down a gauntlet on that floor for
division among his brethren^ And at

length with this fluttering language they
obtained a small majority in favor of re-

newing correspondence wiih the Colum-
bus, which had unanimously agreed to be-
come a -component member of the Conven-
tion. And now, in consequence of these
acts and to prevent a continual strife, many
other churches have withdrawn from them.

The enclosed sheet contains ihc Circular
Letter prepared b}' brother C. A. Parker,
which I send for publication, that the breth-
ren here and elsewhere may know what
kind of a spirit prevailed in the body.
And so 1 conclude by subscribing mj'self
yours as ever.

CIRCfJI^AR I.ETTER.
The Bclhcl Bwplist Association to the

churches of ichich she is composed
sends Clirisiian love and esteem.
Dear Brethren: Through the indul-

gence of a kind and ever gracious Provi-
dence, we have been permitted to assemble
once more in our associate capacity, and in
conclu.sion we send out to you this our Cir-
cular Letter, exhorting you as ministers
and members to the ren)embrance of your
calling. And as we design this to be the

subject matter of our Circular, we will cite

you to first Corinthians 1st chap, and 26lh
verse: For you see your calling, breth-
ren, how that not many wise men after the

flesh, not niany mighty, not many noble,

are called. Before we take up the subject
as it stands before us we shall observe,

Christ's manner in calling his first disci-

ples, and his manner in sending them out.

But first we shall touch lightly upon the cha-

racter and Hfeof John the Baptist, that aliho'
he came of the sacerdotal line, see Luke
the 1st and 8lh, yet his manner of appear-

ance was by no means gaudy; for he wgs

clothed with camel's hair and a lealhern

girdle about his loins, and his meat was lo*
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bnsffe and wild honey. See INIalthcw 3d

and 4!h. Though liis ministry proved
none the less effectual in ihe fulfilling of
his callintr, in consequence of the mean-

ness of his raiment, he was sent of God

[not to erect and he^d a tlicologicai semi-
ury, or Baptist college, but*] to preach re-

j)entance and baptism in the name of his

heavenly master and thus fuifil his calling,
and decreased wiiile the kin;;dom of his

Lord was to increase. See John, 3d &30th.
And our object is to prove by the

text, with many moie scriptures, that not
many wise meti after the flesh, nol many

mighty, not rhany noble are called, we

shall 2ndly observe, that in calling if it

had been the mind of Christ, he possessing
all power in heaven and earth, he could

easily have called Herod from his ihrone,
or the learned Pharisees, or the members

of the Jewish council. But according to

the text before us, he passed by all these

men wh.o were h.morable in their daj/,

mighty in their wisdom, learning and in-
fluence, and called a despised publican
from the recei|)t of custom, and the sons of
Zebedee, poor fishermen, from their occu-

pation. And the command was, [not that

they should go to the seminary of learning
to be taught of man, or qunlilied wilh that
wisdomihat man teacheth, but'^J follow me,
and I will make you fishers of men. And
(again, when Jesus had called a certain man
he begged leave first to go and bury his
father; Jes said, follow me, and let the
dead bury their dead. Matt. Sth, 22d;
which proved to that man and proves to

us, that the preaching of the gospel is not
to be with them that are called a matter of
secondary consideration. Thus we see

that from all that we can learn in the New
Testament of Christ the testator, that the
call of Christ was a sufficient qualification
to authorize all his disciples to enter upon
the great work of preaching the everlasting
gospel of the kingdom; and with noticing,
thai God theFather chose that hisSon should
be born of parents not mighty, or noble.

We will come to our subject. And 1st,
Corinth was a city of Greece, a place where
the apostle had previously preached with
much success the truth and simplicity of
the gospel. We shall here notice, the
Greeks were a people of arts and sciences;
they possessed some most able statesmen,

eloquent orators, and sublime poets, in
short, it is admitted on all hands, that they
vvere a learned people. And because the
faith of brethren did not stand in their wis-

dom, but in the power of God, eee 2d

chap, and 5th rerse, they were in a great
degree ready to cast the gospel from them;
and the brethren had become much wa-
vering as at the present day, through the
wisdom and influence of m.cn who were
wise after the flesh. And although they
were a learned people, the aposlle did not
undertake amongst them to reconcile tha
plan of redemption by philosophy, but com-
forts the souls of the brethren in this thoir
day of trial and trouble^ relVeshing their
memory upon the manner of their calling
in the language of the text.

He says in tiie same chapter: We preach
Christ crucified, unto the Jews a slumbling
block, and unto ihe Greeks foolishness; but
unto them which are called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the
wisdom of God. 24lh verse. Hence we
see, that a knowledge of salvation is that
which the wisdom of the world never at-
tained; it is a revealed knowledge. If the
saints would recollect their calling, they
would see that God hath chosen the fool-
ish things of this world to counfound
the wise, and God has chosen the weak
things of the world to confound the things
which are mighty; and base things of the
world, and things which are despised, hath
God chosen; yea, and things which are
not, to bring to nought things that are,
that no flesh should glory in his presence,
verses 27th, 2Slh and 29th. Again, the
apostle asks; Where is the wise.'* where is
the scribe? where is the dispuler of thi»
world? Hath not God made foolish 4he
wisdom of the woild? For after that in
the wisdom of God the world by wisdom

I knew not God, it pleased God through tha
i foolishness of preaching to save them that
believe. 21st verse. And the same apos-
tle tells us that: He iaketh the wise in
their own craftiness — and again: the Lord
knowelh the thoughts of the wise, that
they are vain. 3d chap. 19th and 20;h ver-
ses. St. James tells: Hearken, my belo-
ved brethren, hath not God chosen the
poor of this world, rich in faith and heirs of
the kingdom. See James, 2d and 5th. Aad
again, we read in the Sth Psalm and 2d
verse that: Out of the mouth of babes and
sucklings thou hast ordained strength, be-
cause of their enemies, that ihou niightest
still the enemy and the avenger.

We would further have you, brethren,
remember the language of Christ himself:
I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven
and earth, because thou hast hid thesa

tilings froni tlie wise and prudent, and hast

revealed them unto babes; even so, Fath-
er, for so it seemed good in thy sight. By
reading and well weighing the above men-

tioned pnssnges of scripture, we shall clear-

ly see that the manner of Christ's calling
ministers was alike effectual when on

earth and after his ascension; for it is evi-
dent, that after he arose from the dead and

enlarged the commission of h,is disciples
from the narrow scope of the land of Israel
tc go into all the world, that he remained

the same and ihat his manner of calling was

the same. For the apostle who vvrote the

text was converted, commenced preaching
and had built up the Corinthian church af-

ter the ascension of Christ; and after all

this, when the apostle comes lo write this

epislle he testifies still in the hmguage of
our text that: Not many wise men after the

flesh, not many mighty, not many noljle

are called. And we read again (hat: One

day is with the Lord as a thousand years,

that there is one body and ohc Spirit, even
as ye arc

ing, one i^oi

one God

crdled in one hope of your call-
^iord, one failh, and one baptism;

and Failier of all, who is above
all, and through all, and in you all. And
may we remember the language of the
blessed apostle, recorded in the text. May
the grace of our Lord JesUs Christ be with
you all, is ihe ]-)rayer of the Association in
behalf of all ihe churches.

fairs of his kingdom here ori earth, and as

he has given us nc- new dispensation since

It was with extreme regret and sorrow

i that I left my church and brethren in Geor-

j gia, not knowing with whom my lot would
ihe cast, and well knowing the general dis-
jcordant feelings of the opposition, I was
made to fear and cry unto the Lord for his
guidance and proteciion in all tiials, perse-
cutions and diflicuities that awaited m.e.

It pleased the Lord ta disappoint my fears
and cast my lot in the immediate vicinity
of a church and people of our order, who
had but just emerged from the yoke of
thraldom of the man worship of the day.
This church (Enon) was constituted some

eight or ten monihs ago with only six
members, who had obeyed the command
and come out; but she now numbers up-
wards of thirty, the acquisition has been

by experience as well as by letter.
From what I discover, the Old School

Baptists outnumber the missionaries in
this county, both in preachers and lay
numbers, and are on the gaining hand in
numbers and respectability. Brotherly
love, peace and unanimity of senliment
seem to abound here in an unusual degree.
In November last, delegates from (I think)
thirteen churches, convened at Enon, and

were constituted into an associate body. I
know not the total number, but would
guess from my recollection of the number
named in each letter that it is not short of
four hundred. Thi'^ Association (Bulah)
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^'ns allendcd by several preachers from

Georgia as well as from this State, who
fe'eeraed filled with tlie spirit and preachhig
of Christ's gospel, which was delivered in

i-nuch cleariiesss and ability to an attentive

audience. The business of the Associa-
tion from first to last, was conducted in

such brotlierly union of sentiment and ac-

tion, that surpassed any, t.hin^; of the kind
I have ever witnessed, 'j'his delightful
prospect caused me to rclrospect, and

view the contrast between this and Associ-
ations held in Georgia a few years past,
when all was confusion, and the miijbrit}',
(society men) with their host of man-made

preacb.ers, were laying yokes on those op-

posed to their idolatry, too heavy to be

borne. As respects Uheological or man-

made preacheis, I will here give Paul's
testimony in l^.is epistle to the Gallatians,
1st chap. 1 verse: '-Paul an apostle, (not ^
of men, neither by man, but by Jesus i

Christ and God the Father, who raised j
him from the dead.'') Again, verse the

12th, for ^'I neither received it of man,
'

neither was I taught it
,

but by the revela-
tion of Jesus Ciirist " Read the chapter.

The spirit of Christian meekness and

brotherly love that seems throughout to

abound among the Old School Baptists, is

a source of consolation to my feelings be-

yond my expression, and conviiudng to

my mind that their sejjaration from the

idolatrous society system of the day, and

endeavoring to walk in the good old ways
marked out by Christ and his apostles, is

divinely approbated. Our vast extended

communil)' is convulsed, and acrimony,
injury, slander, envy and bitter feeling
abound! View the change for 20 years!
What has done it? Is it not loo plain t©

admit of contradiction, that a departure
from the scriptural guide, the society sys-
tem, the love of fdihy lucre, man worship,
)^ea, priestcraft lias done it.

To contribute to the relief of the poor
and needy is right; but it rather appears to

jTie, that these missionary Arniinians have
in part done away the primary use of dea-

cons, for instead of making collections for
the needy, they will beg and receive of
them; and this too lor the outfit of their
theological students. Micah, the 3d chap,
and 1 Ith verse: '-The heads thereof judge
for reward, and tlie priests thereof teach
for hire, and the prophets thereof divine
for money; yel will liiey lean upon the

Lord and say, is not the Lord among us?
Thus they speak at and of their protracted

meetings. Again, Isaiah, 1st chap, and
23d verse: ^'Every one Joveth gifts and

follov.eth after rewards; and they judge
not the fatherless, neither doth the cause

of the widow come up unto them. Verse
Sth: Their land is full of idols, they wor-
ship the work of their ov/n hands."

The crusade wars commenced about the

year 1096, and ended in about the year
1291, without effecting any of their papal
designs. They then more insidiously ef-
fected that degree of potency to which
they subsequently arrived. Teachers were
sent in different parts to teach the youths
gratuitously, who came out Roman Catho-
lics. «'In 1301, Pope Boniface held a

Council at Rome, in which he promulga-
ted his constitution of Unam Sanctum, by
which he declares the church to be one bo-

dy, under one head, possessing two swords;
one spiritual, to be wielded by the pope
himself, the other temporal, to be used by
kings and knights, at his will." He con^

eludes another bull thus: ''Since such is

our pleasure, who, by divine permission,
rule the world," &c. Larnard's Universal
History, p

. 214.
From the same authority we have the

following account of missionism, between
the years 1763 and 1773: ''Ein^ope now
reposed from war. 'This peiiod of tran-
quility is marked by the suppression of the
order of Jesuits. This order was founded
by a soldier, Ignatius Loyola, in the time
of Charles the 5lh. Retaining his milita-
ry ideas, Ignatius imposed on the members
of his new order the strictest obedience.

His successors, Lainez and Aquaviva,
fountlcd it into an institution. It speedily
developed its powers; the Jesuits became

directors of the consciences of the great,
and teachers of the young; they were the

most zealous of missionaries. Forming a

i)ody whose soul was the general of the

order at Rome, they were the chief stay of
papal power, and on them rested the re-

maining hopes of regaining spiritual domi-
nion. 13ut vviih all its high aspirations, the

order met with no final success, and were

f-uppressed; its assumptions were too high,
its m.oral system too lax, its intrigues too

dark and complicated."
About the year 1S30, a northern emis-

sary pas.sjed through Georgia, on the busi-
ness of establishing the man institutions of
the da}', and making collections, as he

said, for missionary, and other/*purposes.
The preachers on a Sabbath at a church
where I tiicn belonged^ (Hunting Shoals,)
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at the clo^e of which he endeavored to

form a Sunday fchool, said he had books,

or tracts, with him for the commencement,

and would send on more as Ihey vvere nee-

ded. Now this was too good. This men-

dicant did not succeed well, the old mem-

bers stood aloof. I recollect some obser-
vati.ons of my old falhcr, (Litlleberry Gre-
eham,) to this amount, on this occasion:

**The yoke of Ciii'isi is easy, let us not vol-
untarily take on us tiiis of rnan-s institu-
tions." I have recently been told that,

that church stands firm on the old platform.
Now, brethren, retrospect on the past,

and compare that with the present aspect

of the man-efiort system in point of affini-

ty; to me the consanguinity is not doubtful.
School books are interspersed with the

docirlne of the effort system, rind since it

is evident what effects such thinirs have

and will have on the minds of youth, cau-

tion shou<d be exercised in the patronage
of such productions; for the whole society

system, with its ebony, and all its illegiti-
mate offspring, are bantlings of the same

old harlot.

The missionary or Arminian Baptists,
and all Arminian sects, have coalesced in

the society efforts. In my view of the

case, nothing is now wanting to convert
the Old School Baptists to the man worship
of the day, but further and more full legis-
lative enactments. At all limes we have
candidates enougii for legislative seats, who
will vote any way for self a^igrandizement,
and the support of popularity. jMississip-
pi has incorporated some of the effort chur-
ches, granting powers, making donations,

&c. Georgia has incorporated its great
Sanhedrim, (Baptist Slate Convention,)
granting powers, &c. As a matter of course

no teachers are employed in their theologi-
cal institutions, but such as vrorship their
gods. Our common schools are much
trammelled by this power. If Socrates in
all ^iis literary bloom and vigor were ser-

ving of them, unless he worshipped at their
altar, he would by their usual mendacity &

calumny, be sot at naught and disgraced.
At any rate, this I too well know to be the
case in many places of my acquaintance.

I now come to a close of this (perhaps my
last) communication. I am grodunliy de-

clining under what is said to be a mortal
disease, and am further admonished by a

sense of inability, and a diffidence in being
a solitary female on j'our list. So, my
dear brethren, I feel to take my leave of
you, And may the God of all grace guide

[and direct us in the discharge of our dufy^

and enable us to shun error. I feel the
most lively sensations of gratitude to the
divine giver of all good and pet feet gifts,
for the good feeling and union of sentiment
that abound among us. Let us avoid alter-
cations, so far as in us lies, holding to the
propriety of self defence, and that of de-
i'endiniy Christ's grspel, contending <<for

the faiih once delivered to the saints/*
keeping in view that our denomination, in
persecutions, perils and strifes, ever have
been in obedience to the laws of their
country, and God has supported them lo
this day, and will until all his chosen ar©

called home lo enjoy his presence in end-
less fruitions of happiness.

Brethren Editors: It is by the kind

permission of God that I am blessed with
the privilege of letting you hear from m»
on the all important subject of religion.
And in so doing, I will ask you, my read-
ers and brethren, to notice the 13lh chap,
of the Acts; and there you will find that
Paul and other disciples were going about
and preaching, and in 6 verse they tell us
thai they found a certain sorcerer, a false
prophet, whose name was Bar-jesiis.

My brethren, the apostles tell us that
there were false teachers in their day, and
said there should be among us, and so
there. are. For a few days ago I went out to
hear a circuit rider preach, and I heard
him; and he did not preach the truth, so I
think he is a false teacher. And as Paul
did tell the name of that false teacher he
came across, so will f, or as much of his
name as I have hearrl. For 1 have not
learned to squint at things, as some who
are more refined in their education; so I
will belike the disciples of old in this case
and say, his name is Mr. Colbourth. If I
have not spelt his name right, I hope he
will understand it when he sees it

,

and
hope he will not think hard of what 1 may
say on this subject, as I only shall say what

1 do think of his doctrine which he did
advance when I henrd him. For the Me-
thodists say, that all are right if they be-
lieve tijey are right; for what a man does
and believes it to be right, it is right to
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him. If this Is true, then I am sure I amf
right when I say, Mr. C. did not preac/i
the tj'uth, for I most assuredly believe it

so. It is right if their position is rij^ht
which they use in arguing the case of
baptism; but it is not so, for it is writ-
ten: Tliere is a way lhat seemeth riglit to

man, and the end thereof is death. So their
position is not good even in baptism.

But I will come to the argument, and
will show some of Mr. C.'s errors, if God
will support me; for of m3^se!f I can do no-

thing good, so I must trust in God and

pray to him to work in me both to will and

to do of his pleasure such things as are

right. So 1 will say that Mr. C. first said,

Here, Mr. C, you
may see Paul with the whole cliurch have

their redemption through Jesus Christ; for

Paul says: Ye are not your own, for ye are

bought with a price. Here Mr. C. may
see, tliat the saints are not their own, for
they belong to Jesus for he bought them
with his own blood; for it is vvriiten: Ye
are the purchase of blood. So Jesus did
purchase his church with his own blood,
and will save them by his own almighty
power; for he says: My grace is sufficient
for you. So all he shed his blood for he
will save, for his power and grace are suf-
ficient for tliem. So they will not go to
hell, as Mr. C. seemed to think Judas did.
No, if he is there, then Jesus did not shed
as much blood for him as he did for Paul;
no, sir, he did not, or he would have
thrown him by the way as he did Paul,
l^^or I do not read of his consulting Paul,
whether he was willing to serve him or not;
no, sir, Paul was his by purchase and with
his own blood; ,so Jesus had. a right to ar-

rest him when and wlierebe pleased. And
he will do so, until he gets all his purchase;
and if he purchased all mankind alike,
will save all mankind alike.

But agiiin: Mr. C. used the text where
Paul said: We trust in the living God,
who is the Saviour of all men. And never
once told the people, that God was a spe-
cial Saviour of those that believe; which
you can see is so, 1 Timothy, 4 chap.

"the Primitive as soon as possible.

Whereas, we, Old School Baptists of
the Pilgrim's Rest Association, having _
seen a jNIinut'e of tile Union Association, I

bearing date from the 2lst "to the 24th of
September, 183S, in which we see a publi-
cation staling that the Rev. Henry Petty,
stands excluded from the church to whicli
he belongs. Now be it known, that we

the churches, to wit, Pilgrim's Rest, Beth-
any, Rehobolh, and Bethlehem, ha^'e had

for A considerable time, the pastoral ser-

X'ice, and yet continue to have the labors

of our woi thy and much esteemed brother
Henry Petty; and his character as a man,
citizen, and a minister of the gospel, stands

high and unimpeached. In truth, so far as

has come to our knowledge, and as it re-
gards the trial said to be had, and purport-
inor to be the act of the Pijo;riin's Rest
church. Was in the follov/ing manner:
That the IXnion Association became divi-
ded in consequence of the missionary, Bi-
ble, tract, and other unscriptural societies.
Arid in said Association, the anti-mission-
aries were in the majority, and formed a

new Association called the Pilgrim's Rest
Association; and in order to avoid further
difficulties, passed a resolution, and adyised

the churches to dismiss by letter from the
respective churches, all members favorable
to missionary measures. And the Pil-
grim's Rest church having a large majori-
ty, of what are commonly caHed Old School
Baptists, tendered letters of dismission to
all mcrAbers favorable to said measures;
which the}^ utterly refused to receive.

About this time those members, that
stood opposed to the resolution of the Pil-
grim's Rest Association, exhibited a charge
in the Pilgrim's Rest church, against our
esteemed and much beloved brother Hen-
i-y Petty, for the crime of drunkenness.
And the said church maturely examined
the matter, and believing it to be intended
to prostrate the influence that the said Hen-
ry Petty had and might have against their
Delilah of missions, the said Pilgrim's Rest
church excluded said charge. The oppo-
sing minority being unreconciled with the
decision of the church went off, an*d form-
ed them-sel ves into a body, and called them-
selves the Pilgrim's Rest church: and then
and there excluded (ns their Minutes say,)
the said Henry Petty.

And now we would appeal, to any in an
enlightened community^ and much more to
the orthodox Baptist churches in the Uni-
ted States, to know if a measure Of this
kind is any where precedenled in the his-
tory of the Baptists, that any member of
the most retired station in life, much less
an old worthy soldier of the cross, who
has been laboring in the vineyard of his
master for near thirty years, and as far as

we know, or has come to our knowledge,
has kept his moral and ministerial garment
unspotted, and is received and esteemed

among us, as a man of God? We answer,
not; that in no history of the Baptists has
such a course been pursued, that a minori-.
ty of a church should raise an unfoundeci
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charge, after it liad once been thrown out

by a large majority, against an old worthy
soldier of the cross, an{i on the evidence of
men, who to our positive knowledge (or a

part of them,) travelled u'ith our esteemed

iDrother, the same trip, their Minutes pur-

ports he was intoxicated, and after return-
ing manifested a newness of love towards
our brother, for his Christian zeal and god-

ly walk.
And as before remarked, when said mi-

nority formed themselves into a church,

(as they please to call it,) they raised the

charge and the very same evidence that

once proved him clear, now comes boldly
to testify to the fact of the charge; Breth-
ren, shocking! hovv absurd! We believe

that the plain trulii of the matter is this:
had our csleemed brother Henry Pettyj
been in favor of missions, and departed
from the word of God to amalgamate
church and world together, we would nev-

er have heard about intoxication; but as

before remarked, it was done to spoil his use-

fulness and stigmatize his character abroad.

And whereas, we SL-e again in said Min-
ute, a. resolve in these v.^ords:

^'Resolved, that those brethren rent off from us

because we would not viohite our constitution, so

far as to receive as delegates Jeremiah Pearsall
and his colleagues, who liad been previously ex-

cluded from Friendship church."

Here we see according to a resolve, in

the same Minute, they would have another

watchman on the walls of Zion excluded,
to wit, our esteemed brother Jeremiah
Pearsall. In like manner our beloved bro-

ther Jeremiah Pearsall, is and has been at-

tending four respectable cliurchcs, of [he

Old School order, and his walk and labors

bespeak his character as a minister and

man of God, and he is heartily received

among us as such. And as to his being
excluded from Friendship church, it is un-

founded and groundless, and not the least

shadoiv of truth attending it. And it was

in this manner: previous to the Associa-
tion this church, to wit, Friendship, in

consequence or for the same cause already
stated in the other case, became divided;
the anti-missionaries were in the majority.
The cflforlists being in the minority, sought
out an opportunity, by using very unjust
measures, and raised or collected a sort of
tribunal, which they called Friendship
church, and then and there excluded our
worthy brother, (as their I\l inutes say.)
Candid reader, wc would again appeal to

moral order, let alone what we deem a gos-

pel tribunal (o know, where a measure of
this kind is prccedentcd? We answer, n<j

where. Therefore, in consequence of no
such measuresj. being preredented in the

scriptures of truth, we. Old School Bap-
tists could not receive the minorit}' of said
church in the Association, henCc a division
WPS the result.

Now, to all whom it may concern, we,
the Pilgrim's Rest Association, recom-
mend our much esteemed and beloved
brelhren, Henry Petty and Jeremiah Pear-
sall, to any church or churches, of the Old
Stamp, wherever it may please God in his
providence to cast their lot, as faithful and
worthy soldiers of the cross, and deserving
the love and faithful acceptation of all Bap-
tists of Old School o.der, wherever they
may be cast. And we feel it our duly,
not to have passed such a Spurious publica-
tion, unnoticedi And it becomes us as

brelhren who are receiving the labors of
our esteemed brethren, to say 1o the world,
that such publication is unfounded and ab-
surd. 'J'his brings to our mind the old
proverb: He who silently intends a crime,
has all the guilt of the deed.

We seen again in another resolve in the
same Minute, these words:

"That we deem both preachers and lay mem-*
hers of said faction as being in disorder, and not
entided to any privileges in our cliurches, until
they return with suitable acknowledgments.''

We here see that the lay members, as

well as worthy workmen, are charged as

being in disorder^ We have before in a
faint manner given the cause of our sepa-
ration, and other orthodox Baptists can
determine, whether we ought to return
with acknovvledgementt. But we conceive
the cases rest precisely contrary, vice ver-
sa, and had rather obey the old words,
COME OUT OF HER, MY PEOPLE,
and be ye separate, wh«re we can enjoy
the privileges of church membership in
peace and harmony. And in testimony of
the above facts, we, the below churches,
and by authority of the same; authorize our
respective clerks to sign their names res-
pectively.

These false apostles, teachers, minister??,
and vine-spoiling little foxes, are to be
known by their fruit, for they bear corrupt
fruit, the product of an evil spirit. The
old Book admonishes us, to believe not ev-
ery spirit, but try the spirits whether ihey
be of God; because many false prophets are
gone out into the world, and every spirit
that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is
come in the flesh is not of God, and this ia
that spirit of antichrist. 1 John, iv. 13.
And this same spirit of antichrist now
worketh in the children of disobedience,
and that according to the workings of sa^
tan, the prince of the power of the air. A-
gain: Now the spirit speaketh expressly,
(that is

,

the spirit of prophecy,) that in the
latter limes some shall depart from the
faith, giving heed to seducing spirits and
doctrines of devils, speaking lies in hy-
pocrisy.

So you see that the devils have doctrines
and seducing spirits, and to speak lies is a

devil doctrine. This I shall set down to
the depth of satan. But 1 will give you
another passage of sacred writ: 2 Cor. xi,
13: For such are false apostles, deceitful
workers, transforming themselves into the
apcsiles of Christ. 14 v. And no marvel,
for satan hims^elf is transformed into an an-
gel of light. 15 V. Therefore it is no great
thing if his ministers also be transformed^
as the ministers of righteousness. Whoso
coming is after the working of satan, v/ith
power and signs, and lying wonders, an(i
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with all dex;eivablenes3 and unrighteous-
ness. 3 Thess. 11. D.

So I liave proved by scripture, that satan

has his apostles, teachers, &c. ministers

transformed hke unto the ministers of righ-
teousness; and himself also is transformed

into (or like unto) an angel of light, lias his

doctrines, shows signs, performs wonders.

But you must remember, that they arc ly-
ing wonders, full of all sublilty, cunning
craftiness, deception, and lying hypocrisy.
One more text, dropt from the mouth of
him that spake as never man spake.

When he

speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own; for

he is a liar and the father of it. So to mur-
der and tell lies, and preach lies, for he is

a preacher, all of which I will prove by

scriplure before 1 am done. Yes, sir, I
will with the help of God prove him to be

a preacher of ancient date, and is still prea-

ching, trudging up and down in the earth,

with his white dress (religion) on, with a

Bible under his arm, in his pocket, or
somewhere else about him; with benevo-

lence on his tongue, speaks as smooth as

oil and by good words and fair speeches
deceives the hearts of the simple. I want

yon to understand, that satan in this garb,

is transformed like unto an angel of light.
Beloved brethren, my sheet is almost

full, and I am just getting hold of the sub-

ject in vievv. Consequently you will not

be astonished if I bring forth twins while

grubbing. The time of jiight also admon-

ishes me to stop.

Bible truth, gospel truth, yes, God's eter-
nal truth, fallen in the streets and high-
ways, and trampled unceremotiiously un-
der the feet of men, 1 am constrained to

S])eak and say some things on truth's side.
And being slow of speech and of a stam-

mering tongue, I use my pen as a channel .
of communicating with the dear children
of God. JNly trust is in his name; I have
no confidence in the flesh, na5^j I hope that
i am divested of self and self dependence.
Neither do 1 look to the wisdom of the
^vorld to assist me in wielding the wea-

pons of truth: For the world by wisdom
know not God, yet it pleased God by the
foolishness qf preaching to save them that
believe. I'husthe poor stripling goes forth
to the battle in the name and strength of
the Lord God (if the armies of Israel, being
girt about with a plain simple shepherd's
bag, and five smooth stones from the
brook. In this plain and simple shep^

herd's bag (New Testament) is carried the

weapons of my spiritual warfare.
I will now give you a text of scripture,

which has greatly assisted me in probing
the depth of satan. Rev. xi. 1: Arid there
was given me a reed like unto a rod, and
the angel stood, saying, Arise, measure the

temple of God, and the altar, and thenl
that worship therein. 2 v. But the court
which is without the temple leave out, and
njeasure it not.

sure the emple, and the worshippers. All
them tha, worshipped in the temple he was

commimded to measure with the measurin g
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reed wliich God bad given unto Mm.
This unerring; measuring reed I sliall set

down to be the New Testament, which is a

precise measuring rule or reed. With this

reed (New Testament) we are to measure

the temple, and the altar, and the worship-

pers. By this unerring measuring reed

(New Testament) we can measure the

Christian to a hair's breadlh, measure his
faith and practice, find out whether he

does all things after the pattern showed
him in the measuring reed or not. And
nlso measure, whether he holds the myste-
ry of the faith in a pure conscience. By
the same reed measure the hypocrite, and

also find out, and probe the depth of satan.

