MODERATION.

I havebeenthinkingof tlieapostles'
injunctionas instancedby theabove
headingandin thatconnectionI have
beenreveiewingtheeditorialcolumns
of theLandmarkwithreferencetothe
useof termsnot as,"Thus saiththe
Lord,"' and thereforeregardedby
manyasnothavingtheformof sound

I haveknowngood,
andablebrethrento resort to the
Greekof Hebrewandmaketheirown
translationto sustaintheircontention.
Sucha coursemightnotbe particu-
larly objectionableas to wordsand
phrases,but whenprinciplesof doc-
trineareinvolvedui)onwhichbrethren
differanddivideit is notin harmony
with suchdecorum'as maintainsgos-
pel moderationof the scripturesby
PrimitiveBaptistsfor PrimitiveBap-
tists,andtlie right of any man to
preacliwhodoesnot understandthe
originaltonguesfromwhichthescrip-
turesaretranslated,exceptas they
teachthepeoplesuchthingsas they
aretaughtof menthatthescriptures
Uiean.

It wouldbe well in theboundsof
gospelmoderationtokeepin mindthat
l)rethrenwho differ from us in the
understandingas to the meaningof
certainscriptures,and who usethis
or thatpronouncedunscripturaldec-
laration aresincerein whattheybe-
lieveand in what theyunderstand
thescripturesto teachandmaintain.
1wantto feelassuredthatI amright
andyet I wantto rememberthat to
tliinkI knowanythingdoesnotimply
thatI knowit as I ought. Theroot
of themattermaybe in mebut the
exhibitionor .demonstrationof the
fruit maybe in someway defective
whichplacesmeat a discountwith
thosewhoare morecertainlyrooted
andgroundedin thetruth.

Somethings,asthatsalvationis by
grace,is certainlyknown,whileother
things,as whatwe shallbe,arenot
known,but we knowthat whenHe
appearswe shallbe like Him. We
knowthatall thingsworktogetherfor
goodto themthatloveGod,andare
calledaccordingto His purpose.And
He knowsall things. But I do not
knowall thingsandthereforedonot

knowhowall thingswork. I amsat-
isfiedin mymindthateachandevery
oneusingthesequqestionableterms
conldreadilyleave themoff if they
so desiredandstill possessan ample
vocabularybothof wordandphrase
andclearlysetforthsatisfactoryand
conclusiveevidenceof theirrespective
gifts andcallings,andI wouldrejoice
to seethedaywheneachandevery
oneofuswerefoundthusprovingthat
notonlywouldwenotmakea brother
anoffenderfor a wordbutwewould
notoffenda brotherby theuseof a
word.

It mightbe thatin someinstances
a verycareful examinationof our-
selveswouldresultin the wholesale
discoveryof a contrary spirit that
movesa continuedpersistencyin hav-
ing ourrespectivewayasa matterof
privilegeandright andwithoutany
verycarefulregardfor the inability
of goodbrethrento seeit as we do.
Or thatwoeknow what we mean
andothersoughttoknowit.

Weareadmonishedin thescriptures
tostrivetogetherforunityof thegos-
pel,and to be of onemindand let
that be the mindof Christ. We
shouldeachendeavorto fully under-
standtheotheranddesistfromthat
uncharitableandunreasonabledispo-
sitionof insistingthata brother'slan-
guageimpliesthatwliichhepositively
affirmsthathedoesnotmeantoimjily,
or to teachby thelanguageused.

To getourselvesright is quitean
undertakingl)utto try andrightour
brethrenis a far greaterone.I believe
I cansaytruthfiillythatI havenever
insisteduponanyonetobelievewhat
I preachortobelieveandpreachWhat
Tdois thethingtobelieveandpreach.
It is mybusinessto knowthetruth,
to believeit andpreachit andit is
mybrother'sbu.sinessto dothesame.
Thereis no principleof doctrineso
smallor so foreign fromthe great
centerof truthasto be of noconse-
quence,nor is thereoneso nearand

so largeandof suchconsequenceas
to needto bedefendedby onewhom
God hathput into the ministry,but
thedoctrineis thesuredefenseof him
to wlioma dispensationof thegospel
is committed.The giftsandcallings
of our Godoughtto beregardedby
thosegiftedandexercisedbythemas
beingof equalforceandimportanceso
that no oneshouldallowhimselfto
becomesoweddedto anyoneprinci-
pleas thathe couldscarcelypreach
a sermonwithoutmakingthatparticu-
lar featurethegrindingthoughtand
thusmakea hobbyof it.

A goodandpleasantthing,andin
many,if not in all, respectsthegood
andpleasantthingis for brethrento
dwelltogetherin unity—unityof life,
unityof faith,unityof thegospeland
of thepeaceof God,andof love,and
of thatmindwhichis calledthemind
of Christ.

Maythegraceof Godestablishour
heartsin thennityof thefaith and
thebeliefof thetruthandin faith.

On thesecondquestion1 saythat
I donotseeonwhatgroundwebap-
tizeonewhoisqualifiedtobebaptized,
andliasbeenbaptizd bya properad-
ministrator.Is theresucha thingas
arebaptism? CneLord,onefaithand
onebaptism,if oneis in-eparedfor
baptismandproperly baptizedwhy
shouldthechurch require that he
shouldbe baptizedthe secondtime?
Thetruechurchof Godkeepsall the
ordinancesanddoesall theordinances
anddoesnothavetorepeatherwork.

At Ephesusabouttwelvemenwere
baptizeduntoJohn'sbaptism,butthey
had not seen nor heardJohn who
wasneverat Ephesus,andtheyhad
not so muchas heardwhetherthere
is aHolyGhost.WhentheyWeremore
fully instriictedthev were baptized
in thenameof theLord Jesus,notin

thenameof Johnorof anyotherman.

On February 4th,1897it seemed
goodin thewisdomof Himwhowork-
othall thingsfor His ownpurposeto
removeby deathhis companion.He
was againunitedin matrimony,on
i\Iarch4th,1899,toMrs.M. R. Stokes,
they living togetherthe balanceof
his stayon earthin peaceandhar-
money.
Thesubjectof thisnoticewasabrave

soldierin theCivil war andwe have
oftenlistenedto himtell of incidents
that occurredwhilea soldierin the
lostcause.

April 20th,1867,he cameto Ply-
mouthchurch,gavesatisfactionof his
hope,wasreceivedandthenextday
w!asbaptizedby Elder Ben Griffin.
October15th,1870the churchmade
choiceof himfor clerkandhe gave
perfectsatisfactionuntil his health
becameimpaired.Onthe17thofSept.
1881he.withthewriter,wereliberat-
edto exercisethegift of speakingin
public,andhewentfar andnearpro-
claimingthegladtidingsof salvati'>-i
throughthemeritsof Christasa f 1'
andcompletesacrifice,andhe ga
perfectsatisfactionto the churchc'.
His ordinationAvascalledfor, andon
May16th,1886hewasordainedtothe
full work in all thefunctionsof the
gospel.
Hehasprovenbyanorderlywalkand

a godlyconversationthathehadbeen
all alongwithJesus. He somuchlov-
edthesongsof Zion. He servedfor
manvyearsasclerkof theAmiteAsso-
ciation,beingclerkof ourchurchand
our Association.

Oh howwe will misshim.He be-
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earaeafflictedsomethreeor fouryears
ago hut continuedgoinguntil three
monthsago.A goodphysicianwascali-
phd in whodid all he couldbut in
vain. All that a loving companion
coulddo,assistedbyall hislovedones
administeredtohimbuttheycouldnot
staythehandof death, andon the
abovementionedtimehe foldedhis
handsacrosshisbreastandfell asleep
in Jesusto awakenomoreuntil the
resurrectionmornwhenhewill awaken
in thelikenessof his Redeemer,and
hewdl bejust like thedearLord.

So T understandthat this gospel
shallbo a witnessto thebelieverin
Christto justification,anda witness
againsttheunbelieverto condemna-

tion,for it shallgo to everycreature
underheaven.For Godhasnorespect
(.)fpersons,for he thatfearethHim
andworkethrighteousnessis accepted
withllim in all nations.It tookPeter
a longtimeto learn this fact, but
whenhe A^asvisitedby the Gentile
messengersandconversedwith them
ontIk;iioiise-toi)andsawthesheetlet
downfiomheavenandheardthevoice
from heavensaying, "Arise, Peter
kill andeat," hewasthenconvinced
thatGodhadcalledhimto preachto
tile (Jeutilesalso. Peter,up to the
jiresenttime,wasstill flunkingthat
he wasto preachto the Jews only,
wliicliwasunderthefirst commission,
l)utnowho liaslearnedthathemust
preachit totheGentilesalso. I know
somebrethrenthat contendthat we
are only to preachto the lost sheep
of thehouseof Israelandnobodyelse.
But I do notunderstandit thatway.
Forwearecommandedin thelastcom-
missionto preachto all theAvorldand
to everycreature,andit is saidthat
hethatbelievothandis baptizedshall
besavedandhethatb(dievethnotshall
be damned.For God so lovedthe
worldthatHe gavehis onlybegotten
Sonintotheworldthatwhosoeverbe-
lievethin Him shouldnotperishbut
haveeverlastinglife, for He sentnot
His Sonintotheworldtocondemnthe
worldbutthattheworldthroughHim
mightbe saved. John 3:15and 17.
For theMaster saidwhen He was
in theworld.He wasthe true light
that lightetheverymanthat cometh
into theAvorld. So thenmanis re-
sponsiblefor his sinsand he is left
withoutan excusebefore God, for
thatHoly Spirit thatChrist saidHe

Therewasnot
a manamongthemto'whomhe had
notdeclaredthecounselof Godwith-
-^■iitreservationnor evasion.At all
timesin all placesandunderall cir-
cumstances,as he came in contact
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wjthmeaof wkateverstagein life he
spakeforthth wordsof truthandso-
l.einessand thuscommendedhimself
toeveryman'sconsciencein the sight
oL God. And therewas not a man
amongtheall menimpliedwho,when
ne knewthe counselof God, could
.standin his placeandsayof a truth
thatPaulhasnotdclaredit untohim;
thereforewhatever adversitymight
havecomeupon one,Paul wasimio-
eentof thebloodof thatman.

Theadjectiveall qualifiestheword
m'^nandnotthewordcounsel.There
is aninfinitedifferencebetweenmen
andth counselof God,andto trans-
posethemwould seem'intolerable
whenconsideredin thelight of that
u-pspelof whichthe apostKsaid he
wasnot ashamed.Is not the gospel
of Christ the counselof God ôr is
uot the counselof God the gospel
of Christ? Paul saysthis gospelwas
preachedto every creature under
I'.eaven.And in writingto thechurch
at Corinth with all that in every
llace call uponthe name of Jesus
Christour Lord he said:MoroverI
declareuntoyou the gospelwhichI
preacheduntoyou.For I deliveredun-
toyoufirst of all thatwhichI alsore-
ceived,howthatChristdiedfor our
sinsaccordingto the scriptures,and
tJifithewasburied,andthatroseagain
thethirdday accordingto thescrip-
tures,andwasseenof Cephas,then
i>rthe twelve, thenof aboutfive
hundredbrethrenat once. Thenhe
he was seenof Jamesand thenof
ixii the apostles,and last of all he
wasseenof Paul as of onebornout
of due time. Paul saw him in the
si'irit in thegospel,in salvationand
Thushe preachedHim. And thus
we seeHim andbelieveon him and
]">reachHim!.

He wasmanifestin theflesh,justi-
fied in thespirit, seen of angels,
preachedunto thegentiles,believed
on in the world, receivedup into
glory. This is godliness.Thisis the

kospel.Thisis thecounselof Godand
Scilvation.If onetruly believesthis
he believesit all, and to disbelieve
anyof it is todisbelieveit all.Is it pos-
siblefor oneto believein andpreach
ChristandHim crucified,andat the
sametimedisbelieve,denyandrepu-
diatethefact of theresurrectionof
the dead? Surelynot. Couldone
believeandpreachthatthedeadare
raisedup by JesusChrist,anddeny
thedoctrineof a crucified Christ?
Most assuredlynot. Christ is not
divided. The foundationof God is
not divided,but standethsure,hav-
ing thisseal,TheLord knoweththem
that areHis. And let every one
that uameththe nameof Christde-
part frominiquity. Through much
zealwith respectto a certainprinci-
ple of doctrine onemaybecomeex-
tremtein his contention,andpush,and
horn and side until finallyheap-
pearsto losesight of thefact that
it is possiblefor himtobewrong,and
thatothermen andoldermenmight
not havehad revelationsof God's
work.

James^FjMiialSharp was born
Ahii'cli27.1S44,in thewesternpartof
IJockinghamcounty,N. C, andspent
his boyhooddayson thehills of the
Pan. His earlyhomewasabouttwo
miles fromMadisononthenorthside
of Dan River—now ownedby the
Fallen heirs.His educationAvaslim-
ited,havinggrownup in thatperiod
justprecedingtheCivilwarbeforethe
publicschoolswereof much value
andprivate schoolswerescarce.He
wentto schoolat thepublicschool
liouseknown as Baughn's School-
houseon Baughn's mountain,and
laterattendingthe High Schoolin
Madisonat theoldBulahAcademyat
thattimerun by Mr. Shuck.He was
foiTdof talkingaboutthedayss:'ent
in schoolwith theBulahboys. He
wasthesonof ArcherSharpandhis
motherwasfamiliarlyknownasPeg-
gie Sharp. His deathoceiirredJune
13,1910,at his homeat Intelligence,
N. C, onhisfarmknownasBaldHUl,
four and one-halfmilessoutheastof
Madison,N. C. His deathwascaused
by paralysis,having had a former
strokein the earlypart of August,
1909. He wfasstricken the second
timeaboutthreeo'clockp.m.,Friday,
June 10,andsufferedgreatpainfor
a few hours. Medicalattentionwas
givenhim as earlyas possible but
nothingseemedtoretardtheprogress
of thesyelftof death. Abouteight

C. Regiment,Co.F.,
andwentforthto do servicefor his
countryasa Confederatesoldier.He
sawserviceon manybattlefieldsin
Virginia, Maryland,and Pennsylva-
nia, He was withhis gallantchief-
tainRobertE. Leoat thebattleof the
WildnernessandSpotsylvaniaCourt
house.In thelatterbattlehereceiv-
eda wound in theleft jaw, thebul-
letranginguptothtemplefromwhi.ih
woundhesufferedthroughlife. After
thewar wasover,hereturnedto his
nativehillsandbeganlife anew.With-
outmoneyor meanshebeganto labor
to builduphisbelovedSoutiilandthat
hadbeenravagedby the goryhand
of war. Onthe20thdayof November
1866,hewasmarriedto Eliza Merri-

etteGarrett,and they laboredon
tlioughoften besetwithobstaclesand
trialsuntil,at his deathheownedan
excellentfarmand waswellequipncd
for theenjoymentof life.

Tiie deceasedwasa sonof Mr. and
IMrs.LewisS. Petteway,andwasborn
August6, 1881nearJacksonville,N.
C, wherehisfirst twetity-oneyearsof
life wei'espent.Hisyouthfvddayswere
spentlaboringin the familystrifefor
support. His nights were usually
spentin preparingfor the greatbattle
of life. As mostothercountryboys
hehadhardchancesfor schooling,but
because of that worthy ambition
whichcharacterizedhis life hegained
a commendableeducationby thedull
midnightoil.

It
wasthe mostbeautifulthing1 ever
lookedat. It lit upona willowand
begantopickupcornthathaddrifted
up againstthetree. I beggedPapa
tokill it 1wantedit sobadly.It heard
us talkingandflew awaybutcame
backpresentlywhenMamaandmyself
caughtit in a coop. A womanap-
peared̂ ^ndsaid it waslier child.I
askedherwherew re lier wings,and
shesaidunderherdress.

1liadhutverypoorandlimitedoppor-
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tunitiesat school,as thecoiiimonor
freeschoolshad justgoneiutoopera-
tion aboutthe time1 wasof school
age.

I wasveryfondof booksi'.ndsoon
learnedto readandwiite. 1 feelthat
thegoodLordgaveuiea mindandde-
sirefor an education.But for thatI
donotthink1wouldhaveobtaineded-
dueationsufficient to attendto any
commonbusiness.AVhen1 was21
yearsof age1 hadac([uireda suffici-
enteducationto enal)lemeto teach.
1 taughta smallseehoolin tl:eneigh-
l)orliood. After which1hiredoutto
workat eightdollarsper nuuth—as
m^yfatherwasnot ableto i.ssistme
withmeanstogotoschool.So1made
moneyenoughtopaymyAvayatPleas-
ant GroveAcademyin JolinstonCo.,
N. C. The first year1 madesuffici-
entprogressasto enal)lemeto obtain
a secondgradecertificateto teachin
thepublicschools.I v/ouldteachand
go to school,was goingto schoolin
Harnettcountywhenthewarbetween
theStatesbeganin 1&61.I continued
till thesessionwascut, thenin the
fall andwinterI taughtfour months
schoolin Johnstoncounty. In J\lay,
18621volunteeredintothewar. Tids
endedmy goingto school.I served
threeyearsin thewar—upto thes.ir-
renderin '65—-passedthrough much

But I haveno fel-
low shipwith onewholightlyboasts
of his shamefulconductandbragsof
thelengthto whichhe chargesGod
withpredestinatinghimto goin evil,
andtheniokinfflyexclaims,"I eotildn't

belpit." Nay theveryreversewill be
bissadfeelingashecomesconfessing
ti e depthof his depravity.

Tiiejudgmentof Godis nota mere
gnosticismbutis a quickeningsystem
ill thebeingofeverychildof God,that
doesnot dealin mereplatitudesof
frivolousthouglit.It falls in linewith
t!;etrueelementof predestination.It
siltsbetweenthoseAvhowereordained
to Avratli.1

Al)outthreeyearsbeforeI wasbap-
tizedsoTiiepowerdealtwith me,and
I sawalwaysthewayto be lostbut
no wayto besaved.ThenI sawGod
couldblessthedfunkardandgambler
andall mankiiid.But minewas an
ouicastease..\nd as I wentto sleep
onenightin tliatcondition1lookedin
theEastandsawa cloud,andin the
cloudI siiwti'" ji;liars,andin frontof
thechuid1sawa manwitli twopil-
lars iiudei'hisfeet,andsittingonthe
l! -id onewith tlie fourtli and fifth
pillarssiipnorlii)!.';his liead,and the
cloudtravelingfromEasttoAVest.The
iiitei-pi'ctationtomewastheLordcom-
in!{ai'terITisow!i,andI I'c'^ani)ray-
in- 1otheLoi'dif it wasi)uiltfor me.

of beingTJediatorof suclia testament;
a testamentalsowherebyHe notonly
wastoundertaketo makesatisfaction,
andto makegoodall God'slegacies,
butto makegoodin ustheconditions
onourpart,bywritingthelaAVin the
heart. For thatis thenewcovenant,
asHeb.viii. 10,11:"For this is the
covenantthat I will makewith tlie
houseof Israelafterthosedays,saith
theLord;1will putUy lawsintotheir
mind,andwritethemin theirhearts;
andI will beto thema God,andthey
shallbe to ]Mea people.And thc}
shallnot teacheverymanhis ueii;h-
bour,andeverymanhisbrothei-,say-
ing,Know theLord; for all shall
knowJJe, fromtheleastto thegreat-
est." And if the :\Icdi;itorhad not
engagedto do tliis, God wouldvj)'.
havedealtwithIlim, for ITcwill nialsc
sureworkin thecovenant,sinceit was
to bea covenantordorodin JiUtliinvs
andsure;2 Sam.xxiii. 3, "AltlioirHi
myhousebenotsowithGod,yetIl;>
hathmadewith me an everlasting
covenant,orderedin all thingsand
sure;for thisis all mysalvation,and
all my desire,al+houghHe makeit
not to grow. And what cro^uiuc
coulddothis? Or wasit fit thatGod
shouldputsomuchtrustin anvcroa
ture,who"finds folly in His ;inc'.'>ls
andputsnoconfidencein His saints"?
Godwouldnot vouchisafcto treator
tradewith any merecn-ature,upon
so highanddeep enan^enienis.nor
enterinto partnershipvriththem,to
sharealike,as in thatcovenanttlius
madeGodandtheINlcdiatorof it were
todo.

