This.isoneof the
namesof Jesus,onewhichwasproph-
siedheshouldbecalled. Hehasmany
names.Beloved, Guide, Protector,
ElderBrother,Lord of lords,King of
kings, "Wonderful, Councelor,The
MightyGod,ThePrinceof Peace,The
EverlastingFather,and manyothers
all of Avhichareverybeautifulto Hi*
people.Noneseethebeautyin these
namesasappliedto himuntiltheyare
bornagain. _

Tlio ])ropliecyof Jeremiah is very
stron.L:-,thewordshall is frequently
usedandwhen,as in thisprophecyit
is usedbyJehovah,whileit impliesfu-
ture,yetit is assureasthoughit had
alreadytakenplace. God's "wills"
and "shalls" are sure—no failure.
Hesaystheyshallbemypeople,andI
will betheirGod,nouncertaintywith
ourGod,for thereis noevent,circum-
stance,or conditionunseenor un-
knownby Him. Seeingtheendfrom
thebeginningcallsfor a clearandun-
obstructedview of interveningtime,
andoureverythoughtandmovewas
clearly foreknownby Him.

Jeremiahsaysthen,thatheis a child
andcannot speak,but theLord told
himnotto sayhewasa child, "for
thoushaltgo to all that I shallsend
theeandwhatsoeverI commandthee
thoushaltspeak." Surely Jeremiah
felt to be a childanddoubtlessin a
two-foldsense,thatis he,onlyman,to
bethusdealtwith by theGodof all,
he wouldso realizehis weaknessand
inabilitybeforeGod. Man may be
greatin hisowneyebutwhentheLord
comesnearhe diminishesso fastthat
instantlyhebecomeslessthannothing
andJeremiahbeingnoexceptionhefelt
a child,alsodoubtless,hefelt to bea
childof God.

He wasnot a umii to
make chargeableto the ehutidies
tliat he served or to east his
burdensbeforeliis brethrenin order
for tlu'iuto hcljihimconeeruijigthe
necessariesof lil'c. lie was a man
that labon^d-witiihis hands,anddid
notexpectpeopleto supporthisfami-

a mantliat donatedliberallyto the
buildingof churches,to aidingtravel-
ingpreachersonthewayafter a God-

ly sort. Perhapshe gaveasmuchto
thepoorandneedyof thecommunity

l)utat thesametimehewasperfectly
resignedto God'swill. Feelingsat-
isfiedtha,tthechangefromthisworld
to tiial of a never ending eternity
wouldbe a hajtpyexchangewithhim.

On Saturdaybeforehe diedhe re-
markedthat deathwasnot whathe
had expected;in as muchas to say
that the graceof Godhad already
madehis dyingbedassoft as downy
pillowsaie.

Themachineryof societyneedscare-
ful watchingandguarding,lestit be
sowreckedfor wantof goodwill and
respectfor the rightsof othersthat
thefoundationsof societyareremov-
edanddestroyedereweareawareof
it.

Thesafeguardsof societyarebuilt
\ip slowly,andneed vigilantwatch-
ing. Whenthey arelost like one's
virtueit cannotbe restored.The
priceof libertyis eternalvigilance.

Whenwartakeschargeof thecoun-
try it is thentoolateto enjoythese-

To theMinistersandMessengersCom-

posingthe Country Line Associa-
tion—GREETING:
You rememberthe associationlast

yearappointedmeto writea Circular
Letter,to bereadandadoptedor re-
jectedbythisbody,andmymindseems
to beimpressedto writeuponthesub-
jectof ordainingministers.

I supposeourassociationwill com-
parefavorablywith otherassociations
of thisstateandof theUnitedStates,
and yet the wholesalemannerm
whichwehaveput meninto ourpul-
pits is alarming..SeveralyearsagoI
wastalkingwith a faithful old min-
isteron this subjectandI told him
that I thoughtat leastone-thirdof
the menwho had filled our pulpits
since1joinedthechurchhadbeenex-
chided from the felloAVshipof the
Baptists.He admittedthatour course
hadbeenbad,but thoughtit hadnot
beenasbadas 1 said. Uponinvesti-
gationwe foundthe caseto be even
worsethanI had expressedit to be.
We cameverynearmakingit half in-
steadof one-third.Sucha recordas
this oughtto causetheBaptists to
pauseandconsider.

Perhapssomeonemaybe readyto
say I oughtnot to be makingthese
evilssopublic,lestourenemiesshould
find themout and usethemagainst
us. Ah, mybrethren,our enemiesal-
readyknowthesethings,andthebet-
ter coursefor us to pursuewill beto
takestepsto correctour faults,and
therebygiveourenemieslesscauseto
speakevil of us. SomeyearsagoEl-
derC. B. Hassell,in preachingan in-
Uroductorysermon, remarkedthat
somebrethren,in opposingthe sup-
portof theministry,wouldarguethat
thechurchesweretoopoorto support
all ourpreachers.His modestanswer
to that argumentwas "have fewer

preachers."So longaschurchesfeel
thattheirpreacherscostthemnothing
theywill notbeparticularabouthow
manynor wliat kind, theysendout.
Wheneverchurchesarebroughtto see
thatthescripturesrequirethemto at-
tendto the temporalneedsof their
preacherstheywill doubtlessbemore
cautious,andnotsoreadyastheyare
nowto callfor theordinationof every
manwhomaycomeforwardandre-
questtheprivilegeto preachregard-
lessof his qualifications.We too of-
tenlookat thesethingsfroma fleshly
standpoint,insteadof comparingthe
qualificationsof the applicantwith
the scriptralrequirements.A man's
beingableto speakfluently,and,even
quotescripturecorrectly,arenotnec-
essarily evidencesof his call to the
workof theministry. "And no man
takethhis honoruntohimself,but he
thatis calledof GodaswasAaron;"
Heb.5:4). Thereare othergiftsbe-
sidesthegift of theministry,but we
Baptistsseemto havelostsightof all
exceptthat one. As soonas a.man
has impressionsto exercisein any
wayhe is takenright fromthefloor

to thepulpit,andthusthechurchof-

tenspoilsa gooddeaconor exhorter,

to makea poorpreacher."Now there

arediversifitiesof gifts,but thesame

spirit (I Cor.12:4). Wherearethose

diversitiesof gifts herespokenof?
Theyare not now foundamongus.

No churchshouldfeel at liberty to

sendforthanymanto preach,provid-

edthevareunwillingto takehnn as

their ownpastor. They not

castoff uponothersthat that which

theyareunwillingto receivethem-

selves.
Thescripturerequiresa preacherto

havea goodreportof themthat are
without,or in otherwords,heis to be

Throughthe requestof brethren
andsisters,I madetheweakattempt
of tryingto relateto youthedealings
of theLordwithmypoorsoul,though
I havebeensomewhatat a losswheth-
er to writeor not,for I don'tknow
as anyone couldbe edifiedor com-
fortedby it; but, whetherit be of
the Lord or not my poorsoulhas
beenmadeto run overwithjoy, and
myeyesto flowwitji tearsfromread-
ing others' correspondenceor deal-
ingsof the Lord with their sinful
soulsas theysay:so,brotherGold,I
leaveit to yourbetterjudgment*;and
do asyou thinkbestandall is Avell
witli lue.

Sometimeduringthefirstor second
year after thewar closedI hada
dream. I sawmyselfwalkingin a
placeof At'oodswith my headbowed
down,and I walkeda^ionguntil it
seemedI cameto theedgeof a lai^e
opening,and I raisedmy head up
andsawa straightpatKleadoff from
a field,andT lookednist beforeme
andbehelda i)laeecalledhell,and I
wasgoingstraightto it

,

andsawno
wayof escape.So,in goingon alone
theveryfirstthing I saw a manstep-
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pedin just before meand just as
closeto meashe couldwalk; andit
wasrevealedto methatit wasJesus
Christ. So hewentbeforeandI fol-
lowedhim,andhe carriedmeaway
to anotherplacewhenwepartedand
I sawhimno more. "Well,when I
aM'oker thoughtit a strangedream,
butit didnotconcernmemuch.Well,
after a while I had anotherdream,
andbehold! it wa just like theother
t'xcoptCIj'.':-! r.ppari ar d̂ ic
be somethinglike whitelinen. This
dreamdidnotbearwithmuchweight
on my niiml• and,so;a t̂unein (he
courseof six or eight months,not
taking-anynoticeof it, for I thongii'",
it to l-e nothingbut dre^,0is—1 had
anotherdream.or vision,thatI wa?in
a strangeplacein thewoods;thelir^t
thing I sawwas Christin compai-.y
with twoothermen;Christwasbare-
headed,had long brownhair that
camedownbelowhisears; hewasar-
restedandwasto becrucified;I was
oneof theguardoverhim. Themen
with him werelying on the ground,
oneon his rightandtheotheronhis
left side,eachwith his elbowresting
on the groundandhis headleaning
on his hands, lookingup in Jesus'
face,andhe was looking do-\vnon
them. While I wastherelookingat
Jesus,therecamea passageof scrip-
turein mymind,wherehis coat was
"withoutseamfrom top to bottom.
ThenJ ,'ookpdandbeheldthat there
wasno seamin his coat. He then
threwopen his armsand advanced
twoor threestepsandlookedlike ho
wasgoingto kneeldownto pray—
thenwe parted and I sawhim no
more.

After this it feemedthat I had a
desireto pray. At nightafterretir-
ingto bed,I wouldtry to turn,in my
weakand stammeringway,my peti-
tionto theLord. Sometimesit seem-
ed that therewas somethingof it,

and then it wouldseemmore lik«
mockingthananythingelse. So one
nightjust aftergoingto bed,I threw
my armsovermy headand shut
myeyesandwastryingto pray.Over
whereI was lying I saw themost
beautifulheadandfacethatmy eyes
ever beheld. It frightenedme so
thatI openedmyeyesto seeif it wai
possible,butsawit nomore; soI then
shutmy eyesto seeif I couldseeit
again,butdid not. I thenthoughtit
all imagination,becauseI couldnot
seeit with my naturaleyes. After
this,at times,it seemedthatI wasin
a soft humble condition,and then
againit woujMseemto the reverse;
but I would try to pray for some
causeor other,but did not knowfor
what; but, it seemedlike I felt the
necessityof somethingbeingdonefor
methat I couldnot do for myself;
buthadnothoughtof thisbeingany-
thing like the workingsof the Lord
with my poorsoul,,for I supposed
thedealingsof theLordcouldbeseen
with thenaturaleyeandheardwith
the natural ear.So, you see how
(muchmistakenI was—not knowing
theworkingsof theSpirit.

SoonafterthisI wastoldmywife's
sister was expectedto leavethe
world and try the world to come.
Therewerea greatmany people
there;theweatherwascoldandthere
wassomewhatof a crowdaroundthe
fire; I wasinvitedby a ladyto share
lior seat and warm;I did so, and
•whUesitting there hearda voice
speakingthesewordsto me. Thereis
anotherking of theearthborn,there
shaj b̂e anotherstar enteredin the
sky. This voiceseemedto rest on
themouldof myhead. I thengotup
andthoughtit the strangestthing I
everheardin all my life. It seemed
that I knewit wasa spiritualvoice.
I keptall these things prettywell
andponderedthemin mymind,say-
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ing but little aboutit. By reading
theBibleT foundin Rev.1:5-*,which
gavemea little satisfaction—that if
anythingspokeby a voicethat was
not natural,andit wasin the scrip-
tures,it wasof theLord. So in read-
ing thescriptures,I sawwheremen
in oldentimeswerewarnedof God
in a dreamandobeyedthe warning.
So, it seemedlike I beganto hope
thatit mightbeof theLord; stilt it
seemedthatI couldnottakethisfor
a hope. Timepassedon until some
timein the year 1873,if memory
,servesme right, in the Summer,it
Iseemedlike my burdengrewworse
by degrees.

After this1hada visionor dream,

Shecamedownbe-
fore me and spakethesewords,"I
amcomedowntotestifyto youof my
Father'swill, it musthavetheLord's
nameto do it." It seemedthat I
wantedto saya wordto her. So, I
askedherif shewasatrest. Shesaid
I amrestingverywell!but theLord
saysyouaredoingnothinghere. It
came into my mindwhilestanding
therethatI wasin theworldandit
wasmy dutyto go to*the Church.

So after thesethingshad transpired
1'sawher no more. Dearbrethren
andsisters,thisseemedto havemore
effecton methananythingelse. It
seemedthat I was out of my duty
anddidnotknowwliatto do. I then
triedto pray to llie Lord that,if it
wouldbe just, andif savedit wouM
bebythegoodnessandmercyof God.
Yes, dearbrethrenand sisters, the
powerwasso greatovermethatmy
wife foundout somethingwas the
matterwith me. I told her not to
say anythingto me for I believed
thatmysinswouldkill me. Shetold
me that shewouldnot stay in bed,
and got up andmadea light. This
rousedoneof ni\- l)oysaiulhe too,

foundout something'wasamisswith
me. So tluy I)otliAventto the door
and remainedtlierefor sometime;
and wliilc theywere thereI could
hold in lilt lonjicrand commenced
])i-a\inL:;iluu(l. Uow longI remained
ill tliis liiion I amnotableto say.
But wlirn that feelingwentoff. Oh
niy Wear hictlirenand sisters, the
loveof iii>- ])ooi-soulhad its inex-
pressiblejoy. T ]V)\."deverythingin
this woi'ld. 31yhrd seemedto be
changed,and1 lay ashappyasa lit-
tlebabetheremainderof thenight.

NextmorningwhenI awokeI felt
in thesamelovingconditionandre-
mainedso al! lhat day. After the
nextnight it seeniodtliat my loving
feelingsweregone. Ever sincethen
I feellike 1amonmountainsof love;
but,at times,I wouldbeaslowdown
as I couldget. It seemsthatnowI
am.suretherehasbeena changein
jnp.bnt whetherit is fromnatureto
graceI amnotableto'^^saj^.

After this therewas a spiritual
vision that I hopedand believed
showedmethe change. I did not
dreamit nor seeit with my naturai
eyes,butsawit asplainasI eversaw

hands. Neither is worshippedwith
men'shandsasthoughheneededany
thing,seeinghegivethto all I'ife,nnd
breath,andall things,"seeActs17:-

poAverof God. JesusChrist is God,
wasmanifestin theflesh,justifiedin
thespirit,seenor ownedof angels,
preachedunto the Gentiles,believed
on in theworld,receivedup intoglo-
ry," 1stTiiiiotliy.

His n;ime is called
Jesus,for he shall savehis people
fromthedrsins.

My mother
claimeda hopein Christ,andI looked
on themas Christiansandwasnot
worthyto betheirson I thoughtif I
couldonly ask themto pray for me
thatsurelytheLordwouldhearthem,
butthatwouldbeaskingtoomuchit
seemed."WhenI wasin theball room
or engagedin swearingtheyhadoften
bowedtheirkneesata throneof grace
in my behalf. I verily thoughtthat
theirprayerswouldstandasa witness
againstmein judgment.Aboutthis
timeI first felt thecall to theminis-
try. Right hereI leavesomeof my
dearbrethrenin the ministry,but I
mustdatemycallthere,if I haveone
at all. WhilefeelingthatI wassink-
ing into everlastingwoe,my prayers
hadfailedme,andI sawthatwithout
jnercy,sovereignmercy,I was for-
evergone. All that I couldsaywas
Lordbemercifultomea sinner.While
in thatconditiononedayin thefieldat
workwith mybrothera greatpower
seemedto comedownfromaboveand
surroundme. Therewasno possible
way for my escape,and with that
cameavoicethatsaid,youhavegotto
preach.Thesuddennessandpowerof
the voicemademetremble.I stood
dumbfoundedfor a moment.Then
thedreadfulthoughtrushedinto my
mindthatmydoomwasfixedfor the
Lordsurelywouldnotcallsucha mis-
erablewretchtopreachasI felt tobe.
Languageis inadequateto describe
myfelings. For threeweeksI labor-
ed undera double burden. I could
not tell whichwas the greatest.I
sawno hopefor me. I had sinned
awaythedayof grace,anunowit was
forevertoo late. 1 couldsay it is
just. I felt surethat in a few more
daysI wouldmeetmy doom,and I
sawso plain the justiceof Almighty
Godin my condemnationthat I tried
to praywithall theearnestnessof my

heartthatevenin the flamesof tor-
mentI mightbereconciledtoHiswill.
OnemorningI wenttothefieldtowork
with mybrothers.But suchwasthe
conditionof mymindthatI couldnot
work 1 toldthemI wassick,though
I Avasnot consciousof a bodilypain.
The diseasewasof the mindand
heart,for the very groaningsof my
soulwereGodbe mercifulto mea
sinner. I wentto thehouseandlay
downacrossthebed,andwhilethere,
whctlierI wentto sleepor not I am
notableto tell,but I knowI became
unconscious.How long1'wasuncon-
sciousI cannottell,but I sawmyself
travellinguj) a hill towardthe west.
Thenoondaysunwassheadinga flood
of lightaroundme. My clothingwas
beautifuland I wasleaningupon a
staff that I heldin my right hand.
Jnst atthebrowof thehill wasa dark
grove,andas I enteredthatthebur-
denrolledbackwardfromme,anda
gloriouslightfilledmyheart,andim-
mediatelyI waspraisingGod. I rose
up fromthe bed,but beforeI even
steppedoff somethingsaid,you are
deceived,thisis notfor youandI be-
gantofeelthatI Avasmistaken,it was
all imagination;and from that time
on mypryer was,Lord, if I amde-
ceivedundeceiveme. But theburden
of theministry wasnot gone. The
words.' !'you havcegot to preach,"
were eontinuallywith me, and at
timesa subjectof scripturewouldof
fer tomyaind,md for liouvs1would
beabsorbedin thebeautyof it

,

until

I wouldforget everyth;ivjrthatwas
goingon aroundme. Again I would
set a resolutionneverto thinkof such
a thingagain. I thought it was a sin
to meto thinkof such a thingasmy
|)reaching. I felt sure I wasmistak-
en ill thematter,for I wassoyoung
andsolimited,andtheworstof all I

was a miserablesinner. In thisway I
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wasexercisedfor threeyears.In avis-
ionof thechurchGodin hismercyes-
tablishedmy little hope,andat the
sametimeI wasforciblyimpressedto
join thechurch,butI felt sounnwor-
thy I did not feelfit to bewith the
church,andI thoughtif I neverjoin-
edthechurchI wouldneverhaveto
try to preach.For threeyearsI was
thusexercised.Thenmyhealthfail-
edme,andfriendsadfamilyat home,
andthe doctor thoughtI hadcon-
sumption.AboutthistimeI conclud-
edto leavehome.The impressionto
preachandthe greatburdenseemed
almostmorethanI couldbear. The
factis I wantedto runawayfromthe
impression.My fatherand mother
beggedmenot to leave. All their
kindof tenderpersuasiondidnogood.
I wasdeterminedto go,thoughI be-
lievetheLordhadshownmethecon-
sequenceof leaving.Oh,I havebeen
sostubbornandrebellious.How oft-
enhaveI trampledGod'stendermer-
cies under my feet,ad passedhis
warningsby unheeded.At Mt. Airy,
N. C, I foundemploymentwith a
respectablefirm, and thereworked
nearlytwo monthsat goodwages,
thoughI washardlyableto workat
all. ButI wassoontakendownonthe
bedof affliction. I employedoneof
thebestphysiciansin the town,but
thefirst visit he saidmy casewas
doubtful. I graduallygrewworse,
yetall thewhilemymindwasactive
andmyappetitegood. Onenightaf-
terr hadbeensickaboutthreeweeks,
I wastakenwitha painin myhead,
andin earlymorningit waseasy,but
so severewasthepainin that short
timeit tookmy eyesight,so that I
couldnottellanyonepersonfroman-
othenr.On the followingSundayI
was strickenwith paralysison my
rightside,yetsostubbornwasI that
I did not yieldto the impression.I

thoughtI wasresignedto death,but
my nature wassoonto be subdued,
and on Mondayat twelveo'clockI
wastakenwith convulsions.Theag-
onyI enduredthenI haveneverbeen
ableto tell. I sawthatI wassuffer-
ing for my disobedience.The judg-
mentof theLord wasuponme,andI
couldonlysayit is Just. My friends
gavemeout at the first convulsion,
whichthey said lastedtwo hours.
WhenI regainedconsciousessI was
si)eechless.thoughmy mindwas ac-
tive,andI knewaswellwhatI want-
edto sayasI donow. My rightside
was helplessand my tongue was
dumb,so that I couldonly make
knownto thosearoundbeby motion-
ing withmyleft hand. But whilein
tills condition,whenall hadgivenme
uj) to die, eventhe doctorsayingI
wasout of reachof medicalskill, I
sawtheroadof mylife laidouttomy
view,sawthatmy timemustbe de-
votedto theworkof theministry,an<l
all thedoctorsin theworldcouldnot
havemademe believeI woulddie
then. Amidst,the torturesthen en-
duredI wasmadeto vowI wouldgo
andjoin thechurch,andif receivedI
wouldtry to preach.My wholede-
sirewasfor someof theseold despis-
edBaptiststoprayfor me. I ensured
fiveof those convulsionsfrom 12
o'clock Monday until two o'clock
Tuesdaynight. It seemsto methat
deathis notmoredreadfulthanwhat
r sufferedthis time,for a cloud of
condemnationinterveneb̂etweenme
andmy God, inasmuchthat I could
notprayfor myself,I beggedmyfa-
therto prayfor me after I hadre-gainedthe powerof speech,and on
Tuesdayeveninghe kneltdownbe-
sidemybedandprayeda mostwon-
derfulprayer. That night at two
o'clocktherewasa changefor the
better,andin threeweeksI wasable
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to becarriedhomeona wagon.Dur-
ing my illness, though afterI was
muchbetter,ElderJ.M. Wyattvisited
me,andhassincetoldmethathenev-
er expectedto seemeagainwhenhe
left me,for hethoughtI wasin the
laststagesof Consumption.But God
in hismercyraisedmeup,andI was
carriedhome.How wonderfulit ap-
pearstomethatGodAlmightyshould
bt!mindfulof sucha vile sinneras1'
iini. SoonafterI gothomeI beganto
befearfulthatI wasdeceived,butthe
judgmentsofthe Lord urgedmeon
to duty,sothatI w£ ĉarriedto the
churchstill paralyzedandblind,and
after I wasthereI resistedthe im-
liressionto offeruntil theyhadsung
the last hymnfor dismission,thenI
felt deathcomeoverme,andI saw
thatI wouldbecarriedawaya corpse
if I didnotoffer. Rightheremylit-
tle experiencewas takenawayfrom
me. I wascompelledto go andnoth-
ing to go with,but I wentandtold
hut little reasonof a hope,andwas
receivedfor baptism.It seemedto
meI couldnotwait till nextmorning
to be baptised,thoughsomeof my
friendssaidit wouldkill me. I had
no fearsof its hurtingme. So Sun-
daymorning1*wascarriedto thewa-
terandbaptised,andwhilein thewa-
ter my paralyzedarm was restored,
andI cameout praisingGod. From
Saturday until MondayI had no
doubtsand thoughtthe burden of
the ministry was gone. The sweet
peaceof mind,thejoy of thesehours
I can'tdescribe.I couldshedtears
of joy. But on Mondaythe same
powersettledaroundmethat I had
felt at first. Thesamevoicesaid,you
havegotto preach,andfromthenon
Tsawnomorepeace.ThevowI had
madeat Mt. Airy duringmy illness
cameinto my mind,and something
keptsaying,gopaythyvowsuntothe