But to return to the subject, for 1 have

wandered a good way ofT. You will recol-

lect that I was telling you in my last, that

satan was a preacher of ancient date, that ho

was a lying preacher and was the father of

lies; and that his preachers, like their mas-

ter or father, always preach lies. But no

iTjarvel at this, since they are of their fa-

ther the devil, and the lusts of their father

they will do.

The first account wc hear from satan in

all the book of God, he was preaching lies

to oui' old mother Eve. His preaching to

lier was in direct opposition to God's law

and irrevocable decree; for the Lord God

had created man in a primeval stale of up-

rightness, in his own image created he

them, male and female —bad given thcpi a

law, and informed him if he violated and

broke the law, that the penalty was death.

Read Gen. ii, 16, 17: And the Lord God

commanded the man, saying, of every tree

of the garden thou mayest freely eat, but of
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil,
thou shalt not eat of it

,

for in the day that

Ihou ealest thereof thou shalt surely die.

This was God's irrevocable law, which
he gave unto Adam. And you see, if Ad-
am broke that law, (which he did we shall

presently show,) that the penalty was

death. Then it was that satan commenced

his preaching career. Gen. iii. 1: Now
Ihc serp'iut (satan) was more subtle tlian

any beast of the field which the Lord God
had made: and he said unto the woman,

yea, hath God said, ye shall eat of ev-

ery tree of the garden? 2 verse: And the

woman said unto the serpen^, we may cat

of the fruit of the trees of the garden: 3

verse: But of the fruit of the tree v^hich is

in the midst of the garden, God had said,

ye shall not eat of it
, neither shall ye touch

it
,

lest ye die. 4 verse: And the serpent

(not yet tired of preaching) said unto the
woman, ye shall not surely die: 5 verse:
For God dolh know, that in the day ye eat
thereof, then your eyes shall bo opened:
and ye shall be as gods, knowing good
and evil.

Thus satan prevailed with the woman,
and she partook of ihe forbidden fruit and
eat thereof, and gave unto her husband
and lie did eat also. Thus through satan's
subtilty and lying preaching, man became

a transgressor and violated, the law of God,
and died as God had said he should; and
through his disobedience entailed sin on all
his progeny. By tiie disobedience of one,
many vv^ere made sinners— born under the
curse of the law— are abiding in a state of
death, I mean a spiritual death, for that is

the death alhided to in the 2 chap. 16 verse
Gen. For I understand spiritual death to
be that awful state of ignorance, insensibi-
lity, and disobedience which mankind ara
in by nature, and which exclude them
from the favor and enjoyment of God.

drawn av/ay and enticed by the enemy of
all righteousness, who said unto the wo-
man, ye shall not surely die, for God doth
know that in the day ye eat thereof, then

your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be

as gods, knowing good and evil. Hence
arose in their breasts, a carnal, lustful de-

sire of aspiring greatness; being as gods,

possessing the wisdom of gods, &c. &c.

Thus was lust, for 1 understand the defini-
tion of lust to mean a carnal, vehement de-

sire, sensual concupiscence, &lc. &c.
Dear brethren, I am getting into deep wa-

ter; but that God that saved a sinking Pe-
ter, can bring the poor stripling safe thro'
the deep waters. My trust is in his name,
and should you, my brethren, see the

yout:hful stripling sinking into error, reach

out a hand and h3lp him. But to return.
Satan engrafted into their heart n carnal,

lustful desire of possessing the mighty wis-
dom of gods.. Hence through satan's ly-
ing preaching tliey became impregnated
with lust, and James s])eaking'of lust says:
When lust conceives it brings forth sin,
and sin when it is finished bringcth forth
death. Jam. 1

.

15. Consequently men
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come Into the wcrlJ po'sossing; a siiiful na-

ture, and are estranged from the womb, go

astra)', speaking lies as soon as they be

born; born under the frigid curse of the

law, for what the lawsaith, it saith to them

who are under the law, that every rnouth

may be stopped, and all the world become

cuilty befoic God. Rom. iii. 9. It then

follows as a matter of course, t!):it all man-

liind are born sinners, undone sinners,

ruined sinners, wretched, and miserable

sinners, by nature as well as practice. Not
as Mr. Shehane, Editor of the Morning
Watch, has it

,

for he says that mankind are

not sinners by nature, and do not possess

sinful natures, but their practices only are

sinful.
Well, dear brethren, ns I am wielding

the two edged sword of truth, I will give
you te«!timony, unquestionable testimony,
that will prove to a demonstration that all

men and women are born sinners. Read

Rom. V. 12: By one man sin entered into

fhe world, and death by sin, and so death

passed upon all men for that all have sin-

ned. 1 Cor. XV. 21: By one man's diso-

bedience many were made sinners. F^e-

hold, (said David,) I was shapen in ini-
quity, and in sin did my mother conceive

me.' Thus I have showed, that we are

ehapen in iniquity, and conceived in sin,

brought forth or born in sin.

Once more,

to the Book: When the fulness of the

time, God's foreknown, foreordained, and

foreappointed lime was come, he sent forth

his Son, made of a woman, made under

the law to redeem them that were under

the la^v. So I shall set it down as a fact,

that all the progeny of Adam are born un-

der the law, and arc sinners, undone, ruin-

ed, wretched and miserable sinners by na-

ture.

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Now I know nothing about how the gospel
caiT)e to America, only what I have gathered from

what little history 1 have read; and agreeably to

my understanding of Benedict's History of the

Baptists, the gospel brought men here. For they
were persecuted in other countries and fled to A-
merica for refuge, but in some of the States they
met with what \ call cold comfort; for ihey were

whipped and imprisoned, nnd that was the pay

they got for preaching the gospel. But still they
preached even through the iron grates of jails, and

the Spirit of God accompanied their words, and

by them means the Baptists multiplied in America,
Bat it is found out of late years by some men, that

the gospel cannot go without money, and men

cannot preach without education; and from what
the m.issionaries say in their writings, many soula

may be lost for want of these requisites. But Je-
sus says: If you believe in God, believe also in
me. And he says: All that my fvither hath given
unto me, shall come unto mci But I will own tq

my missionary friends, that there has been a vast

amount of money paid fur preaching in America^
but 1 wiil not say for preaching the gospel. But
there were a class of men sent to America, not by
missionary societies, but by the authority of the

king of England; who received 10,000 pounds of
tobacco a year besides marriage fees and forty
shillings for every fimeral sermon they preached;
and one of them in every parish, which must have

taken a great deal of money to nay them. And it

is my opinion, that such preaching as that will al-
ways cost more than the preaching of the gospel.

Now, my brethren, I want to tell you a little
more about our njissionary folks in this country.
For several years back in their Associations they
have said, that supporting or not supporting the
insiitulions should not be a bar to fellowship, and

published it in their Minutes and also constituted

a church on them principles. But now you see
that they have changed their sentiment, although
they would not change the liegro's half dollar
when he agreed to put in 12^ cents, but told him

to throw it all in and he should have his change

after a while; but when the man returned back

with the hat, the negro said he could not stop him
long enough to get his change. Now, brethren^
this was a Baptist negro that told this tale, and
he does not live very far from me, so that he can

be found if disputed.

Christ by St. Paul. Read Rom. 14. 6—

Eph. 2. 8, 9— 2 Tim. 1.9.
Dear brethren, let us examine the scrip-

tures a liitle further, if God will help us,

and see how it is that we are ledeemed
from sin and death, and by what authority.

It surely is by divine authority, and not

by the benevolence of men nor angels, as I
can prove if you will read. John, 9- 4,

says the ereat Redeem-er: I must work the

works of him that sent me. And particu-

larly the fiith of true believers I shall call

the work of God. Read John 6. 29: This
is the work of God, that ye believe on him

whom he hath sent. The work of redemp-

tion I shall attribute to the three persons of

the Trinity and their acts, because they are

of the same extent; the Father loves all

tho.'tc that he gave to his Son Jesus Christ

in the covenant of redemption, and Christ
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is the Saviour of lho?^e lhat are lovcti by
tlie Father, and ihe Spirit sanctifies those

lliat are justified throug^h the merits of
Christ's blood. Thus there is a chain in

salvation, the beginning is from the Fa-
llier, the dispensation liirough the Son, and
the application by the Spirit. So in look-
ing after the comfort of election, believers
must first look inward to the work of the

Spirit on their hearts; then upwards to the

everlasting love of God the Father in hea-
ven. Read 1 Pet. 1. 2. Hence it is Ihe
church of God is not purchased with cor-
ruptible things, such as silver and gold, as

sotne would fain have it in these days of
error and darkness; nor by all the newly
invented schemes of the day, nor by their
long prayers; and in a \vord, not by all
their combined effort system: but with the

precious blood of the Son of God. He
came into this world and gave himself for

man}^ even himself, his life, his blood, on
the Roman cross; whicli was fully ade-

cjuate, and full price for his elect. 1 Pet, 1.

18. The evils which the church is re-
deemed from are, the curse of the law, sin
and satan, the world, death and hell.

So, my brethren, you can plainly see,

you that have long endured war, and had

many hard struggles for y^our divine mas-
ter's cause, the moving cause of your salva-
tion is the great and unchangeable love of
the Almighty God tov/ard you; as you can
see in John, 3. IG. The great procuring
cause is Jesus Christ. 1 Pet. 1. IS, 19.

The end of redemption is, that the justice
of God might be satisfied, his people re-
ccnciled, adopted, sanctified, and brought
home to everlasting happiness. This plan
is agreeable to all the perfection of the di-
vine being. What the creature never
could attain to, is brought to bear in the

person of Jesus Christ, and is entirely of
free grace; it is also special and complete
and eternal as to its blessings. Says one,

you have trimmed too close to Antinomi-
anism for me; I can point you to one or
two passages of scripture that will prove
that you are mistaken, or St. Paul would
pot have said to his brethren at Corinth:
Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or

whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of
iGod. And again, the same apostle tells
bis Epbesian brethren, that they are his
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto
good works. In answer to the above quo-
tations, I shall proceed to give my views,
predicated upon the principle of free and

fleeting grirce. What arc we to under-

stand by good works? for on this point tho

objection is made, for the apostle had no
allusion to any other kind of works than
the fruits of that faith that was given to his
people, tliat is

,

Christ's people, in Christ
iVom before the foundation of the world.
All gospel duties, inward and outward, as

well thoughts as words and actions towards
God, and proceeding from a pure heai t and

a faith unfeigned, and are referred to God's

glory^; for it is necessary that good works
proceed from right principles, and have

right motives and ends; namely, a princi-
ple of love to God, to obey and keep his
commandments, and the glory o^ God as

the chief end. It is said again in James,
2. 24: Ye see then how that by works a

man is justified. The apostle then does

not treat of our justification in the sight of
God; but of the justification of our faith in
th.e sight of the world of mankind, and

therefore asserts that justification is by
works. Again, verse the ISth: I will
show thee my faith by my works. For
works justify our faith, and declare us ta

be jusiified before men who can never see

nor know our faith but by our works.
St. Paul in his letters to the Roman and

Galatian brethren, asserts by many strong
arguments our justification by faith, that

receives and relies upon the righteousness
of Clu'ist, thai is

,

his obedience and sulTcr-

ings. See Rom. 3. 24— 28. And surely,
the apostles being all inspired by the same

spirit, could not be supposed to contradict
one another. Man is therefore depraved,
and weakened with original sin he is not

able to fulfil the law, and cannot be justi-
fied or accepted before God on account of
his works. For therefore, by the deeds

p
f

the law^ there shall no flesh be justified
in his sight, for by the law is the know-

ledge of sin. And again. Gal. 2. 16th:

Knowing that man is not justified by the

works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus
Clirist, even we have believed in Jesus
Chi-ist that we might be justified by the

faith of Christ, and not by the works of the

law shall no fiesh be justified. So Christ's

righteousness is the sole meritorious cause

of our justification, and those lhat are justi-
fied are sanctified and will be careful to

maintain good works: For without holi-
ness it is impossible for any man to see the

Lord. Read Heb. 12. 14. Christ's righ-
teousness is the cause of our justification
and is received by faith, and imputed to all

true believers in him; which is the cause

of their justification, and gives them a gra-
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cious title to heaven and eternal happiness.
And has this redeemed, justiiied, ami sanc-

tified peeple always been known to God as

hin children? 'J'hey were known in the

covenant of redemption, and therefore God
predetermined to call them, and justiiy,
sanctify and glorify them. Read Rom. 8.

oO. And were these chosen people as bad

sinners as the non-elect? Etpially so.

Dead in trespasses and sins. Epii. 2. 1 —
Col. 2. 13. A nunlber of other passages
of scripture mi«;ht be produced to prove
the spiritual death of them; they are not

born with grace in their hearts, as some

men have it
;

but to the contrary, they are

deadtoall spiritual knowledge, being void
of grace, lying under the power of sin and

entirely unable to do any thing (hat is spi-
ritually good, or to convert them^ielves or

the world b
y

any and every thing that they
can do, either by acts of benevolence or
any thing they can do, as it would be for a

dead body to quicken itself and arise from
the dead. If ihcy are so dead, how are

they to be made alive? God quickens and

makes alive the dead faculties of theii-

souls, Rom. 4. 17, and calls them by the

mighly power of his Spii it
, which he sent

into their hearts; which eflccts that great
and glorious change from nature to grace.
Thereby the Spirit of God convinces them
of sin and misery, enlightens their minds
with the knowledge of Christ,- thovSpiritof
God also renews their will, the spirit of
grace doth persuade thcni and enable them
to embrace Jesus Christ and his righteous-
ness, freely offered to them in his gospel,
and brings them from daikness, sin and
death, into a state of life and liberty.

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DeAu brethren Editors: It seems I

hiust not only attend to the creature, but

also to \\\Gnew creature. Be it so. 1 ac-

knowledge the obligation. The subject
*'creature" not only pre-supposes a creator,
but an original production from nothing.
Although from the latitude which language
sometimes takes the vvord create, is some-

times substituted by the phrase ''to make,"
and vice versa; yet the two ideas are very
distinct and easily to be conceived. Thus
on God's fifth day of labor, (Gen. 1. 21.)
it is said he created great whales, when it
is clear, that he only made or formed them;
ibr he had already created tlie rnaterials of
which he made them. See the first sen-

tence of all scripturej Gen 1. 1: **ln the

beginning God created the heaven and

the earth." His other works therefore,'
Consisted not in creating, but in making,
and on the sixth day, he made, (not crea-

ted) man out of the earth, which was al-

ready created, "His works" thereforoj
*»were finished from the foundation of the

world." Heb. 3. 4. And we know, that

"all his works are perfect.^^ "He spake,
and they stand fast forever." He has in-

deed promised to create again, when he

will produce a new heaven and a new
earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness; but

he has not yet done so, and the reason that

he has not, Peter gives in his last chapter,
while stopping the mouths of the mockers of
our day, "Where is the promise of his com

do this great thing? Verse 9th;

'^^The Lord is not slack concerning his
promise as some men count slackness';
but is long suffering to vs-ivard not will-
ing that any (of us) should perish, but
that all (of usvvhoarepredestinated)5/^ot</^^
coiUe to repentance.''^ Says he, <'\Ve
count this long suffering salvation. As if
he had said: if it were not for the elect
which are yet to be born, and without
whom the church cannot be perfect; thoSA
scoffers v/ould have had their mouths stop-
ped with a fier3' indignation.

But, my brethren, the Lord will come
in due time and so all Israel shall be saved.
They were in Christ before the foundatiori
of the world else they could not then, and
there, be chosen of the Father. See, Eph.
1. 4. 1 shall therefore support the follow-
ing proposition: "That God has never crea-
ted any thing, new or old, since he made
Adam, '•'For we are his workrhanship
created in Christ Jesus unto good works
which God hath before ordained that we
should walk in them. If God had crea-
ted us anew., as some falsely quote this
passage, the Holy Ghost v»rould, most un-
doubtedly, have so spoken it

;

but such an
idea cannot be found in scripture. Well,
but when were we created in Christ Jesus?

I answer, it must be previous, or at the lime
when the Father chose us in him. For no
man in his senses, can conceive any thing as

a subject of choice that had no existence any
where: And it is fully as easy to conceive
them tJien, some how, in Christ Jesus, as td
conceive that riow;, "we are dead and our
lives hid with Christ in God." There is a

plain parallel text in Rom. 9. 23: "That
he might make known the riches of his glo-
ry on the vessels of mercy which he had
r{/bre prepared unto glory." This passage
of scripture the Holy Spirit introduces to

show the reason why "God had mercy on
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whom he would have mercy. I appeal to

the context, wherein the apostle upon the

subject of God's purpose in election, scs-

med to represent God as unrighteous, by
choosing some and ieavins; others that were

equally near to him. If this were a fact,

it would have been out of the power of the

apostle or of any one else, to clear God of
Unrighteousness according to all human

conception. But tlie apostle has fully

cleared up the whole matter by declaring

that those whom he chooses, are afore pre-

pared; and those whom he hartlent-th, were

before to destruction^ Is there there-

fore unrighteousness with God because he

will save his own children, and refuse bas-

tards? I agree that the word children does

not so fully belong to God's people until it

-is completed by faith ->in Christ Jesus, but

they were before his, by creation in Christ

Jesus. This is my subject and I think it

fully appears to be established.

l" think I hear one crying out, "This
seems to smell of tlie doctrine ©f the tioo

seeds. My dear brethren, I cannot help
what it smells like, but there is one thing
1 can & will do, that is, to advance nothing
without a <nhus saith the Lord." I am as

certain that prejudices abound, as I am that

*'\n many things, we offend alb" And that

<'the spiritlhat is in us, lusteth utttoenvy."
But blessed be God, ''He giveth the more

grace." As to my dear brotlier Parkei*, and

my dear brother Lawrence, I feel thanks

unlo God for them both. Dear brethren,

they are ours; we Christ's; and Christ
God's. Yes, brethren, and beside these,

we have a great many more, such as a

Bennett, a Thompson, (a little lazy,) a

Moseley, Nott, kc. &c. and among the

rest a Rarer. Let none of us say, nor
think of the least of our brethren, (even the

hroken-boned,) *'vvc have no need of thee."
There is no predestinarian, who cannot see

with brother Parker's eyes, but what sees

something equally strong and indissoluble
between God and his children.

It vvill be observed, that I have changed

my text from Rom. 8. 20. to Eph. 2. 10.

The transition is easy and requisite: and

now 1 must examine my new context. It
appears then that the same we, who were

the workmanship of God, in our text, are

the same who walked after the manners of
the children of disobedience. But who
are those children of disobedience.'' Sup-
pose I were to answer, that the very act of
disobedience, begat them; and that this
was as much their origin, as it was that of

every poisonous herb that now groiVs 6iJt
of the earth? Would I do any violehce
to the text? I think not. Well, does not th^

scripture somewhere say, that even God's
children were once the children of dis-
obedience? No, no where; 1 challenge
the world, with all opposers of this doc-
trine, to show from scripture vvhere one of ,

the following characters ever were trans-
latcfl into the kingdom of God's dear Son;
and if they can, 1 promise to disclaim and
throw away my hypothesis, and repent in
dust and ashes for my error, and to thank
God for the man who shall he able lo do it.
They follow: Children of disobedience —
children of Belied —-children of that wicked
one — children of the devil —the generation
of vipers. It would be as much impossible
for any of the above lo become the childi en
of God, as for a goat to become a sheep.
Neither have any of these, ever been un-
der God's law, but have ever ftlt them-
selves equal to it. But although God's
children were never the children of diso-
bedience, yet have they been very disobe^

dient children.
To show the great differende between

the adjective and noun, let me suppose a

case. You have a neighbor by the name
of Mr. Disobedience, your own name may
be any thing you please. Now vve sup-
pose Mr. Disobedience to liave children,
and you children ; these mix together in
their play, they are sometimes at the house
of Mr. Disobedience, & sometimes at your
house. Now it is easy to conceive, that
while at your house, your own children
shall be less obedient to order, than the
others; but will that make these others
your children, or can your children be lin-
childed? Are the longings and emotion^

of your fatherly and natural affections to

become extinct, especially when you know
you possess the means to bring them to

their duty?
But God's children at some times are

called children of wrath, yet this cannot
be God's wrath, for at the very same time

(and used in the next words) are ihey sub-

jects of, not only his love, but his great
LOVE. Therefore diSgreat love and wrath
are incompatible, and cannot exist at the
same time, so it is not God's wrath that

they are said to be children of. Now let

us explain this matter according to the

scriplures, which cannot be broken. It
is said, *'the law worketh wrath." It is
also said, that ^'the law is the sirength of
sin." *'Thelawen/erer/^althe beginning)
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righteousness
wickedness without the law, but where

ihat llie offence might abound.'* It (after- file

Wards) was added because of transgression
There could have been no

nor
sin abounds, our very natures ore corrupt,
and shows its corruption in our wrathfui-
rie>s, as much as in our pride or any other

item of sinfuhiess. The "o/Aer^" men-
tioned, whorii our vv^rath is similar to, need

not the law to render them vvrat!»ful, for
they are so by inheritance. '^'rh.eyinheritance, '^'rh.ey are of
their father tiie devil." rlis works they
will do, and the scripture says he possesses
* 'great wrath So that our beinj

the law and in Adam transgressing
came by nature as wrathful as the children
of the d^vil, or of disobedience.

It is roundly asserted, that Christ Was
made tinder the law, in order to redeem
them tliat are under it. Show me any
j)erson therefore that is under the law and
in the name of God I proclaim a Redeemer
for him, who shall sive him from the
wrath to cotne, to the joys of an endless
life: yes, he shall live because Christ lives,
he was dead when Christ died, and arose
with him, seminally and essentially, but

not experimentally. God's children had

gone astray like s eep. They were there-
fore sheep before they strayed in the

. mountain of their sins as truly (in some

sense) as they are, after they heard his
voice and followed him* True they have
been in the kingdom of darkness; they
have been among the pots. They have
been among the dead; yea, they have been
dead itself, but now are they light and life
in the Lord Jesus, See Gdl. 4. 1. *'Now I
pay that the as long as he is a child
dilferelh nothing from a servant.^^ This
is the precise stand of those in our context.
Who are jaid to be children of wrath even as

others.

Once more, concerning these ^-others."
Our apostle gives them an appropriate
name elsewhere. See Heb. 12. 8: iiut if
ye be without chastisement whereof all are
partakers, ye are bastards, and not sons."
Ye all knovv what a bastard means, and as it
l-elates to God, they never were his, and at
the last day will he declare, that he never
knew them notwithstanding they may
have done such wonderful works, as to
have taught Sunday Schools— taught and
raised very many elegant preachers —■

scratched and screwed about among rich
and poor, to get money enough, to fill
all the empty seats in heaven with the
poor heathen — besides having taught
in his name, &.c. &c. &c. They shall

off to the left, because he never
knew them. Before the foundation of the
world he had not cho«en them in Christ,
and this was because he had not known
them in their creation there tlnto good
works. Well, let us come closer to the
point; What is good works? Some personj
I forget whom, has described them to my
hand; "They are to be done from a right
motive, by a right rule, and to a right end.
Now Ictus snjjpose, that a man prayed
long and strong; that he forbore to get
druuii ; that he gave all his goods to feed the

under j poor; that he had kept all the Command-
it be-jments from his youth up to his death.

Now if he done all these things, from self*
interest, that is to shun hell's torments, and

procure eternal happiness, is this a good
work according to the righteousness which
is by faith of Jesus Christ? It is a motive
sensual, lOorldly, and devilish; because it
is of the law, and savors of debt, instead of
grace. There is still that one thing lacking*

But it is time to attend to the new crea-
ture, and I roundly assert that all the new-
ness of any creature, consists in knowl-
edge only. We will now quote the pas=

s;>ge which seems most to stare me in the
face. 2 Cor. 5. 17: "Therefore if any
man be in Christ he is a new creature.'*
To quote only this part would be doihg
much injustice to the text. We further
addj *'old things are passed away, behold
all things are become new." In making a
new proposition out of an old one, which
we esteem as an axiom, we should be very
cautious to attend to all the circumstances
appertaining to it. In doing thistipon the

present occasionj I find every thing round
about the new man, is just as new, as he
himself is. The ti'ees, the rivers, the siin^
the landscape, are all equally new With
him; but he will soon find that the tree
will bud, put forth its learcs and shed them
in season, just the same as it did before;
and that the river continues to run down
in its wonted course, and which is worse
than all, the man finds himself to be the
same old sinner.

I can explain this newness very easily
by the excellency of the knowlei>ge of
Christ Jesus my J^ord; but I can find no
ether newness. Indeed when this knowl-
edge is revealed by faith, Christ is formed
in us the hope of glory, and this is
a new thing to the sorrowing and mourning
soul. Christ in this Ao/?e is as new as ac-

ceptable to him; but Christ was his Saviour
long before, but he did not know it. So
that this discovery is the only new thing
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in the tnatter. Faith never makes the

thing it believes in, nor doea believ-
ing a thing to be true, make it so.

—The fact is, that Christ saves every
one that believes in him but not for believ-

ing, for he has also to give failh itself as be
is both its author and finisher. Upon the

first discovery to the poor desponding
sinner that God indeed loves him with *an

everlasting love he not only feels this

newness of spiritual gloi-y in himself but

beholds all things in the same employment
and this is all their newness. Indeed all

things which God has made are glorifying
him continually, and we should plainly
see them doing so, if we were to so walk,
lis we received Christ Jesus the Lord. Do
ye not remember, my brethren, that when

of life, which is in Christ Jesus; and if this
spirit of his, has never been given to us^
we are none of his. When the scripture
says, '<we love God because he first loved
us," it has for the origin of our love, an un-
doubted reference to our first beitis; made
conscious oi his love toward Us. God has
never experienced any change at all, nei-
ther in circumstance nor knowledge;

so he declares himself, and glory to his ho-
ly name I believe what he says.

The

putting on must be figurative, and means

that we should walk, even as Aealso walk-
ed; for the new man here, must be Christ,
but it also says that this new man was crea-

ted. 1 have slid into deep water here, but

what must I do, brethren? Do not bid me

stop, for I wish to dive as near the bottom

as the scripture cord will suffer; and as I

sent him, as when raised from the dead:
thus he has the pre-eminence in all things.
No doubt that Adam was made precisely
after his image, for he could not in any oth-
er way be the image of God. He could
not have possessed any image of God's in-
finite perfections: nor did he even know
good from evil; a very poor image in this
respect. When Jesus Christ came into the
world, there had a body already been pre-
pared for him. I therefore think it no mi-*
racle for him to have eaten with Abraham,
since he (as a Son) was before him. The
point turns upon what constitutes the Son.

Dear bhkthren Editors: I agnin am

blessed with this opportunity of letting
j'ou hear of matters and things in general
among the Baptists about here, and 1 will
only state such things as I have heard from
respectable Baptists, and what I have heard
from some wlio will deny being a mission-
ary, but will protect them in their errone-
ous insinuations which I will notice in time
and place, if God will; and will say to the

Bjptists, that I do not write to hurt any
persons feelings, and wish it may not;
but facts are stubborn tilings, and are very
apt to hurt those who go against them.

But I must tell what I heard sometime

since, and how I heard it. vSo I will say to
you, that every thing that seems liko
an accident is not an accident; for 1 was
on my way to Lynchburg sometime
since with my waggon, and cne night
after I had made my fire there came
an old man to it

,

and asked me if he
could stay by my fire. I told him ho
could, so he commanded his negro to
drive up; so we as brother waggoners, not
knowing each other, fell into a chat. In

a short discourse I found out, or thought,
ho was a professor of Christ; so I leant to
the subject of religion, which the old broth-
er seeuied lo be very fond of. So I asked
him if he was a professor, and he said he
was a Baptist; and then I felt as if 1 had
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met a brother, though I knew that all were

not Bapiists that called themselves liap-
tists. So I talked free to him and he to

me. I soon found that we were of the

same mind and of the same judgment in

spiritual matters, so we talked to each oth-

er, and he told me that he helonged to the

Strawberry Association, and I let him
Imow that I belonged to the Pig River As-
sociation, &c.

Now I will say to my brethren that the

Pig River has declared non-fellowship with
the Slrawberr}^, and will not coriespond
with them, for we believe that they do

have such corrupt principles that wo think
no sound Baptist will fellowship; so we
have no correspondence with them. So

my old brother was talking about this,

whose name I will tell when I think prop-
er, or am asked for it

,

as he said he could

prove what hetold me. So I think it was

not an accident for us to meet here, for he

told me that he was at their Association last

summer, and that they had appointed mes-

sengers to the Pig River, ancl asked me if

I thought that they would get a seat in our
Association, I told him no, they could not

wiihout repentance. He then told me that

bis feelings never were more hurt than

they were at that time. And he said there

was a motion made for them to appoint
corresponding messengers to the Pig Riv-
er, which motion was objected to by one

who said they will not receive us. Then
the remark was made that hurt my old
brother, which was this: He said, one
other got up and said, that King Herod
was dead who sought the young child's
life; and he thought they could get a scat

now. The old brother said, he thought
that he meant it for old brother Davis, who
he Slid was a gospel preacher.

This old brother told me, if I was at the
Association I should tell the Association
what was said by one of the messengers,
and tell which one said it

,

and tell who
told you; for, said the old brother, I can

prove it. Now I will say it was old broth-

For I be-
lieve it is possible for the church to cause
the preacher to fail to discharge his duty.

home many times in endeavoring to pro-
cure something for the support of his fami-
ly; (for they need something as well as we;)
when he will acknowledge that it was his
duty to go and preach, vv'hen if the church
had have discharged her duty to him, he
would have been enabled to have discliarg-
ed his duty, which no doubt he wished to

do; for they are nothing but men, with
like passions with ourselves, says Paul.
Says the fourth, I am afraid to give, for
fear it will spoil him.