2. The part whichwe boarin the
covenfTif.andouractin,!?sin it. render-
edit unmeetthatanybut theSonof

God shsouldhavethe administration
of it committedto him. For,

First. If we considerwhatis the
businessandactsof ourfaith,it will
beevidentthatit wasfit andrequisite
thatour Mediatorshouldbesuchan
oneaswemightrelyupon,andtrust
in. Now,wasit fit thatanymerecrea-
tureshouldbemadeandsetforthto
us as the objectof our faith? And
yet it is thatfaithwhichis themost
suitableconditionfor thecovenantof
grace;asRom.iv. 16,"It is therefore
of faith,thatit mightbebygrace;and
sureto all theseed." And thatfaith
mustpitchuponour]Mediatorasupon
a Corner-stonelaid by God,asa sure
foundation(asPaulandPeterspeak),
soashethatbelievetlimightnotcome
to beashamed:1 Pet.ii. 6,"Where-
forealsoit is containedin theScrip-
ture,Behold,I lay in Sion a chief
Corner-stone,elect,precious;and he
thatbelievethonHimshallnotbecon-
funded."Wouldit thenhavebeen,or
couldanyarmof fleshhavethusse-
curedus,orunder-proppedourhearts?

mediatorbetweenGod and man.
I umlcistandthat a mediatoris one
whointerposesbetweentwo parties
at variancewiththeviewof affeclmg
a reconciliationbetweenthem. lie
comesbetwenas a-middleman,thus
anpeasiiigthe wrathof the offended
party,so making peace.Even so
•Icsus,our Lord, led captivity cap-
li\ity. He proclainuidlibertyto the
ca|)tivesandwhenheopenstheprison
to themthatarebound,he poursin
theoil andtliewine,andthewounded
arehealed.Oh, immeasurablelove!
Oh, peai'lessgrace!thatdevisedthe
wondrousplan. Thenagain.Ohrap-
turousthoughtto contemplateHiraas
the suretyfor His bride! Thenfor
oneto becomesuretyfor anotheris to
makecertainsecurityagainstloss—a
bondsman—a bail, ^o Jesus Christ
becamethebondsmanfor His people
andcancelledall thatenormousdebt
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whichthey owed. He fulfilled and
perfectlyki-'i)tthe law, and satisfied
the demandsof divinejustice. He
diedin our phu-eandstead;thejust
for theunjust,andsutfered,enduiini;-
tliemostgrievoussorrowsin His soul
andthemostpainfulsufferingsin ll's
hody. Thennotliin<jrmoi-eis required
of His bride;justicediHiiandsthepay-
mentof a debtInit oui^e.If a manis
sentencedto behanged,andhis head
is takennothingmoreis demandedof
thebod,v.Tlie truehusbandpaysall
the brideowes; her debtsbeingim-
puted(charged)to him,he is under
no obligationto any oneelse. Then
thechurchof Christ,His bride,is pre-
sentedto theFather,withoutspotor
wrinkleor any such thing. The
King'sdaughteris all gloriouswithin,
her clothingis of wroughtgold; she
shallbebroughtuntotheKing in rai-
mentof needlework. Psalm45:13,14.
Sheis clothedwiththatseamlessrobe,
the goldenrighteousnesswhich tlie
Lord Jesus Christwrought out on
Cavalry'scross,andit sliallneverwax
oldnorwearout,neithershallit ever
be takenfrom her. For the Lord's
workis perfect; His childrenai'ejusti-
fiedfromall thingsfromwhichthey
couldnot be justifiedby thelaw of
Moses,beingjustifiedfreelyby His
grace,throughtheredemptionthatis
in Christ Jesus.

and Iniptismof the Holy Ghostand
with fire, conveyingpreciseslythe
samesenseunderdifferentsymbols,
setting forth the operationof the
Spirit of Godupontheheartof the
[loorsinnereffectingthechangefrom
naturetograce,for it is theSpiritthat
quickeneth. This purification or
cleansingis effectedby fire for our
Godis a consumingfire. Fire is a
consumingelement,burning up and
destroyingthechaff,wood,hay,stub-
ble,&c. Our Godsitsasa refinerof
silver. '"Hewill refinethemassilver
is refinedandwill try themas gold
is tried." It is recordedin history
thattherefinerof ancientdayswould
sit by the refiningfurnacewith his
eyesfixedintentlyupontheprecious
m:etaluntil it wouldreflecthis image,
thenit wouldbe sufficientlytried—■
all thedrosspurgedoutandconsumed.
Job knewsomethingof this, for he
said,whenHe hathtriedmeI shall
comeforthasgold.

God'speoplearechosenin tliefurn-
aceof affliction.Furnacein a Bible
sensesymbolizesdeeptrial,a placeof
severesuffering.It is evensoin the
caseof a poor,convictedsinnerwhen
he is first awakenedandcalledforth
fromthegraveof carnality.He is in
a stateof unrest,andsaysI will re-

form;I will seekto amendmyways;
will retracemy steps,ami awaylie
runsto the law for justitieation,but
noreliefnorcomiortdoesthatafford
him. Vengeanceis pursuinghardaf-
ter him,demandingbloodfor blood,
seeinghimselfa lost andruinedsin-
ner. The first thingtheHoly Spirit
doeswhenhecomesintoa man'sheart
is this: He lays barehis heartand
letshimseetheloathsomecancerthat
is thereeatingawayhislife,uncovers
tohimall theblacknessanddefilement
of thatsinkof hell,andthentheman
standsaghast,theLordspeaksto him
in thunderingtonesfromI\lountSin;:i
saying,"The soulthatsinnethit shall

Thencomesthe
Holy Spirit andsliowshimthecross
of Christ,giveshim eyes anointed

witli heavenlysalveandsays,lookto
yondercross,themanChristdiedto
savesinners,andyoufeelyou are a

sinuerlie died to save. And He
enablesthe heartto believeHe is

.justifiedl)y faith; He believesGod
for Clirist'ssakehasblottedout his
iniquities,thereforehehaspeacewith
God through Christ the Mediator.

I feel.BrotherGold,when a church
calls a pastortheyshouldbewilling
toseethatliedoesnotservethemat a

lossto himselffinancially,̂ lorethan
this,tomymind,theyshouldnotstop
at sim|>Iy(lavinghis railroadfare,
wheretliey lun'eto usethatmethod
of travel,but thatthe time it takes
liiiu to eomeandgo to suchchurch
shouldalsobe consideredand a fair
.f^illoAvancemadehimon this account,
esr-e'dallywherehis timemeanssup-
portto his family. I believe it to be

a duty of the churchas well as a
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privilege.
The churchat this placehasbeen

consideringthe matterof callinga
pastor,and1 have stated to tlie
BrethrenandSisters1thinkweshould
considerandbewillingto morethan
pay our pastor's■expenses.I have
suggestedthateachmembersaywhat
theyfeelwillingandableto give;or
thattheygivewhattheyfeeldisposed
to theDeacon,or someothermember
to begivenovertothepastorbysuch
party;or thattheygo up and put
whateveramounttheywishona tal)ie,
or that theyhandtheir gift to the
pastorin person,lettingthe amount
be knownto the church. I contend
thattiiecluirchshouldhavesomeway
of blowing that tlieir pastor'sneeds
aremet. In ourcase,wehaveto pay
rentfor a liall in whieliwemeet,and
it seemsto methattheInisinesspart
of theciuircliaffaii's,includingtheex-
pensesof thepastor,whenhe luisto
travelby lail, as is truein our case,
slioiildbe handledin somiebusiness-
like manner.I wouldnot for a mo-
mentcountenancea planof assessing
mem'bers,or paying th.e pastor a
statedsalary,but I do not feel it

'wouldbebringingin any newthino-
amongus for themembersto simply
haveit understoodamongthemselves
as to whateachwill do towardsdo-
frayingall expensesiiii'urredby the
church. Am I right in this?

Someof our Brethren take the
standthatif a preacheris sentof the
Lord, that theLord is ablpandwill
takecareof him. I believethisfirndy,
butatthesametimeTalsolieliev(>tliat
manyof our churchesaie lackingin
dutyin thisrespectandthat.theyare
the sutTerersthereby,and not the
preacherso much. T unrlerstandthe
seripturesto teachthat "If ye are
obedientchildren,ye shalleatthefat
of theland." Thereis nogoodthing
promisedthe disobedientchild or

churchfor hisor theirdisobedivince.
Again, it is written,"Tliou shalt

not -nuzzlethemouthof theox that
ti-eadethoutthecorn." '-Jf wehave
sownuntoyou spiritualtilings,is it
a greatthing if we shallreapyour
i-ai-nalthings?"

"Even sohaththe Lord ordained
that they whichpreachthe gospel
shouldlive of the gospel." Such
srrintiiresas these,whichare found
111the nintli chapterof Paul's first
'•'Mer-o thechurchat Corinth,and
manyotherjust such,it seemsto me
liearout our duty to or ratherthe
church'sduty,to its pastor.But,say
some,1didn'tenjoythepastor'sser-
montoday,and 1 don't feel disposed
to give of my carnalthings. I said
to a Bi'otheroncewhomadea state-
mentof this kind, "Do youknowit
was the fault of his preaching,and
doyonnotbelievetheheareris some-
limesat fault?" Sometimes,dear
l-!r'ethren,T feelthat I amnot given
to receivethejoyful soutdlike some

at othertimes.

BrotlurGold,I fearI amtakingup
toomuchof your time. I will state
in conclusionthat I earnestlyhope
and i)ray that our churcheswill ex-
per-iencea sjeneralawakeninsrandbe-
comealiveto thedutyof eachrespec-
tive churchto its pastor,as well as
thepoor,andmaytheynot makeit

What is real,true Gospel
obedience?Whatis theobedienceof
theGospel,or whatis theGospelof
obedience?AVhatits reallyandtruly
the efficientvirtue of the Gospel
whichwepreach?It is thatwhichis
demonstratedin andby theSpiritand
powerof God. It is therevelationof
JesusChrist,evenastheSpirit takes
of the thingsof Christcrucifiedand
showsthemuntous. Andamongthese
thingsthusrevealedis theobedience
whichJesuslearnedby the things
whichhe suffered,whichis the only
obediencein whichsinnerscanstand
beforeGodandreceivethat gracious
plaudit,"Well done,Ihou goodand
faithful serva'nt,enterthou into the
joy of thyLord." Jesuslearnedthis
obedienceby thethingswhichhesuf-
fered,andshallwelearnit otherwise?
It broughtHim into death,andshall
we escapedeathby the same obe-
dience?Thechildrenof Godasthey
followPaulevenashefollowedChrist
like Paul diedailyevenastheybear
aboutin theirbodiesthedyingof the
Lord Jesus. Nowis the dying the
resultof obedienceor disobedience?
It mustbe of obedience.Therewas
no disobediencein Christnor is there
sucha thingin His people,whose
righteousnessis the immediateand
blessedeffeetof thesavingmerciesof
Godimputedto them through the
righteousnessof the obedienceof
Christ. Do thepeopleof Godalways
obeA-?Paul saidto thoseat Philippi:
"Wherefore,my beloved,as ye have
alwavsobeyed,notasin mypresence
onlv,but nowmuchmorein my ab-
sence,work out your own salvation

witli fear and trembling.For it is
God whichworkethin you bothto
will andto do of his goodpleasure."
Christacknowledgednowill, purpose,
pleasure,power,nor work but those
of His FatherwhohadsentHim into
the world,and whosewill He came
downfrom Heavento do, and it is
suielynolesstheprivilege,andshould
betheconstantemployof His breth-
rento acknowledgethatit is of God
thattheyarein ChristJesus,whoof
Godis madeuntothemwisdomand
righteousness,and sanctifieationand
redemption;that, accordingas it is
written, "He that glorieth,let him
glory in theLord." And thusthey
workout,or demonstratethosethings
whichGodhathwrought,andworkelii
in them,revealingin themHis "will
andHis wcrk whichareto themtheir
individual,pers^onalsalvation.How
much-'vorecertainlydoesa courseof
life wliic'i njagnifiesthe gifts of the
graceof (4oddemonstratethefactthat
oneis "savedfoi timeandeternitythan
for thahoneto spendhis timein try-
ing1,0persuai'ehimselfandothersthat
mnchin thisliredependsuponhowhe
deportshimself. The graceof God
whichliringssalvationteachesmen
andwomento whomiit appearsthat
denyineungodlinessandworldlylusts
theyshouldlive soberlyand righte-
ouslyandGodlyin thispresentworld
—not in orderto be saved,but be-
causethey are saved. Goodworks
are the effect of salvation.Those
taucrlitof Godshouldbe careful to
maintaingood works. They have
been■reatedin Christ Jesus unto
[hem. Godhas ordainedthesegood
woi-kstliatHis peopleshouldwalkin
them. Nonebut the peopleof God
knowhow to maintaina courseof
life consonantwith theGospelof His
grace,becausetheirworksarewrought
in themby Him whosenameis the
Lordtheir righteousness.The good
worksof thosecalledof God to be
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saintsarethefruitsof His righteous-
nessratherthanHis righteousnessin
thefruit of theirgoodworks. Their
righteousnessis of mfe,saiththeLord.

Tlierecanbenorealquestionwith
ourpeopleasto therealcharacterof
good works as referableto the
church. AbrahambelievedGod and
he exemplifiedit by his works,but
his beliefandnot his workswasim-
putedto him'for righteousness.His
workstestifiedof hisfaith-thatit was
ofGodandbyit washejustified,asby
faith and not by workswas he a
childof God,as eVenso arewe if
indeedwe are of thefaith of Abra-
ham.

Thereis to my minda difference
betweenobedience♦andgoodworks:
Obediencein ushastodowithsin,its
realization,its effects,its consninma-
tionandfinaldestructionin death,
andtheblessedrevelationof redemp-
tionandsalvationin andbyHimwho
humbledhimselfandbecameobedient
untodeatheventhe death of the
cross. And beingthusburied with
himby baptismintodeath,ashewas
raisedup by thegloryof theFather,
evensowe alsoshouldwalk in new-
nessof life. Thiswalkingin newness
of life is theprivilegeof every one
whohasbeengivento feelhis sins
areforgiven.

Obediencein theprimesenseapper-
tainsto thelaw,it seemsto me,and
waslearnedandrenderedby Christ
whocameto fulfill thelaw,to which
endHe wasmadeof a woman,made
underthelaw andby thushumbling
Himselfunderthe mightyhand of
Him Whosewill He cametodo He
redemedthemthatwereunderthelaw
andbecametheauthorof eternalsal-
vationto all themthatobeyHim.Ajid
this obedienceto Him is effectedby
theoperationof theSpiritthroughthe
knowledgeof Him wholearnedobe-
dienceby thethinerswhichHe suffer-
ed,andtherebyHis peoplehavehope

in Him andaresoimpressedin mind
andheartasto desireto soliveasto
exemplifyin everycommendableway
thepurposeof their heartsto serve
andworshiptheLord who they feel
liaslovedthemandgivenHimselffor
them.

But I feel thather prayers
wereheardandansweredby ourdear
Saviourwhosawfit to takeherfrom
a worldof sin andsorrowto a world
of loveandpeace.

But oh,howwe missher,andhow
heart-breakingit wasto giveherup.
Shewassokind and affectionatein
her homeandeverywherethat none
knewherbutto loveher.

samepowerthatrelievedherenabled
ustobereconciledandsay,"Thy will,
0 Lordbedone,notours.''

Theseare someof her expressions
in a lettershewroteher twin sister,
Mrs.G. AV.Griffin,of Pinetops,N. C,
in answeringa lettershehadwritten
hernotverylongbeforehersickness-

"Well, mydearsister,youaskedme
a questionin yourletterthatI hardly
knowhowto answer.You said a
friendof yourswantedto knowif I
wasnota PrimitiveBaptist,andif I
didn'twantto bebaptized.Well, if
1amanythingit is morethanI know,
but I had ratherbe a true Baptist
thananythingelsein theworld,for I
do believetheyareGod'schosenpeo-
ple,butto be a deceiverthere I
wouldn.'tbefor anything,andI would
begladtobebaptizedif onlyI felt fit.
But mydearsister,I feelthatI have
manybattlesto fightyetbeforeI am
broughtthereif I everam,for I don't
wantto be baptizedjust to be bap-
tized,for I feellike thatis makinga
mockof God'sworks,especiallyin the
Primitivefaith. But I do hopethere
canbea daywhenI canbeimmersed
underthe waterby the salvationof
the Lord and noneof man'sworks
aboutit.

BrotherM. M. Harrelsonwasa son
of BenjaminHarrelsonand wife, of
ColumbusCounty,N. C, andwasborn
about1844.His stayon earthwas
67yearslackinga fewdays.Hisfather
was a PrimitiveBaptistandwasin
theorganizationof the Mill Branch
Association,alsowasmoderatorof the
Associationfor severalsessions.

BrotherMarshall,as he wascalled
by his brethren,was a Confederate

soldier,havingservedhiscountrywith
honoranddistinction,andwhilein the
^\•arhada severecaseof typhoid'fever
whivilisettledin hisleg,causingavery
badabscessfi-omwhichhe suffered
theremainderof his life.

Sometimeaftercominghomefrom
thewarhewasmarriedto a daughter
of CidebSpivey,of ColumbusCounty.
The Lord sawfit, in His wisdom,to
takeBrotherjMarshall'sdearcompan-
ion fromhim,andsomethirty years
ago shedied,havingbornehim six
cliild-en,threeboysand threogirls.
Brother]\Iar.shallbeingleft without
thatdearcompanionshipof a dear
wife andmotherto his six children,
dccddedto neverinarryagainbut to
(icvotethebalanceof his life to rear-
ingandcaringfor hischildren.Hence
hewasnot marriedthesecondtime.
Herearedhischildrentomanhoodand
womanhood,acting as father and
motherto them,andbeforehediedhe
had the comfortof knowinghe had
raisedthemwitlioutspotor blemish
ontheirchameter,andsawthemset-
tledia life Avitligoodcompanions,and
in hi; latterdayschoseto makehis
homewithhisyoungestson.

.Aboutthevenr1SS8,havingobtain-
ed a hopetlironcrlithe goodnessand
m^reyof Ood.he united with the
elMirehandliveda consistentmember
of th<ŝameuntilhisdeath.

Heservedasclerkof thechurchfor
tenor twelveyearsandwasclerkof
the i^lillBranchAssociationfor the
samelengthof time. He wasa lover
of the doctrineas preachedandbe-
lievedby PrimitiveBaptists,andthe
.strongerits principlesweresetforth
by God'sservantsthebetterheloved

,

oftenremarkingthatheneverheard
anytoohardfor him. His seat in
churchwasnevervacantunlesshewas
providentiallyhindered.

His oldestdaughter is a devoted
memberof the Primitive Baptist
Churchandtherestof hischildrenare
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wellwishersfor thecause.He wasa
dearloverof EldersJ. T. Coats,C. C.
Brown,P. D. Goldandmanyothers,
especiallyElders(Jore,Bell andHar-
relson. He wasa veryusefulmanin
hiscommunity,liavinfjservedasmag-
istrateall his life. He had become
verywell conversantin localmatters
andwasconsideredby his neighbors
andfriendsasgoodauthorityonlegal
adviceas any la^vyerin his county.
He waswittyandcouldgivea quick
answerto all questionswhether on
businessor in jest.

His diseasewasindigestionbutsup-
posedto be causedfromthe abscess
on his leg spokenof above. In the
I'iill of 1009he hada very serious
sjx'll and his brethren,childrenand
friendsdespairedof his recovery,but
he recoveredto a certainextentand
wfisableto visithismeetingsandat-
tendto somebusiness,butneverlook-
ed cheerfuland bright as before.
Aboutthemiddleof Januarylast he
hada secondattack,andalthoughhe
hadthebestattentionthatlovingchil-
drenandneighl)orscouldgive,togeth-
er with thebestof medicalskill, the
timehad comewhenthe Lord said,
"Comein the blessedof my Father
inherittheplaceI havepreparedfor
you." He onlylivedaboutfourdays,
sayingto his belovedchildren,"You
neednotgeta doctor;I amgoingto
die."

He diedin thetriumphof a gospel
faith,andwaslaid to restthefollow-
ingday at the Spivey grave-yard,
therebesidehis wife,to await the
resurrectionof thedead.His remains
werefollowedto the grav,eby his
children anda largeconcourseof
friends.

The
churchis to bethejudgeof his gift,
whetherhebeableto feedthemwith
knowledgeandunderstandingor not.
He shouldbe calledof God as was
Aaron; shouldgivehimselfwhollyto
theministry,to readingtheWordof
Godandto prayer,andshouldbeal-
waysaboundingin the work of the
Lord. He shouldnot be entangled
with worldlyaffairs.

Moreover,the deaconsshould be
clothedwith authorityas officersin
the houseof God. They shouldbe
activeandfirmin watchingthepeace
of Zion,in inquiringaftertheaffairs
of her poor, and stirring up the
churchto assistthedistressed,bothin
bodyandmind,andascertainwhatis
the conditionof her pastor,whether
his handsareloosedor not,whether

or not his familyis respectablypro-
videdfor, andif not, call on tht
church,informtlie membersof his
necessities,andstir them up to a
senseof theirduty. Theyshouldalso
■see,thateachmember attends his
I'liuich meetings,fills his seat,and
Inesaccordingtohisprofessionin the
chuich.andreporteveryonewithout
l arlialitywhofails to do his dutyin
Ihe churchwithouta Gospelexcuse.
It is thedutyof theprivatemembers
to wak'hthepastoranddeacons,and
followtheirexamples,if theyareac-
coiHlin-'to (lospclorder,and if not,
calltht'iutoaccountfor thesame,and
theyshouldencouragegiftsof prayer
andexliortationin the church, of
whichgiftsv>'eareverymuchin need.
If any brotherliavingsuchgifts try
to prcai'hlie shouldbe privatelyad-
i'M)nishc(lhy themto laborin hiscall-
ing, to silencethosewho act disor-
derlyand.knowingno manafterthe
llesh,enforcestrict discipline, for
fiisciplineis thehealthof thechurch.
Withit she'prospers,withoutshedies.

Try to deny yourselves,brethren,
for the cause'ssake;be soberand
v/atch..for thedayof e\^lis at hand;
ha'f' your lampstrimmedandburn-
in;^^; keepyour garmentsunspotted
fromtheworld; keepyourselvesfrom
idolsof everykind, andput on the
wholearmorof God.