Lord.All thisrenderedMemiserable.
The daysandnightsI spentin heart
rendingtroubleI will not attempt'to
describehere,as I am makingthis
articlelongerthan I expected.But
for fivemonthsI persistedin grossre-
bellionbeforeI wouldtry to preach.
I felt so ignoi-antand incompetent
that I was surefor Dieto makethe
attemptto preach wouldonly re-
proachthe cause. I oftentried to
asktheLord to relievemeof theim-
pressionor takemefromtinie. The
bui-denbecameso great,and sucha
cloudof troubleenvelopedmy mind
that I thoughtI couldnot endureit
muchlongerandkeepmymind..One
day,after I hadmademanypromis-
esto go,my over burdenedfeelings
f^veway,andI beganto shedtears,
thento cry aloud,whenit seemedto
methat reason had left me,and I
lost controlof myself. Oh, the hor-
ror of mindI endured.Thenall the
unfilledpromises,all the brokenres-
olutionsrusheduponme. My miser-
ableconditionby reasonof my diso-
bediencealmost droveme frantic.
But thenwith all the earnestnessof
mysoulI promisedto go. I thought
I wouldneverlet anotheropportuni-
ty pass,but whenthe opportunity
wasofferedI wasjust asstubbornas
ever,refusedto go,thoughtI hadbet-
ter wait longer. I wasso afraid I
was mistaken.After I refusedthis
timeI hourlyexpectedsomedreadful
judgmentfromtheLord. Therewas
nosoundnessin me. I hadliedto the
Creator.After sosolemnlypromising
to go, hadnot gone. With great
dreadI watchedthesunsetnightaf-
ternight. As thegloomyshadowsofnight beganto gather,the fear of
comingjudgmentwouldincrease,and
the dark hours wouldbe spent intossingto and fro on the bed orwalkingthefloor. OnenightI retir-
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edveryearly,butnotto rest. A mis-
erablefeelingof deathandjudgment
cameoverme. I couldnotlie onthe
bed,but soongotup andsatby the
fire,or walkedthefloor. I wassure
the family wouldfind mea lifeless
corpsein the morning. I tried to
praywithall myheart,butmydoom
was unalterablyfixed. I thoughtI
did not dreaddeathsomuch,but a
\'^wninghell was just beneathme,
andI feltassoonasdeadI wasdamn-
ed. BeforethistimeI hadprayedto
die,butnowI prayedto live. I went
outandkneltdownthatnightin the
rain, and tried to promisethe Lord
with all thepowersof my poorsoul
that r Avouldgo. Aboutmidnight,
while sittingby the fire,I felt the
floor,the chairI wassittingin and
myselfsinkdown Î thought,intoth(?
|anns of e\('rlastin<raestruction.
Whenthemu1;ii,usmsationleft meT
gotup andwalkedllie floor. Every
avenueof my soujl seemedto be
drawnout in prayerto God,and if
1 everpraj'edin mylife it was that
night. From thenuntil our church
meetingI felt like a criminalcon-
demned,andthedayof executionfix-
ed. I wentto meetingwretched,felt
thatif I did not maketheattemptI
couldnot live loiiper. But our pas-
tor invited me into tlip pulpit,and
whenhe did all my strengthgave
way,anda newpoM-ertookpossession
of meand carriedmethroughthat
<h;y,the sweetnessof whichT Avill
neverforget. A greatcloudof trou-
blerolled away,andI felt that the
Lord wassmilinguponme. This is
a part of my experienceandcall to
theministry. I cannottell it as I
fee! it

,

for sometimesit seemssogreat
to meand-sowonderful.indeedthat
theLord would condescendto bless
such3,poorvilewretchas I am,that
my imperfectlanguagefails to e.

pressit. But sometimesit all seems
sosmall I amalmostashamedto tell
it.

No man
canservetwo masters.Joshuadoes
not giveanyright to choosebetween
thingswhichare all wrong. But he
said:"Ye cannotservetheLord, for
he is a .jealousGod." Psalm78:69,
"He buiHthis sanctuarylike highpal-
aces,like theearthwhichhehathes-
tablished." Israel doesnot give
strengthto thesanctuary.TheLord
brought Israelout nf Egypt with a
highhandandstretchedoutarm.He
alsodeliveredthem,fedthem,guided
themiu thewilderness.TheLordhas
helpedIsrael. TheLord hasbuilthi,'^
sauetuarylike highpalaces.like the
earthwhichhe has established,and
nomancandestrovit.

If ye takemelet thesegotheirway,
escape.TheHandof Justicelayson
theholyonethesin, theguilt of all
hispeople.He seeksno hidingplace
as thefox does. SmitetheShepherd
andthesheepshallbe scattered,but
he will turn his handon the little
onesto shieldandsavethem.

Aboutthirty-fiveyearsago,before
the late war, therelived a wealthy
farmersomeforty milesfrom Opeli-
ka, Ala., and havingthe means at
hand,he hadgivenhis childrenquite
a liberaleducation,and lived to see
severalof themmarriedand settled
in comfortablehomesof their own.
And in additionto this,hehadother
andhigher sourcesof joy in seeing
thegraceof Godmanifestin someof
them,so that they becamedevot'^d
membersof the Primitive Baptist
church,of which both himselfand
wifeweremembers.

But amidstall theselenjoyments
end comforts, thesedevotedChris-
tian parents had,for a time,some
thingsto regretand mournover.

The timeof churchcommunionand
feetAvashingcameon,andwhenthis
lovelyandamiabledaughtersawthat
herpreciousmotherselectedthispoor
old sisteras the onewhosefeetshe
desiredto wash,it wasmorethanshe
oouldbear Avithoutsomeexpression
of contem])t.Turningto someof her
youthfulassociates,shesaid: "I am
surp:^'sedand deeply mortified to
thinkthatmymotherwouldwashthe
feetof thatold thing."

Shecontinued,
withshortintervalsof rest,to speak
thepraisesof God,and tell of the
wondersof His graceto her,a )oor,
helplesssinner,expressinga fervc'vt
desireand pra i r that God would
raiseher frM,iii'i:;f afflictionso that
shemight])<■caim il -cmoreto her
father'shomenearthe little church

wherehewasa member,andthatshe
mighthavethe privilegeof talking
to the church and being baptized,
andespecially.shedesired,if received
into felloAvshipamongPrimitiveBap-
tists,thatshecouldhavetheprivilege
of gettingon her kneesbeforethat
poor,oldsisterwhosefeethermother
had washed,and be pennittedto
Avashher feetas Jesus Avashedthe
feetof His disciplesandwipedthem
AA'iththe towel AvhereAvithHe Avas
girded.

But thefaithof thispoor,suffering
youthhadto be tried. Her recovery
AvasverysloAV,andat time5thought
to bedoubtful.Shethoughtthetime
long,and the distanceacrossthe
countryby privateconveyance,com-
paredAvithherfeeblecondition,made
it seemalmostimpossiblefor her to
makethetrip.

Eventuallyher faith triumphedov-
er all seemingdifficulties,anda suita-
blevehicleAvasprepared,so thatshe
returnedhomewith joy andthank-
fulnessto God,thoughmuchexhaust-
ed. Onechurchmeetingafteranoth-
er cameon,andshewasstill toofee-
bleto attend,butstill herferven"de-
sireto foUoAvJesusin baptismcontin-
uedunabated.And havingrequested
if sheshouldeverbereceivedby the
church,that the write" of this arti-
cleshouldbaptizeher,I' Ava."sentfor.
I neverhadthepastoralcareof the
church,thoughI hadpreachedthere
tAvoor thro-,limes. \. timewasset
Avhenit washopedshewouldbeable
to attendthechurchCDaference,some
tAvoor thre miles fromher home.
Startingfrom my homeby private
conveyance.Quiteearly on Friday
morning,I reachedherfather'shi-me
late in the afternoon.Shehad lust-
beenridingaboutonemile,Avhichwas
the first timeshehad venturedout
sinceher arrival home.SheAvasre-
joicedgreatlyon seeingme,andsaid
shehad fervently prayedthat God
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wouldenablemeto comethatnow I
hadcomeshebelievedtheLora luul
sentme. Her conversationwasnwek,
humbleandheavenly,and in quitea
comiiosedmannershe relatedto mo
thesubstanceof whatI havewritten
of thedealingsof theLord with her.
Her fatherandmotheralsotold me
manythingswhichwouldbe exceed-
inglyinterestingto maiy readers,but
timeandspaceforbidthementionof
themnow.

Sufficeit to say that af'-.ermany
trials, strugglesand fervontprayers
to God,this amiableyounglady got
to the church meeting,,and after
preachingan opportunitywas given
by the churchin conferencefor any
who might desire membershipto
comeforwardandlet thechurchhear
them.By theasstistanceof hermoth-
er and other sistersshewasraised
from the tempcarycouchon which
shehad beenlying duringthe hour
of preaching,andwalkedto whatis
sometimescalled the 'Moderator's
seat,"andwasseatedby theModera-
tor, relatingin a clear,distinctman-
ner,though with feeblevoice,the
dealingsof the Lord with her, and
washeartily receivedby the church
a^5a proper subjectfor baptism,
whichwasto be attendedto next
morning.

But whenthemorningfor herbap-
tismcame,her motherhadfearsthe
deardaughterwouldnot beable to
leaveher room. Shehadnot rested
wellthroughthenight,butsheinsist-
ed that shebe allowedto go to the
waterfor baptism.Promptlyby 10
^ .M.,sliewasat thecreek,a beauti-
ful placefor baptizing.After sing-
ing andprayer,shewasled into the
waterby thewriter. On raisingher
outof thewatersheseemedto been-
tirelyhelpless,so muchso thatsome
thoughttheshockhadbeentoogreat
on her feeble,nervoussystemthat it
wouldneverreact But after wait-

ing andholdingherup for a moment
or two,I sawtokensof life andjoy of
soul. (I almostliterallycarriedher
outof thewater,asshewassofeeble.
And it is almostneedlessto sayto the
Christianreaderswith whatjoy the
sistersandagedmotherin Israelre-
ceivedthisyoungsisterin theirarms
at the water's edge, rejoicingand
praisingGodfor thewondersof His
love.

At the appointedhour for preach-
ing thisyoungsisterwascomfortably
caredfor in the house,andsaidshe
felt betterthanat anytimesinceshe
had benprostrated.Sheseemedto
enjoytheservicesof thedayexceed-
ingly,andonnextday (Monday)be-
fore takingmy leaveof the family
for my homeI hadquitea pleasant
conversationwith her concerningher
faith in ChristJesus.

After our returnhoiucwe would
occasionallyhear that this afflicted
sisterwas graduallj ând slowly im-
provingin bodily health,and the
fruits of the Spirit wereabounding
abundantlyin everygoodword and
work.

But thefaith,if strongin theLord,
mustbetriedby fire,that it maybe
foundto thepraiseandgloryof God.
Troublegot into the church,parties
wereformed,oneheadedby thepas-
tor and the otherby the deacon.
Again I and other preacherswere
sentfor to aid in restoringpeaceand
fellowship.We founda badstateof
feelingexistingamongthe members,
anda badspiritwasat work,sothat
butfewof themcouldreallytellwhat
theywere fussingabout. Whenwe
arrivedthereon Saturdaythebreth-
renweregatheredin squadshereand
thereout of thehouse,andsome of
themcouldhardlybeprevailedon to
goin thehouseat all. Oneagedbro-
ther,a doubtingThomas,saidto me
"We aretornall to pieceshere;this
is theLastchurch,meetingwewill ev-
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er have." At lengtha few brethren
andsistersengagedin singing,and
afterpreachingserviceswereoverit
wasmanifestby thecountenancesof
thebrethrenthata betterspirit was
prevailing. The churchconference
was organized,the subjectof diffi-
cultywasfreelydiscussedin a mild
andChristian-likespirit. He wason
intelligentmanandgoodorother,but
naturally "high-strung"—sternand
decidedin his convictions,whether
right or wrong—andwhenhe tooka
positionneveryieldeduntil fully con-
vincedof his error.

This deaconhadbeena usefuland
belovedmemberin the church,and
wasa brother-in-lawof our young
sister. I andothervisitingbrethren
wenthomewith him that afternoon,
andfor twohoursor morewelabored
to showhimhis wrongandsavehim
to thechurch, butheremainedstern
Jandobstinate.This preciousyoung
sister,with silentattention,had lis-
tenedtoall thathadbeensaidtill her
wholesoul wasabsorbedin the fer-
ventdesirefor gospelpeaceandfel-
lowship to be continuedin the
church,and seeingthat her brother-
in-law,whom shelovedas a Chris-
tian, was wrongand stubborn,she
couldno lonegrconcealher emotion
or remain silent. Suddenly she
sprungfromherseatanddroppedon
her kneesbeforetheunyieldingdea-
con,andseizingholdof hishand,she
gaveventto thatferventdesirewith-
in her,wiiichcouldno longer,becon-
cealed,by exclaiming:"Oh, brother
"William,youaretoostubborn.Can't
you be morelike Christ, Who has
diedfor yoursinsandmysins,andas
God,for Christ'ssake,has forgiven
us,canyounot forgiveyourbrother
for whomChristsufferedanddiedon
the cross?" And a more pointed,
forcibleandtouchingprayerI never
heardthanshe^enandtherepoured
forthfor herbrotherandthechurch.

All exceptthestubborndeaconwere
in silenttears.

Aiter thisaffectingscenehadpass-
ed off therewasbut litiic morecon-
versationon any subject, ihe com-
panydispersed,andsoonwe retired
to restduringthenight. I felt a de-
greeof conhdencethat the angelof
peaceandlovehadspreadher heav-
enlywingsoverthelittlechurch.Ear-
ly thenextmorning1sawthedeacon
makingfor thesilentgrovenearby,
andwhenhe returnedto his room1
sawthathehadbeenweeping,andhis
countenancem^ifestedgreatagony
of soul. Nothingmorewassaidcon-
cerningthechurchtrouble,andvery
soonall of uswereoff to themeeting.

Whenthehourfor preachingcame
a largecongregationof peoplewere
iu attendance,and the preaching
seemedto be with greatpower,and
we felt thatthe powerof theLord
waspresentto heal. At thecloseof
the preachingservicesa hynmwas
sungfor dismission,andjust as we
were aboutto dismissthe beloved
brother deaconarose fromhis seat
wavinghis hand, and in sobsand
tearseventuallysaid, in brokenac-
cents: ''Hold on,BrotherMitchell—
don't dismiss yet—I mustspeak a
little,andtell thechurchandbreth-
renherethat 1 havebeenthewhole
troublein thischurch.1 askthemto
forgivemeif theycan,thoughI am
not worthyof their contidence.I
havesinnedandhavebeenstubborn-
ly wrong,but couldnot seeit. But
lastnightthesolemnadmonitionand
prayerof thedearyoungsisteryes-
terdaytooksuchholduponmethat1
couldnotsleep,andin ferventprayer
in thesilentgrovethismorningI felt
thattheLord hadshowedmercy to
me,andI havefelt duringthepreach-
ingtodaythat!woulddieif I didnot
confessmywrongsto Godandto my
brethrenandsisters,whohaveborne
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solongandpacitatlywithme.I trust
that God,for Christ'ssake,hasfor-
givenme,andask forgivenessof the
membersof sisterchurches."This lit-
tle talk settled the troubleand the
Phristianreadermay weii imagine
theeffectuponthosewhoheardit.

Andnow.BrotherRepass,andread-
ersof theMessenger,suffermeto say
that the love and mercyhas been
writtena little at a timeundercir-
circumstancesvery unfavorableas it
seemsto the writer,but from some
cause,I havebeenstrangelyimpress-
dein mind,for manydaysto writea
brief sketchof the aboundinggrace
of (rodas manifestedto that dear
youngsister. Therearea fewyetliv-
ing whowereeyeand ear witnesses
of themainsubstanceof whatI have
written, but some have "fallen
asleep."

I regretthatthisarticleis so leng-
thy, but hopethe blessingsof the
Lord may restuponall readerswho
loveandserveourLord Jesus.

Theangelof theLora appearedto
himand said: "The- Lord is with
thee,thou mighty manof valor.
Judges6:12.Theanswerof Gideonis
"'Oh,myLord,if th»Lordbewithus,

why thenis all thisbefallenus?and
Avherebeall his miracleswh|ichour
fatherstold us of, saying:Did not
theLordbringusup fromEgypt,but
nowtheLord hathforsakenus,and
deliveredus into the handsof the
Midianites." Judges 6-13. In the
greatoppressionthenweighinghim
downhedidnotseehowhecouldde-
liverIsrael.

He saiduntoGod: "If thou
wilt saveIsraelby myhand,as thou
hastsaid,beholdI will puta fleeceof
woolin thefloor;andif thedewbe
on the fleeceonly,and it be dry on
theearthbesides,thenshall I know
thatthouvnlt save Israelby mine
liand as thouhastsaid." Early on
the morrowhe roseand wringed a
bowl full of water. Was not that
sign enough? No, he desiredit re-
versed,and said,"Let meprove,I
pray. Let it be diy only on the
fleece,anduponthegroundlet there
bedew."

TheElderswhichI haveassociated
with and alsothe recordof many,
suchasHartwell, Purrington,Chick,
Gold,Lesterandmany otherswhich
aretrueoldschoolBaptistsin thetrue
senseof theterm,standfor thefaith
as theold Hopewellchurchhasstood
to continuein thesamefaithanddoc-
trine.

The questionof theresurrectionof
thedeadasit hasbeenagitatedamong
us,deniestheresurrectionof thebod-
iesof thesaints, andthewickedare
no morethana horseafterdeath. I
hopeby the graceof Godto speak

Pa.ulspeaksof beingseparatedun-
tothegospelof Christ,andI amthink-
ing as to whatthis word separate

meantto him,andwhetherit should
mean anything lessto thosewhom
theLordcallsto theworkof themin-
istry'in this day. It is truePaul as
an Apostlehad a different calling
fromthatof Timotliy, andyetwas
Timothy,andarenot we ascertainly
andas fully separateduntothe gos-
pel as preachers,teachers,evangel-
istsand pastorsas was Paul in
apostleship?Therearediversopera-
tions,but all of the samespirit and
all to profitwitlial. Theworkof the
s])iritis completein all of its phases,
whatevertheir relationoneto anoth-
er. But thecharacterof"^e separa-
tion is thethought underconsidera-
tion.

I canreadilyseehowhecouldhave
been separatedfrom some things,
from many things, yea from all
things; but to be separatedunto a
thingdoesnot so readilyandclearly
appear.There seemsto be but the
onethinguntowhichhe is separated,
whichmusthaveappearedto himto
be the most momentousthing to
whichall thingselsemuststand,and
to Avhichtheymustsustaintheir re-
lationtruly, thoughtheybe in their
natureandcharacterdirectlycontra-
ry andcontradictory.