Dear bretlu'en, let ui not be so afraid of
spoiling a preacher, but let us rather fear to
disobey God, who has been pleased to bless
us so wonderfully as to give us preachers to

Vinfpld the mysteries of godliness to our un-
derstanding, and in strengthing and encour-
aging his feeble lambs while in this world
of persecution. Yes, dear brethren, let us

adore God for his goodness in keeping-
watchmen upon the walls of Zion, ever to

contend for tlie truth of the gospel; for if
they \yere not kept by the power of God,
they vyouid l)e led astray by those who
teach for doctrine the couimandments of
men.

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Lord: as forriler custom will naturally
cause you to expect an address from us, and
as we feel it a high privilege to commuai-
cale with you in those things pertaining
to the kingdom of our Lord Jesus Christ,
we would invile your attention to the sub-

ject of the qualification of the ministry;
and as there is a diversity of opinions in
the relij^ous world in regard to this mo-

mentous subject, and even amongst those
who bear the nnTie of Baptist, we shall, in

order to be fairly understood divide our
subject. 1st, to show what are not

preaching qualiftcations, and 2dly: to show
what arc.

Lst. It is not human learning, that we

may not be misconceived about it: ^we will
here lay down our understanding in it

,

and

by human learning we do not mean, the

knowledge and understanding of our own
language, wliich every man, of what
tongue soever he be, might, in some measure
be taught of another, as parents teach their
children and tliey learn of them. Of this
there is a natural necessity, and this we

acknowledge that there is none, but in
some measure have this learning, but by
human learning all along in this matter,
which we oppose, is intended the knowl-
edge of arts, and sciences, divers tongues,
much reading and persisting in those things
so as thereby lo be made able to >inderstand
the mind of God, in his word. This is it

that we condemn from the word of truth, as

being that by which any are made able,

Spiritually to understand the mind of God,
vviiich the apostle sailh cannot he attained
to by the words, which man's wisdom
teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teach-
eih. 1 Cor. 2. 13. All, which these ex-
cellencies are said to be, so that by human
learning, we here mean, that, whereby
certain men do excel, and are far above
and beyond other ordinary men, in this
sense d-u vve understand that the Council
judged Pater and John lo he no such lear-
ned men. Acts 4. 13: Now when they
saw their boldness and perceived that they
were unlearned and ijinorant <^Ten— then
dear brethren, if education was a preach-
ing quaiiiication, Peter must have con-
demned himsell, for he was a man in the
Council's knowledge that was such an un-
learned man, and so must himself be under
the blame that he lays upon others. 2

Peter, 3. 16. In which are some things
hard to be understood, which they that are
unlearned and unstable, wrest as they do
also the other scriptures to their own des-

truction; I/herefore hum.an learning is not

that which he intends, because human learn-
ing is a rudiment of this world. Hence it is
that our Saviour acknowledgeth that his
mvJ'terieswere hifl from the learned. Luke,
10,21, but not from his disciples, '*forunto
them it is given to know the mysteries of
his kingdom. Mat. 13, 11. The rudiments
of this woild are notafier Christ. Col. 2

,

8. The apostle tells us therefore, that
human learning cannot be it

,

that Peter
intended." Here perhaps an objection will
arise which is, that by this way of arguing,
all human learning seems to be uttei ly con-
demned. We answer, that it follows not
because it is not to be allowed in this way,
that therefore it is not of any use. We do

believe it to be a useful lh*ng in its rig!U
place, which is for statesmen, physicians,
lawyers and gentlemen, yea, for all men,
who can attain to it

,

as men beyond and
above tliose w^ithout it

,

yea, above all oth-
er qualificalioriS that this world can give;
but bring it once to be a help to understand
the mind and will of God, in the holy
Scriptures, and in that respect it becomes

detestable filth and dross, and will cause
men to err and go astray as may be seen.

1 Tim. 6
, 20, 21. It is as wiih fire in a

chimney, which srrves as a g eat blessing
from Gotl, for necessary uses, but let itonco
come up into the roof of the house, and it

destroys every thing in its way, because

it is not in its proper place. So is human

learning among men. Good for earthly
emj)loyments, but bring it once to the per-
fecting of the gospel, and it will then be

found tospoil the right understanding there-
of. Yet, further we acknowledj;e tongues
to be of use, to translate the scriptures out

of one language into another without widcli
we that are unlearned could not have the

true letter of the word, and so far as there

is a necessity for them for that use, but it

will not do as a preaching qualification; for
Paul declares that his speech and his

preaching was not with enl icing words of
man's wisdom but in demonstration and of
power, &( And now brethren, as we

have endeavored to show what these qual-
ilications are not, we will next try to shovv
what it is that qualifies a nian to prear-h the

gospel of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.
First. We believe that almighty God

is the only character that has a right to call,
qualify and send forth men to the minis-
try, for no man shall take to himself the
office of a priest, unless he be called as

was Aaron. So brethren v/e do lind that
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God did certainly call Ar^ron, and so he
lias the right and prerogative, and none
other hji«, of calling, qualifving and send-

ing forth his minisiers. Yet it takes noth-

ing short of the Spiiit of God to teach the

inyjitcries of the gospel. This every min-
ister of God knows and is bound to ack-

nowledge; for human learning is like a hm-
tern, wliich is of use to contain a candle,
but let one carry it in a dark night and it
will be of no service to him without a light
and candle in it. Of the same use then, is
the letter of the word: it is but a lantern
without light. Now the Spirit is the light
of the letter, 2 Cor. 3. c. That the proph-
ets preached by tlie teaching and moving
of the l!o!y Ghost, and Jesus Christ by
the Spirit of the Lord licing upon him,
and the apostles by the Holy Ghost being
gent down from heaven on them, ail which
cannot, and we presume will not be deny-
ed, and that they were fully furnished for
every good work of the ministry without
the aid of schools. We ask then, has God
changed his plan, or shown a command,
or example in scriptme that he has

(lone so now a days, qualifying his minis-
ters wholly or in part by schools instead
of his spirit? but we know he has not.
No, schools has come, and her net liking
to endure sound doctrine, this corruption
put her upon turning away from truth un-
to f.ibles, which was the case in the first
Theological School. A nd same cause, same

effect, to make, or polish priests suitable
to the corrupt state of the clmrch. 1. John
20. But ye have an unction from ihelloly
one, and ye know all things, that is

,

all

things necessary for life and salvation, and
what more is necessary for a ))reacher to

know? If the saints in general know all

things by the anointing of the Holy Spirit,
how much more the preacher of God's
sending and qualifying for the perfecting
and edifying the church? Read as proof,
John, 14. 26| But the Comforter, which is

the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send

\n my name, he shall teach you all things,
and bring all things to your remembrance,

whatsoevever 1 have said unto you. Now
then if the Holy Ghost is the teacher of

CJO"d^s ministers, all things that are necessa-

ry for them to know, as preachers of the

gospel, can you tell whatislefi for the schools

to leach? Thus dear brethren we have given
you our views, on the qualification of God's
ministers, and in conclusion, dear breth-
ren, let us all look to the Lord for all things,

for Strength and instruction to do his will,

for light, life and liberty. In a word, for
all our support, both temporal and spiritu-
al. A^k him to do for us, and others,
those things which we cannot do for our--

selves, that the praise may redound to his
holy name.

May Grace, Mercy and Peace be with
us all, and finally bring us to reign with
him above, is our prayer.

We have also some preachers of the Old
School, who have never bowed the knee

to Baal, and we trust they never will.
But alas, a sad change has taken place; wo
look hack with sorrow on years that aro

passed and gon^, when Christians were

glad to meet each other and sorry to part.

Churches and Associations met in love

and parted in peace. But 0, a sad

change in what is called religion. Associa^

tionsand churches meet to quarrel and in-

dividual members occasionally fight.

Members are frequently seen in church
with side arms and clubs, in place of their

hymn books. The appearance of humility

is changed to that of gentleman dandy.

The cause of this we impute to the follow-

ing reasons: At the Edgfield Association
some years since, the evil spirit made his

appearance by means of a missionary demi-
god, Money was his cry, money must

be tortured cut of the churches. Mission-

ary boards, missionary conventions and

committees, must all go into operation to

raise money. The poor old homespun

deacons and delegates were now too plain

and simple, they must be removed and

their places supplied by men of cloth, who

could subscribe 10, 15 or 20 dollars to the

mission purposes. Great ej^ciienient was
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produced, revivals look place and many

vvere added to the churches. The dooi

being much cjowded, some were pulled
over the wall, esjDecially those who had

plenty of money and wore fine clothes'.

After receiving as many as showed any

disposition, either by word, sigOj or mo-

lion, as brotliers and sisters, an attempt vvas

made to take the balance in, what is called

half brothers. This was done by joining
the church to the tem^perance societies.

What a complication ot hypocrisy and vil-
lany was here presented. The pillars of
the churches were soon shaken, to their
foundation by the deception of hypocrites
and the profanity and drunkenness of trait-
ors.

VV^ehave more religion than we had be-

fore, but the people appear to be attached
to it more though a medium of pride and

fashion than pure motives and God-like
nonduct. The church has become a thea-

tre of quarrelings and fighting, there is

more drunkenness in and out of the church

then there was before these new fangled
schemes were put into operation. There
is no distinction to be seen between a

Christian and worldling, a temperate mem-
ber and a drunkard, all appear to be the
same. When we look around in all direc-
tions, where the, churches and temperate
societies have come together, it is the

Same thing. To weld Christians to drunk-
ords and profane people^ is a heat we never

desire to see taken any more; We think
this is the step that has ruined our religion.
We therefore conclude by saying, that the

shepherd's dog has colleagued U'ith the

wolves to devour the sheep and lambs.

more works.
Now, brethren, why are we staggered

or tottering in this matter? I intend if God
will, to settle the case according to the word
of scripture and experience. And now,

reader, credit the apostle and the word of
God. Though you may not have experi-
enced justification by either faith or work?)
yet it follows, that some have by both; and

these two gre t principliss are productive
of a third, which is grace given by Christ
before the worhl began. 2 Timothy, Ist
and 9th verses: Who hath saved us and

called us with an holy calling, not accor-

diiigtoour -works, but according to his

own purpose and grace, which was given
us in Christ Jesus before t!ie world beg:m.

production of the first principle or fruits of
faith, yet we se^ clear ly that neither will
save us without the first great cause, which

ted; first, separate as Jesus Christ s'ands

A SHORT NARRATIVE.
Brother Editor: You stayed so short

a time with me tbe other day, when on

your way to our Association, and my
health being so bad, that I could say but

very \\V\e to you,, or you to me, which I

regretted very much. I thouglit amont^st
a good many other things, I would have
named to you, that I would write a short
narrative, of my travel to the Western and
Southern States, which you migbit publish
in the Primitive Baptist, if you saw pro-
per.

For several years back, I had a desire fo
see those countries, to see more of the
works of creation, and particularly the fer-
tility of those countries; but I never made
a start until last June., Previous to my
gtart^ as is~perhaps usual, I made it known
to some of my frietids and acquaintances,
and 1 believe I may say by so doing, I
found a colleague to go with me, (bro. Jo-
nathan Ellis.) The day was agreed upon
for starting. Now, alihough I did not in-
tend the journey particularly for preach-
ing, yet as I professed to be a Baptist and
a sort of a preacher, 1 concluded that if I
should fall in at any time with a congrega-
tion, that would be willing to listen, 1

might attempt to try (o preach to them;
therefore, knowing the world was pnriff
filled up with oh'^ats and impostors, I did
not feel willing (let me be what I n"iay,) (o
start without a letter of recommendation
from ihc church where I had my mcniber-
nhip, and unworthy as I am, have served
them as their pastor ever since my ordi-
nation, which is ])erhaps about seventeen

ye;^r^. Tiie church gave me one, and ac-

coriiing to previous "agreement, on Iho
25th of June, we set off on our journey,
viewing the lauds, and people, wbere wo
w^ent, first shaping our course for the Wes-
tern District of 'i'ennessee.

Nothing vcr}^ strikirig occurred to sight,*
until we came in view of the mountains;
here were considerable curiosities, to see

tho'^e vast high hills made up of earth and
rock, and in a great many instances almost
entirely made up of rock, and so placed,
one upoa another, that it occurred to my
mind that some powerful hand has been
here; and I thought, (and I believe it was
talked between me and my col league,)
could the infidel pass this way, that cer-

tainly he would be constrained to say (or
think,) neai'Iy what old Jacob said, surely
the Lord is (or has been) in this place,
though I knew it not.

In my tr.ivcls in the mountains I noticed
trees i believe of all sorts and sizes, grow-
ing or standing in t:he clefts of the rocks,
which caused it to occur to my n>ind, alt
this is typical of Jesus Christ and his
church. Christ first, who in the scriptures
is represented to our understanding under
\he similitude of a lock; 2ndly, the church
in the clefis of the rock, particularly as

given us in this metaphor of Solomon : O
my dove, that art in the clefts of the rock,
in the secret places of the stairs, &c. From
li-.e scenes that were presented to our view
<laily an-;oiigst the mountains, I could write
a great deal; but as I have pui posed being
short, 1 pass on.

We tiavelled about t^vo weeks i)cfore I
had a seeming opportunity lo (ry to preach,
which Iiappened on Sunday. And here,
as I have ihouglit, God had so ortlered it;
and now 1 u ill tell you, iiovv it came about
for me to preach to this strange people, that
I never saw before. The weather had
l)een very iiot, most part of tlie lime wo
had been on the l oad, and we and our hor-
ses were tired and they began to have quite
sore backs, and among other things that
we applied for remedy was the Jameston
leaf. Ami having stayed the night before
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ih a little villni^e, wc concludeil to make a

Very earl\^ start next morning; and nccor-

din^ily we started so soon, we could not

see to get our u-^Ual reniedy, and we tra-

velled until perhip.s a little afier sunrise,
when we saw in a gentleman's lot on one

«ide of the road, pleinly of ihc weed, VVe

dismounted, to make ilie usual npplieation.
'rhe dwelling; house being opposite, on the

dihcr side of the I'oad, as I gotofT my horse

I thought I heard somebody in the house

at j)raycr, which excited my curiosity to

know whether it Was so or not, and wheth-
er they prayed like a B ipilsl; for it is not

eVery Iiotly that I hear pray, that pray like
they do, to me or at leist to my mind,
pray right. Ikit at any ra'e, by lending a

listening car for a moment, it was somebo-

dy praying (or pretending to pray;) but as

\ve were in a hurry, we attended to our bu-

siness, so saddled our horses, and by this

time heard them in the house, as if rising
off their knees, 'l^he doors were immedi-

ately opened, when out came part perhaps,
if not all the farriiiy. We told some of
\h'*m good morning, so mounted and trav-
elled on. (We were nou', you will under-
stand, in the Slate of Tennossc e. )

Bui we went but a little Way before we

overtook a man. I having a wish to know
^-f5omeihing about this man we had left be-

hind at prayers, said to this man we had

just overtook, have you got any religion in

this part of the world? Mis reply Was, yes.
Whnl sort— though perhaps a variety? His
reply was, yes. 1 then asked him if there

were any Baptists among them? To which
he replied yes, and said we should soon go

by a Baptist preacher's house* So we had

him to point out the house, and accord itig-
ly soon arrived at it

,

rode up io the fence

find hailed, when out came our brother
Baptist preacher. When I said to him, I

understand you profess to be a Baptist and

a preacher? To \vhich I think his reply
was, yes. I told him I also professed to

be a Bap! ist and a sort of a pi'eactier, but that

1 would not leave him to take my bare word
for it; directly referring him to my letter
of recommendation. The dear brother, (i

f

worthy to call him so,) kindly invited us

in, and we took breakfast with him. In
the meantime he named the meeting he

purposed going to that day, rccpjcsting us

lo go with him; (the person at prayers back

v/c learnt was a Presbyterian.) After ma-

king inquir}'' of the brother how far it was

to his meeting, and how much it would
turn us out of our course, wc learnt that it

would be but a few mlief, and we agreed
to go to the meeting. 7^he time of day ar-
rived, when we met a tolerably large coU
lection of people. The eyes of most part
of the congregation, seemed to be fixed up-
on us; however, after my strange brethren
had read my letter of recommendation,
they invited me into the stand, where for
the first time while on my journey I tried
to preach from this text: The thief cometh
not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to des-
troy; I am come that they might have life,
and that they might have it more abundant-
ly. ,lohn, 10 c. 10 V. After the close of
the service of the day, the brethren seem-
ed desirous that if I should return home
that way, I would give them another ap-
j)oInIment; but this was out of my power
positively to say. We were invited that
evening home by a biother, (his name not
recollected,) in company with a brother by
the name of Haggard, where we were all
kindly treated. And permit me to say,
while in company with these brethren it

seemed something was say ing in'm.e, these
are my sort of folks. We had much talk
for the little time we were together, and by
the by, learnt in that section they had
come out, and taken a decided s^and against
missions; for 1 tell vou, it is hard to find
an inhabited spot, but where this devil of
missions has been. And 1 could not see in
Tennessee, Mississippi, Alabama, Geor-
gia, and South Carolina, (for we travelled
through a part of ail these States,) any
shade of difference in him; just the same
color there as here in North Caroli-
na, speak lies in hypocris}', make lies his
refLige, make merchandize of the professor
and world. But I must pass o-n.

After tarrying all night vvith our kind
strange brother, and taking breakfast, we,
though it was with reluctance, bid him and
his lady and family farewell. Brother
Hag2;ard accompanietl us a little, and we
bid him farewell; and if I never should see

I them again in time, 1 hope to meet them in
eternity. My colleague and me travelled
on after this, perhaps seven or eight days,
which brought us to the house where a

cousin of mine and dear old aimt lived.
VVe purposed before we reached this house"

to stay two or three days, to rest ourselves

and horses; which accordingly we did.
My cousin professed to be a Methodist;
my aunt, though no professor, is sentimen-
tally a Baptist. We learnt, as is ternied
sometimes, we were now in a Methodist

neighborhood. My cousin solicited mc to
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preach, to which I agreed. There was no-

iice given out, and a considerable numbei

of persons met, \Vhen' I endeavored lo

preach from the fi)llowing text: lie that is

our God, is the Cod of salvation: and un-

to God the Lord belong the issues from
death. Psa. 68. 20. The company for ihc
most part seemed to pny strict atlentian in

the outset of my discourse, bat prescnlty
jonle appeared to be nncasy, hanging llieir
heads, and I could b :t notice, thai liie same

persons as I thought that sung weU and

ioud, at ihe giving out of tlie first iiymn,
appeared to be dumb at the close of worship,

(which was by singing. ) And after they
broke I obsarved, that 1 expecled 1 had

hurt or interruj)ied the feelings of sojBe of
those people; to which my dear old aunt

replied, well, Ben, if you have^ the truth
has done it.

The next morning ive bid them farewell,
to pursue our journey further to the west,

a^nd perhaps the s^econd day arrived at the

lloust*of bro. William WooteUy Ibrmei ly a

resident of North Carolina, and an acc|uain-
tance. The interview wiih him and fan>i-

]y was pleasing. We stayed all niglit, and

the next day bro. Wooten rode wiih us un-

til I thhik the aflernoon. We journeyed
on, occasionally meeting vvilh some of our
old acquaintances. On Wednesday night,
if memory serves right, before the 5th Sun-
day in July^ we arrived at the house of Di\
Robert L. Allen, in Tipton county, near the

Mississippi river, a cousin of mine, where
we found his father, Richard Allen, bol!)

formerly residents and natives of North
Carolina. Here we stayed until Sunday,
it appeared that our arrival brought joj/ lo
all ihisfanAily, and to my much esleemed
uncle, Richard Allen, who had been a Bap-
tist for many years before he left this couri-
try. He had an appointment made for me
on Sunday, at tbc Baptist meetinghouse.
There were but few persons met, but I en-
deavored to preach the best I could. Then,
though with much reluctance, bid my dear
uncle farewelh

Now shaping our course for the Slate of
Mississippi, some five or six days travel
perhaps, brought us to the neighborhood of
Gen. J. Speight, bro. Robert Rasbcrry,
A. Carr, P. Holliday, and Robert Wool-
en; all these were old acquainlances, and
part family connexions. It brought niuch
joy to my bosom to meet with those per-
sons once more in the land of the living.
While in this neighborhood, there was an

appointment made for me on Sunday at

the house of cousin PrisciHa MolFi(fs?y<.

where for the short notice a considerable'

company met, and 1 tried to 'preach to*

them. We stayed all night at Genera)

Speight's, arrd on Jj'.loiiday we set eul for
Alabama.

The seccnd day^s travel brought ns to
the hou^e of Mr. William Ellis, a brother
of my colleague, who lived m Fickensp

c^ou'rfly, Alabama. Wc had both pui posed

jj^oing furl her. And liere I will 'cli my
friends, as i vm in hopes this may come be-
fore some of their eyes^ the reason why f
failed to reach them and ilieir neighbor-
hood; before I lofl liome and while on my
journey, when 1 woiAd think of the mauy
acquaintances and friends that had ren>ov-i-

ed from North Cafaiina to GrccB^ Sumter
and .Marengo counties, Alabama, and that it
\<'a3 so desirable a country, I had and con-
tinued lohave an itching anxiety to see iu
but as I have said before, the weather had
been so hot and we had travelled so long,
that actually when we got to Mr. Ellis's I
fslt worndawn with fatigue, and was very
unwell and continued to get v/orsp, until I
had to apply to the doctor, by v/hose means
1 was measurably soon reiieve(K Aside
Iron) my situation, it appeared to be un.^afe

to ride our horses uniil ll)eir very sore
backs got well or better. And beit:g com-

pelled to stop^ as tiieir houses were near

together, I w'as sometimes at one house and
then the' other, of Mr. Ellis and bro. Irwia
Eatmon for more than a v/eek; for my col-
league had borrowed a horse from his bro-
ther, and had gone to see the people and
the country aliu led lo above. I would
now siy, should this come to your hands,
you will commend me for donig as 1 did
and excuse me, though 1 was so tiear 3 0U,
not to venture lurther.

Though I was so unwell, after bro. Eat-
mon found out that I professed to be a Bap-
tist and a sort of a preacher, on Saturday
he proposed to loan me a horse to go lo
mcclii'g with him, lo which 1 consented.
Now 1 learnt fiom him, that the churches
round in that section had come out, and ta^

ken a decided stand against the schemes of
th.e day, which I was pleased to hear. Be-
fore we got to the meeting house, he told
me how to proceed with my letter of re-
commendation, (which was to hand it to
their deacon for reading.) Now before 1

go further, I most stop here and say to
churches in general, 1 think this is a very-
advisable plan, not to invite or to encour-
age any stranger to go into their pulpits
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sf-rirnout a 'letter of recommendation; wiiich
I found to be the? plan adopted in tin's soc-
tion, and I think to pursue this course
would save the churches from impositions.

Now when we got (o the meetinghouse,
bro. Eitmon mjde me ncq-mintcd with the
deacon, to whom 1 handed mv letter;
which after he had read, he said it was just
eiich a leiter as thej would receive in that
church, owing to its bcinji; expressed in the
letter, that i was opposed to all the schemes
of the day. Tlie bro. deacon wlien the
time of day arrived for preaching;, went up
in the stage, and staled to the church and

congregation, that ihtn*e was a strange
fjreacher from North ("arolina there, and
that said preacher had just such a Idler of
recommendation as was satisfaclor}^ to that
church; after which, I was cordially invi-
ted into the stage. I went and done the
best I could, and after meeting went home
with a broiher. together with others. Next
day, I went back with them to their meet-

ing, where we met a large and respectable

congregation; when I endeavored again to

preach for them, following as a second hand
a young preacher.

With those bieihren and sislets, from
the "slight acquaintance, I was highly plea-
sed; for I thought they spoke the language
of Canaan. I returned home willi bro.
Eatmon, though very unwell; but made as

little complaint as possilde, but before the
middle of the week had to take bed and ap-

ply to the doctor, 'i'he ensuing Friday,
Saturday and Sunday, there was a meeting
1o take |3lace still neaier; which meeting 1

felt particularly anxious to go to, but on
the first day of the meeting I was as sick a

man I thought as was common to look up-
on. I had the doctor with nte the princi-
pal part of the day, and I began to think I
should never see North Carolina again;
though I tried to be as much composed as I
could, yet I craved a sight of my wife and
children once more.

At this meeting alluded to above, I learnt
from bro. Eatmon there were two or three

preachers expected. Bro. Eatmon went
to meeting, and the expected preachers
met. After preaching, two of the brethren

preachers came home with him; and as the

apostle said he was glad at the coming of
Stephanus, I thought I could truly say I
was glad at the coming of brethren J. Pear-
sell and Johnston. But before this, the
doctor had my fever nearly off, and I had
got much better. After those brethren
game in, it was but a short time before I

got up and sat and talked with them. I
had a slight acquaintance with bro. Jere-
miah Pearsell, for he was formerly a citi-
zen of Duplin county, N. C. and I have
more confidence in bro. Pearsell than to
believe it will do him an injury, and espe-
cially whr i^.e finds it has come from me.
I would (i

l this may come before them) say-
to the people of Duplin, few if any such
are left behind. The vvay he preaches is

the way to preach. The next day I felt so
smart, that I went with them to meeting,
when I saw and there had an introductiou
to Elder Henry Petty, and also had the

pleasure of hearing him preach; who in
my judgment is an embassador in Christ's
stead, to pray the people to be reconciled
to God. I was so gratified Vv^ith the com*

pany and preaching of thess brethren, that
I was sorry that my bad health would not

suffer me to express it.

Monday after the adjournment of thia

meeting we set out for home. Noth-
ing very important occurred while on
the road home. OccasionaMy we would
fall in with persons that would give us
an account of the conduct of the mis-
sionaries, which was nothing very strange
to me; and I would advise them in my
weak judgment how to do, which was

to have no fellowship with them. On
the 7lh or Sth of September, we reached

home. I lound my family all living. My
health remained bad, and for some time
continued to get worse, until I was so weak
that I could not get in at my door without
help.

And now in conclusion, I would say to

many of my friends that I met with, and

who wished me to write, that it was my
long bad health that was the cause of my
not writing. And if the bro. Editor will
admit it

,

to save time, I have thought beat

to have this placed in the columns of the

I'rimitive Baptist. And as sonie will wisli
to know whether 1 have a mind to move
to their country and neighborhood, or not,

I would just say, my long bad health, ad-

vanced age, with other things in connex-
ion, will probably keep me a resident of
North Carolina for life.

For the Saviour saiih, thine they were and

thou s^avest them me, and not one of them

is lost but the son of perdition, that the

scripture miy;ht be fulfilled. And again:
All that the Father gave me shall conic to

me, and him that comelh to mo I will in

fio wise cast out. Now in order to accom-

plish their salvation, Jesus the Son of God,
■whose name is called the Wonderful Coun-
sellor, the mighty God, the everlasting Fa-
ther, and Prince of Peace. And he was

the Word that was made flesh and dwell
among us, him being the second person in

the trinity. Now in order to accomplish
this design, God the Holy Ghost salutes

the Virgin Mary and tells her that she

shall bring forth a son and call his name

Emanuel. And we see in God's appoint-
ed time, Jesus taking upon himself a body
of flesh, not the nature of angels, but the
form of a servant of the seed of Abraham,
yet without sin. Yea, and we may see the
ancient of days in the narrow confines of a

manger, even in tlie image of the infant Je-
«us, now exhibited on the grand theatre of
the universe. And as he goes on to per-
form his Father's will, we behold a heathen

world sunk in one scene of astonishment,
imtil we see both kings and people setting!
themselves' against the Lord and his anoin-

1
ted, till in their rage they drag him from i

post to pillar, and crown him with!
thorns, and with a mock robe on him they j

carry him to the place of execution and j
nail him to the cross, and raised between

^
the heavens and the earth. And we now

^
see darkness cover the whole earth, from
the sixth to the ninth hour, when Jesus j
cries with a loud voice it is finished, and
bows his head and gives up the ghost. We |
behold the rocks rend, the mountains

quake, the dead saints arising, and enter-

ing into the holy city. And we behold an

unseen hand rend the vail of the temple in
twain, from the top to the bottom. These
all telling to a listening world, the God of
nature suffers; yea,' the God of nature dies.

Then we see him laid in the tomb, and
on the morning of tl^ie third day, we sec;
him rising a giorioiss conqueror for the jus-
tification of his people. \Ve see him then

in about forty days leaving the world and^

going home to his Falher, where he eref
lives to make intercession for his people or
church. For we learn that Jesus Christ
loved trie church and gave himself for the
church, and he now ever lives to intercede
for his people according to the will of
God. Notwiihstanding the Lord has
made his soul an offering for sin, while he
was a man of sorrow and acquainted with
grief, yet all these sufferings of the Saviour
aiojie, have never saved the first sinner of all
Adam's race from hell. P^or his people
who make up his visible church are by 'na-
ture children of wraih as others, but aror

not appointed unto wrath but to obtain sal-
vation through our Lord Jesus Christ.
Hence it becomes necessary for the Holy-
Ghost the third person in the trinity, who
alone is the efficient agent in saving God's
people from their sins. Thus it is the
Sj)irit that quickens and makes them alive
to a feeling sense of ihcir danger; and that
Spirit is like the wind, it blows when and
where it pleases, and quickens whom he
will, and gives them repentance and con-
trition of soul, and brings them low in the
valley of humility, and there by the grace
of God receive the pardon of their sins —
for it is by grace through faith ye are sa^

ved, and that not of yourselves, it is th«'
gift of God.

Now grace is comparable to the salt m
our subject, for it has a saving nature at-
tached to it

;

for it saves from the \ove and

reigning dominion and power of sin, and
these are they who are created* anew in
Christ Jesus unto good works, which God
before ordained they should walk in tliem.
And these are they who are called with a

holy calling, not according to their works,
but according to that grace given them in
Christ Jesus before the world began. And
these are they whose names are written in
heaven^ and yea, these are they that the
wordoftheLordstandeth sure to, having this

seal, the Lord knoweth them that are his.