AndSaid arose from the
earth;andwhenliiseyeswereopened,
hesawnoman: buttheyleadhimby
the handand liroughthim into Da-
mascus.Andhewasthreedayswith-
outsight,neitherdidheeatnordrink.
And therewas a certaindiscipleat
Damascus,namedAnanias; andtohim
saidtheLordin nvision,Ananias.And
hesaidbehold,Tamhere.Lord. And
theLord saiduntohim.Ariseandgo
intothestreetwhichis calledStraight,
andinquirein thehouseof Judasfor
onecalledSaul,of Tarsus:for behold
heprayeth.andhathseenin a vision
a mannamedAnaniascomingin, and
puttingliis liandonhim,thathemight
receiveliis si^dit.ThenAnaniasan-
swered,LordI haveheardbymanyof
thisman,howmuchevilhehathdone
to thy saintsat Jorusalem,andhere
thatheliathautliorityfromthechief
priestto bind all that call on thy
name.ButliieLordsaiduntohim,Go
thyway:for lii>is !-1iosenvesselunto
me,to boar 'laiii"lieforetlieGen-
tiles,andkingsandthe childrenof
Israel: For I will showhimhowgreat
thingshe mustsufferfor my name
sake.AndAnaniaswenthisway.and
enteredintothehouse; andputtinghis
handson himsaid,BrotherSaul,the
Lord,evenJesus,thatappearedunto
theein thewayasthoucamest,hath
sentme,that thou mightestreceive
thysight,andbefilledwiththeHoly
Ghost.And immediatelythere fell
fromhis eyesas it hadbeenscales;
andhe receivedsightforthwith and
arose,andwasbaptized.Andwhenhe
hadreceivedmeat,hewasstrengthen-
ed. ThenwasSaulcertaindayswith
thediscipleswhichwereatDamascus,

and straightwayhe preachedChrist
in thesynagogues,thatheis theSon
of God. Actsix. 1-20.

Accordingto thetestimonygivenin
this chapterit appearsquiteevident
thatpeopledo nothavethepowerto
controltheir spiritualdestinyin re-
gardto their religiousexperienceor
call to tlie ministry. For peopleall
naturallyignoretheOldSchoolBaptist
doctrineandtheyneverbecomerecon-
ciledto it or loveit till theyareled
tobelieveit by personalexperienceas
Paul did whilehewason l,is wayto
Damascus.And whenpeopleexperi-
encetliesethingstheyarereadyto lay
asideall tlioiroAvnworksandallearth-
ly inflnonre in rftrardto theirexperi-
enceandcxclaiuithatsalvationis of
theLord. AndwhenPaulhadexperi-
encedthesetilingshe was not only
readytolayasideall ofhisownworks
of woi'ldlyreligionandinfluencebut
hewasreadyto preachthegospelof
the Son of God. And afterhe had
journeyedthroughdifferentcountries
and i)reached in many different
churclies,ht said now beholdI go
boundin thespirituntoJerusalem,not
knowingthe thingsthat shall befall
methere: SavethattheHoly Ghost
witnessethin everycity, sayingthat
bondsandafifiictionsabideme. But
noneof thesethingsmoveme,neither
countI my life dearuntomyself,so
thatI mightfinishmycoursewithjoy,
andtlicministr\',whichI havereceir-
ed of theLord Jesus,to testify'the
gospelof thegraceof God. Actsxi.
22,24.
AndasPauljourneyedontowardsJe-
i iisalpiiiandcameuntoCeaserea,and
weenteredintothehouseofPhilipthe
evangelist,whichwasoneoftheseven;
andabodewith him. And thesame
manhadfourdaughters,virgins,which
didprophesy.Andaswetarriedthere
manydays,therecamedown from
Judea a certain prophet named
Agabus.Andwhenhewascomeunto
us,he tookPaul's girdle,andbound
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hisownhandsandfeet,andsaid,Thus
saiththeHolyGhost,SoshalltheJews
atJerusalembindthemanthatowneth
thisgirdle,andshalldeliverhiminto
thehandsof theGentiles.And when
we heardthesethings,bothwe and
theyof thatplace,besoughthimnot
to goupto Jerusalem.ThenPaulan-
swered,Whatmieanyeto weepandto
breakmineheart? for I amreadynot
to be boundonly,but alsoto die at
Jerusalemfor the nameof the Lord
Jesus. Andwhenhewouldnotbeper-
suadedweceased,saying.Thewill of
theLordbedone. Actsxxi. 8-14.

All thesethingsprovethegreatzeal
of the inspiredapostlesof the Lord
and whichenabledthemto triumph
overall earthly persecutionand to
soarabovetheworld. For heordained
themfor thatpurposeashesaidunto
Jeremiahbeforethouwastborninto
theworldI sanctifiedthee,andI or-
dainedtheeaprophetuntothenations.
ThensaidI, Oh Lord God,behold,I
cannotspeak: for I ama child. But
theLord saiduntome.Saynot,I am
a child: for thoushaltgoto all thatI
shallsendthee,andwhatsoeverTcom-
m'andtheethoushaltspeak.Be not
afraidof their faces:for I amwith
theeto deliverthee,saiththe Lord.
ThentheLordputforthhishand,and
touchedmy mouth.And the Lord
saiduntome,beholdT haveput my
wordsin thy mouth. SeeT havethis
daysettheeoverthenationsandover
thekingdoms,to rootout,andto pull
down,and to destroy,and to throw
down,tobuildandtoplant. Jeremiah
1.5,10.

And these called and qualified
prophetsand preachersof the Lord
will not shunto declarethe whole
councilof God,for theydonotdesire
totry topleasethepeopleof theworld
but theydesireto obeythemandfites
of God,andtheywill goin theface
of persecutionandtheridiculeof the
worldandpreach the unsearchable

richesof Christ whereverthe Lord
directsthemto go evenif theyhave
to go thereas prisoners,as Paul did
toRome.

"Lay not up for yourselvestreai-
uresuponearth,wheremothandrmst
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dothcorrupt,andwherethievesbreak
throughand steal: But lay up for
yourselvestreasuresin heaven,vrhere
neithermothnor rust dothcorrupt,
and where thievesdo not break
throughnor steal: For whereyour
treasureis, therewill you hearthe
also," Matthewvi. 17-21.Thisad-
monitionof theSaviourteachesus to
knowthatthesaintsofGodshoiddnot
maketherichesof theworldthefirst
objectof their affection.But some-
timesthepeopleof Godcumberthem-
selvestoomuchwiththecaresof this
lifebytoilingfor themselvesandtheir
children; andsometimeswhentheyac-
cumulatea fortuneand leaveit to
their heirssomeof themwill soon
spend it

,

and it will passintothehands
of strangersandtheywill diein pov-
erty. For weheaptogetherrichesand
knownot who shall gather them.
"Therefore I sayuntoyou,takeno
thoughtfor your life, whatye shall
eat,norwhatyeshalldrink; noryet
for yourbodywhatye shallput on.
Is not the life morethanmeat: and
thebodythanraiment?Beholdthe
fowlsof the air: for theysownot,
neitherdo theyreap,nor gatherinto
barns; yet your heavenlyFather
feedeththem Areyenotmuchbettor
thanthey?

have. For peoplewhomake a point
of followingthe vain and frivolous
fashionsof today must have their

mindsengagedon their raimentthe
mostof thetimeor theycannotkeep
up with thechangesof styleswhich
surroundthem. Thereforethethings
of thekingdomof Godarenotfirstin
theirestimationandtheybecomeweak
andsicklyandmanysleep.

TJie admonitionof the Saviour
shouldteachthe saintsthatHe will
provideall thingsthatarenecessary
for their comfortwhile theyremain
in thisworld. And all theirunneces-
sary toilingto accumulatea fortune
or to rearup finemansionsandadorn
themwithexpensiveworksof thefine
artsonlycumbersthem with many
caresandbringsdeathto theirspir-
itual enjoyment.For the saintsof
Godarenotpermittedto settheiraf-
fectionson the thingsof the world
toomuchfor all thingsarevainand
f'oetingandman'sworksperish.

Architectureand the fine arts of
everydescriptionarecarriedto a high
gradein this age.. But man'swork
decaysandall of his works of art
perish and moulder away. The
countrieswhichnowcompriseAsiatic
TuikcyandPersia,Egypt,Greeceand
someof theIslandsof theMediterrau
eanSeain ancienttimes,wereadorned
with citieswhichwererenownedfor
theirmagnificentworks of art and
splendor.But those once splendid
citiesait'n)win ruinsandall of their
works(iTartandbeautyhavevanished
away,and whenwe think of these
thingswe haveto exclaim,"0, vain
man,andall of thy worksare vain
andunabiding."Andhowcontrasting
aretheworksof God with thoseof
men.For theworld is sofull ofbeauty
andmysteries,just think of thedif-
ferentclimatesof theworldami the
changesof theseasonsin someparts
of it. Spring,Summer,Autumnand
AYinter.And dayandnightall m.ov-
inuonin perfectorder. Whatpower
butfhp.tof theGodofHeavencaacon-
trolthesechangingscenes?Andwhen
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we meditateuponthesemysteriesAve
liaveto exclaim,"Marvelous,0 Lord,
areall thy worksandthy waysare
pastfindingout!" Lookat thedeep
and shiningoceans,seas,lakes and
livers of the world whichare tilled
with millionsof strange,living crea-
turesandcuriouslywroughtshellsof
everydescription.And whenwesur-
veythecontinentsandislandsof the
world Aveare lost in amazementfor
theyaresofull of beautyandwonders
thatwearesilencedbythethoughtof
our OAvnignoranceandinsi.,'nificance.
Just thinkof themillionsof peopleof
the differentraceswho inliabit the
world,andspeakingsomanydifferent
languages.Andanimalsandbirdsand
living creaturesof everydescription.
And theopenplainsof theworldare
wavingwith grassand goldengrain
andflowersofeveryhue,andtheforest
regionsof theearthwavein all the
beautyand grandeurwhich their
Pt'Iakeradornedthem.Thegroveswere
God'sfirsttemples.Eremanlearnedto

luiuciiAvork.Day unto day uttereth
speeeli,andnightuntonightsheweth
knoAvledge."Psalmsxix. 1, 2. For
thepeopleof todaylookuponthesun,
moonandstarswithasmuchadmira-
tionandaAveastheancientsdidthou-
sandsof yearsago. And therehas
beenno changesor collisionsamong
themfor theyare all kept in their
properplaceandcontrolledby the
predestinatingpoAverof God. Who
seeth i'lonigenerationto generation
andAvorkelhall thingsafterthecoun-
cil of hisownAvill.AndAvhenweview
therainboAVin thecloudwelookupon

And the
Lord saidITcAvouldno moredestroy
theearthAvitli a flood. While the
eartlireniainoth,seedtimeandharA^est,
andcoldandheat,andsummerand
Avinter,andday andnight,shallnot
cease.Genesisvii. 23. For theLord
governsall thingsin theuniverse;and
holdsat hisdisposaltheinfinitedesti-
niesof timeand eternity.

ShewentherwayandT wputmine,
andnightovertookmein tliatdcsolato
country,andI wasmadeto askGod

forsomeplacetostay. 1lookedonthe
rightsideot tlieroadandsawa rock
builuing,andit wasmadeknown to
methatthatbuildingwaspreparedin
thebeginningandshouldbestanding
at theend; andthenf wasimpressed
toaskif i mightstayin thatbuilding.
On tlie rock stepsof tins building1
sawthefairest,holiestlookingman1
t'versaw,andit wasmadeknownto
methatheAvasmyfriend. Onhisleft
wasa manwlio.lookedtobea skeleton
andhewas rei)resentedto be my
enemy.Tiie firstmaninvitedmeinto
the buildingand the secondadvised
m;enottogoin. But I heededthefirst
manandwentin,andthefirstmanand
myselffeastedall uiglitin thatbuild-
ing.

As 1 wasmaldngreadyto leavethe
nextmornini;1,s;i\\ilio sameskeleton
onthe*steps,;ii,d I etiteredintoit for
it wasmadeknownto metliatit was
myownllesliyhod>-.And myprayer
totin-l.oi-dwas.wouldHehewithmeV
And theanswerwas,that"He would
hewithmeiii thesixthtrouble,andin
theseventhHewouldnotfoi'sakeme.''

In aiiothei-dn-awiI wasmadeto beg
<iodfor hread..\ndin frontof meoil
a hill sIo(m1thesamew(Mnanthat1had
met,in thecagebythelittletable.She
eoiniiiaiuh'dmetoeatof whatshehad
on the table,and I gavethanksand
weatetogether,and1wasfilled. We
separatedandI wasledtoWhiteOak
Church.1thoughttherewouldbeno
onethereasit wassuch an unusual
time,and1begged(iodto deliverm.e
frommy trouble.But I wasled on
until I gotintothechurch; thehouse
wasfull andI wascommandedtoopen
meetingandthis hymnwasgivento
openwith:
"In all myLord'sappointedway,

l\IyjourneyI'll pursue.
Hindermenot,yetmuchlovedsaints.

For Tmustgowithyou."
Andthenit seemedmymouthwas

filledwithprayerfor all God'speople
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froir t̂he watersto the endsof the
earth,andit seemedthat the church
waswideawake,andwhenthemeeting
wasoverthishymnwasgivenmeto
closewith:
"Thy dearRedeemer,dyingLamb,

We loveto to hearof thee;
No musiclike thy charmingname,

Norhalfsosweetcanbe."
And 1felt asif all mytroubleshad

turnedto joy. 1 wakedup praising
His holyname.I calledmywife,and
shegotthehym>abooksandlookedup
thenumbersof thesongsasI hadseen
themandshefoundthem.

Thenextdayin thefieldsit seemed
to befair, but it becamedarkaround
mewithlighta littlewaysoff; andin
a fewmomentsit waslightaroundme
withdarknessa littlewaysoff. Then
WhiteOakChurchcameout of the
darknessanda voicetold methat I
shouldvisit that church every first
^Saturdayand Sunday.Then Upper
TownCreek,LowerTownCreekand
Moore'schurchesall appearedto me
andthesamevoicecommandedmeto
visitthem.

In a fewnightsI retiredfeelingas
if I wasboughtandgivenaway,and
thatI shouldnotrulebutberuled. I
thoughttheLord appearedto meand
stoodmeup andstrippedmenaked,
andsentmeouttomeetthechurch. I
beggedHim that I might {>;e\my
clothes,but He said, "In myhour
thesethings shall be supplied. In
mytravelsI founda sliirtandI Huink-
edGod,andas1vventfartherI found
otherclothingfor which I thanhed
HinK. As I metthe churchI awoke
feelingthatI wouldneverdoubtthe
promisesof God again. But soonI
wentbackto sleepandsoonI sawa
streetrunningfromtheheavenstothe
earth,ontheedgesof which was a
wall; all theworldwasdark except
thestreet,andI sawsomethingcoming
downthestreetappearingto bepure
gold. It representedto meth(;AVord

of God,andtheWordcommandedme
to walkandlive in thisbrightstreet
for theLord'suse. ThenI wasledto
thechurchfeelinglike I could not
doubtanymore. ThenI sawia tlie
pulpita pileof dry bonesin themin-
ister'splace.I sawthechurchmoved
from its pillars on new land,and 1
askedwhatit all means.ThenI saw
tlireefair menascend,onefrom thr
East,onefromtheWestandonefrom
behindthechurchandpick up the
houseandplaceit backuponthepil-
lars and go backfrom whencethey
came.It wasrepresentedto measa
sinnerwhohadgoneastrayandtakes
thepowerof Godto bringhimback
again. I awokeandfor eightor ten
weeksI wasas lifelessas thepileof
drybones.

Afterthatlengthof timemylife be-
ganto »omebackto me,andwhenI
sawthekingdom,openI felt so littlo
andinsignificantI thoughtI hadbet-
ter keepmy mouthshut. But "Go,
showJohn againthesethings,"con-
tinuedonmymind,andsoonmeeting
dayI triedto fill mypromise.As 1
aroseis conferenceI sawmypromise
wasnotof theLord,for it seemedthat
whatI hadwastakenfromme,andI
feltasif I hadbetterneverbeenborn.
But I madea few remarksand sat
down. OnthewayhomeI beggedthe
Lord to takemeoutof theworld,to
deliverme,andI madeexcuses—that
I hadno education,and I heard a
voicesay,"I will print my laws in
your heartand write themin your
mind,andyoushallbemymindread-
er." I thenheardvoicespraying,hal-
looingandscreamingin frontof my
door. I openedit andthereI sawa
streetrunningup to theedgeof my
yard,and in the streetI sawGod'?
peopleandamongthemwasthedevil.
I prayedto Godto knowwhatall the
troublewasabout,andHesaid,"All I
touchwill followme."

My wifetoldmeQuedayshewould
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liim and tlie publieuasju.sLil'iedGod
beingbaptizedwith tlic baptismof
Jolm. But therhuri,s(-'C'.sand la\\\>oi.s
rejectedtlie eouiieilo'i liud against
themselves,beingnotbaiUuedoi'liim.

This is conclusiveproofthat i'eter
wasa childof God by the newand
lieavenlybirthof tlieSpiritwhen.John
baptizedhim.But thiisis scaledwUh
thesealof truth,as ai'lerI'elcr loiii
hisbeliefsaying"̂ThouartChristthe

Wheretheseedis sownbringingforth
a good,bountifulcropis proof the
groundis good.

Menmakemanifestwhattheyareby
their fruits. When the twelvespies
sentoutby Mosessurveyedtheprom-
isedlandtheyall sawthesamecoun-

try, tlie sametowns and cities,the
sameinliabitants,thesamesoil.Then
whydidtenmakesodifferentandcon-
tiadictoryreportto the two? Caleb
and Joshua reported accordingto
Avhatwasin theirheart,andtheten
reportedaccordingto what wasin
theii-lieai't.Thetwohadfaithto be-
lievetliatGodwouldgivethelandto
tlieni.Thetenhadnofaithin God,but
reportedthatwhichwascontraryto
God.Hencenotoneof them,andnot
oneof thosethatbelievedthem,pos-
sessedit.

Thosedead
in sinknowtheycannotgetoutor es-
cape.But in somerespectstheyare
content,andit is nota prisonto them,
onlyastheyknowtheycannotescape
death.Kor cantheyseeoutside,and
whileknowingtheycannotescape,ex-
ceptby goingto a placeor stateworse
tothemthantheir pioseiitstate,there-
foretheyprefertoenduretheills they
alreadyliaveratherthantofly tothose
theyknownotof; butfeelthat they
arefar worsethansuchas theynow
liave.

"Whenthe infirmitiesof old age
creepon one,or on all thatlive long
enough,thereis no escapefromthem,
buta certainprospectof tlieirincreas-
ing.Diseasealsoinvadesuntilthenat-
uralpowersfail,andhemustof neces-
sity be carriedout of his estateor
conditionof imprisonment,andpass
outatanexitthroughwhichnonecan
return,andhastento thedustwhence

hecame.
If thispersonhasreceivedgoodevi-

dencethatheisaprisonerofhopethen
he is sealedby the Holy Spirit of
Godunder the powerof theWord
whichsays,I havesentforththypris-
onersoutof thepit whereinthereis
nowaterbythebloodof thycovenant.
To suchthis becomesa horriblepit.

Shewasthedaughterof J. T. and
BettieSmith.ShewasbornOctober10,
1882,anddiedApril 12,1910,making
herstayon earthtwenty-eightyears.
Shestartedher schoolcareerat the
ageof five,wasonlytwodayslearning
herletterswhichsheneverforgot.At
theageof thirteenshefinished her
publicschoolcourse.Themostof her
timefromthenlantilshewaseighteen
wasspentin school,attendingschool
at Kinsey's school in Wilson,now
knownas theAtlanticChristianCol-
lege.