In thisseparationis revealeda ho-
ly calling,in whichthe functionor
workdesignedis soclearlyanddecis-
ivelypennedas to leaveno question
astowhatit is

,

andwhere it is. And
the onethusseparatedcomesto but
theonething,and is givento know
its fullness,virtue ana power,and
finding nothingat hand but the
King's businessimmediatelyhe con-
fersnot with flesh and blood,but
straightwaypreachesChristtheway,
thetruth,andthelife—salvationby
grac%,wBich is thegospelof Christ.

Now it seemsto methat onethus
separatedunto the POM^of Christ,
andtherebymadesovJ^rteinlysure

of thatUNTO whichhe is separated
oughtto anddoesas surelyandcer-
tainly know those things PROM
whichhe is separated.And that as
he is separateduntothegospelhe is
separatedfromeverythingelse. The
wordseparatedoesnot admitof any
otherconclusion.Therecanbenoth-
short.of suchdecisionsasa holycall-
ing mustimply. In this separation
thereis a holycallingin whichthere
is a thoroughsupplying,or a thor-
oughfurnishing,untoall goodworks.
In the gospelwe havethe assurance
thatGodwill supplyall of our need
accordingto His richesin glory by
Christ.

This gospeluntowhichPaul was
separatedis in thechurch,thesalva-
tion renderedin it is in the church,
the subjectsof this salvationall in
thechurch,the promisesareall yea
andamenin Christin the church.
Thereareno gospeldispensariesout-
sideof thechurch. The manwhois
separateduntothegospelpitcheshis
tent in the church,andservesthere,
andshouldlive there. The soundof
his preachingmayreachto the ends
oftheearth,but it emanatesfromthe
midstof thechurch.

The old Eldersusedto say: God
callsus fromnatureto grace,trans-
latesus fromthe darknessto light,
from satanunto Himself,and com-
mits untous a dispensationof His
gospel.Themanwhois calledto the
workof theministry,andassignedto
the feedingof sheepis expectedand
required to be a memberof the
church,andto live andservein the
midstof thechurchandof thebi'eth-
ren. And the gospeluntowhichhe
is separatedrequiresthathemeditate
uponthe things thereof,?nd p;ive
himself whollyunto them,thathis
profitingmayappearin all things.

The greates|,ilackamongour peo-

If one calledio the work of an ,
evangelist,a pastor, or a teacher\
abidesand serves faithfully in his
calling,he has no right to tie his
handsin othermatters,and he will j
measureup to thefull requireynentsj
of his gift, to thefull proofof his
ministry,andtheprofitingwill appear
in theflockthatfeedsat hishand.

Thework of theministryis in the 1
gospelCanaan,in whichseedtime ]
and harvestare perpetuated.The
Savioursaid: Saynotyetfourmonths '

until harvest,for thefieldsarenow '

"i\o.h." "Weare not to muzzlethe
ox that treadethoutthecorn,there- j
fore this gospellaborersows,reaps, i
threshesand eatsashegoes.As he I
serveshe is served.As he furnishes
he is furnished.As he sowshereaps. !

As the priestsservedat the altar \
theylivedof thethingsof thealtar. 1
And Paul says: "Even so haththe j
Lord ordainedthat theythatpreach '
thegospelshalllive of thegospel.

Is it a thingto betruly expectedin
thisdaythatthepreacherof thegos-
pelshallliveof thegospel?That is
whatheshallbeuntohiswifeandhis \
little ones,eatbreadanddrink milk !
in commonwith thebrethrenof the «
churcheswhichhe serves? Is that
it? Yea,verily. Thenwhereveryou
findonethuslivingyouwill findone
thuspreaching,andviceversa.

What abouttherestof us? "Well, ,

weai*esimplya lot of unfaithful,un-
profitableservants,and onr congre-
gationsarelikeus; notsomehowreal-
izingthatwearepoorandnakedand
hungry. How pleasingit mustbe to
theprideof our carnalnatureswhen
we insistthatwe arezealouslywag-
ing thewarfareof thegoodfightof
faith at our own charge!And how
strangelyrestfulmustbe the feeling
of brethrenwlio tjoiigratulatethem-
selvesuponhavingan able,faithful,
humble,Godfearingmanwhocomes
to themregularly,throughall kinds
of weather,withoutregardto other
conditions,and preachestiie gospel
to thle^,beingcarefulto saynothing
to disturbtheserenityof tlix>irpecun-
iary feelings.

Avithgospelpreachingandwouldof-
tenshedtears. This he tookto be a
weakness,and prayedthat it might
betakenaway. Thenfor a yearor
twohewshardenedthathecouldnot
sheda tearfor anything.In thiscon-
ditionhe sufferedmuchfrom hard-
nessof heart. His convictionswere
deepandhisburdenheavyuntil Aug-
ust,1896.He wascuringtobaccoin
SouthCarolina. Therethe Lord ap-
pearedto him in the forgivenessof
sinsandhe was madevery happy.
This blessingcamein the still hours
of thenightwhenno onewasin two
hiilesof him.

Heprayed
that the end would come,it came
withoutsufferingandpain. He went
to sleepin Jesus Christ,our Lord,

thingT know, whereinI wasblind
nowI see." Wliat wonderfullycon-
vincingevidencewhichfor us estab-
lisheshis healingpoweras a Great
Physician,not onlyhavingpower to
healbutwe seeHim stepup to the
bierof thewidow'sonlysonandraise
himfromthedeadandrestoringhim
to his mother,establishingthesacred
fact that He is Godof thedeadas
wellasof theliving.

But backto the experiencein our
home,whichI believehascreateda
desireandzealto writeyou.

Someeightweeks agoour daugh-
ter ^Intilda,avIiois a memberof the
Primitive l^>aj)tistchurch here at
High Point, Avassuddenlystruck
\\-ith inflammatoryrheumatism.My
choiceof physiciansAvasDr. W. J.
McAnnallywho attendedher regu-
larly andfaithfully,visitingheronce
andtwicea day. Still the disease
continuedto spreadaffectingall her
limbsandfinallyreachingher heart.

I said,Matilda,
yousurelyhavebeentlrec'Ta.rig.She
answered:"Papa, I havenot been
asleeptonight, besidesif you don't
thinghehasbeenherethereis oneof
my'.egshe slia'ghtenedandcured,"
at thecametimemovingher leg at
will. I certainlywasastonishedand
I beganto inquire howandin what
mannerhehadhealedherlegsosud-
denlyand I askedhowhe looked.
Shebeganto rescribehimin themost
simple way as though she really
thoughtit wasthedoctorthatDoctor
]\IlcAnnallyand myselfhad agreed
upon. Shesaidheworea uniformas
whiteas snowandthat all the time
hewasperformingthe operationhe
wassmilingthe brightestsmile she
hadeverseenin mortalman,andthe
verytouchof his handswashealing
to herlimbs. Shesaidhewashedher
leg oftentaking out the old drawn
leadersandpiattingin newoneswhich
lookedlike silk threadsof different
colors.

Surelyit is the voiceof our
Friend,the voiceof our Beloved,T
shallnotsink,I shallnotperish,He is
coming.And asveiledin theobsci
ity of ournightHe is approachingwe
longfor yetmoreassurancethatit is
ovirSavior. It is thyselfdearSavior
thatComethto me;if it besobid me
comeunto theeandI will treadev-
erything beneathmyfeetto bewith
tlioe. Jesussaid,"Come." Thatone
wordis sufficient.It is His voice. It
strengthensus,putsawayall ourmis-
givings,all our unbeliovmgfears; it
alkireFu?.^p̂ aredrawnforthto Him
with stepsof faith thatWorfdth

love; wecomeoutof thetempest-toss-
edvessel,andwalkuponthewater,to
goto Jesus.

But
poorsinking, perishingPetercries,
saveme. "And immediatelyJesus
stretchedforthHis handandcaught
himandsaiduntohim.Othonuf litile
faith,whereforedidstthoudoubt?"
Christis nearthesinkingone,hisarm
is notshortenedthatit cannotsave.
His saving,almightyarmreachesun-
to theuttermost,to themthatareoff
upon the sea. "He sentabove,he
tookme,hedrewmeoutof manywa-
ters."—Psalm18:16.

It lookedas though Peter'sfaith
wasgreatwhenhe steppeddownout
of theshipand walkedin thedark-
nessuponthesea. But thewindblew
in his face. Yes,he hasto facethat
boisterouswindy stormashe walks,
heis buffetedby that wind;hewas
afraid.

yoursis anisolatedcase,.andin yr.ur
sighing you are saying,"No man
cares for my soul."—Psalm14:4.
Nevertheless,lie, thy covenantGod,
carethfor thee.—Peter5:7.

ELDER JESSE A. ASHBURN
Our dear Brother,Elder JesseA.

Ashburn,wasbornin Surry county,
N. ('., near andin sightof thePilot
^Mountain,Dec.21,1861;anddiedat
liis home,888North LibertyStreet,
Winston-Salem,N. C, at 4:45a. m.,
:\londay,October9, 1916,aged54
years, <

monthsand18days.
BrotherAsliburnwas deprivedof

the assistance,adviceand protection
of a father. His father diedin the
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war betweenthe State*(1861-1865).
Elder Asliljiun wasthe only child.
But underthe iuliuenceof a good
Christian mother.,he grewup to
manhood,walkingon the farm with
his grauiU'allit-r in the summer,and
goingto srh()(.lin winter, i haveof-
tenheardhimspeakof gatheringup
pineknotsonhiswayfromschool,to
makea liglit hy whichto study at
night. By so doinghe acquireda
sufficienteducationto teachin the
l)ublicschools.He remaineda stud-
entwhileteaching,addingto his own
^lowledge while teaching others.
Laterhe taughtin thegradedschool
at Westlield,N. C, and,also,at Pilot
Mountain,N. C.

Whih' a young manhis ambition
wasto readhiw,thathemightplead
for theluifortnnate.But l)eforetak-
ing sucha courseof study,he was
madeto feel,ashesaid,thathe,him-
self,wasoneof theunfortunate;and
insteadof Avantinghiscasebeforethe
courtof justice,he felt theneed of
mercy.

Later.,havingreceiveda hope in
Christ,lie joinedthe PrimitiveBap-
tist churchat Ararat,N. C, at their
April meetingin 1*888.Feeling that
God had called him to a greater
work, hesoon beganto preachthe
gospelin a wonderfulmanner,even
fromthebeginning.On oneoccasion,
while he was preachingat Union
church,I rememberthat an old sis-
ter saidto hismother,' !'!If Jess can
preachthiswaynow,whatwill hedo
whenhe gets grown (in theminis-
try)1 He was ordainedan elderon
February7,1891.

Havingmadechoiceof MissAddis-
Needhamas his life companion,U
andhis devotedand Christianwife-
settled down, makingfarmingand
teachinghis occupationfor a liveli-
hood,andpreachingthegospelof his

professionfor Jea^^d'sake. He wasa
successfulfarmer, a good school
teacher,anda wonderfullyfavored
preacher.He tookgreatdelight in
his work,makingmoneyandprovid-
ing well for his wife andfivechil-
dren;andmoreover,hemadefor hiuo.-
self a noblecharacterandreputation
which securedfor him a hostof
frie*ids.Thesefriends showedtheir
appreciationfor himwhen,in Nove?»-
ber,1896,they electedhimto repre-
sentthe countiesof StokesandSur-
ry, in theState Senateof N. C, ses-
sionof 1897.

After this he spentthreeyearsin
Washington,D. C, asa doorkeeperlo
theReserveGalleyof theU, S. Sen
ate;andwhileservingin this capaci-
ty, hewrotethehistoryof theFish-
er"sKiver PrimitiveBaptistAssocia-
tion, of iN.('., usingas his motto:
"Truth is that perfect word that
knowsnodeception."

Thisdefinitionwasa keyto his sin-
cei-i'andtrnthfullife of serviceto his
feliowiuen.It wasthis definitionto
theword' !'Itruth,"givenby himto
Hon. ChampClark, now speakerin
theupperhouseof theU. S. Congress,
thatwasfeaturedin manyof Ameri-
ca'sleadingpapers.

Ivetui-nin; f̂rom Washingtoncity,
hecojitinnedhis farmingandteach-
iny and preaching,travelingmuch,
visitin<:clinichesin differentpartsof
thecountry.

In 1904hewaselectedclerkof the
P'isher'sRiver Association,andserved
till ]!)]L

Having' accepteda positionwith
the WachoviaBank and Trust Com-
])any,of Winston-Salem,N. C, as a
.sdiciting agenthe while working
11.longthefarmers,helpedthefarm-
ersto workoutmany difficultprob-
lems,andwasthe authorof several
advertisingbooklets,handlingin an
able mannerthe problemsof farm
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andfireside
Havingmovedto Winston-Salem,

X. C, in the winterof 1911,heand
wife joined the Primitive Baptist
clnirchat tliat place, March25„by
h'ttcr,;i little churchbuilt up under
his preachingand influence,and
Avhiehwas organizedJuly 27,1907,
Avilli12memers;but,at thetimeof
hisdeath,it hada membershipof for-
ty-live.

At tiie timeof liis death he was
serving four cliurches,to-wit: The
eliurehat Winston-Salem,the church
at High Point,thechurchat Salisbu-
ry, andtheeliurehat Pine,N. C. He
preachedthe gospelin its purity,his
watchwordbeing' !'IPeaceand Uni-
ty," to whichendhe laboredin his
churches.

Beingoneof theableassociateed-
itorsof theMessengerof Truth,pub-
lishedat Laurel Fork, Virginia,by
ElderF. P. Branscome,he gaveto its
readersmanyinterestingandhelpful
letters,alwayscarryinga goodmes-
sage to the saintsof God,so asto
makehim ever rememberedby his
brethren,sistersand friendsabroad.

BrotherAshburnhadbeenafflicted
for many years,but remainedcheer-
ful, workingnearlyall thetimetill a
feAvmonthsbeforehis death,whenhe
wentto a hospitalfor treatment.But
he soonreturnedto his home,where
hewas under thecareof his home
physician, and improvedso much
thathe hadbeen goingto thebank
anddoingsomework. But onFriday
night,October6, 19J6,aftermaking

his arrane-ementsto goto theSalem
Association,whichwas to conveae
Aviththechurchat Sardisonthenext
day,heretiredfor thenight. Bu\
?:30p. m.,he wasstrickenwith par-
alysisandnever regainedconscien-
tiousnessnor everspakeagain;and,

at 4:45a. m,, Monday, October9,

1916,thedeathangelvisitedhishome

andhisspirit wentto Godwhogave
it.

Ashburnwas heldby the peopleof
his townwasshownby thebeautiful
floraltributemadebytheleadingciti-
zeiisof thetown,the mostbeautiful
of whichwasa wreathmadeof wheat
heads.

After a shortsongandprayerser-
vicein thehome,asrequestedbyhim,
the funeralprocession,consistingof
thirty-fivemachines,filled with rela-
tivesandfriends,movedslowlyto the
eliurehat SaintsDelight,seveamiles
eastof the city, wherethe funeral
was preachedby Elder P. D. Gold
andthewriterto a largeconcourseof
relativesandfriends. Thenthebody
of ElderAshburnwasinterredin the
eeraeteryat thatplace,a spotselected
by him. He selectedtheplaceto be
buried,madechoiceof his casket,and
ordereda suitof clothes,whicharriv-
ed thenight beforehis death; and
AA-ithhiswife,madechoiceof thoseto
preachhis funeral,preparingfor his
deathin life.

Oftenhe spokeof the shorttime
thathehadto live,andtold me, at
theFisher'sEiverAssociation,in Aug-
ust,1915thathe wouldnot be a liv-
ing mantwo years fromthen;and
told his dreamof workingin a corn-
fieldwith other brethren;that his
rowAvasasthrifty astheirs,but was
shorter.

Now,siMcehf hascometo theend
of his row,the endof his laborof
love,maytheLord enableus to bow
in humblesubmissionto theMaster's
will.

He leavesa wife,four sons,Arthur,
p]llis,Isaacand Hassel,of Winston-
Salem,N. C, andonedaughter,Mrs.

in anyres])eetso iised. It is onlyas
we are in any respectatfer-led\)\
Him thatwe haveknowledgeof Him
at all, but neitherour existencenor
knowledgeof himcanbeprefixednor
suffixedto nor hyphenatedwith any
of hisdivineattributes.

While knowledgeis the only at-
tributeto whichwe arewontto pre-
fix the wordfore niusrsee and
knowthathecouldbem all respects
alwaysthesame toward his people
for their redemptionandsalvation.

He spaketenderly
of them,callingthemsheep.He was
sharpagainsttheenemiesof Godand
hatedthem who hated God, and
countedthem,his enemies.He didn't
hesitateto executethefiercestof the
wrath of God against Amelek
whomGodhad ordainedto destroy.

Whenhe wasfully establishedin
hif kin<rcloir!andhadrecpivedall the
promispsof Godto himandhishouse
afterhim at onetiiriphe gotout on
thetop of his house.We arenot
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lookingfor evil. We haveno ri^lit
to believethatthereavhsanyevil in-
tent in his heartthat causedhim to
dothis. Yet it put liini iti a ixisitiDii
to seea womanbathinu'lii'vsclf. Slir
Avasbeautifulin favorandeveryVvay
in liis eyeandhe wasovercomein
his lust andcommittedthesin of his
life.

The Lord sent Natlian,His i)ro-
phet,to himto rebukehim. Natlian
put forth a suitableparableandDa-
vid swore vengeaiiceagainst that
guiltyman. Tluis he swareto his
ownhurt for the prophetsaid,"He
thenshowedDavid just the sin he
hadcommitted.Daviddid not try to

•Hedidn't changewhenhe saw the
cursewason him. The prophettold
him thattheLord badput awayhis
sin. The law ŝaid that whosoever
committedadultery,both theman
andthewoman,shouldbe stonedto
death. David knew that law and
couldnot excusehimselfnor did he
try thennor everafterward?*.

It wasnot David whoput away
thesinor savedhmisolffromthejust
executionof God's lav. nor did hp
eventry to do so. God's purpose
mustcarry andit wasHe whoput
awaythesin of Da^n'dbv savinghim
fromthepoAverof thelaw. "RutHe
pill ROVf^ropnniFihmpnton tho Idnpr.

He told him that the swordshould
^otdepartfromhis house,that his
child should die, and that another
shoulddoto himin theopenAvhathe
had tlone1o I'l'iah in secret. The
child died not\vi1listanding the en-
liratirs of l)a\id. lie wasalwaysa
manof bbxidandcouldnot buildthe
honsfof 111,.Lord,andAbsalomlay
with his Avivosin iiid)licbefore all
Israel. Thus Contemptwas poured
onton Davidbrcausoof his sinl. He
ncA'crtrii'd at anytimeto excuse
liimsflf no>'to shelteruuiderGod's
])iir|)ose.Nor did he everfind fault
with (lod's servant,the pro])het,be
Causeof therebukehe gavehim.\o.
he Avasbroughtdownin meekness
beforeGodandhumbledin thedust.
All thatbefellhimafterwardshe re-
ceivedasa matterof justiceandcall-
ed on the Lord for mercy. He was
a true servantof thelivingGod, a
manafterGod'soavuheart,andAvith
but theonefault.

Whenhe said.All thy Avorksshall
•praisethee,andthy saintshallbless
thee,he wasnot sayingthathis own
adulterousact AvastheAvorkof God
that should praise Him.. David
kncAVthathe Avasenticedanddrawn
aAvayof his oaa1qlust aridhehadno
one.BathshebanorGod.to blame,but
himself.

Davidhad a m-.dtitudeof Avives
AvhichAvasnot forbiddenin thelaw,
or at leastT donotrememberof any
7-ilacein the law forbiddingit.

"Wednesdaymorningthefirst thing
T saidto jiiy husbandwas:Go phone
for your m()thorandfatherto come.
Theyhelpedto shareoursorrowsand
troubles,I Avantthemto share our
happiness.I spentthedayin a joy-
ful way.Sleptwell Wednesdaynight.
Thursday mbrningI felt to be my
naturalselfagain,in theeveninghad
a fearful feeling, retired, getting
worse, couldn'tgo to sleep;lying
there in that conditionI hearda
voliceas if a bird'swing againstthe
wall of thero6m. I lookedandsaw

somethingaboutthe sizeof a crow
andjust as black,flyingacrossthe
room;everytimehepassedmeseem-
edto be nearer.1 knewit wasold
satan;wouldsay withinmyself,go
back,I don't wantyou. It did no
good,I felt to behelpless,felt the
needof help; thoughttheLord had
donesomuchhowcouldI askhimto
doanymore. Sawnothingelsetodo,
hewassonear,sonear! NowI call-
edontheLord to havemercyonme,
to sendthatthingaway.

Her diseasewasstom-
ach troubleand femaletroublecom-
bined. She sawtherewasno relief
savebeyondthe grave, for all the
doctorsin thissection,all thepatent
medicinerecommendedfor suchdis-
eases,togetherwith mineral spring
watergavehernorelief. Shetoldthe
writeraboutthree weeksbeforeher
deaththatshewasnot afraidto^die,
thatJjjsus appearedto herandtold
hernot to dreaddeathfor He would
takeherhometo rest.

Johnson,in the84th
yearof his life, beingbornin Edge-
combecounty.May30,1833.His par-
entswereAaronand"WinnifredJohn-
son.