And these are they, whose names are in-
scribed on the palms of his hands, and he
bears them on his heart, and their walls
are continually before him. 'J'hese are

they who shall persevere b
y

grace unto

eternal glor}', where the saints ?hall derive
their joys immedialely from God, throuj;h
the mighty roll of eternity. And these

are they who save the world IVom God's
wrath, for there is nothing but the purchase
of Cl.rist's blood that saves the world from
the diviiio vengeance of Almighty God.
For as soon as the lust ieed or head sLou»
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bf the building shall be brought in with
shouting, crying, gmce, grace^ be unto il,

then it will be tliat time shall be no long-
er. For it is for the riglUeous the world is

Saved, and ;he Lord cannot pour out his

fury upon if
, while his righteous seed re-

mains. For ll)e Lord did not drown the

did world until Noah wns shut in ihe ark;
and the angels tell Lot they could do noth-
ing while he remained in the city, there-
fore they tell him to escape to the moun-
tain; and Lot had no sooner entered Zoar
than the Lord rained fire arid brimstone
upon the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah.
1'he Saviour then has well said to his dis-

ciples, ye are the salt of the earth.

Now we must go to the Bible to prove
whether we are in the faith or not, for it is
hothing but leaving the scripture and ta-

king tiie views of men, is the cause of so

much strife in the Christian world, and has

laiti the foundation of so many men-made

societies. And 1 have no doubt if the

Bible alone was read through this genera-
tion, that even the next generation there
Would be but one denomination or society
Upon the face of the globe; and the blessed

Book know? no other nan^e for it than a

Baptist church or society. We now come

to the evidences of our being saved from
the love of sin. The apostle tells us thus:

Being made free from sin, we have our
fruit unto holiness and the end everlasting
life. And the Saviour tells us, the tree is

known by iis fruit.
And now, as our text was spoken alone

to the disciples, we purpose giving the

fchurch a pruning; and we will not stop
with lay members, but will try to knock
Some of the knots off of the ministering
brethren. Now the Saviour saith, if ye
love me keep m}' commandments; and we

as ministers and members should cry
against sin in every shape. Let us look
back and see what kind of fruit we have
borne. I know not how it has been with
my brethren, but I have had the men of the
world to tell me, tiiat you ministers will
cry out against the drunkard, and the liar,
and the swearer, and all other abomina-

tions but the extortioner, and we never

hear that sin spoken against. 1 have tho't
the reason is

,

because the people might

say, physician, heal thyself; thou that

leachest a man should not kill, dost thou

steal? And in a word, thou that teachcst a

man should not lie, swear, or get drunk,
dost thou extort? I know men are dispo-
sed to acquit themselves upon this ground.

that any thing is worth what it brings. So

it is to the seller, but. not to the buyer; for
what father is there, that would not give his

all to sustain the lives of his wife and chil-
dren one week? Tiiey then excuse them-

selves by saying, when you go to market
you take whut you can get for your pio-
duce. But allow me to tell you, that is

not a fair statement of the case; for in that
case the buyer sets the price, and he will
not give one cent more than he knows ho
can make a profit by; while in the other
case, the owner set?, the price. See ano-
ther case, thou shalt not loan thy money
upon usury; which some will not do, but

in the meantime some needy personages
go to them to buy sustenance for their fa-

mily—-when i say needy person, I mean a

man without money, they then put on more
than treble interest on their articles for a
few months credit. Thus ihey extort up-
on the poor, by having a cash and credit
price.

And agaiuj A goes to R to buy some ar-
ticle his family is in need of;' A tells B if

C will go his security, he can have it and
not without. And this is not according to
the golden rule, which requires us to do
unto all men as we would have them do to
us; for our very act proves we would not

go their security. And it is also flying in-
to the face of scripture, for it tells us not to
strike hands with him that goeth surety
to his neighbor. And the Bible also tells
us, that cursed is he that continueth not in
all things which are written in the book of
the law to do them. And if we fail in one

point we are guilty of all. Let me here
remark, that disobedience has God's curso

already on it.

Again, I learn in the Bible that the liar^
and swearer, and drunkard, and extortion-
er, and he who is guilty of any one of the
seventeen abominations, vshali have their
part in the lake that burns with fire and
brimstone. Arid I believe that the love
of filthy lucre which causes some to extort
and grind the face of the poor, will crowed
that awful lake with its victims; for Solo-
mon hath said, the love of money is the
root of all evil, (not rum. ) And truly me-
thinks we had as well die drunkards as ex-
tortioners.

Now, my brethren, if our. salt has lost its
saltnc'ss, wherewith shall il be se.isoned?
for it is thenceforth good for nothing but to
be cast out and trodden under foot of men.
.And again, the Saviour saith: When you
make a dinner or a supper, call not the rich
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nor your kinsmen, least a recompense be

nade thee; but call the poor, the lame,

t'.e blind, and the maimed. But to our
tjhitme in these parts, the first class compose

the guests, while the poor Lazaruses of the

present day are spurned from our gates.

Again, we have been astonished while
we have seen our brethren sending their
fifties and their hundreds to the support of
some men-made institution or society,
while at the same time some of the poor
brethren for whom Christ died, in their
own vicinity are starving for bread. May
the Lord God lay underneath his church
his everlasting arms, and save the church
from that visible mist of darkness that now
seems to pervade over the Christian hori-
zon, even in this boasted day of light.

Now in conclusion, we will be judged
according to our works, for in thatday the

king will separate the bad from the good,
as a shepherd divideth the sheep from the

goats; and he will put the sheep on his

right hand and the goats on the left, and

he will say to them on his right hand,

Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit
the kingdom prepared for you from the

foundation of the world; (see the fruits)—
for I was an hungered and ye gave me

meat, thirsty and ye gave me drink, naked

and ye clothed me, sick and in prison and

ye visited me. Then the righteous shall

answer and say, when saw we thee thus or
so, and ministered to thy distresses? Then
shall the king say, inasmuch as ye have
done unto one of the least of these my bre-

tr.ren, ye have done it unto me. Then
gh.iU he say to them on his left hand, de-

part, ye cursed, into everlasting fire pre-

pared for the devil and his angeis; for I
was an hungered and ye gave me no^ meat ;

thirsty, naked, sick and in prison, and ye
rn"nistered not to my distresses. Then
shall the wicked say, Lord, when saw we
thee thus or so, and ministered not to thee?
Then he shall say, inasmuch as ye did it
not unto one of these my brethren, ye did
it not unto me. And these shall go away
into everlasting punishment, but the righ-
teous into life eternal.

Now, fellow sinner, if wf could lay be-
fore your view all tha joys of the redeem-

ed, with God in glory, and on the other

hand, show you all the horrors of an awful
hell, it would have no effect upon you ex-

cept God was by his Spirit to apply the
iame to your hearts.

My brethren, we will conclude with the

language of tha Saviour in these words:

Have salt in yourselves, and be at peace
one with another. Amen.

TO EDITORS PRIMITIVE BAPTIST.

Brethren Editors: I wish to let you

and my brethren hear from the Baptists, or
from some of them; so I must tell you not
long since I was with some few Baptists,
and was telling them that I had heard ihat
Mr* Leftwich had called brother Davis
King Herod; and there was one that did
appear to try to justify Mr. Leftwich, but
I think that the row got rather stumpy.
So the subject was changed by saying, you
are like blue birds^ which I suppose was
for us, the Primitive Baptists, or for me
only* But, my brethren, if it was for me
alone, I am willing to give you a part of it;
for I think that the most of you are as much
like blue birds as I am. But why we are
compared to blue birds I cannot tell, for
the reason was not given; and I was sur-
prised to hear it when I did and from whom
1 did, so my answer was, if we are like
blue birds you are like something worse.
For, said I, you do not keep any order or
discipline among you —and then left the
subject*

i bave now given you, my brethren, the
outlines of the cause of my thoughts on
this wise: First, I will say that i do not in-
tend to say any thing to hurt any person's
feelings, nor to insult any; but if I should
say any thing wiiile I am trying to show
the justice of tlie comparison, I hope the
Ishmaelites will not get mad, as I intend to
show that we are like blue birds in some

respecis. So 1 hope the go-between Bnp-
; tists will not find fault with me for saying

I
they have toUl the truth in part at least;
for I intend if God will to show by good
reason, that we the Primitive Baptists are

something like blue birds. And those gu-
betvveens cannot blame me for proving by
good reason, what they have said is so
without giving any reason. So I will give
the reasons why we the Primitive Bap-
tists are like blue birds, and then 1 will
show why the go-betweens are like a

worse fowl, which is the largest kind of
hawks, that are known by two or three
names like the go-betweens or missiona-
ries, cic. They are known by goose tur-
key, or carrion hawk. So I must show
that the missionary or mongrel Baptists,
are like this hawk, by the same good reason
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that will pro^e the other. Sq I will in the '

first place show why we the Primitive
Baptists are like hlue birds, as they say
we are. First, you know, my brethren,
that (!ie blue bird will not let any other
bird build or live with them in their
house, but they v/ill keep their own house

or nest and do not interrupt any that do

not interrupt them; but when they are in-

terru[>ted by other fowls, they will fight
for their nest. So they are like us the

Primitive Baptists, for they will stick to

their nest and will keep off all enemies if
they can; and you do not see them run-
ning off into the world to get help to sub-

due their enemies; no, they slick to their
nest and contend for it

,

so they are like
unto us, for we must stick close to our Bi-
bles and contend for the commands there-

in contained, and fight off all them from

the church that will come with the tradi-
tions and commands of men. So we are

alike in this principle.
Again: as respects their manner of liv-

ing, you find them harmless and only liv-
ino; on such things as injures no man, such
as God has provided for them. So do we,
for we will not have any thing to do with
the traditions of men; but are satisfied
with the commands of God and with his

promises and purpose. So is the blue
bird, for you cannot catch them in traps
with chaff, like you missionaries are caught

. by the wicked one in his missionary and

temperance traps, &c. No, they are like
us, brethren, they will not be caught with
chaff. And 1 thank God, brethren, that

the missionaries cannot catch us in the

traps and schemes of wicked men, in this

day of darkness and error. So we are

alike thus far, and with these few hints 1

will leave this part of the subject.
And I will now try to show why the

missionaries, or Arminians, or go-between

Baptists, are like this large hawk, which is

known by the name of goose turkey or car-
rion hawk. I now will show the princi-
ple and disposition of this hawk, and then
will show the principle of the missionary,
or go between, or Arminian Baptists; and

I will be as short as I can, and in so doing

I do not wish to offend any, and will say to

my missionists you are the cause of my
thus writing. First to the principle of
this hawk. He is mean, why? because
he will take that which does be-

long to others. So will the missionaries
take the children's bread and give it to the

dogs; then they are like the hawk. Again,

this hawk is sneaking and cowardly, and

if you go to their nest you must be very sly
or you cannot see them; so in these prin-
ciples they are like missionaries. ^or

once brother Davis went to a missionar .

preacher^s church and did preach; afl.i 'he
preacher came within hearing, but liku tuiS

hawk he would not come in the house; so

they are alike. Again, notice tht' food

these hawks eat. They eat flesh, and th ;

is not all, for they can thrive on sound i. -

or putrified, they can live on fresh meat l ;

rotten meat, they can eat turkey or lizard.
So can a missionary eat the rotten Armini-
an doctrine, and say they believe the doc-
trine of election and live, and can live or
either; so they are like these hawks in their
manner of living. Again, these havks
can be caught in traps, for when I was a

boy my brothers caught three or four one
winter, and two of them were coming to a

dog that had got killed. So 1 knovv they

will go in traps, and so will the Ishmael-
ites; for you can find them going in ihb
missionary trap, and temperance, SundiiT
school, Bible society trap, &c. I couii
give other reasons why they are alike, but

for the want of room and a better subject

I will conclude by saying, pray for nn

my brethren. May the Lord be with u^;

and direct us in the truth of his gospel.

ly Talker, at CullodeVi ville, Ga., would
hnve sacks of money offered unto tlie Lord.
He says: Too much money has not been I their lives. 1 asked him of what use he

asked for, nor too much glven^ unless more
has been asked for than what would be re-

quired to convert the whole world to

Christianity. Thus have I proved thiit
gome missionaries believe in a gold

"I could be "in Barbary to the cause of Christ i-

! anity, since he clare not, even attempt to

! convert aMoor or an Arab, or even men-
;tion the name of the Saviour as one of the

and i Gddhcad to eiilier, or even to a Jew.
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None at all, said he, but still we bear tiie '

name of missionaries at home, to convert
the heathen. Our allowance of money is

ample, we live well as you see, (he was in-
deed fat and in fine order,) and laucrh at

the follv of our countrymen. He further
informed Captain R ley, thnt when these

ten years expire, we i];el leave to return to

our own country, where we are received
as patterns of piety, that have rendered
vast services to the Christian world. Ev-
ery respectable house is open to receive us,

our company is much sought after, our
yearly salary of three thousand dollars af-

fords us many gratifications, &c. &c.

This proves to a demonstration, that

covetousness which is idolatry, (says Paul,)
is the mainspring that induces men to be-

come missionaries, induces men to be-

come eryino; beggars, and running agents.
You may plainly see in the old Catholic
friar, and modern missionaries, a.very stri-
king similarity. The name of being a

great missionary to convert the heathen,
and the yearly premium of tliree thousand
dollar'^, was the lucrative motive induced
the former to be a missionary. The same

object is the inducement to the latter, they
draw on the sheepskin and set out to beg,
not for self, but for the sons of the proph-
ets, for the rearing of some theological se-

minary, or American board of foreign
missions. They run begging in the nan^e

of some one else, with a lie in their mouth.

Dear brethren, when you see one of
these running begg?irs, mark him for a

woif, set him down to be a Gehazi; score
him tora thief and a robber, a thieving,
robbing, deceiving, covetous, lying Geha-
zi. Gehnzi was the servant of that man of
God, Elishn; and after Elisha hud recover-
ed, or healed Naaman the Syrian of his

leprosy, Naaman then offered to pay Eli-
gha; but the prophet refused to receive pay
at his hand, saying, as the Lord liveth, be-

JVly mrjs'er hath sent me, saying, behold

even now there be come to me from Mount
J^phraim, two young men of the sons of the

prophets; give them, T pray thee, a talent

of silver, and two changes of garments.

And he S lid, be content, take two talents,

&c, 2 Kings, v. 20.

Thus acted Gehazi, and so do missiona-

ries, run with a lie in their mouth. They
say, (Gehazi-like,) I will run, my master

hath sent me, to beg for the sons of the

prophets. And I believe that they tell

the truth when they say, my master hath

sent me; for the devil and missionary board

is their master, and the devil and mission-

ary board hath sent them. For I am con-

fident, that God has never sent such mea

to do his work; they are hirelings and care

not for the flock, are employed by the dev-

il and missionary board to run and beg,
their master hath appointed the field of
their labor, jiays them their monthly wa-

ges or yearly wages, and they run by the

way of the plains, crying, give, give some

five or ten dollars to the sons of the proph-
ets. I score him for a Judas, a bag-carry-

to have to \.ry to preach the gos-

pel of the Son of God. I had given up the

care of the churches, thatl in my weakness
had been supplying, and devoted the year
1837, in passing and repassing from Geor-
gia to Alabama, My family being divi-
ded, the time that I devoted to the miiiis-
try, was as a visitor amongst my brethren
in each State, during which time the Bap-
tists of the Fiint River Association were
highly agitated. There were, different
views iti relation to tlie division, and
which would be the most prudent course
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to pursue in that case. I amongst my I

brethren gave my views also, which were I

ai follows: that as the churches or a large]
majority of them, had declared that they
had no fellowship for the institutions as a

system, and yet would not extend it so

far as to embrace individuals, I believed
and expressed, that the Association had
better not extend the resolution to individ-
uals at that time; and from that sentiment
my Old School brethren called me a fence
man.

I had just returned to Georgia, about
one week before the Association commen-
ced; it was at that time the first of my
knowing that the brethren had given me
this name. At the Association, I said no-

thing in that body until it divided; then

feeling it
.

my duly, to let them know what
my sentiments were, I addressed both bo-
dies of my brethren, and said, brethren, I

am no institution man, after the plan of
operations now exiant amongst the Baptist
denomination; yt?t 1 am not hearty in ex-

tending the resolution of non-fellowship to
embrace individuals, inasmuch as I believ-
ed that there were a great many brethren,
at that time, that would not go with the

Old School Baptist*, and yet possessed
their sentiments.

I was then about removing to Alabama,
where I now live, and I thought it to be

my duty to let my true sentiments be

known. I told them the brethren in Geor-

gia called me a fence man, whom I had giv-
en liberty to call me what they pleased,

and it would not offend me; but I told

them I wag no institution man. It has ev-

er been my motto, to pursue the most pru-

dent course in honesty that I could, taking
into consideration the circumstances, with

which I was surrounded. I thought this to

be the most correct course 1 could pur-
sue.

The Baptists in the vicinity were not

divided at that time. There was one small

church, that called me to the care of them.

I told them that I was no institution man,

though I was called a fence man. That

church said that made no difference with

them, for they were not institution people

cither. I then told them if the division

should come here that 1 should then de-

cide, making the least sacrifice of princi-

ple. We constituted one other church,

which 1 joined; all the brethren said that

they were not institution men, but did not

favor the non-fellowship rcsolutiom embra-

cing individuals. .

Last fall there was a Primitive Associa-
tion constituted in Chamliers county. Tha
Liberty Association already existed in tha
same county. The first church that colled
me was Sand}^ Creok church. 1 discover-
ed it was inclined to join the Liberty Asso-
ciation, which was an inst'tution Associa-
tion. My memberchip belonged to Con-
cord church, and they appeared to be in
favor of joining the Primitive Association.
Now both churches claimed my service as

their pastor, but as an honest fence man I

used no influence to change the views of
either church; but told them that I was no

longer their pastor, and that they must
choose themselves another pastor and then

1 would make my decision known. The
course was acted out by myself and both
churches, in a church cap.icity publicly,
both churches acknowledge that niy course
as a fence man had been nn honest one. I

then made my decision known at the insti-
tution church, and stated to the brethren,
in general, that 1 had not varied from the

original faith and practice, of the Baptist
denomination, held by the Flint River As-
sociation of the State of Georgia, or the
faiih that was hehl by her some four or
five years ago, only that 1 have aclopied
the non- fellowskip resolution.

I will say to you, my Primitive breth-
ren, if my sentiments contained in the fore-
goingaresuchjthat you cannot receive me to

travel with you, I make one request of yon,
my dear brethren, that is similar to that
which Joseph made to his brethren, and
that is, to carry up my bones out of E-
gypt. 1 will slate ons of the reasons why

I was opposed to the non-fidlowship reso-
lution reaching to individuals. It was said

by its opposers that it was contrary lo re-
publican principles. I viewed it to be so,
until I took up the other side, and run the

analogy between them, and that convinced

i me that the anti-missionary churches of the

Baptist order, were the most republican
churches that 1 have any knowledge of, in
the world. In order to prove tliatthi.sis
the case I will state the sum, and work it out
and that will show to all unbiassed minds the

correctness of iheassertion. The institution
Baptists hold that they have a right to

join any or all of the institutions that they
think proper; then they are bound to com-

ply with the requirements enjoined upon

them bysaid institutions; this iswhat they call

republicanism. Now if they believe it to

be their duty to do so, I admit the proprie-

ty of the position, as our coastituiion
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guarantee! to each citizen to worship God,
after the dictates of their own conscience,

and that is true republicanism. The atUi-

instilulion Baptists believe that as Jesus
Christ commanded his people to comtt out

from among the world and be separate,
and touch not, nor handle not, the unclean

thing; that it is republicanism to join the

Baptist ci^urch, comply with all the re-
quirements of the gospel, viewins; Christ
alone the head of the church. Tl)ey be-
lieve it to be republicanism to include in
their rules of propriely, a resolution to bar
and keep out nil traditions of men, that are

contrary to the word of God. This the
world and the missionary Baptists must
acknowledge to be as republican on the
Primitive side, as it is on the institution
side. 1 said the anti-institution churches
were the most republican. I yet maintain
it, for the institutions enjoin upon their
members to do, and the anti-resolution
only enjoins us to let alone doing what we
believe to be contrary to the word of
God.

You will discover that our fore parents
were at peace in the garden of Eden, and

they were not willing to live iu that State;
but must enjoin something upon them-
selves, that God had forbid, and thereby
fell into severe bondage. The Baptist
church some thirty or forty years ago was
in peace, but where are they now? they
are in the enjoyment of their liberty, as

they term it
,

but have brought themselves
into bondage. Behold the distress, the
heart-rending among brethren.

I would close by exhorting my fence
brethren in general to do as I have done,
that is, make your decision and let that de-
cision be according to your sentiments. I

can say by experience, that you will en-

joy yourselves much belter than tot'emain
undecided. A middle ground cannot be

maintained where the division is going on.

I will state for the satisfaction of my breth-
ren, that we have four Primitive churches
in this county. Truly the harvest is great
and the laborers are few. I wish my Pri-
mitive preaching brethren to visit us and

preach lor us as often as they can. I am
the only Primitive preacher, that resides
in this county, so far as 1 know, and feel
mypelf one of the least of all. If you think
proper you can give these lines a place m

your paper.

Good morning, brethren Editors: I hope I

find you and all the Israel of God in good health

this morning', and standing in the way, endeavor-

ing to look and see, and enquiring for the old

paths, that you may walk therein and find rest to

your souls.

CIRCULAR LETTER,
The Primitive Baptist */lssociaiion to

the Religions fFor Id, as well as to the

Cliurches they represent^ send Greet-
ing'.
Inasmuch as the above named newly

constituted Association has ordered that

her first letter shall show the cause of her
constituting in so feeble a state, as the

minutes will show, have undertaken tlie
painful, though obedient task. The rea-

son why painful, is because the duty we
owe to God, our fellow men, and to our-
selves, constrains us to say the truth,
which when told, we expect will cause

great excitement in the world; for we are

compelled by the word of Qod, as well as

by our own feelings to protest against a

people that not only call themselves Bap-
tists, but profess to be the followers of
Christ; and knowing what the world will
say when the professors of religion get into
war; Aha, for ^ would we have it

,

for now
they will destroy each other. No doubt
but what the enemy of souls designs it for
that very purpose, for in all ages of the
world there has been false doctrines; and

this no doubt, was what our Lord meant
when he said to his disciples, "That he
had not come to send peace on the Earth,
but rather division;" he knew that there
would be doctrines started up in his name
that would be contrary to His kingdom,
and that he intended to suffer a man's foes
to be they of his own household, in order
to prove his people's love to truth as he is

the truth.
Now we do not claim the credit that we

are on the Lord's side because we say we
are, neither can w^e admit that others ar«
because they say so.

Now to the law and to the testimony:
and first we would observe that we object
to principles; and not to men on the ac-
count of principles. Now we object to the
doctrine of the General Atonement; and
that because it is contrary to the word of
God; and also inconsistent with his nature.

Now Atonement, theologically, signifiei

a satisfaction for sin; the original, it is a

covering; now we will cite you to the
Psalms xxxii, 1

, "Blessed is he whose trans-
gression is forgiven, whose sin is covered."
Likewise Psalms Ixxxv, 2

, "Thou hast
forgiven the iniquity of thy people, thou
hast covered all their sin. Likewise Rom.
iv, 7

,

saying "Blessed are they whose ini-
quities are forgiven, and whose sins are
covered." Now you see that forgiveness
and covering are synonymous, and cover^

ing and atonement synonymous. Now
you see that a general attonement is a gen-
eral forgiveness, now you see there is no
one but the wilfully ignorant but what will
see the fallacy of such an idea, and notwith-
standing you nurse it ever so much in your
arms, yet it will die in your laps; so we irjay
boldly affirm that not only this but all un-
scriptural doctrines, togt-ther with all such

practices, for no man nor set of men, has

any right to affirm any thing either for
doctrine or to be patronised that our Loi:d
has commanded. And we see very clear-

ly that the Primitive Baptists would not,
but would alwaws stop when and where
their Lord's commandment stopped; but we
are very tenacious to leave none of them
unperformed. But we find that the self-
righteous have always been bent on leaving
his command, and inventing some of their
own.

It will be too tedious to cite you to all

; the acts of this kind that have taken place

' since the world began, a few will suffice,

i Now Saul, the king of Israel, when he was

sent to destroy Anidec, thought it would
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be much better to spare Agng, and the best

of the sheep and oxen to sacrifice to the

Lord; not considering (if he knew) that

obedience was better than sncrifice. Now
Saul would have made Samuel believe, if
he could, that he had obeyed the voice of
the Lord, and did not stagger to affirm

tlint he had; and no doubt but wliot if Sam-

Viel had known no more of God than Saul

did, but what lie would have believed that

God would be better pleased at his proceed-

ing=?, than if he had done jqst as he was

commanded. But God had tauglit Samuel

to know that the strength of Israel was not

a man, that he should repent, and if Saul

Jiad been taught in the ^^amQ school he

would have known i^
t

as well as Samuel.

Perhaps you will say, did not God yive
^aul another heart? Answer; if he did, he

did not give liim the heart of a Christian;
for if lie had, Saul would have known that

obedience was better than sacrifice; but he

only gave him a kingly heart, and left him
W'ithout saving grace, and as such, was left

to the government of a wicked spirit.
Now the case of Uzza, is another striking
circumstance of God's cursing of men for
doing that that they were not commanded.

And did not the Ivord say by the mouth

of the pro})het, "Who has required such

and such things of you, have I?" now it is

ceitain that every thing that God has not

commanded he has foi hidden, and whoso-
ever goes beyond the commands of God

is saying, by his so doing, tJiat God has

forgotten to command some things that is

actually necessary in carrying on his work.
Now reflection of this kind is the cause

wherefore we do protf^st against; not mis-

sionary labors, but Missionary, Tract, Sun-
day School, and Temperance Societies.

Now why do we oppose these Societies? not

because we are opposed to the spread of the

Gospel, but because our Lord has not com-

manded any such thing; now in the apostles'

days the Cliurch was all the society that God
commanded to do it

,

l)ut men have said, let

us form societies, and no doubt we shall get

more money than we could get from the

Church. Nov/ look close and see if the

Jove of money is not more inducement than

the love of souls, and see how much ditfer-
enee there is between your efforts and that

of souls. Are you not as wJ! as lie, dic-
tating a plan for God to work by? has not

He promised that the Gospel shall be

preached to all nations? has He forgotten i\?

^re the means that he appointed insuf-

jierit to c^irry it on? is the Ark tottering?

or -can you invent a better plan like Saul?
But perhaps you will say, the Church 43

neglecting her duty; well it rr^ay be so.

Hut has not God got the power to stir her
up to her duty? or w'nat is the matter, the

thing does not work right? When God
sent the Gospel to the Gentiles,, the
Church at Jerusalem called Peter to ac-
count for it

,

and when be expounded it

to them they all held their peace an^.

glorified God for granting repentance untQ
the Gentiles, Now what \vas the reason
that it was so easy settled? Why because
God was in it; now see the confusion that
this subject has made all over the Unitec^

States, and see if the signs of the times doe^

not prove that the Lord is not in it.

x\.gain, are you not afraid that you will be
found working like Sarah, for she got in--
patient in waiting for God to fulftl his pro-
mise; and what did she gain by striving ta
hurry it on?

And now, after all, the confusion that

is brought in by your societies, God prom-
ised Isaac shall be born, and yoi^ may ex-
pect to hear in effect, "cast out the bond
womari with her son, for the so.n o( Ih^
bond woman shall uQt be heir with my
son."

If God has,

do, if you please, cite us to that place.
Now is not this the cause (or one great

cause) of so many false preachers in the

world. You can learn men and make schol-
ars of them, but you cannot learn them to
love our Lord Jesus Christ more than mon

ley and fine clothes.

Objection 3d. But we do not take eve-

ry body, but only the pious.
Well, are all the pious called to preach the

gospel; yea, are all of them Christians?

Jf piety consists only in one's being care-

ful to perform his duty to God, then
was not Saul of Tarsusas'piousa man before

his conversion as after? that is to the eye of
man. If you answer yes, then we ask, are

you not men and as liable to be imposed
upon as other men? would it not be better

to do as the Saviour tells us, that is, pray
the Lord of the harvest that he would send
laborers into his harvest, and then all is

ordered it, that as they use their gifts or
talents ihey will continue to grow. Then he

l>old3 them in his right hand, waters them

every moment and makes his words theirs.
Now you will not hear them saying that
the heathen are going to hell for the want of
preachers, or that there is any money
lacking; for inasmuch as souls were not
redeemed by silver nor gold, neither will
God permit that they shall be made free from
the love of sin by it; but inasmuch as the Sa-
viour redeemed them by a sore travel, the

apostles found it so in spreading the glad
tidings of salvation. There was no Mis-
sionary Society for them to run to for mo-
ney to buy a fine horse, together with fine
dressing; no. But when they were not
actually employed in preaching, they were
laboring with their hands that they might
not be chargeable to any, that as they had rer
ceived it freely they would give it as freely,
that they might cut off all mannerof boasting
from those who would make a gain of any
the churches. Now was it so that you could
see other apostles ofour Lord, and let them
come in company with some ofour mod-
ern Baptists, w^ho call themselves the suc-
cessors of the apostles, and bring them to-
gether and compare them, what a dispropor-
tion would appear; the one you w^ould see

going a foot wdth nothingon his feet except

a pair of sandals, while the other you would
see mounted on a fine steed, with fine shoes
or boots on his feet; the one you would
see, no dou])t, with his fishei 's coat on, the
other with the finest broadcloth; the one

you would see, no doubt, with a shirt stain-
ed with blood from severe scourging, the
other with a fine pleated bosom one; the
one with rough hands, all exposed by reas-
on of hard la])our, eitlier pulling the rope

a fishing, or tent making, tlie other v/iih
fair hands covered with gloves. Now^ com-

pare their doctrine and you will find as

great a contrast. The one saying silver and

gold have I none, and at another time thy
money perish with thee; the other saying
three or four thousand dollars more wdll be
of great benefit in the Redeemer's kingdom.
The one saying that this gospel shall be

preached to all nations; the other, that the hea-
then are going to hell for want of preachers.