Shefinishedwithhighesthonors,re-
ceivingoneof thehighestprizes.At
theageof eighteenshestoodthecoun-
ty examination,receiveda first grade
ceiiiiiL-ate,andtaught school eighi
yearswithsuccessin evex-yplace.She
wasalwayslovedbybothparentsand
childrenleavingmanyfriendsin every
neighborhoodin whichshetaught.She
madepleasuieathomeandabroad,al-
wayscarryinga joyfulface.Shenever
forgotoldpeople.I heardanoldgen-
tlemansaytheotlierdaythatshewas
presentat Lis homeat a party one
night.Afterconfectionshadbeenserv-
edto theyoungpeople,shepickedout
tilebesttlieiewasandcarriedthemto
theoldpeople,akindnesswhichhehad
neverforgo+ten.Her life wasa life of
success.Shewasa beamof sunlightin
our homeuntil May,1907,when she
marriedandleft ourhome.Shenever
knewwhattroublewas until then.

changed.)The fear pf whichis my
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greatesttrouble.My first troublewas
tliestartingof mybrotherintothelate
war in thesprLugof '61.He was at
school,left, camehome,volunteered
andwentoff withCompanyG,14thN.
0. liegiment.Thiswasto mea severe
blow,asweweretheonlychildren,and
it leftmesolonely; weigheddownmy
spiritsverymuch,for a time,butaf-
tera while1ralliedfrom it

,

to a con-
siderableextent;couldenjoymyself
very well at times,knowinghis ab-
sencewasirrevocablethen,butwhen
tlieunwelcomenewswouldcomeof a

battle,or theexpectationof one, my
thoughtswouldfly to him,andwere
centeredonhim,untilweheardthere-
sult,andhewasunhurt. 1 wouldfeel
so thankful,andwouldtry to thank
theLordin myfeeblewayforHispro-
tectingcare.In thesummerof '62he
camehomeon a furlough,witlityphoid
fever; butassoonashewasablehad
to bidfarewelltohome,mother,sister
andfriendsfor thoseterriblefieldsof
carnageagain.Andastheydrovefrom
thegate 1 lookedafterhimaslongas

I couldseehim, and deeplyfelt it

wouldbethelasttim'eI wouldeversee
him.And it was.In a shorttimeafter
gettingto his company,they com-
mencedthat fatal march overinto
IMaryland.AndwhileontheMarchhe
wroteus saying,"he neverexpected
togetback; andthathefeltverymuch
concernedabout his futurewelfare,
but did not know it wastheLord's
Avork,that if hecouldonlybelieve it

was,he wouldbesatisfied."Thathe
badfaithto believewhenhebegan a

goodworkhewouldperformit. And
askedus to "pray for him that he
mightbespareduntilhewasprepared
for death."And theinstant I read it

thethoughtflashedintom-ymind,you
arenotfit to prayfor yourself.Oh, it

seemedtopiercemyheartthroughand
through,and T couldnotgetrid of it.
Hewaswoundedin Septemberin the
Battleof Antietam.We firstheardhe
wasmortallywoundedandleft onthe

field,andthen,thathewasdead.And

it wasfor sevenlongweeks a perfect
stateof suspense,whichseemedmore
than I couldbear.My first thoughts
uponawakingin the morning, and
lastat niglit were,"Lord giveus to
knowthetruthof hiscondition."And

if hewasdead,thatwemighthavethe
evidencethathewasbetteroff.

At theexpirationof sevenweeks,we
iiad a letterfromhim,writtenby a

' ' bisterofCharity' ' sayinghehadbeen
paroledandwouldstarthomeassoon
as able.Oh,whatjoy thethoughtof
seeinghimoncemore.But alas! for
luimanhopes;for anotherlettersoon
followed,commencingthat it was
"writtenby his dyingrequest."Nev-
erthelessit borepreciouscomforting
news,for in additiontothemanyfond
messagesof farewellto us,hesaidhe
felt preparedfor death,andhopedto
meetusin Heaven.Therewasanother
pangof heart,aswellasof joy. I was
not preparedto meethim.My pen
fails to describemy feelingsat that
niioment; joy andthankfulnessforhim,
andsorrow^,bittersorrowandanguish
for myself.But after a time I felt
someencouragement,feelingmyfeeble
petitionshadbeenansweredin regard
to hira.And fromthattimemy con-
stantprayerwas."Lord havemercy
uponme." I wouldfrequentlygoto a
thicketof wild plumjbushes,grape
vines,etc.,whichwerenearthehouse
totrytoprayandbealone,for a great
portionof mytime I felttoomiserable
to be in thepresenceor companyof
anyone.ButoftenwhenI wouldgetin-
to thethicketandattemptedto kneel
downto try to pray, a suddenfear
wouldtakepossessionof me,thatthe
earthwouldopenandswallowmeup.

T wouldfeellike I wastoowickedand
sinfulto kneelin the presenceof a

HolyandDivineBeing. I felt it would
be a sacriligeandmockery.And I have
gonebackto thehousefeelingmore
miserableif possiblethanwhen I left
it. At othertimesT wouldsitdownon
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thegroundandtry topleadfor mercy,
feelingthatI wasthemostmiserable
beingin theworld.ButdidnotthinkI
wasunderconviction.If I couldhave
thoughtthatthecauseof mytrouble,
I wouldhavebeenbettersatisfied.For
I believedthen,whentheLordbegana
workof gracein theheartHe would
performit. Thetroublewithmewas,
"Is it His work?" Surely not. My
prayersdid not seemto risehigher
thanmy head.And whenI triedto
readmyBibleit waseithera sealed
book,asit were,or everywordseemed
to condemnme.And whenI wentto
hearthePrimitiveBaptistsall they
saidseemedtocondemnme,thatmine
wasanoutsidecase.In thefall I was
stayingwith an uncle. They were
MethodistsandI attendedaprotracted
meetingwiththem,andtheyaswellas
manjôthersurgedmeto goup to be
prayedfor.Butnothingthatwassaid
hadanyinfluenceover me I don't
think.For I believedtheLord could
hearmeaswellat myseatasat the
altar.But I finally wentto seeif I
couldfindHimthere; believingHewas
asliableto pardonin oneplaceasan-
other.And concludingperhapsit was
pridethathadkeptmeaway,andthat
it wouldhaveto behumbled,but I
foundnorelief.Felt worseif anydif-
ference.I attendedanotherwithother
relativesandfriendsandtherequest
wasmade,if anyof thecongregation
desiredthei)rayersof theChristians,
to kneelat theirseats.(Thiswasthe
firstnight)andtheycommencedthe
hymn"Come,Oh ThouSinner,Poor
andAVretched."andwhentheybegan
theverse,"Let not consciencemake
theelinger,"I voluntarilyarose and
droppeduponmyknees.For I didde-
siretlieprayersofChristiansmorethan
anythingelseexceptreligionitself,or
inotherwordstofeel,toclaimtheSav-
ior asmySaviorandRedeemer.And
to thinktheyofferedto prayfor me
andonlyconsciencemademelinger.I
couldnot resisttheoffer.And after-

wardsI wentto beprayedfor, as I
M^assomiserableI didnotknowwhat
todo.AndastheytoldmeI couldget
religionif I wentupto themourner's
bench,I resolvedtotry,asthatwasmy
greatestdesire,butto mysorrowand
disappointment,theirpromisewasthis
timeasbeforenottrue.It wasmyde-
sireto bechangedat home(if at all)
if it wastheLord'swill. Thatis pri-
vately.Andif I haveeverbeenchang-
ed,He grantedthatpetition.And my
desirewasto beenabledtoshout;fel-
ingthatI wouldthenknowI hadbeen
changed,as it wasnot mynatureto
makemuchoveranything,not being
of a demonstrativedisposition.But as
yetI wasnotsufficientlyhumbled.But
felt determinedto doall in mypower
totry toalleviatemypoorsin-sicksoul
anddid it, andviewedit as nothing
andworsethannothing;hadworked
m^yselfoutofmyworks,andwasstrip-
ped of pride and self-righteousness;
andfeltwillingto goanywhereor do
anytliingif it wasto iretdownintoa
mudholeif it wastheLord'swill.And
I havesinceseensomolineswhichex-
pressmyfeelingsat thattime,better
thanI can,whichI will writedown.
I felt theircomfort,Ohsoforcibly.

"Oh, thoumySavior,LordandKing,
Whoread'stmythoughtswithin.

Andwiththesethoughts,I felttocom-
mitmyselftoHimandfeelingthatif I
wasevera Christian,He wouldhave
to makemeone,thatit wouldbeno
actof mine,andif it wasHis will to
sentencemeto everlastingpunishment
it wouldbejust.And I stoodstill,and
sawandfeltthesalvationof theLord,
I hope.A kind of calmfeeling took
possessionof me; thiswasin theeven-
ingandI retiredthatnightfeelingthe
Lord woulddo riglit; went to sleep
andaboutmid-night,or after,I woke
up withthesewordsin mymindasif
someonehadspokentliem,"Thy faith
hathmadetheew,ole." And immedi-
atelyafter,thewordsofthatsweetold
hymn:"Howhappyarethey,whotheir
Saviorobey,"seemedto roll through
mymind,or cometo measif spoken,
and to my mind'seyetlieredid ap-
peara formontlic footof mybedas
if kneelingor stand'ng at the right
handsideat thefoot andI waslaying
ontheleftside.And1feltsuchperfect
love,andjoy, andpeacein myheart
thatI hadneverfelt before.My bur-
denwas gone.How happyI felt. I
felt sogood,(thatis) hadsuchgood
feelings.Therewasayotmgladyfriend
in thebedwithmeandI startedto
laymyarmsacrosshertowakeherto
tell herhowgoodT felt,butdid not.
But thoughtI wouldstayawake the
restof thenight,fearingI wouldnot
havethosegoodfeelingsanymoreif I
Aventto sleep,butafterenjoyingthem
for sometime.I fell asleep,andslept
soundlyuntilaftersunriseandwhata
brightbeautifulmorningit was,and
whatw^assweeterThadthesamegood
feelings.And -w-henI gotout on the

floor I did notseemto walk,butfelt
asif I werefloatingabouttheroom,I
felt solight,asif I couldnotconfine
myfeettothefloor.0 happytime,and
howoftenhaveI beenmadetogoback
to it for religionthen,but onlyas •
blessing,or as a hopefor a hope. I
wentto thebreakfasttablehutcoold
not eat,wasfull, hada feastwithin.
Si.xor eightmonthselapsedbeforeI
wassatisfiedandthenit wasanderthe
preacliingof Bro,A. N. Hall at Lick-
fork thefuneralof Mr. JamesBlack
well.I wasmadewillingtogobackand
takewhatI hadreceivedthatnightand
besatisfiedwitli it

,

whetherI wasen-
abledto shoutor not. I haveoften
thoughtof a comparisonI heardBro.
Stadlermakeonce,(though I was
youngat the time)andat thesame
timeapplied it tomyself."That deliv-
erencecomestosomesodifferentfrom
whattheyexpected,and it appeared
such a smallmite,theywouldcast it

aside,werenotsatisfiedwith it
,

as a

childwhenits mothergives it a piece
of bread,and it doesnotthink it large
enough.Let it alone,don'tnoticeit,
andafter a while it will take it upand
1)6satisfiedwith it." And he said it

wasthesamewaywith theChristian
oftentimes.My greatestdelightthen,
anduntilnow is in hearingexperimen-
talsermons; forthen a self-examination
takesplacewith me. I haveseveral
timesgonetohearBro.A. N.Hallfeel-
ing somuchin thedark,andsuch a

leannessof soul,which is mylot much
of thetime.But wheneverhehastold
liis experience,I havecomeawaybet-
tersatisfied; for T feel I cangoallthe
waywithhira,andwhenhetellshis,he
tellsmine,andmuelibetterthan I have
everbeenenabledtotellit. Thehappi-
estfeelingsI haveeverliad sinethe
night I liopetheLordpardonedmysins
were under his preaching.Conse-
quentlyhe is oneof myspecialfavor-
ite preachers.I havehadsweetsea-
sonsof graceunderthepreachingof
others,a;ndgotohearall of ourminis-
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terswhenI havean opportunity.But
feelI havemanychastisementswhich
arefor neglectof dutyI suppose.But
thereisatextof Scripturewhichgives
megreatcomfort.It isthis,"All things
work togetherfor goodto themthat
loveGod,to themwhoarethecalled
accordingto His purpose" andmy
wholetrust is in Him.Andonething
I knowI wanttoloveHimif I donot.
Andeverygoodandperfectgiftween-
joy is fromHimtheAllwiseGod.But
I amsooftencompelledto cryoutmy
leanness,0 myleanness.I feelsopoor,
so little andso unw'orthy,and feel
that all the brethrenandsistersare
muchbetterthanI am.Mybesetingsin
isunbelief.AndthatI would,I donot,
andthatI wouldnot,thatI do. And
if a childof Godtheleastof all.

TheLandmark,andPrimitiveBap-
tist havebeenpreciousmessengersto
me; comingwithgoodnewsfromthe
manypreciousbrethrenandsisters.Of-
tenwhenI havefelt sosad,soweary
andfaint-hearted.I havegotten en-
couragementin readingof thetroubles
and trials of others.And havebeen
madetofeelthat"Our lightafflictions
herewhicharebutfor amomentwork
for usa far moreexceedingandeter-
nalweightof glory."Andtobefound
readywhenmyHeavenlyFathercall-
ethis mygreatestdesire.I cravethe
prayersofallofGod'sdearpeople,that
I maybeupheldby His sustaining
grace,for unlessI am,I will mostas-
suredlyfall. I haven'tsaidanything
sofaraboutgoingtothechurch.It was
undera sermonof Bro. McNeely'sI
wasmadeto feelit mydutytooffer.I
had craved baptismâbout twelve
monthsbut thechurchhadnot been
presentedto mymind.I hadnoparti-
cularimpressionabout it

,

thatseemed
toomuchfor me. I wastoounworthy.
Butupononeoccasionwhen a brother-
in-lawwas baptized,I felt I would
giveanythingin theworldto follow
him. I couldscarcelycontrolmyselfor
feelings.I havev6ryimpeirfiietlygivfen

someof my experience,but the half
hasnot beentold— I offeredto the
churchat Lickfork Saturdaybefore
thefirst Sundayin September,1866,

This conelusionis notsustainedby
anyof theprooftextsquotedto prove
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it. Th« NeAV School articles
of faith quote Kev. 22:17
Isaiah 55:1 and Luke 1-i:17.
In Rev.it says, "Whosoeverwill."
Thereis no suggestionfor anyoneto
changetheir will, but their will is
merelytheattitudetheyarein. if God
wills in themthatchangeis theatti-
tudewhichGrodputstheminto.These
havethewill of God.Whosoeverwill
havethereforeboththepowerandthe
will, for it is Godwhoworksin them
bothto will andtodoUjs goodi>l(;as-
tire.Phil. 2:13.In Isaiah55:1"Ho ev-
eryonethatthirsteth'' doesnotcallup-
onanyto thirst,butsimplycalls the
tliirsty,andweknowthatthirstis not
theactof thewill buta vitalresultof
living tissue; thereforethis is not in
pointof proofthat mancan change
fromhis actualnatureor attitudeto-
wardGod.Againin Luke14:17,Jesus
putforththeparableof thegreatsup-
per,notfor thepurposeof givingan
indiscriminatechancefor all man-kind
as individuals,but to showthat the
preachingof thegospelwasdesigned
to be for only thepoor,themaimed,
thehalt andtheblind,in distinction
fromtheJewswhohadsomuchtodo,
weresorich,weresofull of business
andenjoymentthattheydid notfeel
to needany other man'ssupper,so
werecontentto passon in theirown
self-supportingindependence.There-
foretlietruegospelpreachingis pub-
lishedto all menbut theapplication
is to nonel)ntthosewhobearthetrue
characterof the needy;andno man
will put liimselfinto an attitudeof
hunger,or poverty,or actualbarren-
ness,or indecisionin orderto get a
charityor socialsupper.Suchchar-
actersas volunteeror pretendto be
poor,halt,andblindarenotcalled,for
withoutare dogs, sorcerers,whore-
mongers,andidolatersand whoever
lovethandmaketha lie. Therefore
noneof thesecharacterswerecapable

of beinga trueguestat thatsupper,
lor no mancanbewhatheis not.A
liar wasnotinvited.Thesecharacter-
istictexts,usedto misleadGod'speo-
pleor perplexthem,areexamplesof
all tl.efalsedoctrinesthatarebrought
to betaughtby them.All suchtexts
jire onlydescriptiveof characterand
notoneof themis orwaseverusedby
the speakersor writersto make or
clianf>echaracter.A goodtreecannot
l)ringforth evil fruit, neithercan a
cniruiittieebringforthgoodfruit.A
treeis knov.nonlybyits fruit.A good
;i!;!ii,cut of thegoodtreasureof his
!eart,l)iiu^cthforthgoodthings.Can
the lenuard(■hanp:ehis sp^tsor the

of Goduntilhewasbornagain—born
fromabove,andthisnecessityarises
fromtliefactthattlic childrenof the
flesliarenotthechildrenofGod.

andwhatkindof guestshemightex-
pectwouldappreciatehis invitation;
thereforethisspecialcasewasselected
byourSaviortoshoAvthisspecialfea-
tureof God'sspiritualrepast.Under
God'swiseprovisionsof gracethere

is noefforttohideHis worksof grace
butto exhibitthem.Theproclamation
of thegospelis publicmade,butuntil

Paul assertshis freedom,yet he
madehimselfa servantuntoall men.
Whatfor? Wasit thathemightgain
somethingof themor of others.No.
It wasthathe mightbenefitthem—
thathemightsavesome.Whatsortof
salvation?Was it thesalvationthat
Jesushasaccomplishedwhichis des-
cribedin suchwordsas2ndTim.1:9-
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11,andmanyotherscriptures?No.
But theLord sendsas it pleaseshim
Lis servantsto preachJesusChrist
andhim'crucified,the wisdomand
powerof Goduntosalvationto every-
onethatbelieves.•

To the Jews he becameas a Jew.
Thatclassof menwashamperedwith
tbeirviewof !!ierequirementcf the
law of iNloses.P>utPaul hadthegift
of proving-fi-diiithescripturesthat
notiiii'r :-;::isfies^[osesbut Jesus
Cliiist riui'ificd.lie couldappreciate
tlieperplexityof a Jew, yethonorthe
lawof Mosesin showingthattheblood
of Jesusansweredall thedemandsof
thatspirituallaw.To theweakhebe-
cameasweak,beingasa gentlenurse
to sucliascouldnotwalk,nor labor.
He couldreaelito thecaseof oneso
helplessandweakthatin theirweak-
nesswasthestrengthof Christmade
perfiH't.If onewasso foolishin his
ownviewthatheknewnothingPaul
r^r,v.](]preachthewisdomof God in
Christthatmadesuchfoolishonesas
wiseasthechief.Suchperfectequal-
ity is attainedin thegospelthatthere
is noschismin thebodyof Christ.

SuchwasPaul'sservicethatwhat-
everwaslackingin all thirsty,hun-
."■rysouls,destituteand unableof
themselvesto do or be anythingthe
laborandsriftsof Paul suppliedsuch
withall fullness,presentingeachone

perfectin ChristJesus,andthiswaa
1auPsreward.He lovedmenandbe-
lovedtheLord Jesus,and his great
joy wasin espousingthe churchto
Cinistasa chastevirgin.

lie wasnoburdenpreachingthegos-
perfreely,andtestifyingthegraceof
Godthatbringssalvation,andshow-
ingforthwithall gentleness,meekness
andlongsufferingin amostwonderful
exampletheeffectof thegraceof God
that displayedin Paul its glorious
power,so thathe couldsayby the
graceof GodI amwhat1 am.

Did someonesaythatPaulpreach-

ThedoctrineisthatJesusChristdied
foroursins,accordingtothescriptures
or prophecyandthatJesusis theSa-
viourAvhoboreour sinsin his own

His father,Harmon Roberson,died
whenBenjaminwasa smaiJboy.Jlis
mother,Betsy,was remaricabiefor
strengthof mindandpurityof heart.
Hewasoneof elevencbildren,threeof
whomsurvivehim,JosephRoberson,
nowin liiseiglity-firstyear,H. T. Rob-
erson,Sr.,andonesister,PollyHardi-
son,nowin herninty-firstyear, her
mindstill brightandliermemoryper-
fect.

Benjamingrewto manlioodon the
farm,receivingsuclischoolingas the
schoolsof thosedaysafforded.When
the Civil War beganhe was oneof
thefirsttovolunteer,joiningtheLight
Artilleryin theearlypartof 1861.He
waslatertransferredto the61stReg.
of N. C. troops.He waswoundedat
thebattleof Drury' Bluff by a ball
passingthroughhis heel,fromwhich
hesufferedverymuch.After his re-
coveryhe returnedto his command,
andservedfaithfullyuntilcapturedat
thebattleofFt. Harrison.Hewasthen
withmanyof hiscomradesimprisoned
andenduredthehorrorsofPointLook-
outuntilthecloseof thewar,whenhe
returnedhome,possessingnothingbut
thehonorsof a bravesoldier.In the
faceof povertyhebravelysetto work

in thetaskof rebuildingthestateand
tomakefor fiuiselfa home.

OuDe'erafer22,1865,hewasmar-
lied io NancyBiggs,sisterof thelate
John 1).i>iggs.Tothemwerebornfive
I'liihlion,onedaughterwhodiedin in-
f;)ncy,andfoursons,whowithhiswife
survivehim.His sons,Buck,Henry,
Harmonand Alonzo,are all married
andarehighlyrespectedandprosper-
ousfarmers.

UncleBenjaminwasremarkablefor
manystrongtraitsof character.His
spirit of franknessandopennesswas
refreshing.Pretenseor affectationof
any kind had no placewhateverin
him.Whateverheseemdtobe,thathe
was.He neverspokea wordor did a
deedfor effect.He was ovrflowing
withthe^:niritof fun,wit andhumor.
His sparl.lingeyeandmerry laugh
werespiceto his associates.His sense
of honor,thegoldenrule,wasthelaw
of his life. He hadtherarestkind of
honesty,thatof the"inward parts."
Trueto hi'; friendsandcharitableto
nil,kindandaffectionatetohisfamily.
Ilis wifeandchildrenwerehisjoy and
crown,liis loAcdandlongedfor,a de-
lightnaughtelsecouldgiveor supply.
Hewasa kindandgallanthusband,a
lovingfather,an affectionategrand-
father.He lovedhishome.It was in-
deedapalaceofpeace,plentyandtruly
a placeof restandhospitality.