Tn the fall of 1864he joinedCo.
'H" Third North Carolina Cavalry
(ColonelMoorein command)Barrin-
ger'sBrigade,Armyof NorthernVa.,
andserveduntil thecloseof thewar.

He wastwicemarried,thefirsttime
to MelissaAnn Leggett,to whichun-
ion werebornfour children,twosur-
viving;andthe secondtimeto Mar-
tha IndianaWhite,to this unionten
children were bom, eight survive

liim,togetherwithhiswife.
In earlylife hefelt thepower and

condemnationof sin,was latergiven
a hopein the blessedSaviorof sin-
nersandin September,1861he unit-
ed with thePrimitiveBaptistchurch
at Williams',Edgecombecounty,and
wasbaptizedby Elder John Stamper.

He soonfelt theburdenof theword
of theLord andthechurchrecogniz-
ing a gift in him licensedhim to
preachin 1864. In 1871hewasor-
dainedto thefull workof theminis-
try by EldersR. D. Hart andJohn
Stamper,sincewhichtimehehasgone
throughheatandcoldfar andnearto
fulfill that whichwasenjoinedupon
him.

He has baptizedmany, married

Theyputonsackclothandsatin ash-
es,bewailingthemselvesandpraying
for mercy.Theyhear,asit were,the
voiceof Jolin in thewildernesssay-
ing.Repent ye,for thekingdomof
heavenis at hand.

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God'schoseupeople.Theyall repent
andareall forgiven.Whydid all t!ic
Ninevitesrepent?We cannotaccount
for thisnniversalrepentanceby their
sui^eriorintelligenceor personalmer-
it. TheLord told Jonah thatthere
-were"more thansix scorethousand
}iersonsthatcannot discernbetween
theirrighthandandtheirlefthand."
nndasto their personalrp.erit,the
sentenceof destructionthattheLord
l)ronouncedagainstthemis sufficient
evidencethat theyhadnone. They
hadincurredthe righteousindigna-
tionof theLord to sucha degreethat
thewholecitywasdoomedto destruc-
tionat theendof fortydays. It must
bethatGodgavethemrepentance.It
wasnomorethepurposeof Godto de-
stroy Ninevahthanit is His purpose
to sendto eternal tormentthatpoor
soulwhois prostratebeforeHim beg-
gingfor mercy,feelingall thewhile
thatmercy cannot,in justice,beex-
tended,andthathe will soonbesuf-
feringthe tormentsof hell; yet in
manyways,yet in eachcaseit is a
messagefromtheLord. TheLord re-
vealshimselfin manyways,or in His
different attributes.In themanifes-
tationof His wraththroughthe law.

John theBaptiststoodbetweenthe
legal and gospeldispensations.The
first of his ministryrepresentedthe
law.whilethelatterpart represented
gospel.At the first he proclaimed
condemnation,saying,"Repentyefor
thekingdomof heavenis at hand."
But when Christcameinto viewhe
said"Beholdthe Lambof Godthat
takethawaythesinof theworld. So

in thepersonalexperienceof eachof
God's children.The first message
fromthe Lord is the thunderingof
thelaw,a demandfor repentance.To
themthis is not gladtidings. It is
not gospel'but the awfulmessageof
destruction.TheybelieveGod,asdid
the peopleof Ninevah. What do
theybelieve?Whatdidthepeopleof
Ninevahbelieve? Theybelievedthe
messageof destructionthat Jonah
preached,andthepoorpenitentsoul
now believesa similarmessagewrit-
ten in theirsouls. Theyseethejus-
ticeoftheircondemnationandlike the
poetthey say,"Shouldsuddenven-
geanceseizemy breath,I mustpro-
nouncetheejust in death; andif my
soulis sentto hell,Thy righteouslaw
approvesit well."

And asNinevahwasdeliveredfrom
thedayof vengeance,or madeto s(>e
Godin His mercy,so it is withpoor
penitentsinners.Theycanseenoth-
ingbuttheirsinsandthedayof ven-
geance.How theirgloomanddark-
nessincreasesasthedayapproaches;
butontheeveof depsair,whenthe
stormin its fury is greaf,a message
of life and light appearsuntothem
speakingpeaceto theirtroubledsouls,
andthedayof judgmentis turnedin-
to a dayof victory,of liberty,of joy
andof thanksgiving.Godhasgrant-
ed them repentance,so theybehold
him,not in his wrath,but in his love
andin his pity.

God hasnot repentedas menre
pent,buthasturnedfromthemanifes-
tationof his righteousindignation
againstsin,to a manifcNiaTionof His
loveandme,rcy.Yet Ninevah,or any
otherpoormortal,whohasbeenmade
to knowGodin His judgments,and
againin his mercydarenot saythat
themessagethatpointedthemto the
dayof vengeancewasfalse.

.shouldrecognizetlie differencebe-
tweena commanduntoobedience,and
a law givenuntocondemnation.The
onemustand will be obeyed,while
theothermayor maynotbeobeyed.
Jonah "learned obedienceby the
thingswhichhe suffered.His rebel-
lion,voyage,beingeastintn thesea,
swallowedby a fi.sh,and beingcast
outondrylandwereall in theLord's
planto teachJonah that "Salvation
is of the Lord." No schoolof men,
not evenof the prophetscouldhave
taughthimthis. Hecouldhavelearn-
edto sayit asa childlearnsto "say
its prayers," but to speakthetruth,,
andto knowthe trutharetwovery
differentthings.

true,whentheyarenot true.

There maybe a shadowor sem-
blanceof truth in whatis written,
but it hasnot thesimplicityof being
nothingbut the truth.

Take the Bible. When onethat
lovesthetruth readstheBiblethat
personfeels thathe is reading th(
truth,withno partof it false. It is
not an imaginary statement'not
somethingthatis assumed,notwhatis
feigned,or supposedby the speaker
or writer,not somethinghighlycol-
oi-edor that mustbe recevedwith
somegrainsof allowance,but what
hasreally occurred,or existsasit
was stated. The charactersportray-
ed in the Bibledid live as it states.
Theeventsnarrateddid occuraswas
stated. JosephAvassold into Egypt
])yhis brethren. Moseswasbornas
was stated,and was adoptedand
broughtup by Pharoah'sdaughter.
The Israelitesdid sojournin thewil-
dernessaswassated,andsowith all
that is narrated.Theseeventsdid
cometo pass.

Thosethatbelievethesethings as
relatedhavea mindthatdealswith
realities.Such people do not love
lies-do not approveof false state-
ments,do not love to receivestate-
mentsthat bear falsehoodon their
face.

False,evil imagination,anduntrue
statementshavecausedmuchwrong
andsufferingin thisworld.

Thebent,theinclinationof theim-
aginationof manis evil, cruel,bent
onmischief.

The manthatseeksto speaknoth-
ing but thetruth,thathasno fellow-
Sfhipfor falsehood,nor vanity,but
cleavesto realitliesis a Aviseman,
andis a blessingto others.

Ahasuerus(Lion King) great in*
wealthandglory, heroyallyfeasted
andentertainedthegloryof hisrealm,
his princesand the strengthof his
kingdom180days. Eachonedid eat
anddrink accordingto his oaa'utaste
or desire,andnonecompelledanoth-
er. The Avealthand displayof the
feastwas accordingto therichesof
theking. Nonedidcompelanotherto
drink. It was accordingto law. It
wasa marvelousassemblageof royal-
ty andfreedom.

Ontheseventhday,Avhentheheart
of theking wasmerrywithwine-he
commandedthe seven chamberlains
that servedin the presenceof the
king to bring Vashti thequeento
shovit̂he peoplê n t̂heprin^ecisher
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beauty,hiu the queenrefusedto
comeat the king's commandment.
Thereforewasthe king verywroth,
andhis angerburnedin him. Then
saidthe kingto his wisemenwhich
knewthetimes,whatsliallwedoui.-
to queenVaslitiaccordingto law,be-
causeshe liath not ])erformedthe
commandmentaccordingto law?

fication.

Whenher timecameto go in unto
the king she requirednothingbut
AvhatHegaithe king's chamberlain
required,andshe obtainedfavorin
sightof all themthatlookeduponher.
Whenshewentuntotheking he be-
heldheraboveall theAvomen.sothat
hesettheroyalcrownuponherheaH.
andmadeherqueeninsteartof Vashti,

SheobeyedMordecaiin all thinsrs.
Not onlyAvasshebeautifulto behold.
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btitshewas obedientand prudent.
Shedid not evinceanyhastyspirit
far promotion,but wascontentwith
thelot assignedto her. It is not so
muchto jumpintosomeplacebeside
theoneassignedto you,butto prove
yourself equalto thedemandsmade
onycMiiu the ])la(;eyouareoccupy
ing.

Mordecaiis theprominentactorin
thishistory.An enemyrisesagainst
himcalledHamanof theancienten-
fuiiesof theJewshrace. Indignation
hadbeenheldagainstthatpeopletliat
fought against Lsraelin thewilder-
ness,andwarshonldbewagedagainst
Amelekuntil theraceshouldbeblot-
tedoutfromtheearth.

Haman,aji ambitioiisman,fastened
hii»eyeof maliceonMordecai,butun-
moved Mordeeainsat in theking's
gate,while all the city of Shushau
bowedthekneeto Haman.

An incident occurredthatwasj-e
cardedthatshowsfriendshipof Mor-
decaito kingAhasuerus.Two of his
servantshadplottedto taketheking's
life, Mordecaihad savedit. This
wasrecordedbutas yet uiirewarded.

I studiedhardonmynewplan
for a few daysto see.if I couldfind
anydangerin it, and findingnone,
oneday I wassent afterwaterfor
thehandsin thefield. I hadto carry
thewater abouta half mile. I was
walking alonga smallpathon hill-
sidecarryingmy little bucketof wa-
ter,cryingon accountof havingbeen
sucha bad boythe daybefore,and
fearingif I did not do somethingI
wouldgoto hell,andsetmybucket
downin thepath,andturnedout in
the thicket,andknelt downsobbing
in tears,andsaid,0 Lord,I ama bad
boy,I amnotfit to havea soul,I am
worsethanyou thoughtI wouldbe,
whenyou gaveit to me,andI want
youto takeit backagainandkeepit
for metill I cangettobeabetterboy.
I thenarosefrommyknees,andfelt
that the Lord hadheardmy prayer
andthatI now could go my full
lengthin anysportI desiredandit
couldnotaffectmysoul,for theLord
wastaking careof that. So I grew
worseandworse,undermycarnalse-
curity,for suchit was. I becameear-

ly in life a ringleaderof my associ-
ates. At church, corn-husking,or
anyplaceI wasat,all theboyswould
gatheraroundmeto hear'metalk like
certainpreachers,giveouthymnsand
singas theydid, andtell anecdotes,
andas it is calledsharp-shoot,crack
wit,sawandhacktheboysfor fun,to
amusethe crowd. No onegotmad,
but all seemedto enjoyit. Often
whileI AvasthusengagedI havefelt
thearrowsfrom God's quiverdart
through my hearttill I wouldsud-
denlyturn and leave thecrowdin
the midstof someamusingstory I
wastelling, andthe crowdcall for
meto comebackand,finishmystory.
Somewouldsay what is thematter
withhim,otherswouldsayheis gone
off to getreligion. I wouldleavethe
crowdin tears prayingGodto for-
givemeandthemandoftengoto the
woodsand weepfor hours,andbeg
Godto forgivemethis time,and I
wouldneverdo so again,theywould
temptmeto beginagain,andto keep
themfrom knowing my sorrowsI
Avouldgo ahead,whilemy heartfelt
so full, like it wouldburst. ThusI
pa.ssedonfor severalyears,until I be-
cameuneasyabouthavinggivenmy
soulto the Lord, for I nowthought
thathe hadall advantageof mein,
thathehadpossessionof mysoulby
myconsent,andnowcouldsendit to
hell at any momentwithoutgiving
menotice,or chance.HereT wasin
a greatstraitfearingto ask it back,
andfearingto trustit anylinger in
God'shands,but I decidedto venture
to asktheLordto giveit backto me,
andI woulddo better, andwhenI
gotit in a goodconditioilI Avonldre-
turnit tohimagain.So1Aventto the
samespot, kneltdoAvn,andsaid,0
Lord, I have gotto besobad,I am
afraidyouwill sendmy soulto hell
for mysins,andI havecomehereto
askyouto pleasegivemysoulback
tome-andif youAvillI surelyAvilldo
better,andif I donot,sendafflictions
upon me. This requestI thought
woulddobetterfor fearof theafflic-
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tionbeingsent.I thoughtthatwould
cause Godto yet havesomeconfi-
dencein my promiseto do betterso
oftenanddoneworse,thatI thought
Godwouldnot takemy promiseany
morewithout security,so I felt that
Godgavemysoulbackto me,and I
setoutanewtodobetter,andgetbet-
ter. NowI wasverycarefulhow I
lived,and triedto prayandrepent,
andbelieve,but could not perform
anyof themaright. SoonedayI was
ploAvingin the low-grounds,in great
trouble. Eternityin liell constantly
soundedin my soul,, andit seemed
morethanI could bear,foreverand
everin hell. I droveout at theend
of my row,anda lar'u'erockwas
there,'niHl.Tits slmdowsI s;itto rool,
andWilli- I thoii-lit on ili,,s<'words,
Etei'nity.andfor<'\-crin iicll,a rcason-
er commencedto reasonmycasewith
methus. What areyouso troubled
about?I answered,I i\msucha great
sinnerI fearGod will sendmeto
hell,forever andcmt: to \\liiehthe
reasonerreplied,if ynu thepow-
er to chaina dogaWxrin lii'c and
standby andseeliim wi'itlicin jjain,
andhowlin anguishforc\(i>andevoi'.
just becausethedogdid not,nor
couldobeyall you orderhimto do.
wouldyoudo it? T answeredno,no,
never. Thenmyreasonersaid, then
youmustthink yonai'emoremerci-
ful andbetterthanGod. Remember,
saidhe,thatyouhavemve)-lieenas
badasother boys,yon ncxcriMirsed
asyourneighbordoes,\dn ne\ei'o-am-
bled,youneverstole,yonnevei-drank'
youneverwereimmoralin anyAvav.
andyouhavesufferednowinorethan
amercifulGodreqi.ires.Noaval!that
youneedis to liverightfromnowon,
andyourpast trouble will satisfv
Godfor all you havedone. So rea-
sonabledid this arenmentappearto
metliatT embracedit at once,and
felt happyto thinkT wasnow a
Ghristian. andthe worstwasover
withme. HereT satmvselfdownas
r'hristian,andoneof thebestin my
knowing,for Tcouldnotseeonein all

thelandthatwaslivingas I thought
a Christiai should live. I saidmy
prayersthreetimesa day,andtried
hardto bs perfect. I sawandheard
thingsfrom Baptistsandotherpro-
fessorsthatI thought thenthatno
Christianwouldsayor do,soI decid-
ednotto join thechurch,for if I did
1wouldhavethemall to dobetter,or
all go out one. In this condition1
liveda phariseeof the strictestsect
for aboutsix months,duringwhich
timeI saw nothing that1 lackedof
beingperfect,exceptbeingbaptized,
which1 thoughtwasthedutyof all
C!hristians,but seeingno way to get
baptizedunless1 joinedthe church,
andcouldnot fellowshipanyof the
membersbecausetheyfell short of
mypatternof a christian,I wasgreat-
ly ti'oubled,andknewnotwhatto do.
So 1 lay downon a palletbeforethe
fire in greattrouble,becauseall pro-
fessionsweresouncleanbutme,and
while1lay therelongingto bebaptiz-
ed,suddenlyI sawanexceedinghigh
mountainvei-ysmooth,nota stonenor
hushuponit. Thetopappearedto bellat,andwasfull of whitestoneslook-
ingliketombstoiu's,all of oneheight.
In themidstof thishill stooda tall
straiglitever-greentree,themostlof-
ty and beautifultreeI eversaw,on
tlienorthsideof thistreegushedout
a riverof purewaterwhichrandown
thesmoothmountain,whichwascov-
eredA\ithshortgreengrass. Theriv-
er had)iobanksasarecommonto riv-
ers,lintthewaterwaskeptin bounds,
all thesamewidth, andlookedlike
iiieltrdsilverrolHugin wavesto the
l'"otof thegreatmountain,where I
sawa iar;jeconcourseof peo])legath-
ei'eil. I alsosaA\-a preacher,andknew
hini. lie sai!^'andprais-'dandpray-
ed,andwhen pra\-er wasended,he
tookmeby the hand, and started
singinginto thewater. I felt happy
to think I Avasat lastto bebaptized,
bnt wlienT ste])])edin the river I
heai'da voiceshrill and loudsaying
untome,"Tf thedeadrisenot-why
areyou baptizedfor thedead?" At
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this1steppedoutof the^iver,andail
thescenewasvanishedout of sight,
i Icnowi wasnotasleep,for 1heard
my mother's \vheelspinningall the
time. 1 sprangup suddenlyfromthe
pallet,and mothersaid-whatis the
-atier withyou? I toldhernothing

much. Shesaid1 knowthereis, for
youlooksostrange.1 left thehouse
and thosewordssoundinglike thun-
derin mysoul,"If thedeadrisenot.
whyareyoubaptizedfor thedead?"
Whiletryingto solvethemystery it
wasshownto me that1 hadnever
beenraisedintonewnessof life with
Christ,anddidnotthenbelievein the
first resurrection,thereforewasnot a
lit subjectfor baptism,andhere for
the first timein my life did I view
thatI wasdeadin trespassesand in
sins,andthatif I hadnevercommit-
ter a practical sin I couldnot reach
heaven,becauseI wasonlybornof the
Hesh,and wasnothingbut reformed
flesh-andthatevenAdamhimselfbe-
forehesinnedcouldnotgoto heaven
without being born of the Spirit.
Herethe fountainof thegreatdeep
of myheartwasbrokenup,andI saw
howvile mynaturewas,andwhileI
hadnot cursed,got drunk,gambled,
stole,or committedotherabominable
things,yet I sawa worldof iniquity
in all thispoornaturalheartof mine.
This sightstrippedmeof all hopeof
everbeingsaved.Sleepfledfromme,
my appetitefailed,guilt andshame
staredmein thefaceconstantly.I
saidwithCain,everyonethatfindeth
mewill slayme. Oh! I f'ehI hadno
friendon earth,andworse,none in
heaven;yetI lovedtheSaviorof poor
sinners then, thoughI thoughthe
hatedme. Oh! whatis morekilling
thanto loveonesodearly,andfeelat
thesametime thathe is angrywith
you,andnever,nonevercanloveyou.
Thisis hellitself. Suchweremyfeel-
ingsas I behelda lovely offended
God. The frownsof Godandall my
earthly friends filledmy soulwith
horror. I thoughtif I will leave the
country,andgo whereno oneknows

howvile I amperhapsI will notsuf-
fer somuch; soI leftmydearmother
in tearsone morning withmyonly
brotherfor the far west,,sevenhun-
dredmilesonfoot,tofindpeacetomy
soul. Thefirstthreedaysof mytrav-
el 1 felt freefromanytroubleabout
anything. The third evening,as I
wascrossingthe BlueRidgemoun-
tain a little beforesunset,I wasre-
joicingin thethoughtthatI hadleft
all mytroublesbehindme,andthink-
ing howwiseI hadactedto goaway
fromtrouble,andhowsimpleothers
wereto stayin trouble, whenthey
could walkoutof it as I had done.
AboutthistimeI passedundera large
rockthathungovertheroad,andthe
shadowcausedmeto look up,and
when sawthelargerocka voicethat
seemedto shakethemountainscried
outsaying,"You shallcall for rocks-
andmountainsto fall onyou,to hide
youfromthefaceof himthatsitteth
uponthethrone,andfromthewrath
of the Lamb." Ohf sucnnorror I
nevercandescribe.All mysinsgath-
ered aroundme,andI felt thatthe
huge rooks were God's policemen
readyto crushmewithvengeancefor
fleeingfrom justice. I trembledand
felt so weak andhorror-strickenI
fearedto move,buteverybreathwas
Godbemercifulto mea ruinedsin-
ner. ThusI traveleuon,a pooror-
orphatigreenboyamongstrangersin
strangeland away from a tender
mother, without friends, without
hope,andwithoutGodin theworld,
tryingto repent,butcouldnot,trying
to prayfor mercybutno auswerto
my prayers.I felt so vile I thought
it wassin for meto prayandwould
sayI neverwill prayagain. Thenext
breathI AvouldbegGodto forgiveme
for sayingI wouldnotpray. I even
triedto prayto Godto forgivemefor
praying for mercy,for I couldnot
helpit if evenhesentmeto hell for
praying. In thiswayI dailytraveled
onmywearyjourney.As I wastrav-
elingdowntheOhioriver,I took a
tin cupandlay downonthefloorof
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theboat,in the night,to getsome
coldwatercutof theriver,andwhen
thecup touchedthewaterit jerked
menearly intothe river. Theboat
wasrunningsofastI withgreatdiifi-
cultyreganedmybalance,or 1should
havebeendrownedundertheboatby
thesuction, andno onewouldever
have known what wentwith me.
WhenI gotupI didnotknowwheth-
ertopraiseGodfor savingmylife,or
begginghim not to throwme'in the
river. I reachedMadison,Indiana,
andto addto mydistressmybrother
tooksick,andit tookthe last dollar
wehadto payexpenses.On Sunday
morningwe setout afootfor a jour-
neyof onehundredmileswithout,one
cent,or evena biscuitto eat. In sor-
row I traveledall day,but my trou-
bleskeptmefromhunger. Between
sunsetanddarkI meta man-whoaf-
terhepassedus somedistanceturned
his horse and saidto me: "Young
man,why areyou travelingso late?
You seemto bea strangerin this
country." I replied,yessir, myonly
reasonis, weareoutof moneyonac-
countof sickness,and I thought it
betterto fast andgodayandnight
until I getto myjourney'send,than
to stopandnot pay for my lodging.
Theman replied,"That is hard,go
backwithmeandrest,it shan'tcost
you a cent." So I turnedback,and
stayed until Monday. WhenI got
readyto starthegavemefifteendol-
lars,andsaid,"Alwaystell thetruth,
nomatterhowbadit is-andyouwill
alM'ayshavefriends. J sawyouwere
truthful,andin distress,andfelt to
pityyouthatmuch." He wouldtake
no note,duebill,nor anythingfor it.
He wasanOddFellow. I tell thisto
showGod'smercyto meevenwhenI
thoughthe wassoakingmy life. So
T gotto my jonrney's end,andre-
mainedfor ten nionlhs.HereT will
say I wasimpressedall throughmy
convictionsto go and"seea preacher
in North Carolina,bnt did not obey
theimpression,andwhilein theWest
it wana daily impressionto go and