It is' astonishing that people \vith the
Bible in their hands will impose on them-
selves and others. For when you heap

them proclaiming that the doctrine of El^Cr'
tion and Predestination is too unpopular to

preach, do you not then know that it is

popularity that such are after; and for sueh
assertions if the discipline of the Gospel
w^as properly executed, such would be ex-r

c o m m u n icatc d . B u t su c h a r e e q u a
l

I y c o r rupt
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in discipline as iu doctrine. Was it not
so how woul(i they get along as they
do with things? Now we do not intend
to personate any person in what we
are about to say; but we intend to point

do 3'ou not know that these things are the
ciuse of all the confusion that is going on
all over the United States? yes, you do
know it. Now you surely must have a

great thirst for money; we know your apo-
logy; that is the conversion of the heathen.
But notwithstanding, it is only apoioffy ; for
any people that know God, as you profsss to
do, to pretend any such things; for if you
know any thing of Him, you know' ll^is,

that it is His prerogative to convert the

heathen, or as many of them as he wants
converted. And He holds the means in

No, sirs, it is your unscriptuial institu-

until the la^^t Predest inarian has left you.
And then if you should not get an estab-

lished religion, an open communion will
suit to a fiaction.

And as it regard'^ 3'Oiir being idenlifjed

with Old Fashioned Bapiists, you need not

be alarmed, for ;his was the very reason we

tleclared non-fellowship wiib you. We
were not willing to own your docirlne and

practice, and as to having your principles
determined by us, we are only as free to

judge for ourselves as others are; and the

world knows that you have changed both

in ])rinciples and practice, if your doctrines
and acts be taken for eyidenoe. And as to

maintaining our present position, we were

not taught it by man, but received it by
the revelation of Jesus Christ, and we do

not wish to trust it in the hands of men;

we would rather be kept by the power of
bod, &c.

Iri the conclusion, I pray God to open
your eyes and unstop your ears, and give
you hearts to understand. And may you
no Ioniser stray, but walk in Christ the

good old way, and search the scriptures in-
stead ol history, and you will find at least

your course is opposed to them.

These or similar characters infested the

church at Thessalonica, and to confute

their false doctrine and to confirm the
church, was the cause af and design of the

apostle's epistles. But I shall be asked, if
the elect cannot he deceived, and you are
»o uncharitable, pra); tell us what harm

they could do the church, and wherefore
the necessity of an epistle. ! answer, all

are not Israel thit are of Israel. And we
find in the aposiles' day, a Simon Ma(;ug,
an Ananias and Sapphira, 5:c. finding their
way into the church; and hence, through
such 33 them a door of entrance and easy
access was found. And if they could de-

ceive the aposth s for a time, what may wc
expect now? and if they joined the church
then, when persecution and confiscation of
property awaited the followers of the

Lamb, what are we to expect now? Those
mem hers then as well as now, were and
are entitled to the same rights and privile-
ges in the churcll, that the true believer is;
and this was and i,

s

the cause and way the

mystery of iniquity did then and does
now work. In its working then as well as

now, it produced confusion; and no mar-

vel, my hrethren, that the cburches are

confused and dividinjr. But all things
work together far good to them that love
God, who are the called according to

his purpose, (not deceived yet, thank

God.)
So, after a long ramble we will come clo«

ser to the text and point out the errors

(those false teachers taught.)., The apostle
had spoken to the brethren concerning the

day of judgment, and those false teachers

persuaded the church that the time was

near at hand, and as such it was useless to

provide the necessaries ©-f life. In conse-

quence of vv^hich confusion began to arise in
the church, and the apostle hearing of the
same, writes to them not to be shaken or
troubled, neither by spirit nor by word,
nor by letter as from us, as that the day of
Christ is at hand. By which we see those
false teachers used the words of the apos-
tles, and professed to bottom their saying
upon the Vv'ord of God. But nolwithstand-
ing the apostles liad spoken of the last day,
yet they had never once to'ld them that it

was near at hand; as such they quoted the
v/ord of the Lord, but in quoting they
wrcdtedjj;> but v/resied as it was to those

that were unlearned, (not literally but spi-
rttua?ly,) rt had the semblance of being es-
tablished by th3 word of God.

And, brethren, it is jtist so yet, with all
the Ashdod crew. The apostle therefore
tells them, that day should not conie except
there come a falling away liist, and that
man of sin be revealed, the son of perdi-
tion, who opposeth and exalt eth hin^.self

above all that is called God, or that is wor-
shipped; so that he as God sitteih in the

The aposile then inquires of them

to koow if they did not remember, tiiat
-when he was \<r\\h them he told these

things, and then tells them they knev*'

what withheld, tliat he might be rcveale<l
in his time, (he, the man of sin.)

Thr» brings u3 to the text, and wo shall
take it up by words and sentences, and en-
deavor to g^ivc you such explanations and
illustrations, as we may be able to give.
2nd, we shall compare the present state of
the church with that in which the nvm of
sin was revealing, (or being made mani-

fest.) 3rd, endeavor to apply our compa-
risons and prove^ that as the same c^usC

produced its effect then, even so the same

cause will produce the ?ame efftet now.
4th, show that the elect of God, viz: the

true cliurch, in obedience to the command
and in the observance of the admonition of
their divine master, withdrew when the
man of sin was revealing*, and offer these
as an apology for what the Primitive or
Old School iiaptists have done and are do-

ing. Slh, make some general remarks aj

regards church and slate.
We now come to the first proposition.

The apostle says: For the mystery of ini-
quity. By which v/e understand that the

mystery spoken of was related to iniquity,
as springing from, a son of, servant of, &Cv

We shall therefore take up the term iniqui-
ty first. By this term we understand in-

justide, wickedness; and b
y the term mys-

tery, we are to understand, 1st, something
past human understanding, ineomprehensi-
bie, past finding out; 2ndly, doctrine.
Now Jesus Christ is the sum and substance'

of the gospel, and the gospel is a revelation
of Jesus Ciirist in all his saving benefjls.

Hence the apostle when contemplating the

incarnate God, cries out and says: Great is

the mystery of godliness, God manifest m
the flesh, seen of angels, preached amongst
the Gentiles, believed on in the world, re-
ceived into glory.., Now as the gospel

^
s e;illed the gospel of Jesus Christ ;he Son
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idf Gof^, we nntl it springs iVom and is re-

lated to him; and as he is mysterious, so is

the doctrine of ihe fiospol. And from an-

cient history we find, that even the iieatiisn
priests pretended to have thfjir mystery (or
doctrine.) The term let, is to be explain-
t'd in tvvo Senses, diametrically opposite to

each other, viz: tst, to permit; 2nd, to

liinder. As for example says tlie word:

wicked doctrine, from revealing the man

iof sin, or pope of Rome; 2ndly, how he

hindered.
i'o the first pt'dposiiion we say, it Was

the paf;an power; (by tlie leim pagan, we

liader stand hcatheti,) in contradistinciion
I'rom the Jews, and especially the believers
in our l^ord Jesus Christ. For at the time

the apostle wrote ihis, the time was fast ap-

proachingwhen the scepire should entire-

ly depart from Judea. For notwithstand-

ing the Jews had for years been tributary
to the Roman goverjiment, yet their kings
were of their ovvn nation, namely, Herod,
Archclaus, &c. were the descendants of Ju-
dea. But Christ having made his appear-
ance in fulfihnent of prophecy, and the

Jews having rejected and put him to death,

the cup of lh«eir iniquity being now full,
and they about to receive ti'.c judgments

predicted by the Saviour in their final over-
throw as a nation, (and what they said let

borne,) when they said, let his blood be up-
on us and our children. The time was

now close at hand, when the temple and

Jerusalem would be demolished, and razed

to the ground, when of course the prophe-
cies and law of God would be no longer
i-ead. And the Jews in general being

as much opposed to flie Christian religion
as the pagan or Roman government, wliich
was 3000 miles long by 2000 broad, con-

tained 1,600,000 square miles, and 120,-
000,000 souls. Thus we see a host array-
ed open handed against the leligion and

church of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Now, my brethren, it is a fact that the

inhabitants of the pagan or Roman empire

Iiad progressed as far in literataire, pihiloso-
phy, and all the arts and sciences, as any
people upon earth; and yet they as a nation

rejected the Redeemer, fcet asido hia doc-
trine and persecuted his followers. A plain
evidence of the truth of the scriptures,
when it is said, tlie world by wisdom
knew not God. And again: I thank thee,

0 Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that
thou h;is! hid the.^e thJnif;3 from the wise
and prudeut, and hast revealed them untd
babes. So down go?s the idea w.i;h a

mighty smash, th;it 'a man must be a learn-
ed man before h.e can communicate the vvel-

c jme news of g.).spel grace. But if ydii
will pardon this digression, I will return.

We discover tliis wicked doctrine wad

already working, and the only thing that

prevented its bi-inging forth the man of sin
was, the pagan power. But we shall be
asked if the pagan power persecuted tl^e
cliurch, how did it hinder tlse revealing of
the man of sin.'* Th.is bi'ings Us to the
2nd proposition. \V& answer, by persecu-
tion. And thus the scripture is fulfilled
where it says: Surely the wrath of man
shall pr.iise thee, and the remainder of the
wrath thou wilt rei>train. For instead of
receiving of the believers and honoring
tlie ministers, and giving large salaries, etc.

they whipped then), cast them inloprisonj
confiscating their property, and putting
both ministers and members, male f+nd fe-
male, to death: by hanging, drowning;
burning, sawing, pulling, belicading, roast-

ing in iron ch-.irs, on gridirons. Tlius fa-
thers were torn h'om children, and wives
from husbands, and husbands from wives^
and cast into prison, then tried and con-
demned and thrown to the wild beasts at
the amphitheatre as a scene of sport for
the enraged pagans. But glory and honor
to Israel's God, Jesus was with, them o$ he
was with old Daniel and the three licbrevv
children; and even fem«aies, pooi* mothers,

who had lefi infants behind, while the wild
beasts were tearing them, would praise
God that they were accounted worthy to

suficr for his name's sake; 5iid exhort one
another to bear it with patience a little
while, and the rest of their brethren pre-
sent to live for God and never deny their
Saviour, until the feiocious animals had

torn dowm their mud-wall cottage, and re-
leased their immortal spirits, fluttering,
flying to the throne of God, there to praise
him for ever and ever.

Oh, brethren, this was no time for de-

' signing and wicked men to get into thQ
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fhurch and corrupt if

,

as they did after-

wards and under different circumstances.

And thus he who hindered continued to

hinder, tilJ he was taken out of the way,
viz: the pag^n governn^ent conquered by

Constantine the great, Constantine hav-

ing professed the Cliristian reh'gion, and

no doubt looking back as it were at the sea

of Wood the church had left behind, (no
doubt from good motives, bat great Lord

q{ Christ; 2nd, by saying he held th-e keys
of heaven; 3rd, by professing to have

power to forgive sin?, present, past, and to

come, and tliis he would do for mone}^
enough; 4th, by praying out of purgatory,
and this he wbuld profess to do for money

enough. S<yyou see this doctrine of unjust
wickedness worked out the man of sin
with a mon«y religion, and the result was,

personal aggrandizement. And filthy lu-
cre was the controling principle of the cler-
gy, while spleen and revenge rankled in
their breasts, and by the arm of civil and

religious pov/er poured their vindictive
vengeance upon all that dissented from

ihem, until the pa^an scenes were acted

ovef again. Yea, when we look at the

conduct of the Inq.uisition of Rome, when
we turn to France, to Belgium, to Svvit-

zerland,, and in a word, to all Europe, and
and especially when we turn our attention
to the valleys of Piedmont, our very soul

sLckcns at the remembrance. But yet, glo-
ry to God, he preserved the chu-rch and re-
served to himself a people that would not
hfow the kncG; save to God alone.

Hnving drawn a very faint picture odhe
rise and progress of the man of sin, we
now proceed to notice the present state ef
things, and compare thern with the past,
according tO' tfe 3rd proposition. And in
doing this we wish it distinctly imdcrstood,-
that we do not call in question the motives
of many engaged in those thiIr^,s;-but we
think they are calculated in fheir n;\ture to-

prodace an awful end, in corrupting tiie
church, and tending to sap the fanndation
of our blessed government. We therefore"

slavery first in the States, and finding they
could not succeed, then in the District of
CokVmbia', as an entering wedge? why are
our State Legislatures called on by reli-
gious bodies to incorporate religious sc mr-

, narics, by which they are known in \s.W
and can and are transacting a large money-
ed capital, and at the head of all, or nearly
all, we see a clergym.an recei^•ing a laige
salaiy? If naj-, why do we see churches-

calling upon the Legislature to incorporate
them? why call upon the Legislature lo in-
corporate manual labor schools, at the head
of which we see the clergyman with a large
salary ! And why was there a lull introduced
in our last Legislature, to give all the un-
granted lands in the section of the State latc=

ly drav/n for by lot, to the Mercer Institute,.-
the Oglethorpe University, and the Emory
College, thus combining the influence of Bap-
tists, Presbyterians, and Methodisis, & set
their friends to log-rolling in the Legi^fa-
ture, for the purpose of taking the people's
property by law, & give it to the religious-
denominations? why did Congress put their

hand int4D the peoples treasury, and give
their money to the Columbian College? If
such thing.=5 as these are not tending the

'l^same course that the aSiiirs of church and
state did, v/hen the mystery of iniquity
was ^vorking out the man of sin, then we
are entirely deceived.

ment, prison, ropes, gibbets, racks, and in a

word, devastation and death — why, O why
s'and with your arms folded and say, I

hope it will not be the case again? We arc

free, and have our constitution, and so
were the Romans once; but tlirough de-

signing politicians and intriguing priests,
the constitution was trampled under foot,
and the people made to clank their chains ia
bondage and none to help.

For notwithstand-

ing they lived in different countries and

spoke differenJt languages, yet they all con-
tended against the corruptions of the

church of Rome, calling her the whore of

Babylon, and the pope the beast.

Now, dear friends, were these people

justifiable in declaring non-fellowship?
Were they the true church of Jesus Christ,?
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If yea, we aslv, is tiierc no similai-ity be-

tween till? present slate of things, and ihosc

xvhei the mjs^ry of iniquity was work-
ing out tk^ man of sin?

Dfar Bkettiken: 1 now take up my

pen, in order to inform you of the move-
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ments of Moriah church, as well as to le^

you know that there are a few names that
have not defiled their garments with the
new schemes of ihe day.

I will begin wiih the meeting of May,
1838, v/hich was holden on Saturday be-
fore the first Sabbath in May; the day on
which the volunteers of this county left for
the Cherokee nation. On this day, as i.

s

usually the ca^e, great numbers were as-
sembled at the place from which the vol-
unteers were to march, for the purpose of
taking lenve of those their friends who had
volunteered in their country's service.
The missionaries finding that they had a

majority then assemliled, seized this op-
portunity to go into the clioice of a preach-
er. On counting out the votes,- the mis-
sionary preacher had 27, »nd the '*0!d
School" preacher- 9. This is as 1 have
been creditably informed, not being pres-
ent on this day.

At our meeting in June, I moved to
reconsider the proceeding<5 of the meeting
of May. The motion being carried, the
church agreed to go into a clmice of preach-
ers at our next meeting in July. The
time arriving, we accordingly went into a

choice of preachers. The votes being
counted out, each had an equal number.
Ag neither preacher was chosen, the church
appointed Monday after the first Sabbath

in August to go into a choice again. On
the appointed day we met, but previous to

going into the choice, I offered the follow-
ing resolution: —

Resolved, That we will no more rep-
resent ourselves by letters nor bv dele^ate9

■ in the Sarcpta Association, for the follow-
ing reasons, viz: becnu.se she is a constitu-
ent member of the Baptist State Conven-
tion, (of Georgia,) which we think exis's
witliout any scriptural authority. This
re'^olution not to be r.o construefi, as to

prohibit any member from the privilege of
administering to the necessities of the poor
sainta.''

On this motion an animated debnte
arose. After much discussion, one of the
New School proposed to make it the divi-
ding question, and requested me to accept

it as an amendment to the resolution 1 had

offered: wliich I told him I would not (:o.

Some of the Old School said, they were
v.dlling to make it the dividing question,

I provided they could have equal privilege.*?

I of the house and books; upon which one

I

of the New School said, it should not be

I

— that if there whcie but three, they
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would have the lioiiFft and books exclusive-
ly. A member ofthe New School asked,
what Was to be done with the blacks, and

the absent members? lie \vas answered

]jy one of the other School, they should

heat hberty to take which side tliey chose,

and that he hoped they would look upon

this as tbeir rijrbt. These were merely, i'l-

dividual pro[)Ositions, tlicre beino; no mo-

tion on the subject of divisio^i before the

church.
The vote of the church was taken on my

resoution, which was lost. It is apparent
from the face of my resolution, ihjitthe

word wilUdraw or division was not me^n-

lioned. Suppose the resoiulion had pis-
sed, would the church have considered it-
self divided, or any of its mambers witli-
drawn? I say not. No man in the prop-
er exercise of his rc<afSon could say other-
wise.

At the September meoling, I moved to

reconsider the proceeding of tho August
meeting, l^i© jVIodorator told me to take

my scat, that I teas out of order. I re-

quested of him to know on vrhat grounds
those who differed from him stood? He
then declared the church divided —declar-

ed that "all who-sa sentiments diO'errd

from bis, out of the church," We being
flisfi anchi^cd of the liberties and privilege;-,
ofthe ohurch, diew up a constilution for
the government of the church, as nem'iy

assimilated to the old one as vvc could, be-

ing determined to maint.?in the ado^tbc

doctrine and disrip'inc.
After these liiinsz;s vve bad a simrt spnr'c

of pence. In this spare some ofthe Old
School sisters that wtro snund in faith

aind practice, being ab'^ent at the pretended
division, c:mie and joined us. This the

New School could not brook, for they saw

lhat if the members wcr.^ left free to exer-

cise their natural as well as constitutional
lights, the gain of their great goddess Dirma
jTiust fall. They, like the unjust steward,

were resolved what to do. 'i'o the Associa-
tion they go about the matter. They laid be-

fore thp Association a query: What shall

he done in this our present situation?

The AssQc'iJition advised them to treat us

as withdrawn members, when in truth

there were no such members in tlic

fhurch. Thev then appointed a commit-
tlie to cilp all the sisters tliat had joined us

s.ncr the pretended division, to come for-
ward and make their excuses. Souic of
them met on the day appointed, others l e-

fused to meet. Their names being called

and the sisters present answering. thi5

Moderator rose, as if he posses>ed th«
voice of an angel or the tongue of^a saint,
anti announced that they were in full ftd-
iowship with them, and that they were
willing to give them letters as such. A»
it regard.^ those who did not come for-
ward, they vverq aftervyardg excluded.

Is it true? Are they sincere? If they
are, in the name of God by wha? authorifv
were those members exclndcd, without
'>a^^ing the least charge hro'l against them?
Is it not strange, in one bre.ith to hear them
declare the sisters in ftdl iellowship, anfl
in the next toexcomnnmicate them, censure
ihem, &c. ? I'y which they pretend tA
cut them off from all tha privileges of the
fhurch, vrhen in fact they never had ron-
^^idered themselves members of the New.
School, but ofthe Old School, orthodox ]v\
faith and practice. And here I vvill re-
mark, without fear of contradiction, that
they maintain as good and unblemishc*!
characters as an)' members in the church.
Yet their names must he cast out as evil,

; not for crimes that they have done, but

And here this is well illustrated by the
following Hgure: place two lines within

rallel; and to prove thefn otherwise would
require the greatest possible care in mea-

suring, yet ihey are* not parallel. Now
the result islhis, to follow the two lines as

stated, the space between them will finally
become so wide, iiS for us easily to deter-

mine that the lines are not parallel.
Such I consider has been the case with

the Baptist denomination. The departure
in the outset was not sufficient to disturb
the peace of the churches. And the poli-
cy in this case is apparent from the fact,

that a different course would have been de-

lected in the commencement, and would
not have subserved the purposes contem-

plated. And it is aNo obvious, that by
this course principles entirely prejudicial
to orthodoxy may be introduced, and their
baneful effects realized. And in the pro-
gi css of these principles you will hear the

deacon or lay member say, such a preacher
ad\'anccs such doctrine as I do not like so

well; but I cannot find any particular fault

to it
, bat there are other preachers' doc-

trine that I not only cannot find fault to,

but I love it
,

and my heart bears witness
to the truth of it. And such is the prog-

ress of this doctrine, that the scriptures are

perverted. And tell the advocates of this
doctrine they have departed from original
principles, they will say they are w^hat

they always were; and challenge the ob-

jector to show a single instance in which

they have departed from the leading prin-
ciples of the denomination. And the same

preacher who claims to himself so much or

thodox^^, will get up in conference and

avow that he may be bothered on the doc-,

trine of election, or will say publicly it is,

not expedient to preach such doctrine.
But I think it unrighteous to subscribe to

one doctrine and preach another, and,

thereby deceive the world of mankind; for ,

oil persons of dispassionate conclusions

wish when they join a Church to know its^

principles, and faithfulness becomes the

house of God. I

And as was remarked to me a number of

years ago, about the time Mr, Cyrus
White wrote his general atonement views,

(which the most of the Baptist denomina-|
tion are acquainted with,) that I would see

that that principle would finally prevail.
And I find tliat prediction pretty correct,
crat least so much so in this country, tliat

a numbar of the New School Baptists are

willing to iiiakc valid the adminisiraiion of
Mr. White aud liis coadjutors, or at least ^

to receive those who have been Ixvptised
by them, since they were withdrawn from
by the denomination as regular church
members, without being re-baptized.

And here, as 1 know there are many
precious brethren and sisters, who are lin-
gering in relation to the declaration of non-

fellowship by the Primitive Baptists, I

will ask you, will you prefer to live with
(hose who hold such members in commu-
nion, and with whom you have to com-
mune if you commune at all, and who a^so

have declared non-fellowship, or disclaim
all connection with and hold in disorder
all such as oppose the men invented socie-
ties of the present day,- with all their here-
sy and confusion.'* or, will you leturn and
live with those who conlend for original
principles, and adopt the language of Ruth
to Naomi, ("whither thou goest I will go,
and where thou lodgest I will lodge; thy
people shall be my people, and thy God
my God?") And here, brethren, permit
me to remark, 1 would to God this lan-
guage could be adopted b

y every deaf
child of God.

In additian ta the above stated causes^
some of the 'Associations have formed
themselves into bodies to promote the ob-
jects contemplaled by the societies of the

day, or say they will suppoit them. And
those very persons will say, onlj- let us
have the liberty of conscience, we do not
wish to trammel you with the societies, we
are willing to live and let live; and at the
sanve time will disclaim all connection and

fellowship for the Primitive Baptists, and

charge them with illiberality and anti-re-*
publican principles, because they say they
will not suppoit them. Now, brethren^
where is a greater evidence of inconsisten-
cy than is here shown by the Nevy

Sshool Baptists, or the advocates of the
societies of the day?

But to return. If there is no fellowship^
which there is not, and has been so expres-
sed by both parlies, I ask in the name of
every thing that is sacred, why should we

try longer lo live together? Would it not
be infinitely better lo be apait— for how
can two walk together except they be a-

greed —and thereby avoid endless strife
and confusion, which will always prevail
whrere a church is made up of discordant
materials? I once was in favor of remain-

ing together, and advocated that course till

1 began to examine more particularly the

causes leading to a division^ since whieh
time it ha.s been as clear to nie as the noon-
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day sun, tliat a separation is a righteou.s
act, and oiighl to !)e advocatefi by every
true lover of the cause of God. For in-
stance, cliurches in an unrlivided stale hold-

ing members of different views, will meet

in conference and the two parlies will ar-

fay themselves against each olher, and fre-

quently^ remain in strife, prejudice, and

hitternessj till almost night, and finally
dismi^^ in the very worst slate- of feeling;-
and all are disgusted, both saint and sin-
ner, and those who know not God say
there is no reality in religion, and thus the
cause of God bleeds under the enoi mity
of such things, as never should have been

linown in churches.

What then do we want to live together
for? Is it to promote these things? Hut,
says the scripture, let^ your light so shine

before men, that they seeing your good
works shall be constrained to acknowledge
that you ore the disciples of Jesus: And
behold how good and how pleasant it is
for brethren to dwell together in unity.

Now, brethren, all bodies politic or reli-
gious associate upon fixed principles, and
feuch as all persons interested agree upon,
and all persons who may afterwards he-
come connected with such bodies, the cir-
cumstance of becoming thus connc-cted

proves an entire willingness to live under
and be governed by such principles and
«uch form of government as may have
been previously agreed upon. And with-
out such agreicnient such bodies never
would have existed, consequently a depar-
ture from or a breach of any one of these
established principles, is a violation of a sa-
cred trust. This beirijj; done, has not the

party who has kept with fidelity the fun-
damental principles, a right of remon-
strance? You will admit he has. Well,
suppose such remon'^traQce is treated with
indifference, and the most sacred princi-
ples upon earth violated with impunit}^
from time to time, is it not better to dis-
solve all connection which in righteous-
ness ought to be done, tlianto be constant-

ly molested by the consequences arising
from a want of fidelity on the part of those
who are thus trampling under foot thoBe
sacred principles which they have pledged
themselves to maintain. And to those
who think the Primitive Hapti!?ts have
been harsh or premature in disclaiming far-
ther connection with the New School Bap-
tists, you cannot show the first principle in
church government, nor in the word of

God^ to jus'.ify their coursej or if you can,

we will thank you to point it
-

out to us^
and we will let the disgrace uf unfaithful-
ness re?t upon us.
• And further, yoii know that such men.

avov/ing such princij)les as many do in the

present day, never w-ould have been ad-

mitted to church membership and church
privileges. And now if these principles
were concealed by them when they were
admitted, or if they have espoused them
since, it is no worse to dissolve the bonds
which were created by the first connection,

'than it would have been not to haveform-
jed it; w^hich would have been the case,
had such principles then been as now are
avowed by them. 15at in this do we say
to them, they are not changed from nature
to grace; we leave that matter to be deter-
mined by the word of God — by their fruit
skall you know them. Or, do we by this
course, which is only unfettering us from
the trammels w^hich men have put on us,
circumscribe theif privileges? God for-
bid. The only inducement we have is

,

to

obey the command of God, in becoming
disconnected from these things, and to en-
joy our freedom; for the scripture says:
"If the Son shall make you free, you shall
be free indeed.''

1 Now there are many of the New School

j Baptists that accuse us of being anti-repub-
:lican in our principles, to whom Ave will

! appeal for their owa decision, as the senp-
Iture says: "Our rock is better then their
rock, our enemies themselves being judg-

i es." We have nothing to conceal, nor nei-
ther have we the first principle to renounce

I

from first to last. And if we cannot sus-
jtain our position, brethren, let us in the
honesty and integrity of our hearts make
concession for our course and retrace our
footsteps; but until our principles can be
overthrown, or scripture pointed out to
confound us, let us as one unbroken pha-
lanx go forward against th,e mighty, and
with integrity and infiexibiiity of purpose
maintain the principles (our religious pri-

Ivileges) v/hich are more sacred to the
Christian than his own existence.

But 1 made the appeal to our enemies
,to establi.^h the propriety of oui- course.
iNowyou know that it ever has been one
fixed principle with the Baptist denomina-

ition not to commune with any other deno-
jminatioii; and such an ofience would have

I been punished with excommunication, if
persisted in. And why is it? because

lyou consider yourselves more righteous or
(holy than they? No. But I will ^ive you
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the causes — first, it is contrary to an estab-

lished principle with you as a denomina-
tion; secondly, because you subscribe to

Buch doctrines as they will not; and third-
ly, because you believe in the administra-
tion of the ordinances of the gospel in a

diUbrent way from then]. But by this do

you circumscribe their prfvileges? Not at

all. And the point turns on tiiis ground,
though thoy call you illiberal; and thoy
no doubt think they have a rigr.t to do so,

for they invite you to commune with
them, notwithstanding you refuse, and will
not invite them to commune you. Now
is not this extremely illiberal, and is it not
even anll-repubUcanism in the highest de-

gree? You will answer me, no.. And still
you will labor 'with them, and ask them to

labor with you, and never ask them to

bor with you at the Lord's table. Why?
they believe that an application of water in

any way in the name of the holy trinity is

valid baptism, while you believe that im-
mer.sion is the only true mode. And this
is only an honest diifcrence of opinion,
says the complaining party$ then why
should you be so illiberal, when we only
claim the liberty of cojiscience to think and

set for ourselves.
Now here is the difference between the

Primitive and the New School Baptists, as

has been shown above: In the first place,
they differ materially in the fundamental

points of doctrine; secondly, they differ in
practice. The Primitive Baptists believe,
in reference to ministerial duties as ex-

pressed by the apostle Paul, that wo is m'o

if I preach not the gospel; and while
they believe and contend that the gospel of
Christ is the greatest blessing on the woi'ld,
and should be sustained by the church, and

it is their prayer to God that it might run

and be blessed to the human family, and

accomplish whereunto it is sent; yet they
are opposed to men preaching for salaries,
or leaving one church because it cannot

give one hundred dollars, and go to ano-

ther because it Can give one thousand and

contract to that effect, thereby making
merchandize of the gospel.