Hewaspublicspirited,givingof his
means,timeandcounselto establish
schools,churchesandcharities.Hewas
a trueDemocrat.Hewfiselectedtothe
officeof countycommissioner,served
thecountyacceptablyfor two term,s.
T^ncleBenjaminmadenoparadeof re-
ligion,buthis life Avasa reflectionof
thehighestandpurestprinciples.He
rejoicedin andwashappywithGod's
people.Hewasgood,kind,tender,lov-
ing, forgiving,merciful, always the
same.To hismindJesuswastheper-
fectionof beautyandholiness,abun-
dantin mercy,plenteousin redemption

afterwhomheshouldpatternhis life
andto whomhelookedfor salvation.
'I'ohnndeathcameasa friendandnot
asanenemy,a servantandnota mas-
ter.And wetrust,it washispathway
to eternaljoys. Uul;-a few laomonts
beforethe end he remarkedto his
neptiewthathewaswellsatisfiedwith
hispastlife, thathehadworkedhard
in las life, that he had enjoyedthe
fruitsof hislaborwithhisfamily,but
hewasreadyto surrenderall andgo
hometo rest.He was sittingin his
chairsayingthatif heknewhecould
lie downandrestonlytwentyminutes
hewouldbeglad.Ashewaslaid down
at thegoldensunsethour,October26,
1910,thelightwentoutofhiseyesand
thesmilesplayednolongeronhislips,
hishandmovednomore.He wentout
atsunsetofthelastdayof lifeonearth
buthewentintotheperpetualsunrise
oftheparadiseof God.If wecouldsee
himtoday,wehope,thathisransomed
spiritwouldbeclothedin thegarments
of a fadelessimmortality,hiseyeflash-
ing thegladnessof his savior'spres-
ence,andhis facebearingthedivine
likenessof his blessedLord,his hand
strikingthe harp of celestialpraise.
"May his memorystill live in our

midst,andever,
In mindsmadebetterby hispresence,

live
In thoughtssublimethat piercethe

nightlikestars,
And with theirmildpersistence,urge

men'smindsto betterthings."
UncleBenjaminwasa true believer

of thedoctrinesofthePrimitivechurch
andwasaregularattendantof herser-
vices,oftenentertainedher ministers
andmembers.However,henevercon-
nectedhimselfwiththechurch.He was
a regularreaderof theGospelMessen-
ger,derivingmuchcomfortfrom it.
It wasahabitofhistosingLord'sDay
eveningoneofhis favoritehymns,"A
FewMoreDaysonEarthtoSpend."Hg
diedexclaiming,"0, BlesstheLord,

0, BlesstheLord."
Thefuneralserviceswereconducted

by Elder A. D. Mizell basinghis re-
markson thetext,"A goodnameis
latherto bechosenthangreatriches.

A largecompanyof friends and
neighborsfollowedtheremainsto the
familyburial ground.The bodywas
placedin thegroundto awaitthelast
day,whenit shallberaisedin power
andglory,andmadeincorruptableby
thepoweroftheGodof mercywhowill
receiveit into everlastinghabitation,
throughJesusChrist,hiswellbeloved
son.

Accordingto the scriptureswhich
alwaysdeclarethetruth,no onecan
preachthe gospel with the Holy
Ghostsentdownfromheavenexcept
heis calledof theLordto thisservice.
Suchas theLord callshe endowsor
qualifiesto preachit: lor the Holy
Ghostenablesthemtopreachorspeak.
It is notyouthatpreach,l)uttheHolj
Ghostin you.It is givenin theverj
hour of preachingwhat is to be
preached.It is alwaysJesusthat is
preached,but no mancan say that
JesusChristis Lord butby theHoly
Ghost.To merelyrepeator utterthese
wordsis not whatis meantby such
declarations.

Thatis thereasonwhyno mancan
prepareor writeoff a gospelsermon.

How oftenthe preacherdoes not
knowbeforehandwhatis his textfor
sucha day.Supposea PrimitiveBap-
tist or gospelpreachersliould an-
nounceone Sundaywiiat his text
will bethenextSunday,statethatit
is all writtenoff readyfor nextSun-
day,whatwouldyou think of him?
No spiritualmindedmanwouldv/anL
to hearhim.It wouldbea denialof
thefaithof theapostles,andcontrary
to theirpracticeor custom.Howmuch
betterto openonesmouthandit s'lail
be filled as it waswith Phillip wlieu
theHolyGhostdirectedhimtoprea-h
to theEunuch,andhebeganv/herehe
foundtheEunuchandpreaob.ed.unto
himJesus.

TlieworldconsidersthatthePrimi-
tive Baptistpreachersarea lazyset,
anddonotstudythesescriptures,and
henceare carelessabout preaching.
Tlieyhaveperfecthelp,buttheycan-
not call for it

nor pleachJesus,ex-

ceptwhentl;eyareweakanddepend-
ent,goingout by faith as Abraham
not knov/iugwhereor how theyare
going.

AfterthemeetingwasoverI started
homeandwhenI gotintothegrounds
athomeI triedtoprayandhowlongI
waskneelingonthegroundI can'ttell,
butwhen1didcometorealizethhigsit
seemedthatthedarknesswasgoneand
aroundmewasas light as day.This
did not last longbutwhenI aroseI
felt that 1 hadbeenforgivenyf my
sinsandthatwasthesweetestmoment
I haveeverexperienced.This wason
Fridaynightandon Saturday1went
tochurchandheardthefirst Primitive
Baptistsermon1hadeverpaidanyat-
tentionto.It seemedto methatit wai
all for meandI couldnotlistenwith-
outcrying.Afterpreachingthechurch
wentintoconferenceandthedoorsof
thechurchwereopenedandI wentfor-
wardandofferedto thechurchandto
mysurprisewasreceivedandwasbap-
tizedonthefollowingSundayby the
belovedpastor,Elder J. A. T. Jones.
After baptismI felt thatall mytrou-
blesweregonebut this feelingwas
butof shortduration.I soonfoundmy-
selfanythingbutwhatI wantedto be
andin a shorttimeafterthisI hada
dreamwhichI havethoughtof thous-
andsof timesandit is still freshand
asnewasit waswhenI first awoke
andstill it is a mysterytome.Thein-
terpretationhasalwaysbeenhid from
me.1 dreamedthatI wasanoldman
andwasin a little house.I dreamed
thatI wasa cripple.I couldnotwalk
withouta sticktosupportmyselfwith.
I thoughtI wasalonein this little
houseandwithmescatteredoverthe
floorwereall mymechanictoolsand
tl e rusthadalmostruinedthem. I
lookedat themanddidnottry tppick;
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themup.I wenttothedoorandopened
it andlookedout andall aroundme
wasthe prettiestwheatfield I ever
saw.I thoughtthe wheatwas fully
ripe.

I startedto try to getoutof this
fieldof wheatandI founda smallbut
plainpathandI wentthis path; I
thoughtit wassohardtowalkwitha
stickwithouttreadingthewheatdown.
After I had gonesomedistance 1
climedoverwithsomedifficulty and
continuedonin thesamelittlepath.I
sooncametoa streamof blackwaterI
hadto cross; therewas no way of
crossingexceptonesmall,slickpole.I
knewI couldnotwalk thisfor there
wasnotroomtorestthestickI hadin
myhandandI waswonderinghow I
shouldcross,whenI sawa pieceof
whitelinenlyingontheground.I pick-
edit up andcrossedoverthestream
andwhenI wasacrossI hearda baby
cryingandI beganto lookfor it and
at lastI foundit lyingontheground,
naked.I pickedit upandwrapedit in
thepieceof linenandI awokeandI
didnotknowwhatbecameofthechild.
Thishasbeenalraiostcontinuallyonmy
mindfor twentyyearsandstill I can't
tellanycauseor meaningfor it.

Soonafterthis troublecameI was
excludedfromthechurch; thenI suf-
fereduntoldagonyfor awhile.ThenI
wasre-instated,butI felt thatno one
hadanyconfidencein me.I can'ttell
myfeelingsasI feltthemin a yearor
two; troublearoseagainandI asked
the churchto drop my namewhich
theydidandI thenfullydecidednever
togotothechurchanymorein mylife.
I didnotgoforaboutfifteenyearsand
I didall I couldtoforgetthechurch; I
triedtolive withouttalking of the
goodnessandmerciesofGodandwhen
I waswith peoplewhotalkedof the
futurewelfareof thesoulI wouldsay
nothing:I felt thatI wasnotworthy
to evenspeakof thegoodnessof the
Lord.I stoppedreadingtheScriptures

much,whenI wouldreadanythingit
wouldbecontinuallyonmymindandI
couldthinkof nothingelse; I would
oftencatchmyselfquotingsomething
I hadreadandthenI wouldfeelso
small,I wouldfeel like hidingfrom
anyoneI saw.

I lived this way for abouttwenty
yearsandI havehadsomeverytrying
hoursin theseyears.Afflictioncame
onmeandI havesuffereduntoldagon-
iesandhavebeensick severaltimes
duringtheseyears,whendoctorsand
friendshadno hopefor myrecovery,
andmanytimesI havelongedto goto
mylongrestingplacefor thecomfort
of theflesh,for I preferreddeathrath-
er thanto sufferasI have.Conditions
like thesecontinueduntilaboutApril
of lastyear,1910,myhealthbecameso
badthat I hadgivenup all hopeof
evergettinganybetter.I triedall the
doctorsI couldbutreceivednobenefit.
I wentto differentspringsbutreceiv-
edverylittlebenefit.I wasadvisedto
goto a notedphysicianin Raleigh,N.
C. So as the last resortI wentlast
OctoberandI hadbeenthereseveral
daysunderhis treatment,butnot im-
proving; so I haddecidedto goback
homein a dayor twoandI felt5ureI
wouldnot live long—I hadtoldmy
wifeI wasgoingtodie.

I feltsurethatin afewdaysI wovdd
passawayandI didnotminddyingat
{ill,exceptfor thesakeof myfamily
for I hatedtodieandleavethemdesti-
tuteastheywouldhavebeen.I went
to myroomwhilein Raleighandde-
cidedto go homenextday.I retired
parlyandasI hadpassedmanynights
withoutsleepinganyatall I wasagain
restlessandcouldnot sleepon this
night.I feltlikeI wasfully awakebut
wasin a greatforestandstandingat
theedgeof a lakeofblackwaterlook-
ing at it whento myright thereap-
peareda manof greatstature;heeamc
to meandtoldmethatin thislakeof
waterI mustdie; hetookmeup and
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carriedmeintothewaterandhelaid
meon thesurfaceandthenboreme
downasI waslyingandI couldroaiize
that1 wasdrowning.I couldfeelmy
life ebl)ing;I sankto thebottomand
whenI wasonthebottomI foundthat
the bottomwas covered,manyfeet
deep,with thebodiesof deadmen.I
putmyrighthanddownandI placedit
onthenakedthighboneof oneof the
corpsesandwhenI hadtouchedthe
boneof the corpseI aroseand was
standingin thesameplacewhere the
manof greatstatureai)pearedto me.
I lookedtowardthesoutliandit wasa
mountainandwascovereI withpeople,
all lookingat meandI wastryingto
tell themof this lakewhenI noticed
thatbetweeneachpersonwasthebeau-
tiful whitelily gromng; I couldsee
themmoveasthewindblewthem.
thispointI cameto realizethatI was
still in myroom.I laythereuntilI had
thoughtthis occurenceoverfor some
timeandthensatupuntil almostday
whenI laydownagainandI dreamed
the samething.I had goneto sleep
this timeandcouldrealizethat this
wasa dream.I feel like I hadbeen
awakethefirsttime.

The nextday I felt so strange,it
seemedthatall thelovefor thechurch
andthedearOldBaptisl^scameonme
withfull forceandI wouldhavegiven
all theworldtobewiththem.I talked
andcriedandstill felt surethat ere
longI wouldbegone.I grewworsein
health,I wenthomeand tookto ray
bed.I felt sureI wouldnotbein this
worldfor ni.riy ;lay.3.My wiJc would
call thedoctorin twoor threetimesa
dayl)uthecould do me no good.I
continuedin ihis conditionlor a long
time;mydesiresgrewforahomeagain
with theOld Baptistsbut I felt sure
thiscoul, ûeverb;-:For1 t'eitthatno
onecouldeverhaveanyconfidencein
meagain.I didnotsayanythingtoany
of themfor a longtime.BrotherJ. P.
Templescameto seemeoneevening

aboutdarkandheaskedmehowI was.
I couldnotholdbackanylonger; I be-
ganto tell himof mytroublesandto
eryandhesatdownandtalkedwith
mefor sometime; hethenwenthome
andhesawBrotherR.

ShewasbaptizedintothePrimitive
Baptistfaith seventy-oneyearsago
andduringtheyearswhichfollowed
adornedthedocirinewithaconsistent
walkandpiousexample.

These,in briefwerethemainpoints
in a life coveringthesi>anof nearly

a century.It is givento few to live
solongandsowell.Her churchmem-
bershipantedatedthedivisionof the
Baptistfamily, and her life cov-
ered the administrationsof all the
presidentsof our countrysavethe
first three.Shewasin manyrespects
a remarkablewoman.Shewasexceed-
ingly modest,but of strongconvic-
tions.Sliealwaystooka greatinterest
in promotingthecomfortandhappi-
nessof her friends;waskind to the

poor,charitableto thewayward,and
alwayslookedfor thegoodin others.
Unlikemostold people,shekepther
faceto thesunrise,anddidnotdwell
on the"goodold times"to thedis-
paragementof tlie present. Her
thoughtswerekeptemployedwiththe
dailycaresof thehousehold,andshe
insistedonhavingsomethingto dotill
failingstrengthdeniedher thisboon.

Thefuneralservice,whicdiwascon-
ductedfrom the PrimitiveBaptist
churchin ReidsvilleonMondayafter-
noonIjy ElderP. G. Lester,of hloyd,
\'a., wasunique in conceptionand
mightwellbefolloAvcdwithprofitby
ministersin gen<u'al.ElderLesterem-
l)hasizrdtlie thoughtthat God gives
sucli li\rs as this saintedmotherin
Israelli\-e(hastiadyasHetakesthem
away.Hed\'rlt onthedoctrinewhich
sliapedherliteandwhichwasdearer
to herthanlite;itself.He saidhehad
knownher tor thirtyyears;shewas
alwaysthesame.She hadrequested
himtoconduit Ihm-funeralandhehad
comefromhis'lomein Virginiatoper-
iorin hisdutwHe did notknowhow
to preach;i Iuncial, hesaid,but he
hopedlu'cnuhlpreachthegospel.

Basinghisremarksontheapostle's
declarations,"For I amnowreadyto
beoffered,"ElderLesterincidentally
paidtouchingtributeto thedeceased
lady."Tlie thoughthere," he said,
"seemsto bewithregardto readiness
ratherthanfitness.Wewantto befit
todie,butGodtellsustobeready.Be
yealsoready.'Readyfor Avhat?

Whenthoushaft
makeiiis soulan otfeiingfor sin he
shallseehisseed,heshallprolonghis
(lays,andthepleasureof the Lord
shallprosp<irin his hand." He was
numberedwith transgressors.This is
a mostholysin oft'ering,madesinfor
us. Godmadehimsin for us who
knewno sin. He did notmake him
a sinner,but a sin bearer,a sin suf-
ferer,an atonementfor our sins. He
wasbruisedfor our iniquities.He
bearoursinsin hiso.vnbodyon the
tree,andwasmadea curse for us.
Nonebut Jesuscoulddo this. He
alonewasableto lay down his life
andtakeit again.

whichyou havepassed; and I know
whatfoid entertainmentyou would
meetwithonthatpath. I knowwhat
it is tobuildtowerstoreachtoheaven
withoutcountingthe cost: I have
spentmuchtimeandtoil in establish-
ing my righteousness,washingthe
Ethiopianwliite,and changingthe
leopard'sspots;and1knewthatyour
profitswouldariseto thesameam,ount
thatminedid,namely,shameandcon-
fusionof face.

1neversaidthatthelawwasnota
ruleof life to theunbelievingbond
children;I believeit is in everysense.
Mosestellsthem,"That it shall be
theirrighteousn'issif theyobserveto
doall thingsof thislaw." Paulsays,
"The doerof ti e lavvŝhallbe justi-
fied." The proplietsdeclare,"That
if a mandoththem,heshalllive in
them.And Christsays,"If thouwilt
enterintolife, keep the command-
ments.''

Andweknowthatall whoarein the
fleshdo expecteternal life by the
worksof thelaw. Thesethingscan-
notbespokenagainst;nor will any
naturalmaneveroi)posethiswayto
lieaven:nordoesthedevilhimself,for
heknowsaswellaswedothatMoses
nevercastoutdevils;andhe knows
thatthekingdomof God is noten-
gravenontablesof stone; thesenever
makesatanfall like lightning from
heaven: thiswayhaseverseemedright
toaman; noris thereonein tenthous-
andwhowill believetheendthereof
to bethewaysof death,till heis safe-
ly arrivedin hell; and then, Christ
says,hewill lift uphiseyes,being in
torment.TheolTenceof thecrossdoes
notattendtheworksof thelaw: the
lawis notof faith,buttheman who
doesthosethingsshalllivein them.

Par be it frommeto wrongeither
theelector thereprobate:Godtells
meto givea portionto sevenalsoto

eight. I neversaidthatunconverted
ministersoftheletterarenotunderthe
law,for theimpressionof thetypeon
paperis all theyhaveto hopein; and
weknoAVthattheletterkilleth,butit
is theSpirit thatgivethife.And this
appearsin theministry;for theycall
"experiencethatworkethhope,"en-
thusiasm; andGodrevealingHis Son
in Ilis people,or, Christ manifesting
Himselfto thosewhomGodhasgiven
himoutof theworld,newrevelations;
andchargethegraceof Godwith li-
centiousness.Theseconnotbe ])ar-
takersof grace;nor are t̂hey born
againof the Spirit. Such as these
shouldnotmeddlewith the gospel;

(I liiraselfrebukestkemfor taking
His covenantin their mouth.The
cliildrenof oldAdamarerightin con-
tendingfor legal preachers;for the
voiceofthehuvistothem—"We know
thatwhattilingssoeverthelaw saith,
it saithto thimithatare under the
law." Andasfor sneeringandmock-
ingat thechildrenof God,theyactin
thatcharacter.Godhasputenmitybe-
tweentlieseed of the serpentand
thatof thewoman:"He thatwasaf-
ter thefleshpersecutedhimthatwas
by promise;'' andso it is now, and
will beto theend.

I amfully persuaded,andmyown
consciencebearsmewitness,that all
thosevphohavesworn to, andsub-
scribedto the articlesof theChurch
of England,andafterwardsturnaside
to vainjunglin^?,andpreachup the
law,free-will,fleslilyworks,andabuse
thegraceof God; thattheyareall un-
derthelaw,astheironlyruleof life;
andwill undoubtedlybedamnedbyit,
unlesstheyareperfectas thelaw is
perfect;for thecurseis assureasthe
blessing,andhasgottheoathof God
tosecureit. Hehasswornin Hiswrath
thattheyshallnotenterintoHis rest;
andthelawis madefor all liars, for
perjuredpersons,andif therebeany-
thing (whichtheyhold) contraryto
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sounddoctrine.1 Tim.1:10. Let no
personthereforechargemewitha de-
nial of tliesethings,for J never did
denythelawbeingtheonlyruleof ac
tionfor thosewhobegin,n theSpirit
andendin tlietlesh; or,in plainwords,
whobeginwiththegospelandendwith
thelaw; for Goddeclaresthat such
havefallenfromgrace(or theirprof-
essionof it), andthatChristshallprof-
it themnothing. Thesethingsnone
cangainsayor resist. All that1con-
tendfor is this,thatthelaw andits
cujsecannotbeseparated.He who
bringsa professingmanunderthelaw,
bringshimintobondage,and under
thesentenceof God.

Wrathworksin himdi-
rectly,andwill work in himperpetu-
ally all thetimehestaysthere.Grace
worksnot in him; nor arehis works
theworksof faith,norlaborsof love,
nor thefruits of theSpirit. Thelaw

is not of faith; undergracehe doth
not abide;nor doesChristprofithim
anythingwhilehesticksto thatyoke.