seehim,andI v.'ouldpromisetheLord
in mygreatdistressthat,if hewould
spareme,I wouldgo,but wouldfail
to doso. Finallymytroublegrewso
heavyI felt I shoulddieandgoright
to hell if I did not returnto North
Carolina.I stayedin theWestabout
tenmouthsin this horridcondition,
andM'hiletheretheAlethodistshelda
protractedmeetingin Mooresville,
Ind.,andI thoughtperhapsif I would
attendanddo as they said,I could
getreligion; so I attendedof nights,
andas I walkedthestreetsgoing to
churchthecroAvdwouldbe laughing,
cursing andhallooing,whileI would
find myself prayingfor themas I
wenton,thatGodwould'savethemif
hecould notsave me. After what
theycalled preachingwasoverthey
wouldcall for all thatwantedto go
to heavento standup,M'henthesame
crowdall aroundmewouldrise; but
I felttobetoogreatasinnertoriseto
myfeetandcoudnot.Theythencalled
for all thatwantedto be prayedfor
to kneeldown,M'henall around me
wouldkneel-but I thoughtO, that I
wasno greatersinnerthantheyare
so I couldkneel andbeprayedfor;
butI felt thatif I knelt,asvile as i
was,thatGodwouldkill meat once.
Sotheythencalledfor all thatwant-
ed religionto cometo thealtar,and
thepreachersaid,"My soulfor yours
if youdo not getreligion." I once
thoughtI would try his offer,but
nextthoughtwas,no,thereis nomer-
cyfor you,andif yougoandfail you
will causethat preacherto lose his
soul,andonlymakeyourowndamna-
tiongreater;soI couldnotgo. Very
soonsomethatwerecursingon their
way to church,wouldrise shouting,
andprofessreligion.At thisI would
think,thisprovesthatI amthegreat-
estsinneron earth,becausewhile I
nevercursed an oath, yet hereare
thosethatcameherecursing,andnow
theyhaveobtainedmercy,and there
is nonefor me. In thiswayI attend-
edseveralnightsuntil I fearedto go,
iest God wouldstrikeme dead—^for
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goingtosucha holyplaceasevilasI
was;so I wentno more. I sentmy
brotherwordto comeup to where1
wasstaying.He wasin theotherend
of thetown. So he camethatnight,
andAvesat outonthe sidewalkand
talkeduntil midnight.1 told him 1
liadto leavethewest,or 1wouldeith-
er die or go crazy,and1 couldnot
tell which, nor whatwasthematter
withme;but if I stayedthereI be-
lievedI woulddie,andgoto hell. So
we both wept,and badeeachother
farewellaboutmidnight.Next morn-
ing I startedon foot,a trip of seven
hundredmiles,to seethemanI had
so longbeenimpressedto go to see.
To tell you the horrors,temptations,
andfearsI felt duringa longweary
walk of sucha distanceis simplyim-
possible-so I will passoverthispart
of my feelings.I stoppednear the
Pilot Mountainfor two years,and
hiredto a Methodistpreacher,as a
smithin his carriageandwagonbus-
iness.My sinsweresoheavyat times
therethat I wouldleavemywork to
begfor mercy,andfor mylife natur-
al also,for I thoughtat timesGod
wouldkill me, andwhena thunder
cloudwouldbe on hand,I Avouldbe
frightenednearlyout of my senses,
if I couldnot getnearsomeonethat
I thoughtwasa Christian. I- felt if
theLord could catchmeoff to my-
self, wherehe couldstrikemewith
liglitning,withouthurtinggoodfolks,
he wouldkill me,so I wouldget as
nearthemasI couldfor protection.I
kepta lookingglassin theshop to
seewhenthesootwaswashedoff my
•facesoI couldgoto thetableto eat,
andI gotsoI darenotbeholdmyface
in thatbecausemyguiltycountenance
AvassohorrifyingI couldnotbear the
sight. I often satdownat thetable
andfelt forbiddento eat,andgofrom
thetablewithouteatinganything.I
oftenon Sundaysrambledoverthe
monnt.'iinsiirnyingto findthepredes-
tiiintedsiiotAvhereI Avasto be-if I ev-
er Avasforgivenmy sins,but never
couldfindit. Like thebodyof Moses,

Godhadhid thatfromme. Oneday
1laidmyhammerdoAvnnevertostrike
anotherlick, as1 felt mydeath Avas
nearat hand. 1 Aventto thehouseto
askleaveof Mrs.Nicholsto beabsent
a fcAVdays,soI couldgetto see the
iiuuiI hadso longbeenimpressedto
goto see. 1satdownin herhall.She
Avasin anotherroomsewing.Here I
hada great coiiffict,for i fearedto
askher,fearingsheAvouldrefuse,and
I fearedtogoAvithout,fearingI Avould
losemyposition.1satthereaboutan
hour. At last1venturedin herroom,
weepingaloud. 1said,Oh,Mrs.Nich-
ols,mayI be absenta few days. I
can'tAvork,and1don'tAvantmytime
to go on for Mr. Nicholsto payme
AvlienI can'tAvork.I expectedherto
driveme backto my Avork-but she
said,"Yes,youmaygoandAvelcome.I
amgladyouAvantto talk to someone
aboutyour salvation."As shespoke
theseAvordsshelookedat meandthe
tearsran doAvnher cheeks.SheAvas
a (Methodist,)but I believeI shall
meetherin heaven. I livedwithher
tAvoyears,andneversaAVanythingin
herthatAvasnotChrist-like.SoI left
herroom,crying and startedto see
themanbeforementioned,aboutfifty
milesdistance,a foot. Aboutthemid-
dleof theafternoonI crossedabranch
andI AvantedwatersoI lay doAvnto
drink,butfelt thatif I drankGod
Avoudkill mebeforeI couldgetup. I
roseand.didnotdrinka drop. Here
I felt thehorrorsof hell takeholdof
me,andI tookal>iblecutof mypock-
et to seeif anyoneonearthhadever
beenin sucha horridcondition.Here
alsoI lost sightof thisAvorld,and
knewnothingthattookplaceuntilaf-
ter midnight that r^'^lit.T liad left
theroad,andAvasst:in'lii:gin a deep
holloAVin the Avoods,andit Avasthe
darkest nightT paii' spav.My first
thoughtAvas,too i'ir. i :nnnoAVin
hell. Oh,the liorrc^s1 {V.]tT never
cantell. I triedtotl ]-v-kintothe
Avorldtoseeif 1 ' i ;r nibor\A-hen
I wassick,or avIkn ! died,soasto
knoAVcertainly Avlieilier1 Avasgone
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fromtheworldor not,butI couldnot
callto mymindwhenI died. ThenI
tliought perhapsthedamnedwere
not allowedany privilegetheyask
for in hell,so1sankin despairagain,
but finallyI hearda dogbarking. I
still hadthe book openin myhand
thatI openedat thebranch,themid-
dc of theafternoon.I startedin the
directionof the barkingof thedog,
andcameto a house,andcalledthe
manup,andaskedif I couldstayall
night. He tookmein, andnextday
showedmetheroad,soI wentonmy
Avayfor myman. I AvadedDanRiver
andalsoMayoRiver,asthereAvasno
w^ayto cross. At last I reachedthe
farmof Elder McNealy, themanI
hadlongwantedto see. "WhenI got
to hisgateI sawa bugp-ytrack,and
myheart sank,for T thoughtif he
wasgonefrom lionip,tliot Avouldbe
evidencethatall myimiiressionsAvere
of thedevil,soI Avontto hishouse,
nndlearnedhe AA-asgonefromhome.
HereI felt I Avastakencaptiveof the
(lovilat his Avill,but thistextfell on
mymind,"Tt is notof himthatAvill-
i tli nor of himthatrunneth-but of
(Indthat shoAvethmercy." HereI
felt a little encouragement,tliinking
perhapstheremightyetbemercyfor
me,sotheladysentmeto herneigh-
borPrice'sonaccountof lier Imsband
beingfromhomeAA'hereT stayedfor
thenight. T returnednextclayto the
Elder'shouse,but lie hitdnotreturn-
ed,soTspentn lioi)'i]>li'dny. ]\lysins
all gatheredroundanduytn]]w.pasa
thickcloud,or d;u'knn.iinljiin.1 felt
mydoomAvasseal<-d.andI onlydared
praytoCodto s)>a)-eiiiofromhellone
nightmore.TsaA\-tliel^ikeof fireand
brimstone1)ene;i1liinc. Theearthwas
notbetAveenme;iiidlioll, T saAvmy-
self sijdiing justly uiulci-flio .instice
of God, anduikI.t tlic inrumtninof
guiltthatAva«i,...ssin./ dr^vn.I
neverexpect,.,]delJvim'inrM-.bnf to my
surprisetlie 'j-r,■■,}<,Isni-it.i,of sinburst

I said'not damned,but saved.My
soulAvasfull of heavenlyraptures.I
looked doAvnto see howfar I was
fromthe Avorld,as I Aventup in the

-lovelj'Saviorin thecloudsof heaven.
I Avasfull of loveto God.I felt that
mylastsorroAvAvasgone,I shallnev-
er fi-af. J couldtrulysay,"Noavlet-
testtlioi;thy servantdepartin peace,
for mine eyeshave seenthy salva-
tion." ThusI havegivenasshortan
accountof God's dealingsAvithmy
soul as I could. I haA^eleft
out manyimportantthingsfor brev-
ity's sake. I hope AA'hatI havesaid
mayserveto shoAvtherichesof God's
graceto tliechiefof sinners,andthat
;dlof God'schildrenmaybeencourag-
edthereby,andmaythemercy,gi'ace
nndloveof Godbeevertheirsto en-
joy in timeandgreateternity.

T AvillnoAvmakesomegeneralre-
marksin regardto myself,andasto
myphysicalbody. 1 havebeenAvon-
derfully blessedAvith good health
frommy youthto now,for whichI
amunderthedeepestobligationsto
Godfor his goodnessto mein provi-
df^nco.whirdiis morethanT deserve.
ThereforeT cnimotattribnteany of
my eouA'ictionsto bodilyafflictions,
andasfor my?iafuralmind,T thinkit
AvillcompareAvithtliemediumclassof
men. ThereforeT cannot attribute
my exercisesto anyhallucinationsof
mynaturalmind. ]\ToreoA^erI cannot
attribntemy exercisesandviews to
anydream.Avhetheror not T wasto
hr'saA^ed.andif T dreamedanything,
it Avassomesimple,foolishthing,not
at all concerningmy condition.The
visionThadof themonntninandriver
wasnot a dream,for T Avasawake
AA'henT saAvAA^hatT have described.
"WhenT preachedin mysleep,asAvill
appearin thearticleonmycallto the
ministry,it Avasnota dream,because
I onlykneAVI haddoneso,asothers
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whohad heardme toldmeof it
,

or
when I wouldstrikemyhandsagainst
somethingthat wouldawakeme,as
statedin theaccountof mycallto the
ministry; whereasno oneknowswho
or whenonedreams,but thedreamer
liimself,andasthedreamertellsoth-
ers. ThereforeI amcompelledto ex-
cludedreams,sickness,andnatural
death,and the fearof the lossof
earthlygoods,or friends,asanypart
of thecauseof myconvictionfor sin,
or promptingsto preachthe Gospel.
ThereforeI canonlyattributebothto
the "Purpose of God, accordingto
the electionof Grace," andto His
blessedpurposeandthefullnessand
richesof His grace,be everlasting
praiseby thechiefof sinners.

Eachoneclaimedthelivingchild.The
motherof the living childsaidthe
motherof thedeadchildhadoverlaid
herson-aroseat midnight,took her
deadsonandput it in mybosom,and
placedmy livingchildin herbosom.
Thus each one disownedthe dead
child,andeachoneownedandclaim-
edthelivingchild.

Thereis a usefor Avisdom,andoc-
casionshallarisethatAvillcall for its
use; andit Avillbeto setforthandes-
tablishtheneedanduseof truewis-
dom. Thiswisdomwill alsovindicate
andjustifyit in theeyesof all the
childrenof wisdom,of all theloversof
truth and justice. While thereis
muchonearththatis chaotieanddis-

thisthing,andhastnotaskedfor thy-
self longlife, neitherhastaskedrich-
esfor thyself,nor hastaskedthelife
of thine enemies,but hastaskedfor
thyselfunderstandingto discernjudg-
ment. BeholdI havedoneaccording
to thy words;lo I havegiventhee a
wiseandunderstandingheart;sothat
therewasnonelike theebeforethee,
neitheraftertheeshallanyariselike
untothee.AndI havealsogiventhee
thatwhichthouhastnot asked,both
richesandhonor.

Let us considertheanswerof Solo-
monto.theLord. And Solomonsaid
Thouhast showeduntothy servant
Davidmyfathergreatmercy,accord-
ing ashewalkedbeforetheein truth,
andin righteousness,andin upright-
nessof heartwiththee; andthouhast
keptfor himthis greatkindness,that
thouhastgivenhima sonto sit upon
histhrone,asit is thisday. Andnow
0 Lord myGod,thouhastmade thy
servantking insteadof Davidmyfa-
ther: andI ambut a little child; I
knownot howto gooutor comein.
Andthyservantis in themidstof thy

Solomonis asleep,but wisdommoves
andguideshis answer.He ascribes

MY REASONS FOR PREACHING

THE GOSPEL.
Thefirst impressionmadeon my

mindonthesubjestof preachingwas
earlynextmorningafterI wasdeliv-
ered frommy burdenof sin. I was
rejoicing that my sufferingswere
nowover-andit appearedthatsome
onespoketomeandsaidno,youhave
manythingsyet to suffer,for I have
chosenyouto preachthegospel.This
languagefell soforciblyonmethatI
felt I couldscarcelystandonmyfeet.
I tookit asa tokenthatI wasdeceiv-
edin all thatI hadseenandfelt the
day before,on which my hopeof
Heavenrested;for T thoughtI knew,
andGodknewthatI couldnotpreach,
beingbuta ladsoto speak,andknew
nothing aboutthe gospel,only its
name.I wassoignorantat thattime
I hadno educationexceptI could
readtheScripture.I hadno general
information,and wasnot only the
youngestprofessorin that county,
butthemostunfitfor sogreata work,
soT concludedthatit couldnotbe
Godthatwas callingmeto do such
wonderfulworkasto preachthegos-
pel,andthatbeingso I alsoconclud-
ivlmyfeelingsthedaybeforewereof
the devil whohad deceivedmeby
producingfalseevidence,andcausing
raeto thinkI hadseentheSaviour,so
T wasthrownintoconfusion,andfelt
thatI wasruinedforever.T wassure
thatthecallto preachwasnotof God
on accountof it being unreasonable
onGod'spartto obeysucha call,and

thepower that attendedit wasthe
samethat attendedall myother,soI
decidedthat I wasdeceivedin all I
hadhopedfor, so in greatagony of
mindas I walkedtheroadreturning
homefrommy trip, andcomparing
thejoy andcomfortI hadfelt theev-
eningbefore,whenI thoughtmysins
wereall forgiven,andhowI nowsaw
myselfa disappointed,deceivedsoul-
thehorrorswereinexpressible.I re-
memberthespot,undera largepoplar
tree, by the roadside,a few miles
fromStonesville.1 kneltdown and
prayedearnestlyto Godto bemerci-
ful to me,a miserable,deceivedsin-
ner;andwhilethusprayingI sawthe
Saviourjust as I did theeveningbe-
fore. I rosefrommyknees,andpray-
er wasturnedto praise,andmy sor-
rowto joy. So I passedonthinking
I wasonlydeceivedabouthaving to
preachbutnot about myhope,and
felt gladthat wasthecase,for I did
notwantto bea preacher,neitherdid
I thinkat thistimeI wouldeverjoin
thechurch,nor tell whatI hadseen
andfelt,but I wouldconcealit all in
myheart,live rightandbehappyall
my life; but I felt soon afterwards
sucha beautyin baptismthatI felt
like I couldnotwaituntil thechurch
at Graham'sMeeting Houseassem-
bled,which wasforty miles from
whereI lived. All thatmonthI was
meltedin love,andsawmuchandfelt
muchof the goodnessandmercy of
Godto me,andmanypreciousscrip-
tureswerepresentedto mymind,soI
would workandcry withlove,anS
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joy at evfciy remembranceof God's
goodnessto me. AVhenthetimecame
I startedvith a full intentionto jo'-i
thechurchthatday. ElderS. J. Lac-
jkeypreached1 supposea goodser-
mon,butaoneof it reachedme, and
whenheopenedthedoorof thechurch
for anythatwishedto unitewith t/ie
churchto come forward,I felt dead,
heavy, [ic-lpless,and if I were
stuckfast to thebench.I could no
moierisefrommyseatthanif I were
dead, ^fter dismissionI wenthorao
in greatertrouble,believingI wasu'-
fit to join, andGodhad prevvint;;d
me,so 1 vr.tsas miserablethen:; ;.
monthas T hadbeenhappythe past
month,and1 v/ontto themeetir.gto
see;f the preacherwould describe
sucha wretchasI am,not expectin^^
in the leastto otferto the Church.
DuringpreachingI wascoldandlife-
less. i\fter the sermonthedoorr>f
thechurchwasopen,andElderLack-
ey commencedsingingthis song,"0
mayI worthyproveto see,thesaints
in full prosijerity.To seethe bride,
theglittering bride, closeseatedby
her Saviour's side." BeforeI was
aware,suchloVeandpowerpervaded
myentirebodyandsoulthatliftedme
frommyseat,andasI roseup.outin
thecongregation,I commencedto tell
whattheLordhaddonefor me, and
no oneknewI had professeda hope,
andnoonehadjoinedthatchurchfor
sometime,andno youngmemberbe-
longed there. A large crowd was
present,andwhenI roseandbeganto
talk all eyeswereturnedto me. Bro-
therLackybeckonedto me,andsaid,
comearoundto thechurch." I start-
ed aroundbutkepttellingwhat the
Lordhaddonefor me..I stoodat the
footof the pulpit,and whileI was
tellingwhatthe Lord haddonefor
methepreacherwasso full he cried
aloud,andmydearmother,a Baptist,
gotso full she shoutedandpraised
God.and manymoreshoutedaloud.
The congregationwasin a floodof
tears. I wassoovercomeI satdown,
andwept. As soonasElderLackey

couldspeakfor joy,hesaid,"all that
canreceivethisyoungmanintoyour
fellowshipsayI." All saidI. I was
receivedand baptizedthe following
Wednesdayby Elders Lackey and
MacNealy.After I wasbaptizedmy
impressionto preach grewheavier,
andmyoppositionstronger.My first
objectionwas that I wastooyoung,
beingyet a boyundermymother.I
wasalsoignorantandtoopoorto lose
thetime, besidesthis I could not
speakin public,so I told theLord
thatif he wanteda preacherto go
fromthat churchto take brother
"White,or brotherHester. Theywere
oldmembersandwouldmakea better
preacherthanI evercouldbe; butthe
answerwouldbe,"go thou." I never
toldmyimpressiontoalivingsoul,ex-
ceptmymother,andwouldnothave
toldherhadshenotcaughtmecrying
and prayingto Godnot to sendme.
I was afraidto tell anyof themem-
bersmy impressions,thinkingthat if
I did they wouldthinkT waslosing
mymind-or wouldlosefellowshipfor
me. I waspoorandintendedto stick
closeto work soas to gainproperty.
Talsothoughtthatif I wenttopreach-
ing T woudnot be respectedby any
youngpeople.This I couldnotbear,
yettheburdenwassoheavyonmeI
couldscarcethink of anythingelse,
still I wasdeterminednot to submit
to it
,

for T felt if T did T M-asa ruined
boyfor life. I haveplowedall day
crying,and praying Godto excuse
me,andsend some one thatcould
preach,for he knoAvT couldnot. In
this conditionT wentdayafterday,
hoping it wouldleavemeafterawhile.
Often a scripturewouldfastenupon
my mind,and would unfolditself
with such sweetnessto me that I

would find myself speakingoutso
others couldhearmebefore I knew
what I was doing. This gaveme
greattrouble. T thendeterminedto
watchmyselfclosely,„iandclinch my
teeth,soas notto speak,no matter
whatmy feelingswere. This I suc-
ceededin doingin daytime,butwhen
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nightcame,and1gotasleepa textof
scripturewouldfastenon my mind,
ana i wouldcommenceexplamingit
in mysleep, andspeakingout loud,
just as if 1 was preaching.1 have
thrown up my hands wnile thus
preachingin my sleep,and struck
liiemagainstthe shingle nailsthat
reachedthroughthesheetingof the
roofot ourcabinĉausingthebloodto
howoutof the wounds,andwaking
meup,alsowakingothermembersof
our iamily,who wouldtell menext
daythat1 preachedall night,and
kept themfrom sleep. This greatly
annoyedme,and1 gotso I wished
nightwouldnevercome,i wouldlay
andwatch myself until asleep,and
when1 couldno longerwatchsleep
would"comeoverme,and1 wasagain
preachingas before. Finding that
clinchingmy teethin daytime,and
watchingmyselfat. nightcouldnot
availanythingwhen1 fell asleep, I
thenprayedto Godto takesleepfrom
me,soI couldwatchmyselfday and
night, but this prayer wasnotan-
swered,thenI felt thatit werebetter
for meto die thanliv«, raiddesired
deathratherthanlife, but deathfled
fromme. I wasplowingonedayAvith
twohorsesin a twentyacrefield.The
burdenof the wordof theLord was
soheavyuponmethatdaythatI felt
thatGodAlmightyAvasfollowingme
all day,rightby myside,saying,"go
preach'thegospelto everycreature."
1 begged,prayedandreasonedwith
Godall theforepartof theday,that
I couldnotspeak.I amtoopoor to
losethetime,andthatI wantedto live
andaccumulatethis world'sgoods.
But God's answerto all my excuses
was,"go thouandpreachthegospel
toeverycreature."HereI feltanup-
risingin my rebelliousheartagainst
God. I becameangry, andtoldthe
Almightyto hisfacethat1 couldnot,
andwould notgo, evenif hekilled
me. At this instantmystrengthwas
all takenfromme, andI Bankdown
in thefurrowpf theplowhelplessas
an infant. I couldneithermovenor

speak,neitherwasI allowedto pray,
yetI knewmyhelplesscondition,and
knewwhy I wasso. TheAlmighty
thenappearedaboutfifteenfeetabove
me,in themajestyof his indignation
witha flamingswordof firein his
right handupliftedtowardsheaven.
He spake to mein this language,
"Who madeyourmouth?" Thiswas
repeatedthreetimes,like onecrying
a sale,andI felt thethirdtimeit was
asked-theswordof firewouldfall up-
onme,and take mylife,soI in my
mind answeredthat theLord made
my mouth. The nextquestionasked
mewas, "To whom doesthisworld
belong?"