Also the Primitive Baptists believe, that
if a person is regenerated and born of the

spirit of God, and his love shed abroad in
his heart, that he is a fit subject for life
rhurch of Christ; and that it would be a

reflection on the cause of God, after having
thus joined the church, to become a mem-

ber of any nian-invcnted society; and if
the love of God shed abroad in his heart

will not restrain him from intempefa*^
habits, that joining ail the societies of the
world will not; and that it is a species of
disorder for any church member to join
any such, society. And the N<:^w School
Baptists believe th;it church mensbers may
commingle with the wi)rid in such socie-
ties at pleasure, consequently from these as

well as other circiim stances, we believe it
would be a violation to commune w^ith

them, as much as to commune with any
other dcnomina'ion. And further, 1 con-
sider that there would be as much proprie-
ty in communing vvirh an orthotlox Pres-
byterian and Me'hodijit, as wish a hetero-
dox Baptist; although I contend strenuous-

ly for the mode of Baptism by imuiersion,
and believe it to be the only scriptural
mode and of divine origin. And if we
use the argument in favor of communion
because of immersion, without other neces-

sary qualifications, such as regeneration
and orihodox A'ievvs, &:c. we mu^t admii to
the table cf the Lord, Camphellites; for
they are tha greatest sticklers for baptisui
in the world.

I now appeal tq the advocates cf 1he-new

plans of the day and the opposers of a final

separation, as well as to an impartial com-
munity, to decide if the foregoing are not

parallel cases; and if there is any more iiii-
berality or anti-republicanism in our de-
claring non-fe'dowship with the New
School Baptists, if communion is predica-'
ted on fellowship, than there is m ihenr
and us refusing to commune w^ith other de-'

nominations, among whom there are very
many persons whose lives are patterns of
piety, and whose acts of uprightness are
well worthy of imitation; and yet 1 cannot
commune with them, nor hold them in-

church fellowship, yet I may have Chris-
tian fellowship for them. But by this do
I undervalue their piety or worth? God
forbid.

The length of my communication ad-
monishes me to come to a close, which I
will do with the following remarks: Breth-
ren, in the honesty and integrity of m}^
heart I do believe it would be belter for
each party to go to their ow^n company (for
there is no longer a middle ground,) and

let our strifes and diiFicullies cease. And
to you, my Primitive brethren, permit me

to appeal. J)o not indulge in hard sajnDgs,
do not excite prejudice, for when it be-

comes seated it renders the heart inacccs-i-
ble; moreover, brethren, soft words turn-
eth away anger, &:c.
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Here, brethren, permit me to introduce
» figure which I hope may be of advantage.
It is said that Hannibal, the Carthagenian

pression. I am sometimes led to the con-
clusion, ti'iat I have been as badly treated

by some of that portion of Baptists that

differ with me in opinion, as any man on
earih. And in thinking over these things
I ask mys^^lf ihe question, can such anger
dwell in heavenly minds? And the an-
swer is involuntary, no, it cannot. But I
am not disposed to complain, for I might
say fef them as Job did of certain persons
of old, indeed they are poor comforters—
and persecution is the inheritance of the

people of God.
May God pour out his spirit upon his

people, and may signs follow giving evi-
dence that they are his people, uniii they
will not present to the world an appear-
ance that will be unseemly and repulsive,
but beautiful as Tyrza and comely as Jeru-
salem in ail tiicir pristine g;lory.

up eaHy on the morrow, and offered burnt
offerings, and brought peace offering?: and
the people sat down to eat and to drink, and
rose up to play. And when Moses came
down from the mount, he found the people
dancing round the calf which Aaron had
made. Then it came to pr^.ss that Moses,
the servant of God, stood in the 'gate of the

camp, and cried and said, Who is on th.e

Lord's side? let him come unto me. And
all the sons of Levi gathered themselvea

together and came out unto him. And
iVIcses commanded them to take every
man his sword and go in and out through
the camp, and slay his brother.

JSow, brethren Editors, without com-
menting, making further researche?, or

digging any deeper into a-ntiqnity, I will

in my blundering way of w;riting try to

And let me remark
to you, that those would-be craftsmen must

of necessity first go to school, and study
the craft or art of calf making under some

Tj'rannus, until considered proficient in

the craft, and can handle graving tools

with some little •dextcrii}'; then to work
the}' go, and with a little practice scon be-

come cunning artificers in th.e art of caif

making.

I will now give you cases and fact?,

which came under my own observation in
my native State, Georgia. In Monroe, the

respective county wherein I live, in the

beautiful little town Cullodensville, there
the goddess or calf temjierance was fash-

ioned; there her image was set up, and

there society folks are dancing round it.

And the craftsmen, Demctrius-like, are

cr3 ingout. Great is temperance of Cullo*
densville; these be thy gods, 0 Culiodians,
that save us. When this calf or bea^t ^^^3S

first fashioned, for a time he was too weak
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to standi on ills Ie(>;s; tliea in order to set

him on foot, for ho had. no power to set

liiiDSclf up, the craftsmen had recourse

to stratagem. VVith their petitions they

presented thcm'^elves before the Legisla-
tive nuihority of Georgia, (like their old

laihsf satin presented himself before the

Lord in the davs of Job,) and then and

there prayed legislative sanction, asklegis-
Ittive power, incorporate our town Ciil-
lodensviile, fix our by laws, prohibitory
laws, forbidding any person or persons

(save the tavern keepers) from selling spi-

rits within the incorporate limils of Cullo-

(lensville. The Legislature complied with

their request, o;ranted tlie legislative sanc-

tion, fixed their by-laws, made any person

who should sell liqtiors of any kind in the

town of Cullodensvill.c, li:ible to an indict-

ment and subject to a large fine and impi i-

sonmcnl to baot. Thus you see the calf is

I h ive given my maid into the bo-
som, and wlieii sh.e saw ti)at she had oon-
ceived, I was hated in her e3'es. 'i'i-e
Lorii judge betvveen me anci thee." Now,
brethren vvhen wetake a view of all the
acts of Abraham and Sarah, what does it
all amount lo? Why, brethrt-n, we see

that in all their zeal for tlie accompli^ii-
ment of the purposes, or rather promises of
God, their act only produces the "bond
woman's son," the <'Islimaelite. "

she had conceived should 'Mrise a great
nation, that shoidd not be numbered for
multitude."

man;" ungovernai)le, *'his hand against
every man's hand; and every man's hand

Now, bretbi-cn, do you see any thing in

sacred record, th.it gives the faintest sha-
dow of a disturbance in .Abraham's family,
until there were means u^ed to produce an

IshfTiaeiite? No, but as soon as an "Ish-
maelite" was conceived, a dust is direcilv
kicked up in Abraham's family. Just so,
brethren, it is to thds day; as soon as an

*'Ishmaelite" is born in a church, directly
that church has disturbances. You might,
brethren, wish to ask me how the ^'Ish-

maelite," or bond woman's son was produ-
ced in the churci^.? But I shall not an-

swer that question at present, lest some of

you might think me rather vain. Tiie
<"bond woman's son" must be cast out of
the church, as he was out of Abraham's fa-

mily— "for the bond w^oman and her son

shall not be heir with me and my son."
For you know, brethren, that he was to be

a wild man, and dwell in the presence of
his brethren. Now is not tins spiritually
the case. The "Ishmaelites" yet dwell in

the presence of their brethren, (in the

churcii,) from whence come so many sepa-

rations, in Associations and in churches, in
the United States.

When Abraham was about an hundred
years old, the Almighty a!)peared to him,
and renewed his covenant with him, and

instituled the sign of circumcision; which
were the way-rnarks in after times for the

Jewish nation. The time having arrived,
wlien Gotl accordino; to his promise and

glory, thou^iht proper to bring about, or
rather confirm, the promise he ha.d made to
Abraham and his wifeaboui fourteen years
before, that "Sarah shall have a son," all the

natural circumstances of Abraham's age and

S:)rah's barrenness notwithstanding, it must

be accomplished. I suppose, brctiiren,
their faith must have become weakened,
when viewing the means through which it

had to be accomplished, as v/eli as having
been long n\ade, that caused them to use

the means that produced the <d3ond wo-
man's son." But, brethren, you know,
that in all the revelations of God lo men,

, from the earliest record we have, that he

rv, and the covenants, and the giving of the

law, and th-^ service of God, and the pro-
mi ^es; and of when) as concerning the flesh

Christ came. "
Mere, brethren, we see that there was

great cause for the apostle's sorrow of
heart. He had discovered by revelation,
that ail his brethi en according to the flesh

would^,not be S'.ved. But he farther ex-

plains the mailer: "Not as though the word
of God had taken none. For they are not

all Israel, that are called Israel: neither be-

cause they are tiie seed ()f Abraham, are

they all children: but in Isaac shall they
be called — that is, they which are the chil-
dren of the flesh, these are not the children
of God; but ihe children of the promise
are counted for the seed." "For this is

the word of promdse, at this time will I
come, and Sarah shall have a son."

Now, brethren, it was necessary that the

church of Christ should be composed of ihe

elect seed, f.-r no other would
do.^

The

I elect angels would not do, the exertions or

contrivo^nce and ^eal of old Sarah would not
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do, in the produclloii of ihe "bond woman's
son.'' Neither crirnal members, brethren,
but the promises of God siandelh both sure

and stedfast, and must be accomplished:
*»Sarah shall have a son." Beraiise, breth-
ren, each of the if eleot r sembles

*'the children of a linf^," ii is i toy;;! pi ivi-
Ico-o emailed upon ihem. and cmnot d"e-

scend to any other out of that line. Be-
cause the aposiie lells us that "whom he did

foreknow, he did also predestinate to be

conformed to the im.age of his Son, that he

might be the first born among many breth-
ren;" which implies, brelhieii, li.at the

foreknown (or elected) are only j^redesti-
nated; and weie it not for predestination,
the tirst-born would have been but a ihin
assembly; indeed, nothing but blar^ks for
his great adventure and long expectation*

But, brethren, b!cs>ed be the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath
blessed us with all sj)iritual blessings in

heavenly things in Christ, according as he

hath chosen us in him: having predesiina-
ted us to tliC atioption of children. By
brethren, it appears, that God's children
and Christ's brethren are the same persons;
and were so made by eleciion.

Now, brethren, least 1 tire you, I will
close, and subscribe mj'.^ell", yours in the

Our lette r^ wci .^-o po.->iiive,

thai the A?^-'.ci;t'!o!) look notice of tlie dis-

li ' Si t..ese cliurclics were in, concerning
the societies; and after prayer on Saturday
by llio Moderator, 1

. Cidled the roll and ab-

sent delegates struck out; 2. called for the

arrangement of a select committee, which
was received, and committee dischar-ged;

3
, read the rules of decorum by which \vq

lue governed; 4. in answer to a remon-
strance from Big Pigeon, Siae Creek,
Long Creek, and Antioch churches, who

say they have remon^trnted agidnst all the

institutions of the day, viz: We do not
fellowship the societies. State convention,
manumission, temperance societies^ nor ab-

stinence, tract, home mission societies,

nor Sunday School unions; that after con-
siderable labor a difference of opinion ap-

pears to exist in the Association, therefor e,

we as an advisory counsel request the chur-^

! ches that compose this Association, at theii*

i next annual meeting to send up liieir feel-

j ings and wi.-hes rehitive to that matter by

\ their letter and delegates. This was in

, September, 1S3S. Tlie Associa;ion ad-

journed to t le 4. ii Friday in September,
1S39, at Concord meeting liouse. Green
county, about 20 miles from the Warm

Springs.

I is a line drawn, which is to be known at

this Association, who stand on the princi*
pie and faith they were constituted on.

Did J say the line is drawn? Yes, bi-ctii-

ren, Jesus Cr.ri.^t has told what way for
his people to follow him years ago. O

how pi-ecious, anrl glorious a way il is to

the childrxn of God; they do not vvant it

any ottier way.
Dear breihr en, when I get hold of the

Primiiive Baptist pnpcr, 1 cannot be satis-

gives me great joy to see they are contend-
ing for that faiiii which was once deliver*
ed to the sainls.

There was a proposition made to
me some short time after 1 commenced e?:-

ercising a public gift, to prench under the

patronage of the Gcoi'gia Convention, with
the promise annexed of $240 per year. In
a few days there was something of the na-
ture of the doctrine I was to preach propo-
sed; several points spoken of as being dan-

gerous, particularly that good old God-
honoring and soul-saving doctrine of elec-
tion; the man said he believed the doctrine
was true, but dangerous.

So, brethren, whether the devil acts as

above stated or not, there is a set of Bap-
tist preachers in Georgia who do. They
come, they say, as the servants of God;

ledge that salvation is of the Lord, and
that, not by might nor by power, but by
my spirit, saith the Lord of hosts.

I think that the isms arc getting rather
on the back ground, for the reason that the

peopte are tired of giving; and I know if
th«y do quit this, isms must die. How
do y«u know? says one. I answer, I have
ieen it tried.

I ODee visited the Flint River Associa-
tion, I there saw a man with the tear and

sympathy that I spoke of. lie seemed

nearly weighed down with sorrow (orpaoT
Texian sinners, but alas, the Texian sinners
are, and have been ever since dying, and
the man as I am told merchandising in
Fayette county, Georgia. The Book says,
my word shall not return unto me void; but
shall accomplish the thing whereunto I
have sent it—or words to that amount.
But as often as the devil has been beat, he
has lately got up afresh, to try another pro-
ject. If isms will not do, he is about to try
the law; and the instrument that is travel-
lino; fi)r him is making a terrible fuss, and

publishing great success; but so far as I am

arquninled, his publications are like some
of the mighty tales you have heard from
JudsoT) in Burmsh — as false as Luciter.
The mighty tiling is a law to stop the re-
tiiling of spiritous liquors. But he has

commenced wrong end foremost, and if he
is not very cunning, he will show his clo-
ven foot and be beaten. He says, if the
retail business is slopped, the people will
quit getting drunk; wdiich is not the fact,
unless it change the principle of the drun-
kard, which any man must know it will not.
He has began on the least first, and thus
has commenced at the top of the tree to kill
it. For the principle runs thus: stop the

retailer, and of course next the wholesale
dealer; for the retailer could not get it
without the wholesale dealer, neither could
he get it without the maker. So you se&

how the principle runs.

Dear brethren in the Lord: I now
take my pen in hand to redeem my prom-
ise, made under date April 13ih, 1S39. I

have waited til! 1 should discover what the

churches formerly belonging to Chattahoo-
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cti^r River Aissociation woiiLi do. I am

uow ablu to say, tlieir inlention is to be

con>titLitc(l, as I hinted in my former
piece. I led it my duty now to vvriie.

I am a rncmbcr of the Pc.i River Associ-
ation, wliicli corresponds with the Ock-
lockney, and she wilh otlier AssOvda-tions
of the Primitive order. So u e stind con-
nected, d-ar brelhven, by correspondeiic?',
and it is right for vom to kiiovv liie situa-
tion of aiTiirs amons; iis. If tho^e churches
becoaie constituled in the j)res8nt state of
kffairs, between the Pea River and them-
selves, th.ey cannot correspond at home,

and it is right for you abroad to know it,
thiit you m.jy not be imposed upon and

your peace marred. And i want tliis piece
to be printed as spcedi!}' as possible; as As-
sociation times are close at hand and are

even come, it is right for me to give a gen-
eral outline of tiie run of afiu^rs here, which
has caused us to be sepflrate.

All tiie churches lieionging to Ch?tia-
hoochy River Association, and Fea River
Association (oo, ought to and pvobab'y
\vould belong to one Association, if the
wolf had not gotten in among us; but wc
are scattered ail about, and hardly know
bne niiother, except when one happens to
bleat, and that is not as often as it ought to
be; for that has a tendency to collect them,
and every noise v/e hear m those days is
not the bleating of a sheep, very far from it.
Th e C h a11ah 00 c h y R i V e r .\ sso c i at i o n w as n o t

constituted a missionary A^ssociation. After
some years she was troubled by them, and
the old Book the Bible was held out at
them; meanings I suppose, that that Book
challenged tliern. I wisii it was alvvajs
held out at them.

At tlieir lirst appearance in churches and
Associations, I do not know wijat was tiie
cause, but those sneaks .-aw proper to hold
their peace for some time; probal)!}^ itwarj
in order to electioneer ainong the church-
es, and find how many of the unsuspect-
ing they could beguile, and how many al-
ready had crept into the churches that in

reality did belong to their gang. There
were bri liant gospel lights among tlie
churches in those days, tiie ehurches in-
creased in number and strength, ])eace and
brotherly love abounded; but when the
missionary or peace destroyers could stand
it no longer, they set to work — but how?
Let me tell — by ushering into the Associ-
ation a query, the purport of which w'as no
doubt to create division and gain a 'partv, to
the inlcnl that tlioac o])po.>ing the goddess

missions might be put down, an^l the con-
qu(St wouhl be easy. This query waf?

higldv esteemed and greatly reverenced
hv the missionist?!, looked up to no doubt
as a Goliah among or before the Israelites.

1 fur one did not take-this huge being to

be an Israelite, as he n-jither spoke the lan-

guage of Canaan, or had a garment on wo-
ven from the top throughout without
seam. I thought I could see his garment
was composed of didlrent sort!? and colors,
and not without geam: and I understood
him to say Sibbolah, instead of Shibbolah.
I arose and un<ler the frowns of the mis-

j-
i

onaries, aj^sayed to address myself to the

Association and prove that, that stranger
had no business there, and should be voted
out of the house. I plead the liberty of
speech, that I might meet that query at ev-
ery point it required. I further stated, to
do this I necessarily should have to super-
cede the bounds of prescribed limitation by
that body in matters of minor consequence.
But I was not granted the liberty so desira-
ble on that occasion, and right here I was
hurt and bad hurt too; such was wrong and

a shame too.

I began to speak and was interrupted by
the Moclerator, as having departed from
the subject; so I, quietly yielded to the
mandate. M3«|j7 of the brethren appeared
to be mightily hurt at the conduct of t.lie

Association. In fact, almost all did, but
the missionaries. The hou^e was filled
wdth disorder, some mad, some sorry, and

I know not what beside. The matter cea-
sed to be discussed, was put to vote and
carried by a large majority, and the querv
r^^ceived with ail its bearings. X^ight here
the first blow wtiS struck, which destroyed
Cliattahoochy River Associsition. I could
not see any reason why 1 should further
cleave to the Association, since to do so
was attended with the most grievous con-
sequences; not allowing me the liberties of

a criminal at the bar in common courts of
justice, the liberty to speak. Such conduct
looks so much like monarchy or pcperj^^

it was wrong then and a shame, if that was
all.

Of that qncry I will only gay, the
woriis are i\o where to b^j found in holy
wptty -as I have ever seen, though the ex-
pression is used with freedom by very
wortli)-^ ministers of the gospel and scrip-
toral commentators. Yet 1

, James F.
Watson, s:)}', lh:jt ministers, commenta-
tors, and all men sliouhi be careful in hand-

ling the word oi God; and liot add loordi-
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fninish froiii the same; but should recollect
that tlie word already written is a sufficient
rule for faith and practice. And we should

be careful too, in our convStructions on Ihe

scriptures, as we arc already informed of
some who have "wrested them to their
own destruction. Let others take the li-
berty to say what they may^ I for one am

at liberty to say, that what I find written
in the scriptures is so, because it is written
in the scriptures^ and 1 am at no loss for an
evidence; "what 1 do not find written, I
luiow not how to prove it

,
or what by'^ —

unless by constructions, and this gets up
strifes, of which we have been strictly cau-

tioned and forbidden too. We should ne-

ver get *'wise above that which is written,'^
but continue in that which is written.
Then we lack not a witness, but have a

great cloud of them; with them we can
war a good warfare, not without.

I now leave the query with what is said

on it
,

and return to my proper theme. It

•may be remembered, these things took
place in 1832, if my memory serves me

right, under the moderatorship of E. Tal-
bot. The Association closed her session,
but not with peace and quietness; very far
from it. I have stated there were gospel
lights among the churches; those of course
must be put out, as above hinted. The
Association, '"Darius" like, had signed
the decree. Read the history of Daniel,
which furnishes a very complete history of
what I am trying to write, "as matters
have turned out.'' The great men mis-
sionaries have power now —now for using
it. Using it

, did I say? Not to its full
extent. The edict of domineering pov/er
go unjustly obtained, was of too daring a

nature to lay hold of the internal rights of
the churches that composed the minority
in her late session; it will not do just now
— it will do to say, "thus saith the great
king Rabshakcth, let not Hezekiah cause

you to trust in the Lord, that he will deli-
ver you—what anti-mission body has

been able to withstand the missionists,
from Dan to Beersheba. This will answer

to drive all the faint-hearted into a compli-
ance with our views and wishes, and for
the balance, we will take them and either
put out their eyes and destroy them at;

pleasure." |

The matter goes on —presently a "trial !

on doctrinal points takes place in the Pro- ]

vidence church, Henry county, between j

E. Talbot of the niibsionary part, and J

Kimbal the regular (army) or Baptist;'

both ministers and members of one churc??.
Helps are called from different churches,
the matter is discussed, put to vote, Talbot

is routed, Kimb:il keeps the field, gaining
the day by a majority of two votes. {See
church record at Providence church above

named.) The matter being thus decided,
the meeting closes. The church progress-
es onward—she calls for E. Talbot, he re-
fuses her mandate, and is excommunicated
or withdrawn from by the church, some-
time in the summer of 1833.

in October following, the annual session
of Chaitahoochy River Association comes
on. 'i'he church appoints and sends up her
delegation, beoring her letter. Up comes
Talbot in connection with another member,
pretending to be delegated from the same
church, (viz: Providence,) bearing also a

letter as from her, and in that letter repre-
senting the very members (saving a few
whom he sav/ proper to hold forth as ex-
communicates,) that held him on their
church docket an excommunicate. This

is rather worse than any thing 1 recollect
to have noticed in my life, for a man to re-
present himself as a delegate from a church
with whom he knows he does not stand
connected.

I refer any person for the truth of what

is here slated, to the records of said church
which they can examine. So we see here
were two sets of delegates from, or said to
be from, one church. E. Talbot essayed
to go forward to preach the Introductory
Sermon. The church with whom the As-
sociation convened strove to prevent it

,

de-
siring that both sets of delegates should be
refused a seat till the Association was for-
med and prepared to examine the letters
and delegation above named; which was
right for to have been done. This wise
council was accepted by the delegates sent
up by the church, but refused by the other.
Preach E. Talbot must, and would, and
did. Upon this a great confusion took
place, such an one as 1 never wish to see at
an Association or any where else ag{n"n.
Some of the delegates being apprised of E,
Talbot's standing, refused a seat and with-
drew from the proceedings ol the day.

The Association goes on. Talbot is ap-
pointed Moderator. The delegation from
Providence church is rejectetl, and in con-
nection with some of those who refused a

seat, set out for home. Many more things
by way of illustration might be given, bui I

suppose you will think this enough.

1 stated In my other, that J. Kimbal, mv-
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self, and two churches had been slander-

ed. Here you can see for yourself. 1

said an excommunicate for a Moderator.
Look and see if it is so, or not. My
bret'iren, I did not think such matters ought
to go unnoticed. I thought you ought to

know it abroad, that you might take care
of those sneaks in sheep's clotliing; the

hands that managed us by wa}' of slander-

ing us.

And now I return again. The Associ-
ation, if you see proper to call it such, goes
on, but not in harmony. Grievous char-

ges were alleged against J. Kimbal and

myself, charging us with heterodoxy, and
I know not w^hat beside. On those, many
of the delegates refused to act and lay neu-
tral, save that they kept complaining, re-

monstrating, &c. ; but it was of no use. In
fact, it was out of countenance to listen to

any thing that militated against the pre-
concerted object ill view; which was the
destruction of all that would not tamely
yield to be controlled and governed by a

few who were of the missionary clan. So

you see we were published as heterodox.
Now it is right you should know in a

short way the faith we hold and believe,

and if you now recollect what 1 said just
a while ago, about being careful, &c. you
shall know something of it

,

though in a

short way — a word to the wise is enough.
We believe in one only true and living
God, that he was from everlasting and wmII

be to everlasting the same unchangeable be-

ing, of one mind and that none can turn
hiin; that tins God eternally foresaw every
thing that would take place in time, thro'
time, and to eternity again; that God lov-
ed his elect from eternity, that they were

eternally elected, accordingto the foreknow-

ledge of God, being chosen in Jesus Christ
from or before the foundation of the world;
that Jesus Christ was set up from everlast-

ing to be their Saviour, and that he w^as as

a Lamb slain from the foundation of tlie
world, viewed so in the wisdom of God in

his divine contrivance for the salvation of
his elect; and that God so loved the world
that he sent his only begotten Son into it

,

to die for the sins of his people v/hom he

foreordained or appointed according to his
own will to be heirs of eternal glory; and

that all the sufferings of Christ, his death
and resurrection, were foreapj)ointGd him
in the covenant of redemption before

the world was; and that he therefore stood

forth as a complete Saviour of his people,

justice being reconciled to him as an offer-

ing for sin, or an atonement. We believe
that the scriptures of the Old and New Tes-
taments are the word of God, and that Je-
sus Christ has come in the flesh and fulfil-
led the work assigned him of the Father to
do, according to the eternal purpose cf
God; and thai he has lived, died, and risen
for his people, and is their righteousness,
and their life; and that as long as Jesug
lives they will live also, and that he will
by and by come and take all his children
home to himself, that they may" view his
glory and inherit that kingdom prepared
for them before the foundation of the world.
And baptism by imm.ersion is the apostolic
mode, and that any thing aside from this
mode is not baptism at all. So I have giv-
en you some sketch or outline of our be-
lief, and if we are heterodox, why be it so;
we believe it

,

and therefore we speak it
,

and have spoken it.
I return to my proper theme. Yoa

will recollect this w^as in A. D. 1S33.
The Association appoints her next session
to be w^ith the Providence churah, hereto-
fore named in this narrative, and which
E. Talbot pretended to represent. The
Association orders her Minutes printed atjjd

circulated, then adjourns till next annual

meeting. In the meantime E. Talbot
manages to get a new meeting house raised

in the distance of probably a mileoftlie Pro-
vidence church, and called it Providence.
So you see here were two Providence chur-
ches according to appearance. The Associa-
tion comes on, part of the delegates meet at

the Providence church as directed in the

Minutes of the last session, and a part at the

new meetino; house. So here was a mixed
up matter, and no little cavilling between
the parties.

The church claimed the Association, and

was ready to show that she was the churcli
in reality; but every body did not want to

see her dockets, I suspect, or want others to

see them. So it would not do lo go to the
church. The Association was held at the

new meeting house, as I learn; I was not
there but was at the church were a part of
the delegation were met, and were determ-
ined to remain with the church as directed
by the last Minutes. They could stand

such iniposition no longer — sent to the

new meeting house and demanded the As-
sociation Book. It was refused. They then

counselled together what should be done.

You will recollect that the New Hope
and Dependence churches were withdrawn
from in IS33. They withdrew because
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oi the ©orstkjot of R Talbot, in leading the

Association astray, p.\v\ were publishc;d as

heterodox cliiirchesiji their absence; asyou
uill recollect, I said they went home.

These c'lurches were delegated this las!

time. So the two chui cheg united w'lih tiuose

above named, together forming a council,
appointed a union meeting to fake place in

some few mor.ths following; & for the relief
of those slandered churches and niiriisiers,
ihose other churches converied with them

in council, passed some resolutions declaring
their innoceney of the chargesagninst them;

ordered the same printed, pubii.sh.ed at

I,n-ge, inviting minisiering brethren gener-
ally to their next meeting, together ^vith

other things too tedious here to mention.

So you see here was a split. 1 see nny

subject has divided; however, I will be as

short as I can, and attend to botii parts.
To the point. Their union meeting comes
on, the churches meet ag.'iin, deliberate,
and decide to be constituted into a separate
body, i^l^und orthodox and orderly. The
presbytery called for on that occasion.
The Ocklockncy and Columbus As^^ocia-

tions were solicited for nid. By this time'
the council Minutes had found their way
intotiiese associate bodies, and they meas-

urably h;Kl become Jtpprised of the ensbar-
rassment that those churches and ministers
lay under. They consenied to send a

presbytery. The Co!aml)us staling lha

great distance, requested to know of ,the
bearer if those petitionary churches could
n:^t be constituted without their assistance.

i3cing answered they could-, they stated,
be constituted and oiler it, and we w'ill

correspond with you. The Oeklockney
setit up agreeably to request. The chur-
ches met in connection with some moic,
who had united with those heretofore na-
med, ijeing examined by the pre>})yterv,
found orthodox au'l orderly, v/ere consti-
tuted an Associiilion bo.ly and received
the name of Pea River Baptist Association.

So I will leave theni rigid, here, and hunt
up my other part of the subject; in descri-
bing wdiich i cannot be so minute, as 1 was

not among them. They closed their sgs-

&ion, but pei'haps under some susi)icion
that all \/.is notriglU: appointed a commit-
tee to wait upon E. Talbot's supposed, or
Hiam, or pretended, or I do not know
what to call it

, church; to examine into
its standing, ai»d to give advice to tlie
c'lurch, &c. and to re[)ort to the next Asso-
ciation. I believe this was the power
ilc*)<.^gat?&dto the rommiLtc<?. They met

perhaps once or twice on thU busines??,

did not find masters right, (i should have
observed at the last session E. Talbot had
the name of his church altered from Provi-
dence to Columbia chtu'ch', wdiich name it

now bears, as i learn, and of which I shall
have occasion to speak before 1 am done.)
The committee reported to the next Asso-
ciation unfavorably of the Colund)ia
church, of which E. Taibot is a member
and minister. The Association vvithdraws
from that church, E. Talbot excommunica-
ted again, twice dead, plucked up by the
roots, it seems.