If mysistercannotbelievethis,let
herwatchtheconfusionanddeadness
of manyof thesermonsshehears;the
coveteousnessthat appearsin such
preachers; their implacableenmity
againstChrist,andthemthatpreach
Him; andshewill findthatgossiping,
tattling,tippling,backbiting,narrow-
ness,bigotry, self-love,self-seeking
andrailingat thepowerof religion,
arethethingsthat attendmany of
theseunconvertedministersof thelet-
ter; andoftenat sixty andseventy-
fiveyearsof age,youwill see them
soft,cottish,eO^eminate,dotingabout
wedlock,andcrawlingalivewithwan-

tonamours.And it cannotbeother-
wise,"for theythatare in theflesh,
themotionsof sins,whichareby the
law,do work in their membersto
bring forth fruit untodeath,"Rom.
7:5. "Sin takesoccasionby thecom-
mandment,and works in themall
mannerof concupiscence."Rom.7:8.
Thesearesomeof thegoodworksthat
aretobefoundin theseperjuredhyp-
ocritsandmoderncalvinists,and in
all whoare enemiesto the graceof
God. Nothingcanpurify the heart
but living faith and atoneingblood;

nothing cansubduesin but grace:

and,withoutCinistmancandonoth
ing but sin. If God'doesnot keep
man,mancannotkeephimself. The
motionsof sinareby the law; the
strengthof sin is thelaw; andthedev-

il leadsthesinnercaptiveat hiswill.
"Practical Holiness," is a term I do
notunderstand.Onehalfof thepom-
pousphraseswhich now creepinto
pulpitswill not bearthebalanceof
commonsense.Holinesscanneither
befetchedfromthelawof Mosesnor
from a carnalheart;nor is it a thing
to beput in practiceby free-will,or
of an armof flesh. There is nonesu-
premelyholy but One; that is God
theFather , Son and Holy Ghost.
Christ is theHoly Oneof His people,
andtheywhoarepurgedfromsinby
His blood,sanctifiedby His Spirit,in
covenant,in favorandin spiritualun-
ionwithHim,arecompletein Him,
theirhead,who is madeof Godunto
themrighteousnessandsanctification.
Sucharenew creatures,createdin
righteousnessandtrueholiness; and it

is God and noneelsewho humbleth
themandsanctifiesthem. "He chast-
ensusfor ourprofit,thatwemay be
partakersof His holiness."Suchper-
sonsareholypeople; theywalkin un-
ionwithChristastheonlyway; and
undertheinfluenceof theSpiritthey
live: theyreceivea supplyof theSpir-

it of Christastheystandin need,live
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in thefearof God,walkhumblywith
Him, andlaborto keepa conscience
voidof offensetowardHim. All who
areT.estituteof thisandstrangersto
it, havenomorerealholinessthansa-
tanhmselt: it is only an outward
shew,v.-hielithescripturecallswash-
ing theplatter,whiteningthewall or
paintingthesepulchre.

Thelawobeyedanddisarmedof ils
curse,is .'ntheheartof theAlediator,
whois jn Igeof thequick and dead,
andthereTorekeepsthekeysof hell
andof death. Thebelieveris under
thelawto Christ;"and thc;vthatare
Hishavecrucifiedthefleshvith theaf-
fectionsandlusts:" sucharedeliver-
ed fromthelaw; "and againstsi'ch
thereis no law." I do insistui)onit
thatif a believerbebroughtto the
law of Moses,to beunderi*, in any
othersense,thatsin stareshim in
theface,wrathworksin hisheart,his
enmityis stirredup, bondageseizes
him,anddespondencyanddesoairwill
sinkhim,unlessthelawof theSpirit
of life makehimfreefromthely.wof
sinanddeath.

Godhearsall theircontentionsf,>r
thelawofworks;andisthebest.indge
howtheirlife, andactionsagreewith
thatrule,andnodoubtHe will .jud^^e
thembythatrulefor whichthoycon-
tend: andit will bewellif, when(.^od
laysrighteousnessto the line, :^^c\
judgmentto thei)lumniet,therebe
refugesof lies for tlie hail to sweep
away; if theirhearts,livesandactions
havebeenaspureastheirwordsand
pretences.And it is wellfor suchr.r
youandI thatChristcameintotins
worldtosavesinners;andthatHewas
madesinforus,whoknewnosir., Mat
we mightbe madethe righteousness
of Godin Him. Blessedaretheywho
arebornagain.Blessedaretheywho
loveGodandbelievein His dearSon:
"The righteousnessof thelaw is ful-
filledin tliem,whowalknotafterflesh,
butaftertheSpirit.'

I shall concludewith councilthat
nevercamefrom Sinai—Hearken,0
daughtersandconsider;inclineyour
eartowhathasbeensaid,forsakethe
fleshlyfamily,andyour old father
Adam'shouse,soshallthatKing of
kingsgreatlydesirethy beauty"He
is thy Lord,andworshipthouHim,"
saiththei^'atherof mercies,whohath
lovedraswithan everlastinglove. In
thebondswhichI subscribemyself
yourservantto commandin thispres-
ent state,anda joint partakerwith
youof theglorythatshallberevealed.

HisparentswereElderRowlinWilk-
insonandMargaretWilkinson. He
wasthelastof a largefamilytocross
overtheriver.

My dearfatherAvasoldandtottery,
buthismindwasfirmonthedoctrine
of thebibleuntil the end. He was
takensickin Januarywiththe'grippe
andall his friendsthenthoughtthat

he wouldnot recover,buthe gotup
;.ndon May9thhewasstrickenwith
dysentery.He borehisafflictionswith,
christianfortitudeuntil theendand
expresseda hopethatat theroll call
lieAvouldbethere.

FatherjoinedtheProvidencechurch
in 1842,andin theseparationof the
Old iMississippiAssociation,toleration
in thedoctrineandcommandmentsof
h.eu,fatherstoodfirmagainst these
sentimentsandcontendedfor thebible
doctrineandpractice,andthisrender-
ed himuni)opularwith friends and
foe.

Latherwasoneof eightthatcon.sti-
luttnlPlymouthchurchin 1857,andhe
wasin tlie coiistitutionof theAmite
PrimitiveBaptistAssociation,andhe
wasthelastonetliatstoodin thesep-
aration.Thebrotherhoodlookedupon
himas"our oldfatherin Israel."But
alas,heisgoneandhisplacewill never
befilled;thetoilsof a ruggedlife is
overandheis enjoyingthesunshine
of a blissfulworld,andhisJesusis the
lightof thatcity.

Oh,howfatherdid loveto speakof
redeeminglovein and throughthe
Lord,jiiid Sa\i<)ui'Jesus Christ. In
1871liewasoi-(|;iiiiedto thework of
the miiiisti'yandhe madefull proof
thathewascalledof theLorth He
stoodfirmin thedoctrineof salvation
by grace,notof worksby thesinner,
l)utthroughthesacrificesof theblood
of Chi'ist. Oh,howfaithfulhewasto
liis blessedLord, maintaininggood
woj'kstohisMaster,provingbya well
orcUM'edwalkanda godlylife thathe
I'.adbeenahteigwith the Lord.

However,theLordmadeuseof this
verymovementtoaccomplishHis pur-
poseandcarryoutHisprophecyin the
blessingof JacobtohissonJudah.See
Gen.49:8-12.Thisappearstobebased
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on(iod'spromisetohimin Gen.35:11if
"And kiii<issli.-;!!come out of thy'-,
loins." Thuswt's(.'ctliedecreeof God!
andIlis hnudi-uliii- even this evil
spiritof progressiveunbeliefanda de-
sireto followthewaysof man. This
spiritledIsraeluntiltheybecametwo
nationsandonenationasa nationbe-
cameextinct,andyet it ruledin the
otheruntiltherewasnotakingtorule
overthem. The eternalGodwasall
thetimehiddenandHe ruledamong
His peopleto theirdestructionandto
His glory. Thusall of theproudways
haddestroyedthem and the Lord
wouldbeexaltedin all His ways.

(ilodhadpurposedthesalvationof
His peojileamongtlicGentilesandthe
Jews mustbebrokenoff thattheGen-
tilesmightbe graftedin. SeeRom.
11:17-21,&c.

Thusweseethatby thesamespirit
by whichm'ansoughtto beexaltedhe
washumiliatedandbroughtdownto
thedustandrevealedasnothing.But
in everycasethewonderfulpow(n'of
Godis seenandHishandinthesalva-
tionof His people.

Whereverthisprogressivespirithas
struckthechurchit hasproduceddi-
visionsanda folloAvingaftertheways
of men. In this way the manydivi-
sionshavegotup andgivenbirth to
themanydenominationsof today.

Constantine'sdecreegavelife tothe
persecutingspirit of RomanCatholi-
cism. Thiswasfollowingupthesame
spiritof PaganRome,orthegreatRed
Dragonwho gave to this (Roman
Catholic)beasthispower,hisseatand
greatauthority.Rev.13:2. He exer-
cisedthatpowerwithgreatauthority.
Thusheshowedthespiritof progres-
sion,andit run sofar asto organize
a missionaryinstitutionin the dark
heathendomof Africafor thefurther-
anceofhiskingdomandthepromotion
of hispower.By thisspiritheperse-
cutedthesaintsof Godandputmany,
yes,verymanyof themto deathbe-

causeof thefirmadherenceGodhad
givento themto thefaithoncedeliv-
eredtothesaintsandtothe"goodold
way"of theLord.

Notwithstandingthe so-calledPro-
testantdenominationssufferedsomuch
in the Romanishpersecutionsyet as
oneafteranotherof themcamein au-
thoritytlieyshoAvedthesameprogres-
sivespiritin tryingto buildup them-
selvesandpersecute,evenuntodeath,
tlie saintsof the living Godbecause
tlieypreferredto continuein thesim-
plicityof tltegospelandin thefaith
theyhavereceivedfi-omtheLord of
Gloi'y. Thustheyshowthemselvesto
bethebeastthatJohn sawcomingup
outof theearth(Rev.13:11),whoex-
ercisedall thepowerof tliefirstbeast
andwhomadean iiriageto thefirst
beast.This image doubtlessis the
l^rogressivemissionaryspirit that
yearsbeforesuggestedto theRoman
Jesuits the idea of extendingthe
]H>wersof Rome. This2ndbeastpro-
l>ososby this samespirit to enlarge
theirk'injrdoraandpower, and thus
maketheworldjn-ogressto a millen-
ivuiihereonearth. Oneof theirlords
someyearsagosaid,"Let ustakethe
Avorldfor Christand inviteHim to
comeandtalcechargeof His kingdom
which Avehavesubduedfor him a
hundredyearsaheadof theappointed
timeandthustisheriii themillenium."

In 1907theEvangelicalAlliancewas
formedby theprogressivedenomina-
tionscomposingthe secondbeast.
Note: ThisbeastAvascomingup out
of theearth(man,redearth")andnot
onesinglepart of him was from
heaven.Thusall thesethingsarefrom
progressiveman.Whatdoesit tellus?
Eventheimperfectionof thereligion
of man. If it comesfromthe earth
canit goup to heaven?"No man,"
saiththeLord,"No manhathascend-
edup into heavenbut He thatcame
downfromheaven;eventhe Sonof
manAvhichis in heaven."Therefore
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thisprogressive,eathlymovementwill
neverenterheaven.Lookslike the
endis d^ath.But let uspursueit. In
1909in themonthof Deceiriber,they
formedV.eEvangelicalAlliancein the
greatcityof Philadelphia.Thusboth
missionsasanorganizedbodyandthe
Evangelic;] bodycameto us out of
wluit the i.iissionaryworld calls the
Jicartof he;<;heDism.

TheCliristianchurchhadits origin
assetupont!eearthin Jerusalem,the
citywliichGcdhadchosento putHis
namethere, llenre thecontrast.

Tlie cliurchof Hodis God'schosen
city to dwellin. Theinstitutionsof
menare of the world,the fruits of
theirprogression.

Theywill shedthe blood of the
saintsbut thesaintswill endureunto
thegloryof GodastheLord hasap-
pointedwhile this progressivespirit
will leadto perdition,theendof all
thatis notChrist.

But this awful,restlessprogressive
spirithasat timesfoundits wayinto
theciuirch.Onceit said,"Let ustake
her up out of the dustand set her
upona hill whereshecanshinelike
etherfolks." The s])eakerwith his
allieswent1owoi'kto thatenduntil
from 1S27to 1S33in the midstof
strongcryingandtears,with prayers
andwars the churchshookoff that
progressivespirit and those passed
withit.

Whatdid it proclaimamongus? A
universalatonementfor all menthat
camein theworld,butanapplication
to thosewhowouldacceptit, andsal-
vationuponthesepremises.Whatdid
thechurchsay? "Salvationis of the
Lord." "By graceyearesaved."She
declaredthattherewerenoneof the
worksof manin it fromfirstto last,
for timenor for eternity. That is
wliattheblessedBookteachesandthe
churchAvillalwaysteachthe same.
Any deviationfrom this word is a
progressionfromthechurchandis a

stripeofBabylon'sbloodygarment.It
persecutesthe saints who contend
earnestlyfor theoldwayof ourGod.

In thatgreatthreshing,winnowing
and separatingit was proventhat
therewasmuchchaff,strawandeven
stubblethathadto begotrid of. It
tookfaithfulness.It wasa daythat
triedmen'ssoulsandmanywerenot
ableto standthefires,thewindsand
thewaves.But therewasgoldto be
triedandsilverto berefinedandthe
hotterthefire burnedthemorethey
endured.Amongthosetherewas a
Beebe,aTrott,aLeechman,aLawrence,
a Hyman,a Mewbornandmanymore
whowouldnot bowthe kneeto the
imageof P.aal.

Thosrsawlil t(iwithdrawfellowship
fromtlial ill■n^■l■,■ssive spirit and all
iIkim'whi)Followedit anditsteachings
1'i-O'lhri-withall secretlodgeorgani-
>aliiMisof iiini. Theysaw all these
Miiii-s1o lie llio unfaithfulworksof
(hii-i'cncssI'oi-whichtlieapostlesaidwe
sh(,ul.lhavenofellowship.Eph.5:11.

Fromthattimefor severalyearsthe
churchIceptfairlyclearof theprogres-
sives])iritbutfinallyit gotholdagain
and])n1someromlitionsin connection
-Aiths;i]\ation. Oli vain man! what
jiai't of it wouldlie not haveif lie
Avaslet in His way? Thatspiritwas
asa seraphim.He wenton wingsas
swiftaslightningandspreadhisgreat
tail all overthecountry.

In 1■!>.■)Tlieardoneof theemissaries
of thatsiiiritsay,"I amtiredof hear-
ing the PrimitiveBaptistscomplain
of tlleir troubles,low down feelings
andahvaysin thevalley. I wantto
takeherupandsetheronahill where
shecan shinelike otherfolks."

Whatsaiththegospel?"Take my
yokeuponyouandlearnof me,for I
ammeokandlowlyin heart,andyou
shallfind restto yoursouls."

This is clearlyseenthatinsteadof
thespiritof Progressivebeinga good
thingfor thechurchof thelivingGod
it is fully proventhat wheneverit
getsa holdin thechurchit startsher
towardstheearthlike an unbalanced
meteoruntilthefireis sohotthatthat
spirit is consignedto its right place
with otherearthlyorganizationsand
thenunderthefireoftheirpersecutions
tliecliurehcanrestfor a while.

Simplybecausethe
religionof ourLord Jesus Christis
perfectfromthefirst,andtliatwJiich
is perfectcannotprogress.

And thenthatlittle
sparkthat hadbeenso smallfor so
longkindledupto a verylargespark,
and I thoughtit wouldnevergetso
dimanymore. But I foundit would
getalmostoutof sightat timeswhen
I wouldbeginto wonderif therewas
any reality in religion. Then the
tlioughtwouldcomewhat will you
take for that little sparkthat is so
far off andsometimestherelooksto
bea think cloudbetweenmeandit?

BeforeI wentto thechurchI had
saidseveraltimesthatif I livedto get
tothechurchagainI wouldoffer. But
wouldgo homewith the samething
to go overagainfor sometime. So
whenI didgoto thechurch,I didnot
aimto. But whentwo hadcomeup
and werereceived,the first thing I
knewI wasup,sayingI don'tseehow
I canstayaway,but1 don'tseehow
you can receivesucha sinneras I
am,but I wasreceived.All thenext
weekwasa darktimewithme. I was
ona liousenailingshingles,andthink-
ingwhata greatmistakeI hadmade,
l)ydeceivingthesegoodpeople.I felt
likeI wasnotfit tobewiththem,and
I wouldstop right now and go no
furtherwith it. And whenI hadful-
ly madeupmymindto gonofurther,
I wason theeaveof thehousewith
myeyesfixedon thegroundandthe
pondthatI wasto bebaptizedin ap-
peareddownat thesideof thehouse
andbesideit werethreepersonsdress-

edin white. But I didnotseemyself
there.Andtherewasnotbuttwothat
joinedbesidesme,andI toldsomeof
thebrethrenthattherewouldbethree
baptizedthatday,butI wouldnotbe
oneof them.

1wentthethirdSaturdayandSun-
day in August,1906and we had a
goodmeetingandI gotwayuponthe
mountaintop, and therewas to be
preachingat myhousethatnight. I
yetfelt thattheLordwouldshowme
that I was not fit to belongto the
cliurchandhewouldnotallowmeto
be baptized.So that night after
preachingBrotherGoodmantalkedto
the churchat my houseandwasre-
ceivedandmadethethreethatI had
seen. But I kept prayingfor more
evidencefor I didwantto bebaptized
witli themsobad. So I wentto bed
andwentto sleep,andabout3 o'clock
nextmorningI wokeupsufferingwith
colicandgrewworseuntil up in the
day. At almostthetimeto startfor
the pond,BrotherGoodmancameto
mybed,andsaidhewouldnotbebap-
tizedthatday,hewouldwaitfor me.
I toldhimto goonto makethethree
tilat I sawstandingby thepond. So
hewenton. I don'tbelieveanyone
couldknowhow I felt that day. I
thoughtI had been shown plainly
enoughthatI wasnotfit. But 0 how
I did desireto goin thewater!

Severalof thebrethrencameto see
methat eveningand told me that
Elder Flinchumwould be at the
churchon "Wednesdaynight and he
could;baptizeme in the evening.I
let tliemarrangeit thatway,yetbeg-
gingtheLord for moreevidence.So
aboutthesettimeof dayonMonday
tlierecamea greatstorm; andT said
asthestormcamethiseveningthatis
anotlierevidenceTamnotfit. At the
samehouronTuesdaytlierecamean-
otherstorm,andT al)outgaveup all
hopefoi'thei'ownsonlyonemoreday
andthenit wouldall beoverwithme.
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TlienextdayI wasa])!etogotowork,
l)ut1cannottellyonliowI felt.Every-
thingwasso dark all tlie forenoon,
andabout oneo'clocktherearosea
darkoioudin thewestandit rained
untilabout4 o'clock?ndthencleared
oft'. I preparedtogototh^p̂ond,still
beji'gin'xfor mcc c idcnceandAvhenI
gotthereBrotheridol ;iiid P.rother
JamesCrewswerethereand asked
whereBrother P'linchiimwas. The)^
saidhedid not come,but Brother
CrewssaidBrotherMewbernandmy-
self arehere,andeitlierof us will
baptizeyonif youdesireit. SoI went
to thewaterfeelingthatI wouldbe
shownplainerif I wasnot fit. But
whentheycommencedsingingI felt
to beheldin thearmsof a wiseand
mercifulGod;I felt asI wentin the
waterwitholdBrotherIMewbernthat
I wasontopof thewaterandwhenT
cameupoutof thewaterTdon'tthink
I eversawtheskybrighterwhenthe
sunwas shiningand that was aftci*
sundownandgettinga little dar!-.
Then for abouttwo weeksall the
doubtsweregoneandI was happy.
But doubtsreturnedagainandlastso
longsometimes. It seemsthe good
seasonsaresof-hortnowwithme.

BrotherGourley,I don't feel chat
youwill getmuchoutof mywriting,
but feelingthat if you cannot,you
willlookovermywenkness.If I could
seeyouT couidtell youmuchbetter
thanI canwrite it, for I amsucha
badspellerandleaveoutsomanylet-
ters.

Thereis sucha characterastheSer-
pentor Devil possessingcunning,
poison,enmityagainst truth, whose
doingsaretoldin theBible.

Amongthewritersnamed in the
Bible Moseshad a prominentplace
andwasfaithfulas of God. "Wesee
notheorizingor fancifulconstructions
or creationsof suchcharactersand
theirdoingsasthebusyimaginationof
manwill weave artfully imagining
whattheheroof theirstorvwoulddo.
howhewouldact,andsopleasingand
absorbingtheinterestandattentionof
thereadersthattheypreferfictitious
readingthatcontainsno truthto the
plainstatementof factswhicharetoo
commonplace.It is commonto find
old womenandmen,andmuchmore
youngpeople,thathaveno patience,
tastenor desireto readsolidmatters
that is truth,andtheseriousmatter
of theBibleor otherreadingfar more
importantbecausetheyaretrue.

Sensationalstories,thrillingadven-
tures,uncommonperformancesare
sousrhtandreadwith great a^ndity
whilestandardauthorsareignored.

Are peoplethuseducatedandtrain-

edgood.iudgosof whatis needfulin
suclitimesas these? The minds of
Tiicnai0muchimbuedwiththecharac-
ter,tlie sentimentsin their favorite
books,whetliergoodor evil. As the
foodoneeatsshowsthenatureof the
personwhetherhealthyor otherwise,
so thethoughtsandsentiments,style
of thewritingsthatengrosshis mind
indicatethe natureof his taste,his
mind,his characterand his method
andmannerof consideringmatter,and
showhisrangeof thoughtandpurpose
of life.

John musteat the book givento
himwhichwassweetin hismouth,but
its contentswerebitterin his heart.
That whichpleasesa man who is
wroughtuponby the Spirit of God
provesthatit is wholesome,healthy
matterorpurefoodfor themind. But
a manthathasnothirstor hungering
afterthetruthproveshedoesnotlove
the truth,but it alsoshowsthathe
lov^"t̂heonpositeof thetruthwhich
is falsehood.

lieadhen.WHioso wrathfullyas they
cotddor wouldvehementlyurgethe
crucifixionof theSonof God? The
reasonJesusgiveswhytheydid not
cometo himAvasbecausetheyloved
d'iirknessratherthan light, because
theirdeedsweree-vil.