my life did I feel -willingto preach.
HereI wasmadewillingto sufferfor
his name'ssake. HereI wasmade
willingto trustGod for all things.
HereI was made willingto beany-
thingGod Avouldhavemeto be. I
plowedall the afternoonin tearsof
humblegratitudeto Godfor his mer-
cy to mein my rebellion.HereGod
broughtmeto the "valleyof decis-
ion," andreconciledmeto thecross
of Christ. I felt thatTwasnowcruci-
fiedto theworldandtheworldtome.
ThenextSundayI wenttenmilesto
AbbottsCreekchurch,to hearElder
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Snider preach,and whilehe was
preachingI rememberedmy vow in
thefield,andasI saton thebenchI
couldnot hold myselfstill. I shook
so I attractedthe attentionof the
spectators.I fearedto leavewithout
preachingfor fearGodwouldkill me,
andhowto getthe chanceI did not
see'but as Elder Snider"closedhe
said,"BrotherBodenheimer,cometo
the standand preachthegospel."
This so openedmyway,knowing I
hadneverhintedmyfeelingsto him,
I roseupandw»ntto thepulpit,sang
a hymn,prayedandtalkedaboutone
hour. WhenI thoughtof myself I
saw the congregation in tearsI
thoughtbecauseI wasmakingsucha
poorout,so I stopped,satdown,and
weptover my failure. This wasmy
start. I didnotthinkfor abouteight
yearsthatI wouldbea preacher,but
just spokefor presentrelief.

HereI will alsostatethat theen-
tiremembershipof mychurchwerein
travailof mind thatI wasto preach
beforeI evertoldanyoneof myown
impression.None of themeverex-
pressedtheir exercisesto me,or to
eachother, until after I commenced
in publicpreaching.Plachonesaid
thathe wasafraidto tell his impres-
sion,because,he thoughthimselfthe
only onethat had suchimpression.
After mygift waspubliclydeveloped,
deacon"Whitesaidto brotlierHester,
well,youmaynotbelieveit, butI was
impressedtheday that brotherBo-
denheimerjoinedthechurchthatGod
hadsentus a preacherto fill brother
Tatum'splace, brotherHesterburst
intotears andsaid,"I hadthesame
impression,butwasafraidto tell it,"
andsoall of themin turn saidthe
samething.

So I give yousomeof myreasons
why I preachthegospel,andof my
call to theministry. Thopedearbre-
thren,whilemostof youarenotcall-
edto thiswork,yetyoumayprofitby
seeingthehandof God in preparing
me,thechiefof sinners,to thishigh
andholycalling,andT prayGodthat
youandall thatclianceto readthese

linesmaylearnobediencetlierefroM.
Now beforeI closemy remarks,lest
you,or someof thedearchildren of
Godshouldbetem])tedto doubtyour
ownexperience,becauseI havebeen
so deeply convictedand so sorely
tried,and in many things passed
through many trials,that manyof
God'schildrenhavenot,yet remem-
berthatyou donotneedmyqualifi-
cations.I firmly believethatI am
a chosenvesseluntoGod,to preach
thedeepand unsearchaberiches of
Christ to a lost andruined world.
ThereforeI mustneedsbe prepared
for thework whereuntoI amcalled,
andmust needshavetheexperience
of theentirechurch-so I cantell the
experienceof all, thatis if I preach
to DanielI mustneedsgo in theden
of lions, andif I preachto Jonah I
mustneedsgoin thebellyof hell,and
if I preachto thethreeHebrewchil-
dren,I mustneedsbeboundaijdcast
into thefiery furnace,andit heated
oneseventimeshotterthanis wontto
be,andif I preachto afflictedJob I
mustbeafflicted,andif I preach to
SamsonI mustneedshavesupernatu-
ral strength,and if I preachto the
weak,andif I preachto SolomonI
mustneedsbemadewiseunto,salva-
tion,andif I preachto MosesI must
needsgo upon theMount andif I
preachto ThomasI must needsbe
filledwithdoubts;soyoucanseethe
reasonGod, who called meby his
graceto preachthe gospel-carried
meby hisSpirit in my Christianand
ministerialexperience,throughsuch
a diversityof views,andfeelings,to
theend thatall saintsmayby my
ministry be edified and comforted,
andGodglorified.

So if there shouldbe anytremb-
ling, doubting Thomaseswho are
readyto say,T doubt my hopebe-
causemyexperienceis sosmall,com-
paredwithyours,rememberthatyour
short little experiencehasenabled
youto lay holdon Christ,andI can
assureyou that mine hasdoneno
more,yoursgivesyoufellowshipwith
thesaints,mine doesnomore,your
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little experiencegives jou a good
hopethrough grace-mine doesno
more,yours causesyouto chooseto
sufferafflictionwith thechildren of
God,rather thanto e^ijoythepleas-
uresof sinfor a season,minedoesno
more;yourscausesyouto esteemme
morethanyoudoyourself,minecaus-
esmeto esteemyoumorethanI do
myself;sobeof goodcheer,for three
daysof thereignof gracewithPaul
madehim thegreatApostle,and it
tookfour yearsfor meandeighteen
for another,andthreehoursfor the
dying thief-let us all rejoice that
gracereignsin us to eternallife by
Jesus Christour Lord; andlet not
themanthatlayatthepoolthirtyand
eightyears throwthewomanof only
eighteenyear'sinfirmityaway,nor
shethrowPaulaway,nor Paul throw
thedyingthiefaway,becauseheonly
wasunder convictionnot exceeding
three hours;but that wassuff'icient
to causehimto feelhisneedof Christ
andsay Lord, rememberme when
thoucomestto thy kingdom.Christ
didnotsayno-youhavenotbeenun-
derconvictionlongenough,your ex-
perienceis tooshort,anais notworth
telling,nor hearing,but listen Oh!
heaven,andgiveearOh! earth, the
dying Saviour replied, "This day
shaltthoube with mein paradise."
Timaginethatdeathherelosthissting
with the dying thief," andthathe
died in full assuranceof the glory
world,andin thetriumphsof grace
mountedthe chariotsof mercywith
theSonof God,andwasborneby an-
gelssafeto theParadiseof God.Then
letmesayto youof shortexperience-
of nothingto restyourhopeof heav-
en upon, but one, only onesingle
short prayer,if thatis indeedyour
heartfelt need, andyou haveever
said,"God be mercifulto mea sin-
ner,""Lord save,I perish,"or "Lord
rememberme when.thoucomestto
thy kingdom,"the promiseis-"To-
dayshaltthoubewithme,(Christ)in
Paradise.Thenin placeof murmur-
ingat your little experience,asyou
call it

,

andyourshorttriflingprayer.

asyouwouldsay,andareashamedto
tell it to men,or to the church,but
whenyoufelt thatyouwere a dying
thief,or sinnernailedbyjusticetothe
cross,you werenot ashamedthento
cry,"Lord rememberme-"andbless-
edbeGod,Christwasnotashamedof
youthen,butgaveyouthepromiseof
heavenlyrestat once. But nowafter
hehashad compassionon you,and
callsuponyouto denyyourself,take
upyourcrossandfollowhim,andyou
refuseonaccountof beingashamedof
him,orwhathehasdonefor thysoul,
becaiiseyoucan'ttell somegreatex-
perience,like others,rememberChrist
says,"him will I beashamedof be-
foremy fatherandhis holyangels."
Oh! howwill I or youfeelin thatday
of GodAlmighty-to knowChrist is

ashamedof us,becausewehaveshun-
nedour duty,on accountof being
ashamedbeforemen,beforethe.world
of pride, before the church, and
before even devils. Well may
Christ be ashamed of us if

we "neglect so great salvation,"
In conclusionallowmeto say, I have
nothingto take back that I have
preached,for I know what I have
frommyyouthuntil nowpreachedis

God's eternal truth,and although
somein, andsomeout of thechurch-
have grumbled,yet noneof these
thingsmoveme,"neither«ount I my
life dearunto myself,so that I may
finishmy coursewithjoy, andthe
ministrywhich 1 havereceivedof the
LordJesus."' I havemanytrials,and
sore temptations,and havesuffered
moreto preachthe gospelthanany
manlivingin theUnitedStates,hay-
ing servedchurchestwenty miles
from homeon foot, havingwalked
homeafter preachingthe sameday,
before I wouldrest. I havebaptized
whenmyclothingwouldfreezein two
minutesafter comingoutof thewa-
ter,goto the stand-preach,and go
twentymileswithoutchangingcloth-
es. I haveplowedandhoed in the
cornfielduntil ten o'clockof moon-
light nightsto makeup losttimeto
supportmyfamily. I havespenttwo-
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thirdsui my life servingtiie pi|blic
witiioutciiaige. ^lan.ynavebeenmy
trialswliieli±cauuotnereteil,andlor
thepasttwomontlismydouDts,temp-
tations,sorrows aud lieaviuessof
lieart liavebeenmaesoribabie,aud i
iiaveleit part ol tlie timetiiat even
Ueatli wouiilbea sweet relief,yet
withJob 1 cansay,"i knowthatmy
redeemerliveth."At times1feelthat
fatherandmother,loversandfriends
haveall forsakenme,andevenfear
that(JodhimselfJiasforsakenme,at
times,again,f ammadestrongm the
Lord and the powerof his might.
Tiieni fearno evil, neither fear i
wiiatmancandountome.

Ju my attemptsto preach1 feelso
utterlyunableto dischargethis sol-
emnduty,thatoftenwhilesittingin
the pulpit waiting for the hour
the burden of the word of the
Lordhasbeensoheavyuponmethat
thesweatwouldpouroutof thepalms
of my hand,until theBible1 was
reading wouldgetso wet it would
tearasbroM-npaper,andwhen1 rose
to preachI haveoftenhadto holdto
thebookboardto keepfromfalling
for wantof strength,,butin a short
timedivinestrengthis givenmeso I
fearnothingonearth. A senseof mv
weaknessat timesis so great,that I
fail to evento preachwhenI amap-
))ointedat Associations,onaccountof
whichmy brethrenoftenadd afflic-
tionsto mybondsby accusingmeof
contrariness'and God knows my
heart,that1tell thetruthwhenI say,
it is weakness,andnot contrariness.
I haveoftenweptafterpreacliingat
myfailures. I alwaysseemoregreat-
nessin my subject afterI sit down
thatI failedto tell, thanI evertold
wliilepreaching.Thisviewof myef-
fortscausesmeto fearto try.Preach-
erswhoareblessedto comeup to the
full statureof Christin thegospel,T
supposedo riot feelasT do,v/hofall
soslu)rtof sucha triumph,andhence
knownot iny feelings,andtherefore
cannotsymi^nlhizoAvitlimo. T have
alwaystriedtoAvatchthehandof God

withme. 1 mustseeandfeelall my
dutiesmyself,and1 havetriedto see
the ditterencebetweena divineex-
pression,anda carnalone,andbe-
tweeninspiration,andif i darecross
or leaveanyof thetraditionsof the
fathers in the fultilmentof my im-
pressedduties,i am calledin ques-
tion,and tried by the superstitions
beforea courtof thetraditionalfath-
ers'in placeof therevealedwordof
God. "liut noneof thesethingsmove
me,neithercounti mylife dearunto
myself." NeitherChristnorhisApos-
tlesescapedthis trial, i canonly
prayGodto "forgivetliemtor they
knownot whattheydo." 1 amtry-
ing to hghtthe good hghtof faith,
andlayholdoneternallite,and1have
had evidencesfrom thousandsof
God'sdearchildren,that theyhave
been comfortedundermy ministry,
andmany, manyof themhavelaid
theirarmorsby audcrossedoverinto
thepromisedland,andnowarebask-
ing in the fullnessof that precious
SaviourthatI havesolongandfaith-
ally preached,in poverty,in tempta-

tions,in persecutions,in slanders,in
crosses-in losses,in doubts,in fears
andtrembling,and in muchweak-
ness,yea1havebeenin perilsbyland
andbysea,andamongfalsebrethren.
I nowfeela consciencevoidof offense
toward Godandman,andcantruly
sayfor all my enemies,"Father,for-
givethem,theyknownot what"they
do." And to those wholoveme(if
any) andthe truthwhichI haveso
longpreachedandsufferedthelossof
all things for, do notcountmeyour
enemybecauseI tell you thetruth,
I loveyonin thj;bowelsof mercy,for
youI live,for youI suffer,for youI
havegreatheavinessof heartaudcon-
timiiilsorrows,for my ])rayerto God
andheart'sdesirefor yonis thatyou
maybesavedin thedayof theLord
Jesus,and thatyou andI maysit
down in the kingdomof Godwith
Abraham,IsaacandJacob,with God
and his dearSon,Avhcivwe will be
temptedno more. Our faithwill be
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endedin siglit,ourhopewill beended
in possession,andasalLourtrialsare
for thetrial of faith, ai^dourfaith
having endedin sight,all ourhope
hasthereendedin possession,andall
ourdoubtsgrowoutof ourfear that
ourhope will fail us in theend; so
nowbeingin thefull possessionof the
joy hopedfor, our doubtsarealso
ended,andherein heavenwill you
andall of God'stried,anddoubting
onesbefree,and all your"sorrows
and sighingsforever flee away."
"And thedaysof thy mourningshall
beended."Herealsoshall"mortali-
ty be swallowedup in life;" hence
youwill haveno mortal interestto
perplexjow nomortal necessitiesto
supply,no mortalfriendsto die and
leaveyouto mourn,nomortalloveto
berejectedor insulted,causingyouto
mourn,for "the daysof thy morning
shallbeneded," Then
Whyshouldweshrinkordreaatodie?
Whattimorouswormswemortalsare.
Deathis thegateto endlessjoys,
Andyetwedreadto enterthere.

Noneof yourenemiescanfollowyou
anyfurtherthanthegrave.All your
temptationsof everyhueandcrystop
at thegrave.Haveyoupovertythat
oppressesyou? Rememberit will
stopat yourgrave.Haveyouunruly
childrenthat are goingto destruc-
tion? Remembertheycanonly fol-
OAVyouto thegrave.Haveyoua tor-
mentinghusbandnr Avife?Remem-
berthey fan folloAVyonto torment
younofurtherthanthegrave.Have
youbesetting:sinsof yournaturethat
try anddaih ânnoyyou?

Naturally it never cameinto my
mindor desire to be a preacher.
Therewasto beno kinshipin it that
wasdearto myfeelings.Thereis in
naturalthingsa harmony,a pleasure
in thethingsthataredeartous. We
are not onlynot ashanuMlof them,
but haveluurhph^asutvin tli.^m.We
studythem, andmake advancesin
them,seemto obtainthenuisteryover
tliem,andthentheybecomehackney-
ed,wornout,as somethingthat has
becomethreadbareto us.

But thegospelfieldhasan interest,
a vitalitythatwecannotmeasure,nar
comprehend,thingsnewandold.They
donot api)earalways thesame.If
wearefavoredwitha newandjoyful
view of it today, tomorrow we
cannotcommandit again,or bringit
back. If todaywehavelibertyof ut-
terancein our viewof it thatthrills
us with muchjoy, tomorrowwe are
powerlessto recallit. There is a
frailty andinabilityin our natureto
explorethedeep' matterthatis alto-

getheraboveand beyondourpowci.'
to searchoutor declare.

Thereis an abiding convictionof
our unfitnessfor thishighandholy
work. It is soholyandaboveusthat
wenevercan feelthatwearesuited
to thisholylabor. Hencewefeelwe
arean intruder andunworthyof so
highand'holy a service.We cannot
seeor feel thatwearesufficientfor
thishighandholyworkof faith.Our
motivesare not pureas theyshould
be. Self is always marringandde-
filingthis sacredwork. The enemies
of our ownvile, proud, ungrateful,
corrupt natureso detractfromthe
servicereq^uiredthat''we cannotbe
satisfiedwith whatwe are-or what
wearedoing.

The deep,profoundmysteryof di-
vinetru'th,the unseenspiritualsub-
jectsof thegospel,thethingssoholy
andso far aboveour understanding,
the constant feeling that without
Him we cando nothing,thesubject
so far aboveandbeyondus,and so
far aboveand beyondwhatwe can
everhopeto attainunto,andour im-
perfectionandfailureto attainunto
whatwedesire,sodeeplysettledown
in our feplingsthatwearethemost
helplessanddependentcreature.

Yet thedesireis tobea trueservice
and comfortto God's humblepoor,
andneedyones t^at I feelarefar
more AvorthythanI am constrains
meto seekto servethe'.trueandliv-
ing (rodI hopein ministeringto his
people,andto encouragetnemto en-
dureuntotheend.

The enemiesof God andtruthare
legionand everywhere.;.Wars with-
out andfearswithin,satanwith his
cunningandmaliciousarss,thekeen
flatteryof the cunningfox. thecon-
stantactiveenemyon thebattlefield,
an evil andcunningtempter,an un-
tamedtongue,a careless,thoughtle-
natureeasily dupedandbpaniledoff
its guard, every sortof foeonthe
lookoutfor opportunityto harrassor
ensnare,an evil heartof unbelief in

In
deedin a virtualsense,andin thewis-
domof Godall theworkswerefinished
from the foundationof the world.—
Heb.4-3. Heresatansinned,commit-
tingmurder,whichwasmanifestedin
JudasIscariot.Herethekingdomwas
preparedfor the saintswhosenames
werewritten"in thebookof life of
thelambslainfromthefoundationof
theworld." If it is trueasabovequot-
ed,tbettheworkswerefinishedfrom
thefoundationof theworld,thenit is
a necessaryco,nelusionthat visible
thingsaremanifestationsof thingsfin-
ishedwithGodfromthebeginningof
creation.WhenGodbeganHefinished.
For thisreasonnothingthatoccursi
eitherneworoldwithHim.