Now I want to .'^ay a word by way of
caution to adjoining Associations, that E.
Taibot nevertheless of all tliis, is going on
in the name of a Baptist preacljer, receiving
and baptising members and 1 understand
he is going to offer to join his church to
some Association this fall. I notify you,
that be cautious in receiving churches, &.c.

I now return to the Association and fol-
low out my subject. Some how there
seems like a falling out by the way, confu-
sion g^ts among the churches like it tlid
when thepefjple undertook to build a Ba-
bel, they could not understand one anoHi-

But Jesus
goes on, and in the 11th verse says: And
many false prophets shall arise and shall
deceive many. 12. And because iniquity
shall abound, the love of many shall wax
cold. 13, But he that shall endure unto
the end, shall be saved.

Now, dear brethren, since these new
schemes and societies have been getting up
amongst us, and that by the Baptists, which
they call benevolence, do not we see that the
love of many has waxed cold, even to the

flividing families, churches and Associa-
tions; causing contentions, debates and divi-
sions. And 1 am awfully afraid that it will
eventually result in the overthrow of our
true and genuine religion, once delivered
to the s lints by Christ himself; that is, if

the almiahty power if God does not lay to
his helping hand and stop its progress.
Andifitisnot of the Lord, my fervent

prayer is to God to put a sto!) to it in his
own good time. But if it be of God, O

that the Lord would carry it on and unite
all of his followe rs in it.

But, brethren, one strong reason why

I think it is not of God is, because Jesus
said, that he was not the author of confu-
sion, but of peace. And further, Christ
said, that he had cho?en the poor of this

world, rich in faith, unto salvation; and
that not many mighty, or noble, are called.

And just see, they have got the mighty,
the rich, and the noble of this wold, cry-
ing, Lo here, and Lo there; but notwith-
standing all of their mighty efforts, tliey
seem to have a confused noise amongst
themselves.

30th verse: And then siiall
appear the sign of the Son of man in hea-
ven, and then shall all the tribes of the
earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of
man coming in the clouds of heaven, with
power and great glory. 44th verse: There-
fore, be ye also ready, for in such an hour
as ye think not, the Son of man conielh.
45th verse: Who then is a faithful and wise
servant, whom his Lord hath made ruler
over his household, to give them meat in
due season? 46ih verse: Blessed is that
servant whom his Lord wdien he cometh
shall find so doing.

Dear brethren, I think the joy of all
such will be joyous indeed, when tliey shall
be summoned to arise and meet their bless-
ed Saviour in glory, where their sorrows
will be over and one continued scene of
praise to God in tlie highest, for working
all things for their good through this world
of troubles into eternal mansions of glory.

In some ol them (of l.itt ) it

seyrns that the Lord has been with them,

nnd eaijsed a iiappy revival of religion to

be ifeil. Truth and sound gospel doctrine

la mighty, and in God's due time will pfc?^
vail. May God hasten its accomplishment.

Wh.it a great blessing we are now enjoy-
ing, of mel ting together in our Associa-
tions and churches, in peace and love, and
parting like brethren indeed, under the
infiirence of Chrisiian love and sweet fel-
lows ip. V\ hat a great olessinjj; it is, that
we are enabled to realize tlie saying of that
great man of God of old: "How good
and how pleasant ii is for brethren to dwell
together in unity." Some of ihe churches
that have had such hard struggles to get
along, have been crying to the Lord for
help, and the Lord (we think) has heard
their cries, and come to their relief, and
they are realizing a happy revival of reli-
gion, and by his divine spirit added new
converts thereto.

A BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH OF

He was born on the fifth day of Jan-
uary, 1770, in Martin count v, North
Carolina, near Williamston. In his youth
he received but a limited educaiioji. A-
bout IS or 19 years of age he experienced
a work of grace and a manifestaiion of the

forgiveness of his sins through the atoning
blood of ('hrist; on which theme he ottcn
.Uveli in pre iching and in private conversa-
ion through life, in ihe year 1799, he was

ordained a minister- of the g >spel. by Ei-
ders Joso])h Bigi!;s and Amariah Bijigs.
I laving for some time exercised his gifts
in the church at Skevvarkey, about the
year 1S06, tbjk a letter of dismission from
the church at Skewarkey and joined the
church at Fiat Swamp, near which he lived
;it that time. He took the pastoral care of
said church, and continued to attend her
regular until aijout the year 1S35. During
this lime his labors v/ere incessant, in
the odj iriing churches, and he near-
ly con^tantly attended the Associations.
In this year he took a letter o( dismis-
sion from Fiat Swamp church, (having
married and moved inro Edgecombe coun-
1V.) as the distance was loo far for him to
ride, as ho was beginning to be very in-
firm. He did not join any church for
som6 months, and returned his letter
thrtiugh the strong Folicifations of his
brethren. Not long after, he took another
letter, which he heltl until March, 1838,
when he ofiered for membership at Cross
Roads meeting house, E lij;ecomhe county,
was cordially received, and continued his
membership iliere until his death.

Elder Ward, it is ceitidn, was riot per-
fection; he had human nature to contend
with, as well as other men; but we can
here say, that he had as f(ivv fnlings as any
man, and lived and died with an unim-
peachable character. He was manied
three times, he left a widow, and three sons

(by his fir^t wife) Al grown. As 41 gospel

|)reacher he was surpassed by but few; he
wss very orthodox, generally preaching
short Serntons. Ho had nothirig to do,
and but liitle to say, with regard to the
new schemes of ti^e day; though he took
a derided stand against them, believing
th' m to be the inventions of men. He
was very engagii.g in his preaching,
and seldom preached without shedding
tears. His whole theme was to preach
Christ, a v/hole Saviour for sinners,
witiiout works, or nierit in them. He
was affected wiihthe asthma, for several

5'ears before his death; for about two years
he had to suspend preaching, and his com-
plaint worried him greatly, though he bore
it with great foni^ude and resignation to
the will of (jod, as becomes God's chil-
dren; expressing 'M times tliat it would be
far belter for him to depart, and be with
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Christ. His sufferings towards the last
Were extreme, and on the 3rd of March,
1S39, in the ercninghe fsll asleep, in the
full nssurnnceof a blessed immortality.

Blessed are the dead tlsat die in the
Lord; yea, saith the Spirit, they rest from
tlieir l^ibors, and their woiks ioliovv them.

His funeral was preached by Elders Wil-
liam iiymaa and Blount Cooper, to an af-
fecleu coagregaiion.

And 1 for one fear this once happy Amer-
ica is about to emerge into the same place.
If so, alas, look forward in Chronicles
from the chapter above given for peace,
an-i see whether you think with me or
not, in saying farewell liberty.

Now I will say, that 1 have never taken

iind I for one say, that our present laws
are wholesome ones, if we will put them in
practice and execute them in the ri^iht
spii it. For I have had spirits to sell, but
have never found a law to compel any
man to buy^ nor drink; neither do 1 think

it right to sell to a drunken man or a negra
without a permit, nor to keep open doors
on the Sabbath; for which our laws are a

safeguard to us if we will attejid lo them.
Neither do I think it ri}2,ht to pass a law to
stop any man from soiling that which is his
own by the drink, meal, pint, pound, or
gallon, so he complies with the former law
of the State.

Neither will I support any man if I know
he has signed any of these memorials, or
petitions lo the Legislature to pass a law to
take the liberty from the poor that they
v,^ould not have taken from themselves.
For I see some of these very characters
are as fond of spirits as any man; and this I

call the niark of the beast in the 13lh chapi-
ter of Revelations, subscribing with the
right hand to these petitions to the Legis-
lature lo enact laws to takeaway liberty\

You know I told you at first, if 1 hap-
pen to tell the truth not lo fall out with it

,

and truth is what 1 am aiming at. And 1

do not know how else to hx the mark of
the beast in the right hand, only by sub-
scribing with it; for we all know, it does
not mean a cow brand, nor the beast itself,
but a mark. And when you, or enough
of you sign these petitions to get the Le-
gislature to enact laws lo take away liber-
ty^, you will then see the beast, head,
horns, and all, but too late. Now if I

have hit the mark of the beast, 1 will only
refer you to the 16lh ctiapter of Revela-
tions and 2nd verse, for 3'our reflection.

Bui some tliink there must be a law
passed lo stop the retailing of spiiits, to
save the lives of the people. God bless

your souls, I had raiher five drunkards
would kill themselves drinking spirits,
than for me to have to kill one sober man
with the sword in a revolution. And this
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is what I fear il will lead to. Neither does

my good Book say, that the life of the

Christian is in a keg of rum. 0 no, but it
snys, the Christian's life is hid v/ith Christ
in*Go(l; and when Christ who is the Chris-

tian's life shall appear, then the Christian
is to appear with him in glory —not in a

br-rrel of whiskey, nor in abundance of in-
stitutions neither.

Now I will say what I thought and said

seven yenrs ago, about the Temperance So-
ciety. 1 thought and said, that the wicked
one had never invented such a scheme be-

fore, to split both church and State to pie-

ces, as what they called the Temperance
Society; although 1 love temperance, that

is, moderation in all things. But this ab-

stinence instiiulion is the very spirit that is

calling on the law to help, and I for one

would advise not to help. For I can look
back to my youthful years in old North
Carolina, and see the old fathers sitting
under the shade making their wdieat bands

and friendly drinking their grog with each

other; and there were not as many drunk-

ards then as there are now, nor were the

spirits drunk as there are at this day. And
1 cannot tell the reason, excepting it is what

they call temperance institutions.
Now 1 told you at first that I was aiming

at the ti uth, and I verily believe that what

some call the Temperance Society, has cau-

sed men to get drunk, tell lies, and steal;

for I do believe that some have got drunk

for spite, on the ai^countof viewing liberty
trampled under foot in these things; and 1

further believe tliat men tell lies when

they sign these papers, and then drink spi-

rits at the back doors; and 1 further believe

that there have never as many men stole

from thcmsidves as there have since these

institutions have come about.

Nov,? it is the goodness of God thatlead-
eth men to repentance, and I would say to

every good man that wishes to overcome

evil by doing good, if they think driiiking
in moderatiun is an evil to quit it; but not

try to fofce others, least you drive them

the wrong way. For you knov*' the devils
did not want to go into the sea, when they

wished to iiave the liberty of going into

the swine; and 1 would suppose, seeing the

devils so afraid of the sea, they would have

aimed to drive the swine a little further off;

but where did they go to? headlong into
the lake.

Now I will say to all good citizens, that

it is not every effort they make to moralize
their children that answers the desired ef-

fect Ihey intended it for. 1 can ffpc^ik
from experience, that sometimes it only
serves to drive further into vice; and so it
m.ny be again. In these memorials no
doubt but some sign them with the purest
motives, to moralize the dissipated part of
the community. 0 take care, that you do
not in this harmless act of yours to save the
drunkard, involve the civil part of the

community in war, and take from the hon-
est farmer his liberty, in whom you all re-
ceive benefit, lawyers, doctors, and a host
of preachers. Though there is a sort of
preachers that I call the Old Fashion prea-
chers, not the old blackguard preachers,
but the Old Predestinarians, that I think
do not get much from the farmer, only
what they can honestly pick up them-
selves in ploughing as well as preaching.
And I do not know what better to compare
them to, than the old ox; work him hard
and let him lie on bushes.

Now, brethren, I do think that we that
have the use of the ox should give him a

few nubbins to enable him to be of more
service to us. Now I will say to the young
ladies who say they signed these memori-
als, to stop the dissipated young men from
getting drunk, well then, because a few dis-
sipated young men abuse the blessing, we
will have a law passed to stop civil young
men from using it. Well then, let me see
if you will stick to the rule. Now I think
a woman is a great blessing to man, or God
would not have taken a rib out of his side

to make her; now tlien, if some men abuse

their wives and there comes round a peti-
tion to the Legislature to pass a law to

stop marrying, hov/ many of your names

shall we hnd to it? But that law can bo

passed, and if you vAW look in the History
of the Martyrs, iii the execution of Dr.
Taylor, you will find that mairying a Wife

was one of the charges against him, w hen

he was put to the flames. And 1 say,
shame upon the young ladies for signing
such memorials, and a double shame on the

men that are getting children, girls, and

Alabamians to sign these memorials. And
when they have got all tlieir subscribers to

And I exhort my Old Scbool
brethren to stand firm and yet ba walchfij],
Tor if yet there be amongst ns the same spi-
rit in any degree, that same illegiiimate
uill be slill mockino; and efifortino; in the
traits of manisms, getting up SDcie'ies of
some rank apparently innocenf, which may
have poison in the root. 'J'he fact is. the
tree is to be known by its f»'uits; in this I

iinderstnnd \vc should observe the fruit on

every limb. We give ourselves to the

Lorcl, and lo each otiier in a go-^pei rhurrh

vva3% when we become members of the

Baptist church; then we mu^t live ntrreea

bly to the tolerations only of- tl:e gospel
discipiine, and no Christian will knowing-
ly, tolerate J^imself in the application of his

either money, pri')perty, or person, repug-
nant to t'ne g>"nias of the gospel. So the

gospel toh^raies its church, and the church
acts accordingly. And should she refuse
to reverence her king by her mdioly ador-
niniiS, believe her not to be a spirilual sub-

ject if she persist in ii; for v*'e are tol 1 that

if these things (holy things) be in you and
abound, tlicy make you, th.at ye are nei-
ther barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge
of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

And if they be stably built up in this

knowledge, from whence cometh tliosc

restless Socinian, Arian, Pehigian, and Ar-
minian feeliiigs and works? Thev are not

to be seen in t he primitive disciph s. A
specimen of that ^tamp cannot be found in

holy writ.
Hence we conclude, th:d the cliildrcn of

the flesh are not the children of (^od,even

if they did arise from the line atid lineau:;e

of our first parent Adam. But the (diil-
dren of theprx)mis3 they are accounted for
the seed, but not by dint of natural birth,
nor by merit, vvhirdi they have wrought;
but by the spirit of adoption, according to
the promise, which promise was sVistained

by the faithfulness of Christ Jesus our
Lord.

Brethren, it is a truth that all the New
Fanglers combined togetlier, are very fo

reign from bciieving in the existence of a

gospel sys'em, as is manifested in ail tlieir
tenets of faith. For to believe as all Ar-
minilns do, that a!l the merit and effects of
the jtonement were only to reinstate man,

or to j)lacc man still under a covenant oi"

works; and leave him desi itute of that glo-
rious gospel, through which alone sinners

are brought home to Zion with rejoicing.
And as they believe not in a gospel sys-
tem, (which is a ministration of lile.) they
are engaged strictly in naanisms; which is,
to paddle their own canoe, which of course

is ungospel, and consequently unchri^t,
which is undeniably antichrist, which they
unquestionably are, i. e. aniichristians, ar-
noniians. And tl.erefore let me exhort
my Old Scl^ool brethren to be at your cor-
ner po^t, vvith all the wa^ch care that be-

comes a Christian; for I liave no doubt but
that old man of sin is now cnore assiduous
and striving than perhaps ever before,
wiiich is abundantl}' manifested in my sec-
tion. And I am of the opinion, that if it

were not. for a pretext, the Methodists and
all missionaries would have no more use

for a Bible, than they would have for an old
almanac. For many of their scholastic ad-

dresses have but few .citations to that glori-
ous Book, but philosophic displays are all
that appears to be aimed at. And in some

of their churches it appears that a member
cannot commit a crime of magnitude
enough to dismember him; which proves
to me that number and strength is all they
are v.'anting.

We have had but little gospel pieachirg

in tins country for the last four oi' five yeatv^,

only as there by chance would pass an Old

I

School Baptist preacher, who would give
us the old corn that Joseph had to supply
the ho-usehold of faith, and that without mo-
ney; wiiilsl the natives of E^ypt sold all
they bad after spending their money, and

even sold ihernM !ves for bondm.en, in or-
der to get temporal bread that would last no

longer than this life. I feel to thank God
that he s;ill feeds his people, the household
of faith, and withioui any of their good
works; though many of those men who
protess to be doing a great work, therefore
tliey cannot come down, as lias ofien
been the text of our nicney preach.ers in
this country. Tliough I see the want of
mono^' is fetching many of them down, af
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tho people are unwilling to be priest-rid-
tlen as they have been in days past.

Though Ihey have jz;ot considerable foot-

hold now, and have by their memorials

asked the Legislature to sow up the'peo-
ple's mouths, by pas.^in^^a law to prevent
so much drirjLinc; whiskey. Perhnps it
wouM be mere honest in Ihem to come

out, Judas like, and say, to prevent this

great waste, as the ointment that iSlary
poured on the Saviour's head. Judas on-

ly murmured b^jcause he was a thief, and
carried the bag.

Though I sec our money hunting men
are very often asking favors of the Legisla-
ture of Georgia, they not only believe mo-

ney to be God's means of spreading the

gospel, but they whh lands also. 1 notice
two of their great money preachers asking
the State of Georgia to give the missionai y
societies all the ungranted lands of this
Slate, to help them to evangelize the
world. The Lord help the people to be-

any other money.
The sound doctrine of the gospel In scarce

in this partof the world, and is near to be

basely counterfeit, tliough with many it

pas-es for sound doctrine. There are, 1

think, a great many preacheis that preach
to please men, atid the better they please
the world the more money they make by
their trade of preaching. They are vei y

smarl in another way, they can gel the best

meeting houses in our country in one

week, if you will let them come in your
house and raise a pi-olracled meeling, or

they will even have tlieir meetings at a

neighbor's house, if you will let your
preacher baptise their converts they will
get in one week a sufficient number lo turn

out any common Old School church. Perr
haps this was one of the reasons why the

apostle said: Receive them not into your
houses, neither bid them God speed. I
am as doubtful of their faith as I am of iheir
practice, for they aie so friendly they are

willing to go with the crowd, whether
scribes or pharirsces, that will say you are

right; which is the language of the world,
for the natural man discerns not the things
of the spirit, for they are spiritually dis-
cerned.

Novv, brethren, I think the missionaries
have struck thcm.selves a very fiital blow,
by introducing the petition to the Legisla-^
ture to take away men's rii;hts, when'ihe
men of the world have been their best
friends. With these remarks I will ad-
monish the true army of Gideon to stand
in their every man's place, and break their
pitchers, hold their lamps, and blow their
tiumpets; whilst the iNlidianites will ri>o

and every man slay his fellow, and all will
bo put to flight.

1 long tliought I was one alone, but thro'
the mefiium of your paper 1 see the Lord
hatii reserved to himself seven thousand
tliai have U'^t bowed to the institutions of
the day.

Lord may prosper them, thnt they may
grow in grace and in the knowledge of
Christ, until they be come into a perfect
uniow and love. Thou^ih we be strangers

know, that there are so many that are will-
ing to preach Christ and him crucified,
without money arid without price, only tor
(he crown of glory when he siiall appear.

Thi-re is one Mr. Atkinson, riding thro'
our country preacliing for six hundted doU
l:«js a year-; anil another, by the name of
liarreli, for thirty dollars a month— he
came to Salem ctmrch, in Early county,
Ga. and was forbid to preac'i wifh.out he
woidd preach Jfstis and him cuti'ified; and
he ref ised to preuch and wer t oil without
making (he aiteuipt to preacli one word,
but appeared to be insulted because he was
thus confined. He liad a wish to bog fur
money, and to tell about all the instil utions,
and what was going on in the board that
liired bim to go and beg for them. But
we work for our money, and we do not in-
tend to give it to such lazy beggars as they
are.

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Dearly beloved Brethren: After
enjoying; the hi2;h privilejre granted to us

at our ninth annual Association, (by our
heavenly Father,) we think proper to ad-

dress you as our usual custom is
,

by way
of a circuhir; and in searching for a subject,
we can find none impressed upon our
minds with more force than that of the

support of the gospel ministry. But,
brethren, by calling your attention to the

support of the ministry, we do not attempt
to teach you any thing more than you are

already taught ; but to stir up your pure
minds, by way of remembrance. And,
brethren, when you read this, do not as we

fear a goodly number do, that is
,

lay it

down and think no more about it; but if it

is according to the scripture, endeavor
as much as in you lielh to put it into prac-
tice.

First, we will call your attention to the

gospel minister, in a short way, and then

endeavor to point out the means of his sup-

port. And in doing this, you will no

doubt wish us to bring forth some proof
for our assertion. Well, brethren, that

we think to do. First, then, the gospel
minister is a man that is made alive, as all

other saints, by the Holy Ghost; as Paul
gays, Ephesians, 2 c. 1 v. And you hath he

quickened, who were dead in trespasses
and sins; 2 verse. Wherein in time past ye
walked according to the course of this

world, according to the printe of the pow-
er of the air, the spirit that new workelh

in the children of disobedience: S v. A-
mong whom also we all had «ur conversa-
tion in times past, in the lusts of ©ur flejih,

fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the
mind; and were by nature the children of
wrath, even as others^

Secondly, he has a call to the work of
the ministry ; and this call also is of the Ho-

ly Ghost, impressing his mind with the

j

worth of souls in such away that he can

j take no rest with all the excuses he can

I make, with all the complainings of weak-
ness, littleness, notiiingness, ignorance,

i inability, &c. Nothing will do but a con-

jtinualw'O on his mind, and to preaching
-he must go. Ycis, brethren, and to preach-
jing he does go, (in tlie strength of the

'Lord,) and he will p-reach Jesus, and why.^

I because it is fiom Christ he gets his educa-

jtion, and we believe he is prepared for the

I work of the ministry vvrhen he is taught in

jthe school of Christ, without going to

jany earthly seminary of kartiing to be

I

better prepared for the work of the minis-

i tr}^ Forinslead of this better preparing

I him, we believe it unfits him. For when

i we hear one that is taught in these earthly

I

schools, he. speaks ia such high svveliing

! words it is unto us as an unknown tongue,

i But we will leave them and pass along,

' knowing that our limits is in the bounds of

! a Circular.

I You know, brethren, that we said
above, the gospel minister had a casU and
that of the Holy Ghost; and we have
said, he was taught in the school of Christ.
Well, if w^e say God, or Christ, or the Ho-

ly Ghost, we are right, according to the

Gospel recorded by saint John, 1 c. I v. In
the beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the Word was
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God. And first epistle of John, 5 c. 7 v.

For there are three that bare record in
heaven, the Father, the Word, and the

Holy Ghost: and these three are one.
Much more might here be said about the
call of the gospel minister, and the work

assis^ned for him to do; but we promised
to be short, as such we will leave their
call, and work, at present, and go on to
the subject proposed, that is

,

the means oi
their su'pport.

And here, brethrea, do not be surpri-
sed when we treat on this delicate subject,
knowinii; that we have lately o;otten out of

a war of difficullies, b;'lieving that there
were too many money-hunters among us.

JSut we will endeavor to keep good reason
and scripture close along with us, as we

go on. First then, we know that his great
support is from God; for when Christ was
here on the earth, he called his apostles or
minis'iers, and sent them forth, telling
them, Matthew 10 c. 7— 10 v. And, as ye
go, preach, saying, The kingdom of
heaven is at hand. Heal the sick, cleanse
the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils:
freely ye have received, freely give. Pro-
vide neither gold, nor silver, nor brass,
in your purses: Nor scrip for your jour-
ney, neither two coats, neither shoes, nor
yet staves: for the workman is worthy of
his meat. Again, the same thing, Mark

6 c. 7— 9 v. And he calleth unto him the

twelve, and began to send them forth by

t wo and two; and gave them power over
unclean spirits; and commanded them that

they should take nothing for their journey,
save a staff only ; no scrip, no bread, no

money in iheir purse: But be shod witii
sandals; and not put on two coats. And
again, Luke 9 c. 2

,

3 v. And he sent

them to preach the kingdom of God, and
to heal tlie sick. And he said unto them,
Take nothing for your journey, neither
staves, nor scrip, neither bread, neither
money; neither have too coats apiece.
Luke 10 c. 7 V. And in the same house

remain, eating and drinking such things as

they give: for the laborer is worthy of
his hire. Go not from house to house.

Here, brethren, mark this: Christ was

here with his fir.>t gospel ministers, and

limits them in their first commission, tel-

ling them, iMatihew 10 c. 5. 6 v. These
t-veive Jesus sent forth, and commanded

them, s iying: Go not into tlve way of the
Geniiles, and into any city of the Samari-
tans enter ye not; But go rather to the

lost sheep of the hou.se of Israsl. Telling j

them further to take nothing, &:c. as yoG"
have already seen. But when he is about
to leave them, we find thathe telleth them,
Luke 22 c. 35, 36 V. And he said unto
them, When I sent you without purse,
and scrip, and shoes, lacked ye any thing?
And they said, Nothing. Then said he
unto them, But now, he that hath a purse
let him take it

,

and likewise his scrip: and
he that hath no sword, let him sell his gar-
ment anfl buy one.

Do not think, brethren, that we mean
that go.'spe} ministers do not receive their
support from God now; no, hrethrcn, we
believe it is by him we live and have our
being, and all our blessings come from him
with whom there is no variableness. And
God is ever with his ministers, for sailb
he, Matthew^ 28 c. 20 v. Lo, I am with
you always, even unto the end of the
world. But this is not all we find in the
scriptures of truth, for in them we find,
that God has made it the duty of others to
administer to their necessities. But before
we bring forth our proof from the good
Book, we will reason upon it a while; for
you recollect, we said something about
good reason being with us. Paul reason*

e i, and why not we? Well, say all hands,
agreed. Well, then, we will suppose a

case. We will say here is a poor preach-
er, as to this workPs goods, and he has a fa-
mily that lies near his heart, and it appeal s-

from the nature of things it requit es all
his attention at home to support him and his
family. Does not reason say that, that man
should have something to help him along?
verily, yes. Well, here is this same man,
sometimes lays all down with tlie love of
God constraining him, bids farewell to a

loving, weeping wife, & tender little babes,

trus'.ing them in the hands of his J'ather,
which is in heaven, not knowing that he
ever shall see them again on earth, leaves
them all behind and goes from one to four
weeks and some times more, preaching as
he goes, Christ and him crucified: here rea-
son says, this man ought to have ^omelhitig
to live upon.

But an objector would say, he has, for
he lives upon the best; very true, but what
becomes of his poor wife and children?
This the objector must ansvver, and clear
his own conscience before his God. But
suppose he only goes to the churches
around him every Saturday and Sunday,
which Sunday you know is not counted as

a day to labor for the tiesh, you know that

thii takes up a eonsiderable time in a year.
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For you all know that the year has fifty-
two weeks in it, and it is co-nmonly said

that tvvenfy-six working days are a month;
h^re then are t'.vo whole months in one

year spent to tlie use of ih.* c ommunit^^,
jt

lar^e; for the oile hiilf of fifty-tvv(; is tvven-

ty-six. Ex'eiid it to twelve ve.»rs, and we

see that one whoW yeai' i- speni fnr thi^

benefit of the churches, nnd the glory of
(iiod, and tiie worth of -ouT^, while :dl of
his attention is lost at home.

Does tiot reason speak loud here and

s-;iy', this preacher shonld have ^omethiny;

Well, brethren, we havo left re;)son.

and are now going to search ior tiiem v\ hose

duty it is to support ihe gospel minister;
and the first place that we shall gj i-\ Ro-
man<!, 12 c. 13 v. Distributing to the ne-

cessity of saints: given to hospitality.
Here we discover that Paul was exhorting
the church at Rome to several duties, i

and among the r -st that of distributing to '

the neces-'ity of saints. Objecilori. We j
know that, but not a ^void is said about tiie j

gospel minister (but to the saiiit';) in thav i

text. Answer. Ttds is sirange, that a !

gospel minister is not a saint; for if he is i

not a saint, he is not fit to be a p>ea<her !

for Ci.rist, and cannot feed the saints vviih !

the sincere milk of the word. Weil, as

long as you object to this, we will look out

again; and the next place is
,

1 Corinthi-
an^, 9 c. 7— 14 V. Who goeth a war-
fare any time at his own c!iari;es? Who
planteth a vineyard, and eateth not of
the fruit thereof ? Or, who feedeth a flock,
and eateth not of the milk of the flock?
Say I these things as a man, or saith not
the lavv the same also? For it is written in

the law of Moses, thou shalt not muzzle the

mouth of the ox that trea^'eth out the corn.

Doth God t;'ke care for oxen? Or, saith he

it altos2;( tlier for our sakes? For our sakes,

no doubt, this is written: that he shai

plongheih shonld ploug!i in hope; and tsiat
iuMhat thresheth in hope, should be parta-
ker of his hope. If v\e have sown unio
vO'i spirimal things, is u n great thing

if we shall reap your cat nal things? If otii-
ers bepariak'.ri oi this power ovt i you, ure

not we rather? Nevertheless, we have not

used this power; but suffer all tilings lest
we should hinder the gospel of Christ.
Do not ye know, that thty which minister
about holy things, live of things pf the tem-
pi.'? and they which wait at toe altar, are
partakers with the altar? Even so halh th^
Lord ordained that they which preaeii the
gospel, should live of ihe gospel.

Here Paul notices several things, and as-
ked eleven questions, such as, who goet!i a

warfare any time at his own charges? Who
planteth a vineyard, &c. First, then, they
are compared to soldiers, and jus'ly too;
for it is ihe duty of the soldier for the love
he has to his country, to go and undergo
all the diifir^uHit'S of a soldier, v^-hether he
ever gets an}^ t-iing or not; and tliat not at
his own ch;<rgf\s. Second, t;ie vineyar-d ia

t" be planted, wlie.'her it ever gives fruit
to the piatiter or not. Tiiird, tiie flock is

to be fed, if they never j^ive the fee-ier
oi)e drop f;f milk. We cannot answer rdi
ihe>e qu-'stions at this time, knov^ ing; ue
are sending you a letter and wish to be
short as possible. Mark this, the soldier
must first go to war, before he can expect

a reward. And the plmter must j5rst

plant, before lie can expect fruit. And th®

feeder must feed his flock, bei'ore ha eatslh
the milk ol the flock.