Jesu.sAvasfull of o-,-ieeandtruth.

Tic w.ism.-nb-sin for Ids
people. The chastisementof our

In the fleshtheredwellsno good
thinsr. Whilewearein thefleshand
walkingafterit weareunderthelaw,
andit workswrath. For bvthedeeds
of thelaw no fleshshallbejustified
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nor saved.EvenAbrahamcouldnot
glorybeforeGodin theworksof the
fleshwhicharelaw works. If oneis
underthelaw heis in theflesh. If
heis ledby theSpiritheis complete
in Jesus,whois the endof the law
for righteousnessto everyonethat
believes.Theworksof thefleshare
all corrupt,butthefruit of thespirit
is love,joy, peace, long suffering,
gentleness,goodness,faith,meekness,
temperance;againstwhichthereis no
law. Loveis thefulfillingof tlielaw,
andJesuslovedthelawwiiicliis holy
and spiritual,and whenwe receive
himwe are freefromwrathin liiiii,
andas he is so arewe. 15utall tlie
worksof thefleshai-ecoi'rupt,andwe
mustbecomedeadto thelaw hy the
ho6!yof Christ,andrisenwithliimso
that we are undergrace,and gr'ace
reigns through righteousnessunto
eternallife by JesusChristourLord.
So thatwe areunderlaw to Christ.
Nor is thereany law against love.
For thelawis fulfilledin oneword—
love. Thoushaltlovethyneighboras
thyself. This neighboris Jesuswho
gavehimselffor us. The newcom-
mandmentJesus givesus is thatwe
loveoneanother.

Tell me,ye thatdesireto beunder
the law, considerthe two covenants.
Look at SarahandHagar. Look at
tliebondageof thebondservant,aiul
atthefreedomof thefreewomanwith
herchildren. Isaacis freebornand
is by promise.So all the heirs of
promisearefreebornasIsaacwas.It
is of faiththatit mightbeby grace,
in orderthatthepromisemightbesure
to all theseed.Henceit is by grace
wearesaved!,andif by graceit is no
moreby works. For by thedeedsof
thelawshallnofleshbesaved,for by
thelaw is tiie knowledgeof sin. Ye
arenotunderthelawbutundergrace.
Thelawisnotof faith. Beingjustified
by faithwehavepeacewithGod.

The covenantof graceis theglori-

ousgroundor foundationof standing
of onebornof God. Whileeveryone
underthefirst covenantof works,or
of thelawis in thefleshandis cursed,
andall his worksarecursed.When
oneis bornof Godheis a newcrea-
ture. Old thingsare passed)away,
andall thingsarebecomenew,andall
thingsareof God,whoputshis laws
in our mindsandwritesthemin our
hearts,andis merciful to our un-
i-ighteousness,and our sins and our
iniquitiesheremembersnomore.For
heis untousa Fatlierandwearehis
sdiisand(lauuliters.Jesusis ourelder
bi-dthci-exaltedill gloryat theright
handof (lod.a |)i-inceanda Saviour,
andlieexcrli\es t(>makeintercession
for us. lie is (lurprophet,priestand
king,ourLordandourGod,thechild
lioriimildus.aiiil theSongivenunto
us,and tlic uoNci-niiientis on his
shoulders.We ai-eheirsof Godand
jointheirswitliour IjordJesusChrist,
if soliethatwesufferwithhim,which
thingsweai'esuretodoif wewalkin
thespirit, andeonlendfor the free-
domof the'gospel.If weserveunder
the law covenantof worksandcon-
tendthat thenaturalmanis ableto
keepthelawanddohispart,andob-
tain salvationin that creaturework,
thenwepleasetheworld,andholdthe
popularreligion,andpleasetheflesh,
and exaltthe creature,and thereis
no iiersecntion.But if we honor
Jesus thenthe bondchildrenperse-
cuteus,andwebecomethefilth and
theoffscouringof the world, and
preacha licentiousdoctrine,and it
doesnot matterwliat we dk)for we
maycommitall thesinwepleaseand
chargeit all to theflesh,andit is not
imputeduntous.

I consider,brethren,that thereis
nota sonof Adamthatcankeepany
partof theholyandspirituallaw,but
thatMiOsescurseseveryonethatpre-
tendsor claimssalvationby works.
ButthatJesushasfulfilledthelawfor
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thebeliever,andby himall thatbe-
lievenre justifiediVoin all things
fromwliicli \V(>couMnot bejustitiud
by the law ol' Moses.AVe should
standfastin tlie lil)erty wherewith
Christhasmadeus free,andnot be
entangledagainwith the yoke of
bondagethelaw thatneitherwe nor
our fathei'seouldbear.

All thatfeeltheburdenof guiltand
sin eometo Jesus,audtakehis yoke
wliichis easy,andhisburdenwhichis
light,andfind restto theirsouls. It
doesnot pleasethe fleshnor fleshly
religion,but it bringsrestto thesoul
becausetheyokeof Jesusis lightand
peace.

The doctorsbelongto the law re-
ligion. But tliegosi)elis tliepowerof
Goduntosalvationto everyonethat
believes,for thei'einis the righteous-
nessof (lod reveab'dfrom faith to
faith, as it is Avritteu,tlie just shall
live by faith. This is the faith of
Christ.

ITowcanwe find peaceasvilesin-
nersundertlie law as a rule of life
whenit demandspeii'eetion,butgives
no strengthto the sinner? He that
offendsin one])ointis guiltyof all.
Thelawcannotapp;oveof a thingthe
sinnerdoeswithoutmarringits own
inheritance.How can a holy law
justify onethat has violatedall its
holyprecepts?

But whenJesuswho knewno sin
cameundertlie law it wasto fulfill
everyjot andtittleof it for his peo-
j)le,for hewhoknewnosinwasmade
sinfor us,thatwemightbemadethe
righteousnessof God in him. Then
we are crucifiedwith Christ, and
risenwith him,andlive by thefaith
of him,andwearefreein him. How
shallwethataredeadto sinlive any
longertherein? P. D. G.

our dear fatherpassedout of this

world January 23rdult., at the age
of seventyyears. For severalyears
lie liasbeengrowingfeebler,andal-
thoughwerealizedthathe couldnot
livemanymoreyearsit didnotlighten
tile shockwhichthedeathof a loved
oneeverbrings.

ElderColliercameto seehima few
daysbeforehe died,and sang and
prayedAvithhimwhichwasa great
comfortto him. His funeralservices
wereconductedby EldersR. M. Jones
andCollier,at hishomenearSelma.

Duringthe Civil War he belonged
to CompanyI, EighthGeorgiaCaval-
ry, andthehardshipsasa soldier,and
asa prisoneratPointLookout,impair-
edhisliealthfor life,andhehasbeen
asuffereroffandoneversince.

in Greensboroon ]\Iarch9, 1911.He
wascrossingtherailroadin a bread
wagonownedby a bakery company
for whichhehadbeenworkingfor a
shortwhile.

HejoinedthechurchatBig Meadow
in June, 1876,andin 1895receiveda

letterof dismissionfromthatchurch
andmovedto Burlington,where he
washeldin the highestesteemuntil
October,1900,whenhebecamedissat-
isfiedfor somecauseandcalledfor his
name. Thebrethrendealtwith him
thebesttheycouldandaccordingto
scripture.Theywaiteda reasonable
lengthof timethinkinghewouldgive
a reasonfor leavingthem.Hedidnot
appear,soon thesecondSunday in
December,1900,theyfoundhimin dis-
ordlerfor callingfor his name, but
findingnoothercharge,theyexcluded
himfromthechurch, he remaining
awayfromthemtenyears,twomonths
andoneweek. He wasrestoredinto
thechurchthe3rdSundayin February
1911,twoweeksandfourdaysbefore
themonsterdeath visited him and
snatchedhimaway.

A youn-manseekinga wifeshould
nolicrif themotheruTtheyoun-lady
lir seeksloi' a wile honorsher hus-
handas SarahlionoredAiirahamas
lie)'lieail,and listenwith sincerere-
spect1()iiiscounsel;for sucha mother
hasset the g<^odexamplebeforeher
ciiildrenol'obedienceto herownhus-
bandashead. But if themotheris a
sell'-wiiledwoman,disregardingthe
jndgnreiitandauthority-of her hus-
bandasIn-ad,liutis loud-mouthedand
(lietalorial,and considersthat sheis
siiiarlertlianherhusband,andusurps
aiilliority, bewareof marrying a
(laiiniiterof sucha woman.

AVomentliatai'clirawlers,disregard-
ingtheniarriai^-evows, going from
houseto houseteachingtheirownno-
tionsof religionshouldbeshunnedas

Texas,whereI found my only
l)i-otherliving with the New School
Baptists.After I heardElderTolar—
1 liadmoveda hundredmilesor more
fromliiin—oftenit seemedhis voice
wasringingin myears. And during
this time1 hada dream,whichlater
on I hadsomeunderstandingof, but
will notjust nowtell tlie di'eam.So
fromthetimeI livedin Louisianaun-
til 1cametoTexas,aboutsevenyears,
in thespringof 1872,I was in a
strangemoodandit is yetstrangeto
me.

Otluirsnoticedit : T wasstrangeto
my family. My wife askedwhatthe
matterwas. I toldher,notanything.
I. at thattimedidn'tknow. Soonaf-
ter,suddenly,I felt myselfto bethe
lii'eatestsinneron earth,andthenI
was in troubleand ]<newwhat my
troublewas. This wasin thesi>ring
andsiimmei'of 1''"!^-,^.I livednearthe
churchwheremy brother'smember-
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shipwasandwould withhimtothe
mectinji's,))uttlierewasnothingthere
for So hliiiideringahnii;'1 went
until hychance:in 1S74ahnii;-caiiu'an
Old Uaplistpreachei'I hadurvwseen
beforenor heard of. lie pivadied
onceor twiceand1heai'dhiiuanden-
joyed the preaching'.His namewas
Duekand he wasfrom Nacogdoches
County.

So in 1872I wasconvicted,and a
miserable,justly condemned,guilty
sinner1feltmyselftobe. For qviitea
whileI wentmourningundera great
weightof something,and could not
getrelief,yet I knewwhatit was. I
soughthidingplacesin thewoodsand
triedto prayfor relief. This weight
grewto be a burdenso heavysome-
times felt I wouldhaveto sink. I
wouldhaveswappedchancesof being
savedwith the brute. I thoughtif
GodeverknewanythingaboutmeHe
hadlostsightof me—He had clean
goneforever.

Brethren,you know 1 am writing
somethingsI hadto learn. Brother
Gold,if I don'tquitwriting,thiswill
becomea big, burdensomeletter,so
aftertellingwhatbecameof thisbur-
denI will leaveotf. Undertheweight
of this burdenI wentdownand it
seemedto meI waslivingfor a little
whilein an unconsciousstate, for
thereis a placeherewhichis a blank
to me. ButwhenI cametoo,thisbur-
denhadgone.

Now brethren,will this so far cor-
respondwith your experiences,if so
andit is thewill of God,I will eon-
tliuieit sometime. Just now,breth-
ren,goodbye. TT.J. BELL.

Povertyis not a crimenor is ignor-
ancetheworstcalamitythatmaybe-
fal a youth. Bothmaybesometand
overcomeby manlyand courageous
behaviouras sliall developstrength,
andbeautifycharacterthatwill fit the
(Miothusovercomingto actwith wis-
domanddiscretion,andcommandthe
respectandadmirationof all thatare

witnessesof suchtriumph.
A manthathasrisenup outof this

conditionof adversity,andknowsthe
hindrancesof suchimpedimentscan
anddoesrespectsuch as feel the
shackelsof poverty,andhewill gladly
lenda helpinghandto all that are
seekingto overcomethese barriers.
But thebestwayto overcomesuch
bariersandreapthegoodresults of
suchovercomingsis notto begothers
todeliveryoufromsuchenthrallments
by givingyou wealthenoughto free
youfromit all, but laboryourselfto
overcome,and as you do prevailby
yourownlaboryouhavesurelygirded
yourselfwiththestrengthandexperi-
encethatwill armyoufor all demands
thatmaycomeuponyou. In wading
throughthe rough,muddyroa^lor
thicketthat compelsyou to hewout
your owntrack,andwork yourway
up to successandmasteryyou have
putyourenemiestoflightbyincorpor-
ating into your mindand beingthe
principlesnecessaryto still greateref-
fort insuring still more wonderful
triumphs.

Povertyandignorancearenot the
greatcauseof yourtriumph,butthere
beingbornwithinyou a principle,a
desiretoprevail,andputyourenemies
underyourfeet, you have wrought
with a deligenthandthat commands
successandprovesyouworthyof at-
tainingit.

Is therenotdangerof yoursuccess
flatteringyouintovanity?Not if you
still rememberthewormwoodandthe
gall,andthankGodfor yourdeliver-
anceoutof all thesedifficulties.

No plainerlanguageperhapsis ever
usedthanis containedin thischapter
toshowthatnonaturalmindor power
of a naturalmancanunderstandor
receivethethingsof thespiritof God,
becausetheyarespirituallydiscerned
As it is written,eyehathnotseen,nor
earheard,nor havethethingsof the
Spiritof Godenteredintotheheartof
a naturalman,but theyarerevealed
by His Spirit. This excludesevery
agency,or powerof manas utterly
worthlessto aid in obtainingthe
knowledgeof divinethings.Notuntil
onehastheSpiritof Goddoeshebe-
comea spiritualman.

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Peterdid not proposeto submit to
this evil treatiueutof his Lord. That
wasnotwhathewasex[)eftingof the
Lord's Christ.Just like all theJews-
He thoughtthat whenthe Messiah
eameHe wouldreignon the throne
of DavidforeverandthatJewishna-
tion wouldcontinueforever.Thento
hearHiui talkaboutdyingwassome-
thing tluit Jie wasnut looking for.
Howeverhemustl)econvertedto the
fact that the Lord mustover come
deathas well as the visibleenemies
oftheJews.Hemustcomedownfrom
everyworldlyexpectationto feedthe
sheepandto servetheLord in spirit
andin truth.That wasa conversion
l)ut it wasnot that conversionthat
bringsthefirsttidingsof salvationto
thetroubledheart.

Peterhadto go throughin the ser-
viceof theLord andin strengthening
thebrethren.

Thus we seethat those disciples
wereconvertedbeforethe resurrec-
tion of our Lord fromthedeadand
thattheirrebelliondidnotmake the
Lord turn from thembut Pie eame
wathrebukesandrepentancewliichPie

conferences,in churches,unionmeet-
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ingsandassociations.
Thechurchis sotin theworldasa

light to thewoi'ldandshouldlet her
liglit shinein her businessorderas
wellasin otherrespects.

Theolderbrethrenshould instruct
theyoungeroneshowto conductthe
businessof thechurchof Godin an
orderlymanner.Havingfelt thewant
of suchinstructionI am willing to
givethelittle informationthatI have
beenblessedtopickxipandI hopethat
it mayinducesomeonewhois better
informedto writemorefully an the
subject.

Whena churchchoosesa pastorshe
choosesa moderatorfor all herconfer-
ences,yet,she may chooseanother
temporarilyat anytimewiththepas-
tor's consent,and the pastor may
choosea moderatorwith thechurch's
consent.

If thepastorshouldgetinto disor-
derthechurchmaychoosea modera-
torwithouthisconsentor evenagainst
his wishesif necessary,but in my
judgmentthis wouldamountto his
suspensionaspastor.

All officersin thechurclishould be
chosenby theunanimousconsentof
all themembersandnotbyamajority,
yet,a memberin disordershould not
bepermittedtopreventtheconductof
businessin conferenceby objectingto
thechoosingof a moderator.Shoulda
caseof thisl<jndoccurandit is man-
ifestthathisdesireis tohinderorpre-
vent thetransactionof businessfor
his owndisorderlypurposeor to pre-
venthisowntrial,myopinionis that
thechurchmaychoosea moderatoror
otherneedfultemporaryoffi'cerwith-
outhis consent.

In a churchwithouta pastoror in
a unionmeetingor associationif there
is,a ipermanehtoffic-or,as a clerkor
deaconin thechurch,or a cierkin the
unionmeetingor associationit is the
duty of suchofficerto presideover
themeetingandopenthe conference

by prayeror praiseor bothas the
rulesof the decorummayprescribe
or hemayrequestsomeotherbrother
to opentheconferenceif hesodesires
butshouldstill presideasthemodera-
tor until oneis chosen.This may be
accomplishedin accordancewithwhat
hasheretoforebeenthecustomwheth-
er by callingfor nominationsor by
askingwhomwill youhavefor moder-
ator,andheshouldtakethevote in
the usualway and announcethe re-
sultof thevote,whentheonechosen
will taketheseatasthemoderator.If
thechurchor othermeetinghas no
permanentofficersomeone,(brother
iSmithwewill say)may move that
someone(brotherJonesfor instance)
bechosenmoderator.Afterthismotion
hasa secondbrotherSmith,the one
whomadethe motion,will takethe
votein theusualwayor hemay ask
if motionis agreedto, andif thereis
any oneopposedto it, andthen he
shouldannouncethe decision. But
brotherJones,theonewhowasnomi-
natedfor moderatorhasnorightwhat
everto holdan electionto electhim-
self. After the moderatorhas been
chosenheshouldtaketheseatprovid-
ed for the moderatorand it is his
dutyto keeporderin theconference,
takethe voteon all questionsto be
votedon,announcetheresultof the
voteandhe mayassistthechurchin
keepingorderin thecongregation,but
it is thedutyof thechurchtokeepor-
derin thecongregationfor thechurch
andnot themoderator,is responsible
for anydisorderthatmayoccurin the
congregationthat assemblesat the
meeting.Whenit is necessarythatthe
voteshouldbecountedtheclerkshould
betheoneto countthevoteand in-
formthemoderatorof numbervoting
oneachsidethathemayannounceit
to theconference.

Afterthemoderatorhasbeenchosen
andhastakenhis seat,all speeches
shouldbe addresseddirectlyto the
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brothermoderatorandnotto brother
iiioderatorandbrethrenaswe some-
timeshear.

No brotherhasa right to speakin
conlerenceuntil hehasobtainedpos-
sessionof thefloor.Tliis is done by
his rising-fromliis seatandaddress-
ingthemoderatorwiththeappelation
of brotJierwhowill thenacknowledge
his right to thetioorby calling his
namewith theappdlationof brother.
Until this is donehehasno right to
speakany furtherafter addressing
themodelat()]',andwherethemodera-
toi'liasthusre<-o^nizedhimhehasthe
rightsandi)ri\ilegesof thefloorand
should('OnlinehisriMuarksto thesub-
ject underconsiderationand should
notbeinlciTupicdby anyexceptthe
modcralorand not by him witliout
sufliciciitcausf,andshouldnotbepre-
ventedri-.!;iii\ini,''hislightonthesub
,j(ictunlesslie i-ci'iiscstoobserveorder
accordiiiu'to tln' rulesof decorum;
not eventhe moderatorshouldstop
hituiuntilhehasgivenhislightonthe
subject.

erator, I riseto a pointof order,all
businessshouldpauseimmediatelyand

if a brother is speakinghe should
pauseand if hedoesnotthemodera-
tor shouldaskhimto dosowhilethe

andto announcethe sameaccording
as the votemaybe.

Ilcl).3:1:?.

'I'liisi , niiug addressedto the
llclii'cws. They are addressedas
hrctliien, cautionedto bewarelest
therel)ein anyof tliciiianevilheart
of unbeliefin (hpartingfromtheliv-
ingGod. It is asmuchastosaytous,
"Take heed,lest therebe in any of
yousuchiui e\il heartof unbeliefin
departingfromthelivingGod."

Even after the Israeliteswerede-
li^•eredout of Egyjit in so notablea
manner,andaftertheyhadseen the
greatmiraclesin their midst, their
heartswerehardenedandtheyfell in
greatnumbersin thewilderness.

Whendaysof trial springup temp-
tionsarisesiichas,is theLord among,
us?

knowntongues.Perhapsmorethan
areawareof it. If a man does not
knowanythingof whathe is talking
about it is anunknowntonguetohim.
If he doesnot useacceptablewords
andi)lainnessof speechhe is speaking
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ill anunknoAvntongue.
^Vllatis theobjectof language?It

is to expressonesthoughtsandviews.
Jt is to tell or declareto otherswhat
is in liis ihiud.iL liedoesnotknowthe
useandincaninyot languageheis a
Barbarianto thoselie is addressing,
ir thepeoiib'h^-is addressingdo not
understandhis wordstheyare Bar-
liariansto him.

Theobjectof teachingor preaching
is to edify. Paulsayshewouldrather
in the churchspeakfivewordswith
hisunderstandingthathemightteach
others,thantenthousandwordsin an
unknowntongue.If onecomesspeak-
ing withtongues,excepthespeaksby
revelation—whichis surelymakingit
plainandclear;or by knoAvledge—
whichis accordingto understanding;
or b>prophesying—whichsetsforth
thetestimonyof Jesus; or by doctrine
whichdeclaresyourfaith, all this is
to no profit,or does not edify the
church.

Goddefeatedthebabelbuildersin
their purposeby confoundingtheir

langiiagesothatthey spake in un-
knownlanguageto eachother,hence
nooneknewwhatanotherspoke,and
theycouldnotbuildat all.