I gathermyideaof theHoly Ghost
in thisway: TheScriptureof theOld
Testamentspeaksof theHolySpiritof
God,"Spirit is life." TheHoly Spirit
of Godmightnothavebeenmorethan
a substanceorprinciple.Noonewould
disputethat the spirit of Christwas
thesameasthatof theFather.It may
be true that Jesus had the spirit of
manalso.In eithercasethespirit in
Him to my view wasa principleor

substance.Theapostlespeaksof body,
soul and spirit. Whenonedies,the
spirit survivesandgoesto God. The
New Testamentfrequentlyspeaksof
thissurvivingspiritasa ghost.Jesus
wastheholy oneof Israel,andif a
ghostis the survivingspirit of one
deadit wouldseemappropriateto call

His spirit theHoly Ghost.This term
asan appellationis a NewTestament
term.It is truethatthetermis used
beforethedeathof Jesusonthecross.
But Jesuswasvirtuallyslainfromthe
foundationof theworld.Fromthence
the Holy Ghostas the spirit of the
FatherandSonhad a personalsub-
stance.WhenJesus "gave up the
ghost"(Luke23-46)thesameascend-
edtoGodtoparadise,whereit remain-
eduntil theascensionof Jesus.There
is no evidencethatthespiritof Jesus
descendedandenterdinto the body.
Hewasraisedbythegloryof theFatli
er,ascendedto paradiseandtheHoly
Ghostwassentdownin His nameand
will remainuntil thetimeappointed
regenerating,sanctifyingandcomfort-
ing theelect.Hencebaptismis to be
performedin thenameof three—the
Father,,theSonandtheHoly Ghost.
Thesethreeare (not is) one. They
bearrecordin heaven,whilethereare
threethatbearwitnessin earth—the
spirit, thewaterand the blood—and
thesethreeagreein one.

He wasboldandvigorousto maintain
whatwasin hisheart.

"Now JepthahtheGileaditewasa
mightymanof valor,andhe wasthe
son of an harlot; and Gileadbegot
Jepthah,Judges11:1. And Gilead's
wifebarehimsons;andhissonsgrew
up, andtheythrustout Jepthah,say-
ing untohim.Thoushaltnot inherit
in ourfather'shouse;for thouart the
son of a strangewoman.ThenJep-
thahfledfromhisbrethren,anddwelt
in thelandof Tob. He,thoughbrave,
did not desireto forcehimselfwhere
he wasnot welcome.Doesany one?

ThenJepthahwentwith theeldoi-s
of Gilead,and the peoplemadehim
headandcaptainoverthem;andJep-
thahutteredall his wordsbeforethe
Lord in Mizpeh,whichis theheapof
witness.

ThenJepthahsentmessengersunto
the king of the childrenof Amnion,
saying.What hastthou to do with
me,thatthouarecomeagainstmeto
fight in my land.' And the king of
thechildrenof Ammonansweredthe
messengersof Jepthah,BecauseIsrael
tookawaymylandAvhentheycameup
outof thelandof EgyptfromArnon
evenuntoJabbok,anduntoJordan;
now, therefore,restorethose lands
peaceably.And Jepthahsentmessen-
gersagainuntotheking of thechil-
drenof Ammon.And saiduntohim,
Thus saith Jepthah,Israel l^ooknot
awaythelandof Moab,nor theland
of thechildrenof Ammon;butwhen
Israelcomeup fromEgypt,andwalk-
ed throughthe wildernessunto the
Red Sea,and cameto theKadesh.

ThenIsraelsentmessengersuntothe
liingof Edom,saying.Let me,I pray
thee,passthroughthy land; but the
kingofEdomwouldnothearkenthere-
to. Andin likemannertheysentunto
theking of Moab; but he wouldnot
consent; and Israelabodein Kadish.
Then they went along throughthe
wilderness,andcomparedthelandof
Edom,andthelandof Moam.(Read
the Ittth chapterof Judges.)

Seewhata wonderfulplea,whata
defenseonestrongin thefaithof the
sonof God pleadsin defenseof his
conduct!Whatvaloris shownby one
whouttersall his wordsbeforethe
Lord Sucha manneednotfearwhat
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man*candountohim.
Tt is curiousandintercstin<i'to sec

howwisf 111110 salvationis onewho
hassearchedandis skilful in rightlv
dividing-thewordof truth,andgivin<,'
to eachhisportionin season.

Thenthe s]iirit of the Lord came
uponJepthah,andhepassedoverGil-
eadand Manasseh,and passedover
Mizpehof Gilead,and passedover
UJitothechildrenof Ammon.So the
Lorddeliveredthemuntohishand.

Themannerof thepleadingof Jep-

thahshowedthathewasstrongin the
faith of theSonof God,andthathe
waswell groundedin the truth,and—
thathewaslearnedin thewayofGod,
andwasvalientin theserviceof God.

How wonderfulit is to give good
heedto thedoctrineof God,andcon-
tendearnestlyfor the faith oncede-
liveredto thesaints.

Weneednotseeksomuchto show
(lur zeal,as to be surethatwe have
thewordof theLord, andcantruly
say,WhomhaveI in heavenbutthee,
andthereis noneonearthI desirebe-
sidesthee.

Thereis aninstancerecordedinthis
historyof Jepthah,or growingoutof
it. (SeeJudgesthe12thchapter.)The
Ephraimites brought a complaint
againstJepthah. Thechargewasthat
hedidnotcallonthemtogooverwith
himto fightthechildrenof Ammon,
andtheysaidwewill burnthinehouse
upontheewith tire. (SeeJudges12
1-3.) There was a strike between
them; a battlefollowed. Then Jeji-
thahgatheredthemenof Gilead,ai^d
themenof GileadsmoteEphraim.

TheGileaditestookthepassagesof
JordanbeforetheEphraimites.Now
Avhenthep]phraimitessoughtto pass
overJordan,themenof Gileadwould
say,Art thouan Ephraimite'?If he
saidnay,thensaidtlieyuntohim,Say
nowShibboleth;andhe said Sibbo-
ietli, for he couldnot frameto pro-
nounceit right. Thentheytookhim
andslewhimat thepassagesof Jor-
dan; and therefell at that timeof
the Ephraimitestwo and forty thou-
sand.

Well,onesays,thereis sucha little
difference.Why makea manan of-
fenderfor a word—or onlyfor a letter
—an"h". For theycouldnot frame
to ]ii-onounceit right.

Well,wherewasthereanytruelove
or goodwill? If theyhadbeenright
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theywouldnot have gone to war
agaiusttheirbrethren.War is a death-
ly, thereforea very serious,thing.
Whenthougoestto war keepthyself
far from everywickedthing.

Atlantic,N. C, July 23rd,1917.
DearBrotherGold:—I amnow a

littlepast60yearsold,andhavebeen
in theministry43years.I feelanim-
pressionfromsomesourceandfor
somecauseto writesomeexperiences
whichI havehadalonytheway for
theseforty-fouryears.

For the firstyearof niy member-
shipin the churchI wasburdened
with the impressionof theministry.
All thetimeI wasfully satisfiedthatI
could notdoso greata work. The
moreI wasgivento feelthatburden
themorefully satisfiedI wasof the
impossibilityof my everbecominga
ministerof thegospel,andthemore1,
felt this impossibilitythemoreheavi-
ly theweiglitwasonme.

On Saturday beforethe2ndSun-
dayin May,1874,I triedto openthe
meetingby singingandprayer,but I
couldseenothingbutweaknessin tlie
effort,anda failurein myself.

Onthe2ndSundayin June,1874,I
triedagainwiththesameresults,and
wtha mindto try nomore. I contin-
ue!in thisway until January1876,
trying and failing to come forth.
WhatI sufferedin my poorweak
minddurng thattimeI neednottry
totelanyone.

On Saturdaybeforethethird Sun-
dayin January,1876,by thegraceof
GodI hopetheLordopenedmymouth
andI spokewith libertyfor forty-
fiveminutes.For a causeandpur-

poseknownonlyto tlie Lord He has
notseenfit to takethat libertyfrom
menp to this day, though1 have
traveledmuchin thedark.

I haveahvayshada strongselfwill
wliichhas givenme much trouble
manytimesin mylife andministry.

ill thefirstpartof myministryaf-
ter I beganto havesomeliberty of
speechmy mindwason experience,
exhortations,admonitions,and what
somecallthesoftpartof thedoctrine.
Everybodyweremyfriends. I had
manyinvitationsto comehereandgo
thereto preachin schoolhousesand
in the meetinghousesof theseveral
denominations.But it appearedthat
it wasnot the will of Godthat I
shouldbecarriedto the'skiesoni\ow-
ery bedsof ease,whileothersfought
to win the prize,andsailedthrongh
bloodyseas.

In September1882I allowedsome
whomI esteemedas friendsto per-
suademeto enterpoliticsandaccept
the nominationfor the Legislatui-e.
It wasthepleasureof theLordtotake
methrough that worldly honorin
safetyto useit asa rodof chastise-
mentafterwards.

It wasin 1883thatI read,tonotice
for thefirst time,thewordsof our
Lord, "Woe untoyou,whenall men
shallspeak wellof you! for sodid
their fathersto the falseprophets."
Luke 6:26.

Thesewordswerea daggerin my
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heartand1 wentdownin thedust.
WhatI sufferedfor 4monthsI will not
try to tell. It wasthenthatI sawso
much filthinessin myself and so
much purityin thechurchthat the
cloudsof myownsinscoveredall the
faultsandmistreatmentswhich1 had
chargedup in myheartagainstsome
of thebretlaren.PromthattimeI re-
solvedto nevertakeanypublicpart
in politics, which resolutionI have
beenableto keep eventhoughsome
kavechargedotherwise.

My delirerancefrom under that
cloudof woecamelikeotherblessings
in a very unexpected,and,to my
flesh, undesirableway. An appoint-
menthadbeenmadefor mein a meet-
ing houseof the E. church,South.
TheLordgavemeanopeningin John

',6:39,"And this is ^he father'swill
whichhathsentme.Thatof all which
Hehathgivenme1 shouldlosenoth-
ing,butshouldraiseit up again the
lastday."

I saidthattheLord gavemeanop-
eningandI feelsurethatthis'is true
for I hadneverenjoyedsweeterlib-
erty,andthetroubledseawhich had
ragedfor four months,thegreatEu-
roclydonwhichwasso fiercelyblow-
ingreceivedthecommandof theLord,
"Peace,be still,'' andtherewasa
greatcalmin mysoul,suchasI had
neverfeltbefore.I didnotknowwhy
thiswassobutit Avasjustassweetto
measif I hadknown.

Thatawfulwoe was goneandmy
poorheart was filled withjoy and
praise.Fromthat timeI havenever
felt thatwoebut I have constantly
realizedthat I ama sinnerandneed
ing thegraceandmerciesof God to
Jkeepme. I amgladof His word,"1
will bring the blindby a waythey
knownot,andleadthemjn pathsthey
havenot known." I learnedthat it
is just as necessaryfor theLord to
keepmeasit wasin thefirstplacefor

Himto bringme. If He leadsmenot
I will go astray,for I amsoblind I
knownottheway; if He guidesmein
theLivingWay 1 will go right and
not astray. This I haveexperienced
manytimesas I havejourneyed,L
hope,in thisWay.

Soon afterthis 1 beganto hear
sharpcriticismsfromthosewhohad
formerlyspokenin highplacesof my
ministryandseveralwhohadattend-
edourservicesbeganto leaveoff to
come.All thiswasagainstmynature
andit is soyetbutfaithfulnessto the
heavenlycalling compelledmeand
yetcompelsmeto tell thetruth in
righteousnessand to leavethe result
withGod.

Howevermynatureis soprone to
sin,and1amsovileandreadyto fol-
low thedictatesof my naturethatI
oftenfindmyselfin themudandall
bedaubedandfilthy.WhenI cansee
thatI ambroughtverylow,oftenso
lowthatit appearsto methatI am,
downbelowanyplacethata childof
Godcanevergo. ThusI ammadeto
feelthatI am less thananyof the
peopleof God,andamsoveryunwor-
thy, sucha preciousname. I often'
askmyselfthequestion,howcanthey
holdmein their fellowshipandhave
confidencein measa servantof God?
Thesethings becomelike a fire con-
sumingme.I haveoftenbeenbrought
to seethatif I amsavedit is asnec-
essaryfor metobesavedfrommyself
as it is fromany otherpart of the
powersof darkness.ThereforeI am
oftenmadetoasktheLordin bothse-
cret andpublic prayer to saveme
from myself. I do feelthatI know
by actual,heart-f^ltexperienceif I
amsavedit is everypartfor timeand
eternityby thegraceof God.

SometimesI have found myself
actingthefeelingsof mybrethrenand
in violationof thegospelof ourLord
JesusChristandin eachcaseI have
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hadno r'^stuntil I havegonebefore
the brethrenandsistersto whom I
hadgiven causeof griefandsubmit-
tedmyselfuntothemandbeggedfor
mercy.ThisI could notdountil I
wasdrivento it by beingtakendown
in suchdeep placesof darknessthat
theywereprisonsof distressto me,
ThereforeI layno claimto righteous-
nessfor thusactingfor I didnotdoit
until I wasdrivento it. Yet, I have
felt thatthroughthis verypathway
theLord hasledmeto His banquet-
inghouseandunderHis banner,and
mademeto sit downunderthemysti-
calApple Tree, andto eatof His
fruit whichwassweetto mytaste.

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three candlesburningthebrightest
light I eversaw,mymindwasdirect-
edon thosecandles.Themiddleone
wasthe higliestof the three,it was
picturedin mymindthenasthecross
of Christandthetwothieveson eith-
er side; then appearedthehandof
our Savior,He took themall in his
handand theydisappeared.Then I
hearda voicespeakto methreetimes
buthave forgotten t̂he wordsthat
were spoken,which wasa timeof
happinesswith me and lasted me
throughthat spellof sicknesswhich
wasabout8 weeks.

—ElderJ. D. Cockram,Floyd,Va.,in
SpiritualLaw Counsel,May,1917.

Our attentionwas calledto the
expressionsometimeago. If thereev-
er wasan ideathatleft thesinnerof
Adam'sraceout of salvationthis is
theone. Notice thathe says,"The
life is the child." We hadjust as
wellsaythatthelife of thehorse is
thehorse! Or thatthelife of thedog
is thedog!

HavetheOldBaptistseveradvocat-
ed anythingof this kind? Never
sincethe church, the Old Baptist
Church, was organizedby theLord
JesusChristhimself.

In thefirst placemenandwomen
were createdof thedustof ground,
andthenthebreathof lifewasbreath-
edintothem,andtheybecameliving
menand women.See Genesis2:7.
"And theLord Godformedmanof
thedustof the groundandbreathed
intohis nostrilsthe breathof life;
andman becamea living soul." In
otherwords,themanthatGodformed
outof thedustof thegroundbecamea
livingmanwhenthebreathof life was
breathedintohim. He didnotbecome
a life,or a soul,or aspirit—hedidnot
becomean immaterialsomethingthat
nobodycouldsee,ortalkto,orhandle,
or feel—he simply hadlife, andbe-
came,asa result,a livinghumanbe-
ing—a livingman.

Accordingto thisman,Elder Coch-
ram,Adamwasnothingmorethanan
invisible, immaterial,spirit—some-
thingthatno man, woman,or child
eversaw. Adam was,therefore,not
themanthatwesee; wasnotthemanwhowalks, and talks,andacts—hewasonly some intangiblesomething
thatno man could know anything

Certainlya queerfamilyof humanbeingsI
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We knowthis is not truebecause
spiritsor tlielife of tlieman,wasnot
formedoutof thedustof theground;
(iodbreathedthatintotheman. God
wasnot dust;—his breathwas not
dust—buthemadethemanoutof the
tlustand breathedinto himandthe
manHe hadmadebecamelivingman;
—in other words, beforeGod had
breathedintohimthe breathof life
theman wasa deadman—helacked
thatmuchof beinga completeman.
Hp iiadno life. After Godbreathed
intohimtlicbi'catliof lifehebecamea
livingman. Thenln'becamea com-
pletehumanbeing—not completein
thesenseof beinga spiritualman,but
a completenaturalman—a living"man.
He wasno longerdead, becausehe
nowhadlife,whenbeforeGodbreath-
edintohimhehadnolife.

Every completeman,whether a
childof Godor analien,unregenerate
sinner,has life, buttheLIFE is not
themanhimself. The life is not the
child. Themanhaslife, buttheman
andhis life aretwoentirelydifferent
tilings. Rememberthat.

Besides,whenGodmademan He
made somethingvisible,"male and
female createdHe them." We can
certainlysee that thelife is not the
maleandfemale,butthemaleandfe-
malehave life. Whenthelife leaves
thebodythenthe male andfemale
aredead.

Elder Cockramsaysthelife is the
man,or chiid.If thatis truethenno-
bodyeversawa child,becauseLIFE
is notthe MAN. But rememberthat
everycompletemanhaslife, andthat
everyincompletemanor everydead
man,hasnotlife. He is amanevenif
hehasno life, h'eis a deadmab. If
hehaslife heis a livingman—a com-
pleteman.

LetusquotefromElderJ. B. Daily.
See Daily-Hughes debate,page54:

bodilypersonthatwascreatedin the
imageof Godasmaleandfemale,and
notman'sspiritmerely."

ThengototheDaily-Hughesdebate,
page55: "It is thebodythatis of
theearth earthy, whichis theman
thatGodcreatedof thedustof the
eartli.

If thelife is thechildof Godthen
HOmanor womaneverwashedthe
feetof a childof God!

If thelife is thechildof God,then
nomaneversawa childbaptized!

Again,if thelife is thechildof God
nochildof Godeverdied!

If the life is thechildof God,and
thelife neversins,nochildof Godev-
er sinned—No childof Godeverdis-
obeyed.

Whatis a childof Godanyhow?
Webstersays,"A personasrelatedto
Godby creation,or asmorecommon-
ly used,byregenei'ation."

If thechildof God,the/n,is a per-
son,heis somethingthatcanbeseen.
If heisnotthenheis nota person.

Praytellus,anyhow,howthelife of
a thingcan bethethingitself! it is
absolutelyimpossible,andit is foolish-
nessto thinkof!

Don'tyou believeyoucanglorify
Gedin yourbody? Howcouldyoudo
thatif the body wasstill a childof
wrath? Howcouldyoudothatif the
life wasthe child—If the life only
wastheonethe commandswereto,
andthelife onlyhadto obeythem,be-
\eausethelife only(or thespirit)was
underthem?

Whoeverheardof analien,ungod-
ly sinner glorifying God? If the
body,then,is a childof wrathit takes
no part in thecommandsandcannot
obeythem. If the childof Godto
whatfamilydoesthebodybelong?

If it is a childof wratlihaven'twe
gota childof Goddwellinginsidea
«hildof wrath?

Rememberthatthelife,or thespirit,
or soul,whateveryouwantto call it,
doesnotdie. At thedeathof thebody
(if themanisachildof God)thespirit
or soul,goesimmediatelyto God. If
a manis nota childof Godthespirit

. or soul,goesimmediatelyto torment.
Hence,if thelife is thechild,nochild
of Godever died. Theresultwould
besomekind of eternalchild,which
he callsthe life, comesdownout of
God,takesup its abodein theAdam
sinnerdiesthateternalchild,or spir-
it goes backto Godwhere it came
from. Thereis absolutelynosalvation
for the Adam sinnerin this idea.
He is left outentirely. It deniesthe
salvationof the sinner, andmakes
Christ'sdeath, burial, resurrection,
andascensionto gloryabsolutelyuse-
lessandnonsensical.

onthemorningof theresurrectionhis
bodywill beraisedandchangedfrom
naturalto spiritual, frommortalto
immortal,andthesoulandbodyre-
unitedandtheentiresinnerof Adam's
racetakento heaven.

ThanktheLord for thetruth that
JesusChrist himselftaught,that he
savessinnersof theraceof Adam,be-
causethatis theonlydoctrinethat1
knowof that takesin poorme,and
tliatwill finallytakemehometo glo-
ry.

I thought it was a sin
to meto thinkof such a thingasmy
preaching. I felt snre I wasmistak-
enin the matter,for I wassoyoung
andmyeducationso limited,andthe
worstof all I was a miserablesinner.