Even so, brethren, it is the dury of the
gospel minister to go into, the spiritual
war, taking the shield of faith, knowing
that the weapons of his warfare j re not
earn d. Also lo go into the vineyard of
God and labor, if he gets none of the fruit
(if O.e viney. rd. And to feeti the spi i^ual

flock, if the fl;jck never gives him milk to
eat. Yes, bre'liren, they recollect the .«o-'emn

charge in 1 Peter 5. c. 2
,

3 v. Feed Uie
flock of God which is among you, talking
the oversight thereof, not by constraint,
but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a

re:idy mind; Neither as being lords ever
God's heritage, but being ensamples to
the flock. Who then are those that should
give unto the go.spel ministry? Wliy
those that have been fed by him in spirit-
ual tilings. See here 11 verse, If we have
sown unio you *;piritual things, is it a great
thing if we (Paul an{l others) shall reap
your cari^.al lldtigs? Again, in Ga'ati.- ns,
6. c. 2— 6 V. Hear ye one another's bur-
dens, and so fulfil the law of Christ For,

d
'

a tiian »hink himself to be something
vvhen h 'S nothing, he deceiveth himself.
But lei ev' ry man prove ids own woru,
arfi ihe.. sholi he have Tcjoicing in him-
self aiona, and n»t in aasther. For
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mtm thall l^iis owu burden. Let him[
that is iaaght in the word oommunicate tin-

to him lh«t teacheth in all go«d things.
Thesaaloniang, 5 c. 12,13 v. And we he-

seech yon, hrethren, to know them which
labor among you, and are over you in tlic
Lord, and admonish 3/011; & to esteem tliem

ver-y higldy in love for their work's sake.
And be at peace among yoiJ'"sel ves. 1 Tim-
othy, 5. c. 17, IS V. Let the eiders that
rule well, be counted worthy of double
honor, especially they who labor in the
word and doctrine. For the s;:ripture

snith. Thou shalt not muzzle the ox that
treadeth out the corn: and, the laborer
is worthy o! his reward. Hebrews, 13.

c. 7, S V- Remember them which have the

rule over you, who have spoken unto you
the word of God: Wi)Orse faith follow, con-
sidering the end of their conversation, Je-
sus Christ the same ye terday, and to daj-,
and forever.

Brethren, we think we have brought
forth texts enough to prove who are those

that should support the gospel minister.
And if you will not hea^i'these, we feel per-
suaded that you would not hear if we

were to bring forth more. And if you
will bear vvith us a little we will tell you how
you arc to support them. First, he that
sows spiritual things to you, you should

Ivit him reap your carnal things. Second,
he that teacheth you: you should communi-
cate to him in all good things. And those

that labor among you; you are to esteem

them very highly. And the elders and es-

pecially those that labor in word and doc-

trine, be counted worthy of double honor.

And those that speak to you the word of
God you should remember. Behold how
nice ail this vvorks with reason: For in

every place where any thing is required
to be given to the preacher, there must

first be some benefit received of him, such

spiritual things, word and doctrine, la-

bor, &c. Yes, brelhren, they will bestow

tids benefit of spiritual things on you,
whether you ever bestow your carnal

things or not.

Very different is this from the modern

missionaries, for they must first have their

charge, before they go on a warfare; they
must have the fruit, before they plant the

vineyard; they must drink the milk, be-

fore they feed the flock. And if one

conies along, and you do not not give him

your carnal things, and that in a great

plenty too, he will not let you havu much

of what he may call spiritual things.

You may think this is judging, but th«
tree is to be known byj'ts fi'uit.

Brethren, we liave heie brought to your
remembrance those v/ho should receive,-
and those who should give. We will now
sav how much the giver should give.
What, say some, is the amount laid down?
Yes, brethren, to a fraciif)n, if you wil!
look. 2 Corinthians, 9 c. 7 v. Every man
according as he purposefh in his heart,
so let him u;ive; no!, grudingiy, or of ne-
cessity: f)r God loveih a cheerful giver.
But. say some, suppo.se he never purposeth
to give any thing, what then? Answer,
Let him alone, to hi.s own master he stand-
eth or folieth. Bat the apostle seems to be
doubiful wh-^ther the love of God d.vellelh
in such a man or not. 1 John, 3 c. 17 v.
Bit whoso hath this world's good, and seeth
his brother have need, and shuiteth up
his bowcds of compassion from him, how'
dwelleth the love of God in him? IS
verse. My little children, let us not love
in word, neither in tongue; but indeed and
in truth. Do you not say or think some-
times, such or such a brother should have
something given to him, for he is a poor
man, and do you do it? If not, here is
faith without vvorks. And what does the
apostle say about it? See James, 2 c. 14 —■

17 V. What doth it profit, my brethren^
though a man say he hadi faith and have
not vvorks? Can faith save him? If a

brother or sister be naked, and dt stituto of
daily food, and one of you say unto them,
depart in peace, be ye warmed and filled^
notwithstanding ye give them not those
tilings which are needful to the body; what
doth it profit? Even so faith, if it hath
not works, is dead, being alone. And
the 26 verse reads, For as the bod3rwithout
the spirit is dead, so faith without worka
is dead also.

And» brelhren, these good things are to
be laid by, ready for the time when they
should be needed. 1 Corinthians, 1 c. 1,2 v.
Now concerning the collection for the
saints, as 1 have given order to the churches
at Gallatia even so do ye. Upon the first
day of the week, let every one of you lay
by him in store, as God hath prospered
him, that there be no gathering.5 when 1

come. And What, says the giver, shall I
receive for all my laying up and bestowing
my goods to the preacher? Answer.
We have already told you that you have his
spiritual things, &c. But this is not all you
will have. See Corinthians, 8 c. 2 v. Flow
that in a gr^'at trial of afflietion^the abundance
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of their joy and their deep poverty abound-

ed unto the riches of their liberality. You
see that Christians in apostolic days receiv-
ed joy. Yes, brelliren, ye will feel a kind
of joy springing up in the heart, when

ye do those ihings that are commanded you
by God.

We will now bring fortl-j some examples
of Christians in -rapostolic days, and come

to a close as soon as possible; for we fear

we are making our letter too long. The
first place we shall go is Acts, 4 c. 34, 35 v.

Neither was there any among them that

lacked; for as many as were possessed of
lands or houses, sold tliem, and brought
the |)rices of the things that were sold, and

laid them down at the apostles' feel: & dis-
tribution was made unto every man accor-

ding as he had need. Acts, lie. 29, 30 v.

Then the disciples, every man according to

his ability, determined to send relief imto

the brethren which dwelt in Judca, which
also they did, and sent it to the Eld- rs by
the hand of Barnabas and Saul. RcRnans

15 c. 26, 27 V. For it hath pleased them

of Macedonia and Achaia to make a certain

conlribution for the poor saints which are

at Jerus^dem. It hath pleased them verily;
and their debtors they are. For if the

Gentiles have been made partikers of their

spiritual tilings, their duty is also to

minister unto them in carnal things.
Here are examples enough; go thou

then, brethren, and do likewise. Awd when

you f-ee your broll^er has need, do as tlie
priniitive Christians, send it to him, accor-

ding 10 yourabiiily, and do not say, brother,
if you will come to my house 1 will give
you thus and thus; for if he does not go, you
will not like it so well, and will be ready to

say, ifit was not worth coming after, it is not

worth having. And withal he feels a deli-
cacy in i^oing, &c. So the better way is to
send it to him according to the pattern above
written. Ikit you will here be reaxly to

say, 1 know no poor saint that does not
have food and raiment, and it is written in
1 Timothy, 6 c. 7, 8 v. For we brought
nothing into this world, and it is certain
we can carry noihing out. And having
food and raiment, let us be therewith
content. Very true, brethren, but stiictly
speaking we cannotsay that, thai picacher
wlio works hard to support his faajily,and
then cannot do it without always being in'
debt docs have food and raiment. Think
on it

,

brethren, to see if these ihing-ss be

so.
The minister of God, brethren, will

'preach without all thii; bat this Aoens aot
discharge your duty towards hina. Y©5,

brethren, the ministers of God are governed
by the same rule as the apostles, see Acts,
20 c. 33, 34 V. 1 have coveted no man'g

silver, or gold, or apparel. Yea, you
yourselves know, that these hands have
ministered unto my necessities, and to ihem
that were with me. We see that tlie apos-
tle Paul did not covet these tilings, al-
though he writes to the churches and tells
them their duty to their preachers; and
,we have said and now s^y, he will
preach whether he gsts them or not.
And the reason is, a dispensation of tho

gospel is committed to their charge, see I

Corinthians, 9 c. 16, 17 v. For though I

preach the gospel, 1 have nothing to glory
of: for necessity is laid upon me; yea wo

is unto me it I preach not the gospel. For
if I do this thing willingly, I liave a reward;

but if against my will, a dispensation of
the gospel is committed unto me. Here
we see that they preach, and that to get
clear of a wo, and willingly too; and look
in the same chapter atid you will see it is

without charge.
We are again reminded of the limits ot

our letter, and we will close in the language
of holy writ. Philippians, 4 e. 8 v.
Finally, brethren, whatsoever things arc
true, whatsoever things are honest,
whatsoever things are just, whatsoev-
er tilings ai'e pure, w^hatsoever things
are lovely, whatsoever things are of good
report; if there be any virtue, and if
there be any praise, think on these things.

2 Peter, 3 c. 17, IS v. Ye, therefore, be-
loved, seeing ye know these things before,
beware lest ye also, being lead away wiih
the error of the wicked, fall from your
steadfastness. P)ut grow in grace, and in
the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ. To him be glory, both now
and forever. Amen.

rather than seii-2g;^randizem£nt and indi-
viuual convenience.

1 presume we have less cause lo com-

plain of irre missionaries with us, than per-

haps many others have had. They have
behaved very miklly since the split com-
menced. The most harsh thin-i; of which

I have heard, immediately under my know-
leflge, camp from a negro preacher, owned
by ihe Alabama Association. Said negro
was .on. a preaching tour (that being the bu-
siness assigned him'by the Association,)
and came to one of those churches from
among whom the Old School Bapti.'-ts had
just come oiit. The negro, whilst in the
attitude of preachino;, said that ''those who
bad declared nonfelloWsidp against the mis-
sionaries were worse than the devil; for the
devil h.ul. never declared nonicllowship
a2;a'nst thein." This negro calls hiuiself

a fr.'iico man.

I would here s>iy, for the benefit of such
of our breihren a>iVidi have to pass lhroug;h

as brought me to the -firm con--
clusion, that the i^est course ta be pursued
by the Old School Baptists, in dissolving,

out at once. If you by so doing leave
brethren behind you that are near and dear
to yon, remember, ''to obey is belter than
sacrihce," and that you leave the same
door open for them at which you yourself
came out. So far as I have observed, in
the sm.ail circle of my a-^quainiance, alf
other courses have been followed by con-
seqiiences the m6s[ unpleasant. The New
School folks will evade, suspend, and

equivocate, as though it were possible for

Dear Brethren: As -I am requested by a broth-

er to write to you, I will take the liberty to write

a few lines for myself, to let you know something

about the times in ihis part of the Lord's vine-

yard, &c.

It is a cold trying season here, and likely to

remain so. The church at Tanner's where I live

and hold my membership, (or a majority of them,)'

are opposed to having anything to do with the in-

stitutions of the day, unless some one or more

members should come in and interrupt us with

some of their institutions some way, and then we

would lake them up and if they would not reform,

we should turn them out.

I am one that has been strong for declaring non-

fellowship with them all; but I cannot say, t^at I

am in favor of that at this time, though I am oppo-

sed to the whole plan; yet there may be some of

the Lord's children among them, & I do not think

we have -a rigiit to turnja member out, unless we

take him up and hear what he has to say. Give

him a f\ur trial, and if we find according our rule

a disorderly member, and he will not reform, turn

him out.

1 think this to be the best way. T think we can

carry the point toa tar upon either side. \^e

should not do wrong because others do; we should

(as r think) keep the old strait forward course in

contending for the truths of the Bible, and takci u

as it comes, and not seek to find witTerent parts on

one side and contend for them;'but take tlie%vhol6

as one, and try to find out the will of God concern-

ing us, and do as WQ are commanded in letting
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our lig-hts so slilne before m3n, that they seeing

our good works, may glorify their Father which is

in heaven, and not be stu'iibling blocks, &e.

I lay all the divisions to the New School folks.
I will give you a case to prove they were the canse

of division in the Association' Last August 1 at-

tended the Flat River Association asa delegate, and

as soon as they got t!iro' reading the letters, there

was a motion made lhat we enter into tiie following
resolution;

"That we the Flat River Association approve of
the Norih Carolina tStale Convention, and thiiik
there is much good done, &c. and that we take uj)
a coI!(-ciioii ()!! ibunday for the henefii of tlie Con-

'

vention, and appoint a deleg.ite or delegates to the
same, &c."

The Moderator objected to its being taken up,&
would not agree to have any thing to do with it;

but Elder VVr H. Jordan clnimed a motion and

second, and would have a debate. The Modera-
tor told them, it would cause a division in the As-
sociation, &c.; but they contended until they got
a debate, and along one too on their side, and

nothincT on our side. V\ c took a vote and votctl
it ou-t, and 1 felt very much relieved indeed; but

they hated to be beaten, they said then that they
wanted set in the minutes how the vote was, and

who voted for and against it. Some said they wan-
ted their names in favor of it. I told them 1 was

willing f>rmine to be on the other s'de. I agreed
to that motion, but they stopped it. Some said

they did not understand it
,

&c. So they then got a

new vote, and corresponding messengers voted too

against us, atid got in their resolution.

There was a division. Who caur.t-d hi If the

New School did r.ot, I know notiiing about it. I

was so out done, I ihougiit 1 would come v home,
but I reflected, and fou'id I was sent to do business

for the church, and I would' see them out. i

thought lh<^yhad done all they could. So I got b
y

hard work a resolution parsed, for the different
churches to take in cotisideration and to say in
their next letters to the Association, whether or
not they are in favor of the Association having
any thing to do with the institutions, &c. This
resolution met strong objections, but passed. We
left confused and they llie Mew folks were telling
some of the members of otiier churclies, that if

they were opposed to the first resolution, they
would be said to be opposed to the spread of the

gospel, and every thing of the kind, &e. &c.

I come to a close, I. did not expect to write half
as mu -h. May the Lord lead in all truth, is the

Vep.y Dear BacTHRSN in ths Lord: I still

sontinua to receive tiie correppondence from a

number of precious brethren, through the Primi-
tive, which revives my poor old heart to hear of
so many

'

valiant soldiers in the camps of King Je-
fus. And all appear to be so expert in handling
the weapons of their warfare, the scriptures of
truth, which was given by divine inspiration of
God, and is profitable for doctrine, &c., that the

man of God, may be thoroughly furnished unto all

good works. The word of God is the best word

that I ever handled, to cut my way throngh the

trials of the day, set up by men, and supported

with money; which money is the end of their row,

and distress in the churches the fruit that is produ-

ced from such conduct, without a thus saith the

Lord in hi^ w^crd,&c. Dear brethren, I have had

full proof of th.ose wolves in. sheepskin for the

last tvi'o years; for two years ago the Pow-

el's Valley Association sent their delegates

with a letter, informing tlicNolachuckyAssociation
that she would drop correspondence with us unless

we would protest against the institutions of the

day; which introduced the subject. At length it

was laid over, as a reference till last year; when

the thing was revived, whic h was warmly deba-

ted on both sides. The Old School part standing
to their old covenant, on wliich they were consti-

tuted, believing that the scriptures of the Old and

New Testaments are the word of God, and the

only rule of saving knowledge, which they con-

tended that the New School had departed from;

and often requested them to bring foward their

proof from the word of God, which they failed, to

do. At last there was a motion made to lay it

over one year longer, as a reference, which was

carried by a majority of the Association, request'

ing the churches to send up their feelings & wish-

es relative to that matter, by iheir letters and del-

egates.

And now, dear brethren, comes the hottest cf

the war in the churches on the mission question;

for the missionaries, and their friends the go-be-

tvveeners, used all the industry they could, having

a form of godliness but denying the power there-

of, &c. for of this sort are they which creep, into

houses, and lead captive silly women, laden with

divers lusts, &c. The dose commenced working
last spring among the churches that belong to the

Nolachucky Asso elation, and on the fourth Friday

in September last, we got rid of the antichristian

trash, the missionaries and go-between men. For

on the fourth Friday in S.eptember last, the Asso-

ciation met at Concord n^eeting house. Green

county, and after several plans proposed how the

Association should proc.eerl, the following one

was agreed to; that is, that all the letters should

be handed in; the old Moderator and Clerk still
acting till the letters were read. They were sep-

arated as they were read — the New School or

huali cliiirclipf?, were laid to them.^elves, and the

Old School to ihemselvesi The Moderator, being

on the Old wSchool side, the New side requested

tlieir letters, which were given up to them. They

iiriiTied lately noininated a Moderator and Clerk,

and violently rushed into the pulpit'aiid commen-

ced reading their letters over again, in such disor-

der, that it was more like heathen than Christians.
V\ e insisted on the Clerk to stop reading, till we

could cohje to some order; but they paid no more

regard to us than if we had been Hottentots, or

Turks. vVe then made a proclamation i'or-the

Old Schoel brethren to retire to the woods, which

opportunity I'ley gladly emhraeed, and when we

got to r.he woods we were separated from the trash,

and ail their benevolent insiiiutions of money

ben^oinor, and money o"ettinT, and soul saving

plan; which I call a inoney salvation. if they

eve- get a dollar^ it is safe in their pocket. The

missionary beggar would rather get one dollar by

begging, than five by hard work; fur that would

sprtil his pretty fdir hands.

But to return to the woods. We there appointed i

our Moderator and Clerk, and proceeded to busi- j
ness, as we formerly had done; only there was ,

more of a oneness among the bretliren in their de-

liberations than had been for several years, Our
j

Association was reduced to thirteen churches,
j

and some of them very small; but I believe they
|

are all of the pure starfip, or pure metal; for they [
have passed through the furnace of afP^ir-tion, and

j
have come out of the fire well refined. And I

hope v/e shall have peace for a while, till the dev-

il studies out some other plan that will lake with

the people, to go with the general atonement, tmd

all its kindred branches of doctrine: such as, that

the Spirit is striving with all mankind to make

Christians, at protructed meetings, on the anxious

benches; as though God was no where else hut

there to convert their s(nils.

The Asso-
ciation continued in great harmony and

peace during the session.

former promise, I have sent yow ihe reln-

tion ol the s^'p-^jr^ii ^n of the Hopewell
chuf'h. Not hy w'Ay of <ompl;^i: t aiicl re-

gret, my fie if breihren; no, far from it—
but mert^ly givinij; you a small sample of
the fairness and equitableness of the mis-
sionary spirit that is here prevalent among
us. The benevolent kind treatment so

frequently received, is no more nor less

than what we might have expected, and

very justly too deserve, as remuneration
for our former apathy, indifference and un-
faithfulness as a church; observing too

much tenderness and delicacy, and tliat

too in viclaiion of the injunction of the

good Book. We intleed have reason to

rejoice aud be thankful, that our case is no

worse than it has been and is, for it is evi-
dent, had th. ir power been sufficient, and

fully adequate and commensurc^te, we must

and would have experienced quite a differ-
ent fite. So that we vvoiild wish to be

grateful and truly thankful, that their
power w.os limited, and in the result visibly
con'racled.

The Hopewell church was constituted

in the year 1833, in sunmer or first of the
fd!, by Elders, Eli Davi^ and Asa Wright,
on eleven members only; both of said

ministers at the time, professin<2; to be in
op|iosiiion to all the prevalent mission

schemes of the day. Elder Davis was

called to the pastoral care of the church,
which continued until he deceased, which

was (I think) in the spring of 1835.

And the church possessed and enjoyed,
and had that unanimity and or,enes«

of spirit that vvas desirable indeed; and

flourished to an extent that was truly
graiifyinjr mil il the fa!! of '34, when she

was able to represent herself in the Conven-
tion for the formaiion of the Choctaw As-
sociation, her letter being wrote and that

too in opposition to the schemes of the day.
The conlents of which was found out by
Wriglit, who appeared at our next meeting
in course, and previous to tlie meeting of
the Convention, and vehemently opposed
the spirit of the letter; and that too after it
was received and adopted by the church,

(apparently not a dissenting; voice when

read.) Throug,h and bj^ his artifice and

urgent persuasion, he had that letter retain-
ed and held back, and another wrote to his

for'
own liking, i. e. to say nothing eiiher
or aiiamst missionisml!f 1

! Conrusiou and turmoil then was vis-

ibly planted, as it weie, but lay dormant
i and obscure, (a happy a glorious incident

1indeed, though not intended by the en-

jemy,) until the death of Elder Davis, and

j Asa Wright was called to the care of the

ciiurch—he, Wright, still apparently and

I assiduously opposing missionary opera-
' tions. At length his name being discover-
jed in a missionary paper of high note, he

'was attacked on the occasion; which ho

[then and there peremptorily denied. The
case being too plain and positive to admit

I of a solitai y doubt, though he' would shift

land endeavor to extinguish, confusion now

I sprung up and revived afiesh. Twas not

long before he had the impudence and au-

dacious front, publicly and openly to avow

& declare himself a full-blooded missionary
in every respect ; before frequently pretend-
ing to be in violcRt opposition to nil mit-
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sionar}' efif-jrts — now urging to the conf rat y
the propriety and lauciableness of the

religious in:5titution-s of ihe clay ! ! !

A proj)ositon was now agitated by a few

of ihs Pi iiuiiive oraer, to endeavor to nip
his perverse inculcation in the bud, by in

irociucin^ a d.'cisive rule for the desireable

anticip.itod purpose; but when ihose few

of the old sta-iip ititi-o lu( "d liie article to

the c'kurch lor li.^r adopri :)n,. it was too

griping and Oj)pre5sive to b.' endure.l b>

the ad.'ei'se. Tiu:; uiissionisis immediately
exclaimed, (or a part of them principally,)
if that rule is adopted and enforced, } ()U

wiK eventually cut us all off. Some of our
beloved l-'rimilive brethren, being w.ore

leader anvl placid, the delermin ite few ev-
entually wet-e overpowered, and hnid to lay
Si ill and su^er under tlie grevious pres-
sure.

It was reniurked by some peculiar no-

ted ones, that if they the missionists should

ever get the upper hand, they will not i.i
the least regard your feelings; and w.^

have w;th regret found it even the case, as

W IS predicted. For as they grew sirongei ,

(mure in number,) cjafusiou and di^^iruc-

tion grew vvorse by far until the dissolu-
tion of die Ciioct iw Association. In the

meanwhile the missionists were very assid-

uous in their electioneering ariificts.

Agreeably to the advice and recom-

mendaiioa of the Association to the

churches of which it was composed, we,

ihe Primitive portion of the Hope-
wA\ church, reasonably expected no w we

shauld part widi the newschemes in desire-

abie peace; bat to our utter astonish men t,

it was noi so For at the time that our first

church n-iceting came on, after the Choctaw

Associ .tion dissolved, tne "Pilgrim's Kest
Association," wdiich is a Primitive one en-

tire, all of c'
i

pie^ e— some of our brethren

w.mting to go to it together with our be-

loved p isior, thinking too at the same time

.hat our church couid and would have her

jieaceable trnnauit separation at oui- next

meeting in course. Accortiinglv sonv^

r)f »is, tp-;etht,r vvith our pastor, went to

the aboS^e stated Association, 'and none

ofthcotiier male members of the Old

Stamp, (or but one only,) attended the

church meeting.
■ And to our amazement,

vvhea we go-t home irom the Pilgrim's
Rest Association, we found oui- mis^ionary

members had met in our absenc-', and en-

tered fully and minuteiy into rcsuiutio .s io

their own hUing; not even commutiica-

ling t« ui a distant previous suggestion ©f

their premeditated intention. They harl

appointed their delegates, repj-esented and

joined another Association in the con-
certed interim; which Association is nearly-
all missionary, and has by far more of the

miss-ionarytspirit dwellintj; among them thati
the one which u'ns dissolved.

Pern-iit me iiere io^ adopt the remark
made by a worihy brotiier at our i>e-

p;iraLion, i. e. the proceedings and ad-

varitage taken in our absence, **was a

1 »nap,jud gment !" Well, at our next ineet-

i-ng, ihey brought forward the minutes of
the last meeting. It being read at its prop-

I er timo, we oI)jected to and told them, we

I" ' bought theii- proceedings u'ere not le^al,

'

and consistent. The missionisfs said lliey

1 did not think so. We insisted, however to

j lay the determination over till the next
I n)eetirig in cour>e, and have all ihe mem-

i bers present; and if a majority ofthe church

; sjid that tlieir proceedings were legal, we
wouhl not then object. But no, they
siill claimed their proceedings be uni-
form and legal, as it was at our regular
church meeting time; and that they
were now represented in the new Associ-
ation, (Liberty.) they therefore could not
alter their former proceedings consist-
ently.

We told them that agreeably to the ad-
vice of ihe Choctaw Association, we fond-

ly exjjected to part in peace, and was desir-
ous ;it the present to make fair equit.ible
pro[rJsition3, i.e. as we had united in build-
ing the house, if they wished to keep if

,
pay us what we had thrown in, so as to

help us to build another; or, that we
would keep the house and pay them what-
ever they had coni ributed— and also ob-

served and told them, that if they thought

it was not just and right so to do, not to do
it.

, Dear brethren Editors: I have

been sileni so lonji, that peih;ips some of

3 ou may think that I care nothing aboui

the Old School Baptists. But let me tell
you, that my reason for not writing was,

hecause I have found the columns of the

Primitive so well filled wi-th belter matter

than I thought that I could write, that

1 have been quite satisfied to be silent.
My subject at present is on persecution,

and my intention is, to try to show that

the church of Christ have been a persecuted

people ever since he had a people ort earth;

and that the persecution has been carried
on by persons professing to be worship-
pers in some sense of the Word; and in

n»any respects worshippers of God, or in

other words, pretended worshijjpers of
God; and that persecution has st-ldom if
ever been carried on to any great extent by

persons making no preteniiior.s lo any
kind of religion. But in the main, I be

lie ve the persecution against Christ's c'nurch

has been canied on principally by profes-
sing people of some kind or other.

And secondly, I want to show that the

persecution has not been because Chrisi's
followers professed leligioii, bni because
they would not give into the false wMys and

plans ol such pretended wor>hippers. And
ihird, I want to show, that Clirist's church
lias always been a people that would cry
against false ways and false worship, and

that has been the reason why they liad to

sufifer persecution; and not because they
have been professors of religion. For I
plainly see that the whole of mankind be-

lieve in some kind of religion, with but few

exceptions; and but few will fall out with
you, unless you differ with them; and your
diflfering with them oirly, does not common-
ly cause them to persecute you; but it is on

accountof your exposing their false ways &:

plans, this brings persecution generally,;
Now in order to prove my })osition, 1

will begin first with Israel, God's chosen

people, under the appellation of a naiional
(hurch. You know iliat they were foi'-
bldden of God to intermarry with other
nations, and that they were not to partake
of the sins and pollutions of other nations,
and were strictly forbidden to worship anv
other God, but the Lord, the God of Israel.
And this caused them to be hated and per-

secuted by other nUions, and not because
they were worshippers, or professors of
religion; because almost every nation we
ever read of were worshippers of some
kind of idol or other.

From here \ will glanee along to King
Ahab's lime and the days of Elijah, which
you may find a full account of in the first
book of Kings, ISLh ch. &o. Read it for
yourselves, and you will find that Elijah
seemed to be the only prophet of the Lord .

which had not been slain, and his life was

sought from kingJom to kingdom. And
for what? Because he was a worshipper.-'
I say not. For how many prophets had
Baal at the same time, and how many
worshippers of Bial then lived and wor-
shipped Baal as much as they pleased. So

you may see that it was because Elijah
would not join them in thair d evotion, and

say nothing against iheii- kind worship,
was the reason of their seeking his life.

As my sheet will not allow me to be

Very minute, I must come down to the

days of Christ and his apo^tIes. And you
may plainly see, that almost every di^pute^

that Christ had, was with people that held
themselves to be professors, or worshippers
of some god or otlier. And if you will no-
tice, the very people that crucifiad him,
done it because he spoke agiinst their reli-
gion. And had he have given into the

religion of the day, they would not have

put him to death, as you may plainly see.
Well, to the apostles. From wiiom did
their persecution arise? I say from per-
sons professing religion in the general;
which you my plainly see from reading the

good Book. i .

Now 1 come down to the persecu'.'on
and bloodsiied by the churc i of Rome.
Did they put Christians to death because

they professed lobe worshippers? I should
think not. But thai they persecuted ihem,
because they could not, nor would not

give into iheir plans of worship, but would
exclaim againsL tlicir false ways and false

worship.
Now I come down to the present day

and time, which I have not room to say
much about. Perhaps I may say more at

another time, if life lasts; either from the

pulpit or the press, in my weak manner^
I must only hint at ])resent and say, do'

you knovv any people at the present day
who are set at nought because they will
not give into, nor have any thing to do
with the many schemes and plans sq

popular with many to make moacj by
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their religion by setting up and establish-

ing so many societies all unauthorised by
scripture?

So I must come to a close just having
got to tlie beginning of the subject thatvvas