Theblessedpeculiarityof thegospel
is a stammeringtongueis takenaway
andgreatplainnessof speechis used.

An unknownfriend has requested

meto givemyviewsof Mat.5:25,in
thecolumnsof theLandmark.

"Agreewiththineadversaryquick-
ly, \vhilethouart in the way with
him; lestatanytimetheadversaryde-
livertheeto thejudge,andthejudge
delivertheeto theofficer,andthoube
castintoprison." This,I think, re-
fersparticularlyto theageandmin-
istrationof theapostles; asis evident
fromthelastclauseof thetext—"Lest
atanytimetheadversarydeliverthee
to thej^^dge,etc."—showingthatthe
disciplesthenhadto worshiptheLord
underrestraintof thelaw,anddidnot
havethefreedomof speechandpress
to speaktheirsentimentsunhampered
asthelawsof o\irlandprovidetoday.
However,tliisscripture,likeall others,
is notAvithoutits significationtousin
thepresentage.

In that ageeveryadvantagewas
soughtto findsomeaccusationagainst
thedisciplesin orderthattheymight
bedelivereduptothejudiciaryforces,
hence,the command:"Agree with
thine adversaryquickly whilstheu
art in thewaywith him." That is,
don'tdisagreewith himjust because
heis anadversaryorareligiousenemy
butwhenheadvancesanyof yoursen-
timent,whenhe is "in thewaywith
you" agreewith him. By so doing,
youdonoviolenceto thetryth,andit
will giveyoufavorwithyouraccusers.
YoTihaveno authorityto agreewith
himwhilehe is not in thewaywith
you. J\Tostpeoplehavesomegood
idons,andT don'tthinkit prudentor
scripturalto frownuponthemjustbe-
causetheyhappenedto findan advo-
cateamongourenemies.Thetruthis
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thetruth,it mattersnotby whomit
maybecontendedfor; blackor white,
richor poor,nobleor ignoble,bondor
free. Somepeople,whohavea name
with the Old Baptists,are so afraid
thattheywill belike otherfolksthat
theywill rejectanysentimentpromul-
gatedby otherorders,Avithouteven*
consideringits scripturalness.Sucha
courseasthatisverywrongandshould
bediscouragedwherevertherecanbe
seenanyevidenceof it.

THOUGHTSON CREATION.

ThefirstofGenesisclearlystatesthe
syntlieticphaseof creation—the first
andauthenticstatementof therevela-
tionof God.

It doesnotpretendtophilosophically
proveits conclusions,but proceedsto
statethefactsasif therewasnoques-
tionasto its positiveauthority—its
estiiblishedlauthenticity.

Insteadof stoopingto theslowand
lalioriousprocessof chemicallyanaliz-
ing matteruntil matterwdiollydisap-
pears,andthephilosopheris compelled
to makethe final exclamationthat
"There is no substance—no matter—
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noactualexistenceof anykind what-
evor—onlytheculminationof vortices
—onlytheresultof accumulatedand
concentrated;vorticesoriginatedby
onevortex,asa primeordialcauseof
evolution,"andfor lackof better,or
moresatisfyingconclusions,comesto
thelastnecessityof admittingthat
]\Ioseswascorrectin his firstpositive
assertionthat,"In thebeginningGod
createdtheheavenandtheearth."

It mattersnot,therefore,by vs^hich.
processwe are led to the conclusion
tliat Godmustliavehadnothingout
of which to createthe universe;
whetherweaccej)tClosesasauthority
by his reve:i!e(liii'stl)asisuponwhich
thesyntlieticprocessof ci-eationis as-
serted,or l!ic slu-A-.lalMU-iniis.continu-
ousandiiifiiiilcpinvi'^-,ofanalysisthat
leadsus to iIm-s^iavcnin-lusionas to
thenonetitydf iiiattei-,wemustinevit-
ably cometo a i)erfei'tharmonyof
evidencethatall theuniversehadno
originaloi'^aiiicexistenceand must
thereforelia\e hadbut one original
"First <'miisc."—"One Cause of all
Causes."

If weeiu|uireasto theoriginof the
infinitesimallyminuteoriginalvortex
—tliatfirstimatrinaryatomof original
atomsof nonentity,—tliat musthave
firstoi-itrinatedthefirstvortexAvhieh,
in succession,evolvedtlie vorticeses-
sentialto theaccumulativeenergiesof
EVOLUTION withouta preordaining
"THOUGHT," or-harmonious"WIS-
dom," or executive"WORD," nor
yet by the God—instructed"Logos"
of theAncients,astheoriginalcreat-
ingenergythatstartedtheprocessof
evolution,wearelostasto thereality
of anycertaintyin theprocessof our
reasoning.

It is truethat the learnedassert
thattheycannotacceptof anyevi-
denceexceptit Iteproven.Yet they
theiiisel\cs analyzematterinto mole-
cules;moleculesintoatoms;atojusinto

vorticesand vorticestill theydisap-
pearintoimperoeptiblenonentityand
yetacceptof thesesandconclusionsof
whichtlieyhavenotangibleevidence:
thereforehavenothingleftuponwliich
to buildagaintheir analyzedmatter
by S3'nthesisto its originalelements.

We are,therefore,as safeto take
the evidenceof revelationand build
thereupon,asto taketheuniverseby
atomsintononentityandbeunableto
restoreit againto its apparentreality,
harmonyanddesign.

But I grantthatsensualismcannot
accountfor a full harmonyof design
andeffectby anyprocessof reasoning
untilthesoulis raised into a sweet
revelationof thesamekind as Moses
was.

" I suffer,thereforeI exist,"weare
told,wastheexclamationof anancient
philosopher;andI wonderif hewas
notinspired?

Is it not self-evidentthatwe live?
or is therenorealityin oursenses?

Wasnottheinspirationof self-evi-
dentrealities,broughtconstantlybe-
foretlie observationof thelittle boy
of myacquaintancesufficientto com-
peltheexclamationthathemadelike
tliis? "It doesnotseemthat I was
born,butI was!"

Canthefaitk of God's peoplebe
morepositivelyassuredby philoso-
phy,thattheworldwascreated,than
by theveryexistenceandharmonyof
theworlditself? Haveweanygreater
or moreevidentproofof theoriginof
matterthantheveryoperationof mat-
ter itself? The veryharmonyof its
ownexistence?We may not under-
standits trueexistencein all its re-
alities,butwecannotdenythepositive
revelationsthataremadetous.Neither
canwedenytheteachingsofGodwhen
He so fidly opensto us thefull evi-
dencesof his being,his purposesand
works. We cannotdenyhis Purposes
whenweseehisworks:for all works
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aretheresultof purp«se.Eveninani-
matenaturerevealsa purposeby its
position: therockis theframeworkof
the.earth,andgivesstability,andsta-
))ilityshowsdesign of continuance;
andthecontinuanceof durationof the
measurementof its existence: for
therecanbeno lackof harmonybe-
tweenpurpose,meansandresult.Each
forceof natureis alsoequalto there-
sult required,and thereforeGod's
lawsareequal: for theyaretheresult
of theverymovingof the"Spirit of
Goduponthewaters."

The firstmandateof Godwas the
energyandpowerof theWord. The
veryWordby whichtheworldswere
madeJohn 1:3,He said"Let there
be light," and God said "Let there
bea firmament,"andGodsaid"Let
thewatersundertheheavensbegath-
eredtogether,"andGodsaid"let the
earthbringforth," andGodsaid"let
therebelightsin thefirmamentof the
heavento dividethe day from the
night;andGodsaid,"let the-.vaters
bringforthabundantly,"andGodsaid
"let theearthbringforth," andGod
said"Let usmakemanin ourimage."

Thus,in theprocessof creation
GOD SAID sevenspecifictimes as
ONEGOD,andoncein theplural"Let
us makeman."

Yet in thesingularit is said, "So
Godcreatedmanin hisownimage,in
theimiageof Godcreatedhehim; male
andfemalecreatedhethem,"Gen.1st
chapter.Andagainin thefifthchapter
a recapitulationof the creation of
man more specificallydeclaredthat
"In the day that God created
man, in the likenessof Godmade
he \un ; male and female created
hethem: andblessedthem,andcalled
theirnameAdamin thedaywhenthey
werecreated."Thusthenameof God
is bothsingularnndplural in form
fromthe first revelationto man,and
sincethenit has been preservedin

variouswaysto theunderstandingof
hispeoplebyhis own revelationto
them.Thustheharmonyhasbeenun-
changed,andthetestimonyof a re-
vealedcreationconfirmstherealityof
Divinewisdomandpower.

Thepluralformdoes not involve
thenecessityof thebeingof a plural-
ity of God,neitherdoestherepetition
of tlie fact thatGodcreatedmanin-
volvetheideathattwo creationsof
manis suggested.Thetrinityof God
doesnotdestroytheunityof God: nor
doesanyformof expressionfully con-
veythecharacteristicsof Deity.

If creationis a mysteryunsolvedby
science,theCreatoris still more un-
knownto thenaturalmind,and' the
highestconceptionof men can not
reachor expresstheunsearchablereal-
itiesof God.

If sciencecannotteachthefull an-
alysisof nature,if thebrightestintel-
lect cannotexplainthe actual •"Uli-
TIMATE" of existence,howmuchless
canliteraturegiveonecomprehensive
namebywhichto fully conveythein-
finitefulnessof theideaof a creator.
GODis withoutanyabsoluteandar-
bitrarymeaningto men in coramon
speech."JEHOVAH" can giv-i to
menno conceptionof a tangibleform
of being: andwe will findno better
wordsin all thenomenclatureof tie
bible,embracingnearlyonehundred
names,titles and. characteristicsof
God,of Christandof theHolyGhost,
thathasconveyedor canconveythe
fullnessof theGodheadto thenatural
understandingof men.

His worksalonedeclarehim, and
hispoweris feltby nonebutby reve-
lation.

l^lenby searchingcannotfind out
God.

Thethreemostprevalentcharacter-
isticsof God, as embracedin the
Father,SonandHoly Ghostdo not
provea trinity of personsany more

Tlie 117annualsessionof theNew
River PrimitiveBaptistAssOL-iatioii,
waslield lierelastFriday, Saturday
andSunday.

Theattendancewasaslai'geandthe
orderas t^Modas wasprobal)lyever
witnessedin its history. Tlierewere
ministerspresentfromtheTidewater
of theEastto theplainsof tlieAVest,
coveringa si)aeeof two thousand
miles.ThepreaehingAvasableandeli-
citedtheinterestedattentionof a large
audienceof peoplefromtliis andad-
joiningcounties.Thenumberof peo-
ple was conservativelyestimatedat
about5,000.ThereM'erepresent32
Elders,fourteenascorrespondentsand
visitorsfromotherAssociationsand
18belongingto thisAssociation.

Theintroductorysermonwaspreach-
edby ElderP. D. Gold,of Wilson,N.
C, followedby ElderC. C. :\Ielton,of
Illinois;EldersE. M. Barnard,of the
IVIayoAssociationof VirginiaandN.
C./j. B. Hardy,of Kansas, Mm. L.
Simmons,of WestVirginia,andD. S.
Webb,of Carrollcounty,Va.,occupied
the standon SaturdayandElder P.
D.Gold,ofNorthCarolina,J. C.Hurst,
M. D.,of RoanokeCity,Va.,andIsaac
Webb,of Carrollcounty,Va.,onSun-
day.

Ten Associationsand communities
of churcheswererepresentedby cor-
respondentsandvisitors. The corre-
spondenceof thisAssociationeitherby
correspondentsorminutes,or both,ex-
tendsfromthecoastof NorthCarolina
tothemoutnainsofWestVirginia,and
embracesfifteenAssociations.

This Associationwasconstitutedin
1774,twoyearsbeforethatgreathis-
toricbellproclaimedto ourinfantna-
tionthevitalimpulsesof politicaland

religiousliberty. This libertyhadIts
conceptionandbirthin thecampsof
tliisorderof people.It wasthespirit
of thislibertythattooksuchvitalhold
iipiii ..lid in that greatmanPatrick
Ilcniy asto producewithunsurpassed
patriotismandeloquencethoseundy-
ing words: "Give melibertyor give
med<ath." This is theliberty that
wasvouchsafedtoournationandpeo-
pleasa troi)hyof the blood of our
fathershandeddownto us,theirchil-
dnn,andletus takeheedlestat any
tiiiicweshouldletit slip.

This associationis composedof 22
chuiches,hasa membershipof about
l..')W)andhas24ordainedElders. In
l«-)7,it had20churches,atwhichtime
U wasdi\-i(!ed,thetenchurcheswest
i-t'taniiugtheoldnameNewRiverand
t\\.'Tn churchesEasttakingthename
of SiiiMh's River. That Association
nowLumljers20 churchesand about
1,0()()mem))ers.

Li that])lessedBookwe
readthatall scripture is givenby in-
spirationof God,and is profitablefor
doctrine,for reproof, for correction,
foi' instructionin righteousness,that
tliemanof Godmaybepefect,thor-
ougldyfurnisheduntoall goodworks.

But theadvocateof SundaySchools
wouldsay we needthoseschoolsto
teachthecontents,thewayoftheBible
to betterenablethepeopleto walk in
thoseteachings.

To thiswe wouldsaythattheydo
not teachthosethings. They teach
contraryto theteachingof theBible.
TheBible says,"Childrenobeyyour
parentsin theLord, for this is right,
tliat youmaylive longin the land
whiclitheLord thyGodgiveththee."
No true PrimitiveBaptistcan favor
SundaySchoolsfor whentheyhave
opportunitytheyteach our children
contraryto thatfaithwhichwehave

receivedfromGod,andto do that is

to teachthemin contradictionto the
abovequotedscripture.This is only
onecase-ofthemany.Thereforethey
areantiscripturalin their organiza-
tionandin theirteachings.Wherever
wefindPrimitiveBaptistchildrenat-
tendingthoseschoolswe findparents
with heady,highmindedenemiesin
theirownhouse,and,in themostof
cases,thoseAvhowill scoffat thetrue
religionof christianexperience.

enlygraftsof faith,hopeandloveare
implantedin the soulwithoutwhich
noonecanseetheLordin peace.This,
then is theteachingsof man. ,

WhenJesustheLord came down
fromheavenHe cametheexecutorto

The right in the wool follows the
rightin thesheep.Thewoolis an ap-
jiurtenaacegrowingoutofsheep.God's
peopleareGod'ssheep.TheyareHig
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by creation,oy preservation,by re-
demption,by theirownproperty.This
titleholdsthesheep;aidthewool.The
slieepeaunoilio^l[MopertyItecaiise
tlieyarepropertytlieiuselves.Thewool
Lstheirsonlyastheirskinsaretheirs
and theirhandsand feetby way of
aeeoiinnodation.The supremetitle is
in (iod andlids tale h(jldsagainstall
comers.Uui iiiiKs aie in His hands.

DuringthegreatHardshellstruggle
the cry whichran up anddownthe
ranksof the disturbedBaptistswas
onetouchingrightsin thewool.Hard-
sliellsarecovetousprofessorsof reli-
gionwho givelittle or no moneyto
Cod.Theyhatemissionsandmission-
ariesbecauseof thecost. Theywould
])utan endto all Cliristianmissions
if th(iycould.Tlieysay:"Wlien God
wantstheheatlienconverted,He will
do it withoutany lielp I'rom men!"
This is a s])eeiiii('nof their random
and unseriptur'altalk. In the great
struggleabo\(>referredto,the Hard-
shellsdeclaredthat the missionaries

wereout shearingtlie slieep.T Have
myselfheardthecry,with a peculiar
twangorsneertogiveit all theoppro-
briumpossible,just as nowwe hear
kindredsneers.In m^nyplaces the
missionariesflinchedunderthe accu-
sation,andthuscompromisedthedeep
estandmostimportantprinciplein re-
vealedreligion—God'sownershipin
thewoolwhichgrowsonHis sheep.In
yieldingGod'srightsin thewool,they
threwup His rightsin thesheep; for
thereis no conceivablewayto separ-
atetheserights.If Godcanhold the
sheep.He can hold the wool; if He
canholdthewool,thesheepwill not
go muchastray.

The greatestquestionin theworld
todayis: "Who ownsthewool?Or, to
dropthefigure,towhomdoesthepro-
perty,the gold,the silver,thecattle
andallbelong?If thatis settledonthe
rightprinciple,thewholequestionof
Christianliving is far advancedto-
warda glorioussettlement.Until it is
settled,nothingis settledright. Or,
in otherwords,if wesettleourfinan-
cialrelationstoGodontherightprin-
ciple,our livesare bound up with
God'sin sucha waythatwecannerer
go far wrong.

The mightiestcontroversyof the
ageis over"rights in wool."It is, or
omghtto be a controversyboth in
the pulpit and amongChristiansin
thepewsof everychurchin Christen-
domtill God'sright is admittedand
actedon.Toflinchonthisfundamental
doctrineis to triflewith the greatest
practicalquestiontheworldconfronts.
Let God'sright to the wool of His
ownsheep,to saynothingof thehair
of thegoats—I saylet God'srightbe
settled,andwe areat theopeningof
a newerain theworld'shistory. Tho
ti-iumphantmarchof God'sarmyis
slowedup,waitingfor usto settlethe
woolquestion.Therecanbe but one
adjudication,and that is, that who-
everownsthesheepownsthe wool
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also.
Shearthe sheep?Yes, frequently

and close.The pastorsarethe shep-
herds;audit is theirbusinessto feed
thesheep,carefor them,and shear
thein. A shepherdwhoneglectsto
shearthesheepoughttobeturnedoff.
He is an unfaithfulservantof the
GreatOwner. Pastorsneedto face
tiiis question.Theymustfaceit, for
thetinK îs at handwhenpastorswill
be judgedaccordingto their works,
notby theirdignityor theirpretenses
but theirwork; andoneof theworks
is to shearthesheep.

But the questionhas two sides:
God'ssideandourside.Is it nothard
onthesliccpt(.slû irIImmii.'X..tatall.
It is goodfor tliciu everyway. It
sheepare not sheared,they become
unhealthy.How manyr.!'Cod'ssaints
aresurfeitedwith thethingsol:' this
world!Theirsi)iritnaiil\-is sninthered
by a plethoraol' tlie tiiim^sof tiiis
life. Mauyaresiekbecausetheirlives
haveno outlet.Their ailVctioiisare
turnedaftertheireai'thlypossessions,
andnotseton thiii'^saltove.One of
thebestthingsa paslormndo lor his
peopleis to inducelhc:ii!o 'ji\c lilier-
ally to thecause.He is dom-thebest
thingfor his peopleA\henIlc brings
tiiemto recouni/etheirobligationsto
Godin tinaneialaffairs.

80 importantis thismatterin the
churchesandin thelivesof thepeople
thatit demandsspecialandextremely
earnesttreatment.Someof thesheep
mustbecorneredandcrowdedbefore
theywill submitto theprocessclear-
ly taughtin God'sWord; but they
mustbesheared.

to redemptionthe greatestquestion
in the Christianworld todayis the
((uestionof rights in wool.If God's
^heepwerejtroperlysheared,they
wouldaboundin health,andcountless
missionariescouldbe sent,as torch
bearei-s,to everybenightedregionof
theglobe.Thetearsof widows and
orphanscouldbedried,thesick ear-

What doesPetersay about this
flockof God?Feedtheflockof God
whichamongyou,takingtheoversight
thereof,netby constraint,butwilling-
ly : not for filthy lucre, but of a
readymind:Neitheras beingLord's
overGod'sheritage,butbeingensam-
plesto theflock.And whenthechief
shepherdshallappearye shallreceive
a crownof glorythatfadethnotaway.
1stPeter5:2-4.The poor, ignorant
PrimitiveBaptistsarenotableto see
how feedingthe flockof Godmeans
to shear it

,

andto shear it often—the
oftenerthebetter.

Paul,whothemissionariesclaimas
their greatmissionarj ŝaid , "Take
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heedthereforeuntoyourselves,andto
all the flockoverwhich the Holy
Ghosthathmadeyou overseers,to
feedthechurchof Godwhichhehatli
purchasedwith his ownblood.For 1
knowthis,that aftermy departing
shallgrievouswolvesenterin among
you,not sparingthe floek.

WHAT IS TRUE GROWTH?

SomeclaimprogressamongPrimi-
tive Baptistseousistsin addingto,or
takingfromtheir i)raetieesin former
times.Othersinsistthat thedoctrine
tneyholdandthefaiththeyhavere-
ceivedwasperfectin its firstdeliver-
ance.It is notthedoctrineof menbut
of God who hathin theselast days
spokenuntous by his Son,whomHe
hathappointedheirof all things,and
whatHe saidwasconfirmeduntous
by them (His dieiples) that heard
Him.His wordandteachingis final.
Hencenothingcanbeaddeduntoit.
Howcananythingbeaddedtot!that
whichis perfect,or howcanthatbe
improvedwhichtheinfinitewisdomof
theLord proclaims. i-

Thereare contentionsand' differ-
encesof opinionamongcarnalor nat-
ural men,or in thenaturalliiind of
theLord's people about what He
meantbecausethisis a defectivejudge
of His meaning.Hencethereare so
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manydifferentnotionsanddenomina-
tionsamongmen.But wheretheLord-
teachestliere is greatpeacebecause
theyall believeone and the same
things.

But onesays,it will notdoto in-
sistonholdingto a literalinterpreta-