I in thisway T Avasexercisedfor three
years. In a visionof thechurchGod
in his mercy establishedray little
hope,andat thesametime I wasfor-
cibly impressedlo join thechurch,
but felt so unworthy1 did notfeel
fit to be with the church, and I

thought if 1 neverjoinedthechurch
I wouldnever haveto preach.For

threeyears1 wasthusexercised.Then
myhealtlifailedme,andfriendsand
family at home, and the doctor
thought 1 had c())isumption.About
thistime 1 concludedto leavehome.
The impressionto preachand the
great burden .seemedalmostmore
than I c(uildbear. Thefact is T want-
ed to run awayfromtheimpression.
My fatherandmotherbeggedmenot
to leave..All theirkind andtender
persuasiondid no good. I wasdeter-
mined to go, thoughI liclicv(>the
Lord hadshownmetheconsequence
of leaving.Oh, I havebeensostub-
born and rebellious. How of-
ten have I trampledGod's ten-
dedmerciesundermy feet,andpass-
ed his warningsby unheeded.At
Mt. Airy, N. C, I foundemployment
with a respectablefirm,and there
worked nearlytwo monthsat good
wages,though I washardlyable to
workat all. But I was soon taken
downonthebedof affliction. I em-
ployedoneof thebestphysiciansin
thetown, but the firstvisithe said
mj casewas doubtful. I gradually
grewworse,yetall thewhilemymind
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was activeandmy appetitegood.
Onenight,afterI hadbeensickaboxit
threeweeks,I wastakenwitha pain
in myhead,andin earlymorningit
waseasy,butsoseA'erewasthepain
in that short timeit tookmy eye
sight,sothatI couldnottell oneone
personfrom another. On the fol-
lowingSundaywasstrickenwithpa-
ralysison my rightside,yetsostub-
bornwasI thatI didnotyieldto the
impression,thoughI Avasresignedto
death,butmy naturewassoonto be
subdued,andon ^Mondayat twelve
o'clockJ wastakenwithconvulsions.
Theagony1enduredthen1havenev-
erbeenableto tell. I sawthatJ was
suffering for my disobedience.The
judgmentof theLord wasuponme,
andI could onlysayit is just. My
friendsjrave meoutat thefirstcon-
vulsion,wliiclithey saidlastedtwo
hours. WhenI regainedconscious-
ness1wasspeecliless,thoughmymind
wasactive,and1knewaswellwhatI
wantedto sayasI donow. iMyright
sideAvashclpess,andmy tonguewas
dumb,so thatT could only make
known 1oflioscaroundmemebymo-
tioningwith myleft hand.But while
in thiscondition,whenall hadgiven
meup to die,eventhedoctorssaying
T was out of the reachof medical
skill,1 saw theroadof mylife laid
outto my view,saw that mytime
mustbedevotedto theworkof the
ministry,andall thedoctors in the
Avorldc(mldnot makemebelieve I
Avoulddie then. Ainidstthetortures
I thenenduredI wasmadeto vowI
wouldgoandjoin thechurch,andif
receivedI wouldtry to preach.My
wholed'sire Avasfor someof these
old despisedBaptiststo prayfor me.
from1'2o'clock Monday until two
o'clockTuesdaynight. It seemsto
methatdeathis not more dreadful
thanAvhatI sufferedthi? time,for a

cloudof coiulcmnationintervenedbe-
t\vee)inicandluy (iod,insomuchthat
1couldnotpray for myself 1 beg-
gedmyfatherto prayfor meafterI
regainedthe poAverof speech,and
on Tuesdayeveninghe kneltdown
besidemy bed and prayeda most
Avonderfulprayer. Thatnightat two
o'clockthere wasa changefor the
better,andin threeAveeksI wasable
to becarriedhomeon a Avagon.Dur-
ing myillness, thougli after I was
muchbetter.Elder .1.M. Wyatt vis-
itedme.andsince told methathe
neverexjteetedto seemeagainAvhen
lie left uie. for he thought1 Avas
in tlie last stagesof i-onsumption.
Rut (!odin his mereyliiisediiieuj),
andJ was eariiedhome.How won-
derfulit ai)])e;irsto m.'thatHod Al-
mightyshouldi)e mindfulof sucha
vilesinneras I am. SoonafterT got
honu*i beganto befearfulthat1Avas
deceived,but the judgmentsof the
Lordurgedineonto duty,sothat 1
wascarriedto theehurHiMill paral-
yzedandblind,andafter| u;is there
1 resisteilthe impressionto ofl'erun-
til theyhadsungthelastlinesof the
hymnlur dismissi.ui.thenI felt death
comeoverme.andI saAVthatI Aveuld
becarriedaAvaya coi'i)seif I did not
offer. Riplit here my little experi-
enceAvastakenawayfromme.I was
eomj)elledto jzoand nothingto go
Avith,butT Aventand toldbutvery
little reasonof a hope, andwasre-
ceivedfor baptism.It seemedto me
I couldnotwait till nextmorningto
be baptised,though someof my
friendssaidit wouldkill me. T had
no fearsof its hurtingme. So Sun-
daymorningJ wascarriedto thewa-
terandbaptised,andAvhilein thewa-
ter my paralyzedarmAvasrestored,
andI cameoutpraisingGod. From
Saturdayuntil MondayI had no
doubtsandthoughttheburdenof the
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ministrywasgone. The sweetpeace
of mind,thejoy of thesehours1can't
describe.J could shed tearsof joy.
But on Mondaythesamepowerset-
tledaroundmethatI hadfelt at first.
Thesame-voicesaid,youhavegotto
preach,andfromthenon I saw no
morepeace.ThevowI hadmadeat
Mt. Airy duringmyillnesscameinto
mymind,andsomethingkeptsaying,
gopaythy vowsuntotheLord. All
this renderedmemiserable.Thedays
andnights1 spentin heartrending
trouble1will notattemptto describe
here,asI ammakingthisarticlelong-
er than 1 expected.But for five
months1 persistedin grossrebellion
before1 wouldtry to preach.T felt
so ignorantand incompetentthat I
wassurefor meto maketheattempt
to {ireachwould only reproachthe
cause. 1oftentriedto asktheLord
torelievemeof theimpressionor take
mefrom time. The burdenbecame
so great,andsucha cloudof trouble
envelopedmy mindthat I thoughtI
couldn(»tendureit muchlongerand
keepmymind. Oneday,afterT had
mademanypromisesto go my over
burdenedfeelings gaveway,andT
beganto shed tears, then to cry
aloud,whenit seemedto methatrea-
sonhadleft me,andI lostcontrolof
myself. Oh,thehorrorof mindI en-
dured. Thenall theunfilledpromis-
es,all thebrokenresolutionsmshed
uponme. My miserableconditionby
reasonof my disobediencealmost
drovemefrantic. But thenwith all
theearnestnessof mysoulT promised
to go. I thoughtI wuold neverlet
another opportunitypass,but when
theopportunitywasofferedI wasjust
as stubbornas ever, refusedto go,
thoughtI had betterwait longer. T
wasafraidT wasmistaken.After %
refused this timeI hourlyexpected

some dreadful judgment fromthe
Lord. Therewasnosoundnessin me.
1hadlied to theCreator. After go
solemnlypromisingto go, hadnot
gone. With greatdreadI watched
thesunsetnightafternight, As the
gloomy shadowsof nightbeganto
gather,thefear of comingjudgment
wouldbespentin tossingto andfro
onthebed,or Avalkingthefloor.One
nightT retiredveryearly,butnot to
rest. A misterablefeelingof death
andjudgmentcameoverme. 1 could
not lie onthe bed,but soongotup
andsatby the fire,or walkedthe
floor. I wassure the familywould
findmea lifelesscorpsein themorn-
ing. Ttriedtopraywithall myheart,
hut my doomwasunalterablyfixed.
T thoughtT did not dread deathso
much,buta yawninghellwasjustbe-
neathme,andT felt assoonasdead
T was damned.Before this timeI
hadprayedto die,but nowT prayed
to live. T wentoutandkneltdown
thatnightin therain,andtried to
jiromisetheLord with all thepowers
of mypoor soul thatT wouldgo.
Aboutmidnight,whilesittingby the
fire.T felt thefloor, the chairI was
sittingin and myself sinkdown. T
felt like a criminalcondemned,and
thedayof executionfixed. T wentto
meetingwretched,felt thatif T did
notmaketheattemptT couldnotlive
longer.But ourpastorinvitedmein-
to thepulpit,andwhenhf d̂idall mv
strengthgaveway.and? newpower
tookpossessionof meandcarriedm"
throughthat day.thesweetnessof
whichT vrW\neverforsret.A-great
f^loud-^ftroublerolledawav.and T
fplt thatthe Lord wassmilinsrupop
mp. This is a part of my expertppce
andcall to the ministry. T cannot
tell it asT feelit, for sometimesit
seemssogreatto meandsowonder-
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iul indeedthattheLord wouldcon-
descendto bless sucha poor vile
wi-etchas I am, thatmy imperfect
languagefails to expi'essit. But
sometimesit all seemssosmallI am
almostashamedto tell it.

TrustingthattheGodof all grace
will continueto blessandunite the

1hope1may notbe tediousnortoo
lengthy,but I will try to beasclear
aspossiblesothat"He mayrun that
xeadethit."—Hab.2:2.

Theword"sprinkle,"fromtheHe-
brewword,nawzaw,meaningto spir-
it or besprinkle,expiation,occurs in
theOld Testamentseventeentimesas
follows: Exodus29:21,Leviticus4:-
6-17,5:9,14:7,16:27-51,,16:14,14,15,
19. Numbers8:7,19:4,18„10. Isaiah
52:15.

A careful readingof these texts
will showthattheyall referot i)uri-
(ication.I havea bookAvritten,I
think,by a Presbyterianwhogives
referenceto thesetextsto provethat
to sprinkleis to baptize,but it needs
jio educationto showthatthereis no
referenceto anythingwhichprefig-
jjresnor in any way pointsto bap-
tism.

Thentheword"Sprinkle"is trans-
latedfromtheHebrewwordzawrak,
I'ourteentimes,as follows: Ex. 9:8„
29:16-20;Lev. 1:5-11,3:2-8-13,7:2,
17:6; Num. 18:17; 2ndKings16:15•
Ex. 36:25, 43:18. Thefirst of these
teets,Ex. 9:8,wasto afflictEgypt
with finedust. All the othersrefer
thesanctificationor thesettingapart
of thepeopleof Godto theseveral

servicesuntowhich Godhadchosen
themand appointedfor them. Not
Not onetimeis theretheleastrefer-
enceto anythingthatprefiguresbap-
tism.

The word "Sprinkled,"is trans-
latedfrom the sametwo Hebrew
wordsand has thesamemeanings.
Thedifferenceis onlyin tense.

This wordalso occursthreetimes
in the New Testamentas follows:
Heb.9:19-21.10:22,andis fromthe
Greekword hrantizo,meaning,"To
.sprinkle,to render besprinkled."
Keferenceto thesetextswill convince
anyunbiasedreaderthatthereis not
■^nyreferencehere to baptismin
anyform.

Sprinklethoccursin theOld Testa-
mentonce fromthe wordzawrak,
Ix'v.1:14,andonce from theword
newzaw,in Num.19:21ândin each
])lacei-efersto thesamethingsasbe-
forecitedunderthesesamewords.

Sprinklingoccursfour timesin the
NewTestament.First, Heb.9:13,re-
teringto thesprinklingof theblood
of bullsandof goat.s,theashesof an
heifer. Thereforereferingto ])uriti-
cationundertlielaw.

2nd,Heb. 11:28,referringto the
keepingof thepassoverprior to the
timethatGodcausedtheChildrenof
-Israelto pass through theRedSea.
Jt shouldbe rememberedthat this
passoverwas keptin the landof
Egypton thesamenightof theirde-
livereneefrom Egypt (Oh whata
fieldhere)and beforetheycameup
to theRedSea. Thereforethefigure
pointsto the bloodof JesusChrist
pnd not to baptism.. The passing
throughtheseastandsas a figureof
■baptismwhenthewholehostof Isra-
el wasoverwhelmedin thecloudand
in thesea;all baptizeduntoMosesin
thecloudandin thesea. Remember
thatthispassover,thiskilling of the

beast,this breakingof thebody,and
this spillingof the blood, andthis
sprinklingall tookplacebefore the
Baptismin the cloudandin thesea.
Therefore the manifestationin our

lis mustbe madebefore;wecanbe
baptized.To gothroughtheformbe-
forethatmanifestationwouldnot be

HiKlT thelaw of :\loses,
or which cameby Moses.Thiswor-
shipwas accordingto the pattern
showedto Moses in theMount. It
had its priesthood,but theycontinu-
ednotbyreasonoPdeath.Nor could
thesheddingof bloodof beastsmake
the comers thereuntoparfecf. Rut
the bringingin of a bettorhope,a
newcovenant,doesmakeall things
new. For thisis thecovenantthat T
will mlakewiththehouseof Israelaf-

ELDER ASA D. ^HORTT
Sonof JosephN. andMaryThomas

Shortt.wasbornin Floydcounty,Vir-
ginia,April 17th,1842,anddeparted
this life in thehousewhereinhe was
born,May31st,1917,at the.ripeage
of 75years. Theenvironmentswhich
directly affectedthe life andcareer
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of ElderShorttweresuch,asarecom.-
monto mostmountainrural districts,
makinghimin his boyhoodandman-
hoodassinewyand ruggedaswere
thehill topsand mountainsround
aboutiiim. Domesticcircumtsances
of life readily adaptedhimto meet
thedivineinjunctionto eathis bread
in thesweatof hisfaceall thedaysof
life, in which he built up andmain-
jtainedbountiful provisionsfor him-
*>elfandfamily, and the entertain-
^uentof his brethrenandfriends, in
whichhehadgreatpleasure.

His opportunitiesfor a schooledu-
cationweremeager,but beingfavor-
ed with a good degreeof "Mother
wit" hewasa good observeranda
clearthinkerand wasregardedas a
man of a fair degreeof common
sense.

At aboutthe timeof his majority
heenteredthearmyin theCivil War
andprovedto bea braveandfaithful
soldier.He was madea prisonerat
thebattleof MissionaryRidge,Nov-
ember,1863,andwasheldin prison
at Rock Island,111,until March13th,
1865.

January9, 1B66,he wasunited in
mlarriagewithMissSarahC. Graham,
to whichuniontherewereborn ten
children,sixof whomsurvivehimwith*^
theirmother.

He receiveda hopein ChristJanu-
ary 8, 1868,andjoinedthechurchat
PineCreekand wasbaptizedby El-
der ThomasL. RobertsonSaturday
beforethe1stSundayin April, 1868,
and at the next meeting,in May,
madehisfir^t effortto speakin pub-
lic. With permissionto speakon the
boundsof thechurchhe continuedto
exerciseuntil February4, 1874,when
hewasgivenlibertyto makeappoint-
mentsandto takeup andspeakfrom
a specifictextor portionof scripture,
andin September,1873,he wasor-

dainedto exercisein thefull func-
Ciionsof the gospelministry,by El-
dersDanielConner,G. L. Tuggleand
W. H. Dodd.

In theconstitutionof thechurchat
lUountyLine, near his home,he be-
camea memberthereandso remain-
ed. He Avas«ooncalledto thepastor-
ateof churchesatLongBranch,Coun-
ty Line, Paynes Creek,andjointly
withElderH. V. Coleat Salem.As a
pastorhe was vigilant andfaithful
andthechurcheshe servedmaintain-
eda sounda)idorderlycondition.

ElderSliorttwasregardedassound
andclearin the principlesof gospel
discipline,Ijdthas to tlie membership
composing'tliesisterchurcliesof these
composingthe Association.He was
invariably electedto serve in the
counselsof the brethren,andalso
serveda termasModeratorof theAs-
sociation.

ElderShortt wasa manof excel-
lent characterasa citizenandasa
ministerof thegospel.His life wasa
constantreflectionof exemplarytraits
of faithruliicss, zeal andholybold-
ness. 11c wasa manof markedin-
tegrity,(tf sound speech,of pure,
plain,simjjlegospelfashion.He was
not self standardizedin doctrine,but
wasreadyto grantthatsomeprinci-
]ilesof doctrineas heldby someof
the brethren,whomhe esteemedas
gosplpreachers,mightnot be promi-
nently embracedin his peculiarline
of thought.

While tliereare opposingprinci-
plesof doctrine,advocatedsomewhat
by somebrethrenin thissection,the
onebeingextremeto theother,neith-
er of which were held by Elder
Shortt,he wasso sufficientlyextend-
edin his belief andadvocacyof the
generalprinciplesof thedoctrineas
to constitutehisministry,in myjudg-
ment,a conservativeexpositionof the
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doctrineas believedand advocated
by thePrimitiveBaptiststhroughout
thismountainregionandits corres-
pondence.

Sometimeafterhis stateof health
wellsuggestedtheproprietyof sodo-
inghegaveupthecareof thechurch-
eslie wasservingandcalmlyandpa-
tiently submittedto whatevertime
Jie mustabide,evenall his appointed
limedidhewaittill hischangecame.

DerarBrotherin theLord:—I have
for manyyearsbeenthinkingdf writ-

inga fewlinesfor publicationin your
valuablepaper, tlie Landmark,but
feelingmy unworthinessI havede-
terredit untilnow.But notwithstand-
ing, unworthyasI am,I feelwilling
for tlie dear bretliren and sisters,
WhomI haveneverseenm thefleshto
knowsomeof thetravailsof mypoor
soulfrom nature'snightto themar-
velouslightof God'sdearSon.

T wasbornin 1816andwasraised
bypiouspar(>nts.Theybelongedto a
religiousorder calledFriends. They
usedto takeme Aviththemto their
meetings,but I kneAVnothingabout
religionandwasnotconcernedabout
)nypoorsoul,butlivedin openrebell-
ionagainstGoduntil theS'Srdyearof
my life,at whichtimeI attendedthe
KeliukeeBaptist asociation.T cared
nothingfor thepreachinguntil Mon-
day. While withsomeor myassoci-
atesoutsideof wherethe congrega-
tionwereseated,engagedin talking
andlaughing;before-Lhecloseof the
last sermonwhichwasdeliveredby
ElderJohn Stadler,T becamevery
muchalarmed,somuchsothatI drop-
permyhead. My comraaesseemedto
take no notice of me, of whichI
wasvery glad. As soon asI could
gainstrengthand courageI turned
mybackontheyoungmetiandwalk-
edaroundonthe other sHieof the
congregationandtooka seatn8» the
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standandlistenedto thelatterpartof
thesermon,whichwasveryalarming
to me. TheAssociationbrokeup and
I Aventhomein much troubleabout
mypoorsoul. I thoughtI soonAvould
die,Tcouldnottellwhatwasthemat-
terwifln me. In all mylife I never
hadsuchfeelingsbefore,whichcaus-
edmeto pleadfor help. T hadread
of a God,ofheavenandahell. All of
thisseemedto comeupbeforemeand
whichwayto turnTknewnotto gain
comfortor ease.It seemedthat my
poor heart would burst. I didnot
want anyoneto knowhowbadoffT
was. Thetrouble,aftera whilewore
oflF.Tbeganto thinkthataftera lit-
tle I wouldbeall right. I thoughtit
wasnotworthwhileto giveup every-
thingandthinkof nothingbut death
andjudgmentandseenomorepleas-
urein thisworld. T wasunwillingto
die in sucha condition.Thereseem-
edto be noreal pleasurefor mein
thissinfulworld. Sometimesthedis-
tresswouldwearoff a little andthen
it wouldreturnandseemto beworse
thanbefore.T thoughtif T woudget
marriedall this troubleAvouldleave
me.andI wouldlive freefromtrou-
ble, i

In 1841T wasmarriedto NancyM.
Jordan. We livedagreablytogether;
hntthisdidnotrelievemeof thetrou-
bleof my poor soul. I wasafraid
thatmywifewouldfindoutthatlwas
in trouble.T felt thatT oughtto pray
and for a long timeI put it off,
though the very breathingsof my
poorsoul was.Lord havemercyon
me. My troublesincreasedso that I
cameto the conclusionT wasgoing
crazy,and tbatmymindwouldsoon
begoneandT wouldbeanobject of
pity anddistressto my dearcompan-
ion.

Tusedtobea greathandfor sport-
ingwitli mygunanddogsandspent

manya Sabbathdayin thatway. By
tilis time, beingin somuchtroubleI
liadnotinnclilovefor sportingonthe
Sal)l)atli.My wifebeganto findout
thatsomethingwasthe matterwith
moandwouldaskmeto tellherwhat
it was,if it wasanythingshehaddone
to hurtmy feelings.T wouldtell her
no,and that therewas nothingthe
matter. T s]>entmuchtimein going
fromplace1oplacein searchof a spot
tokneeldoAvnandpraytotheLordto
relievemefrom thisburdenof guilt
andcondemnation.At lengthoneday
T left the housenotknoAvingthat T
wouldever return again,andwent
wherenoonecouldseemeby theside
of a certain waterand therefor the
firsttimeji'otdownonmyfaceto ask
theLordto havemercyonmea poor
miserablesinner.WhenI Avasonmy
faceT felt thatTAvasnotlowenough,

igroansandcriesmA'easeseemedto
petAvorse.Continuallyit seemedthat
thedayof gracehadpassedandthere
Avasnochancefor me. Nearlyten
yearshadrolledby sinceI first Avas
alarmedon accountof mysins and
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transgressions.
In themonthof May1840,mycase,

apparently,-wasan outsideone;for
it seemedthatif Goddealtjustlywith
meI wasforevergone.I hadnohope
of fearbeingoneof his favoredones.
Onenight whilelyingonmybed,it
seemedthatsomethingsaidto getup
andopenthedoorandlookout. Af-
tersometimeI gotupandopenedit.
As I openedit there was a light
B])rungup so brightthatit seemed
thatI couldhaveseena pinoutat the
door.

I kept
all of this to layself andthoughtI
wouldm\cr rcAcal a Avordof it any-
one.

couldcry,O wretcdiedmanthat I am,
shall 1 . vet-he deliveredputof this
grea( troulde.' It seemedthatthe
Srriplureswereon my mindcontinu-
ally 1 Huiimiit1 could neverunder-
takeso sari-i-da taskaspreaching.
Othfi' serious circumstancestook
placewithme.Whenasleepmymind
woidd be wanderingfrom home;
corneliiiii s I Avouldbe from home
meeting;with a large assemblageof
people,and on one occasionwas
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preacliingto them.
OncewhenasleepI sawa largecon-

gregationof peopleof bothsexes;I
walkedaroundthemon cneEastside
untilI reachedtheSouthside,I turn-
