1 2:12. Thedoctrinewhich R. M.
tbingdeducesfromthis scripture
this: Salvation is man's, if he
'ks for it. His argumentis based
n this premise,hencebis ccnclu-
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ionsareawayfromthesystemor sal-
vation by grace. Clearly, if man
mustworktor salvation,it is not of
grace,and if by grace,thenit is no
moreof works;otherwisegraceis no
moregrace. But if it be of works,
thenit is no more grace;otherwise
workis no morework, Rom. 11:6.
Salvationis eitherof grace or of
works. It cannotbeof bothsystems.
It is not part of worksandpart of
grace. Sucha theoryis wholly at
war with the)Bible doctrine,to-wit,
For by graceye aresaved through
faith,andthatnotof yourselves;it is
t!>egift of God,notof works,lestany
manshouldboast. Eph.2:. If man
hasa partin his salvationupon the
groundof his work or earning,then
evidentlyhe merits,he purchaseshis
(salvation.Sucha thornyfrustrates!
thegraceof God.makesChristdiein
vain,jamdrendershis finishedwork
a nonenity.Emphatically,the least
shredof works,eitherlegalor evan-
gelical,cannot,as a basis,ground,or
reasonof man'ssalivation,be couskr
eredin theays,temof salvation by
gracethroughfaith at all. Sucha
doctrinerobsGod of his glory, ami
exaltscorrupthumanity. Th'-sfalse
ideahasbeenthebaneof thekingdom
of truthfor ages;andis stiUthemost
subtleanddeadlyenemywit.i which
it hasto do. Notwithstandingthis
fact,thefalse,Judaistictheoryof self
righteousnessis so deeplyimbedded
in thecorrupthumanheartthai it is
perpetuallylifting up its serpent-like
headagainstthedoctrineof God.

Thereis an inveterateprejudicein
thecorruptfleshlyheartof managainst
this doctrine,and the world, the
fleshandthedeviltakea-tvantageof
thisprejudiceto overthrowthethrone
of truthsetup in theheartsof God's
littleones. Let thedoctrineof salva-
tionby gracebebroughtout in bold
relief. Don'tbeafraidto swingout
on it. This doctrineis ableto hold
up the churchesof God.

themiddle,andtheendof salvationis

becauseof thesovereign,everlasting
and suregrace of Almighty God.
Their glorioussalvationincludesthe
electingloveof God theFather;the
redeemingloveof ChristtheSavior;
theregeneratingandsanctifyinglove
of GodtheHoly Spirit. Their salva-
tion is all o-f a piece. There is no
break in it. It startedin eternity;
bridgesall time;andreturns to the
throneof God.Minervalike it dropped
fromthehandof God complete.If
youwouldfindan q>itomeof thisex-
cellentsalvationreadRoman8:29-30.
For whomhe did foreknow,he also
did predestinateto be conformedto
theimageo c hisSonthathemightbe
thefirstbornamongmanybrethren;

And theelectarenotasR. M. Farth-
ing in his article asserts.All who
claimto beChristians.God,accord-
ing to his eternalpurposeof grace,
elected,predestinated,choseto com"
pietesalvation,rebellioussinful and
corruptmen,outof thefallenraceof
Adam,and"notall whoclaimto be
Christian." If none onlythosewho
claimto beChristians,areincludedin
theelectionof gracewe might as
wellstepbuildingchurchhouses,step
usingmeansto instructin gospellight
andall suchwork.

M. Farthing
in his treatisestates,"That theelect
cannohavetheassuranceof theirelec-
tion." If theycannothavethe as-
suranceof theirelection,thentheAp-
ostle/Peteriwaswror'gin exhorting
immatureChristiansmaketheircalling
andelectionsure,2 Petter1.10.They
shouldseekthis,for theassuranceof
faithis theassuranceof election.They
dohave it

,

for theSpiritbearethwit-
ness,proof,evidence,with our spirit
thatweare the childrenof God.
Rom.8:16. Now goodworksarein
fullestaccordwiththedoctrineof sal-
vation b

y grace. The salvationsub-
sistingbetweensalvationandworks is

thatof causeandeffect,Graceor life,
whichimpartssalvation,is thecause;
thegoodworksor theeffectsarefruit.
The goodtreeof gracewill produce
goodfruit. The tree is not made
goodbecauseit bearsgoodfruit, be-
causetheroot,trunkor branchesare
good. Every treethat the heavenly
Fatherplantethbearsthisfruitasread-
ily as waiterflowethadownthe hill.

forthgoodworks,not in orderto be
savedbutbecausehe is saved.As it

is a scientificimpossibilityforacorrupt
treeto bringforthgoodfruit,so it is

a spiritualimpossibilityfor an unre-
generate one to producegood
works. Had hetheinclination,I will
grantfor argumentssake,his work,
whiiein a naturalunregeneratestate,
wouldnotbeacceptedof Godfor the
sacrificesof thewickedarean abomi-
nationin His sight. Theythatarein
thefleshcannotpleaseGod.Theworks
01all suchcharactersarebadworks.
Utterlyimpossibleit is for deadmen
to waik,talk,seeor hear. The unre-
generatesoul is deadin trespassesand
sin andmustbe quickened,or made
spirituallyalivebeforehe canwork.

1 his quickeningthe AlmightyGod
deesbecauseof His sovereigngrace.
With thismightyoperation,thedead
naturalmanhasnothingnorcanhave
anythingto do. The spirituallydead
soul is utterlypassivein and before
this greattchange.Aftet this divirfe
quickeningmanhaspowerto actspir-
ituallyandnotuntilthen. He is crea-
tedin ChristJesus,notbecauseof good
works,nor for goodworks;butunto
or in orderto>goodworks. Thegood
worksaretheresults,evidence,fruits
of this spiritualcreation.The one
createdanewin ChristJesushassal-
vationvirtually,essentially,eternally.
Suchsoulshavesalvationintheembryo
and a virtualconsummation)thereof,
madecertain,sureto all theelectin
the greatcovenantof grace. In no
sensedocsthesalvation o

f a singlesoul
dependuponhis works. The incon-
trovertaibledoctrine of salvationby
gracesweepsaway everyvestigeof
works,eitherlegalor evangelical,to
thefourwinds. Not theleastshadow!
of a remnantof worksas a reason,
groundor causeof salvationentersin-
to thecovenantof grace.Works are
absolutelyruledoutin thatsense.We
walk-in newnessof thespirit. We do
goodwork becausewe are alive
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andbecauseweloveGod,notbecause
we therebymeritor buysalvation.We
aieexhortedto goodworkssimplybe-
causetheyarethelawof ourgrowth
in grace,andbecausetheyglorifyour
God. Theyareurged'upon these
grcundsonly.Thepositionhereintak-
enin theattitudeof theApostlePaul,
thegrea4- expounderof thegospelof
grace. The relationof salvationand
wi,rksis clearlyandstronglysetforth
in all hisepistles,andheauthoritative-
ly comnuandsto maintainandcontend
for thisrelation.He nowhereexhorts
saintsjtogoodworksonly uponthe
groundof thesalvationtheyalready
possess.Notethefollowingscripture
in proofof this point: i Thes.2:2;
2 Thes.2:13-15;Rom.6:2; 2 Cor.5:
ur:u Phil. 1:21; Phil. 2:12-13.
Phil.. 2:12-13,wehavethemostpre-
ciseappealto'saintsto dogoodworks.
This text,"Whereforemybeloved,as
ye havea'waysobeyednotas in mjy)
presence,butmuchmorein myabsence
work out your own salvation with
fcaiandtrembling;for it isGodwhich
workethin youbothto will andto do
of his good"pleasure,"is addressed
whollytO'saintsin ChristJesus.This
scripturein nosenseappliesto theun-
regenerate.I haveheardit so applied
however.The apostlesin theirepis-
tlesareexhorting"thosewhohavean
evidenttokenof salvation,andthatof
God. Phil. 1;28. Pie alsotellsthem
thatheis confidentthathewhichbe-
gana goodworkin themwill perform
it until thedayof JesusChrist,Phil.
1:6. He moreover,in thetextabove
relerred to urgesthemto work out
their own salvation.It is veryevi-
dent,then,bothfromthesescriptures
andtheforegoingargumentthatthese
Phillipianshadsalvation.Now he is
exhortingthesesaintsto work <y'ta
salvationwhichtheyalready have.
Surelyhecannotbeexhorting'hemto
workfor salvation,for that̂ eyclear-
ly possess,butsimplywon-out,man-
ifest,demonstrate,provejjihatwhich

Godhas,andis workingin them.
It is only anotherway of telling

saintstogrowin thegraceandknow-
ledgeof Cod,or run theracesetbe-
fore/them. Thisthe|ycannowdo,for
Godhasmadethemalivein quicken'
ning themand will contiueto work
withinthemtowill andto dofortheir
completesanctificationand glorifica-
tion.

word,"salvation"andtheverb,"work
out"arenotat all usedin accordance
with the doctrineof grace. , \
Farthing'sexegisis and application
of thesetermsare decidedby work,
for hisusethereofmakessalvationde-
pendupontheworkof man. Salva-
t'onis appliedto us,aswehavemani-
festlyshown,inj regeneration{before
vecanworkatall Thewholeof sal-
vationis madeoverto theelectin the
eternalwill of God,andbecomesactu-
allyandessentiallytheirswhenapplied
to themthroughfaithin virtueof ;the
obedienceandrighteousnessof Christ
Jesus. Now,if thisis thegospelway
of salvationthe expression"work
out"deesnotreferto theobtaining■
salvation,butto theattaining'of com-
plete spiritualdevelopment.Elder
Farthingsays: "It will notdoto say
thatthesalvationherereferredto is
somethingyoualreadyhave." Why
rot? You mustadmit,that the sal-
vationherereferredto' is something
you alreadyhave or do violenceto
scriptureandreason. It is truethat
the fieldof salvationalreadyexists,
buta deadsoulcannotwork in, nor
out thatfield; andwhenonceput in
thisfield by theHoly Ghost,heis in
it forever,worksor no works. TV
expression,"Fear andTrembling,"is
not rightlyinterpretedandused by
Elder Farthingeither. The apostle
doesnotendeavorto excitewithinus
fearanddreadof losingoursalvation/
but ratherinculcatesreverence,sub-
missionandobedience,bythisexpress"
ion: hedoesnoturgeusto useevery
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effortfor salvation,lestweloseit. He
urgesus to reverently,submissively
work out, makemanifest,proveour
ownsalvation.True it is thatpower
is all aroundus,butit alsois equally
truethata deadmancannotusethis
power. Thingssuitedto a natural
manin thenaturalspheredo*notapp
to deadunregeneratesouls.The nat-
ural realmandthe spiritual world
aretwo distinctworlds. As it is nec-
ess-irvfor thenaturalmanto beborn
into thenaturalworldbeforehe can
usethemeansof naturallife; so it is
justasessentialfor thedeadsoultobe
bornintothekingdomof Godbefore
he canreceivethe foodof spiritual
substance.Thoughthewateris upo;>
themountains,a deadman cannot
turn the faucet,adjustthe pipesor
drinkthesparklingliquid.Thoughthe
balmyair is all arounddeadmencan-
not throwopenthe windows; nor
couldtheybreathethe invigorating

draughts,if thewindowswereall op-
en. ElderFarthing'sreferenceto the
rich youngmanandZaccheusis not

iii accordancewith salvationwithout
meriteither.Therichyoungmangiv-
ing his richesto thepoorwasnot a

conditionof his obtaining salvaton,
butratheraitestof theconditionwith-
in him. Theconditionsof thisyoung
man'ssalvation,andeveryothersouls
for thatmatter, is repentancetoward
Godandfaithin theLord Jesus. The
conditionsare internalnot external.
The externalworksareonlytheevi-
denceof theconditionwithinone.Tb~
condition,convicton,repentance,faith
andwhatnot are in wroughtby V

Holy Ghost. In theprocessof salva-
tion, thecauses,conditions,are the
mightyoperationsof theHoly Spirit
solelyfor anduponthebasisof the
covenantof grace. He surely is not,
at theleast,verydeeplyrootedin the
doctrineof grace. But Elder Farth-
ing is nottheonlyoneat seaonthese
tlimgs. The wholemodernreligions
areimpregnatedwiththisdeadlymias-

ma. With Mr. DruanmondI would
say"thata thousandmodernpulpits
everyseventhdayare preachingthe
doctrineof spontaneousgeneration.

Thefinestandbestof recentpoetry is

coloredwith this sameerror. Spon-
taneousgenerationis theleadingthe-
ologyof themodernreligiousor ir-
religiousworld,andmuchof themost
seriousandcultivatedwritingsof to-
daydevotesitself to earnestpreach-
ing of this impossiblegospel.

arevile. Our mouth is then shut.
Let God be truebut everyman a
liai.

Still there is nothing-that can
be hid from God, The darknessand
'thelightarebothaliketo Him. How
couldprophetsforetelleventsif God
did notmove themto speakthem
before hand,frndhow could God
movethemto foretelltheseeventsif
God has not knowledge.There is
,neverany guessing or conjecture,
or thinkingso and so1about these
thingsforetold,nor is thereever any
failurein their comingto pass as
foretold.

If God foreseesthatthese things
will cometo passis it not certain
that theywill cometo pass? Shall
net thingsbeas God foreseesor de-
claresbeforehandthat they shall
be? Then is it notwiseto*fearthis
holy,everlastingGod in whosehand
is our breath,who hasmadeus and
not we ourselves.God will bring
everythinginto judgmentwhetherit
begoodor evil. Hence the whole
dutyof manis to fearGod,andkeep
His commandments.

Accordingto scripturethereis a
specialmeaningin the useof God's
foreknowledge.The wickedHe does
not foreknowas he doesthe right-
eous. He said Moses you only
haveI knownof all the nationsof
theearth.Jesussaysto some,"depart
from meye workers of iniquity, I
know.you not.. Now in whatsense
'is thistrue?To knowis toapproveof
to own. Jesussays "I know mv
sheep.",Iin thatsensehe does not
know,goats. The Lord knows the
righteous.In thatsensehe doesnot
knowthewicked. The foundationof
God standssurehavingtheseal,the
Lord knowsthemthatare his. yet
the wickedare not hid from God,
whiletherightousarehid in Him.

So the word foreknowledgehasa

specialmeaningin theBiblein har-
monywith its useof knowledgecon-
cerningGod andHis people. "For
whomhe did foreknowbe also did
predestinateto beconformedto the
imageof His Son,thatbe mightbe
thefirstbornamongmanybrethren."
All thatGod foreknew,and no oth-
ers,he did predestinateto be con-
foimed to the imageof his Son.
"Moreover whomhe did predesti-
nate,themhealsocalled;andwhom
he calledthemhe also'justified;and
whomhe ustifiedthemhe alsoglori-
fied/' Rom. 8:28-29. Then predes-
tinationas hereexplainedis limited
onlyto God'speople. Other scrip-
tures show thatall events;goodin
themselvesor meant for evil by
wickedmeu(,are limited,restrained,
controlledandappointedby theLord
who makesthe wrathor wickedness
of manto praiseHim, and restrains
theremainderof thatwrathor wick-
edness,(thoughhe does not make
man's wrath,so that we1 (know
(thosewho love his /predestination
know) thatall thingswork together
for goodto themwho loveGod, to
themwhoarethecalledaccordingto
his purpose.Nor is thereanybetter
evidencethatwe are calledof God
thanthatwe loveHim. For he that
loveth is bom of God, for God is
love. Nor is thereany sin or death
in theloveof God, nor ignorance,
norblindness,norenmity.

Man is freein doingwhatis in his
heart, and is controlledby that
whichseemsto himto-beright. If
it is in his heartto do right this he
will do; andif it is in hisheartto do
wrongthishewill do.Makethetree
goodandthefruitwill begood. But
an evil treecannotbring forth good
fruit. P. D. G.

LIFE INSURANCE.
I havebeenrequestedto>givemy

opinionof life insuranceandof the
proprietyof Primitive Baptistsand
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their friendsinvesting in policies
therein. 'Thereis a timeto every
purposeunderthe heaven,and to
everypurposethereis timeandjudg-
ment,thereforethemiseryof manis
greatuponhim." It wouldbe well
tor us to considerthetimes,whether
this is notthetimeto life insurance
andto thejudgmentof it

,

and if so,
whetheror not we mightnot also
suspectit to betruefor themiseryof
manthereforeto begreatuponhim,
and whetherwe are theman.

Thedrift of thoughtseemsto be
that it is a businesspropositionand
ought to [b

e

so considered,and
thereforeoughtnot to be allowedto
affectfellowshipamongthebrethren.

It seemsto methattheprobableef-
fectof a considerationshouldlarge-

ly indicateanddetermineits charac-
ter and[propriety.The determinat-
ionof a questionwhenprimarilycon-
sideredmightappearto be well and
properly defined,the effectof a

righteousor just cause,butthatsame
effect,though righteousin itself,
mightgo furtherandeffectedby oth-
er considerations'leadto reisultsnot
primarily contemplatedand become
in itselftherealandlogicaleffectof
thefirst cause. Sometimesthat
whichseemsto bediffersmaterially
from that which(really is

,

therefore
realitiesarepreferableto appearances.

A considerationwhichdoesnot ap-
prehendandrespecttheultimatecon-
clusionto which it leads is not well
made. In purelybusinessaffairsev-
ery one is supposedto>attendto his
ownbusinessandto letotherpeople's
businessalone,but unlessyour busi-
nessin someway comesin contact
withotherpeople'sbusinessbeyonda

mereindividualselfishliving it is of
no profit. You mustdividetheter-

i i t < tv andsharethebenefits.A man
oughtto anddoeshavetheright to
do as lie pleases,butnot to suchan
extent as to incurtherighteousdis-
pleasure!of his neighbor. Sordid

must be thecharacterof the man
whosepleasureconsistonly in pleas-
ing himself, but how exaltedthe
characterof himwhoseeksthepleas-
ure of othersespeciallywhen it nec-
essarily/limitswhatmightotherwise
be his privilegeand right. To live
for his brethren is theprivilegeof a

brother,but to die for them: is gain.
Jesusdied for them. How should

onedeporthimselftowardhim for
whomChrist died? Christdied to
everythingbut his brethren—that is

theirgoodand theirsonly constitut-
ed thepurposeof his death,and in
suchregardwe shouldlive for them.
The Christ-likelife is purelyan un-
selfishlife. If weconsidertheques-
tion on our partpurelyfroma bus-
inessstandpoint,andthebrethrenor
someof them—oneof them—consid-
er- it fromthestandpointof fellow-
ship,andactionuponour considera-
tionwhetherby us or themcouldbut
serveas a causefor serious conse-
quences.Grantingthat it is a mere
secularmattertheconclusionis readi

lv formedthatthe fellowshipof the
brethrenhasnothingto do withtheir
fellowship. But if nothwithstanding
our grantedassumption,we findthat
thefellowshipof thebrethren is nev-
erthelessinvolved,weshallhave to
determine,whichshallprevail busi-
nesswhich is of the worldandper-
ishethor fellowshipwhich is of the
kingdomof heavenandendurethfor-
evei.

I haveno doubtbut thatthepeo-
pleat largeregardour objectionsto
life insuranceasa matterof supersti-
tion andignorance,andshallsome
of usseem,to agreewiththemin this
opinion? Let us grant for a mom-
ent thattheiropinionof us, at least
in thisrespectis true whatarewe
goingto do aboutit? Shallwepre-
sumethatthereforewe arenotwhat
weprofessto be, that wehavenot
beentaughtof God? Is it truethat
when a man is bornagain,bornfrom.
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above,bornof Godthathe is thence
forth an educatedmanas pertaining-
to thingsof earth? is it true that
men who favor life insuranceare
thereforebornof God? Are any of
themthusborn? Do we knowthat
evenoneof themis verilytaughtof
God? Thereis nothingin natureby
whichGod'speoplemay be identi-
fied,nor is thereanythingin nature
inconsistentwith good morals by
whichwemaydeterminewhoarenot
his people. ThereforeI conclude
thatonemaybe ignorantand even
superstitiousandyetmayhave been
taughtof God. We should regard
our brethrenas havingbeenbornof
God and taughtof him as he would
that theyshouldbe taught,and as
having be/encleansedof him and
madecleanas he wouldhave them
beclean,andwe shouldnotcall that
commonwhichhe has cleansed,nor
shouldwe call him ignorant whom
God has taught,nor superstitiousin
whomis the faith whichGod by
Jesus Christ has himself authoriz-
ed andfinished.We do not deny
thatsomeof us areignorantandun-
learnedas weresomeof our fathers
in thegospel,evensemeof theApos-
tlesof JesusChrist,but there were
thosethenwho thoughtheyperceiv-
edthatPeterandJohn wereunlearn-
edandignorantmen,yettookknow-
ledgeof themthat tiheyhad been
with Jesus,and this is Kxue witjb
respectto God'speopletoday,which
abidingtruthshouldnotbeoverlook-
ed nor underestimated.

The PrimitiveBaptistsare a pe-
culiar peoplein doctrine, discipline
andorder,as well with respect to
their covenantrelationsas,'members!
of thechurchvisibleas in their re-
lationsby virtueof the everlasting
covenantordered!in )all things and
sure,andhithertotheir aversionas
a people,to investingin life insuran-
ce hasnot beenthe leastamongthe
peculiarfeatureswhichhaveall over

this country distinctively marked
themas diheringfrom all otherde-
nominationsor people,notasa thing
assumedfi r the purposeof being
differentbut becauseof an underly-
ing innateprinciple constituting a
difference.

I havealwaysadmiredthosethings
which are generally heldby the
Primitive BaptHstsfor which 'nor

against whichthere'are no direct
scripturalrulesnor injunctions.They
are unwrittenprinciplesas of an in-
herentlaw.

In thispartof the countryit is
commonfor a life insuranceagent
whenhe fails to induceoneto takea
policy to remarkas a final retort:
"You mustbe a hardshell,"and he
is mostgenerallycorrect.Now;I like
that whichestablishesin fthe mind
of theworldtheidentityof thepeo-
ple of God,let thenameby which
theyaredesignatedbewhatit may.
And whetherthepeculiaritybe wor-
thy of blameor praisethedifference
is therebyconfessed.I do notregard
theseoutwardfthingsas constituting
anyworthin themselves,butas mere
incidentalmarksof differencewhich
somehowserveas earmarksindicat-
ing as by associationthe inwardex-
istenceof heartmarkswhicharees-
sentialnn'dabidirijj indicating the
true believersin Him by whose
stripestheyare healed.

I look at this matteras Paul re-
gardedthe eating of meat which
hadbeenofferedto idols. He knew
thatan idol wasnothing,and that
meat was, in no way effected
thereby,and thathe could eat it
withoutamyeffectof conscience,but
therewerethoseof thebrethrenwho
couldnot but feel that therewasa
differencein this fromother meats
and Paul had respectfor their feel-
ings in the matter,and deniedhim-
self theexerciseof a privilegewhich
wasto hima merematterof business
or in partthelegitimateconclusionof
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business."Havingfoodandraiment
be!therewithcontent." Paul saw
thatif thebrethrenr.teof thismeat,
affectedastheythoughtit to be,they
would do so becausehe did, and
wouldtherebydefileandoffendtheir
own consciences,thereforeinsteadof
tryingto assurethemthatit wason-
ly a matterof business,or thatit was
superstitionandignorancein them
he wouldnoteat,nor did he declare
non-fellowshipnor allow them to
cnrsiderthe question/but forthwith
resolvedthatif meatmadehisbroth-
er to offendhewouldeatno>more
fleshas longas theworldstands.

I have)neverfavoredflife insur-
anceandneverexpectto, andfor the
peace of theZion of our God, I
wouldto God thatevery Primitive
Baptistin all the land'werein this
respectas T am. My fellowshipis
no: strengthenedwith the brother
whoCarriesa jpoh'cy,and especially
is it notweakenedwith theonewho
doesnotcarryone.

Th< f̂ellowshipof 'thebrethrenis
worthmoreto methanpresentsub-
stanceor whatlife insurancemight
bring,therfore let melive to them,
for and with them. Let my
presentlife andlastendbeliketheirs,
andlet meconsiderthemto provoke
themto loveand goodworks, and
with thempray for the peace of
Zion.

I desireto writea littlemore for
hit goodpapershouldyou think

enoughof whatI writeto publishit.
For sometimemy mindhasbeen

on the"atonement,"andyet I shud-
derat theattempttoexpressmyviews
on thissubjectonwhichtherei* such
a vastdifferenceof opinion. I sup-
poseall Christiansbelievethat Jesus
madetheatonement,but do theyall
understandfor whomit was made
alike? I thinkall the Baptists be-
lieveit wasmadefor thechurch,God's
people,for theAngelsaidto Joseph,
"Fear not to takeuntothee, Mary,
thy wife,for thatwhichis conceived
in her is of theHoly Ghost,andshe
shallbeara son,his nameshalledbe
calledJesus,for heshallsavehispeo-
ple fromtheirsins."

We aretoldthathewasmadeof a
woman,madeunderthe law thathe
mightredeemthemthatwerf under
the law. Now whatsoeverthe law
saith,it saithto'themthat are un-
derthelaw,andoneof thethingsthat
the law saithis ''thesoul that sins
shalldie,"butthiscouldnot referto
Jesusasan individual,butastherep-
resentativeof hispeonlewhohadsin-
ned,it couldsayto himyoushalldie,
andas the suretyof his people he
mustdie,mustatoneas no one«lse
could. Tiewastheonlyjustone,the
onlyoneuponwhomthelaw hadno
claim,for "he haddoneno violence
norwasthereanydeceitin hismouth
yetit pleasedtheLord to bruisehim.

He hathputhimto grief,whenthou
shaltmakehis soulan offering- for
sinheshallseehis seed,heshallpro-
longhis daysandthepleaureof the
Lord shallprosperin his hands."

We haveto die for ours«dv^sfor
we are sinners and death justly
claimsus as its victims,butthethief
saidthis man hathdone nothing
amiss.

When thepriestsancientlymade
theirofferingsunder the law they
madefor themselvesandfor thepeo-
plefor theyweresinnersalike,butin
thisparticularJesuswasunlikethem.
He did not makeanyofferingfor he
wastheoffering. He wasGod'soff-
eringforsin.forhispeople,andin this
oneofferinghe has forever perfect-
ed themthatare sanctified.

It mightbeencouragingto some,
whoarewr'tingbitterthingsagainst
themselvesto knowthatshewas of-
tenbesetwith doubtsandfears. she
manytimesexpresseda deepsenseof
her unKvorthinessand unlikenessto
theblessedImmanucl,andsometimes
heavycloudsobscuredher spiritual
sky. And moreafflictionsthan any
pain's it whenour hopein Jesusis
hiddenby dark loweringclouds.But
howgoodto know; thereis a power
thatcanclearthe darkestsky,and
raisetheheaviestburden,causingthe
Sunof righteousnessto chaseaway
all thegloom.

Your
dearletterof July 22dcameto*me
like a refreshingstreamof cool wa-
ter to a wearytravelerin a desert
land. I was feelinglonelyand sad.
Your letterwasso full of themani-
festationof the Spirit of Jesus—full
of loveandtendernessandsweetfel-
lowshipwhichis sodearandprecious
to be realizedby a wearypilgrimin
this wildernessland. I feel unwor-
thy of suchblessedtokens,but the
Lord is to bepraised,for I feelthat
all comesfrom Him; and the fruits
of His Spirit are mademanifestin
His dearchildrento thepraise and
glory of His grace.

in a terriblestateof mindbecause T

felt unfitto preachon accountof a

specialsenseof thedepravitvof my
heart. T seemedto be altogether
vile,andthethoughtof standingup

before theLord's peoplewhen I

knewmyselfto beso vileandsinful
wasterribleto me,andbroughtme
to thebordersof despair.While I

waswonderingwhat I woulddo,and
whatwouldbecomeof me,all at
oncethesewordswere in mymind
with wonderfulpower,"If Christbe
in you thebody is deadbecauseof
sin." This wasmanyyearsago,but
howwell I rememberthestrongemo-
tions of wonder and praisethat
awokeat oncein my soul as these
wordscameto me. I was saying,
"Lord is it becauseChrist is in me
that I feel this deadnessof my
body?" I hadfeltas unableto do a

spiritualact,to do anythingaccepta-
bleto God,asa deadmanwouldbe
to do a naturalact. And now in
oneinstant I sawwhat the apostle
meant,showingto theLord's people
theeffectson themof theSpirit of
Christdwellingin them. From that
timetheymustloseall confidencein
theflesh. It is henceforthdeadin
theiresteemso far as spiritualwork

is concerned. It canof itselfdonodi
ing good.

But is therethenno righteousness
to be manifestedthroughthe flesh?
Is thereno goodwork whichthese
handscando? Cannot these feet
walk in pathsof righteousness?Can-
not thesetonguesspeakgospeltruth,
andsingthepraisesof God? Yes.
Hear theapostlefarther:"But the
Spirit is life becauseof righteous-
ness. Here, then, is the life which
thesaintsliveherein theflesh. It is

notthelife of thefleshthattheylive,
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buta newlife in theflesh, as the
apostlesaysin anotheiplace:"Never
theless,I live,yetnot I, but Christ
livethin me;andthelife thatI now
live in thefleshI liveby thefaithof
the Son of God,who lovedme,and
gavehimselffor me."

But how can truthand rightems-
nessbemanifestedin theworldif the
bodiesof thesaintsaredeadbecause
of sin? How cana childof Goddo
a goodwork,hisbodybeingdeadbe-
causeof sin? This theapostlesweet-
ly and gloriouslyanswers: "But if
thespiritof II im thatraisedup Jesus
fromthedeaddwellin you he that
raisedup Christ from thedeadshall
alsoquickenyourmortalbodyby his
spirit thatdwelleth in you." Now
thesebodies,whichwefeltandfeared
wereunableto do anythingto please
God becausesin had so defiledthem
andmadethemdead to everything
goodarequickenedby thespirit of
Him whoraisedChristfromthedead
whichsnirit dwellethin us. P>eing
thusquickenedthe work whichthey
do is a goodwork. The characterof
anvwork dependsupon the spirit
whichmovesus to do it. If we are
movedto do it bv thecarnalmindit
is a deadwork,if theSniritquickens
nsto do it is a goodwork.

Noticethatthefirst namein the
TTthverseis Tesns."If theSpiritof
Him that raisednr>Testisfrom the
deaddwedin you." "If any man
havenot die sniritof Christ he is
noneof his." lesnsis thenamethat
sneaksof salvation."Thou shaltcall
his nameTesns.for hp shdl savehis
peoplefromtheirsins." Now if that
sniritdwellin oneit hasalreadvbeen
declaredthatthebodvis dead. Of
rom-cpno oneeouldtbmkthat the
apostlemoan?thatthebodvis desti-
tuteof naturallife,butthatit is dead
in thesenseof thesameanostlewhen
hp said."In me.,thatis in my flesh,
dwellsno g'oodthing-."

Now thesecond nameis used,

Christ whichmeansanointed, and
includesheadandbody. "As the
bodyis oneandhathmanymembers
and thesemembersbeingmany,are
onebody,so alsois Christ."

Now

followsthedeclarationconcerningthe
quickeningpower that shall cause
thesepoorsinnersto livenotafterthe
fleshbut afterthespirit. He that
raised up Christ from the
dead shall also quicken your
mortalbodiesby his spiritthatdwell-
ethin you." This spiritby whichwe
arequickenedto run in theway of
God's'commandment,and obey the
gospel,wemustnotice,dwellsin usat
thetimeof thequickening.The lan-
guageof theapostlemeansthatvery
clearlyandplainly,

We areto notice also that this
quickeningmustbenow,herein time
in thisgospelday,for becauseof this
quickeningof our mortalbodies by
thespiritof Christthatdwellethin us
we becomedebtors,not to the flesh,
to live after the flesh. The word
thereforewith which the twelfth
versebeginsshowsthedeclarationin
thisverseto bea consequenceof the
prececding.and that the quickening
by thespiritthatdwellsin thepeople
of God is experiencedherein time,
and doesnot refer to the appearing
of the Savior,theLord JesusChrist
from heaven,who shallchange our
vile bodythatit may be fashioned
like \mto his gloriousbodv. Agjoiri
I mustcall attentionto the word
thereforeshowingthe twelfth and
followingversesto beconsequentup-
on whatis declaredin thenth verse,
andthattheapostlehasbeen,andis,
showingby whatipowerthe Saints,
quickenedto live after thesnirit,do
mortifythedeedsof thebodv, and
liveasbecomeththegospelof Christ.

To quickennotonlvmeansto give
life but to excite, to stimulate,to
moveby thepowerof thatlife. To
readthewholechapterappearsto me
toshozvclearlythatin ourexperience<

"t
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is thesamebodywhichis dead be-
causeof sin in which the spirit is
liie becauseof righteousness,andthat
it is in the andthroughthesamebody
thatthequickeningpowerof thespirit
whichis life,is manifested.It is only
in and throughour bodythat the
spiritof life canbeseenandfelt. To
those only who havefeit that the
bodyis deadbecauseof sin,andwho
havebeensweetlysurprisedto feel
the quickeningpowerof the spirit
Movingthemas their life becauseof
the righteousnessof Jesus Christ,
canthedeclarationof theapostlein
thesuceedingversescomewithpower
andauthority.Now by thequicken-
ing powerof thisnewlife, thespirit
of Christdwellingin them,theyde-
sire to be ledandcontrolledby the
Spirit of Godso as to mortify the
deedsof thebody. They desirenot
only to havethisassurancethatthey
aresonsof God, but theywish to
liveas sonsof God, and do those
thingsthatarebecomingin sons of
God. It is only by the quickening
powerof thespiritthattheycanthus
mortify thedeedsof thebodyand
live.

BrotherGold, I think that when
wegetthetruemeaningof anypor-
tion of the writtenword of God, it
will befoundin somesenseto answer
to ourexperience.I maywritesome
moreconcerningthefollowingpartof
of thischapter,if theLord will.

87thyear,anoldBaptistbyprofession
baptisedin 1835,ordainedin 1847.I
knewof no differenceamongBaptists
untilsomefouror fiveyearsafterun-
king with the church which
professedto takethescripturesas a
creed,independantin its organization,

holdingthe principlesof God'ssov-
ereignty,manscondemnationunderthe
law,thenecessityof regeneration,the
vicariousredemptionof Christ, the
importationof divinelife by theHoly
Spirit, effectualcalling,and divine
preservationby a living faithto eter-
nal salvation.

The essentia'ideaswerethatman'
bynatureis destituteof theknowledge
of God,condemnedunderthelawand
redeemedonlyby thebloodof Christ,
theknowledgeof whichfactsrevealed
in thegospelis madeknownto and
madepersonalto theindividual soul
by theteachingor virtuesof theHoly
Spirit.

Suchwasandstill is my creedto-
day,andthesefactsI haveendeavor-
edto setforthor preach,asembodied
in theinjunctiontoeveryonecalled0/
God,to "preachnothimselfbutChrist
JesustheLord." This is firsttaught

WiiliamWesleyBasham,sonof Elijah
andNancyBaehani,wasbornApril24th,
1827,anddepartedthislifeFebruary15th,
1901makinghis stayon earth73years,

9 monthsand21days.Hewasmarriedto
SusanJulia WrightNovember27th1851
Hewasnot a memberofthevisiblechurch
fearinghisunfitnessforsosacivda place,
fearedhedidnothavetheevidentof t;ie
newbirth,whichheoughtto haveto be
baptised,andwouldsaythathehadrather
berightoutofthechuchthanbewrongin
it.

Hewasa firmbelieverin salvaticnby
gracefromfirstto last,bothfortimeami
eternity.Hebelievedin Predestinationin
thefull senseof thewordashethought
theBibletaughtit. If heheardanyone
tryingto subvertthatdoctrinehewould
often,in suitable,voluntarilytryto prove
thatdoctrinetoberightbythescriptures
of divinetruth,whichhenot only read
butstudiedmuch,takingreferendafrom
oneversetoanothertounderstandaright
Hewas a veryattentivelistene-topreach-
ingwhetherhebelievedwhatwasv,emg
saidwasthetruegospelor not. Soat-
tentivewashethatI haveoftenMt wh^n
hewouldcomehomeandtellmeIhele?:t
or textsandhowtheywereexplainedal-
mostasthoughI hadbeenpresent.

He muchlovedto hear the Primitive
Baptistspreach,andwhenin reachhe

wouldgoif hecouldmakearrangements
thathethoughtsuitabletodoso.Tielo-el
theircompanyandfor themf o visitus,
andwishedhishousetobe their home
whentravelingnear.Hewasoneof the
kindest,truest,andmostdevoted\il lnis
bands,evertryingto rendernv happyit
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in hispower,andbeingof a cheerfuldis
positionhedidnot fail to lightenmy
burdenof affliction,and althoughmmi
of thetimehewasin adversecirainistau
ceshedidnotfailtospendmouqvt'reeiy
if hethoughtbyit I couldUe benefited.
Sountiringandfaithfulwashethat he
neverdidsavtomethatliewast -oli'reJ
towaitonmewhenasked>rieod'1,'jut
seemedeverwilling,notwithstanding,he,
too,wasmuchafflictedmuchof ourmai-
riedlife. Heboreit allwithpatienceand
resignation,oftensayingto me thereis
a betterdaycoming—tolookat theLright
side. Oh,howI do misshimno wor.l-3
canexpress,nonelivingthatcansosweet-
ly comfortandencouragemenow. The
h urspassamostcomfortlessby.Thelipht
of our homeis goneout andmyloss
fallsheavilyonme;butI desiretoneither
murmuror complain,butbowin humble
submissionto thedearLord'swill, and
myprayeris for himto enableme. for
withouthimI candonothingaright.The
timewill beshort,thoughit seemslong,
whenI trustwewillmeetagaintopartno
more,but.everbe with the Lord and
p;aiseHisholvname,worldwithou:«ud.
Myhusbandwentintothearmy1861(Oc-
tober.)Hesoonaftertookthemeaslesand
wascriticallyill. Hethentookcoldwhich
settledonhislungs,hadaveryhardattack
oftyphoidpneumonia,andwasneverafter
a wellman,thoughheattendedto much
business,beingnaturallyverypersevering
andindustrious.

Onthemorningof the6thof February,
thoughveryunwell,butfeelingaboutas
wellashehadforsometime, he was
helpingto getthewagonreadyfor the
mentouseandtheygotowork,healmost
suddenlybecamechillyand weak and
foundhewouldhavetogetto thehouse.
Uponarrivinghelaydownbythefirebut
continuedchillyandgraduallygrewweak-
eruntilcalledhome.Thedoctorssaidhe
hada slightattackof lagrippe,butheart
diseasewasthemaintrouble.Hesaidhe
wassufferingnearlyall thetime,butnot
severely.Hewascalm,patientandnear-
ly if notall thetimeconscious.Heknew

in whomhetrusted,saidmanytimeshe
wastrustingin theLord,or in the once
crucifiedSavior,andlikesentences.On
themorningof the10thseveralpersons
includingmyselfwereathisbedsidewhen
lie said,if somethingoccuredI cannot
rememberjustwhat,hecouldnotliveun-
til night,thenadded,"I maynotanyway,"
andheldouthishandtakingholdofmine
witha gentlepressuresaying,"If it were
notforyouI feellikeI hadaboutassoon
goonnowasanytime." I repliedI hope
youcanstayhereaslongasI. Trust in
theLord. Hereplied."I amtrustingin
theLord,1havenootherto trust in."
SeeingI wasgrieving,hesaidtomedon't
grieveso soon,as thoughhethoughthe
mightgetbettor.On Thursdaymorning
the14th,heaskedmoif hisclotheswere
ready.I toldhimI wasafraidhewasto
weakto change,herepliedthathewould
be in no betterthateveningthanthen,
andseemedanxiousto change,thoughhe
mighthavemeantwerehisclothesready
for thelast. I donotknow.Fridayev-
eninghe lookedat meas smilinglyand
sweetlyasI eversawhimforsomelittle
bit,thenraisedhiseyestowardthejoist,
in thedirectionhebadselectedtobebur-
ied,andlookedmuchin thatdirectionto
thelast,alsoplacedhis handsnicelyso
theywereletbeatthelast.Hegradually
butquietlygrewweakeruntil7:20p.m..
thendepartedasthoughhewasgoingto
sleep.andI verilybelievefellp.sleepin
Jesus.Hewaslaidto restonthe 17th
ofFebruaryin a beautifulspotselectedby
himselfnotfarfromourhouseonhisown
premises.

We hadno preachingas no Primitive
Baptistcouldbeobtainedon time,and
sangatthehouse"Asleepin Jesus.Bless-
edSleep."I wasbereftandleftanafflicted
invalidunabletopaythesad tributeof
lovein followinghisremainstothegrave.
Healsoleftonebrotherand one sister
witha hostof relativesand friendsto
mournourgreatloss,butwemournnot
as thosewithouthope,firmlybelievingit
is greatgaintohim.I misshimsomuch,
notonguecantell;huthopebythemercy
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ofGodtosoonbewithhim,sweetlyresting
in Jesus,if theLordwills.

ELDERJAMESSAMUELDAMERON.
Thesubjectof thisobituarywas born

opSeptember27th,1836,anddiedNovem-
ber15th,1907,makinghisstayonearth
71years,onemonthandeighteendays.

OnAugust1st, 1860hewasmarriedto
MissKateRoberts.Thefruitsof thisun-
ionweresixchildren,fourboysand two
girls. Twoof thesonspreceededhimto
thegrave,bothof whomdied in young
manhood.OnthesecondSundayin May,
1860brotherDameronwasbaptisedinto
thefellowshipof the PrimitiveBaptist
churchat BushArbor,Caswellcounty,N.
('.,byElderWilson.Priortothattimehe
wasa Methodistandwasveryself-right-
eous.At onetimehethreatenedtopunish
oneof hisschoolmatesat schoolbecause
hecamein and disturbedduring his
devotionalhour.Hewouldnotstop and
eatwildgrapesalongtheroadwhenho
washungryif hehadnotaskedforthem,
buttheLordshowedhimthatall of his
righteousnesswasas filthyragsandthat
hemustbeclothedin the righteousness
offaithtoseeGodinpeace.

Hewasimpressedwiththegospelmin-
istryin hisearlyChristianlife and his
impressionsweightedhimheavilyall dur-
ingtheCivilWar. If memoryservesme
rightlyhisfirsteffortto exercisepublicly
wasduringhissoldierdays.

In hisyoungerdaysheacquireda classi-
cal educationandafterhis returnhome
fromthewarhe becamea teacherand
manywillrememberhimin thatcapacity.
He ownedfarmlandsbut neitherthe
schoolnorthefarmcouldholdhim for
hismaterhadrequiredhimtofeed His
flock.His laborsin the.ministrywere
confinedto thechurchesof the Country
LineandStantonRiver Associationbut
hemadeseveralvisitstochurchesand
associationeastnorthandsouth.

It wasat theContentneaAssociation.it
LowerTownCreekin Edgecombecounty
whenI wasaboutnineteenyearsoldthat

hebreakthebreadoflifetomypoortem-
pesttossedsoul.Preachingthefirstser-
monthatI everheard understanding^.
Afterthebeginningof myministryBroth-
erDameronandI becamefastfriends,and
manytimeshaveI beenblessedtodrink
of thewaterof life as heministeredin
heavenlythings.

Hewasa manof muchforceand al-
waysdidwhathefelttobehisdutywith
hismight.DuringtheCivilWarheheld
someresponsiblepositionsandalwaysin
sucha satisfactorymannerthat I have
neverheardofanyonewhofoundcauseto
complain.Thatwasa timethat tried
menbuttheLordblessedhimsothathe
madeno shipwreckof thefaithevenin
suchtryinghours.

Hislifewassuchastocommandrespect
fromthosein thechurchandoutof the
churchsothathisfriendswereverymany.

Fromthetimeof hisordinationin the
summerof 1868,hecontinuedsteadfastly
in theapotle'sdoctrine,comfortingthe
mourner,strengtheningtheweak,encour-
agingthediffident,for morethan thirty
years.Buttheservantsof God,as well
asothers,arefleshandblood.Paulwas
atonetime,nighuntodeath;andallofus
mustdieandreturnto the dust.His
nervoussystemgavewayandhewasde-
privedof his reason.His lasteffortto-
wardsthepublicministrywasatLickfork
onthefirstSundayin July, 1900.Soon
afterthathewastakentotheStatehospi-
talatMorganton.I havebeeninformed
thateventherewhenhismindcouldbe
divertedfromhisnervousconditionhe
wouldbreakoutin preachingtheblessed

know this, dearfriends,whenGod

calls a soulby grace it existedin his
mind in purposebefore all worlds.
This immutablelove is strongerthan
death, it i sthestrongestelementthere
is. "If a manwouldgive'allthesub-
stanceof his housefor love it would
utterlybecondemned."It is thefree
flowingof God'slovein a man'ssoul,
andwhen it takes place,that poor
soul is alwaysin theChurchof God,
and he will havesomethinglonging
in his heart,andwill not resttill he
getthere It says,"The kingdomof
God is withinyou."

And thoughI havethegiftsof proph-
ecy,andunderstandall mysteries,and
all knowledge;andthoughI haveall
faith,so thatI couldremovemoun-
tains,andhavenotcharityI amnoth-
ing. And thoughI bestow all my
goodsto feedthepoor,andthoughI
givemybodyto beburned,andhave
not charity,it profitethmenothing."
That is true. Now, this I sayto my
peoplesometimes,it is reallytrue.I
shouldlike to diewith theAlmighty
enthronedin my affectionsin all his
holinessandmajesty,andmea poor,
penitentsinner;and to say,"What!
me.Lord! What! me,Lord!" with
a facewetwith tearsof penitence.

The text says,"Peacebe within
thy walls,"notoutsideof them.You
peoplethatprofesshis greatandhal-
lowedname,do you expectto find

peacewithyourreligionin theworld?
Do youfindit? That is thepoint.I
neverdid, I neverdid. I wasgoing
to say,if you did I shouldbeafraid
there is somethingwrong. The

worlddoesnot minda rushabouta
falsereligion,nor does the devil;
but,if yougetthelife of God, and
his peacein yourheart, there will
soonbeaistir.

"Let your light so shine before
men." "Marvelnot,my brethren,if
theworldhateyou." "It hatedme
beforeit hatedyou." He neverdid
anyharmatall,andtherewasnoper-
sonhatedandpersecutedas he. My
textdoesnot say "Peacebe outside
yourwalls,"for his peopleto walk
aboutin theworld: but it says,
"Theres no peacesaithmy God to
thewicked." Thereis no particleof
realpeacewith God ousideof Zion's
walls. And all thosepeoplewhodie
outsideof Zion'swallsareat enmity
with God. Not onetextin theBible
says"Peacebe to the world." "In
the world ye shallhavetribulation,"
and'If anymanlovetheworld, the
love of theFatheris not in him."
"Whosoeverthereforewill bea friend
to theworldis theenemyof God."
Thereforehecallsthemout of the
world. Let memakea few remarks
uponthesewalls. He says, "Thou
shaltcallthywallsSalvation,andthy
gatespraise." John says,"He show-
edmethatgreatcity,theholyJerusa-
lem,descendingout of heavenfrom
God. Havingthegloryof God: and
her light waslike untoa stonemost
precious,evenlikea jasperstoneclear
as crystal; andhada wall greatand
high,andhadtwelvegates (to go
throughinto this city out of the
world)andat thegatestwelveangels,
to keepguard. And thewallsof the
city had twelvefoundations,and in
themthenamesof thetwelveapostles
of the Lamb." You see,this wall
beinglargeand high, I understand
this, thatthe wall that separatesthe
worldfromthechurchis as highand
largeas God'sancientdecrees,andit
is abovetheheavens.You knowthere
are no heightsgo>higherthanGod's
ancientdecreesand purposes. The
wallis a greatwall; thatis— I under-
stand,it is toogreatfor anyto move
it or alter it

,

and it is whereGodhas
put it—betweenthechurch and the
world,and thewall beinggreatand
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high,andhavingtwelvefoundations,
weredowndeep,asdeepasGod's

immutablepurposes,andas high as
he is andas greatas his ancientde-
crees.And "all in arein." O, how
sweetto findyourselfin Zion! You
knowthis,God'sheartwastherelong
beforeyoursand mine;(then your
beartandGod'sheartarein oneplace.
Thenyou havethesamepersonsin

•I Godhasin his heart.
He hadthemin hisheartby election,
you havethemby sovereigngrace,
putsthesamepeople,thesamebless-
ing in yourheartthatarein hisheart,
and that is godliness.The Psalmist
says."He takethnot pleasurein the
legsof man. The Lord takethpleas-
ure in themthatfearhim. in those
thathopein his mercy."

Thenyou readthatin thesefoun-
dationswere"thenamesof thetwelve
apostlesof the Lamb." Then they
wereregistered,filedup,registeredin
heaven.You knowhesaidto Peter,
"Whatsoveiye shallbind on earth
shallbeboundin heaven: andwhatso-
everye shallloseon earth shall be
loosedin heaven."He meantthis in
his ministraton,as an apostlehe was
immutable; whathe saidwas"Yea."
Thereforewhatevertheapostlesloose
so it will bedownto theendof the
world. If youcanfindthatin the
writingso»theapostlesthat brings
libertyin yourconscience,it is so in
heaven,it is registeredin heaven,you
havethewitnessof theSpiritof truth
in yourconscience.He said,"In the
mouthof twoor threewitnessesshall
everywordbeestablished."Thenhe
says"Pray for thepeaceof Jerusalem,
theyshallprosper that love thee.
Peacebe withinthv walls,andpros-
peritywithinthy palaces."Just for
a minuteor two in thispeace.It is
not a peace:thatgoodsand chattels
andrichesbringintoa man'shead.I
sayno.A manmayhaveall these,and
yet be as far from God as possible.
I havewalkedin mygardenandseen

it all rightandsmooth,andyethave
beenmiserable,poor and wretched.
What is thematter? I havenotgot
peacein my consciencenotgotpeace
in my soul. If I hadgot peace, I
shouldnothaveall thisanguish. I
haveprovedthatgarden,norbusiness
nor familywon'tbringmy soul into
leal peace.And f it couldI should
beafraidto trustit. Why? sayyou.
It doesnotstanddeepenough.You
knowyourwoesandminearedeeper
thanthecreature;thewrathof God
andoursin?aredeeperthanthecrea^
ture; and if we haverealpeace we
musthaveit deeperthanthecreature
asdeepasJehovah,it mustgo to the
bottomof it

,

andthepeaceof God
covers it all. And if vouhave that
peacethenyou havepeace. Then,
according-to the wordsof the text,
Godreallvhas a goodwill to his peo
pie,for that is wherehis peopleare—
in Zion. He says"Peacehe within
thy walls."Let mesav a wordhere
of admonition,I hopeneitheryounor

I will evertry to find peace in the
world an! wordlyregion. I have
tried, I havetried,andlo! andbehold

I havesufferedexceedinglyon ac-
countof it. it is no peace.On the
otherhand,vouknow,someof you I

trust,as wellas me. O ! the peace
you havehad in thechurchof God!
Perhapsvo11 rrtt in themorning,
notveryhappy,andturbansmeet ia

friendor two,andthevbeginto talk,
andspeakof thedealingsof Godon
theirsouls and it ' "■•->leaven,
andall theterriblefeelingspassaway
andyoufeelsopeacefulandcomfort-
able,andfeel,"I beso giad I met
thatfriend." On myfiftiethbirthday

T wokeearly in themorning at 3o'clock,andO, theanguish I felt in
my soul. I thoughtI had gone all
theserearsto thechapel,andpreach-
ing too,andyetwhatreligionhad T

in mvsoul? And T thoughtT should
notlivelong,andwhatshould I co-me

■ to? I gotupa-ndwalkedaboutthre*
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hundredyardsand saw three good
menat a cornertalking-, and we all
talkedtog-etherof thethingsof God
for abouthalf ambout,andwhen T
left how happyI felt. He says,"A
springshutup," andwhenGod, the
Spirit opensthatwell, how sweetit
it!

waswhentheyfirstdeclaredit. When
thatwordbindsoneon earthit binds
himalsoin heaven.Whenthatword
looseshim on earthit also looses
in heaven.Peierhasno moreandno
lessof this preeminencethan Paul,
James,John or Jude. All have it
equally.

We havetheproofandwitnessof
this in ourselves.Whenthewordof
God declaredby any one of these
judgescondemnsus we areshutout
of thecomfoiftsof heaven,andbound
here,everywhere: nor havewe any
doubttheyareright,and that we
are wrong,and we knowthat diey
areof God.

We Believethateverythingunder
•the law is a patternof whajtis the
bodyor realityin thegospel,thatf.yi
law is a shadowgoodthingsto come
and the substanceis in the gospel.
Hencewehavetheright to look for
fulfillmentof all whichthelaw as a
p.-ophec)foreshadowedandtherefore
shouldbe in thegospel. It is good
to heara preacher-thatstartsin the
old Testamentwith the spiritm the
newandlandsin thenewas theful-
fillmentof theold,or thegoodwine.

dorsethemfully, is to approvethem
as friendssociallyand in all other
ways. It wasso gravean offensein
theeyesof thePhariseesthattheyen-
tirely rejectedhim, and wouldhave
no tolerationfor him.

He said,whatmanamongyou hav-
ing a hundredsheep, if heloseoneof
them,dothnot leavetheninety and
ninein thewildernessandgo after
thatonewhich is lostuntilhefindit?
Whenhehasfound it he layson his
shouldersrejoicing. And when he
comesihomehe calls together his,
friendsandneighborssaying,rejoice
withmefor I havefoundmy sheep
whichwaslost. JesussaidlikewiseI

sayuntoyou,joy shallbe in heaven
overone sinnerthat repentethmore
thanoverninetyandninejustpersons
whichneedno repentance.

It seenis evidentto my mindthat
oneran no moreengagein the true
exerciseof prayerwithoutthe spirit
of theLord in his heartthanhe can
preachthegospelexcept the spirit
of theLord beuponhim,or canwor-
shipGodin anyotherrespectin spirit
andin truth,withoutthespiritof the
Lord, "Withoutmeye can do noth-
ing"—andagain: "I candoall things
by Christwhostrengthenedme."

As theLord is onemfindandnone
canturnhimandashis mindis infii-
n'iteit seemsevidentthatprayerand
theanswerto prayercanonlybeac-
cording|.othat mindand not that
mindaceirdingto prayer. He could

[ onemindandbeinfluenced
byprayerto doa thingwhichwasnot
his mindto do beforetheprayerwas
made,besideshe says, "I am the
Lord; I change not, thereforeye
sonsof Jacobarenot consumed."

The Lord hasnot only ordained
prayer,but he hasalsoordainedthe
answer to prayer, therefore,he
alwaysanswersprayer;if weipray,
and if not answered,it is conclusive
evidencethatwe havenotbeentruly
exercisedin prayer; it hasnotbeenof
faith. I meanthatexercisein which
weaskfor something.

to the lastaccentfalling from dying
hps in orderto satisfythemselvesor
to obtainv glimpseo>fhoperespecting
theeternalsafetyof thedeardparting
one.

And thenagain how sweet and
preciousarethelastwordsof thesaved
sinnerin theclosing sceneof this
mortallife; thefirm unshakenconfi
denceexpressedin theApostle'swords
"I know whom I have believed,"
the calmandsweetreposecontained
in wordslike these:"On theRock!"
"All is well!""NonebutChrist!"and
the triumphantwordsoff pr'eciolus
faiththathavedroppedfromthelips
of thesaintdying sensibly in the
embrace-of eternallove: "Precious
jesus!""Happy,happy!""Hallelujah!

continueto run on in mostmelodious
p.ndtransportingsoundsfor-everand

ever;andwhatis includedandinvolv
edin thatlittlewordof twoletters'it'
will neverbefullyknownbutwill be
for everandever telling and yet
untold. In contemplatingthesemost
solemnandblessedwordswehaveto
noticein thefirstplacethefact that
thevastimportanceof thewords is
derivedfrom,thespeaker,theglorious
Personwho utteredthem. In the
secondplacelet us ask and try to
answerthe questionin two or three
particulars.—What was finished?

It was
Godmanifestin theflesh;Godin our
nature; tiregreatJehojvah; the self
existentI AM on whomall thingsin
heavenand earth hung for their
subsistence.It wasHe whoto all
givesbreathand life: who closed
His eyesin deathand thusexpired
|in hlopd. A deep.mysjterybeyond

thegraspof all unitedmindsto fath
om; a deepin whichourmostexpand
edthoughtswill evermorebedrowned
butyet a blessedfact; a solidtruth;
on whichit is theprivilegeof faithto
feedandhopetorestsecure."Hereby'

saystheapostleJohn: "perceivewe
theloveof Godbecausehe laiddown
His life for us."He (God) laiddown
hislife.Well mayHart write"How it
wasdoneAvecan'tdiscuso."But it is
theprivilegeof believersfo knowand
sweetlys:ng: "It wasfor us." The
Word wasGodandthe Woid was
madefledi: "andthebreadthatI srive
is My flesh." "I lav downrrtvlife."
If wastlu-lifeor bloodwhich\vas the
life of his personand His complex
Personis composedof thetwonatures
divineandhuman;indissolubleanfl
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yet distinct. He was manto suffer
bleedanddie andGod to givethose
sufferings;bloodand death;eternal
validityaridpower. Rob the dead
dyingspeakerof his deity and His
deathis unavailing as a surety.
Rob himof his spotlesshumanityHe
couldneitherhavesuffered,blednor
died. But he is Jehovah'sShepherd;
appointedbyhimto redeem!thesheep;
and His qualificationwas derivd
fromthepreciousfactthatHe wasat
onceJehovah'sequaland fellowand
yetboneof His people'sboneandflesh
of their flesh—in all respectsthe
Father'sco equalSon andin all re
spectsmade like untohis brethren
(sin only excepted;)so that these
wordswerenonelessthanth'■words
of Him whospake all things into
beingfirst,theexpressimageof his
Father'sperson;and who upheldall
thingsbythewordof His power.His
greatnessandomnipotentpowerwere
moredisplayed;infiinitelymore so
in His apparentweaknessonthecross
thanin thefact of His creatingall
thingswith a word. Heaven and
earthwithall theirteeminghostswere
madebythebreathof His mouth;but
cn thecressHis holyarmwasmade
bareandtherfore:

churchshallbebroughtuntotheking
raimentof needlework,with gladness
andrejoicingshallshebebrought,she
shallenterin theking'spalace.This
spotlessrobewasfinishedandcomplete
byZion'sbelovedBridegroomalone—
His words;His thoughts;His deeds;
fromBethlehem'smangerto Calvary's
tree:all conspiredto weave this
gloriousdress;the weddinggarment
of his spouse;a righteouness just
suitedto thenakedsinner'sback; a
righteousnessputintothehandof the
Holy Ghost;revealedin theglorious
gospelof hisgraceandimputedto the
ungodlyandto themwithoutworks.
This greatworkwasfinishedandcan
notbeundoneor addedto; noteven
by theSpirit of God himself. He
takesthe robethe Savior wrought
and castsit all around;He clothes
theprodigaltherewithand on the
groundof this finished work the
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blessednessof thesavedandjustified
sinnerarisesand in thenameof the
greatjustifierthesavedsoulrejoices
andthushesings: "I will rejoicein
theLord, my soulshallbejoyful in
myGod: for He hathclothedmewith
thegarmentsof salvation."

Hereit is in thispreciousfact,"h is
finished!"Here he standstriumphar.t
conquerorover all; and herewhere
our Christfoundfor himselfa stand
ing, he madea standing for his
church.Hereis faith's firmglorious
Rock,hersurefooting;andloveand
joy canshoutandsing,"Thereis no
condemnation.!"
"Now no morehiswrathwedread,
He haththusto Zionsaid—
Oncethysurelypaidthyscore,
I beholdthy sinsno more."

O whatamazingloveis discovered
here! Love thatall thosefloods of
Almightywrathcouldneitherdrown
nor damp. O how sweetfor faith
pardoned,bloodwashed,grace saved
sinners—is it not?—to sit beneath
His bleedingfeetandsing,"He loved
meandgavehimselffor me!" Bless
His preciousname!

Sardischurch,Waltoncounty,Georgia,in
June,1SS0,andeverprovedfaithfuland
devotedmemeber.Hismeekface,hishum
ble Christ-likemannerwasalwaysan

inspirationto those,wholike him,bore
aboutin thebodythedeathandsuffering
ofourLordandSaviorJesusChrist.

It seemedthatBrotherStillmusthave
hadsomewarningofhisdeath,forInMarch
beforehediedhewasat ourhomeand
showedusa sosg,270in Loyd'shymn
book,whichhewantedsungwhenhedied.
His mindd;d notdwellmuchonearthly
thingsforseveralmonthsbeforehisdeath
butontheeternal,sohefoundhisgreat
estcomfortin readingtheBibleandsing-
inghymnsofpraises.Duringhislastsick-
ness,dropsy,he wasperfectlyresigned
to God'swiil andwouldsaythathewas
onlywaitingforGodto call him home.
Saturdayafternoon,abouttendaysbefore
nisdeath,hewassittingin hischair,suf-
feringgreatly;aftera li'-tlehearoseand
walkedacrosstherooma fewtimes,then
satdown,clappedhishands,laughedhear-

I donotrembertheexactdatewhenhe
joined.Hehadbeena loverof thetruth
formanyyears.I visitedhim manytimes
at hishomein thecountrynearWalnut
Grove,wherehis bodywaslaidto await
theresurrectionmorning.

He spenthis lastdaysin Greensboro
with hisdaughter.Elder O. J. Denny
heldservicesatthehouse.Thewriteren-
deavoredto preachat WalnutGrovehere
thebodywaslaidbesidehis companion
v.hohadpassedawayDecember11,1897.
Shewas76years,9 monthsand11days
old.

DearBrotherGold:

I amforciblyimpressedto writeon
theabovesubject.The subjectPara-
bleshasbeenspeciallyimpresselon
mymind. WhileI amignorantsofar
as naturaleducationis concerned,
havinggoneto schoolbuta shorttime
soI hopegoodscholarswill bearwith
my imperfectionson thatscore.

A dreamwasgivento mein 1902
andanotherin the'springof 1904.
The dreamis this: In thespringof
1902a man with a clean shaved
face,about30 yearsof age,cameto
mewhileasleepandtouchedmeand
said,"Come,gowithme,andI arose
andwentwithhim. He tookmeinto
anopenfieldwherenothinggrew,and
therewasa straitroadleadingfrom
eastto west. At theendof his road
wasa greatgulf as darkas thehour
of midnight. I couldnot see be-
yondthisgulf,and the man said,
"lookyonder!" I lookedat theeast
endof theroadandsawtwo of my
sonsstanding,bothdressedalike,and
boththesame size. My older son
stoodontheleftside,theirfacespoin-
tingtowardsthegulf.Thecleanshav-
edmangavecommandtorun,andthe
boysransidebysideuntilth^yreach-
edthegreaf gulf. Suddenlylight
ningcamedownandkilledtheolder
one.I sawtheyoungersonpassright
throughthis greatgulf intoa beaut-
iful place. I awokewith fear and
trembling,andthescriptureswereop-
enedupbeforemeandtheybeganthis
way,"For asthe-lightningcomethout

ot theEastandshinethevenuntothe
West,soshallthecomingof theSon
of Man be." Matt. 24:27. "Then
shalltwobein thefield,theoneshall
be takenand the otherleft." (40th
verse.) "Two womenshallbegrind-
ingatthemill.Theoneshallbetaken
and the otherleft." (41st verse.)
"Watchthereforefor ye know not
whathouryourLorddothcome,"etc.,
untotheparableof theten virgins,
Matt.25thchapter.

Whenthesescripturesceasedcom-
ingto meI wastremblingfromhead
to foot. I did notexpectto seethat
summerpasswithoutseeingmyoldest
son killedby lightning. But that

rummerpassedoff and the burden
with it

.

But in the Springof 1904
thesamemanreturnedandthesame
scripturebeganto comewith power,
and I awokewith fearandtrembling.

I said, O Lord, what does all th; j
mean? The interpretationof these
scriptureswasgivento mie.

This largeopenfieldrepresentsthe
law dispensation.My two sonsrep-
resentthe Jew and the Gentile—the
oldcovenantandthenewone,lawanrf
grace.Theolderson is theJew God's
peopleunderthe law dispensationor
old covenantwhichwas faulty. The
youngerson is theGentile;thepeo-
pleundergrace,thenewcov;*iant,the
kingdomof heaven.Now one 'nust

b e takenandtheotherleft- not♦*k-
en into eternalheaven,but into the
gospelkingdom,(the churchunder

thenewcovenant,the gospe l day.)
The Jews werefirst and had only
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thelawto feastupon,andshallb; the
lastto enter thegospelkingdom,for
if theycontinuenot in unbeliefthey
theyshallbegraffedin. The Gentiles
were thelastthereforetheywerethe
firstto enterthenewcovenant, the
kingdom of heaven—salvationby
grace,andnotof works.

Now brethren,why wasonetaken
andtheotherleft? BecausetheJews
countedthemselvesunworthyof ever-
lastinghfe,soJesusturnsto theGen-
tiles. Godtodayhasa people outside
of thechurchthataresayingto them-
selvesweareunworthyof everlasting
life, whilethose on the insideof the
churchare enjoyingtheblessingsof
thegospel. My oldersonrepresents
God'speople goingto theendof the
law, andhereis wherewe all die.
Whenthecommandmentcamesin re-
vivedandI died. This lightningcom
ing outof theEast or law service
showsthatJesuscamefromunderthe
law andshininguntotheWest the
gospel'day,the n®wcovenant,salva-
tionbygrace.

Whenwe reachtheendof thelaw
this greatgulf we die. We cai see
thepoorbeggarin Abraham'sbosom,
thechurch,but we are tormentedin
theseflames. Here is the first time
thepoorsinnereversawhis lostcon-
dition. Hereis thefirsttimeweever
begV<e"iTienft is toolatewithus,but
notwithGod.Hereis wherethefool-
ish virginscomebeforetheybeginto
beg. Whentheirlampswentout,(the
law service,)theybeganto beg. So
whenthepoorsinnertriesall he can
do andthe hour of midnightcomes
(all thatdarkandlonesometimewhen
wearewithoutGodandwithouthope
in theworld,)thenwebeg. Thenwe
go to the Christianin thechurchbut
hehasnoneto give,buttellsusto go
to themthatsellandbuyfor ourselves
Who hastheeternalgraceof Godto
sell? No on®.Who has practical
godlinessto sell?Jesus. Whendowe
findit? In His blessedword.How can

thepoorsinnerpurchaseit? By tak-
ing up his crossandfollowing his
Lord in baptism.

Therearetwo womengrindingor
at themill thelaw servicerepresent-
ing thechurchunderthe law, and
grace—one grindingor teachingthe
lawto feedGod'speopleundertheold
testament,the otherpreaching ihe
gospel to feed God's peopleunder
grace. Here the Jewish kingdom
mustbeleftandthekingdomof heav-
entaken.

Nowthecommandis watchfor your
Lord's coming(not thefinalcoming
in closingup all things,)but coming
fromunderthelawto thegospelday.
The commandwasgivento thefool-
ish to watch,thewisewere already
watching,for whereverthe carcass
is (theslainbodyof Jesus)therewill
vheeagles,(God'speopleundergrace
be gatheredtogether.This a1l took
placeat thedayof Pentecost.Here
is wheretheslainbodyof Jesuswas
madeknown. Here thefirst gospel
sermonwaspreached.Theseeagles
wereGod'speoplefromeverynation,
kindredandtongueunderheaven,and
theyfeastedonthecrucfixionor slain
bodyof Jesus.

He saysthereshallbefaminesand
earthquakesand pestilencesin divers
places.Did notthistakeplace with
youbrethrenwhenyousawyourlost
andruinedcondition?Thenthisold
earth,(our bodies)beganto shake
andtremble.The faminecommences
then,andwe are in a foreign land
feedingswine. This is thefirst time
we everthinkof our Father'shouse.
Thenwe would gladly have eaten
husksbutno onecaredfor us.

As I writethis I ammadeto look
backat my owncase,andthe tears
dropdownmycheeksandI wonderis
thereanyonelikeme. Pronetowon-
derLord, I feel it

,

proneto leavethe
God I love.

All thesethingsare the beginning
of sorrows.Beforethiswehaveour
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goodthings,(theflesh,)butnowthe
eldmanis tormentedandthenewman
is comfortedin yonderworld. Under
thelaw wt hadour goodthings,but
nowthenewmanundergraceis com-
forted,andtheJew or oldmanis tor-
mented.

"And this gospelof the]kingdom
shallbepreachedinall theworld.Then
shalltheendcome."Whatend?The
law or ola covenantis at an endand
thefirstdayof theweek(gospelday)
hascome.Hereis wheicthepoorsoul
is setat liberty. Hereis where the
honeyis eatenoutof thecarcassof the
lion. SampsonrepresentsJesus,the
lion sin, thehoney,the gospel, his
fatherandmother,God'speople,the
eatingtookplaceonthedayof Pente-
cost. Thishoneyisnevereatenbutun-
dergrace.,thegospelday. (Then let
diemwhichbeinJudeafleetothemoun
.sins.)Whatfor if it is thefinalwind-
ng upof all things? Theywouldbe
destroyedtheninthemountains.What
mist theyfleeto themountainsfor,
:ndwhoarethepeoplethataretoflee?
John camepreachingin thewildernes
of Judea,andsayingrepentyefor the
kingdomof heavenis at hand. John
didnotcometo makea people,butto
makethemready, readyfor what?
For eternalglory?No. But to make
them!readyfor settingup the gospel
kingdom,(thefirstchurchon earth.)
Whatdid John do to thesepeopleto
makethemreadyfor setting up the
gospelkingdom?He baptisedthem
untorepentance.WheredidJohn bap-
tise? In Judea. Let themthatJohn
baptisedin Judea fleeto the moun-
tains,whatfor? To betherein readi-
nessto setupthegospelkingdom,for
it mustbesetupwithbelievers.Here
is wherethe weddingsupper took
place. The weddingtook place on
earthwherethebridewas. And leav-
ing the law serviceor old covenant,
andenteringintothenew covenant
constitutedthemariagesupperof the
iamb. The mariagetookph-.eonder

grace,so the marriagetook place
v/herethebridewas. Now brethren
thiswasnotin theeternalheaven,for
therewascnein therethat did not
haveona weddinggarment.R.*v
couldonegetinto'theeternalheaven
withouthavingonaweddinggarmentf
Now brethren,if I wereto startout
todayto setup a gospelchurch,and
we shouldtaketen persons,nineof
whomhadbeenbaptised,andonethat
hadnot,andwesetupa churchwould
it bea gospelchurch? No. Here is
onethat is not baptised—hasnot a
weddinggarmenton.Thenwhatmust
theservantsor preachersdo?Casthim
out in outerdarkness,notintoeternal
punishmen,butoutof thegospel or
mariragesupperof thelambinto >.1 r
darknesswhereeveryone of God's
peopleis todaythathasa hopeandis
notin thechurch. Sucharein outer
darkness.Supposetodaywemetto-
getherto t:kethesacrementand z%h
feet,andthereis onein thebodythat
hasnot beenbaptised,youknow we
cannotcommunewith him. Why?
becausehe hasnot beenbaptised01
hasnotona weddinggarment.A gar-
mentis nottheperson,butthecover-
ingof theperson.If sobethatbeing
clothedwe shallnotbe foundnaked.
A nakedpersonwouldnotbedecentat
a marriage.We are commandedto
puton thenewman. Jesustold the
churchat Sardisthattherewerea few
thathadnotdefiled their garments
But thereweresomethathad,sothis
garmentisnotoureternallife: for the
soulthatis bornof Godcannotcom-
mit sin.

We comenowto the ten virgins
whereGod'speopleare,th«onlypeo-
plethatdifferon the parables.All
otherprofessorson earthareagreed,
andthevall saythefoolishvirginsare
notGod'speople,andneverwere,but
aremereprofessors.I usedto think
sotoo,andif thisclean shavedface
manhadnot shownme I wouldbe-
lieveit today. I am sorry to hear
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someof thePrimitive Baptists say
thatthefoolishvirgins never were
God'speople,andwereonlyprofess-
ors.Whatdoesit taketomakea fool-
ishwomanoutof a man,or someoth-
er creature?Shemustfirstbewoman
beforeyoucanmakea foolishwoman
outof Uei. Thenall those >irgins
must have been wise virgins cr
at least,virgins. Now a virginmeans
pure,chaste,amaid. Nowwewantto
separatethe law from grace. The
wisevirginshadoil withtheirvessels
in theirlamps,butthefoolishdidnot
haveit. Did anyof God'speopleun-
derthelawhavegracein theirhearts?
If youputnewwineor gracein their
heartsunderthe law it wouldburst,
the foolishvirginsare God's people
underthelaw. Thehourof midnight
is passingfrom law untograce.

Thatwasthedoor that was shut
andnottheeternaldoorof mercy.Jes-
ue.hasacceptedthetruebride while
the foolishvirgins,the Jews, under
thelawidreleft out. Is a personthat
hasa hjpeandis ontheoutsideof the
churcha virgin? If so is hewiseor
foolish? I say heis foolish. Why?
Becausehedoesnotcomein.One iys
our Godwill bringthemin His own
goodtime. I believethatGod will
bringHis peoplewitheternalrest at
His owngoodtime,butnotintoprac-
ticalduty.
"BeholdI standatthedoorandknock
if any manhearmy voiceandopen
thedoorI will comein andsupwith
himandhewithme." You knowthat
Jesusis notstandingat the door of
thedeadsinners'heartknockingand
wantingto savehim. Whenyoupro-
fesseda hopeandfeltimpressedto go
to thechurchthatis Jesus knocking
for youto openthedoorbytakingup
yourcrossandfollowinghimin bap-
tism. Jesussays,if youconfessme
beforemenI will confessyoubefore
my Fatherwhichis in heaven.But
you denymebeforemenand I will
denyyoubeforemyFatherin heaven.

If Je^usbringsusto thechurchat
iiis own goodtimewhy doeshe not
openthedoor? It is ourdutyto open
thedoor.I onceaskeda preacherwho
heldout the ideathatGod brought
His peopleto thechurchat,his own
goodtime,howlongheremainedout
of thechurchafter he professeda
hope. He saidabout four years. I
saiddidyoueverfeelimpressedto go
to thechurchduringthattime? He
saidyes. I saidhowoften? He said
just as oftenas thechurchdoorwas
publishedopen.I saidwheredidthose
impressionscomefrom? He said,"I
believetheycamefrom the Lord."
I saidwhy did theLord troubleyou
for fouryears,andthenbringyouin
at his owngoodtime;andthe man
wasspeechless.

I nowwishto1aska fewquestions,
andtheni amdone.How manypara-
bles werewrittenunder graceor the
newcovenant? Nota singleone.How
manyhadthe Holy Ghostunderthe
thelaw? Not one. How manywere
Sovedbygraceunderthelaw?Notone
For withoutthesheddingof blood
thereis noremissionof sins. Sowhen
Jesussaidit is finishedthelawwasat
an end. Under the law they were
savedby faith. Underthenewcove-
nanttheyaresavedby gracethrough
faith. But in theeyeof wisdomthey
weresavedbeforetheworldbegan.

Festusthe governor,whenthe Jews
hadaccusedhimof transgressingthe
law of Moses,andbeinga ringdead-
er of thesectof Nazzarenes,and a
generaloffender. The chargesin-
cludedoffensesin generalsuchasthat
hewasa pestilentfellow,a moverof
sedition,a profanerof the temple
etc. Thesewereuglyand grievous
chargesmadeagainstan apostleof
JesusChrist.

Paul saidtheywerefalsecharges,
neithercouldthey be proven. He
makesa generalstatementof great
valueandof muchimportance,_indeed
it is a clearand wonderful setting
forthof thetruthof thetruecondi-
tionsof onewhois a Jew, asnoton-
ly givingnooffenseto Jew, nor Gen-
tile,nor to thechurchof God,nor is
he a violatorof anylaw of theland
noramoffenderagainstgoodmorals.
The manthat is a followerof Jesus
violatesno law againstMoses,or the
Jews,or temple,nor againstCesaror
theRomangovernment.But thebe-
lieverin Jesus is a quiet,peaceable
andobedientcitizenof theland.He is
subjectto thepowersthatbe,for they
areordainedof God for thepunish-
mentof evildoers,andfor thepraise

of themthatdo well. Laws of the
stateor governmentarenotmadefor
goodmen,buttheyareenactedto res-
train evil mindedmen from doing
wrong,or punishingthen afterthey
havedonewrong. That is

,

of course,
someprotectionto menthatobeythe
laws. But honestmendo not need

)a laiwito compelthemto do right
There is a lawin theirconsciencethat
requiresthis of them. But the law

is notmadefor goodmen,butfor the
lawlessanddisobedientor for the

wicked.
There is nocallonanyfollowerof

Jesusto withholdany service from
any individual,stateO]/"government
thatheoughtto render.Butthespir-

it of Jesuspromptshimto renderobed
ienceto thepowersthatbe,and it ex-
erciseshimto do this in the most
cheerfulspirit. So thatthemoreone

is ledbytheSpiritof Christthemore
perfect is his serviceto thoseheseeks
to serveandthemoreusefulhe is and
thegreaterthefreedomheenjoys.For

if Jesusmakesonefreehe is freein-
deed. The moretrulyand faithfully
oneserveshis s;tateor government,
hisneighbor,his family,hischurchor
hi neighborhoodthemorehe honors
Jesus if this is doneuntothe Lord.
Truly the fullestserviceto Jesusin-
cludeseveryobligationweoweto ev-
eryone. Hencetherewasnot a shad-
ow of truthin anycharg the Jews
broughtagainstPaul. He had lived
in all goodconsciencetoward God
andman. The mostblessedandper-
fectfreedom is enjoyedby th follow-
er of Jesus,for if one is bornof God
that implantswithin him the princi-
plesto love,servearndhonorall men
asthecreaturesof Godandto respect
all therelationsof life as createdby
Him.

If thegovernmentlicensesment'o
sdl intoxicantsthesober-mindedWan
doesnotbecomea drunkard,for the
lawdoesnotrequirehimto drink.His-
freedomis not infringed. Shouldthe
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statebecomeprohibitoryit doesnot
infringeon his rightwhichis to keep
sober.He isnorequirdto voteunless
he choosesto do so, and if he does
voteit is an expressionof his loveof
honestliving. He abstainsfrom the
bitternessof politicswhicharraysone
managainstanother. The Lord is
hislawgiver.He is notactivein fram-
ingpoliticallaws. The lawthatrules
andguideshimis alreadyenactedand
declaredbytheLord Jesus. He is mi-
cer law to Christ. We do notfinda
singleapostlestatingthat Christians
shouldbeactivein the schemesand
plotsof earthlygovernments,nor seek
to framelaws,but thatwe s-hould
obeythelawsthatarein force.

Whenevermencalledfollowersof
Jesus,preachersandothers,aimto leg
islatefor thecountryevil in general,
and corruptionentersinto the ranks
of suchpople. Politicalpreachersare
amongstthemostcorruptdemagogues
of theland.

DoesPaul instructTimothyto seek
a seatin thehalls,or tobecomea lob-
byistin orderto influencelegislation?
Not a traceof sucha thing can be
inferredfromanyof his teaching.We
arelightsto otherswhenwesoactto-
wardthemthatweseekpeaceandnot
theirproperty,whenweattendto our
ownaffairs honestlyan seekno pow
er overothers,whenthetruthof Jes^
ussoshinesin us thatwegiveno of-
fencetoanyone. This is thefreedom
of doingrightto all men,notregard-
ingmenasin classesor partiesor ar-
rayedagainstanother.It is glory10
Godin thehighest,penceonearthand
goodwill towardmen. P. D. G.

WhenI wasat Williamstonin Oc-
toberour dearsisterSladeaskedme
for someexpressionson the above
text.

The word "religion"is used but
aboutfivetimes.I thinkin theBible.
Ir Acts26:5thePharisees'religionis
spokenof Galatians1: 13-14 the
Jews religionis spokenof. In all of
theseplacestheoriginalshowsthatit
it thereligionof thelawthatis spok-
enof. Thatis a religionthatonehas
by theworksof thelaw.

In James1-.26it is shownthat a
man'sreligionis vainif hebridlenot
his tongue.This showsthata Chris-
tianshouldnotgivehimself over to
vainandfoolishconversation,nor to
gossiping abouthis neighborsnor
brethren,joining with the world in
traducingtheircharacter.Sometimes
theygiveventto theenvyof jealousy
cf heartto theinjuryof a brotheror
sister.Onetodosuchthingsshowstha
his religionis vain. For religionto
bevaluedat onehundredcentsin the
dollalhitmustbepurebeforeGodour
Father. This is a veryhighstandard
by whichour religionis tried. The
eyeof theLord neverlookson the
outwardappearanceas mjandoesbut
He pondereththeheart. Thereis no
placethereso secretthatHe doesnot
knowit altogether.If I haveenmity
or evil in myheartagainstany it is
altogetherknownby Him andI need
nothideit from man. To try to
pleasemenis to renderonesselfunfit
for theworkof God. To doanything
religiouslvfor moneyor becauseI
expectto realizeany worldlyadvan-
tageto myselfby it is to worshipor
servefor filthylucreandnotto serve
theLord. Thesearecontraryto the
principlesof truereligionandin fol-
lowing tinscourse I cannotexpect
anything;but theLord's rebuke.

A ministermustfirst takeheed to
himselfandthento thedoctrine.To
besoundin doctrinewill do me no
goodif my walkis contraryto that
whichI preach. ThereforeI must
liveoutmypreachingor I hadbestto
notpreach.UnlessI dothisI aimnot
fit tohavetheoversighof the flock
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of Godnor to pretendto teachthem.
The childrenof God should try

whattheyhearandseebythewordof
Godfor onlysuchas is accordingto>
thatword is worthyto be received.
Reirjemberalwaysthathe thatliveth
afterthefleshshalldie. On theother
hand,onemaycrushtruthto theearth
but it will riseas sureas Jesus,our
Lord rosefromthedead.

True religionneverlooksfor self
interestbutalwaysgoesout to the
poorandneedy.Theverylife of our
Lord is evidencefor He camenotto
call therighteousbut sinnersto re-
pentance.He is the friendof publi-
cansand sinners. Mary Magdalene
wasa verysinfulwomanbuttheLord
forgaveher all. This theself-right
eousPhariseesdidn'treceive.Instead
of tryingto riseup to suittheopin-
ionsandgainthe favorsof thegreat
andtherichpurereligioncondescends
to menof lowestate.It does\viot say
to theonewearinggoldandfineap-
parel,sit hereby my sideandto one
of morehumblemeansandways,sit
thereon m{yfootstool. In selecting
thosewhoshalllodge with us and
partakeof ourhospitalityit selectsthe
poor,themaimed,the halt and the
blind,i Luke 14thchapter. It does
notgo intothefine houses(of self-
righteousnessandgoodworks)butin
thehighwayand hedgesto compel
thepoorandtheneedyto cometo the
supperof theLord.

Onemaybe fatherlessandyet not
haveafflictionsor beneedy.Onemay
bea widowandhaveplentyandsuf-
fer no afflictions.Somewidowswax
wantonandmarry.Theydo well,but
theyarenotthoseto whomtheapos-
tlesrefer.

Paul is veryclearonthis: a widow
mustbethreescoreor sixtyyearsold.
That is shemustbe unableto take
careof herself. Thenshe must be
withoutsonsor grandsonsto carefor
herbeforesheshallbetakenin the
dailyministrationof thechurch.

To simplygo to seethesepoorand
talkwiththemis goodbutif we go
andconsumewhattheyhavewehave
madeaipoorvisitto them. To visit
themin thesenseof thetextis to give
themsuchthingsastheyneed. Once
two preacher,EldersJ. S. Dameron
andB. P. Pitt visited my father's
house;therewastherewithusa poor
sisterwhodesiredtoministertothem;
shedividedwhatshe had between
(them.They receivedher offering
just as if it hadbeenmuchmjoreand
theytheygavehermanytimesmore
thantheyhadreceivedof her. Thus
theyvisitedher in herafflictionsand
shehadalsoclearedhermindin min-
isteringof hernaturalthingsto those
who had ministeredher in sjpifituai
things.

We maybe surethat if we keep
ourselvesunspottedfrom the world
theworldcannotspotus. Man may
lie on us and persecutebut the
to comein. Does nottheveryletter
andplainlanguageof thewordforbid
the claimsof those who bowst so
muchof themoralfreeagency?Surely,
thisis highsoundinglanguage:moral
freeagency. Men assumteto them-
selvesgreattitlesandflatterthemselves
with theirown doings. Bui- when
theyareshownthe native of their
freedomwhichis to doevilonlythen
theyare glad that gitace>sfree f'o
causethesinnerto come .0 Jesus
Christ. For bygrace are ye saved
throughfaith,andthat 10:cf your
selves;for it is thegift r>fGod.Nor
of workslestany manshouldboast,
for wearehisworkmanshipcreatedin
ChristTesusuntogoodworks,which
God hathbeforeordainedthat we
shouldwalkin them. P. D. G.

SisterChambleerequestsmy view
of Acts 1:24-25. This concernsthe
castingof lots betweenJustus and
Matthiasto determinewhichof them
shouldsucceedJudas as oneof the
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twelveapostles:for it Wassaidhis
"bishoprickletanothertake."

The Lord told the elevento<lariy
at Jerusalemuntiltheywereendowed
withpowerfromon high. But the
Holy Ghosthadnot then fallen on
them;nor weretheyyetenduedwith
powerfromonhigh.

It seemsto meaftertheywereen-
duedwith that powerthey did not
thinkof arrangingwho shouldbean
apostle. Nor is thereany evidence
Matthialswasan apostle. Paul was
theapostlethatwashonoredof the
Lord as thefive talentservantswho
alsoreceivedthetalentthatJudashad
notwellused. For hisbishoprickwas
takenfromhimandgivento another.
Thoughas onebornoutof duetime
Paulstandsnotawhitbehindthechief
apostle.Nor hadheaccompaniedwith
theapostlesa daybeforetheresurrec-
tion of Jesus,but wasbreathingout
threateningandslaughteragainstthe
followersof Jesusuntilthemomenthe
wasstruckdownto thegroundbythe
light abovethebrightnessof the sun
thatshoneon him. He receivedthe
gifts of revelationall in a lumpand
could truly say he received it
not of man nor by man. but it
camebytherevelationof Jesusin him
thehopeof glo>ry.Therecannotbea
morenotabeexampleof successfhan
wasPaul'scase. No manhadgreater
gifts,nonelaboredmore,norwasmore
patientthanhewas,sothatPaulshows
wondefullywhatgiftsandcallingsof
Godwillaccomplish.Gracedidallthis
forPaulsaidbythegraceof GodI am
whatI aim. P. D. G.

The orderof gospelworshipis set
forth in the churchof God wherein
Jesusis king,andthetwelveapostles
areinspiredto expoundor declarethe
meaningof thelawof theLord.Judges
of courtsdo notenactlawsi,butthey
aretheconstitutionalmediumfor de-
claringwhatis themeaningof such
andsuchalaw. Nowtheapostleshave
this authority,and as apostlesthey
sitill live, though as mentheyare
dead. Theycannothaveanysucces-
sors inasmuchas theyneverdie as
apostles.Theirwordis asgoodtoday
asit waswhenfirstuttered.Jesusdid
notwriteamypartof theNewTesta-
ment,but the apostleswrote it all.
Hencetheirwordis final. The Lord

it is notmorevicious,revoltingor un-

cleanin its lewdandcorruptingspirit.
Botharetheworksof thelleshand

are lumpedwith everyotherungodly
and wickedtrait and motivecausing
allkindsof wickedandevilperpetrat;d
bymankind.

if oneis ledof thespirit—theholy
spirit— heis notunderthelaw,and
hencenotwalkingin thelustsof .he
flesh. Theapostlesumsuptheworks
of the fleshincluding every thing
alominable.He alsorecountsthefruit
of thespiritwhichis sofreefromsin,
mischiefor uncleanliness,andso use-
ful andlovely,sodesirableandpraise-
worthy.

or right. His followersalsowereno
honorto himor theeyesof men. It
wasa disgraceto havesuchfollowers.
It wasa reproachto beundersucha
captain.Butaffliction,shame,distress
andpovertybroughtthesementogeth-
erandkeptthemtogether.

I finallygoteasy in mymind,that if

mightbeso.
This wassomeeighteenyear*,ago,

and I startedin onmygood1 behavior,
andworks,to win favorof God,fmd
He-wenasmyfinalhome.

I was zealous in attendance,and
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readytodoanything-biddenme,expect
ing, of course,to rise from a-plain
memberto someoneof themoreim-
portantoffices,but1 nevergotbeyond
a plainmember,andsoongrewcoldin
theprofession1 hadmade. My wife
wenton regularly,and I wouldstay
home,or go>off somewhereelse. I
havewonderedif 1sawmyselfgetting
worse,inthereformationof mywicked
life, andbecamedisgusted,or wasit
becausetheydidnotpromoteme.

Howeverit didnotturnoutasI had
anticipated.,and I wentfrom badto
worse,andstillworse; in fact'ffel*no
conscienceat all, onlyseemedto think
(whenI wassomewhatprickedin my
head,asto whatI was),thatI might
be favoredas was the thief on the
crosswhosaid"whenthocomestinto
thy kingdom," or "God, bemer-
ciful to me a sinner." and it
might beI would fareasdid the
thief. I couldnotseeanyusein be-
ginningto livea godlylife now,when
I wassurethedayof mydeathwasat
someremoteperiod,it seemedto me
yearsandyearshence,so why need
botheraboutthekingdomof Heaven,
untilI gotnearerto it? Thuswould1
reasonmysalvationwithmyself,for I
felt it was betweenGod and myself
anyway, and wheneverI wouldbe
mindedabout it

,
I wouldseektoevade

it by thinkingtfierewastimeenough
tobebotheredaboutbeinggood. How
could I giveupall thesesinfulactsand
pleasures,andassociationsI now en-
joved? If I wereto forsakethemhow
wouldmy friendsand the world in
generallookuponmie?

Now it camethat I felt a desireto
prayto the God of Heavenand the
heavenswereshutup,and I foundmy-
selfsovileandwickedandmywhole
life in directoppositionto what I' felt
that God had wishedme to be. It

seemedtheheightof follv to askGod
to evenrememberme- I hadserious
''">■btsnbnnltheBiblebeinginspired.

I knewtherewerescienceand art

whichhad beenlost,andwhy could
notgreatmindshavewrittentheBible
andsoworded it

,

thatwe in thisday
werefoolishenoughtobelieveit.

I do not recollectever having
thoughttherewasno God,but I had
seriousdoubts if therewasanyhere-
after.

In my first exercisewhen I joined
the Presbyterians,I was feanfulof
hell,anddesiriousof goingto Heaven
a<ndso setto work. In mylastexpe-
riencehellneverloomedupbeforeme,
althoughI know I wasin it then,but
notawareof it atthetime. Afterhav-
ing a thoroughlight,in a sense,of the
utterfoolishnessof prayingto God, I

did not utter a word in prayer(and

if ever I prayedtoGod I didthen).

I ranalongin thisshapefor some
time,aindthentheblessingandgood-
nessof Godweremadeknownto my
soul. I sawthatmy very existence
dependedon him);thatmy success in

business,my wife,'children,home,in
everything,God hadblessedme in
givingthemto me,whilemylife was
sinandcorruption.This is whatbroke
me up; I wantedto thankhim and
couldnotfor I feltthatGodhadcast
meoff.

My troubles,oneandall, werekept
to myself,and I neverfor onemoment
thoughtof anychurchor anyhelp,nor
did I feelthatGod wouldevenlook
with favoron me. Neitherdid .1 try
to findconsolationin theBible; I read

it sometimes,butneverwasanything
appliedtomysoul.

I wentby a sectcalledthePalatinah
ReformedChurch,sometwoweeksbe-
fore I wasreceivedby theOld Bap-
tists,andheardthemsinging,andfelt

if I only daredgo in andhelpthem
sing,but I felt it wouldbehpocrisy,
andwenton. This is onlyoneof the
manyincidents,I look over,andsee,

I trust,thehandof theLord.
Well, the Old Baptistsat South-

amptonmeetSaturdayafternoonbe-
forecommunion,andonsecondSatur-
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dayin June, 1905,fatherandmother
(beingmembers)wentup,andfather
saidwewill goupto EliasHogeland's
Saturdaynightand Sunday,as it is
communionat themeetinghouse,and
you hadbettergo-along." I felt I
wouldliketogoto Elias' andseethe
folks,soI wentup.

Two wagonsmetthetrain;onefor
the farm,andoneto takepeopleto
meeting.I got in theonethatwent
to thefarm,andthatprovesto methe
Lord hadhid mypathfrommie,for
hadI felt to go to hearpreaching,I
shouldbavehesitatedaboutgoingdi-
rectto thefarm. As theteamwent
to thefarm,theypassedby themeet-
inghouse.I sawtwoor threeoutside
I knew,andI remarkedto thosewith
me,"I believeI willgo inandhearthe
preaching."

Elder Durandwaspreachingwhen
I wentin. I sat and listened;heard
thesermonwith thehearingear,and
sawthechurchof God. Aftertheser-
mon,oneandanotherwouldtalk as
theyfelt,andeachoneseemedto tell
somethingI knewabout. My whole
desirewasto bewiththispeoplefor I
felttheywerethepeopleof God.

After all werethroughspeakingof
theirexperiences,ElderDurandasked
meif I hadanythingto say. I said
somewhatasmymindwasled,andI
remembersayingthat if everI was
saved,it wouldbebythemercyof God.
Andwill saynow,thatI nevergetany
beyondthis,butthatit is bythegrace#
of God,I amwhatI am,amdif I am
onefor whomChristdied,it is bythe
mercyof God,havingchosenme in
ChristJesus,beforethefoundationof
theworld.

The churchvotedto receivemeas
a candidatefor baptism',andtimewas
set,9:45 nextmorning(Sunday),I
nowwonderedwhetherI hadnottold
thingsa littledifferentfromwhatthev
were. Had I told the-chnjrchlthe

truth?anddidtheyknowme? If they
did surelytheywouldregretthestep

theyhadtakenin receivingme. I felt
anxiousto bebaptized,if I onlywas
rightinmywordstothechurch,if not,
I hopedsomethingwouldpreventme
enteringthewater,if I wasnotright
in thestepI wasto take. I hadse-
riousprayersto Godto leadmearight
in thismatter.My onlythoughtwas.
"amI doingwhatisrightandhonest?"
I hadno felt senseof my sinsbeing
washedaway,only it seemedthat I
was now to follow the dearSavior
who was baptizedin Jordan, and I
seemedtobeliftedawayfrom!thechar-
acterI wasandmadeto lookforward
to thebaptism.My associatesdidnot
entermymind,asto whattheywojild
think,nor did I thinkof thecoming
week. It wasthebaptism,andwasI
rightto letthemgo?hadI notbetter
go overand rehearsesomethingof
whatI wasbeforetheyreceivedme?
for I felt if theyknewmetheysurely
'couldhot receiveme; at thefsame
time I desiredto be baptized.The
timecame,andI wasanxionsto ' o
right down in the waiter. Some ;f
themtriedto fix up theclothesI hnd
borrowedfor theoccasion,but I '.!elt
theywereall right; it did not md:>"
anydifferenceto meif thevfit, or if
anythinglookedrightor not,mlymain
thoughtwasto bebaptized.I wait-
ed downin thewater,andas Eldjr
Durandraisedmeout thewater,mv
sinsandpastlife remainedburied,and
if 'everI felt a new creature.I did
then: I hadnota careor troubleabout
anvthing.

I thoughtnowI will seehowI hear
preaching.Elder took for his text,
"I wasHad whenthev^aid"̂Let us
£Tointothehouseof theLord-" If I
had not charg-edmv mind with the
words,T neverwouldhaveremember-
edthetext. I wasateasewitheverv-
thinp-andevervborlv,andhappv.

What is life? It is a lookingand
hopingto possesssomethingnot yet
attainedto-. As we go alongin »w
earthlypilgrimagewe are engrcs:ed
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withwhatevertheheartdesireis into.
If theLord guidesusby his spiritto
seekacitynotmadewithhands,etem-
ail in theheavens,our soulwill look
forwardto that. In our earthlyde-
sireswe will oftenmeetdisappoint-
ments,butwhomtheLord hatsjea!ed
withtheearnestof hisspiritshallcome
into the full possessionof morethan
poorfinitemindscancomprehend.Eye
hathnotseen,norearheardthethings
thatGod haspreparedfor themthat
lovehim,butGodhathrevealedthem
to us by his spirit,yea ( the dejp
thingsof God.

expressionof Jesus',but neveruntil
a kw daysagodid i thinkof w'ntmg
upon1nesubject. Wow,1 am wen
•-•..areof thetactthat11mymindis
not directedby thespirit01uod tiie
attempttowritewill befruitless.Uod
a.o^ccanopenup thesubject. The
wordswerespokenundertne most
tryingcircumstances.The dearSon
01ood hadbeenshamefullycondemn-
edtodietheignominiousdeathof the
crossbetweentwo thieves,and was
thensuiteringtheagoniesof thecruel
death.His body,no doubt,wasrack-
ed with excruciatingpain. Most of
his followershad torsakenhim and
lied,buta fewwerepresent,andwere
beholdingthedreadfulagonywhichhe
suffered. No doubtbut they were
overwhelmedwith grief,yet helpless.
They werepowerless;his hour had
comewhenhemustsurrenderuphis
life for sinsthatheneverhadcommit-
ted,butmustatonefor. Gracenever
couldreignthroughrighteousnessun-
toeternallifewithouthisgivinguphis
life to atone. Whilemostof his fol-
lowershad fled,the beloveddisciple
wasthento beholdhissufferings,to-
getherwith his belovedand loving,
heart-piercedmother,and his moth-
er'ssister,Mary,thewifeof Cleophas,
andMary Magdalene.No doubtbut
theyall wereoverwhelmedwithunut-
terablegrief; "And whenJesussaw
his motherand the disciplestanding
bywhomheloved."thesightof them
seemedto causehimto forgethisan-
guish. "He saithunto his mother,
Woman,beholdthy son." O wjiata
solemjnappeal,whichmusthavepierc-
edherverysoul. The sightdoubtless
arousedeverypassionof love,venera-
tion andpity thather soulcouldbe
capableof.

The sonof her love,appealingto
her,andhein theverythroesof the
mostcruel and painfuldeath,must
havepiercedherheartwiththekeen-
estanguishandno doubtcalledforth
thedeepestandtenderestloveandsym
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pathythatmother'slove couldfeel,
uh, nowtheheartswellswithloveand
pity whenwe look uponthe faceol
onenearanddeartouswhiledeaithis
preyinguponall their vital powers,
i rulyin thiscasethetruthottheScrip
tureswasmadeplain,ior Simeonhad
toldherbefore,whileheheldthechild
Jesus in his armsand blessedthem,
saying:"Yea, a soul also, that the
thoughtsof manyheartsmaybe re-
vealed."Luke 2:35. No doubtbut
shefelt thatthisprophecywasbeing
truly fulfilled,while she lookedsor-
rowfullyup the solemnscene. Hut
1 thinkJesusmeantsomethingmore
wonderfulthanto merelycan upon
her to beholdhis sufferings.I think
it cannotbeshownthathe wasever
disobedientto hisparentsat anytime,
or to his divineFather. He never
disobeyedeither. He musthavethe
honorof beinga sonthatneverwas
guiltyof disobedience.In his dying
hourshewouldshowhisloveandven-
erationforherwhohadbornehimand
hadwatchedoverhimin Bethleliemf's
maaiger.He wasnotashamedof her
in herpoverty. Whileshehadnoth-
ing wherewithto clothehim with at
his birth, but "swadling clothes,"
Luke2:y,yethehonoredandobeyed
her. In his life hehadlivedfor her
in hisdeathheatonedfor her. By his
gracesheis saved,andin hisresurrec-
tionsheis justified.This is wonder-
ful grace,savinggrace,aboveall oth-
er honors;yet this is notenoughto
satisfythis dutiful son. Something
elsemustbedone. Her temporalcom-
fortsmustbe lookedafterbeforehe
left her. "Woman,beholdthy son.
Thoughthetorturesoi deathareex-
cruciating,I cannotforgetthee. 1
cannotyield to deathuntil I haive
madeprovisionfor thy earthlycom-
fort." "Son behold thy mother."
This is hisdyingchargeor dyingcom-
mand. Themother,nodoubt,though
boweddownwith sorrow,hearswith
astonishmentthesewonderfulwords.

John,whonodoubt,is hereaddressed,
is filledwith loveto her who is so
strickenandforlorn,andto showhis
lovefor hisdivineLord and Master,
yeamercifulSavior,andthetenderre-
gardhehadfor her,"fromthathour
that discipletook her unto his own
home."John 19:27. This manifes-
tationof the loveandvenerationof
Jesusfor hismotheraccomplished,his
anxietyfor her seemsto be satisfied
fornextwehavethisuponrecord:"Af
terthis,Jesusknowingthatall things
werenowaccomplished,thatthescrip-
turemightbe fulfilled,saithI thirst.
Nowtherewassetavesselfullof vine-
gar:andtheyfilledaspongewithvine-
gar,andput it uponhyssop,andpuc
it inhismouth.WhenJesustherefore
hadreceivedthevinegar,hesaid,It is
finished:andhe bowedhis headand
gaveuptheghost."John 19:28-29-30.

It seemstomethatit musthavebeen
apartof theworkthatGodhadassign-
edtohisSonthatheshouldremember
andprovidefor hismother.And that
!eingmybelief,I canbin thinkthai
theexampleof Jesusin his lastmo
entsis commendableandbindingupon
thehouseholdof faith. Mother!Oh.
whatnamesoundssosweet,sofraught
with love? What a lessonis taught
us by the dearSavior!Does it not
carrywith it themostbindingobliga-
tionuponalltolove,honor,protectand
supportmother? Certainlyit does.
The Lord commendedtheRechabites
for obedienceto theexampleof Jesus.
Thiscommandsitselfto us?Doesit not
seemthatit waswellpleasingin the
sightof God? It musthavebeen,for
an Apostlehathsaid,"Childrenobey
yourparentsin theLord, for this is
1ight.Honorthyfatherandthy'neth-
er; whichis the first commandment
withpromise.Eiph. 6:1. Can one
honoreitherfatheror motherbyneg-
lectingthem and disobeyingthem?
Certainlynot. Let the apostlespeak
again,"Childrenobeyyourparentsin
allthings;forthisiswellpleasingunto
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theLord." Col.3:20. This is enough,
it mustbe offensiveto God if tl\e>e
commandsare disobeyed,and ii" (Air
parents,especiallyourmother, is neglec
tedor disgracedbyus;yetsomeseem
to disregardthesedivineinjunctions,
andgo on to slight,disobey,neglect,
and evenforsaketheir mother,who
borethem,and pleadfor an excuse
thattheyareold-fashioned,uneducated
unrefined,hardto please,peevish,sel-
fish,childishandill-bred. O, shame,
where is thyblush? Whosufferedthe
pangsof my birth? Mother. From
whosebieastwas I nurturedin my
helplessinfancy? Mother,whobent
overmy infantbodyin my i. .fancy?
Mother. Whobathedmyinfantbrow

sickness.Mother. Whospentsleep
lessnightswatchingovermeandput
,.ipwith my crying,and ''rettingand
crossness,when I wasan helplessin-
fant, unconsciousof beingeven a

humanbeing? Mother..If shewas a

piousmother,howoftenhasherear-
nestprayergoneup to Godin mybe-
half. And now,shall I committhe
dreadfulsinof neglectingherbecause
shehasbecomeold andchildish. No
never,whilememorylasts,or I have a

morselof bread. Mothershallshare
withme,saysthedutifulchild. Jesus
set the pattern. I, by his help,will
striveto imitatehis example,so far
as imperfectioncanimitateperfection,
No dutifulchildcaneverbecontentto
live in want. Neithercantheylive in

finemansionsandseemotherlivingin
wantin a hovel. It is a crying sin
againsther and againstGod. Some
havedaredto pleadthatmother is so
hardto please,andshe is untidy;my
childrenaireashamedto haveherpres-
ent whentheyhavefashionableand
gaycompany.Mothermuststayin the
kitchen,or keepout of sight.Away
with gayandfashionablecompany if

mother is to be sightedbecauseof
them. King Solomonbowedhimself
to his mother,andhad a seacsetfor
herwhilehesatonhis throneandshe

saton his righthand. 1stKins 2:19
While he stmiedto bevexedat the
requestshemade,yetlie honoredher,
for herememberedherashismother;
therebyteachingus thatour mothers
should,have a pfaceatour righthand,
not only in our affections,but also
in our liberalities.And if wieor our
wivesand our childrenairehonored,
mothermustalsosharein ourhonors.
Cana childof Godbehappyandobed-
ienttoGod,andyetfail to>respectand
honorhisparentsinlostespeciallymothr-
er,shebeingthebeingtheweakerves-
sel? .1 thinknot. What,mockat the
distressof parents,and I havea plen-
ty? They living in needand I living
in luxury? No, no. This is not the
way of grace. No, if any haveto
sufferprivationslet it beme,aindnot
mymother.Hear Solomon"The eye
thatmockethat his father,anddespis-
ethto obeyhis mothertheravensof
thevalleyshallpick it andtheyoung
eaglesshalleatit." Prov.30:17.Fear-
ful judgment;showingthatGodwill
revengewrongsdonetoparents.Prob-
ablyonewho is guiltyof unkindnessto
parentsdoesnotconsidertheenormity
of thecrime. How importantthatwe
shouldrememberthat if weneglectto
respect; honorandobeyoandadmin-
isterto theneedsof our parentsthat
wesinagainsttheGodof all comfort.

strewnherwaywith flowers if not it

It maypleasethe eyeof
thegiddybut it camdohernogood. I

wouldhumblyexhorttheyoungto re-
verenceandobeytheirmother;honor
heras a preciousjewel;yeaasthebest
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earthlygift thatGodhasbeenpleased
to giveto thechildrenof men. The
unworthywriterthoughtthathewas
obedientto hismotherwhileshelived
andwhileheknowsthathefurnished
her to theextentof his abilitywith
the necessariesof life yet whenshe

^STRENGTH WEAKENED
"He weakenedmy strengthin the

way; He shortenedmy days.Psalm.
cii. 23.

Of all theburdensI haveeverhad
—andI havemorethan—theburden
of preachingisby far theheaviestand
shouldtherebeanyoneherewhowould
like to takemy placeI wouldvery
willinglygivewayandlethimoccupy
thispulpitinsteadof me. It isnolight
thingto standup in thenameof the
greatJehovah;it is no light thingto
tracethepathwaya Christianwalks;

andoh! if it is a wrongone!If it a
wrongone! ! Thereis sucha thingas
prophesyingortellingadreamorspeak
inga visionof one'sownthing—they
bothshallfaillintotheditch—theditch
of helloutof whichthereis no com-
ing. It is thereforeto mea serious
matterto speakin the nameof the
God of heavenandearth;and then
whenweconsiderhowmuchpeopleof-
tenbuilduponwhatthepreachersays
it is truly solemn. I rememberone
whenI hadbeenpreachinga person
saidto me: "Well I camein verydark
butif whattheministersaysis right
I amall right." And I thoughtwhat
a solemn thing if you should
builduponwhatI sayand we both
shouldbewrong. It is with feelings
suchatethesethatI standbeforeyou
tonightwiththesewordsfor my text
andI hopeweshallnotbebarbarians
to eachotherbutthatvonwill under-
standa littleof thethingswhichwe
hopetheHoly Spirit will leadmeto
speak.

"He weakenedmy strength."We
will lookfirstat theword"strength"
andthensawsomething-abouttheway
and after thatwe will speakof the
weakening.Thereare two kindsof
strength: thereis thatstrengthwhich
God imparts—whichGodgivesto all
his people.The Psalmistsays: "The
Lord ismystrength;"andSamuelcatU
the Loird the "Strengthof Israel."
t Sam.xv. 2Q. Strengthis imparted
to thesoulof Godhimself.TheApos-
tle Paul pravsfor theEphesiansthat
thevmight "be strengthenedwith
vnightbvhissniritin theinnerman."
Enh.3:16. The strengthis of a spir-
itualnature,andcomesfromGodand
withit thesoulcontendsfor thethings
whichare of God andwarsagainst
thosethingswhichareearthly,sensual
anddevilish.Onesaws,
"No helpin self I find,

Andyethavesoughtit well;
Thenativetreasureof mymind

Is sinanddeathandhell."
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He did not learnthatin a minute.
How longBerridgehadbeentraveling
the way to heavenwhenhe penned
thosewordsI cannotsay,but it was
probablyyears. To sayfeelingly,un-
derstandingthemeaningof thewords,
"The nativetreasureof mymind

Is sin, and death,andhell."
is somethingsupernatural; suchknow-
ledgecomesnotby readingbooks,not
evenour monthlyperiodicals.I am
afraiidsomegetreligionin thatway.
There are peoplewho'can talk ex-
perienceclearlybutit is nottheirown,
it is somethingtheyhavelearned,asa
boylearnshis lesson,andtheyknow
it is right; thentheir judgmentem-
bracesit andtheycontendfor thedoc-
trineof gracein 'anexperimentalway
and yet havenot experimentallyand
feelinglyreceivedthe doctrinein the
soul. I believethisstatementis true,
and if we candiscernbetweenthese
two thingswhomadeyouandmeto
differ? What havewe thatwe have
not received? This strengthwhich
Godimpartsis of sucha naturethatit
contendswithprincipalitiesandpowers
andtriumphsoverthe flesh,andall
thing'swhichareof theflesh. "Yea."
savstheApostlePaul, "I cando all
thing'sthrough Tesus !Christ who
strengthenedme." Tn contra-distinc-
tionto thisDivinelyimnartedstrength
thereis a failsestrengthwhicheverv
religiousmanha<*bv nature:andthat
strengthevervChristianat timesfeels
the powerof, and it often deceives
him. It is a wonderfulthing, that
alongwithgraceprows"n something
whichis nothumility. Thereis such
a thingas beinpproudof our expe-
rience:andproud.of ourabiHtvtotalk
o t̂hedentinsof Satan,andof thenat^s
of innuirv. thatpeor>1emavsav, Ts
notheor =healwonderfullywell-taupht
nerson?With thisstrenp+ha manmav
talkaboutreligionthathe mavshow
othershowmuchCodhastaughthim
"Self huntsaboutfor praise;"anr1T
havesometimesquestionedthemotive

whenI have'askedtheLord for some-
thing specialfor myself,whetherit
was that I mighttalk about it

,

that
othersmightgazeandwonder.Pride
lurksin theheart;butohtohavegrace
andspiritualeyesighttodistinguishbe-
tweenthesethings,and humbly to
watchwhatmotiveinfluencesus when
weprayfor blessings!This strength
which is falserestson a rottenfoun-
dation. It restuponthekeenessof our
intellect; upon the reasoningfacul-
tiesof ourmind,andtheclearnessof
our judgment. The Psalmistspeaks
thusof certainprofessors:"Thereare
no bandsin their death; but their
strength is firm." Psalm lxxiii. 4.
They go alongthroughlife without
beingthe subjectsof fears, or of
doubt. Their strength is so strong
that it shutsoutalldoubt.All theex-
ercises of mind,andtheups and
downswhich a livingsoulhas is shut
outbythisstrength; andwehavebeen
trulygrievedsometimeswhenwehave
heardsomesaythattheydidnotmind
howsoondeathcame; if theydiedthat
minutetheywereprepared;and yet
in their walk and conversationwas
manifestedno humilityor truelowli-
nessof spirit.

Friends,wehaveto soberlyconsider
thesethings,and if youthinkmtetoo
severe,I cannothelp it

,

for death,hell
andjudgmentaretoosolemnto-trifle
with. Wheremaywebebeforesun-
rise? We mavbein eternity.If God
werepleasedto impressthesethings
uponallourheartsyour?~ndmine,we
shouldhold the things : time and
sensewith a loosehand, a loosegrasp;
ouraffectionswouldbesunderedfrom
thethinpsof thislife. How different-

ly weshouldwalkthroughthisvaleof
tears. This falsestrength is delusive
and dangerousand had I beenleft
to g-oon in thisstrength,whatshould

I benow? A high towering-profes-
sorof religion. But wehopethatwe
havetherootof thematter:and if the
root is in mysoul,therewill be a lit-
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tie fruit appearing,anda littlelaying-
holdof thatstrengthwhichGodhim-
selfgiveshispeople.He givesstrength
to layholduponstrength.Thatisone
of theparadoxesof theChristianre-
ligion.strengthto layholdof strength.
"WhenI amweak,thenI amstrong."
2 Cor.xii. 10.

We will now speaka littleof the
way. Christsays,"I amtheWay."
Yes,allothersleadtohell. No matter
howfair andrighttheyseem; all oth-
erwaysleadtodestruction.He is the
Way fromthecity of Destructionto
the heavenlyJerusalem. He is the
Way that all the prophetstraveled;
theroadthataloneleadsfromibanish-
ment. He is theWayof holinessand
all his peopleresolvehumblyin his
strengthto eo thatWay, for all his
pathsarepeace.Therearemanyoth-
er wayswhichseemright untomen
buttheendof themallisdeath; andall
thewayswhicha manby his natural
judgmentchoosethin religion,leadto
destruction.Wide is thegate,broad
isthewayof naturalreligionthatlead-
ethuntodestruction.Yes, thereis a
waycastupbyman; it isaneasyroad,
andyeta dangerousone,andhowever
muchpeoplema,vthinkthatit is lead-
ingthemto heaven,it is but leading
themin the oppositedirection.But
thewaywhichwethinkisherebrought
beforeus, is thewaywhichthepeo-
ple walk in. The Psalmist when
lookingbackoverthe historyof his
people,saysthattheLord "ledthem
forthbytheHe-litwaythattheymight
goin r cityof habitation."Psalmscvii
7. Godleadshispeoplefromthecity
of destructionthrougha wilderness
world untothat placewhichis pre-
paredfor thosethatlovehim. If we
lookat theancientpeopleof Israelwe
findthatGod ledthemoutof Egypt
intoanarrowpass—mountainsoneach
hand,the Red Sea in front andthe
enemybehind,andtherewasapparent-
ly nowayof escape.Yet it wasa rigftt

way,becauseGodledthem.He made
a wayfor themthroughtheseai,and
whentheysawthedestructionof their
enemiestheysang praisesto God.
'I lieuhe led them—whereto? into .1
garden?No. He ledthemto Marah
wherethewaterswerebitter. They
marchedthrougha sandydesertto get
there,endthewaterwhichtheycarried
iin their bagsbeingexhau^edthey
went10drinkof thewater*andfound
thembitter. Godledthem—it wasa
rightway. And healsoledthemfar-
therto a placeof seventypalmtrees
andtwelvewellsofwater.Theydidnot
grumblewhenthevweresittingunder
theshadeof thoselofty trees, and
drinkingthewaterfrom thosewells.
Then he led themto Mount Sinai,
wheretheyheardthethundering,and
sawthelightnings;whereheinstructed
theminthelaw.Hasheledyouthere?
Led youto MountSinai,turnedyou
aboutthere,instructedyou there,put
thelawdeeplyintothysoul,sothatit
driedupthyspirit? He ledtheanfar-
ther,intotheWildernessof Sin, and
therethefieryserpentsbit themi;yet
it wasa rightway. He ledthemto
Jordan'sbanks,andthenbackagain;
still it wasa rightway. Thushe led
themaboutand instructedthemin a
marvelousway to fit themfor and
bringthemto thatlandwhichhehad
promisedtheirforefathers.It is inthis
way in whichhe leadsus, spiritually
consideredthat he weakens our
strength.

He weakensour strength. Some
wouldsayit issinthatweakens.Well,
sin doesweaken. It bringstrouble,
andcausescloudsto risebetweenGod
and the soul. Sin vexesand teases
andoftimessnaresandentanglesus,
andwehaveeuiltuponoursoulsand
cannotapproachuntoGod. Canyou
with a guilty consciencereallyap-

proachHim? Notunlesshegivesyou
strengthto do so. Then,whenyou
havethatstrengthimparted,youare
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strongenoughto confessyour sins.
Until thenthereis no realconfessing
of our sin andour iniquity,however
muchwemaytalkaboutit. Butsome
maysayit is thedevilthatweakens.
Well, so he does;and very quickly
to,whenhecomesagaiinstus.He soon
divestsus of all our strengthwherein
wegloried,andif heisallowedtogain
uponus,hewill bring us down as
Christianwas broughtdown in the
valley. His swordwasgone,his ar-
mourdidnotenablehimtostandmuch
agaiinstthefierceattackof Apollyon,
butChristianwasgivenalittlestrength
andhehelpedto graspthesword,and
makinga lunge,his enemlyflew. Re-
sistthedevilandhewill fleefromyou
but you cannotdo this in yourown
strength.You mavstrugglehardto
turn your mindto conquerhim; but
whenGod himselfcomes,thenyou
comeoffmorethanconqueror.

Butto ourtext: He weakensthem.
HereI wouldfirstremarkthatwehave
a lotof nativestrength.In yearsgone
by I wasvervstrong;anduntil the
Lord beganthis weakening'process
in myheart,wassostrongthatI could
notcomedownto thepoorandfeeble.
No, I couldnot comedownto the
teachingof theGospelStandard,for
it denictedan experimentalpathway
thatI did notunderstand.Its teach-
ing wasin this respectan enigm'aito
me. This nativestrengthwhichwe
possesshasto be broughtdown:we
appearableto'readtheWord of God,
andto understandit

,

andto walk in
such a waythatwe arepleasedwith
ourselves.But this strength is to be
broughtdown and God weakensit.
The marginalreading is "He afflicted
miv strength." God afflictsthem.
Then*?re manyformsof affliction,
and"Afflictioncomethnotforthof the
dust."Tohv. 6

.

and "AlthoughGod
doescatnsegrief,vetwill hehavecom-
nassion."Lam.iii. 32; and "shall
therebe evil in a city andtheLord
hathnotdoneit." Micalliii. 6

.

These

textsallprovethatGoddoesafflict.He
doesnotactfromcaprice,or evenas
pairentsoftendo, for theychastened
usaftertheirownpleasure,buthefor
ourprofit." Heb.xii. 10. He brings
afflictionsuponus for ourgood;they
proceedfromandare a proofor evi-
denceof his love. Oneproverbsays
"sparetherod—spoilthechild;"but
God will not sparethe rod for our
muchcrying. Sometimeshe brings
uponusafflictionsinthemind. A deep
senseof God'smajestyand justice,
andof our unworthinessandhell-de-
servings.Whocanbringthisuponus

if God doesnot? And thisweakens
thatfanciedstrengthof ours.As soon
as we arebroughtinto thisaffliction
of mind,whatdowefeel? Perhapsa

lackof spiritofprayerintheheart,and
thereseemsnothingin the Biblebut
thatwhichcuts andsaddensus.Nei-
ther is therethewill to read it as in
formerdays, here is rto abilityor
strengthto tay hold uponpromises
whichGodhasgivenhis triedpeople.
We oftenquotedthemin thedaysof
our strengthbutnowwearebrought
intothatplacewhereweneedGodto
applythem. Why? becausewe are
weakened.We aresickandafflicted.
Lookat a manlyingon a bedof suf-
fering;not a pleasantexperienceto be
forcedto submitto everything.being
donefor him,as if he werea child.
Buthe is a sickman,andbeing a sick
manhe prizesthecareof thenurse.
This poorsoulthat I amnowdescrib-
ing is afflictedandsick;hecannotfeed
himself;of coursehe cannot,he has
nostrengthto do it ; hecannotpray—
hehasnostrengthtopray. He cannot
bringdownthepromisesintohisown
heart; hehasnostrength.He cannot
lift up a songof praise—he hasno
strengthto do it. Buthegroansand
sighsbeforetheLord,andmournson
accountof thosethingswith which
God is weakeninghim. I ask, how
couldGod teachus our needof his
strength if hedidnotweakenourna-
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tive strength?Anotherthing which
Goddoes— heweakensourholdonthe
world. We are carnal,our nature
lovesearthlythings;weclingto those
thingswhiclisuitournature,whatever
theymaybe. Yourdispositionis not
thesameasmtine;yourtastesandtem-
peraments>maynut be the same as
mine;often whatone persontakes
mostdelightin, is repugnantto,or at
leastpossessesnoattractionfor anoth-
er. But whateverit maybethatwe
leanuponandholdtightly,Godoften
weakensourattachmentto it bycaus-
ing thisverything-to becomea trou-
bleanda trialto us. It becomessuch
a burdento us thatwegetsickof it.
Godsaidof Ephraim,he" is joinedto
idols; let him alone." Hoseaiv. 17.
But Ephraimby theprophetis repre-
sentedas saying,"I smoteuponmy
thigh;I wasashamed,yea,evencon-
founded,becauseI did bearthe re-
proachof my youth."Jer. xxxi. 19.
He turnedto theLord andconfessed
to him,andtheLord graciouslyheard
andblessedhim.I oftenthinkof Eph-
raim; "When Ephraimspaketremb-
ling he exaltedhimselfin Israel,but
whenhe offendedin Baal,he died."
Hoseaxiii. 1.Howoftenit is thecase
thatweoffendin Baal; someidoltakes
possessionof our thoughtsand runs
awaywith theaffections,andinstead
of thembeingChristwardandheaven-
ward,theyarecentredonthingsbelow.
Godsees it

,

anddesignsin His heal-
ings with us to weakentheseaffec-
tions. If weattainto or getpossess-
ionof thethinguponwhichourheart

is fixed, it doesnotbringthejoy or
the pleasurewe anticipated,perhaps
bringsus a greatdealof sorrowin-
stead,andthenin ourdistressweturn
untotheLord to Him thatweakens
us. He givesusthebreathof prayer;
weareableto layourcasebeforehim
to breatheoutbeforehimall ourtrou-
bleandgrief,acknowledgeour trans-
gressionuntohimandour iniquitywe
donothide. Now there is a full con-

fession. Ah! this weakeningWprk,
howiprecious it is! how sweet it is

whenweareableto lookbackandsee
whatGodaccomplishedin thatparti-
culartrial,in thatparticulartrouble!
How heseparatedus fromall carnal
support,andbroughtus off fromthe
sanduponwhichwe were resting!
How hehasmadeus seethatrealre-
ligion is morethannotion. He wants
thewholeheart;"Son,givemethine
heart.".Andwhenwehavebeenthus
weakenedthere is a completesurren-
derto Christ. Do youknowwhat it

is to open,as it were, the heart
to receiveChrist? Do youknowwhat

it is to makethissurrenderunderthe
blessedpowerandsweetteachingand
anointingof God the Holy Ghost?
There is suchanexperience,andbless-
edbehisname,His peoplearenotig-
norantof it

,

for their affectionsare
broughtfromthesethingswhichkeep
themdownto the earthto worship
him who is a spiritin spiritand in
truth.

"He weakenedmy strength in the
way."Now,weallnaturallyfeardeath
andgenerallyspeaking,desirea long
life; weall naturallypostponetheevil
dayandset it as far awayaspossible
fromus,and if wewere surethatwe
shouldnot die until such a yearour
carnalheartwouldnot troublemuch
about it until it drewverynigh. The
Christianman, if lefttohimself,would
be as carnalas ever. "But in the
midstof life wearein death,"andas
thetreefallsso it lies;to thenorthor
south; sothesoulof manriseseither
to heavenor sinksto hell.The quick-
enedmanbelievingthis is exercised
abouthis everlastingwelfaire."How
will it bewhen I comeintotheswell-
ing Jordan?" And this weakening
processwhich Godputshimthrough
makeshimsothathecannotrestupon

a fleshlyreligion.He cannotrestupon
his doubts. He canotrestuponhis
fears,nor upondreamsor visions.
Somepeoplehavevisionsanddreams
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andrestuponthem. But awaywith
suchrestingplaces! '1lie Lord used
to speakto inspeoplein dreaoms,and
I amnotpreparedto saybutthathe
mayspeaksometimesto themnowm
like manner. The apostle.Peterre-
latesa visionwhichwas a glorious
one—theonehehadon thetopof a
mountain,whenhe sawChristtrans-
figured,andhearda voicefromheav-
en saying,"This is my beloved'Son,
heairhim.'' But he says,"We have
alsoa moresureword of prophecy;
wherauntoye do well that ye take
heed,as untoa light thatshinethin
a darkplaceuntil thedaydawnand
thedaystarairisein yourheart.'"II
Peteri. 19. I wantsomethingmore
than dreams—the sweetwitnessing
within that I am born of God, the
blessedanointingof theHoly Spirit,
aninflowingof His loveintomyheart
asmySavior,asmyRedeemer,asmy
God. Is thatwhatyou want?Any-
thingshortof this,whatis it? Have
wea hopein hisname? Ah! it iswell
when,in humility,we areenabledto
givea reasonfor thathopewhichis
withinus, and is as an anchor,sure
andsteadfast,enteringintothatwhich
is withinthe veil evenChrist Jesus.
It is a comfortablehope,anencourag-
inghope,a hopewhichliftsthesinner
upandbringshimintosweetanticipa-
tionof thatrestwhichremainethfor
thepeopleof God. I remembersome*
timeagovisitingonewhohadbeenill
andwasnotexpectedto recover,but
hewasgettingbetterthoughstill far
fromwell. He said,"I amnovision-.
ary';whatI wantis a powerfulappli-
cationof God'sWordtomysoul,then
he.maytakemjehome."This manwas
80yearsof age,andhadbeenin the
waysof God nigh60 years,yetthat
waswhathewanted,andwhatevery
livingsoulwill want,for thecomfort
whichmancangivewill neversustain
a livingsoul. It mustbethatcomfort
whichGodhimself gives. That is
whatwe want,and I do not believe

thatany exercisedchild of God will
restsatisfiedshortof a manifestation
of Christto hissoulashisSavior.
No, becausetheydo not springfrom
nature,froma proudheart,nor from
Satan,butfromtheworkof theSpir-
it within. What is Christ to the
worldling?What was he to the an-
cientJews? If you seeanythingin
this ChristJesuscausingyou to de-
sireHim, it ij becauseyouhavehad
theseeingeyegivenyou,andyoube-
hold in Him somethingmore!than
humannature—youbeholdhimasthe
Son of God, in whomit pleasedthe

I hopetheLord
will bepleasedto bless you and to
biessme;and if we nevermeethere
againon earth,maywe meetaround
his thronein heavenwherethere is
peaceand jov and blessedness,and
whereweshallcastourcrownsat the
feetof himwhosuffered,bledanddied
for us.

like to havean explanationof this
fromyourownpen."

Thereis nota wordof truthin this
chargeso far as I am consciousof.
The Missionarieswhile I was wlith
themtreatedmeverykindly,and I
havenota wordof complaintto make
againstanyof them.

While I was in troubleaboutthe
truechurchI felta dispositionto leave
thecountryandgo-off asI wasunder
great.distressof mind,but the Mis-
sionaries,themselvesvisitedme and
endeavoredto encouragemeto remain
with them.

Personally,I had no fault to find
withanvof them,norhaveI now,nor
haveI any faultto findof anyman
as it concernshis personaltreatment
of me.

It was;aindis a matterof doctrine
or fellowsmpthatconcernsme.VVlien
I unitedwith the Missionarypeople
1 hadno questionin my mindabout
theirholdingthe doctrineof Christ.

After being;with themfor some
years1 becameexercisedfirst of all
aboutmy vile and guilty^condition
beforeGod. When1 wasshownmy
lost concutk>nanjdthe Lord }l\,us

appearedto me as my righteousness
at once.I feltandknewthatit is the
truth—thatChristis therighteousness
of hispeople,andforwhichI preached
thisdoctrineas I hadneverseen,felt
or believedit before T̂he Missionary
peopledidnotso viewit andI began
to seeka peoplethatbelievedandheld
whathadbeenshownto me.For mou
thanfiveyearsI triedto remainwit]
that(people,but couldnot.

OftenI amaskedwhat
is thedifferencebetweenusandother
denominations.Perhapsif theques-
tionwereaskedwhereinarethethings
in whichyour peopleand the other
denominationsagreeit mightbesaid
in nothing. The PrimitiveBaptists
arediversefromall otherpeople,na-
tions,kindreds,languagesor tongue.
Thereis no oneliketheyare. If the
other denominationsare right we
are certainlywrong. If the great
effortsto1helpthe Lord by money,
worldlylearning,labors,institutionsof
a worldlysort,bringingin so many
peopleinto their numbersare right
thenweareall wrong. But suppose
the despised,persecutedand lhated

people, the secteverywherespoken

Amongthe greatestkingdomsof
thisworld,beginningwithEgypt,then
Chaldea,thenAssyria,thentheMedian
thethe Babylonian,andthe Persian,
the greatestof thesewas the Medo
Persianuntil the riseof the Roman
government.TheJewshadbeencar-
riedawaybythekingof Babylon,but
Godhaddeliveredthemintothatpow-
er. In readingthe historyof these
nationsasmanviewsit oneseenothing
beyondthenationalpowerof men,but
if onereadsas theBiblesetsit forth
it will beseenthatGodraises,up one
andsetsdownanother,andgivesthe
kingdomsto thebasestof men as it
pleaseshim.

Theseancientkingdomshad their
godsandalters,priests,temples,etc.,
or theirreligion.Theyhadgodsmhny
andlordsmany. Thereweredifferent
phenomanain naturesuchascoldand
heart,sicknessandhealth,lifeanddeath
prosperityanddisaster,warandpeace,
sun-shineandshade-lightanddarkness
literallyandnaturally.Theseancient
heathennationswouldfeelinfluences,
eventsior occurrences.They could
not understandthatthe powerthat
causedthelightwould producedark-
ness.Theyweretoomuchopposedto
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eachother,or thatthegodmatcaus-
ed peacewouldanewbo oppositea
thingaswartooccur,or tnatuie god
of healthwouldsunersucnan enemy
assicknesstoinvadeinspeople,or tnat
thegodthatcausedmewouldtolerate
deatnits opposite,or tnatthegodof
good wouldpermitthe existenceof
evil,soinorderto frameatneoiyJong
enoughandbroadenoughto account
for ail thesethingstheyinventedgods
manyandlordsmany.

Cyrusthegreatkingof theMedes
andthePersians,thoughthegreatest
rulerof hisdayonearth,didnotknow
theLord whohadraisedhimup and
giventhekingdomof Babyloninto'has
handdid notknowtheLord yetGod
raisedhimupandstrengthenedhimand
gavesuchpoweras to destroyBaby-
lonandliberatethepeopleof God.The
Lord did all for Israel'ssakebecause
of thelovehehadfor Israel. He tells
Cyrusthathe knew him by name,
thoughCyrushadnotknownhim. He
saysI am theLord and thereis no
God besideshim. Thereis no other
Godbesidehim. HencetheLord de-
claresI formthelightandcreatedark-
nesswhichis its opposite.He makes
peaceandcreatesevil. He doesall
thesethings. Evil is theoppositeof
peace,as darknessis theoppositeof
light.

If theGodof heavengiveslife
and anotherGod causesdeath,then
theGodof heavencouldnotraisethe
dead. Thesethingsaredweltuponto

provethatthereis butonetrueand
everlastingGod,andbesidehimthere
is no god.

Job said,shallwe reseivegoodat
the handof the Lord and shallwe
not receiveevil? Whatdid hemean
byevil? didhemeansin,didhemean
transgressionof the law? No, he
meantsuffering,pain,darkness,wretch
ednesssuchasJob wasthensuffering

Sin is definedto be transgression
of the law, not somethingGod has
created,flor everything he'created
wasgood.

Whenweareexercisedin darkness
anddistress,andcannotseethelight,
nor day,nor peace,but are in great
darknessand distressto whomshall
we look for deliverance? He

rultsaboveallandall thingsareunder
his powerandthereis no powerbut
of God.

I havehadbutlittlemindto write
for sometime,andhavefelt thatper-
hapsmy silencewouldnot lessenthe
usefulnessof theLandmark,nor the

fettersof death. If by reasonof Ins

placethatknewhimshallknowhimno
more. He abidethnot.He is dust,and
untildustshallhereturn,andin that
verydaynothingmoreof him in the
senseof his actingpower.There is
nothingtohimleftonearth.In Adam
there is nothingbutfailureanddeath.

It requiresnot
earthlytrainingand teachingin hu-
manlearningor worldly wisdomto
enableoneto understandGod. This
doesnothelpin theleast.

ren:—I havebeencompletelystirred
upovertheparableof thesowerand
theseeds.I wantto tellyouwhatap-
pearedto mein June 1904.

To thosechildrenof Godwhohave
not unitedwith the church,andyet
whofeelthattheirsinshavebeenpar-
doned,andthattheylongto be one
of God'schosenfew; to'youespecially,
I wuintto saythatI thankGodthatI
havebeenenabledto trusthim suf-
ficientlytotakeupmycross,andin mjy
weakway,attempt to follow him
throughevil as well as goodreport.
With all thetroubleswhichhaveen-
compassedmein mytrialsthroughlife
(andtheyaremany)I doasa,result
of theperformanceof myduty,enjoy
manypleasantand happymoments
whichtheworldcannotgive,or take
awayfromme. As childrenof God,
wehaveno*secretsto retainfromone
another,and I feelthatthePrimitive
Baptistsasa peopleshouldof all peo-
ple,expresstheirloveoneto another
freely. When I meetone whomI
feelisoneof God'slittleones,I feelto
lovehimfor Christ'ssake,whetherhe
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bein or outof thechurch,andif we
feelthathe is deservingof the love
whichwe so freelybestow,let us as
membersof Christ'sbody,makethe
factknowntohim. If Christbein us
thehopeof glory,it maybethathe
is promptingus to throw out one
crumbto somelittlechildwho is on
theoutside.

Their mournfulcriesandpleading
looksbespeakfor themtheirsuffering
condition,andshowplainlythatthey
are not at easein Zion; hencethey
needeverycrumbof comfortwhichwe
maybe in positionto offer.

Up tothistimeI hadnotknown
thatsucha thingas a yellow:jacket
was in existence.They howevera-
bruptlyintroducedthemselvesto me,
andat thesametimeintroducedtheir
stingsinto me, and that in many
places. After thesestingshadbeen
injectedintomybody,I didnotfindit
necessaryto deferlongermy going
home,for I wentwithall mymight.
And afterI hadgottenhomemydear
MotherandFatherlostnotimfein al-
leviating,sofarastheycould,mypain
andsuffering.Andsoit is lovedones
someevilspiritmaysaytoyoudonot
gohomeandtellGod'speoplewhata
sinneryoursaviourhasfound,andyou
mav feel to deferuntil somemore
convenientseason,but I tell youear-
nestly,thestingwill bepresentwith
you. You may thus laboron for
yearsinyoureffortstoservetwo-mast-
ers,buttherodwill accompanyyouif

youareoneof hischosenvessels,un-
til youarefinallymadewillingin the
dayof hispower,andliketheboyflee-
ing to his parentsfor restandease,
fromtroubleandpains,youcomeforth
pleadingfor thatrestwhichremaineth
to thepeopleof God. Thenyoucan
findsweetpeacein thebosomof his
love,in consequenceof yourobedience
to his commands.Then let us as
muchaswithinuslie,trustin theLord
andbeobedienttohim,servinghimto
thebestof ourabilityinourweakway,
Thusweshowforththatour trustis
in him). Thepromiseis to thosewho
obey.

I wouldoftentell
himweoughtnotto liveaswewere
whenhe wouldsayhe knew it

,

but
wouldgo on in thesameoldway. I

wouldtrytodogoodandlive a christ-
ianlife but it seemedthemore I tried
themeanerI got. AH wasin vain,

1 hadneverreadtheBibleverymuch
anddidnotknowmuchaboutitsteach-
ings.

I wouldgoto hearthedifferentde-
nominationspreach,everyonewould
preachthattheywererightandwould
try to prove it by thescriptures,so 1

did not knowwhatto do nor which
wasright. I wantedtojoin thechurch
andlive with christianpeople,and I

wantedto join therightone if I could
learnwhich it wasbut I knewallcould
notberight.

Iwouldtry to prayto Godto show
me whichwas right and something
saidto me,trustin nomanbutsearch
the scriptures. So I beganto read
the Bible moreand try to compare
what I heardpreachedwiththescrip-
turesand I couldnotfinJ anypleasure
or foodanywhereexceptwiththeold
Baptistfor theypreachedjust what I

wantedtohear. I wasraisedbyBap-
tistparentsandheardthempreachall
mv life, butcouldneverunderstand

until T believethe Lord showedme
thetruechurch,andgavemeanunder-
standing:,for I believewithmvwhole
heartthedoctrineof theBaptistpreach

is thetruedoctrineandthemoreI read
theBibleandlearnedof themoreI be-
lievedandlovedthem.

Flv andothers. Therewere a erood
manvvisitinebrethren and sisters
a-id T 'houo-htthevwerethehappiest
looHnp-people T eversaw.

Oh I just feltlikv jf I couldfeela§
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goodas theylookedandcouldcom-
munewiththemthatdayI wouldbe
happyandI couldnothelpfromgiving
ventto my feeling to savemlylife.
After preachingsomeof thedearsis-
tersaskedmewhyI didnotgoto the
church.

Oh dearreaderyoudontknowhow
meanI felt to think I had deceived
thosedeargoodpeopleof God. But
thatwasjust whatI wantedto do, I
wanteda homewiththembutI feltso
unworthyI didnotfeelliketheyhada
placesmallenoughfor me,I felt like
if theyhadknownmeas I knewmy-
selftheywouldnothaveaskedmethat
question. While my husbandand I
werereturninghomehe said to me
(in a joking way) if you don'tquit
cryingwhenyougotopreachingI am
goingto quit carryingyou. I told
himI waseithergoingtoquitgoingto
heartheBaptistsor I wasgoingtoofTtr
to thechurch,butI feltso<unworthyI
did not feellikeI evercouldofferto
thechurch. But theLord makesus
willingaitHisappointedtime.

And to mysurpriseit wasnotlong
afterthisunionbeforehewasmadeto
cry whenhe wentto preachingtoo
andnotonguecantellhowit mademe
feel.

In thefollowingOctoberwewentto
an Associationat Mewborn'schurch
andit seemedthateverypreacherthere
knewourfeelingsbetterthanI didmy-
self,especiallyBrotherL. H. Hardy
whoseemedtO'preachtousandnoone
else. I felt likesomeonehadtalked
tohimaboutusfor hetoldmyfeelings
far betterthanI could. T wentonin
thiswayuntilSaturdaybeforethesec-
ondSundayin May 1905,whenI be-
lievethe Lord mademe willing to
takeupmycrossandfollowmybless-
edsaviour.

We bothwentbeforethechurchat
SandvBottomthatday,werereceived
and Bptizedthat afternoonby our
dearlybelovedpastorBrotherJ. W.

Gardner.I couldnottalktothechurch,
I knew it

,

andfelt it
,

butdidnotknow
hoAvto tell it

,

andall I couldsaywas

I wantto join thechurch, I want a

homewiththesepeople. I oftenwon-
der howcanthebrethrenandsisters
fellowshipwithmefor surely it must
bebecausetheydon'tknowmeas 1

knowmy-self.
Butafter I wasbaptizedI wasalmost

happyand everythingseemedto be
praisingGod. I thoughtmytroubles
wereall gonebut I soonlearneddif-
ferentfoirsometimesI feellike God
hasfinallyforsakenme,myhope is so
little,miytrialsandtemptationsareso
great, I ammadeto thinkasthepoet

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I wasawakenedaridwasveryhappy.
In March1904,brotherJ. E. Wil-

liamspreachedat CrookedCreekand
whilethe congregationweresinging
the lasthymnthefirst thingI knew
I went before the church, was
receivedand the next meetingwas
babtizedby brotherWilliams.

Whynotleteachmanexercisehisown
judgmentandfollowhisownconvict-
ions?Onemaybea soberman,never
havingbeendrunk,and considering
thatdrunkennessisacrime,andshould

otherpeople.Themanwhovotesfor
prohibitionhasnorighttotakea drink
of intoxicantsof any sort without
stultifyinghimself.

Oneintemperateviewheldis if we
couldbanishall thedrinksfrom the
countrythenwewouldhavea millenn-
ium. JJut thedevilisolderthanwhis-
keyor brandy. It is truethat the
drink habitoccasionsmtuchmischief,
but to claimthat if all liquorwere
expelledthentherewouldbenocrimes,
or thatwouldcausemento become
Christiansis an intemperateclaim.

Becausesomemenwill haveintoxi-
cantsis no argumentwhy the State
shouldencouragethemto buy them.
Becausesomemenwill becomedrunk-
ardsis noreasonwhytheStateshould
providethemliquors. Drunkenness
is a soreevil. To opposeit arraysits
apologistsandfriendstoa bitteroppo-
sitionto all effortsto curtailits use.
Ineucewenowseethebitterpassions
of menon eachsideraging. There
seemsto bea strenuouseffortof the
prohibitioniststo carry the State.
Friendsof humanlibertyandof the
rightsof menlookon thiscontestas
oneinvolvinggreatissues.It matters
not which way the tideturnsmore
than legalenactmentsare needfulto
eradicatetheevil. Not untilmenare
changedin theirtastesandprinciples
—notuntil theyseeandfeeltheevil
of drunkennesswill thecursebere-
moved.The faultis in themanwho
drinks it

,

andthatloveof wrongre-
mainsin him if hedoesnotdrink it

,

but oftentimes it is emboldenedby
drinking.

Propertyof any sort is a tempta-
tiontoa,thief. Butwedonotaimto
curethieverybydestroyingall proper-
ty. 1 k

Wedonotthinktheproperwaytopre-
ventfornication is to kill all vilewo-
men. Gunsareoftenemployedtoslay
men.We do not legislateagainst
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men'ssellingguns or buyingthem,
butwe claimto punishthemanwho

Unlawfullyusesthegun.
But onesaysthereis no need of

strongdrink or wine. To takethat
positionis to contradicttheBibleand
thosewhofavorprohibitionprovidea
waytopurchaseit. Bibleprohibition
directlycondemnsin totowhatis for-
bidden.It makesnocompromisewhat-
everwithwhatit prohibits.Thefirst
instanceof it declared,"But of the
treeof knowledgeof goodand evil
thoushaltnoteatof it; for in theday
thoueatestthereofthoushalltsurely
die."

We haveBibleauthorityfor theuse
of wineandstrongdrinkyet theBi-
bledirectlycondemnsdrunkenness.

Let eachmancalmlyconsiderthe
matterand votethe way that seems
goodto him,andlet all othersallow
him this privilege.

I havepennedthesethoughtsnotto
arrayonesetof menagainscanother.
Old men,fathersandmothers,should
wanttheirsonstoibesober. We de-
siresober-mindedmenthatbuildchar-
acteron solid principle. Now how

Christ—the law of freedom. They
aremadefreefromthedesireto be-
comedrunkards.Hencetheyhaveno
needof humanlawsto>regulatethen
conduct.The law is notmadefor a
righteousman,butfor thelawlessand
disobedient.

It wassaidbvwayof reproachtoJesus
thatnoneof therulersor leadersof
andof literaturebelievedonhim—and
it wasonlythe commonpeoplethat
heardandfollowedhim.

The aimof the leadersandrulers
wasto obtainsomechargeagainstJe-
susbeforethepeoplein orderthatthey
mightmakeacaseagainsthim,sothey
sentmento him who feignedthem-
selvesjust men,but theywerespies,
Thevcamewith flattering-wordssay-
jnormaster,weknowthatthousavest

1teachestrightly,neitheracceptest
thoutheoersonof any.butteachestthe
wayof Godtrulv. Flattervwasthe
maskunderwhichthevoperated.This
oftenis successfulbeforemen.butthe
moreof thatoneusesbeforeGodthe
worseit is for thatman.

Jesustaughtasnomaneverdid,'and
spakeas no maneverdid. For he
knewthetruthfo.rheisthetruth. In
himwasno darknessor ignorance,no
deceit,noguile. He alwaysspokethe
truthin everything. Menapeakand
arguein sucha limitedan imperfect
way that roomis left for repliesto
whattheysay,becausemanis sofinite
andlimitedin hisknowledgethaitheis
not ableto utterperfecttruth. But
whenJesusspeaksit endscontroversy.
His wordsare final becausenothing
canbesaidin reply. Job andhisthree
companionsansweredeachothersev-
eral times,and thoughtheydid not
speakthetruthasJobdid.yetthematter
wasnotclosedso far asJob wascon-
cerneduntiltheLord Godspake;but
whenhespakethewordsof Job were
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ended. Job spakeno morebecause
therecannotbeanything-saidin re-
plyto whatGodsays. Who artthou
tha(trepliestagainstGod? Shall the
creatureargue against thetcreator?
The wordsof Jesus search(putiall
things,andsetall thingsin theirtrue
light. His wordis sharperthanany
two edgedswordpiercingto thedi-
vidingasunderof soulandspirit,and
of jointsandmarrow,andisadiscerner
of thethoughtsandintentof theheart.
That is the reasonwhy when God
searchestheheartthemanthusin the
handsof God seesand feelsthathis
thoughtsarevile,andhefeelsthathe
is unclean. Whenmendifferand'ar-
gueeachoneattemptingto defendhis
ownpositiontheeffectof theconten-
tionis to flattereachmanthathewas
toosmartfor hisantagonist,andeach
oneis more entrenchedin his own
views. But whenJesusspeaksit is
to telloneall thingsthatonehasever
done,andshowhimhis ignoranceand
vileness,andtakeawayfromhimall
hisarmourwhereinhetrusted,andhe
fallsdownandworshipsGod. When
tiiequeenof Shebais broughtbefore
the wisdomof Solomonhe told her
everythingthatwasin herheart,and
no morespirit wasleft in her; but
JesusisinfinitelygreaterthanSolomon.
Thereis no sensein whichanyman
canopeak,whetherin hiscompleteness
of knowledge,or of justice, mercy,
truth,faithfullness,convincing,healing
andsavingpower,or takingawaya
man'sself-righteousnessandfalsetrust
as snaresor hindrances. There is
nothingleft to besaidor donewhen
Jesusspeaks. It is finished.

Whenhis enemiessoughtto entrap
himin thecaseof tributemoneysaying
is it laiwfulto givetributeuntoCesar
or not? They did not wantto pay
taxtotheRomanGovernment.They
thoughtif hesaidit is notrighttopay
thattaxthentheycouldaccusehimto
theRomanpowersas beingtheiren-

emy,for muchas theyhatedRome
theyhatedJesusmore. If hesaidyes,
paythetax,thenthatwouldcausethe
Jewsto dislikehimistillmore. What
theywantedwasto takeholdof the
wordsof Jesusbeforethepeople.

Hesaidbringmeapenny,whenthey
broughtit hesaidtothemwhoseimage
andsuperscriptiondoesit bear? They
saidCesar's.Thenhesaid,if it is Ce-
sar'smoneygiveto him. Raiderunto
Godwhatbelongstohim,andtoCesar
whatbelongsto him.

If theyhadobeyedGodasthelaw
of Mosescommandedtheywouldnot
'navebeensubjectto Cesar. How
searchingare thewords of Jesus.
Therecanbeno reply,butthewrong
doersstandself-condemned.

Theybringa womancaughtin the
actof adulteryheforehim,whatfor?
Theythinknowif hesideswithMoses
and sayssheshouldbe stoned,then
the}-couldaccusehimto the Roman
governmentof counsellingrebellion.
For theRomanshadtakenawayfrom
thelewsthepoweror righttoputmen
to death. If he shouldsay do not
stoneherthentheycouldinflamethe
peopleagainstJesusasbeinganenemy
toMoses. Thelawof Mosesrequired
thatonethusguiltyshouldbestoned,
and that the accusershouldcaistthe
first stone. Would it not thenbea
solemnthingtobea witnessagainsta-
nother.Jesusstoopeddownandwrote
on the ground,as thoughhe heard
themnot.

Eldt^s Gold and Lester,—Dear
Brethren.—I havea mind to write
a portionof mypastlife in regardto
whatI hopetheLordhasdonefor me.
I feelso unworthyandhaivehadso
manydoubtsandfearsbutthismorning
I feelto trustin theLordandhopehe
will bewithanddirectmein writing
myexperienceif I haveany.

I wasquiteyoungwhenI wasmade
tothinkof mysinfulselfandwasmade
to thinkof dyingin m|ysinfulcondit-
ionandwhatwouldbecomeof me. I
triedto praytheLord to havemercy
on meandaskedhimto forgivemy
sins andpreparemeto die. I felt
if I shoulddie in that conditionI
wouldbe foreverlost. I wouldgo
to preachingand all I heardwould
condemninsteadof comfortme. I
did notwantanyoneto knowof my
troubles,evenmy best friends,but
wouldvisit protractedmeetingsand
whentheyaskedall whowantedto be
prayedfor shouldkneelat theirseats
I wouldbowdown,for I feltneedof
the prayersof God'speople. They
wouldthencomeandaskmeif I want-
edreligion,if I wantedtolivea christ-
ianlife in thefuture. I toldthemI
didandthentheyaskedmetogowith
themto the frontbench,thevwould
pray for mle—that if I wouldmake
onesteptowardsGodhewouldmake
twotowardsme. So I wentandtried
to do as theytold me. I supposed
Ibeywouldtell mesomethingto re-
lievemvmind,buttheysaidall I had
to saywas,"hereLord T givemyself

to thee'tisall I cando,"thento get
up,praisetheLord,givethem,myhand
join thechurchandI wouldbesaved.
But from what I couldlearn from
readingtheibbleandtestamentit could
notbeas theytoldme,as I couldn't
understandit thatway,still I contin-
uedto attendtheirmeetingsuntilthey
closed although T seemedto feel
worsethanwhenmytroublebegan.

I wentin thiswavuntilI wasmar-
ried,January10,1878,whenmyhus-
bandandI beganhousekeeping. I
got into so muchtroubleI supposed
it wasbecauseI wasso muchalone
andwouldoftengo wherehewasat
workandthenI wouldn'tfeelsolone-
lv. Rut immediatelyI left him my
itrouiblelswould return!,worsesome-
timesthanothers. I continuedin this
wavuntil1881,whenmymotherjoin-
edthePrimitiveRaotistsandwasbap-
tized. Whilelookingathergoinginto
the water,this boreuponmv mind
oh.if I wereonlyfit toso in withher,
but felt to bea poorlostsinnerwith
nohopeofeverbeiryrasubjecttoclaim
a partwith thesebelovedpeople. I
saidnothing-toanvoneaboutmyfeel-
ingsbutwantedtoaskmamahowshe
feltandif shewaseverin muchtrou-
ble,butwasafraidshemightaskme
something-aboutmvfeelings.
In T882.wemovedtocamnbellcoun-

tv wheretherewereno flautistsand
for ninevearsweheardonlvoneser-
monandthatwasbva travelingr»rea-
hearwhocamethroughLeasville.That
sermonwaspreachedrightto meand
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I wonderedif he knewmy feelings.
We wouldcomebackto my fathers
sometimesandgo to Fairviewwhere
ElderPeterRightwasmoderator.I
did dearlyloveto hearhimandpaid
closeattentionto whathe said,but
tried to kepphim fro|mlknowingI
was interestedin his preaching. I
wouldgo homemorereconciledthan
beforebutthesametroubleswouldre-
turn and I felt so castdownwould
wonderwhatI waistroubledabout. I
thoughtmajybesomethingwas going
to happenin thefamilythatmyhus-
bandor someof thechildrenwouldbe
takenaway.

On November22, 1884,the Lord
sawfit to taketheonlylittlegirl we
had. I didntseehowI couldgiveher
up butknewshewasbetteroff than
shewaswithmie,alsoI felt confident
shewas a little angelsingingGod's
praisesin heaven. It washarderstill
givingherupasI hadnohopeof ever
meetingherabovewhereall is peace
andlove. I becamesotroubledthat
partof thetimeI didn'tknowwhatI
wasdoing. I wouldgo off to some
privateplace,fall downon my knees
andtrytopraytheLordtohavemercy
and to removethis storeof trouble
fromme. My facewouldbewetwith
tearsand I wouldwipe them'away
whenmy husbandcameas I did not
wanthim to askme anythingabout
mytrouble.

In 1887,we movedto our present
homenearFairviewchurchandI heard
preachingeverymonthbutmyhealth
becameverypoorand I couldn'tgo
oftenas I was confinedto the bed
mostof thetime. I wouldlie there
andpraytheLord togivemestrength
to getupandbewithmychildren. I
wouldreadtheLandmarkandwishI
could feel as happyas someof the
writersdid in theirexperiencesandif
I couldI wouldbewillingtodie.Some-
timesI couldwalkaboutwhenI would
rovein theyardandtry towearaway

my troubles,but in vain, theywere
alwayspresent.

I rememberonedaywhenmyhus-
band and I were walking when I
thoughtI wouldneverget well and
saidsomethingto himaboutit. He
askedmeif I thoughtI wasgoingto
die. I told him I didn'tseehow I
couldlivewithsomuchtrouble. Then
hewantedtoknowwhatI wastroubled
aboutandmy answerwasI couldn't
tellhim. As I waslyingdownfeeling
verybadlya shorttimeafterthiscon-
versation,thinkingthateverybodyhad
forsakenme, that the Lord had no
mercyfor me,not thinkingI would
liveuntilnextmorningandwithtears
streamingfrommyeveswhiletrying
lor the last timeI thought,to pray
theLordformercy,thisscripturecame
tome,"Blessedaretheyhatmournfor
theyshallbecomiforted."I raiisedup
andtherewasthebrightestlightshin-
ingaroundmeI eversawandI wasso
happyI felt like I wantedto fly. I
lovedeverybody.Therewasa dear
old memberof the PrimitiveBaptist
churchwho I had hardthoughtsa-
gainstand immediatelvI was made
w'llingto forgiveandloveher. She
appearedasplainlvasif shehadbeen
with mealthoughwe weretenmiles
apartin person. Tonguecannotex-
plain the love I had for her and I
thoughtI wouldkeepthis a secret.
I feltsohappyI wantedto tellall my
friendswhata preciousSaviorI had
found. All waspeacewith meand
allmytroublesweregone. It wasthe
brightestnight I eversaw. There
wasahvmnonmvmindandit seemed
T couldhearall thedearold brethren
andsisterssingingit.
"Amaizinggracehowsweetthesound,

Thatsavedawretchlikeme;
I oncewas lost but now I'm found.

Was blindbutnowI see."
wasthe songandI felt I couldnot
keepmy happinessfrommv husband
anylonger. I lay downandputmy
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armaroundhim. He awokeandask-
edwhatwasthematter. I toldhimI
feltsomuchbetter,therewasnomore
troublewithme,thatallwaspeaceand
love.I saidoh I do lovemy savior,
don'tyoulovehimtoo<?buthedidnot
answer. I talkedto him aboutmy
feelingsbuthecouldnot talk to me.

WhenI awokenextmorningit seem-
edeverythingwaspraisingtheLord.
Howeverit wasnotmanydaysbefore
doubtsand fearsbeganto ariseand
I was castdownagain. I thought
perhapsit wasthedevildealingwiith
me. I triedto prayto theLord if I
wasdeceivedto undeceivemeand I
thoughtif it hadbeentheLord who
wasdealingwithmeI shouldnothave
feltasI didandworldlythingswould
notbeon mymind. I feelthatway
untilthisday. WhenI wentto hear
theBaptistspreachtheywouldtellmy
feelingssomuchbetterthanI couldit
gavemegreatrelief. I wantedtojoin
the churchand be baptizedand live
anddie with them. They werethe
peopleI lovedbut whendoubtsand
fearscameI felt I wasnot fit to be
withthoseI believedto bethechosen
electof God.

I wentoninthiswayuntilhefourth
Saturdayin September1886,whenI
wenttohearElderPeterRightpreach.
I hadno thoughtof offeringto the
churchso after preachingwhenthe
dorr of thechurchwasopenedI sat
stillasI didn'twantto deceivethemlif
I was deceived.But at the second
invitationto my surpriseit seemedI
wasliftedfrommyseatandthenext
th-ingI knewI wastryingto tellwhat
1hopedtheLordhaddonefor me. I
wasreceived,butI haveoftenthought
sinceif thebrethrenandsistersknew
meas I knowmyselftheywouldbe
sureto sayyouaretrashandtrouble
andnotfittobehere.

But afterall mytrialsandtroubles
I am sometimescarriedbackto that
happynightI spentandhopeit was

for my good. I cannothelploving
God'selectit mattersnotwherethey
arewhomtheyarewith,
greatdealmore.tcmfwypmhrashrrddl

1beganandI don'twanttoworryany
one.

They receivedthe covenantin their
fatherNoah. Whentheywereborn
theywereborn in thecovenantthat
God had madewith Noah. Shem
andJaphethhonoredthatcovenantin
coveringtheirfather'snakedness,but
Ham forfeitedhis title in his shame-
ful conductandhis forfeiturefell on
Canaan,hisyoungestson.

These
threesonswereonehundredyearsold
whenNoahhadfinishedtheArk and
thetimeof God'slongsufferingwith
thatgenerationwasat an end. The
lastof theroyallineupto Noahdied
thatveryyear.

It appearsto me that oneof the
greatestsignsof God'struthto Noah
wasgiveninthebirthof histhreesons,
wasgiveninthebirthof histhreesons.

Dear BrotherGold:— It has been
onmymindfor a longtimeto write a
few linesfor thedearold Landmark
and I hopetheLord will guideme.

I can'trememberhowold I waswhen

I beganbeingtroubledaboutmy sins
when I wouldthinkof havingto die
andbelostforever. Sometimesafter
retiringat night I wouldstudyabout
dyinguntil I wouldget in so much
troubleI couldscarcelykeepfrom,cry-
ingaloud. Then I wouldtry topray.
But all this would wearoff and I

wouldgoonenoyingthethingsof this
world as I adwayshad for a while,
until I wouldhearof a death,or see
anythingthat remindedme of death
whenI wouldbegintostudyaboutmy
sinsagain.

I wentonin thiswayuntilthesec-
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ond yearafter I was marriedwhen
therewasa greatdrouthwhenI was
'troubledagain. I thoughtperhaps
theworldwascomingto anend,and
1wouldtrytopray. Butafterit rain-
edI wentonverywellsatisfied.When
ChristmascameI enjoyeddancingasI
alwayshaddone, but in about two
weeksa neighbordiedandwhenI re-
turnedfrom the burial my troubles
began again worse thanever. I
thoughtshould I havedied thenI
wouldhavebeenlost. I triedtopray
butthemoreI triedtheworseI felt,
I got into somuchtroubleI couldn't
do any thing but begthe Lord for
mercy.I readtheTestamentbut re-
ceivednocomfort,andcouldonlysay
Lord, havemercyon me,a poorlost
sinner. I wentthemostof mytime
with thesewordsin my mouth,but
didn'twantanyoneto know it. I
wouldgooutin thedarkandonbend-
edkneeswouldtry andasktheLord
tohavemercyonpoorme. This con-
tinueduntil thethirdor fourthSun-
day in April.

I readmy testament,but it didn't
do anygood. On oneof thesedays
in the afternoonI got up and went
out of sightof thehousein a little
pieceof woodswherenoonecouldsee
or hearime,and kneltbesidea log
and tried to beg the Lord to have
mercyonpoorme,asI supposedI was
goingto die. I thoughtI couldfeel
mybreathgettingshorterandshorter.
ThenthefirstthingI knewI wason
my way to the houseslappingmy
handsfor joy, andit wasa secretno
longer. My handsappearedwhiter
thaneverbefore,andI thoughtI loved
everybody.ThenI hada greatdesire
to bebaptized.I lovedthe Baptists
betterthananynameonearth.When
I wasa childI lovedthem,butafter
thatchangeI lovedthembetterthan
everbefore.

I knowit is a changein mebecause

what I oncelovedI now hate,and
haveneverengagedin anyworldlya-
rriusementssincethechangeoccurred
in 1880.

The scripturesaysweknowweare
passedfrom deathunto life because
we love thebrethren,whichis the
churchasI understandit

,

and if I am
noi deceivedin myself I know I do
lovetheBaptistsandbelievetheyare
thechurchof God.

In June wemovedto Spray,N. C.
wheretherewereno PrimitiveBaptist.
In Augustthemissionariesheld a big
meetingand I washungryandthirsty.

I wenttohearthem. In abouta week

I wantedto bebaptizedthinkingthat
afterwardsI wouldbe satisfied,and
wasfor a whilebutafterwardsbecame
moretroubledthanever.I triedtopray
butgot no relief. At times I won-
dered if anybodyfeltas I didandfelt
to be thestrangestpersonon earth.

I wenton in thisway I thinkfor a-
boutthreeyearswhenat the Lord's
appointedtimeBrotherStultzpreach-
edat oldGoodWill churchin Henry
county,Va. I wentto hearhimand
thoughthe preachedto methatday.

I foundtheywerepeoplewhobelieved
as I did. BrotherStultztoldmyfeel-
nigsbetterthan I could,and I wanted
to speakto him,but I didn't. I then
wantedto join thechurchmorethan
ever. Even before I knew it was
scripturethis passagewould often
cometo my mind, "oh ye of little
faith,"butaftedreadingthebibletry-
ingto findcomfortI foundit. I felt
all thiswasthedealingsof theLord
withme,andthat it wasnotmyown
work. After hearingBrother"Stultz
preachI wantedto join thatchurch,
butwonderedif I wasfit. So oneday
while askingthe Lord to make it

knownto mewhether to go to the
PrimitiveBaptistor not,thesewords
cametomein a plainvoice,"gotothe
Baptists." This wasrepeatedthree
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times andI wassohappy. That
eveningI receiveda hopeif I everhad
oneandI wassatisfiedto goto them.

The nextoppurtunityI hadI went
toGoodWill andafterpreachingwhen
thedoorwasopenedfor thereception
of membersthefirst thingI knewI
was goingto the pulpit,giving the
preachermy handand telling the
churchof whatI amtryingto write.

Sundayin October1884,andwhileat
timesI feelI amnotoneof theelect,
yet whenI hearthempreachI feel
J ama Baptisttoo,for theydopreach
whatI believeasI knowbyexperience.

After I joinedatGoodWill wemov-
ed to Patrick countyVa., whenin
abouta yearI gota letterfromGood
Will and movedmy membershipto
PleasantGrove. Sevenyearslater
wemovednearRidgewayHenrycoun-
ty to whichplaceI alsomovedmy
membership.Fiveor sixyearsafter-
wardswe movedto Spray,N. C. to
whichplaceI againcarriedmyletter,
andwasadmittedwhereI hopeto re-
mainthebalanceof mylife andenjoy
thegoodpreachingwe are blessed
with.

This is just a letterof my trials
brotherGoldandyoumaydowithit as
youlike; if it is printedor not it will
bealrightwithme. I desirethepray-
ersof all whofeellikeprayingfor me
as I feelto betheleastif oneat all.

ElderL. H. Hardy:—My owndear
brother,this morningafterthreeo'-
clockwhilelyingon mybedsleepless
I wasthinkingof youandI feltlikeI
wantedto tell you someof my early
experiencesand this thoughtcame;

Whatcanyoutellhimaboutyourself
thathedontalreadyknow? He knew
you beforeyou knewyourself. But
mydearbrother,I don'twanttowrite
somethingthatyoudon'talreadyknow
for if wearebothchildrenof Godthen
1 believewe havebeentaughtin the
sameschool,theschoolof graceandif
our teacherwill dierctme what to
write I will try in my weaknessto
writeyoua littleof whatI feelthat
I havebeentaught.

WhenI wasa verysmallchildour
dearmotherusedto takemewithher
whenshewentupstairsto pray for
her children. I wouldsit downby
herwhileshereadandwhenshewould
kneeldownto pray,I wouldthink,I
wonderif I will everbe as goodas
mother? I will try to belikeherif I
canbutI knowI can'tbegood.

SometimesI wouldreadthePrimi-
tivesajndthe Landmark. I always
lookedfor theexperiences.I likedto
readthembestof t41. I havethought,
I wonderif I wifi everhaveanexper-
iencelike that.

Theseweremy childishthoughts,
butI wenton in thatwayuntilI was
nearlygrown. I begantohavea love
for thepeopleof GodandI wantedto
bewiththem,butI felt to besucha
sinnerI didn't feelworthyto be in
theircompanyandI did notwantto
bein anyother.

After we moveddownthecountry
1 thoughtperhapsthesefeelingsthat
I havebeenhavingwill wearoff but
theydidn't. I keptfeelingmysinful-
ness.I don'tknowthatI everthought
I coulddo anythingto savemysoul
frometernalpunishment.I felt that
if I waseversavedit wouldbebythe
graceof God. After we movedto
BeaufortcountywhereI hadBaptist
associatesI beganto havea stronger
desireto bewith themandI wanted
lo talk to BrotherJohn R. Rowea-
boutmyfeelingsbutsomehowI could
neverdo so. While motherwasat
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yourhouseonGooseCreekIslandstay
nigwithyouwhenLemuelwasa little
babyI wassickandold brotherJohn
Rowe had me carriedto his home.
Theyweresokindto me,all of them.
I didn'tfeelworthyof suchkindness.
While thereon thebedwith a high
feverI believetheLord spokepeaceto
my troubled soul in these words:
"Comeuntomeall ye thatliaiborand
areheavyladenandI will giveyou
rest." I felta calm,sweetrestandI
beganto get betterof my sickness
fromthattime. Whenmothercame
I told her someof mjyfeelings. I
alsotold Elder J. T. Rowe. I felt
like I wantedto join thechurch,and
I didsoonthefirstdayof July 1887,
andwhenyou ledmedowninto the
waterI didnotfeelworthyto receive
baptismat yourhands,I feltthatyou
werefar my superiorin everyway
thoughyouweremyowndearbrother.

Let a numberof
christianssing a goodspiritualsong
and it will so build you up within
thatyouwill feelthatyouwantathou-
sandtonguesto>usein praisingthe
Lord; Why? becauseyouareso edi-
fiedthatyouwantto speakforththe
praiseof JesusChrist,yourredeemer.
Timsthefleshinsteadof becomingso
animatedthatit wantstobecomeprom-
inent,it is so subduedthatyou are
madeto feelthatyou wantto spend
yourlife in theserviceof God. That
firstkindof musicisnotneededin the
churchof God for we wantnothing
to makeonefeelhisimportancethere,
butwewantthepraiseof theLord so
plainlyandclearlysetforththatthere
is no mistakinganimationfor edificat-
ionneitherin singingnorinpreaching.

THE LAW: THE GOSPEL,
ist—The law is theministrationof

death: thegospelof Christ is the
powerof Godunto-salvationto every
onethatbelieveth.Hencebythelaw
is theknowledgeof sin and by sin
comesdeath: butthroughJesusChrist
is preachedthe forgivenessof sins;
forChristisbecometheendof thelaw
for righteousnessto everyonethatbe-
iieveth.

2nd—Christwasmadeof a woman,
madeunderthe law to redeemthem
thatwereunderthe law. He came
underthelawwhichis thestrengthof
sin. WhenJesuswasmadeof a wo-
man,madeunderthelaw thatmeant
thathethejust oneshouldsufferfor
the unjust in order that thosefor
whomhediedandroseagainshould
receive the adoptionof sons. All
thisguiltunderthelawwasimputedto
Jesus,sothathewhoknewno'sinwas
madesin for us. This is the most
wonderfulloveandmercyeverknown
—thatGodsolovedtheworldthathe
senthis onlybegottenson,thatwho-
soeverbelievethonhimshouldnotper-
ishbuthaveeternallife.
3rd.—Thesufferingof Jesussurpass-

ed thatof anyman. He couldsay
beholdandseeif thereis anysorrow
likeuntomysorrow. Thestrengthof
sin is the law. Not until oneis
quickenedto feelandknowthe law
doesheknowthepowerof sinto slay
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him. I hadnotknownsinbutbythe
law. Whenthecommandmentcame
sin revivedandI died. Sin slewmie
bythelawwhichis good.Becausethe
lawis good,holyandjustthereforeit
condemnssin: but it cannotexcuse
01pardonsin,norcanit makeanyal-
lowancefor it

,
not'evenin theperfect

Jesusfor he is in theplaceof hispeo-
ple as theirsurety,andmustrestore
thaiwhichhehadnottakenaway.The
soulthatsinsmustdieforthewagesof
sin is death. HenceJesusmustbe
sacrificedfor sin. Nor was it a com-
mondeaththat he died. He must
feeltheguiltof sinto makeanatone-
mentfor thesinner. His perfectlife
couldnotexempthimfromdeath,nor
diminishoughtof sufferingdue for
sin. Hencehis soul is madeexceed-
ingly sorrowful even unto death.
Whileheprayedtohisfatherbeingin
anagony,"Father, if it bepossiblelet
this cup passfrom me; nevertheless
notmywill butthinebedone,"not a

whit of thepenaltyfor transgression
couldpass:but a perfectatonement
mustbemadeby death. Jesusoffer-
ed himselfholy,spotless,perfectand
obtainedeternalredemptionbytheone
offeringof himselfonce. Dreadful
guilt is thusdoneaway. Not a sin
couldbeforgivenwithouttheshedding
of this blood. Not oneof Adam's
racecouldeverhavebeensavedwith-
out this sacrifice. While Jesuswas
underthe law he wasoppressedand
afflicted, a man of sorrowsand ac-
quaintedwithgrief.

4th.—Thebestevidencewecanhave
or do haveof thesorrowsof Jesus is

whenwe are laboringand burdened
withtheguiltof oursinsuntilwedie
to all hopeof salvationthroughany
thingwe can do. This is the time
of Jacob'strouble,thegreatesttrouble
Jacobeverhasor feels. It is thedeath
sentenceof sin,thejusticeof Godin
thecondemnation.Herehe is brought
to submitto God'srighteouslaw,and

fully approveof theholinessandjus-
ticeof that law in condemninghim.
Whenpardon is grantedhimthrough
theatoneingmerit of JesusChrist
crucifiedandrisen it is thehappiestand
mostblessedhourof thesoulthathas
felt theguilt of sin. Here is a new
world of gloryrevealedin to him.
The loveof God is shedabroadin his
heartby theHoly Ghost. Then he
blessesGodandsings a songof praise
untohim. It is thesongof Moses
theservantof Godandthesongof the
Lamb.

Butnoneeverknewthesorrowun-
to deathJesusmustsufferto fulfillthe
law,andmakeanendof sin. But in
his resurrectiona newdaybegins,the
sabbathof rest,the most glorious
proclamationof peaceandpardon
for all oursins,andthegivinguntous
the purchasedredemptionof salvat-
ion thatcomesthroughthebloodof
Jesus.

5th.—The gospel is a song—glory
to Godin thehighest,peaceon earth
andgoodwill tomen. As whenDav-

id slewGoliaththegiantwhichrelieved
all Israel,andenslavedall Philistines
typicalof thevictorywroughtbyJesus
andrevealedin hispeople—asstepby

restand adoringhim who rulesall
things. Troublesare thrustin our
wayto makeussensibleof our inabili-
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ty to overcomethem:,butasJesusre-
movesthemtheydeepenourreverence
for him whoihas all power,and we
feelthattheywork for our goodbe-
causetheycall fortha prayerto him
to leadus, and his faithfulnessap>-
pears clearer and plainer to our
views.

6th.—The gospelis the powerof
God untosalvationto everyonethat
believeth.As a dreamthesethings
seemas idle talesto our unbelief
butas faithprovideswefindtheyare
greaterthan we couldimagine,and
betterthanall thatmencoulddeclare
Faith is thesubstanceof thingshoped
for. Faithis theworkerof wonders
andtherevealerof secretsbeyondour
powerto eventhink. By faith we
overcomethe world. The just find
a mostwonderfulliving in this hal-
lowedground. Theworkis all finish-
ed thoughwe knewit not,but as it
unfoldsit revealsthe powerof God
unto salvation. As sin has reigned
unto deathunderthe covenantof
works,evenso gracereignsthrough
righteousnessinto eternallife by Je-
susChrist.

GLORYING IN THE LORD.
A SermonPreachedat Cranbrook,on

June 4th,1871,byDaniel
Smart.

"Thataccordingasit is written,He
that glorieth, let him gloryin the
Lord."—1 Cor. i. 31, from ver. 18.
I haveoftentoldyouthatall divine

teachingtends to two points—may
youexaminewhethertheteachingyou
are under tendsto thesame. One
point is

,

"That no fleshshouldglory

in his presence."And heknowsbest
howto bringthesinneroff thatsandy
foundation.The otherpointis, "He
that glorieth,let him glory in the
Lord." And friends,the happiness
of all savedsinnersin thislifeandthe
next is toglorifytheGodof all grace.
The first point is gainedby a deep
knowledgeof self. How canonethen
glory in self? And thesecondby a

knowledgeof Christ. As Christ is

revealed,He mustwearthe crowns
astheauthorandfinisherof salvation.

We noticedin themorningthatthe
"preachingof thecross is to themthat
perishfoolishness;butuntous which
are saved it is the powerof God"
(ver.18.) So PaultellstheRomans:
"For I amnotashamedof thegospel
of Christ:for it is thepowerof God
untosalvationto everyonethatbe-
lieveth" (i 16.) "For it is written, I

will destroythewisdomof thewise,
andwill bringto nothingtheunder-
standingof theprudent" (1 Cor. i 19)
We findChristrejoiced in spirit,and

said,"I thankthee, O Father,Lord of
heavenand earth,becausethouhast
hid thesethingsfrom the wise and
prudent,andhastrevealedthemunto
babes. Even so, Father,for so it

seemedgood in thy sight." God's
wordpronouncetha woeto thosethat
are wisein theirown eyes. Theirs

is not a casefor JesusChrist. (But

I knowof one in particularthat is a

casefor JesusChrist.) He says,"I
will destroythewisdomof thewise,
and"will bringto nothingtheunder-
standingof the prudent. Where is

thewise?Where is thescribe?Wh^re

is the disputerof this world? Hath
notGodmadefoolishthewisdomof
thisworld? For afterthatin thewis-
dom of God the world by wisdom
knewnotGod, it pleasedGodby the
foolishnessof preachingto savethem
that believe"(vers. 19—21.) And
He will oftenwork by weakinstru-
ments. Whentheythoughtthedis-
cipleswereunlearnedand ignorant
men,they"tookknowledgeof them
thattheyhadbeenwith Jesus."And
maythevtakeknowledgeof usonthe
sameground. You see,preachingis

God'sappointment. Under Peter
threethousandwerepricked in their
hearts. Many now in heaven had
reasonwhenon earthto thankGod
for^a preachedgospel; manycandate
theirfirstwakeningfromthepreached
word: manv have been refreshed
manvbroughtintoeospellibertyby it

.

For "it pleasedGod b
y thefoolishness
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of preachingto savethemthat be-
lieve." It is a mercythatmanyin
heaven,andmanyon thewaythere,
havereceivedblessingfromtheliving
God in theirlivingsoulswithoutany
meansatall,butGod'speopledarenot
in theirrightminds,slightthemteans
of his appointment.And put matters
attheworst,canit bewrongtomingle
with God'ssaints?Who cantell but
thatan arrowmaystrikethy consci-
ence,andbringtheeinto concern?I
cansayin truththatin mywantingto
cometo Cranbrook,it was to come
wheretherewasa!spiritof hearing.
And whena redhotshotis cast,who
cantell who maybe hit by it? and
if it shouldbeso withyou,you will
neverrepentcomingundertheword.
Ah, we neverwentguiltyto bedfor
anythingthatis right. OnceI opened
my Biblewith no expectation,but I
read down the 22ndPsalm, and I
shallhavereasonto thankmyGodas
longasI amin thisworldthatI read
thatPsalm. I read,"I wascastupon
theefrom the womb; thou

'
art my

Godfroimimymother'sbelly." I felt
I wascastuponhisprovidenceandhis
graceas his child,he in lovebeing
willingto takechargeof me. O sin-
ner,it is a mercyto befoundwaiting
for him, andwho cantell "whether
shallprosper,eitherthis or that,or
whether theyboth shallbe alike
good?"

"For a'fterthat in thewisdomof
God,theworldby wisdomknewnot
God,it pleasedGodbythefoolishness
of preachingto savethemthat be-
lieve." You knowmanypoor,igno--
rantpeoplesay,"How cananypreach
unlesstheyhave beento college?"
But Tiptaft said he wonderedany
couldpreachChrist'sgospelthathad
beento college. The wisermenare
in naturalscience,the greaterfools
thevoftenarein divinity. Paulsays,
"Whenit pleasedGod,whoseparated
ire frommymother'swombandcalled

meby his grace,to revealhis sonin
me." He putsGod'spleasureat the
beginning.And if wearesaved,it is
accordingto the "good-willof him
thatdweltin thebush."

"For theJewsrequirea sign."Now
the Jews lookedfor the Messiahto
comein grandeur:but his own way
wasasBethlehem'sBabe,cradledin a
manger. Theyasked,"Haveanyof
the rulersbelievedon him?" There
was no room for himin the inn;
andtherewill neverbeanyroomin
th\ heart for Jesus Christ until he
makesroom. BlessGodforacontrite
heartif youhaveit. "AndtheGreeks
seek after wisdom':butwe preach
Christcrucified." I havethoughta-
gainandagainaboutChristcrucified.
You know,if JesusChristhadnotbeen
crucified,wemusthavegoneto hell;
and so it is not enoughto preach
Christ,butit mustbeChristcrucified,
Christresigninghis life for his peo-
ple, Christ in his life, Christ in his
death,Christin his ascension,andas
our intercessorwith the fatherin
heaven. And, I say,if he hadnot
diedthatdeath,whatwouldhavebe-
comeof you andme?"The Jews re-
quirea sign,andtheGreeksseekafter
wisdom:butwepreachChristcrucified,
untotheJews a stumblingblock,and
untotheGreeksfoolishness;butunto
themwhicharecalled,bothJews and
Greeks,Christthepowerof God,and
thewisdomof God." Nowthegreat-
estmanifestationoif thewisdomand
powerof Godevermade,shinesforth
in the incarnationof our redeemer
God. And yetto themthatperishit
is foolishness. Now supposeGod
hadreferredthematterto angelsand
men,and giventheman eternityto
lookit over,to lookathis justiceand
holiness,and at our condition,and
said,"Now findyoua fit andproper
personto putaway9in,andbringlife
andimmortalityto light;" it would
havebeggaredangelsandmento all
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eternity. Thus thegreatdisplayof
God'swisdomthatcouldeverbemade,
was God in our nature,"Immanuel,
God with us." And think of our
wretchedfall. I sayit withreverence,
themightyGod,themakerof heaven
andearth,couldnothaveremainedin
heavenandreachedus fromthejaws
of hell. Therewasa necessitythatthe
co-equal God, the co-eternalSon,
shouldcomedownto this earth,to
putawaysin by thesacrificeof him-
self;andall in a wayof holiness,to
his eternalglory andchurch'sgood.
And I tell thee,it is God'swisdom
devised it

,

and God'spoweraccom-
plishedit. The faithof God'select
knows it to bethepowerof Godand
thewisdomof God. God is a just
Godaswellas a Saviour;hewill in

no wiseacquittheguilty. Hence a

necessityfor Godour creatorto take
oursins,in orderto bringin everlast-
ing righteousness.And you cannot
find a singlething belongingto the
Sonof Godthatcanbedonewithout.
Takeaway h'isdeity,and where is

the efficiencyof his blood?as it is

said,"How muchmoreshalltheblood
of Christ,who throughthe eternal
spiritofferedhimselfwithoutspotto
God,purgeyourconsciencefromdead
worksto servethelivingGod?"Take
awayhisdeity,andwherearetheeffi-
caqyof hisbloodandthemeritof his
obedience?Take awayhis humanity
andwhere is theblood,where is the
boneof ourboneandfleshof ourflesh?
(Eph. v. 30.) He is very God and
veryman. Nowyoucannotpointme
to anythingconnectedwiththeperson
of the Lord JesusChristwhichmy
soulcando without. There is noth-
ing butwhathis peopleshallreceive
partlyin theworldto come. Thanks
for JesusChrist,the"newandliving
way"to thelivingGod. He hasever
been,andeverwill be,acceptableand
suitableto all in whomthefather is

pleasedto reveal him,,prteciousin

everypointof viewto him thatbe-
lli veth, 1 Peter ii. 7

.

This wasthegreatestmanifestation
of thepowerot God thateverwas
made. it wasgreatwhenhe said,
"Let therebe light: and therewas
light." Again we areon an island,
theseacomesclosearoundus,andyet
theislandhasneverbeenoverwhelmed
—thepowerof God putsboundaries
tothesea. Davidsays,"When I con-
siderthy heavens,thework of thy
hands, themoon and stars,. which
thouhastordained: what is man,that
thouart mindfulof him?" You may
well sayso,David. And oneof our
poetssays,

"Lord what is man,Thy desperate
foe,

That thou could'stlove and save
himso?"

I knowof nogreaterdisplayof God's
unspeakablepowerthanwas made
manifest in the incarnationof Jesus
Christ,ourHusband,Brother,Friend.
Mary his mothercouldnotmakethe
mysteryout. What a riddleto her!
"TheHolyGhostshallcomeuponthee
and thepowerof the highestshall
overshadowthee: thereforealsothat
holythingwhichshallbebornof thee
snailbecalledtheSonof God." You
knowhe thatatonesfor the sinsof
othersmusthavenoneof his own.
'Ye werenotredeemedwithcorrupt-
iblethingsassilverandgold,butwith
thepreciousbloodof Christ,as of a

lamb without blemishand without
spot." Boneof ourbone,yetwithout
sin. What a marvellouswonderthat,
nothingcouldaccomplishbutthepow-
erof God.

And I will tell theeanotherthing.
You and I camteinto theworldene-
miesto God,andnowwearefriends;

wecameintotheworlddeadasBeel-
zebub,nowwe arealiveto God; we
cameinto theworld Pharisees,and
now are heartilywillingto renounce
all things. "For whomI havesuffer-
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edthelossof all things,anddocount
them but dung, tnat1 may win
Christ." Now we aremadeHumble
followersof the Lamb; andthough
spottedas a leopard,yet arepanting
after God. Is not tnat a manites-
tation of his power towardsus?
Mof-esmightwell sav, "1 wit! now
turn aside,andseethisgreatsight."
A.bushonhreandnotccusunn-j: v.iJ
whopreservedit buthethatdweltin
tliebush?"We preacnChristcrucined
untotl.t jews a stumbhng-DiojK.ai*«J
uittdihe Greeksfoo'isnness;. jut into
theirwhicharecaueu,bothj?w&and
Greeks,Christthepowerof God,and
thewisdomof God." "Whomhedid
predestinate,thenhe alsocalled:and
whomhe called,themalsojustified:
and whomhe justihed,themhe also
glorified." Whyjusurythem?Why,
becausetheyfeelthedepthof thefall.
HereareGod'spredestination,effect-
ualcalling,justifyinggrace,andglor-
ification; and1 haverealizedmy in-
terestin threeoutof thefour. It is
God'sworkto adoptandjustify,and
he can taketheeto heaven,though
reasoncannotseethewaytogetthere.

The top of Jacob'sladderwas in
heaven,thebottomontheearth—very
God and very man. And what a
mercyto haveknownsomethingof
him!

"Sinnerscansay,andonlythey,
How preciousis theSaviour!"

The fourthpoint,is God'swork to
settle,and I knowhe will havethe
glory. "Unto theJews a stumbling-
block,anduntotheGreeksfoolishness;
butuntothemwhicharecalled,both
JewsandGreeks,Christthepowerof
God." I couldnothelpthinking,a-
boutteno'clockthismorning,it will
bea goodthingwhenthispoorsoulis
happywithGod; butwhileoneishere;
onemustgo on preaching;and it is
a blessedthingto preachthatChrist

that hasbeenthe powerof God to
one'sownsoul.

"becausetne foolishnessof God is
wiser thanmen." "Well but," say
you,"is not thatblasphemy?"What
you call foolishnessis God'swisdom.
"He takeththewisein theirowncrafi-
ness." You seewhatyour wisdom
will cometo. And youmaylookup-
on the preachingof the crossto be
foolishness;butit is because"thefool-
ishnessof God is wiserthanmen."
You look at the wisemenafterthe
flesh,andtalk to themaboutthein-
carnateGod, andaboutneedingsal-
vationbyhisblood,andyouwill oft^n
findthemthebiggestfoolsunderhea-
ven. If they look at thesethings
as folly, it is becausetheyare"fool-
ishness"to them;but theyareGod's
things,andthe"weaknessof God is
strongerthanmen."The poetsays,

"No lessalmightyat hisbirth
Thanon his thronesupreme,

His shouldersheldup heavenand
earth,

When Mary heldup him."
And thoughreasonmaycavil, faith
standin thepowerof Godneverwill
Oh,sometimeshowI dowantto drop
intothegravebecauseI know,"Absent
fromthebody,presentwiththeLord."
No morespot,nomorelust; butI shall
seehimwhommysoulloveth,andnot
have a doubtaboutit. "And the
weaknessof God is strongerthan
men." Now it is notso muchto be
wonderedat thatGod in our nature
shouldwithstandeveryfoe,butthereis
somethingmarvellousin a poorsinner
standing up before mighty foes
andyet.withanatomof savinggrace,
he shall obtainglory. "Because'\

I

live,ye shalllivealso." And I, if I

be liftedup, will drawall menunto
me."

"For ye seeyourcalling,brethren,
howthatnotmanywisemenafterthe
flesh,notmanymighty,notmanyno-
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ble,arecalled."Seehowthatis car-
riedout; howfewwiseandnoblethere
are. How truethe wordof God!
And whatdoesGod say? "Let not
thewisemangloryin hiswisdom"—
if not underdivineteachinghe will:
"butlethimthatgloriethgloryin this,
thatheunderstandethandknowehme,
thatI amtheLordwhichexerciselov-
ing-kindness,judgment,and right
eousnessin theearth:for in these
thingsI delight,saiththeLord." O
whata mercy,to knowanythingof
judgmentandlovingkindness! It is a
marvellousthingthatGodshouldbear
witha poorsinner.

"SometimestheLord bestowson me,
His fretfulchilda toy,

On whichI raisemy prospectshigh,
And look for certainjoy.

Butsoonthere'ssomethingintervenes,
I've somethingelsein view;

T e formermercyis forgot,
And I wantsomethingnew."

Whocanbearwithchildrenlikepa-
rentsthat love them?

"Not manymighty,notmanynoble
arecalled." It wasasked,"Haveany
of the rulersibelievedon him?" No
mancanmakea believerin theLord
Jesus Christ,but he that madethe
world out of nothing. O sinner,if
youhaveanatomof faithin thescrip-
tures,or the God of the scriptures,
bethankful. The Godthatmadethe
worldmustmakea pentinent.There
is nothingdonebutby thepowerof
God. Howhecouldmakeironswim!
And,tocometothepointatonce,how
he could'redeem,save,justify, and
glorifycountlessmyriad.?of thehuman
n cebythebloodandobedienceof the
Babeof Bethlehem.

"For ye seeyourcallingbrethren,"
—"Godhathchosenthefooiishthings
of the world to confoundthe wise;

andGodhathchosetheweakthings
of theworldto confoundthethings
whicharemighty;andbasethings."
How I havethoughtof that! Areyou
oneof thesebasethings?If anywere
tosendmetofindanythingbaserthan
I, I wouldnotstiraninch; for I know
I shouldnotfindit. "Andthingsthat
aredespisedhathGodchosen."I have
nohopeof yourreligionunlessyoude-
spiseyourselvesand your sins; and
thosethatdespisethemselveswill be
esteemedby JesusChrist "Yea, and
things which are not,to bring to
noughtthingsthatare: thatno rlesh
shouldgloryin hispresence."Let me
©neemoreentreatthee,if thouhast
my concernfor thysoul,to consider,
whatart thoutaught?whatis thein-
fluenceof thatteaching? If Jesus
Christis all in all,whois to wearthe
crownbuthimself?"For greatis thy
mercytowardsme;andthouhasde-
liveredmysoulfromthelowesthell."
Therewasnoroomfor Davidtoglory
in anythingelsethantheLord Godof
Israel.

Lookat thatword,"in ChristJesus."
No finalcondemnationto such. The
•apostlewantedto be foundin him,
andthelanguageof everypentinentis

thereforeno condemnationto them
thatare in ChristJesus," Who of
Godis madeuntowisdom." Lookat
thesesolemnwords.If JesusChristis
nevermadewisdomto you,you will
perishin yourignorance.It doesnot
say,"He iswisdomandwemustclaim
him;" but,"of himareyein Christ
Jesus,whoof Godis madeuntowis-
dom;"and if God nevermakeshim

of the Lamb! "Throughsanctifica-
tionof thespirit,untoobedienceand
sprinkling of the blood of Jesus
Christ' '

(i Peter i. 2). Does God
commandeverymanto repent?Then
hasheworkedthatrepentancein thy
poorsoul?

"And redemption."Theredeeming
pricethat ramsomedtheefrom hell
hasmade a way for theransomedto
passover,andsingthesong,"Not un-
tous, O Lord,notuntous,butuntothy
namegiveglory, for thy mercyand
thytruth'ssake." "Thataccordingas

it is written,hethatglorieth,let him
gloryin theLord."

About theyear1879,from some
causetherewas a feelingof condem-
nation uponmy mind. Of course

differentin somesensefromthatof
mymother'srodfor I wasfleshof her
fleshandboneof her'bone,so' I didn't
thinkthatshewoulddestroyor forever
banishmefromherhome.

But the condemnationI was then
underwasfromaperfectjustandholy
Godandwhile I stoodjustlycondemn-
ed beforehim I felt that if I would
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stopsinningandliveuprightthathe
(God)wouldbepleasedwithmyobed-
ienceandwouldacceptmein hisem-
braceandall wouldbewell,so I re-
solvejiI wouldlive uprightandnot
sin anymore. But alas,howfoolish
IwasandhowlittleI knewof thede-
ceptionof my heart,for whentemp-
tationswouldpresentthemselvesbefore
meI foundI hadnotstrengthtoresist,
somyhopesweredarkenedandblight-
edfromthatstand-point.Butasmy
motherwasa memberof thechurch
andasI oftenwentwithherto meet-
ingsandwasfrequentlywiththemem-
bersof thechurchI wouldoftenhear
themtell thetrialsof theirsoulsand
howtheywerewithouthopeandhow
discouragedtheywereuntilit pleased
theLord to revealChristuntothem
ashavingbornetheirsinsin his own
bodyand sufferedand died on the
cross,and theresufferingthe most
shamefuldeaththatmortaleverdidto
takeawavtheirshameandgtrik,and
presentthemuntohis fatherperfect
pureandhoiv. SoI oftenheardthem
withgreatinterestastheytoldmvfeel-
ingsuntil theycameto theirdeliver-
ancewhenit mademehopethatthe
Lordwouldsooneror laterdeliverme
from sin and condemnation.So I
wasoftenlooking-andexpecting-the
Lord to manifesthimselfuntomlein
somewavandtakeawavmvguiltand
givemea goodhonethatwhenI died
Iwouldbereceivedineverlastingglory-
to praisehimforever. Thuswasthe
tiremeditationof my mindfor about
twelvemonths.

Aboutthecloseof t£Ro.as T had
notbeendeliveredas T hadhoned.I
concludedall thetroubleThadbeenin
on accountof sin was all imaginary
andthattheLord hadneverbep-ana
workof pracein mvheart,andasthe
pleasureof theworldstill lingeredin
mvheartandTstillhada We for the
things of earth I concludedthat I

wouldtrytotakepleasurein thethings
1 oncetookpleasurein. So I went
to a partyandwasaskedto takea
part in thedance. I did so butnot
witha clearconsciencefor I feltcon-
demned,but I thoughtI wouldover-
comethatfeelingby gettingdrunkso
I boughta pintof whiskyanddrank
it butit onlyaddedtroubleto trouble
for I feltI hadforeversealedmyeter-
nal destinyin that lakefrom which
noneeverreturn,for I knewthat I
had sinnedagainstlight andknowl-
edgeso I felt thatthetimehadbeen
whenI mighthaverepentedbutnowit
wastoolate. ThusI passedtheyear
of 1881,theagonyof whichnomortal
tonguecanexpress.

I oftenwentto thewoodsto weep
andcryandtrytopraytotheLord for
mercy,andyet feelinghe couldnot
remainjustandhearmycry.

At thecloseof 1881I didnot feel
thatI could remain in the country
whereI hadalwayslivedandI felt
I wantedtogototheforestanddwell
with wild animalsfor I wasunfitto
dwell amongthe civilizedcreatures.

After
passingBethela shortdistanceI sat
downin a cornerof thefencefeeling
thatit wasdeathto go anddeathto
turn backand after sittingtherea
fewminutesI aroseandturnedhome-
ward.

Oh! couldanycriminalcondemned
to be hungstandingon the scaffold
receivingthe ronearoundhis neck,
with thetrapsprungandsoonto be
thrownby theofficerinto everlasting
eternitvhavefeltworsethanT didat
thattime,butas I keptwalkingback
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homeovertheroadI hadjust travel-
eda fewhoursago-in deepmeditation
overmy awful conditionI beganto
feelsomereliefof mindbutcouldnot
tell from whence it came. But
I reachedhomeaboutoneo'cockin the
night.I wasaboutlikethecriminalon
thescaffoldreadytobejustlyhungbut
whenthelastray of hopeis takena-
wayandheis in thehandsof theexe-
cutingofficerandtheofficerboundto
obey,and just beforethe trap falls
herecomesamessagefromthesupreme
authority commandinghis release.
Just thinkif youcanhowyouwould
feel, nonebutthosethathave been
thercanknow. I haveneverfeltthat
I couldworship,praiseandadorehim
halfasmuchasI oughtto for thefree
andunboundinggracefor it wasabso-
lutelyfreeto me for if he (Christ)
haddealtustlywithmeI wouldhave

•beenforeverbanishedfrom In.-pres-
enceandcastintothatlakewherethe
heatdiethnotoutandthefire is not
quenched.

Oh! gloriousthoughtto thusbede-
liveiedandto beblessedwitha hope
in Christ.

Now my reasonsfor wantingto
unitewith thechurchwasnot to be
eternallysavedor tobecomea childof
Godfor whatI havewrittenabove7s
anevidencethatI wasalreadvbornof
God,if I amnotmistakenin whatI
hadpassedthroughduringthese?two
years,butit wasbecauseI lovedthatin
substancewhichhad passedthrough
the sametroublethat I hadandthe
ordinanceof baptismwasbeautifulto
me,for Christwhois myrighteouness
if Tamnotmistakenwasbaptizedand
whathedidwasrightandI wantedto
followhimif I could and I thought
I could. But my dear brethren
T oftenfeelif I waseverin theway
thatChristwalkedit waswhenI cross-
edhis pathandamwonderfullvblest
to bepermittedto getthatnearin the

rightway. But Paul thegreatapos-
tle of theGentiles,sawnothinggood
in his fleshlynature,onlya spiritof
rebellion.Sin still dwtllsin our flesh
sothatwecannotlivethelife thatwe
wantto, for whenwewoulddogood
evil is alwayspresent.Paul couldsay
withouta doubtthatthereis nopower
tha*canseparateus frorvtheloveof
Godwhichis in ChristJesus.

If a mandoesnot like a law that
giveshimno rightor excusefor not

,

The more laws thereare on the

statutebooksthegreatertheevidence
of thewickednessof men. If a right-
eousmanneedno statutorylaw the
greaterthenumberof suchlawsthe
clearertheevidenceof an unrighteous
people. It is a pleasurefor a right-
eousmanto submitto thepowersthat
be. For to himthere is no evil, for
all thingswork togetherfor goodto
themthatloveGod,andarethecalled
accordingto his purpose;andhethat
lovesGodbeholdsin him andin his
governmentnothingbutwhat is good.
As God is aboveall evensohis gov-
ernmentand dominion is aboveall,
and seeingthe handof God in the
powersthatbehesubmitsto themas
ordainedof God. If theloveof God

is in a manthatenableshimto do all
thingsunto the Lord. This is the
highestlibertyandthegreatestfree-
dom. Nor is thereanysuchfreedom
asthis,for this is freedomthatbrings
no bondage,'nor lanybarrennessto
thesoul.

Now you look at themindof man,

it will neverrun beyondthis time
slate. The peopleat Athens, how
they worshippedan unknownGod.
"Whomthereforeye ignorantlywor-
ship,him declareI untoyou," saith
theapostle.Ah! then,this"raising."
Whentheblessedspiritworksin the
poorsinner'ssoul,he raiseshis mind
to God. And thenwe maysaythis:

' Ye believein God,"saidJesus,"be-
lievealsoin me"(John xiv. 1.) Now
'.herewas a timewhenyouand I. poor
creatures,believedin God. Ah! we
believed,in this,thatallhisjudgments
uponthewickedmustbefulfilled;and
we werebroughtto believethis—we
mustsinkfor ever;wecouldnotpay
onemite. No. Mr. Hart says:

"Whilewecancallonemiteourown,
We haveno full discharge."
Oh ! tobebroughthere,poorcreat-

ive, andto lie underthesentenceof
death.Theapostlesays in writingto
theCorinthians,"wehadthesentence
of death in ourselves;thatwe should
nottrustin ourselves,butin theliving
God." Ah! youknowthis,thatman
wouldtrustin something;untildriven
by sheernecessity,hewill nevertrust
in theSonof God;andwhenheraises
usuphesays,"Setyouraffectionson
thingsabove,not on thingson the
earth;"and,"Whereyourtreasureis.
therewill yourheartbealso." Com*?
nowpoorcreature,hastherenotbeen

a timewhenyourexpectationhasbeen
fromhim?Has therenotbeen a time
time,thoughhe maytry vou? You
knowthewisemansaith."Hopede-
ferredmakeththeheartsick; butwhen
thedesirecometh it is a treeof life"
(Prov. xiii. 12-. Ah! thedesireac-
complishedis sweetto thesould; it is

a treeof life."
All thatyoucaneverwishor want
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canbefoundin theSonof God. How
suitalble!Look at his suitabilityto
meetthtycase. All that musthave
everfallenuponus,felluponhim;and
John Newtonsaysthis:

"lis he insteadof meis seen,•
WhenI approachto God."
And thePsalmisthadsomethingof

tlie samefeelings.He said, "Look
upon the faceof thine anointed"
(Ixxxiv.9.) Why my friends,if the
eternalGodweretolookuponyouand
meapartfromhis dearson,wemust
sinkforeverbeneathhiswrath;buthe
is wellpleasedin whathis dearSon
did. Hart says:

Righteousnesswithin theeropted,
Mayappearto takethypart;

But let righteousnessimputed,
Bethebreastplateof thyheart."

"And hathraisedus up together."
Come,poorcreatureyou knowthere
isa differencein thosepeople'sreligion
that knowsomethingof his blessed
power. What thousandsare satisfied
withtheform. Ah! a deadform;and
theywill live and die in it if grace
nevermakesa difference.That is it.
And whengracemakesa difference,
Godraisesthemup;and,yousee,they
area peoplethatwalk in peacethen;
peacethrougblood.
"Peaceby his CrosshasJesusmade,

The Church'severlastingHead;
O'er deathandhellhasvictorywon.

And with a shoutto glorygone."
"And hathraisedus up together;

andmadeus sit together,in heavenly
places." Come,poor creature,now
thereare timeswhen you readthe
wordof divinetruth; therearetimes
whenit is confirmedin thypoorheart.
Ah! sayyou, "After all thechanges
I shallseehim faceto face." And
it maybe a just crumb;andaftera
littletimeyouwill callit intoquestion.
You will seeit was"eatenin haste;"
it wastheLord'spassover.As I was

tellingthepeoplelasteveningat Tice-
hurst,whata feeling1 havehad,and
a unionof spiritto thatpoo>rcrooked
womanwho-wasbentdownundera
spiritof infirmityfo>r18years,who
could" in nowiselift upherself."And
whatmakesGod'speolefeeltheycan
donothingwiththisspiritof infirmity
their helplessness.You cannotac-
complishyourdesires.No," sayyou,
"i wouldput everythingstraighti:
it werepossible." The Lord said,
'"Ought not this woman, beinga
daughterof Abraham;,whom Satan
hathboundlo, theseeighteenyears,
beloosedfromthisbondon theSab-
bathday?" Ah! youknowthatis it

,

my friends. There is a restprepared
for his people. Mark tellsus, "The
Sabbathwasmadefor man,andnot
manfor theSabbath"(Mark ii. 27.)
Thatrest wasaccomplishedthrough
theSonof God.

"And hathraisedus up together,"
You knowthere is somethingin my
mindrunsto heavenandGod'ssaints.

A monthtoday I was in Yorkshire,
and a gentlemansaid to me,"You
havebeencomingto my placefor a

long time; I will fetchyou to-mor-
row." Well, you know,my friends,
onesometimesfeelstired; andsome
peoplehavean ideathat a mancan
alwaysbegoingandnevergettired;
and I feltlike this—rundown.Well,

I went,andafterdinnerhesaid,"You
don'tmindgoingfor a drive." I did
not know wherehe was takingme.
He said,whenwestopped,"Well,yo,i
haveread in old Mr. Warburton's
worksof Pool Moor,this is thechap-
el." Why,myfriends,youmighthave
thoughtI wasanothermanaltogether.
And I saythis: Nothinghasevercon-
firmedmypoor,feeble,shatteredfaith
at times likeold Mr, Warburton's
works, nextto thedivineword of
truth. And I said,"We will go in
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and look at the chapel." You will
rememberthis,youwhohaveperused
thebook: Mr. Warburtonwasbetween
30 and40 yearsof ageandhe had
sowishedto settleat PoolMoor; and
oh! howhebegged,howentreatedof
God; andheleavesthistestimonybe-
hindhim. He dearlylovedthepeople,
andthepeoplelovedhim. God had
"raisedthemuptogether."Theyhad
hada little of that feelingtogether.
And the last Saturdaynighthe was
there,Mr. Warburtonputouta feel-
er;andwhatwasthat?He said,"Well
by thistimeI supposeyouaresettled
with a minister?"A Mil 'Webster
hadsuppliedfor them,andthechurch
intendedto give him a call. They
vepliedit wassettledfor Mr. Webster
to come;thatwasin theyear1808;
and he livedanddiedwith ihem
Thereis a tabletup in thechapelto
thateffect;andyoucouldhardlybe-
lievethestatepoorWarburtonwasin,
andhewentoutof thehouseandroar-
edlikea bearbereavedof herwhelps.
And,my friends,as I havereadthis,
thefeelingthatI havesometimeshad
towardsGod'speople!Thosethat I
believeknowthesethingsin reality;
and like poor John, sometimes,the
many thingsthat have tried meI
Whata feelingI havehad!But now
I feelthereis a vastdealof difference
atPoolMoor. I saidtothegentleman
thatwaswith me,"They wouldnot
endureJohn'spreachingnow."He re-
plied, no, they wouldnot. They
handeda pamphletto me,andon it
he was calledthe "Reverend John
Warburton."He wouldnothaveliked
that;thatisonlyattributabletoJehov-
ah. "Holy andreverend"wereadin
thePsalms,"is his name." I sayit
seemedto revivemea littleto walk
roundand seethe chapel. I was
speakingaboutit theotherLord'sday
at Abingdon,andthepoorolddeacon

saidto me,"What a comfortit was
to me what you said this morning
aboutPool Moor. I havebeenread-
ing Mr. Warburton'sbook." And it
seemedaccordingtohisfeelingsit was
a church—a confirmation.

Andhathraisedusuptogether,and
made us sit togetherin heavenly
places." You knowsomeof those
free-willers,andpeoplewhohavenev-
erbeenin thedepths—lostandsaved,
they say—"We do notcare about
that." My friends,Wattsspeaksto
this effect.
'"'Twaslovethatmadehiswillingfeet
In swift obediencemove."

Ah! it is love thatdoes these
things. It iswonderfulwhatlovewill
do. "Manywaterscannotquenchlove,
neithercanthefloodsdrownit." (Son*;
viii. 7). No, with all thateverthe
dragoncouldthrowoutof his mouth
afterthewoman,hecouldneverde-
stroyher. "If a manwouldgiveall
thesubstanceof his housefor love,it
wouldutterlybecontained."

Then whata favor,beloved,it is
to knowsomethingof theseheavenly
places.Ah! Paulcouldsay,"Wheth-
er we liveor diewearetheLord's;"
emdhe tells, "For I am persuaded,
thatneitherdeath,norlife,norangels,
nor principalities,nor powers, nor
tilingspresent,northingstO'come,nor
height,nordepth,noranyothercreat-
ure,shallbeableto separateus,from
the loveof God, whichis in Christ
Jesusour Lord" (Rom.viii. 38,39.)
Ah! theseheavenlyplaces! "Why,"
sayyou, "man,theyareso few and
far between."This is it. Haveyou
everhad

"Just enoughfor theproof
Of yourpropertitle"?
"Beingconfidentof thisverything,

thathewhichhathbeguna goodwork
in youwill performit untilthedayof
Jesus Christ. " And harkat what
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Hammondsaid:
"If oncetheloveof Christwefeel:

Upon our heartsimpress'd,
The markof thatcelestialseal

Canneverbeerased."
You mayforget;youmayget into
suchconfusion;yourdaysof darkness
maybe many;the unbeliefof your
heartandinfidelitymayworkat such
apitch,till youarereadytogiveevery
thingup. But rememberthis,hiseye
is uponthee. Yea, he thatkeepeth
Israelshallneitherslumbernorsleep."
And the Psalmisttells us, "Behold,
theeyeof the Lord is upon them
thatfearhim,uponthemthathouein
hismercy"(Ps. xxxiii. 18.)Not them
thathopein themselves."It is said
of Noah,he foundgracein theeyes
of theLord.

"And madeus sit togetherin heav-
enlyplacesin ChristJesus." Ah! poor
creature,that is my only safety.
Hart says:

'Ventureon him, venturewholly,
Let no othertrust intrude."*,

.But you are readyto say, "How
canI come;I amnothingbuta mjass
of sin. The leprosyis aboutme; that
terribledisorder."You mayfeelyou
cannotgo to God,butwhata mercy
hehasa longarm;hecanreachthy
case;hecanhealtheleprosyyoufeel
within, and smileuponyou; and
whenyou feelthatyoucansaywith
theapostle,"And madeussittogether
in heavenlyplacesin Christ Jesus."
And youknowyouha\'eneversetin
theseheavenlyplaceswith Godlyhu-
mility, andwill perishat last. It
wouldbean utterimpossibility."All
thattheFathergivethmeshallcome
to me,"hesaid. Oh whata wonder-
ful thing; and "him that comethto
meI will in no wisecastout" (John
vi. 37.) No,heneverwill. And you
areenabled,at timesto comewith a
littleof thatpreciousfaith; andyou
glorifyhim with his own glory,and

put thecrownuponhis blessedheadj
and saidthe apostle—'And madeus
sit together in heavenlyplaces in
ChristJesus." How persuadedI aim
if youhave a littleof thissweetmak-
ingit is nota servilething. Thereare
times perhaps,whenyouhave met
withGod'ssaints,andyouhavehada
littleconversation,andtheyhaveun-
bosomedtheir feelingso that deep
watershaveseemedto run; andyou
havebeena manof understanding;
youhavedrawnit outof them;and
poorcreatures,theyhavethoughtlike
this whentheyhavegot away,—the
enemyhasseemedto temptthem,and
theyhavesunk nearly into despair,
andwishedtheyhad neversaidany
thing;butneverthelesstheirlanguage
hasgoneforth,andit hasbeenblessed
to God'speople.This is sweetcon-
versation!"For ourconversationis in
hejaven;from whencealso we look
for theSaviour,theLord JesusChrist
whoshallchangeourvilebody,thatit
maybefashionedlikeuntohis glorious
body,accordingtotheworkingwhere-
byheis ableevento subdueall things
untohimself"(Phil. iii. 20,21.) To
subduethatcarnalmind;yea,to sub-
duewhatevermay rise againsthim,
like,yousee,thebeaststhatNoahtook
intotheark, it is said,theywereall
subdued.

"And madeus sit togetherin heav-
ly placesin ChristJesus." It is God
whogivesus to realizethis blessed
communionand this feeling. And
whata feelingyouhaveto thosepoor
creaturesthatknowa littlesomething
aboutthat sweethumility. "To this
manwill I look,evento himthatis
poorandof contritespirit,andtrem-
blethatmyword" (Isa. lxvi.2.) You
knowthewordof God hassearched
us throughandthrough.He hassaid
he will "searchJerusalemas with
candles." What is that but the
church? And oh! therehave been
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times when we have had such
searchinglooks! Thosehave been
timeswhenwehavesaidwemiistgive
it up: darknesshasseemedto cover
us. But 0 he has turned;he has
smileduponhis"child; hehasturned
the"wildernessintoa fruitful field."
Andwhathaveyoudone? You have
blessedhimin return;and,I say,you
cannothelpit. O to praisehim!

"Weakis theeffortof myheart,
And cold my wannestthought;

RutwhenI seetheeasthouart,
I'll praisetheeasI ought.

Till thenI wouldthyloveproclaim,
With everyfleetingbreath;

Andmaythemusicof thyName
Refreshmy soulin death"—

(OlneyHymns,57.)
Ah! look here,poorcreature,you

will bebroughtnear,yousee,to that
timewhenheartandfleshmustfail;
andhesavsthis: whenheartandflesh
fail, hewill bestrengthof theirheart
andtheirportionfor ever;but "The
Lord'sportionis his people:Jacobis
thelot of his inheritance.He found
himin a desertlandandin thewaste
howling-wilderness:heledhimabout,
he instructedhim.hekepthimasthe
apoleof hiseye"(Deut.xxxii.9, to.)

"That in ages to comehe might
show theexceedingriches of his
grace." O it seemsto beeearall lan-
guage,mvfriends,tosetit forth—"the
exceedingrichesof his erace." Sav
you,"Whatis that?" Whv. it exceeds
all the world: it exceedsall wealth,
all friendshipssoto speak.Paulsaid.
"Thegraceof ourLordwasexceeding
abundantwithfaithandlovewhichis
in Christ Tesns. This is a faithful
savins,andworthyof all acceptation,
thatChristTWk cameintotheworld
to sa^-edinnersof whom,"hesavs."I
amchief" (1 Tim. i. 14.iO Come
rvoorcreature,canyousavvouarethe
chiefof sinners?And onlvto think
of this—"the exceedingriches of

grace."NeitherAbraham,nor Isaac,
norJacob,noranypoorcreaturewould
everhaveenteredtheportalsof heaven
but for theexceedingrichesof his."

"O togracehowgreatadebtor,
Daily I'm constrainedto be,

Let thatgrace,Lord, like a fetter,
Bindmywanderingheartto thee.

Proneto wander,Lord, I feel it;
Proneto leavethe God I love;

Here'smyheart,Lord,takeandsealit
Sealit fromthy Courtsabove!"

That is whatwewant.You knowwe
maygotrougha form,aswedosome-
times.A fortnightagoI wasathome,
and I thought,"What a formality!"
(What formswemayseemto use!)
anda fewminutesafterGoddropped
a portionof his word into my soul
thathumbledmein thedust;yea,and
thatverseasa clencher:

"He seesme oftenovercome,
And pitiesmydistress;

And bidsafflictiondrivemehome,
To anchoron his grace."—

(Gadsb'y,209.)
Ah! that is it

,

my friends. You
knowthereare a fewwill sayto vou,

it is notright; butGod'swork is going
on— (how manvmenwill pick up
differentthings: butwemustcomeper-
sonally: it mustbeme; it mustbevou)
—and if we havenot an experience
thatwill tallywithit. it will be a blank
whenwecometo die. You will say
sometimes."Lord. do>givemeanother
lift: do grantthat I mavfeel a little
of theexceedingrichesof thyexceed-
ing grace." Nothingputs a manin
the dustlike this. God putshuman
nature in thenVhtplace:andheputs
thecrownuponhisblessedhead;and
he savsas dearSwain.

"Think,O mvsoul, if 'tis sosweet
On earthto sitat Testis'feet
What must it be to wear a crown
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And sit withJesuson thethrone!"
(Denham's745.)

Why,thisis it
,

myfriends. We shall
neverhave a fullnesshere;but only
nowandthenjust a touchof his fa-
vour. But whatwill it be whenwe
gethome?How weshallcrownhim!
How weshallextolhimandlift him
up for ever! That is it.

"That in theagesto comehemight
showtheexceedingrichesof hisgrace

in his kindnesstoward is through
ChristJesus." Yes, while endless
agesroll. O youtryandcaryhomea

littleof that feeling—"the exceeding
richesof hisgracein hiskindnessto-
wardusthroughChristJesus." Look
at it; hebecamea manto suffer.Do
youeversaywhatWattssays?

"Was it for crimesthat I havedone
He groaneduponthe tree?

Amazingpity! Grace unknown!
And lovebeyonddegree."—

(Gadsby's763.)

O thinkof thelove—thepowerof
the Son of God! O to1 makeevery-
thing,sotospeak,andto feelthis,that

if youhadtenthousandcrowns you
would put themall uponthat dear
headthat wasonce crownedwith
thorns. Yea youcansaythen,when
youfeel a littleof the"exceedingrich-
esof his grace;""He is thechiefa-
mongtenthousand,andthealtogether
lovely." "Go forth, O yedaughtersof
Zion,andbeholdking Solomonwith
the crown wherewithhis mother
crownedhimin thedayofhisespousals,
andin thedavof thegladnessof his
heart"(Songiii. 11.) Ah! youknow,
my friendssoimepeoplesaythis—"O
then I amigoingto preach Christ."
But no mancanelverdo thatwithout

a graciousexperience. It doesnot
matterwhatmortalstell you; a man
mustknowwhat is tobelost,andthai
he hasbeensaved,and that by the
Messedpowerof God. There are
manydeny a feelingreligion. I am

very boldon thatpoint. If a man
tellsmethat, I tellhimhehasno re-
ligionat all; and

"A formof words,thoughe'erso
sound,

Can neversave a soul;
The Holy Ghostmustgive the

wound,
And makethewoundedwhole."

What a mercy it is to have a right
religion,and to know somethingof
the"exceedingrichesof his gracein
hiskindnesstowardusthroughChrist
Jesus!" It "riseshigh and drowns
the hills" in our souls'feelings—all
the guilt thatwe havefelt; andwe
crownhim with his own lovingkind-
nessandgoodness,andsaythathe is

he is
" the friendof sinners,
Be thatforgottennever."

May the Lord add his blessing.

Lookingdiligentlylest any manfail
of thegraceof God: lestanyrootof
bitternessspringingup trouble you
and therebymanybe defiled."eHb.,
12:14-rs

To followpeacewithall men is to
study,consider,endeavor,strive,and
that continually,by evervmeansof
gospel law, loveandobedience,to
makefor thethinesthatgivepeaceto
all. So therecanbeno-partialityor
selfishnessin thework. And thuswe
attainto holiness;thatis. a legalgos-
pelholiness:or holy in thesenseof
perfectgosnelobedienceto whichthe
Same apostlereferswhenhe said.
"Presentyourbodiesholy,acceptable
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to theL,ordwhichis yourreasonable
service.Kom.,12: i. onowmgmat
practicaluueaiciiCcto tut icAVcn-aicS
matholiness;wunoutwhichno man
snaili>eetneLord: nenoe,in anauy
whichweao seenini. And wewant
to seeHimm proportionto ourooed-
ienceto tuna, c^omatthusnoiy,we
wantto seehim—welovemsappcar-
ings—wedesirefaithtoseewnengood
com<es—to seethetimesot retresnings
lrom his presence—-todiscerntarnm
others;anaespeciallyin ourownheart
worKingin usmatwihichis weh-pieas-
ingtouod—towillanatoaoinscoim-
manaments.For he embodiesour
hope,lO've,faith,lightana life; wis-
dom,strengthandrighteousness,and
hewcouldwebearto livetnislite not
seeinghim?Therefore,"Lookingdil-
ligentlylestanymanfail of thegrace
of God:" that is

,

lestfailingin follow-
ing peacewith all, andholiness,nor
seeingtheLord,youfail of thisgrace
of God,andas no moreprompting,
directingandsustainingyou. i"o<ras
notlookingdiligentlyto it

,

or trusting
iti it in all yourprecedingwork—your
failureproving it—your denialhas

aggrievedthatspirit—thesamewhere-
by ye aresealeduntothedayof re-
demptionto yourbody—hasquenched
thatspirit, or its influencein your
heart,as thatyou have,as said,de-
nied—done despiteits promptings;
and it is nowwithdrawnas yourdi-
vine,infallibleguidethathashereto-
foredirectedyou,andpreventedtrou-
blesspringingup fromyour wrong-
doing.

Then,wegatherthatto followpeace
with all, and holiness, is to seethe
Lord; andto seehimasour infallible
guideandinwardspiritualmonitor,as
wellasotherwise;andthento seehim

is to havelookeddilligentlyuntohim,
notonlyto acknowledgehimworking
in us bothto will and to do. or as
causingus to love,andwishto attain

to holiness,andgivingthepowerto
jpertoijn;butheto whoimwestill look
lestwestray,lestanyrootof bitter-
nessspringingup amongthebrother-
hoodtroubleusasthecause,andwhere

b
y someof thembedenied.Thus,we

donotfail of thegraceof God;norby
faith,of seeingthe Lord, who thus
givesustheswe;texperimentalassur-
ancein heartthatthatholinessfruitof
righteousnesswhichsowspeaceabroad
to all men,shallharvestit at home—
thattheywho followafterandmake
peace,shall in likemannerobtainpeace
—thatto followpeacewith all men,
andholiness,is tostandwiththeright-
eousat the harvesttime of "peace
sownto righteousness.

Butof all in apparentjeopardyhere
by a "lest,"this"graceof God" is by
far themostimportantandto bethe
mostdilligentlylookedafter,lestwe
fail of it; for failingof it we fail of
all ; aswithout it wecouldnotfollow
feaceor attainto holiness,or prevent
thosedire-after-consequences.Then
our firstandmostimportantwork in
all this,to lookdilligently,lestwefail
of this graceof God. And which
grace is givento everyoneeternally
savedor bornof God. And which
grace is synonymouswith"Godwork-
ing in you bothto>will andto do."
And thatthiswork,thuswilledto be
done,wastotbeperformedbythehand
of "you,"or thepersonin whomhe
workedthewill; andthat it pertained
exclusivelyto practicalgospelobed-
ience, is madeplainandundoubtedby
thesameapostlewhenwritingto the
brethrenon this obedience.He says
"As ye have always obeyed,not
only in my presence,but now much
more in my absence,work out your
ownsalvation,withfearandtrembling
for it is of God whichworkethin
you."Phil.,2: 12. Andwhichwasas
muchas to say"continuein practical
obedienceto thelawof Christ." And
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"your own salvation"then-wereto
work out,canbe noneelsethanour
ownwhichsavesus fromtheterrible
resultsof disobedienceto thesarniein
tune. It is called" our commonsal-
vation"in James,as thateachonein
commonmustworkhisownout. And,
amongotherthings,savesus from
failingof thisgraceof God andthe
plantingof rootsof bitterness,&c,
togetherfromtheirevilconsequences.

Thenhavingthisgraceof God,or
God in spirit workingin us to will
andtodoor asgivingusthedesireto
lo attainuntoholinessasgivento love
it—and the power—as diligently
lookingto it—to performit practical-

ly
,

with impressionsand promptings
in spiritdirectingus, it is indeedwith
fearandtremblingthatshouldessay
to approachto it

,

for it is thegreat
God workingin you; hencewhat a

fearful thing to disregard these
promptings,as that is a fearfulthing
to fall intohis handsfor such;and it

is a fearfulthingto turnfromor deny
Insruleto "followpeacewithall men,
and holiness,lest thusgrievingthat
spirit—thusquenchingit by denial—
wefail of thisgraceof Godasbereft

I do assureyouthatas to holdingor
losingourpeace,orasworkingoutour
ownsalvation,in timesavingus from
thedireconsequencesof these"lests,"
tog-etherwith all resultsof disobed-
ience,this is an unspeakablyimport-
antquestion—yes. a paramountques-
tion; and,from the fact that if you
shouldfail of thisgraceof God,yon
will fail of all, andin all asgoodand
acceptableto God. Ah, then, take
heedandlookdilligentlylestvonfail
of it. Rememberin takingheedthat
he that gatherethnot with Christ,
scatterethabroad. Then let us re-
memberthatnotto followpeacewith
all men is to scatterit abroadandlet
troubleandrootsof bitlernc- ŝpring
upin itsplace.

>oucannotaskGodto guideandhelp
youin mustbea wrongwork. Any
word, or act, or generalwork that
followspeace,or tends.tomakepeace
withandfor all men!;andholiness—
thatis rightin itselfascommanded—
is a rightwork. Anythingto thecon-
trary is dangerous.

Then I repeat,alwaysthink—con-
siderwherethisworkor thatstepwill
lead,lestyou fail of this graceof
G/od: weighyourmotives,searchyour
wayasa law—watchandprayso-asto
retainthisgrace,andyou neverwill
planta rootof bitternessamongthe
brotherhood,asthatyouhavefollowed
peaceandholiness,andthegraceor
spirit of God dwellsin your heart.

Oneof thesurestwaysto thecon-
trary,and mostprolificof rootsof
(bitterness,is togatherupandcirculate
ail theevilreportsagainstthebrother-
hood. One hasdoubtless"failedof
thegraceof God" to do so. And a
paradox is

thattheywhoso eagerly
gatherandcirculatetheseevil reports
dc, in words,deepestdeploretheir
circulation.Nevertouchsuchthings
—nevertakeupreproachagainstyour
neighboror brother,lestyou fail of
this grace—lestyou plantroots of
bitternessthatbringyoutrouble:and
wherebymanythusprovokedandof-
fendedretaliate in kind and thereby
are themselvesdefiled.

RESTORING.
If a manbeovertakenin a fault,ye

whicharespirtnalrestorehim in the
spirit of meekness;consideringthy-
self lestthoualsobe tempted."Gal.
6: I.

This lastphrase—"lestthoualsobe
tempted,"showsthatonethusover-

takenwastempted—thatsomeoutside
influencestrongerthanhisowninnate
convictionhasdeceivedandledhim
intothis fault. And thisprovesthat
liewassuchasanApostlecallsa weak
brother,yet for whomChrist died.
Kencethisweaknesscallsfor a more
tenderconcernfrom the "strong'"—
thosetoostrong,withtoomuchknowl-
edgeor spiritual discernmentto be
thustemptedor deceived,yet there-
fore, the betterenabledto consider
himself, thatlikelyunderthe same
weaknessandtemptationhe would
havealsoibeenovertaken;alsoto do
unto this brotheras he wouldhave
him do untohim, in whichspiritof
meeknesshewill neverdestroyor hurt
onesuch; butby patientlaborof love
will reclaim—restorehim for whottn
Christ died for his name sake,i
Cor.8: ii. Alsotheinferenceis that
thespiritualhavenotonlyknowledge,
but also'meekness.Knowledgemay
puffup,meekness.provestoogreata
measureof thespirit;indeedthemore
spiritualone is the moremeekand
lowly-miindedhe is, andthemorehe
esteemsothers(of the brotherhood)
thebetterthanhimself;andthefurth-
er he is fromwantingto leador rule
anddictateto a brotherof thechurch.
Flence,whenyouseeabrothermaking
himself conspiciousand officiousin
wantingto taketheleadin all church
matters,you mayknowhe is weak,
andat faultaslackingthisveryspirit
of meeknessand lowlinessof mind,
andknowsnotheis in dangerof fall-
ing. Whilethetrulymeekandlowly
—thetrulyspiritual—thoughfeelingto
bethe leastof all, is yetthewilling
servantof all. So in thelowlinessand
gentlenessof divinelove,patienceand
long-sufferingof Jesus,will he labor
andnot faint,to restore a brother
overtakenin a fault,and for Jesus'
sake. For suchdo'notservefor self
sake,as do thecarnalminded,who>,
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devoidof allthesegracesservetograt-
ify and estaolisna personaîpatlju-
uiceor a partisanprinciple,regardless
of thelawor honorof Christ,or re-
sultu>thebrotherinvolved.

Then,indeed,if a brotheris over-
takenin a fault,yewhicharespiritual
restorehim; for thosethus tempted
intoerrorhavethespirit,butas inti-
mated,in lessmeasure.Romans12:
8. For thereisnoappealfrom,nore-
sistancethat can standagainstthat
spirit usingthe weaponof meekness
andlowlinessin gentleandtenderfor-
bearancein Jesus' name. Whatever
mind,whetherthespiritualor carnal
mind goesout to searchand try a
brother,it will atonceprovokeitslike.
I-iencetheadmonition,"Ye whichare
spiritualrestorethebrotherovertaken
in tault." The strongestpower,the
mightiestforceand influencein the
churchonearthin thisspiritualmeek-
nessandlowlinessof mind.A brother
or committeeis knownastonatureby
theirreport,theresultof theirlabors
with suchas are thus overtakenin
fault. At thesametimeI repeatthat
the spiritual—this mightiestforcein
self estimation—is the leastof all;
andhencethe furtherestfrom desire
or intentforauthorityor ruleinchurch
matters;indeed,it hasno'discernment
of itselfas a power;it onlyseeksto
minister. For hereinGod reverses
thelawsof naturewherebythegreat
rule,andmakestheleastnotonlythe
greatest,but alsoto-judgeandrule,
thoughall unconsciously.Matt. 20:
26-28; 1 Cor.6: 24.
Supposea majorityof themembers

of a church,thoughsoundandorthor-
dox,Godfearingandhumbly-walking
shouldbe overtakenin the fault of
tradition,or of believingit gospelto
continuetoobserveallthingsof church
work just as theirfathers did and
handeddownto them;for instance,
thatthechurchshouldcommuneand

washfeetonlyon Sundayafternoon,
Remember,this restorationby the
spiritualappliesonly to thoseover-
takenin fault,or suchashadbeende-
ceivedandtemptedbyothersto door
believewrong. Theseas born and
trainedamidthe morepurebut less
highlyculturedenvironmentsof coun-
try life,in theiroldfashionedloveand
respectfor parentsandtheirreligion,
hadiimbibedthesetraditionalideaswe
will say. But a few moreadvanced
memberswantedto cut off hereand
i'mendthere,so as to getthechurch
outof theoldrutsinto'newones. Of
coursethis was resentedas if ask-
ing themto denyJesus. Now here
wasachanceforthespiritual.Butsup-
posethe few instead are impatient,
seeingit will takeunusualtimeand
laborto uprootanderadicatethatso
longanddeeplytakenroot,andsoa-
dopta hasty,summarymeasure,and
by forcerendloosefromthese. But
newalas,havetheynotbecomeguilty
of a worsefaultthantheyhavethus
escapedfrom;andof a worsenature;
as that theyare not overtaken,but
havewalk*;*into it deliberately?They
havecutthemselvesoff—or provoked
it— as onearm'at theshoulderfrom
thebodyasit were,to berid of some
1it*"lesoreson thebody,leavinga ter-
riblewoundto thebody—yesto both
—thatwill belongin healing. I had
rather havebornewith these little
soresthoughoftenirritatingthanbear
the responsibilityof havingmadean
left thatgrievouswoundto-thebody.
Oh,howmuchtetterto havesentthe
spi'itualto restore!how muchmore
conscienceappeasing-,andhonoringto
Jesus,thoughit tookyearsof patient
work, though Jesus said in ap-
probation"becausejthou hastborne
andhastnot faintedthroughall these
}'.arsof laborin lovefor my name's
sake,welldone,goodandfaithfulser-
vant."
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Supposetheothersidealsoprovok-
ed by thecarnalmiindthathadthus
hastilyand roughlydealtwith them
hadalsoneglectedtheahnonitionto
ravethespiritualreclaim,norhadap-
pliedthe gospelrule of laborwith
thesein their first wrongstep: had
notsubduedthecarnalmindthuspro-
vokedandarousedto retaliation,bin
let it ruleto theexclusionof these
brethren;and therebyaddedthe de-
liberatesin of disorderthat resulted
in greaterwrongthantraditionsto
r.on-cssentials.Just seewhatbreach
uponbreachonewrongfirststepwill
leadto. At thesametimetheother
party—the wise,as soadvancedin
knowledge,thestrong,asassumingto
go outof oldrutsupto higherplan?.*
—mustbearthegreatershareashav-
ingprovokedto retaliation,insteadcf
to loveandto goodworks,andasnot
bearing with the infirmitiesof the
weak.

Oh, howmuchbetterto haveborne
andlaboredin unityto healtheselit-
tle soresof thebody,thanso rendit
in separation—to havepatientlywork-
eda Hfetimeto eradicatethedisuse
of thehandof some,as it were,than
by handto hurtanddestroyin God's
holy mountain.I had ratherbe la-
l jviig s-tillin unityfran bean;.»;t' t
responsibilitesof separation. The
bodymaylive; thearmwill die.

And just so withthe individual
memberwho is overtakenin fault
Send thecarnalto restoreand the
breachis madeworse.'And woeto
the church if

,
it be a famjilyfeud.

The carnalalwaysassumeto be the
wiseandstrongwiththeauthorityto
rule or ruin.

Faith dwellsand operatesin th<3
spiritualworld,eventheheavenly,or
in thegospelkingdom—not inthele-
gal kingdom. ft hath no placein
earthly kingdoms. Faith saysthe
work is alreadyfinished,Christ is al-
readycomein the flesh,hasalready
beencrucified,is alrealyascendedinto*
heaven.Thewordof faithwFichwe
preach is nightheeevenin thymouth
andthyheart,saying, if thoushaJt'be-
lievein thyheartthatGodhathraised
Christ from the dead,thoushaltbe
saved. For with theheartmanbe-
lievethunto righteousness,and with
the mouthconfession is madeunto
salvation.

The faithof Jesusputshisstrength
in youbyputtingyouin hisstrength.
Your standingis thusin him,andthe
life thatyounowlivein thefleshyou
live by the faithof thesonof God.
What a life of joy, peaceand hope
this is ! What a purelife,a holylife,
andcompletelife is thelife of faith!

The faith of God neverfails or
blunders,nor misleads. It hasnever
blundered.It hasnevercomeshort
of triumph. Thei e is no sin in faith.
Surelythenfaith is thegift of God!
Flow do I know I haveit? Jesus is

preciousto>himthatbelieveth. It is

the knowledgeof Jesus, trustingin
him,serving,obeyinghimthatproves
thatwehavefaith. This faithshows
what it is by what it does. It works
by love, it purifiestheheart, it over-
comestheworld. P. D. Q.
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"Now faith is the substanceof
things hopedfor, the evidenceof
thingsnot seen."

This is theinspiredbibledefinition
cf what faith is—not of its author,
par of thepowerwhichproduces it

,

norof what it does;butof what it is.
The domainof faith is aboveor out
of reachof the domainof sightof
senses. We walk by faith, not by
sight. That is, to walkby faith is

notto walk b
y

sight. For thethings
of faitharenotwithinreachof natu-
ral vision,or naturalreachof earthy
power. They are not attainableby
humaneffort. Thethingsof faithare
thingshopedfor, thereforetheyare
not in possession;for wedonothope
for thatwehave in ournaturalor lit-
eralpossession.Faith is thesubstance
of thingshopedfor. Thethingshop-
ed for arenotanycarnalor worldly
things,buttheyareheavenlyoreternal
things. Theyarenotsuchthingsas
carnalnatureeverwantsor couldde-
sire. Onemustbebornagainbefore
hecoulddesirethingsof faith.

Faith is not a shadow,figureortype.

It is not a speculation,notion,theory
or dogma. It is notthatwhichwill be
greatersometimethan it is now or
hasbeen. It is substanceof heavenly
Things. The law was an imageor
shadowof goodthingsto come. The
law couldnevermakesuchas came
unto it perfect,for it madenothing
perfect Faithneverdealswithany-
thingthat is not perfect. It is sub-
stance,divine,eternalrealization,and
theverysubstanceof thatwhichevery
onebornof Godhopesfor; and it is
theevidence,witnessor proofof that
which is not seen. Then what a

wonderfulthingfaith is ! It is thejust
man's incomeor support—that by
whichhe lives. Without it there is

no comingto God,norpleasinghim:

butwith it theworld is overcome,and
witnessthatone is righteousis obtain-
ed. There is nothingtoo hard for

faithto do, for to himthatbelieveth
ail thingsarepossible.All thathave
everhadthisfaithhave a goodstand-
ing—haveobtaineda goodreport,are
ownedin heavenasof theseedroyal,
as of thechildrenof God. It is the
correspondenceof thechildrenoi God
withthatspiritualworldbywhichthey
receiveof theblessedfullnessof Je-
sus. Faith worksby love. While
charityor love is greaterthanfaithor
hope,yetcharityor loveownsfaithto
heof theheavenlyfamily,andalways
honorsher in all her doings. Love
thinkethnoevil,andfaithbeholdsand
ownsonly what is truth.

The thingsthat faith doesareal-
waysabovenatureor naturalperform-
ances. Look how it guidedAbel in

his offering,andwhatwitnesshe re-
deceivedby it thatGodhadrespectun-
to him,and thenuntohis offering.
Noahdid by faithwhatno manhad
everdonebefore,or will everbeable
to doagain. He didthatwhichcon-
demnedtheworld,and b

y

whichhe
obtainedwitnessthathewasrighteous.

Amongall theperformancesof faith
recordedin Heb.,nth chap,thereis
notonethingdonenaturally,or as a

carnalor naturalmandoesthings.Then
faith mustbe substanceof heavenly
things,or of thingshopedfor.

Notoneof thethingsfaithdidwhen
Jesuswason earthwasas a natural
mandoesanything.Thosethathadfaith
ownedJesus,andreceivedhimasGod's
Sonsentintotheworld; ownedhimas
thejust oneforetoldby theprophets,
andascomingfromheaven; received
him,embracedhim!,lovedhim,wor-
shippedhim,andtrustedhim. Faith
neverquestionsthepowerof Jesusto
do right, or ever fearshe will do
wrong,nor does it everquestionhis
powerto do as hepleasesto do,nor
doesthesoulblestwith the faithof
Jesus everclaimany worthiness,or
thatblessingshouldcomebecauseof
anygoodor meritoriousthinghehas
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done. It dealsalonewithdivinepow-
er, andrestsin thedivinewill; sees
thewonderfulunlimitedpowerof God,
andtrustsin that. It says,Lord, if
thouwilt thoucanst. It says,if I
maybuttouchhis gatlmientI shallbe
whole,for I know,O Lord,thoucanst
do everythingandno thoughto>fthe
heartcan be withholdenfrom thee.
Creaturehelpor effortis perishedin
the thought or expectationof
him whosefaith is in God. He has
beentranslatedoutof thedarknessof
thefleshintothespiritualworld,and
dealsnowwithhimwhois risenfrom
the dead,andhasall powerbothin
heavenandin earth.

As longasonetrustsin anarmof
fleshthereisnofaith,norsubstanceof
thingshopedfor. When onepasses
intotheagonyof deathas thewages
of sin,andthusfeelsthathereceives
virtue. Faithis thefoundation.That
is alreadylaid. Let us buildwisely
on this foundation. Let everyone
takeheedhowhebuildsthereon.Vir-
tueis strengthor solidity, heavy
growth—valor to fight,to laborand
endure.To thisandasa consequence
of this knowledgeor experienceof
God'sfaithfulnessaddandhisblessing
isgiven.For if anymandothewill of
God, he shallknow of the doctrine
whetherit is trueor not. Knowing
thisto betrue,whatmoderation,what
sobrietyof mind,quietness,restand
confidenceit gives. Thisalsoincrease-
esourbrotherlykindnessto thefami-
ly, and makesour conductso lovely
in the householdof faith, and also
callsoutthatcharitythatthinkethno
evil, and revealsthe saintso thata
blessed,gloriousentranceintothejoys
of salvationis given to thediligent
soul.

But hereis onewho has received
thepardonandforgivenessof hissins,
butconferswith fleshandcarnalrea-
son. His hopeis notbig enoughhe

says,anddeclaresheis notfit to join
the church,andthatis denyinghis
Lord,eHlaysupin a napkinor inthe
earthwhat is givenhim.

But I amsopronetogive
way to thelieshandits desires1 am
madetoabidein doubts.

i considerthesepromisesto repre-
senttheroundof a ladderwherewe
are compelledto climbfeeling our
weaknessand deficiency,while the
roundsarenotsobroadasto giveus
perfectrestandassurance.So there-
by we keepstrivingto climbhigher,
for narrowis thewayandstraightthe
gatethatleadsto lifeternalwhilewide
thegateandbroadthewaythatleads
to destruction.

Thechurchpro-
fessedto takethescripturesasa creed
independantin itsorganization,holding
the principleof God's sovereignty,
man'scondemnationunderthelaw,the
necessityof regeneration,thevicarious
redemptionof Christ,theimpartation
of divinelifebytheHolySpirit,effect-
ualcallinganddivinepreservationby
a livingfaithto'eternalsalvation.

Theessentialideaswerethatmanby
natureis destituteof theknowledgeof
God, condemnedunderthe law and
redeemedonlybythebloodof Christ,
theknowledgeof whichfactare re-
vealedin thegospel,ismadeknownto,
and madepersonalto the individual
soulby the teachingand witnessof
theHoly Spirit.

Such was and still is my creed
tc-day,andthesefactsT haveendeav-
oredtosetforthandpreachasembod-
iedintheinjunctiontoeveryonecalled
of God "to preach—nothimself—but
ChristJesustheLord."

Evenso theloveof theLord
for hisbridewasthecauseof hiscom-
ing in theflesh,buthiscomingin the
fleshwasthefulfillingof thecovenant

in whichhis loveto hisbride is mani-
festedto her.

Josephwas Rachel'sfirst born in
just as our Jesus is thefirstbornin
thechurchof Godso thatshe is the

churchof the firstborn. He is the
firstfruitsof theharvest,andasheis
so shall everysheafof the harvest
be.

Josephwas,throughtheir enmity
to him,soldintoEgyptby his breth-
ren. He haddonenothingworthyof
Ibis evil treatment,but it wasGod's
way of sendinghim beforethem!to
preservemuchpeoplealiveand to
makespecialprovisionfor Israela-
gainstthe daysof famine,whichhe
hadappointedto bringin all theland.

Our Lord didnothingevilto cause
thehatredof theJewsagainsthim,so
that theyshouldso cry out against
him,butit wasGod'swayof provid-
entiallysavingthisworld,andof giv-
ing the sjecialfavorof salvationby
gracetospiritualIsrael,whoaresaved
altogetherby that gracewhichwas
givenusin himbeforethefound"
of theworld. (The wordworlddoes
not meanthe gospelworld,but the
cosmos,or thewholecreation.)

In thisseparationfromhis father's
houseJosephwassorelytriedandvery
deeplyafflicted,but he neverforgot
thelovehehadfor his brethrenwho
hatedhim. Our dearLord neverfor-
got his Father'sbousethoughthey
piercedhim with manysorrowsand
broughthim down in Gethsemane
sweatingas it weregreatdropsof
bloodfallingto theground. It was
for themthathesosuffered.

Ephriamwas not the specialfruit
in whichJosephwas rejoicing. He
wasjustasthankfulfor Manassesand
hebeingthefirstbornJosephwanted
to sethim at theheadof his house.
This showsthattherewasmorethan
Ephriamhere. Howevertheblessings
of God whichhe hadpouredout on
Josephcausedthis son to be called
Ephriam. In Josephthe Lord had
brought the two lands Egypt and
Canaantoe-etherthereforethis son
wascalledEphriamor twin-land.Eg
yptwasraiseduptobetheplacewhere

Israelshouldbe blessed. Here was
thelandof Joseph'safflictionsandthe
landof his fruitfulnessandprosper-
ity.

Here in the fleshwasthe landof
our Lord'safflictions,thelandof his
fruitfulnessandthelandof his pros-
perity. It istousthelandof redempt-
ion by himandthelandwhereinwe
arebroughtto knowthegoodnessO'f
God andthefaithfulnessof his holy
eyeandarm. Herewe learnof him
who for us becamemeekand lowly
in heartand was hurt by the iron
bandsof sin,whichwereputon him.

Joseph'sgoingdownandhis exal-
tationwas the salvationof Israel.
Eventhehumiliationof ourLord and
his resurrectionis the salvationof
spiritualIsraelbothfor timeandfor
eternity.

This sameline followedIsrael for
in afteryearsthemoretheywereper-
secutedthemoretheyincreasedsothat
it appearsthat "persecutionwasthe
seedof increase."This waswonder-
fully manifestedwith thesaintsjust
afterourLord'sasscensionintoglory.
As theywerepersecutedin onecity
theyfledto anotherandastheywent
the)-preached.Thus the word of
God increasedandthesaints were
multipliedandthewordof Godgrew
strongin theland.

The increaseof the churchtoday
maynotbein numbers.Thebestin-
creaseis thegrowthin graceandin
the knowledgeof our Lord Jesus
Christ. This renewsthe heart,re-
vivesthespiritandbringsforth the
shoutingsfor the headstones,crying
grace,graceuntoit. This is a true
revivalof spiritual relligionin the
churchand it is felt by the church.
Whenthesecomein thechurchit is
aptto proveto be a beginningof a
healthyincreasein numbersin mem-
bership.

Also my experiencehasbeenthat
thehighertheafflictionsof persecution
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rageagainstan individualsaintthe
morefruitfulheis in theworkof the
Lord. To denyoneselfand submit
to thestrokeof the swordin perse-
cutionis altogetheragainstthepowers
of humannature,butit is enjoinedon
everygospel minister for a bishoip
mustbeno striker. Thenfor oneto
takeuptheswordandstrike,disqual-
ifieshimas a minister.To bearthe
burdenof afflictionsandpersecutions
showthefruit of thespiritof Godin
his servantandhe is madeto rejoice
as he seesEphriamborn in his own
experienceandlaborsin thehouseof
theLord.

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DEVOTEDTOTHE CAUSEOEJESUS.

TRUE UNITY AND ITS BLESS-
EDNESS. Psa. 133.

"Behold!thereis a lightworthsee-
ing.'" Whatdistancesmenwill trav-
el, whattoilsandhardshipstheywill
undergo,to seesomegorgeousroyal
or militaryspectacle.Thesaintshave
no suchlengthsto go. If theycan
lum in upontheir Bjibles,and \he
Holy Spirit givesthemlight, there
thevmay seedivinespectacles,and
makediscoverieswhichwill transform
andbenefittheirsouls. Sucha light
we havein this Psalmn. If Balaam
couldhreakoutin suchrapturouslan-
guagewhenhe sawtheliteralIsrael
dwellingin theirtents,surelyhereis
somethingfar moredelightful. We
havea viewgivenusof theIsraelof
God. "Behold,how goodand how
pleasantit is for brethrento dwell
togetherin unity." Every word of
God is good. Let us thenexamine
a little closely this divine sentence
framedby the Psalmistunderdivine
inspiration. In thefirst place we
noticea limitation. Thebrethrenare
;dore spokenof. It doesnot say

whereall sortsandkindsof men,or
evenall sortsandkindsof religious
persons,or even all professorsof
Christianity,dwelltogetherin unity,it
is goodandpleasant.This is man's
unity; God'sis different.Indeedthe
Lord declaresdivisions,not unity:
"Israel shallthendwell in safetya-
Ione." Here is a decreeconcerning
separation,notunity. So Paulwrites

"Comeout andbe separateas saith
theLord." This theLord himselfef-
fectsas in Habakkuk,"He beheld,
anddroveasunderthenations."This
is man'sdivision. Well, thePsalm-
ist writesaboutthebrethren,thetrue
familyof God. Thosewhoarealike
bornagain,andbornfromabove,new
creaturesin ChristJesus. We firmly
believethat there is fleshly unity
whichGodabhors,anda spiritualuni-
ty in Christwhichis of himseif,and
approvedby him. This thePsalmnist
callsattentionto. This is the same
unityas Paul speaksof in Ephesians
iv., andexhortsthepeopleof ,God
to aim after the preservationand
nianifetationof endeavouringto
keeptheunityof theSpiritinthebond
of peace."The personsheaddresses
haveall oneFather,oneSaviour,one
I foly Spirit,dwellingin everyoneof
them. Thev constituteonebody,all
beingalikejoinedasmembersin vital
unionto theLord Jesus. It is good
and pleasantthenfor thosepersons
to dwell togetherin unity; they
shoulddwelltogether,theyshouldbe
unitedto oneanother,thevshouldbe
ship; theyshouldriot only be sepa-
ratedfrom the world, but gathered
into communitiesfor mutualbenefit,
unitedtestimonyand serviceto the
Lord. Thuswereadhowthebrethren
at Jerusalemwereseparatedfromthe
peopleroundaboutthemi,andgather-
ed together,"And all that believed
weretogether." "And they contin-
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uedsteadfastlyin theapostle'sdoct-
rine and fellowship,and in breaking
of bread,andin prayers."Theybe-
lieved,theywerebaptised,theyw'ere
unitedtogetherin churchfellowship,
andactedin acordancewith suchun-
ion. Theirvisibleunitywastheprop-
er expressionand manifestationof
the invisibleunityin the Lord Jesus
whichtheyhadbefore.Soit waswith
otherchurches,othervisiblecommun-
itiesof thepeopleof God. Thus all
thesetruechurcheshada visibleuni-
ty amongstthemselves,andwith one
another,whichwasthetrueandprop-
erexpressionof thatunityin Christbv
theSpiritwhichwerecommonto-all.
This wasno forced,artificialunity,no
mereexternalthing;proceedingfrom
man;it wasbrethrenunitedtogether
by invisiblebonds,manifestingthat
unityof the Spiritbeforetheworld.
Ttisgoodforthetruebrethrentodwel'
togetherin unitv in outwardchurch
fellowship.They areonein Christ;
God is their habitationthrough all
generations(Psa.xc). Theywill and
shalldwelltogetherin unityhereafter.
How goodandhow pleasantit is if
theydosodownbelow.

''How sweet,how heavenlyis the
sight,

WhenthosewholovetheLord,
In oneanother'speacedelight,

And so fulfilhis word."

"Loveis thegoldencordwhichbinds,
The happvsoulsabove;

And he'sanheirof heavenwhofinds
His bosomglow with love."

The Psalmthen,at oneandthesame
time,enforcesunionand separation.
It separatesthebrethrenfromall oth-
ers, and sneaksonlv of their unitv.
thefactis thata falseunitvis against
thetrue,theunitywhichis of man,
andpleaseshim,warsagainsttheunity

of theSpirit,whichalonepleasesGod.
Now, thisdwellingtogetherin uni-

ty of thetruepeople,is good,anda
pleasantthingin itself,andalsovery
pleasantto behold; thereforeour at-
tentionis calledto'it. Also,of course,
theaimof thePsalmistis to stir up
theheartsof theLord'speopleto .-eek
conformityto it. Indeedall truedis-
coveries, of divine things in
Christhavea transforminginfluence,
and thereforeproducea desire,and
aimingaftermorecompleteconform-
ity to them. "From gloryto glory,"
thenthereis a goodandpleasantsight
setbeforeus. By thewordgoodis
meant,thatthis dwellingtogetherin
unityis beneficialto thebrethren.It
doesthemgood. One of our poets
writes:

"It's in union,
Hopeandjoy andloveincrease."

Now we are surethat nothingis
moredestructiveof trueChristianpros
peritythantheintroductionof fleshly
strife, and contention.It bringsa<
blightupontheministrvof theword,
and a blightuponthe hearers. Let
theministersaywhathewill, oneor
bothpartiesto a strife,will takeof-
fense. The sweetestgospelwill be
turnedinto gall andwormwood.If
theministerspeaksof love,it is cith-
erconsidereda maudlinsortof preach
ing, and he is styled,as a kind of
reproacha lovingJohn, or he \S
thought to beaimingat somebody.
The factis theflesh,anda legal^in-
spirithasgot in amouos;his hearers,
andthis curdleseverything. Tims
'he ministrv getsdrLd >prd all
thingsgetworseandworseunlessthe
Lord interposes.O whatflourishing-
churcheshavein thiswavbeenturned
into barren wildernesses!What a
mercvis a properspirit,andunder-
standingof the Word, "to leaveoff
si-rifebefore it be meddledwith."
jHappy the churchthe membersof
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which,contendearnestly,asoneman,
tor tne faithonce deliveredto the
saints! V\oeto thechurchthemem-
bersof whichtall into-strivingonea-
gainstanother.Striving,astoootten
is thecase,aboutthingsof theleast
consequence,or abouttnemeatsand
drinks,andnon-essentials;strivingtor
themastery.If unityis maintained,
threewords, in thespirit of them
mustprevail:Bear,Forbear,andFor-
give. Bearwithoneanother'sinfirm-
ities:Forbear*togiveneedlessoffense
and to hurt one another'sfeelings;
Forgivewhenanyonehurtsus. Cei-
tainlyonethingwhichespeciallytends
to introducestrife,and to breakup
unityis thebringingin personsinto
churcheswhoarenotreallybrethren.
Thesepersonsare not reallyoneof
spiritwiththeothers.Theyhave-not
the Holy Ghostdwelling in them,
hencetheybecomeelementsof strife
in thechurch. Whenthepoorweak
Jews werebuildingthetemplein the
daysof Zerubbabel,otherswantedto
associatewiththemin thework. But
the Jews would not allow them
iFJencearosepersecutionand hind-
rance. But theywereperfectlyright,
andin spiteof persecutionandhind-
rance,thetemplewasbuilt. Unlessa
dueseparationismaintained,abenefic-
ial unitywill be sureto suffer. We
mayillustratethisbya littleanecdote.

A minister,whowaslookedup to
asa sortof oracle,on accountof -his
reputationfor wisdom,had at the
sametimeto answertwo letters;one
fromthebailiffof his farm,theother
froma churchwhichhadfallenintoa
stateof strifeanddisorder,anddecay.
The letterto thebailiff,beingmisdi-
rected,cameinto the handsof the
bandsq£ the church. It contained
thefollowingsageadvice,"Look well
to theblackbull,andtakecareof the
fences."At firsttheelderswerepuz-
zled,butat lengthonemoreskilledin

interpretationsthantheothers,point-
edoutthemeaning,andits pertinen-
cy,or fittingapplicationto theircase
Theblackbullwasthedevil,whohad
got in amongstthem,andthefences
werethoseof a properchurchdiscip-
line, guardingit from error,wrong
actionsand improperpersons. The
churchreceivedthesagaciouscounsel,
andverysoontheblackbullwasturn-
edout,thefencesmended,andorder
andharmonyandprosperityrestored
to thepeople.Paul warnsus of the
blackbull in Ephes.iv. 26,27.

But this dwellingin unity is not
onlyprofitable,butpleasant.Thereis
.somethingdelightfulaboutit. This
die Psalmistsetsforthby a compar-
sO'ii,or anemblem.He comparesit to
tht preciousanoint;'g oil whichwas
poureduponAaron'shead,and that
wentdowntotheskirtsof hisraiment.
This oil, thecompositionof whichis
givenus in Exodusxxx. 23-25sent
forth a delightfulfragrance,and,as
Solomonsays,rejoicedtheheart. So
it is with real Christianunity. Of
coursethat oil wasemblematicalof
theHoly Spirit,whois therealsource
of Christianunity,andof thatwhich
makesit sweetandpleasant.Thereis
a sweetsavourof Christaboutit. As
dieholyanointingoil whichwasnot
to bepouredout indiscriminatelyup-
oneveryone,butwasdivinelyapprop-
riatedto particularpersonsandthings
sotheHoly Spiritis pouredoutupon
Christpartakesof thisspecialanoint-
ing. Theholyoil in Israelwaspour-
eduponAaron'shead,andrandown
uponhis beard,and wentdownto
theskirts of his raiment.So the
FathergavetheHoly Spirit without
measureuntoChrist,and the same
blessedspirit is givenin measureto
all hispeople..Flowsdowntheskirts
of hisraiment.All hispeoplepartake
of theHoly Spiritasthespiritof life
andgrace,andsonshipin Christ. As
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thereisonebody,sothereis onespirit
of lifeandlightin thatonebody.Here
is thetrueandessentialsourceof all
Christianunity;andhenceis derived
its sweetness.Whatsweetness,what
pleasantness,can therereallybe in
a forced,external,fleshyunity?Bind,
byexternalbands,a putrefyingcorpse
toa livingman,andwhereis thepleas
antness?Whereis thesweetness?No<!
thetrueunityhaslife, andsweetness,
andfragranceaboutit; for it is all in
Christ. By thisanointing"too, they
are all alikemadepriestsuntoGod.
Thereis no distinctsectionof them,
madeinto a separatepriesthood,ac-
cordingto man'sinvention.He hath
madeuskingsandpriestsuntoGodis
tiueof thewholefamilyof God.Hav-
ing usedtheemblemof the fragrant
oil to set forth the pleasantnessof
Christian unity,the Psalmist now
usesanothersimilitudeto showforth
thegoodness,thebeneficialnature,of
this unity. He comparesit to ferti-
lizing dew. Not to dew generally;
butto1thedewuponHermon,Sirionor
Zion,as a particularmountainat the
northof the Land of Promisewas
called. As Aaron typifiedthe great
high priesthoodof Christ, so this
mountainis takento presenthis sov-
ereignty,as he is king of king's,and
Lord of Lords. Of othersovereign-
tiesandlordships,we readZech.xi.
J, "Openthy doors,O Lebanon,that
thefiremaydevourthycedars."This
is somethingvery differentto dew.
But uponSharon,a partof Lebanon,
thereis thefallingof thedew. This
dew representsthe true blessingof
God,whichis onlyuponChrist,and
thosein Christ. This blc^slingan-
swersto1theblessingof Abraham,"I
will blessthee,andmaketheea bless-
ing." Now whenthe Lord's people
dwelltogetherin unity,thisblessing
is muchuponthem. They dwellto-
getherin unionin Christ,theyshare

in unionhisblessing.Theyaresweet-
ly beneficialone to another. Christ
makesthemkingsas well as priests
untoGod. Theyareenabledto reign
everthemselves,to controltheircar-
nal natures,and thatspirit whichis
naturallyin them,andlustethto envy.
This is all shownforthin Ezek.xxx-
vii., wherethey are representedby
sticks,whichbecomeonein thehand
of Christ,adhereoneto another,by
his unitinggrace,andareusedunit-
edlyto caryouthis savingandbene-
ficialpurposes.We havea unionof
life,a unionof spirit,a unionof pleas-
antness,a union of profitableness,
when brethren dwell together in
('hristin a spiritualunity.

As theholyanointingoil in Israel
vas emblematicalof theHoly Spirit,
in onepointof view,so thedewof
Israel,of Hermon,wasemblematical
of the sameHoly Spirit in another.
He is in Christthepromisedblessing.
"I will pourmyspirituponthy seed,
andmy blessinguponthy offspring."
He is thesourceof life andfruitfill-
ness,andusefulnessin thepeopleof
God. And whentheydwelltogether
in unityin Christall thisis especially
manifestedin them,and enjoyedby
them. Whenhe is grievedby their
foolishstrifes and divisions,which

proceedfrom their naughtywander-
ingsfromChristandtheircarnalna-
turesgettingintosomedegreetheup-
per hand,thenthedewsof Hermon
no longer plentifully descendupon
them,but deathfulness,barrenness,
v\retchednesstaketheplaceof life in
the enjoymentof it

,

and a blessed
fruitfulness; for in the Lord Jesus
Christ,andin unit}-to him,andthere-
foretooneanother in him is theprom-
iseof blessingandlife evermore.To
illustratethis,we have a remarkable
settingforthof theunity,force,and
fruitfulnessof the Israelof God in
Micahv. 7

,
8

.

The prophecyclearly
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refersto the daysof the Apostles,
whenit wassostrikinglyfulfilled.We
havethe Judge of Israel, the Lord
jesus, smitten. He risesagain,the
peaceof hispeople.Thenfollowthe
triumphsof theremnantof Israel,the
Apostlesandearlychristians. "The
remnantof Israelis asdewfromthe
Lord;asshowersuponthegrass,"sov-
ereigty and refreshing descending
Alsotheyareusedin theworkof con-
victionof sin,tearingtheconsciences
of sinnersin piecesthatthedewsand
refreshingshowersmight fall upon,
and be valuedby them. We know
how in thosedaystheLord'speople
dwelttogetherin unity. We know
with whatpower, then,they went
forthpreachingthegospel.Theytore
in pieces,asin thecasesof the Jews
atJerusalemandof theJailor of Phil-
ippi, the consciencesof sinnersand
werenotonlya blessingoneto anoth-
er,but,in theLord'shands,diffusers
of blessingsround about themii
everydirection. Selected

Mr. W. A. Sarten:
DearBrother—I receivedyourlet-

terandamverygladtoknowthatyou
enjoyedmyletterof February15,on
the foolishvirgins. Now brotherif
wecanagreeon onesubject,perhaps
wccanonanother.I ama strongbe-
liever in electionand predestination
as far as the Bible teachesand no
further;I amalsoa strongbelieverin
timeor commonsalvation.

I wantto-relateto you a strange
visionthatappearedto*meonemorn-
ingin thespringof 1904,whilein the

field at work. I was hoeingcorn
alone,whenI wasimpressedwith,the
subjectof preaching,and I selected
for my subject"The sowerand his
seed." "A sowerwentoutto sowhis
seed,andas he sowed,somefell by
theway-side;andit wastroddendown
andthefowlsof theair devouredit.
And somefell amongthorns;andthe
thornssprangup with it

,

andchoked
it. And othersfell on goodground,
andsprangup,andbarefruit a hun-
dred fold. And whenhe had said
thesethings,he cried,he that hath
earsto hear,let him hear."

I tookup theparablein thisway:

I saidthegoodground"hearers"are
theonesthatGod plantshis eternal
word in theirhearts,and are God's
elect,and God preparedthe ground
beforehesowedtheseed. I thought
that the goodseedfell into good
ground: Matthew,says "in" good
ground,butMark andLukesay"on"
goodground. Then I took up the
way-sidefellow,and I saidhere is a

unanthatonlyhearswith thenatural
ear,andall heheardwasthenatural
sound. And the fowlsdestroyed it

,

for I thought it wasonlytheoutward
hearing,andthe fowlscoulddestroy
man'sworks. Thethornygroundfel-
low couldsoonbechokedout,and I
neverstoppedto-thinkwhosowedthe
seed,norwhattheseedwas,norwho
thefowlswere. To beplain I thought
thegoodgroundfellowwasa christ-
ian,andtheseedthatfell in hisheart
was a newbirth,andthestony,thorny
andtheway-sidewas-amereprofessor
or deadsinner. BrotherSarten, I

thoughtI didverywellas I hadseen
lots of Baptistspreachandwriteon
tin'ssubjectandtheyall showed it up
in thislight. When I gotthroughdi-
viding this word betweenthe dead
andthe living, a voicespoketo me
andsaid,now, I will giveyou a key
to unlockthis parable,and the key
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was this: for this people'sheart is
waxedgross,andtheirearsaredullof
hearingandtheireyesareclosed,lest
atanytimetheyshouldseewiththeir
eyesandhear with theirears,,and
understandwith their hearts, and
shouldbe.convertedandI shouldheal
them,andtheirsinsbeforgiventhem.

Now BrotherSarten,if any poor
mortalevergot into any troubleI
did, for I couldnotseehowthedead
sinnercouldclosehis eyes,stophis
ears,andhisheartwaxgrossto keep
Jesusfromconvertingor savinghim,
andfor his heartis alreadyas hard
asadamant,andhiseyesalreadyclos-
edandheis deafastohearing.When
I wasalmostreadytogiveup,a voice
spokeandsaid,dividethis wordbe-
tweenthechildren,a partto theobed-
ient,anda partto thedisobedientand
applyit it in a practicalsenseandnot
to thenewbirth. And whenI began
1odivideit in thiswaya sweetpeace
of mindcameoverme,andthetears
beganrunningdown my cheeksso
fastI couldnotseehowto work,and
brotherSarten,I wasover-joyed.

Now let us takethewordof God
for our counsel, "When any-one
heareththe word of the kingdom."
What is this kingdomof heaven?Is
it theeternalheavenabove? No. Is
it thespiritualkingdom? No. Now
!etus provethisby theBible. Jesus
saidto the scribesandpharisees,ye
shutup thekingdomof heaven:you
won't comein yourselvesand you
hinderthemthatwould. Now if the
kingdomof heavenis ultimjateglory,
domhowcantheygetintoit or shut
couldtheygo intotheeternalheaven
themselves,andif it isa spiritualking-
domhowcantheygetintoit or shut
if up. Now this is themilitantking-
domand thescribesand pharisees
werelaw subjects. Now whatdid
Jesusmeanwhenhe saidyou won't
comein? Don'tthatsignifythatthey

couldcomein? Now thescribesand
phariseeswereteachersof thelawana
whenthe churchwas set up or the
kingdomof heavenwasat handthey
still clungto the lawiserviceinstead
of of going into the kingdom,and
dideverjtlungtheycouldtokeepoth-
ers out. Well havewe got any of
thosecharactersto»-day?L,etus see.
\\ e veryoftenhearit saidthata per-
soncannot go to the church until
God'sappointedtimeandhewill make
themwiningin thedayof hispower.
Nowall suchpersonsastheseareshut
tingup thekingdomof heaven.The
Holy Spirit quickensthedeadsinner,
Jesuspardonstheirsinsandtheyare
livingchildren. It is thentheirduty
to makethemselvesobedientana if
theydon'ttheyhaveto suffer.Now
Jesussays,behold1 standat thedoor
and knockand if any manhearmy
voiceand will openthe door I will
comein andsupwithhimandhewith
me. Now if Jesusis goingto bring
themto churchin hisowngoodtime
whyis heknocking,andwhydon'the
comein andfetchthemout. It is Liie
dutyof a personto openthedoorin
a practicalsense. The managesup-
perof thelambis comeandthewife
hathmadeherselfready. Shedidnot
makeherselfa wife, but shemade
herselfreadyto meetthebridegroom.
Now brotherSarten,whenyou went
to getmaried,if yourwife badpre-
sentedherselfin everydaygarments
and you dressedup neatand clean,
youwouldhavebeenoffended,but in-
steadshewasarrayedin herwedding
attireand you werewell pleased.
Now all this dressingdid not make
heryour bride. We arecommanded
to put on the wholearmorof God,
thatwe maywardoff thefierydarts
ot Satan,so if all thingsarepredes-
tinatedof God,why don'theputthe
wholearmoron us.

That servantwhoknewhis Lord's
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will preparednothimself,neitherdid
accordingto liis will shallbe beaten
with manystripes. Now therewas
a preparationfor this servantto per-
form,notto makehima servantbut
to makehim a dutifulservant,so if
everythingis predestinatedof God,is
il rightto beatthisservant.Let him
alonehewill do it at God'sowntime.
He thatheareththesesaying;of mine
anddoeththemnot.I will likenhim
untoa foolishmanthatbud:hishoase
uponthesand. When the rain de-
scendsandwindsblowuponthat,house
it falls. Now themandon'tfall, it
is his housethat falls thereforelet
everyone takeheedhow he builds,
for if webuildwith hay,wood,and
stubble,theywill burnup. The man
don'tburn,it is the hay,woodand
stubblethat burnsand our disobed-
iencewill surelybetriedbyfire Jesus
says,"Let your light so shinethat
othersmayseeyourgoodworksand
glorifyyour fatherwhichis in hea-
ven."Now if everythingis predesti-
natedwhatis theusefor Jesusto say
let our light shineas it will shineat
God'sappointedanyway?

Well brother Sartenlet us divide
this world up into threeperiodsof
time,thefirst two thousandyearsof
outlaw,thenexttwo thousandyears
under law andnowtwo thousand
yearsundergrace.Thenletustakeup
the sinnerfrom the day he is born
into thisworlduntil he is convicted,
asbeingoneperiodof timeandfrom
thetimeof hisconvictionto thepar-
donof his sinsas beingthe second
periodof time. Nowthesinnerunder
the*secondperiodof time is in the
same condition thatGod's people
wereunderthelaw,andall thepara-
bleswerespokenunderthe law or
secondperiodof time,andnota sin-
gleparablespokenin thethirdperiod
or gospeldav. Thenthefoolishvir-
gins,wayside,thornygroundfellows,

badfish,onetalentman,goats,and
richmenall camein underthesecond
periodor law service.Now we will
takeupthemanfirstin hisdeadstate
in thewomb,secondin his quickened
statein thewomb,andthird,afterhe
wasborninto.thisworld.

You knowwecan'tstriveto enterin-
to eternallife, for if we cantheAr-
minianworldis right,for wideis the
gateandbroadis thewaythatleads
to destruction,andmany therebe
whichgoin. Thewidegateandbroad
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readleadsto deathhereandnot to
eternaldeath. The way-sidefellow
becomesunfruitful. How cana tree
becolmefruitful that neverboreany;
fruit, and the thornygroundhearer
bringsno fruit to perfection? The
goodgroundhearerhearsthe word
andkeepsit. We don'tkeepoureter-
nallife,it iskeptbythepowerof God.

The onetalentmanhadhis Lord's
moneyhid in theearth,thisoldbody,
andJesussaidyououghtto haveput
my moneyinto the bank (church)
soatmycoming,I mighthavereceiv-
ed my own with usury. Now this
usury is the meat,drink clothing
andvisit thatthesheepgavehimiby
theirobedience.The goatsare lost
into everlastingpunishmentor outer
darknessfor not givinghim meat,
drink,clothinghim andvisitinghim.

Brother SartenI hope this letter
will beof somebenefitto youandif

I f you everdisobey
God'scommandsstopandsee if you
are a thornygroundhearer.

I knew
it wasChristas soonas I sawhim
and as he walkedawayfrom me I
threwout my handseachway and
shoutedfor joy, andI wasso full of
joy I awoke and for a moment
thoughtI wasona crossbeamwhich
wasrestingon two gatepostsabout
tenfeethigh. i

1 thoughtovermydreambutcould
not imaginewhatit meantalthough
beingfully satisfiedit was to show
mesomething.Soastimepassedand
opportunitiesoccurredI wouldaskone
of thebrethrento interpretmJydream
but nonecould. One dayas I was
goingto TyTy, a smallvillageon the
railroad,andaftercrossingLittleRiv-

er, I startedupa longrise,thetopof
whichwasaboutthreehundredyards,
all thetimemeditatingon my dreaim,
whenall at oncesomethingseemed
to say,"did younotasktheLord to
showyou whetheror not vou were
deceivedin yourself concerningthe
endof time?"The I rememberedthe
dream,andsaid"yes." "So*youalso
askedhim to showyou Himself in
his exaltedstateandyousawhimin
his humblestate." He was in his
humblestatethefirstknowledgeI had
cf him. ThenI wantedtoknowwhat
thatlittlestickmeantwhichhehand-
ed me,andtheanswerwas "it was
his staff,andwasfor mieto leanon
whileI stayedhere,"in otherwords
his grace.

Two or threeyearsafterthis one
nightI lay downto restanddropped

open,butwhenI wasforcedto wink
myeyeshedisappeared.So you see
my brethrenI did receivemorethan
I hadaskedfor.

I cannocbeas
thankfulas I wishto be. My whole
soul'sdesireistoservehim,but when
I woulddo goodevil is presentand
theonlywayI canservemyheavenly
Fatheris withmythoughtandmind,
andI findI fail in thatasthethoughts
of foolishnessarecontinuallyflowing
in my mind. But thereis onething
aboutmyselfwhichgivesmeconsola-
tion; I Jove everythingthat Christ
loved.

I will quit,asmyletteris toolong
now.

I
havehadmanyimpressionsto write
but whenI readthedearold Land-
markI alwaysfind someonetelling
my feelings,betterthanI canwrite
them. I haveoftenwantedto talk
with you,but whenI seeyou I feel
thatI cannottellanythingthatwould
beof anyinterestto you.

BrotherGold,thethoughthadnever
enteredmy mindaboutdeathor its
sadnessuntil I was twelveyearsof
age,-whenoneof mydearfriendswas
calledfrom this world. She was a

specialfriendof mineandI lovedher
as I didmyown life. I had never
thoughtor realizedof youngpeople
dying,buthereI thoroughlyrealized
that theyoungmaydie and the old
mustdie. Shewassickonly a few
daysand the doctorsaid she could
not live,whichmademefeelso sad.
I wenthomewith heavyheartmedi-
tatinghowI couldgiveherup.When
thenewscameshewasdead I can't
expresshow I felt. Here my trou-
blesbegan. SupposeI hadbeencall-
edwherewouldmypoorsoulbecast?
My troublegrew,heaviereachday
and I felt to be a sinnerand there
wasno hopefor mein this lostcon-
dition.

I wasthechiefof sin-
ners.

I begantogotoSundayschoolthink
ingI wouldbecomegoodandmytrou
blewouldleave.

Finally
thememberswantedmeto join them,
andI wasready,becauseI waswill-
ing to do anythingto get relief of
mind.But my dearmotheradvised
menotto join themandI didnot.

At timesmy troubleseemedgreat-
er thanI couldbearandwasgreater
thanhumantonguecanexpress.

My dear mother
saidto*meonedayshebelievedI was
losingmymind,andI thoughtsurely
I would if my troubledidn'tcease.

WhenI readthebibleeverywordcon-
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demnedme. I had goneso many
timesto secretplacesto try to'pray
for deliveranceI thoughtreally it

wasa sin for sucha poorsinneras 1
to even\u try to pray. But I would
saybeforeI thought,Lord bemerci-
ful to mea sinner,or, Lord deliver
me from this greatburden. It was
my dailysaying.

In thisyearmymotherwasstricken
downwithrheumatism,andin thefall
1 had fever,or thoughtI had. The
day I wastakensick I wentto my
roomfeelingvery badlyand I had
givenupin despair;everythingseem-
edtobedrapedin mourningandtome
it wasthesaddestdayI eversaw,yet
it wasbeautifulsunn}-autumnmorn,
and while my (motherwas praising
Godfor suchbeautifulweather,every
thing was gloomyand death-liketo
me. My motherwas to go to Hot
Springsfor her health.

The little birds that chatteredat
my windowseemedto be full of sor-
row and sadness.I closedmy eyes
thinkingto neverseeanymorepleas-
ure,and I couldnot utteroneword
of prayer. All at once a feeling
cameovermedifferentfrom'what I
hadeverhadbefore. I wastakento
a largebrickbuildingin anopenfield
and whenI reachedthe buildingI
turnedmyeyesupwardwhena voice
spokeandsaid,"thework will soon
befinished,thenI'll comedown."As
I turnedI beheldJesus,thebeautiful
Jesus. He stoodwitha circleof an-
gelsaroundhimandtheyweresinging
beautifulsongs,andeachoneasthey
passed,smiiledandheldouttheirhand
lo measif to say,comewithus,but
I refusedandtheangelsdisappeared
leavingChristalonewithme. Hetook
meby thehandandcarriedmeto a
beautifulplacewhereonlya fewwere
assemhled.It wasa whitechurchand
thepeoplein it lookedso happy.Je-
susheredisappearedand I cameto

myself. Everythingaround"me was
changed;thelittlebirdsseemedto be
full of loveandthesunshinewas,oh
so beautiful.I felt likepraisingGod
fromwhomall blessingsflow;hehad
wroughtsucha wondrouschangein
everythingthoughI hadnotrealized
therewasa changein mefromnature
to grace.

I was in bedonly two weeksand
whenI becamewell my dearmother
left to go on hertrip. My auntstay-
edwithmsewhilemymotherwasaway
andoneday I felt like I wantedto
talk to herand findout what she
thoughtof whatI hadpassedthrough.
WhenI beganto talkthetearstrick-
leddownherwrinkledcheeksfor joy
andshesaidsheknewtherehadbeen
a changein me. BeforeI gotthrough
talkingI felt sorrythatI onesovile
andsinfulshouldmentionsucha sac-
redthing. How couldone sopure
andg-oodas shebelievespoorsinful
me. She talkedlots to me advised
meto go to churchthenextmeeting
and relatemy experience.She was
a PrimitiveBaptist. I did not con-
siderthisasI hadnothoughtof bemg
oneof theseold fashionedpeopleas
I hadoftenscornedthemandlaughed
at theirold timeways;still therewas
a lovein mefor them. I hadalways
beentaughtto reverencethem,but I
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did it only for my motherwho was
a strongbeliever.They wouldoften
visitour humblehomeandI wanted
to be wheretheywere,but beinga
child supposedthey would think
strangeof me stayingwhere the}'
were. I wasafraidtheywouldlearn
1wasconcernedin someway. I long-
ed for theircomingandmy heart
wouldleapfor joy whenI wouldsee
them,I wantedto be with thembut
how littleandunworthyI felt to be
when in their presence.The dear
handshakeandkindwordsthemem-
berswouldalwaysgreetmewithmade
mefeelso unworthybuthappy.

My lovegrewmoreandmorefor
them,and 1 lovedthelmbetterthan
anypeopleon earththoughI hadnever
heardthempreachverymuch. Oh,
howsweetandChristlike theylook-
ed to me. I begangoingeverytime
theyhadpreachingand1 wouldread
theLandmarkto seeif therewasany
onelikeine. WhenI wentto church
theministerwouldtellmyexperience
better than I could, andsurely I
thoughtsomeonehadtoldhimof my
trouble,for it seemedeverywordwas
to me. I couldnot stayawayfrom
theirmeetingsfor it wasmydesireto
beamongthemandhearthemspeak
of Jesusandtelltheirfeelings.I had
a desireto join thechurchandat ev-
erymeetingI thoughtI wouldsurely
offer,butthatunworthyfeeling-would
creepoverme. Somethingwithinme
wouldsayyou havenothingto say,
howcantheyreceiveyou? In Octo-
ber1907I wentbeforethechurchand
toldpartof whatI havewritten,and
wasreceived.

The morningI wasbaptizedwasa
beautifulone indeed;the sun shone
itsbeautifulrays,andas wedroveto
theplaceof baptismeverythingwas
peacefuland calm. How lovelythe
littlepondlooked. It wasa placeof
beautyto meandhow I hadlonged

to go thereand be baptized.Two
othersandI werebaptizedbyourpas-
tor,ElderW. A. Simpkins.This was
a dayof muchhappinessto meandit
seemedmymindleftthisworldentire-

ty

I have hadmanypleasuressince
joiningthechurchandhavehadgreat
trialstoo. 1 oftenget so low in the
valley I ammadeto wonder if I ever
havetastedhis sweetloveor felt his
tendermercies. I don'tfeelworthyof
theleastof God'sblessingsand I know

I amnot thankfulas 1 shouldbeof
the manyblesingshe bestowsupon
ine. I amso ungratefulyetblessings
continueto come. I amoftenfound
meditatingsurely if I am a childof God

I wouldnot havethesevile andsin-
ful thoughts,and 1 am not bornof
thetruespirit. If I did I woulddo
better,]. wouldwalkmoreorderlyand
my life wouldshow a chritianwalk.
Canonesovileandproneto sinbe a

childoi God? Brother(io'd,do-you
thinkonefeelingas I feeltobecandc

a childof God? I amoftenmade10
exclaim,my God! my God! whyhast
thouforsakenme! Js he cleangone
forever?

I oftenwish I couldmeetupwith
onewho has traveledin the valley,
surelythere is not onethathasbeen
broughtso low as I. Thenat times

I amliftedup andthink I will never
doubtagain. But these seasonsof
joy can'tlast always. BrotherGold
pray for methat I maylive an up-
rightlife, soasnotto bea stumbling
block to our dearchurch. I have
writtenveryscatteringbutasmymind
led me,and thehalf hasneverbeen
told. Pleasebekind enoughto bear

Perhapsin as few wordsas could
compressso wonderfultruthfullness
Paul hasutteredthedoctrineof God
our Saviourin theabovereference.

He writesthis epistleto meetthe
thenprevalentheresvpropagatedbv
Tewsthatprofessedto be beliversin
Tesus,butwhoheldthattheymustbe
circumcisedafterthemannerof Moses
andkeepthelawof Moses. It is the
old questiondiscussedwhetherwe

aresavedby graceor bvworks,whet-
herby JesusChristalone,or bysome-
thingelsein wholeor in part.

r, Paulaffirmsthatsalvationis by

JesusChristalone. He refersto his
own experienceas the first thingto
showhim,or in otherwordswhatGod
hadshownhim,by sayinghereceived
it not of man,nor by man,but by
TesusChristandGodtheFatherwho
raisedhim fromthedead. Not only
is it notof man.butwhollybv reve-
lation. "Gracebe to you andpeace
from God theFather,and from our
Lord JesusChristwho gavehimself

for oursins,thathemightdeliverus
from this presentevil world accord-
in tothewillof Godandour Father."
He expressesastonishmentthatthose
whohadreceivedChristastheirhope
shouldbeso soonremovedfromthe
hopeof thegospelby whattheycall-
ed anothergospel,but whichis not
another.For thereis butonegospel
of Christ,andthatproclaimsthefin-
ishedworkof redemption.So perfect
andgloriousis thepersonandobedi-
enceof JesusChristthatnothingcan
betoleratedin anysenseto claimany
part in this salvation.The Lord a-
loneis exaltedin thatday.

2, Not evenMosesto whomGod
spokefaceto faceas he did to no
otherman is admittedto bearany
partof theglory. Nor doesthelaw
that was givenby Moseshaveany
placeor toleranceasanagentin help-
ing Christin thematterof salvation.
Exceptasthatbywhichis theknowl-
edgeof sin doesthe law have*any
place. The law wasgiventhat the
offensemightabound,or thatmen
mightknowtherebythat theycould
do nothing1to savethemselves.Paul
said,T hadnotknownsin,butbythe
law.

3. But therewasa timewhenhe
asSaulthoughtheoughtto domany
thingscontraryto the nameof Jesus
of Nazareth,whichthingshealsodid
—He consideredhimselfa truedisci-
pleof Moses. Yet hehadnotlearned
a letterof Moses'law, nor did he
knowa thing that Mosesrequired.
The commandmentwhichhe thought
wasunto life he found to beunto
death. Insteadof livingby whatthe
law requiredwhenthecommandment
camesin revivedand he died.

He hadbeforeprofitedin theJews
religionmorethanmanyof hisequals.
But whenit pleasedGod who sepa-

4, He utersa greattruthwhenhe
said."For I throughthelaw'amdead
to the law that I might live unto
God." Thestrengthof sinis thelaw,
sothatsinslewhimbythelaw. Thus
he waskilledtoithe loveof sin, for
sin bv thecommandmentbecameex-
ceedingsinful and slewhim bv the
righteouslaw. Hence throughthe
lawhebecamedeadtothelaw. Never
afterthis couldhe trustto anvthing
mancoulddo. He sawthatwhatthe
lawcouldnotdo.in thatit wasweak
fhronp-hthe flesh1, God sendinghis
nnlvbegottenSon T°susChristin the
likenessof sinfulflesliandfor sincon-
demnedsinin theflesh,thattheright-
eousnessof thelaw.mightbe fulfilled
in uswhowalknotafterthefleshbut
afterthepirit.

That perfect
and holy bodythough in the
likenessof sinfulfleshyetwithoutsin
bareour sin in his ownbodyon the
tree,andwasmadea cursefor us,and
webeingdeadto<sin in andby the
crucifixionof Jesusaremarried to
Him whois risenfromthedeadeven
theSonof God,in orderthatourfruit
mightbe untoholinessand the end
everlastinglife. Then I ambrought
out fromunderthelaw untothegos-
pelof thegraceof God, I ammade
to feelandknowthelaw is holy,just
andgood,andthatT amvile,carnal

andfull of sins. For if Christbein
youthebodyis deadbecauseof sin,
but thespiritis life becauseof right-
eousness.I am on the Lord's side.

Cyrusthegreatking of theMedo
—Persiansheldswayovervastter-
ritoriesof peoplewho heldthe doc-
trinesof a pluralityof godsof op-
posingnaturesandaims—onea god
of goodandanotherof evil—oneof
iightandanotherof darkness.They
judgedaccordingto the appearance,
andseeingdayfollowedby so differ-
enta stateas thatof darkness,peace
sooppositeto thatof war,sicknessso
different fromthat of health, and
deathsoopposedto life,theyconclud-

ed theremust be differentgodsor
powers, that-causedthese different
statesof things.

This is a conclusionheld by
heathennationsgenerally.One vis-
iting a musuemhavingon exhibition
statuesof the heathendivinitieswill
be impressedwith the frightfulap-
pearancesof thesegodswhichthey
haveembodiedin formsthattheywor-
ship. Their hideousappearancesare
adaptedto excitedreadand slavish
fearin theworshippers,minds.There
was no faith inspiredby unlimited
power, goodnessand truth in One
Eternal,everlasting,self-existentGod
doingall hispleasure,andbesidehim
thereis no otherGod;andoneLord
Jesus.Christhisson,the,onlymeditator
betweena holyandjust Godandde-
pravedand sintfulman,(reconciling
mantothisholyGod,andcausinghim
to abhorhimselfand repentin dust
and ashes.

The languageof theprophetIsaiah
inspiredby theGod of truthwasof
purposeto set forth the greattruth
of theunityof Godhead,andhis un-
limitedrighteouspowerandglory.

Lightanddarknessstandopposedto
eachother.

SeeActs17:24-31.Perhapsoneof

themostnotableoccurrencesis presen-
flictsnzcvmbgfwkmbfgwkyqguTkqyqjpj
tedby thepenof inspirationas Paul
Stands in themidstof Mar'shill and
said,menof AthensI perceivethatin
all thingsyearetoosuperstitious.

Thecityof Athenswasthemostfa-
mousthenon earthfor its beauties,
itsartsandscience,itsphilosophyand
learnedmenwhospenttheirtimein
searchingafternewthings. For the
mindof manespeciallywhenstimulat-
edtoinquiryseekssomethingnew.

Paulvisitedthisfamouscity. Why
did henot sayno onein thisproud,
fashionableandlearnedcitywill hear
me,andthereforeI will notgothere,
nor preachto>them. SomeBaptists
talk liketheLord hasnotpowerover
theheartsof theproudmen,notknow-
ing thatby naturewe areall proud.

It is notnecessaryfornstopossessany
thing in orderto beproud. Theman
thathasnothing is asproudastheone
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thathasmillions. He maynotdisplay
it asmuch,butit is in him.

As Paulpassedalongin Athenshe
beheldan inscriptionto theunknown
God. This hecalledtoosuperstitious.
Superstitionconsistsin falseworship,
falsereligion,worshippingoueknows
not what. The Athenianhad many
templesor altars. Onewasto theun-
knownGod. Yet hewasthetrueGod
andtheonly trueone.

The philosophicalsectsof Athens
finding Paul there preacingsome-
thingnewto themtookhim to the
Areopagus—their highest judicial
courton Mar'shill, andsaidmaywe
knowwhatthisnewdoctrineis? He
seemedto themto bea setterforthof
strangsgods,becausehepreachedunto
themJesusandtheresurrection.

The doctrineof JesusChristis cer-
tainlya newthingin theearththat
neverbecomesold,noris eversofully
comprehendedthatit ceasesto<bewon-
derful. It is bothnewandold, and
nothingelsecouldeverbe thatway.
It is olderthantime,vetthereis no
decayin it

,

nordoes it everceasetobe

a gloriousmystery,andthereforeit is

aiwaysnew.
Surely it was a strangethingto

thosephilosophersto be told of the
Sonof Godin theflesh,hisdeathand
his resurrectinfromthedead. When
Paul preachhedJesushe prechedthe
UnknownGod. What a salvationto
knowthetruth. Freedomfromigno-
ranceand correctknowledgeof the
truth is unspeakablygreat. This will
leadonetoworshipin truthandtolive
righteously.

Paul not a whit behindthe chief
apostle in all truesensesstandsupbe-
foretheselearnedmenwith no blush
of shame,with no apologyto men.
with no shrinking,yet with no arro-
gancenor boasting,with no apology
for thedoctrinethathepreached,and
declaresthattheGodwhomtheyigno-
rantlyworshippedis the(rueGodthat

madetheworldandall thingstherein,
who is Lord of heavenandearth,and
dwellsnotin templesmadewithhands.
Men build housesfor themselvesor
othersto livein. ButtheGodof hea-
ven is beforeall worlds,andmadeall.
He cannotthereforeneedanything,
nor can menbuild him a houseto
dwellin. He inhabitseternity.

'
Nei-

ther do men's handsworshiphim.
TheseGreeksweregreatbuildersof
houses,exceedingin finearts,andper-
hapsthoughttheyaddedsomethingto
thepleasureof theirgodsbywhatthey
did as housebuilders. But our God

is notworshippedwithmen'shandsas
thoughheneededanything'."Instead
of hisneedinganythingbegivesto all
life andbreath,andall things. What

a wonderfulGodhe is.
Now weshouldnotsupposethat if

wearetheoffspringof God,ascertain
of yourpoetshavesaid,thattheGod-
head is like to gold,silver,woodor
somethingof whichwebuildtemples.
Not onlythis,buthehasmadeof one
bloodall thedifferentraces,nations,
languages,tongues,colorsand man-
ners,all thenationsof theearthhow-
evermuchtheymayappearto us lo
differ. Whenwe go to war against
themand slay them,or defraudor
wrongthemweareslayingor wrong-
ing God'screationthatareno worse
thanourselves,butmadeof thesame
blood.

His predestinationisanencouragement
for manto hopein God,andrepent
andtrusthisSunJesusChrist,because
Godhasappointeda dayin whichhe
will judgetheworldin righteousness
by thatmanwhomhehathordained,
whereinhe hasgivenassuranceunto
allmenin thathehasraisedhimfrom
thedead. For Jesushis wellbeloved
sonwasfoundin fashionas a man,
andknowsour frame,andhassuffer-
edthejust for theunjust,andin that
blessedperfectrighteousnessof mercy
; ik1truth,justiceandpeacemetto-
getherjudges.

Elder P. D. Gold:
VeryDearBrotherinChrist—I have

concludedby thehelpof theLord to
writea shortpieceonthedutyof the
..churchtowardseachotherandto-
wardsGod. But beforeI proceedI
wish to givea brief accountof my
toursthroughEasternNorthCarolina.
My firstpreachingtourwaslastyear,
duringthemonthsof July andAugust
beginningwiththechurchat Durham
andgoingtotheLittleRiver,Content-
nea,Kehukee,WhiteOak andSeven
Mile Associations,and this yearmy
tour commencedat Winstonbut did
not fill thatappointmentas theMis-
sionarieshadcontrol of the church
houseat thatplaceandonlyallowed
thePrimitiveBaptiststo holdtwoser-
monseachmonth. But in theprovi-
denceof GodI wasblessedto fill the
restof myappointmentson thetour,
whichwereat SaintsDelight,Abbotts
Creek.High Point, Burlington,Dur-
ham,RaleighandfromthenceI visited
churchesin Contentnea,BlackCreek,
Little RiverandSevenMile Associa-
tions. On bothof thesetoursI was
heartilyandcordiallyreceivedby the
manybrethren,sistersand friendsI
metwithandI hopeby thegraceof
Godwasenabledto preacha wordof
truthuntothemwhichwasthegospel
of theirsalvation,andfromevidences
I firmlybelieveit wasreceivedassuch.
Themanybrethren,sistersandfriends
will longberememberedby meandI
do believetheyare embracedin my
poorweakprayers,andmy prayeris
thattheeverlastingcovenantmayrest
uponthemandtheirdearchildren.I
alsohopetheywill rememberme in
theirs,thata doorof utterancemay
still begivenmeby my God,thatI

maycontinueto preachhim andhis
graceunto the childrenof God for
theircomfortandhis glory.

In takingup thesubjectI propose
to writeuponI will affirmthat the
graceof Godthatregeneratesmendoes
notmakevoidmorallawastheruleof
thenatural life. Neitherdoes the
graceof Cod makevoidthespiritual
law in thechurchof Jesus Christ,
that God throughChrist hasestab-
lishedfor thespiritualruleandgov-
ernmentof all his regeneratedpeople
to their sweetpeaceandconsolation
and God'sglory. But the graceof
Godestablishesthespirituallawof life
as theonlyruleof thefaith,practice
andworshipof thedearchildren,and
fora dearchildof Godtobegoverned
by someotherrulethatGodhaslaid
downthroughhisowndearsontorule
andgovernhis childrenin theirprac-
ticeand in theirworshipof God is
ChristandGoddishonoring.Is Christ
andGodunglorifying.And to addor
diminishanythingfromthisoneinfal-
liblescripturalruleofpracticeandwor-
ship is equallyas presumptionsand
blasphemous,for thereis notbutthis
oneway. A childof Godcanhonor
ChristandhonorGodandglorifyGod
throughChristandthatonewaty-is by
followingChristin all of hisexamples
andwalkbeforeGodin all theordi-
nancesof his house(church),keep
all thecommandmentsandthemselves
fromtheerrorsof theworld. For a
dearchildof Godto claimthathebe-
lievesin Christandwill not observe
all thepracticesthatarelaiddownby
him andhis holy apostles,is but to
provehimselffalseand a traitorto
Godanda rebelto Christ,for if one
clauseis impeachedit wouldinvalidate
thewholeNewTestamentcovenant.If
ChristthroughGoddid not havethe
ability,powerandwisdomto deliver
untohischurchaperfectsystemof laws
to governhischildrenin theirpractice
andworship,hedidnothavetheability
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power,and wisdom,throughChrist,
to savea singlesoul.

We maytalkloudlyaboutthegrace
of Godsavingfallenmenbutby our
walkdeny it

,

andbringswiftdestruc-
tion uponourselves,for to denyhis
spirituallaws of spirituallife, is to
denythegraceof God. Dearbreth-
ren and sisterslet us wakeup to a

senseof dutyandobligationswe are
underto ourGodandto oneanother,
alsolet us obeyGod in all thingshe
hascommandedof usthroughhis son
andholyapostles,thenourpeacewill
be like a riverandour righteousness
like thewavesof theocean.

ThefactthatGodembracedhisdear
childrenin thecovenantof redemption
andhis amazinglovefor themshould
promptthemto strictobedienceto all
his commandments.As a prooftext

I will quotetheProphetH'osea,4 :6, 7
.

"My peoplearedestroyedfor a lackof
knowledge; becausethouhastrejected
knowledgeI will alsorejecttheethat

It also
consistsin visitingthefatherandwid-
ow in heraffliction.And keepingour-
selvesunspottedfromtheworld. If
wewoulddothesethingsthenourlight
wouldbreakforthasthemorningand
ourspiritualhealthspringforthspeed-
ily, righteousnesswouldgo beforeus
andthegloryof theLord wouldbe
our rearward.Then whenwe called
him he wouldanswerus, he would
guideuscontinuallyandwewouldbe
like a wateredgarden.Written I trust
withaneyesingleto thegloryof God
andthegoodof hischurch.Yoursto
servewaitingin hopeof a blessedim-
mortality.

JESUS THE ENSIGN AND REST
OF HIS PEOPLE.

"And in thatday thereshallbe a

rootof Jesse,whichshallstandfor an
ensignof the people;to it shallthe
Gentilesseek;and his restshall be
glorious."—Is. xi. 10.

In thescriptureswe oftenfindthe
expression,"In thatday;" a termwhich
evidentlyconveysthe ideaof some
distinctanddefiniteperiod. It refers
sometimesto thedayof God'svisita-
tionandjudgmentin righteousnessup-
onhisenemies,andhischasteningsup-
onhispeople; totheperiodof theLord
JesusChriststandingupontheearth
in thedaysof theflesh; to thedayof.
graceandpowercommunicatedto the
heart;andalsoto certainspecialand
peculiarblessingsof themanifestations
of Godto thesoul. Thenin thatday
whentheLord JesusChristwastaber-
naclingin the flesh,and also in the
daywhenhe is revealedto thehearts
shallbe a rootof Jesse,whichshall
standfor anensignof thepeople; to it

shall the Gentilesseek;andhis rest
shallbeglorious."

Fromthewordsbeforeus,wepur-
posebrieflyto noticefourparticulars.

I. Jesse'sroot.
II. Theensign.
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III. Thepersonstowhomheis an
ensign.

IV. The gloriousnatureof his
rest.

I. Jesse'sroot. Now the first
tilingwhichparticularlystrikesus in
thetextis thepersonspokenof, Jes-
se'sroot. We arenot to understand
this literally,as a rootof sometree;
hutit is a figureusedto setbeforeus
a certainperson,whichI believeto he
noneotherthantheLord JesusChrist
himself,"Immanuel,God with us,"
God"manifestin theflesh." And for
proofthathealoneis here.intended,it
is writtenof himin Revelationsxxii.
16, "I am therootandoffspringof
David,and the brightand morning
star." Now a rootis onething,and
theospringanother;therootandthe
branchareverydifferentthings;and
sotheHoly Ghosthasseenfit in this
beautifulfigureto set forth thetwo
naturesof Immanuel.By therootI
helievehis godhheadis intended;and
by theoffspringhis manhood.Christ
puzzledandconfoundedthePharisees
en thispointby askingthemif they
knewwhat David meantwhenhe

said,"The Lord saiduntomy Lord,
sit thouonmyrighthand,till I make
thineenemiesthy footstool.If David
then,call him,how is he his son?"
(Matthewxxii. 44.) Herethegod-
headof JesusChristandhismanhood
areplainlysetforth. As David'sLord
heis Jehovah;andasDavid'sson,he
is man;two naturesin oneidentical
person. So that Jesse'sroot in the
text,.weunderstandtheDeityof Im-
rhanuelin unionwith his manhood,
Handingontheearthin thelatterday;
or, inotherwords,God.inChrist"man
ifest in the flesh,"tabernjaclingjor

dwellingamongus;andhencewehave
thisblessedmysteryunfolded.

Thebegginingof thischapterbeau-
tifullysetsforththehumanityaswell
astheDeityof theLord JesusChrist.
He is thererepresentednotmerelyas

theroot,butalsoasa rod,"And there
shallcomefortha rodoutof thestem
of Jesse,anda branchshallgrowout
of his roots." By linealdescenthe
tookhishumannaturefromDavidand
Jesse, "yet without sin;" and"the
spiritof counselandmight,thespirit
of knowledgeandof the fearof the
Lord" resteduponhim. Theseterms
couldapplyto nothingbutthehuman
natureof theLord JesusChrist,be-
causein hisDeity,in hisabsolutegod-
head,heneedednottheoutpouringof
thespirit,butas manhe did, andit
wasgivenuntohimwithoutmeasure.
He was"full of graceandtruth;"and
"gracewaspouredintohislips."

Now in themysteryof theincarna-
tionof Jesus,everypoor,sensiblesin-
ner is broughtto feel,in somemeas-
ure,theholiness,majesty,andeternity
of hisholyDeity. For whenthespirit
is pleasedto shineuponthetwo dis-
tinctin thepersonof JehovahJesus,
and the fulnessof graceand mercy
thereis in him,andthathestoodupon
theearthin the latterday expressly
for thepurposeof beinga refugeand
hidingplaceforpoor,lost,ruined,and
destitutesinners;then the soul is
broughtto*trustin him,beingledto
lookat himby faithasGodandman
in onegloriousperson;becauseonone
hand,if he werenot God,his hope
wouldperish;andon theother,from
the detestablenatureof sin and his
awfulbreachesof thelaw,hecouldnot
standbeforeinfinitepurityif he did
not beholdJesusstoopingso low as
to makehimselfof no reputation,to
benumberedwithtransgressors,to be
smittenfor iniquities,tohavehisname
castoutasevil,tobecalledgluttonous
anda wine-bibber.But he endured
all this,thathe mightcomeintothe
low,degraded,andsunkenstateof his
people,andraisethemuptoeverlasting
blissandglory. I haveknowna lit-
tleof thesweetnessof thisin myown
soulin daysthatarepast,andhave
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seenthe beautiesof the Lord Jesus
beingmanaswellasGod,andGodas
wellasman. Fur whentheeyeshave
beenopenedin somemeasureto see
pureDeityalone,it is so forbidding
and awful,and we feel the vileness
of ourfleshtobesuch,thatwestagger
and fall backwardat the thoughtof
meetingthepureandeternalGod.But
whenwecanseeJesustakingourna-
ture, standingin our law-placeand
stead,andenteringintoour verycir-
cumstances;whenwecanbeholdhim
notonlytakingour flesh,butthesin
andguiltof hispeopleby imputation;
enduringthewrathandcurseof God,
andthepainsof hell,wefeelthenrais-
ed up to hope;and thoughwe may
notbeableto claimhim with a full
assurance,yet we feel a delightin
thistruth,thatGodhas"laidhelpupon
onethatis mighty,"and"exaltedone
chosenoutof thepeople."Here"we
secJesusmadea littlelowerthanthe
angelsfor thhesuffering of death,"
"puttingawaysin by thesacrificeof
himself,"andthusbecomingthesal-
vationof thechurch. And whenthe
spiritshinesintotheheart,andillumi-
natesthe dark understandingto see
that the Lord Jesus Christ is "the
way,thetruth,andthelife," it pro-
ducesdelightandjoy in believing.But
1 knowat timesGod'speopleareso
shutup in bondageanddarkness,and
especiallythosewho are underlegal
teachers,thattheycannotsectheglory
of it. YetwhenGodbreaksthechains
of ignorancefromthemind,.andwith
a gloriousrayof lightshowstheLord
JesusasGod'ssalvation,revealinghim
to theeyeof faith as a refugefor
thosewhofeelthemselves"miserable,
blind,and naked,"he becomes"the
chiefestamongtenthousand,andthe
altogetherlovely." Theheart will
thenfeela unionaffection,andloveto
him,becauseof hispeculiarbeautyand
glory. Theywill seehim in his com-
plexityof characterasGodandman;
theywill seesalvationin him,right-

eousnessin him,justificationin him,
sanctificationin him,andeternallife
in him; andtheywill feeltheglory
of thistruth,"This is therecord,that
Godhathgivento useternallife,and
thislife is in his son;"andthattheir
"life is hid with Christin God."

The Lord JesusChristis thegreat
objectof thespirit'srevelation.When
heis seenby.theeyeof anenlightened
understanding,andpreachedin the
heartandconsciencein all hisglorious
charactersby "the Holy Ghostsent
downfromheaven,'andmadeknown
as "JesusChrist,thesameyesterday,
today,and forever,"he becomesen-
dearedto the soul,and his nameis
full of sweetnessand power. And
whenthebeautyandgloryof hisper-
sonis felt,thereis flowingoutof af-
fectiontowardshim as theobjectof
thesoul'sdelight. At sucha timethe
heartis warmed,anda confidence,re-
pose,andrestingis enjoyed;whilstat
othertimes,whenit is not so'appre-
hended,therewill bemourning,pant-
ing, and longingdesires afterhim
whomto-knowis "life eternal."

II. The ensign. "He shallstand
for anensignto thepeople."Now I
needscarcelytell you,thatthesimple
significationof thewordensignmeans
a standard,flag or colour,whichis
exhibitedfor a regimentor armyto
rallyround. Thefigurebecomesmore
strikingif werecollectthatin former
days,whenanyprinceor famedwar-
rior,or somenotable,courageous,and
intrepidperson,becamethe king or
captain,it wasthecustomto unfurl
a flagor standard,andplantit on an
elevation,or on thetopof somehigh
hill, andthento sounda trumpet;so
thatallhisfriends-andfollowersmight
rally aroundhim as theircaptainor
king. So likewise,Immanuelbarun-
furledhis banneron the heightof
Zion,thatpoorsinnersmiightsitunder
the shadowof it with greatdelight
andfindhis fruit sweetto theirtaste;
as Solomonsays,"He broughtmeto
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thebanqueting-house,andhis banner
overmewaslove" (So. ii. 4.) The
bannerof the sonof God,which is

setlip overhispeople,is theeverlast-
ing loveof God in Christ. Jehovah
Testishimself is setup as an ensign,
aroundwhichhareall whoarediscon-
tented,all whoaredistressed,andall
whoarein debt,mayflock,astheydid
untoDavidat thecaveof Adullain,
wfeenhefledtherefromthecrueltyand
tyrannyof Saul. So all whofleeto
Testisfor refuge,whocannotbepleas-
edcitherwiththeworld,theflesh,or
thedevil,all whoaredissatisfiedwith
themselvesand their sins,who have
felt thattheyarein bondageanddis-
tress,andundertheangerof God in

theyhearof JesusChristasthe
setup for thosewhoarethus

capt

a?hisrefugeanddefense,andbecame
his salvation. And thoughhe was
oftenaffrighted,troubled,andin dis-
tresson accountof his pursuers,ami
pouredforthmanycriesandprayers
lesthe shouldfall into tiie handsof
Ids enemies,yet theLord neverfor-
sookhim; he wentbeforehim, aid
followedafterhimi,andwasas a wall
of firearoundhim,preservinghimin
numberlessinstancestramgoingdown
tothegatesof death.ThusDavidex-
periencedmanytrouhles,distresses,and
sorrows,in orderthathe mightbe-
come a perfectcaptainof solvationto

He is ableto succorthemthat are-
tempted."He is a perfectSaviour,
notonlyon accountof thepowerand
gracethat is in his godhead,butbe-
causehehaspassedthroughsufferings,
andenduredthosevery temptations
anddistresseswhichthesaintsmoreor
lesshaveto wadethrough. So that
when a soul is burdenedwith grief
andguilt,feelingthehidingsof God's
face,JesusChristknowsandunder-
stands it all, for hehasfeltthesame,
throughthe imputationof sin and
guilt: andwhen it is presseddownwith
sorow,andcriesout, "My God, mv
Cod, why hastthhouforsakenme?"

If theyare not
ableto live in sin,nor taketheirde-
lightin theworldas formerly,nordo
anythingto thesatisfactionandcom-
fortof theirpoorsouls,theywill come
as pooroutcasts,in theirsorrowand
distressto the Saviour. Thereis no
otherwhomtheycanrallyaround;they
mustcometo him alone;for he is a
brother"born for adversity,"and a
friendthat lovethat all times;"and
hewill becomethecaptainof all those
whoarein debt,trouble,or distress.

But howdo theycometo thisen-
sign? Whentheyareenabledthusto
seehim standingforth,theywill ad-
mireandlovehim,andwill feelburn-
ing desirestowardshim,saying,"tell
me.O thou whommy soulloveth,
wherethou feedest,and wherethou
makestthy flock to restat noon!"
Theywill comewithpetitions,prayers,
groans, anda pouring out of their
heartsto the Lord to give strength,
power,andabilityto come; for they
havenoneof theirown. So thatthe
soulthathasthuscometo theLord
Jesus Christ, and is lookingto and
trustinguponhim,havingits desire,
will, and affectionsfixed uponhis
gloriousperson,thatsoulhasalready
cometoJesus:andhesaysto all such,
"himthatcomethto meI will in no
wisecastout." But to feelwith as-
suranceand decidedconfidencethat
Jesusis his friendandSaviouris an-
otherand an after step,one which
thesoulcannottakeat thistime:but
whenthewill, desires,andaffections
arein unionwithJesus,by andby he
willcommunicatemorepowerandlove,
shedabroadtherichesof bisgraceand
mercv,anilbringthesoulsweetlyand
blessedlvto bis feet,placinghim un-
derhisbanner,in thebanciuetin«--hoMse
of his love,andcausinghis fruit to
be sweetto his taste. Thus Christ

standsforthasensignanda standard
for the people.

III. But letus inquirea littleinto
thepersonsto whomheis anensign.
First, to "thepeople;"andsecondlq,
to "theGentiles."

i. ''The people"nv tionedhere,
appearto me set forth literallythe
Jews, in oppositionto the Gentiles,
who werealwaysemphaticallyand

peculiarlycalled"thepeople,"todistin-
guishthemfromall theotherneigh-
boringnations.NowJesusstoodforth
in thedaysof hisfleshasanensignto
hisownnation.;"hecameuntohisown
but his own receivedhim not. But
asmanyasreceivedhim,to themgave
hepowerto becomethesonsof God,
eventothemthatbelieveonhisname."
Still someof his own followedhim,
andstoodbyhimto thelast,asJohn,
Peter, and others(though through
fearmanydesertedhim for a time;)
yetI believenearlyall of themsealed
their attachmentto him with their
hearts'blood.

But the term"the people,"has a
spiritualas wellas a literalsignifica-
tion. The Jews werehis peoplena-
tionally,a peoplethat he lovednot
for their sakesonly, but becauseof
the oath which he had swornunto
theirfathers,Abraham,Isaac,andJa-
cob. Thevwerenothispeoplebecause
theyweremorenumerousthanothers,
for theywerecomparativelyfew in
number(seeDe.vii. 6—8;) yetthey
werehis, and typicalof a spiritual
people,who, asPetersays, werea
chosengeneration,a royalpriesthood,
aholynation,apeculiarpeople."They
are a peculiarpeople,peculiarlyor-
dainedin Jesusto eternallife,peculiar
in theeverlastingloveof God,peculiar
in theoperationof thespiriton their
hearts;peculiarin theirfeelings,views
and affections; and createdandpre-
servedin ChristJesus,for a peculiar
endasto theireternalhappiness,such
as will astonishand confoundboth
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menanddevils,andwhichat timesis
amazingandwonderfulto themselves,
whentheywereenabledto realizeit
bya livingfaith.'

But this people,which shall flock
aroundJesusasanensign,willhaveto
passthroughspirituallywhatIsraeldid
literally. Theywerecalledto endure
hardbondageandrigorousservitude
underEgyptiantaskmasters;and it
wasnottill theyhadsighedandcried
untotheLord by reasonof theiriron
bondagethattheyweredelivered.And
thisis figurativeof God'speculiarand
electpeople,hisholynation.Whenby
thelife, light,andpowerof theHoly
Ghosttheyarebroughtto feeltheir
bondageto sin, Satananda broken
law;whentheirsoulsarebroughtex-
perimentallyhere,theywill sendforth
groans,cries,sighsandstrongdesires
to bedeliveredtherefrom.Theywill
wanttobereleasedfrom it

,

astheHe-
brewsdid whentheywroughtUnder
theheatof a tropicalsun,andwere
almostexhausted,and beatenwith
stripesbecausetheycouldnot deliver
in thetaleof bricks; andbeingunable
toperformtheirtasks,felldownunder
tlx burdens,andcriedto theLord by
reasonof their sorebondage.And
PC it is with the Lord'speoplethat

broughtto feeltheirsinandsinfulness.
But 1 donotsaythatall fed thesame
weightandburdenof it

,

or thesame
wrathandangerof God in thecon-
science;yetwhenthespiritconvinces

mem in spirit; he will complainand
confesshisguilt,and struggleand
striveto getclearof it; he will feel
that he has transgressedGod'sholy
law, andwill fall downas a ruined
vile,andlostsinner;hewill seethat

if heavendependeduponhis works,
he is lost forever,andthathe could
assoontrustto outwardprofanityfor
salvationasto anygoodworksof his
own;hewill seethatGod'slaw is ex-
ceedingbroad,andsin exceedingsin-

ful; thateveryfoolishthoughtof the
heart is sin. And seeingandfeeling
all this,he will cry andgroanto be
deliveredfrom it

,

and will praythe
Lord to blesshimwith a sweetsense
ol hiseve:lastinglove,speakhomejus-
tificationto his consciencefrom all
theaccusationof lawamiSatan,sanc-
tifyandcleansehimfromallthefilthi-
nessof sin, andblesshim with joy
andpeacein believing.This is what
all will hungerand thirstafter who
belongto thispeculiarpeople,whoare
calledout of Egyptianbondageinto
God'smarvellouslight. And when
theyarebroughthere,theywill have
to traveloutby faith,beingcalledout

b
y

thevoiceof God;theywill haveto
go throughtheRedSeain theirfeel-
ings;andin everystepof theirpilgri-
magetheywill havemanifolddiscour-
agements,withmanyobstaclesanddif-
ficultiesto encounterand surmount,

v Inch will appearalmostimpossible
to overcome.Everychildof God in
hisexperiencewill bearmeoutthathe
hashadat timeshis wayhedgedup
with mountainson eithersideappa-
rent}-insurmountable,withtheseabe-
forehimand a pursuingarmybehind
him; butwhenhehascometothevery
brinkandvergeof them,thespiritof
theLord hasbeenpleasedto reduce
themdownto a plain,to openup a
way throughthe sea,to cheerand
comfortthe heart b
y

removingthe
trouble,andenablinghimto surmount
andovercomeeveryobstacle. And
thus,whentheyhavegroanedouttheir
sorows,the light of heavenhasdis-
pelledthe gloomand darkness,and
theyhavefeltthelight,life,andpower
of God; theirsoulshavebeenmade,
eretheywereaware,likethechariots
of Amminadib;theyhaveovercome
thetrouble,andhavediscoveredthem-
selvesstandingin a largeplace,with
feelingsof peace,joy, anddelightin
theHoly Ghost.

Yet before Jesusrevealshimself,
howpainfulareallthesefeelingstothe
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soul!how full of unbeliefit is! how
unableto believethewordof God,to
rest in his mercy,or to trustin his
unchangeablefaithfulnessandloving-
kindness!ButwhenGodcomesin like
a sovereign,breaksdownall opposi-
tion,removesthetrial,andshinesinto
tbeheartwith his glorious,refulgent
light,theneveryobstacleis overcome,
relief is experienced,and the sinner
is filledwithjoy unspeakableandfull
of glory,receivingtheendof hisfaith,
eventhesalvationof his soul (i Pe.
i. 9.)

Thesepeculiarand specialpeople
are distinctlycalledby the apostle
Paul, in Romans ii. 29, the"circum-
cision." He says, "Circumcisionis
thatof the heart,in the spirit,and
not in theletter;whosepraise ia not
of men,butof God."Now then I be-
lieve,thepeoplein thetextareGod's
Jews,his peculiarjews; theyarenot
Jews outwardly,but inwardly,being
circumcisedin the heart,havingfelt
theknife of God'struthpiercingthe
conscience. You rememberhow it

waswiththethreethousandunderthe
preachingof Peteratthedayof Pente-
cost;thereappearsr.ohavebeennoth-
inghumanlygreator grand,norany-
thingveryremarkablein it

.

Men in
our dayssit downto studysermons,
to get themup elegantlyanddeliver
themeloquentlym anoratoricalstvle,
workingupthepassionsof thm'rhear-
ers; and whentheyhavemovedi'ia:
ft-dingp,anddrawnout a ar or iwo
fi'CU:theeye,theycall it "pirMuilre-
ligion,whileat thesametimeperhaps

it is nothingmorethan a delusion.But
markthe effectsthat attendedthe
simpleandunadornedsermonof Peter
to thethreethousand.Aye,whatbut
thepowerof Godcouldhaveaffected
it? Everysentencehespaketoldupon
theheartsof his hearers,everyvvoid
tiiat he utteredwentwith powerto
theirsouls;andwearetoldthat"they
werepricked in theheart,"andcutto

tbequickby theswordof thespirit!
theyfell downbeforetheLord, and
criedout to Peter,andto the.restof
theapostles,"menandbrethren,what
shallwedo?" Herethen is to beseen
theeffectof circumcisionin thecon-
science.And if God has raisedup
such a powerfulfeelingin yourheart
eitherbythepreachingor thereading
of hisword; if hehasbroughtyouto
himselfto cry out solemnlyandser-
iously,"whatmust 1 dotobesaved?"

it youhavethusfeltthecircumcising
knifeof God,openingup your guilt
andsin to view,you will lookabout
with solemnearnestness,and inquire
howcanyouescapefromthewrathto
come. But the religionof all mer^
flebrews,or letterJews,in thepresent
day, is only formanddelusion;their
religionstandsin thepraiseof men,
ai d not in thepraiseof God. Now
anynaturalmanmayhaveanoutward
andexternalform;butspiritualteei-
ng andinwardsensationsarcthework
of thespiritof Godalone in theheart.
Thesearethepeoplethatshallcome
to JesusChrist. Only let a manbe
prickedin hisconscience,anddirectly
he will hearthewordof gracewuh
pleasure; it will be good tews and
"gladtidingsof greatjoy" tohim.$0
thateveryHebrewwho is thuscircum-
cisedin heart,will live to thepraise
andgloryof God'sfreegrace. .Aral
when'the spirit bringsthe soul thus
to feelthathehasrestin Christ,com-
fort in Christ,salvationin Christ,jus-
tification,sanctilication,redemption,
and eternallife in the Lord psus
Christ,hewill feelthenthatGodlias
eternallylovedhim,blessedhim and
acceptedhim; and he ascribesall 10
thepraiseandgloryof God.

Paul again,to theFhilippianssays,
"Bewareof theconcision.For weare
thecircumcision,whichworshipGod
in thespirit,andrejoiceinChristJesus
andhaveno confidencein theflesh."
The childof God is brought in his
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licartandsoulto feelthevanityof the
world,thedeceitfulnessof sh?.,thede-
lusionsof satan,and thevilenessof
self; heknowsthathecouldas soon
trustto Satanfor salvationas to his
own heart;he wouldhaveno confi-
dencein himselfin anyshapecr form;
ali his gloryingis in theLord Jesus
Christ; his soul pressestowardthe
markfor theprizeof thehighcalling
Of God in Christ Jesus.

*
Christ is

thelife of hisspirit,thedesireof Ins .
soul,andthegloryof his heart;and
thoughhe-turnsaside,andtriesto live
l y his ownstrengthandlegality,yet
1*is guilt and helplessnesswill drive
himbackagainto thesinner'sfriend.
Thespiritof truthwdl showhimthai
Godhasputeverythingin theLord
JesusChrist; thathehastreasuredup
adsuppliesin thecovenanthead;that
it has"pleasedtheFatherthatin him
shouldall fulnessdwell," that lie is
made"headover all things"to his
bodythechurch,"the fulnessof him
thatfillethall in all;" thatin him is
unchangeablemercyandeternallife;
thatall thegracesof thespiritarein
him in their
hope,faith,
andthatit i

befed;thirsty,to drinkthewatersof
salvation;ignorant,to partakeof his
wisdom;andreceiveout "of his ful-
ness,andgraceforgrace."Here,then
arethecharactersthatcometo Jesus
asthestandardbearer,andthecaptain
of salvation.

2. Again. Thetextsays,"To it,"
that is

,

to thisensign,"shalltheGen-
tilesseek." To theGentilesas well
asto theTewsChristwas a standard
TheJews'lookeduponothernationsas
uncleanbeastsanddogs;as vile,un-
worthy,andunfitfor Godor theirso-
ciety. Now a Gentilewhofeelshim-
selftobespirituallywhatthesurround
ing nationsappearedliterallyto the

Jews, is onewholoatheshimselfas a

cog,orabeast,andunworthyof God's
notice;one who feelshiuuselfguilty
andfilthy,ignorant,helplessandde-
praved,havingforfeitedall claimsto
mercy;andsuchseektheLord Jesus
Christ,andcometo himaloneon the
groundof free,unmeritedfavor,and
divinecompassion.Thesewill seek
him with the wholeheart,soul,and
spirit,with ferventand burningde-
sires;andtheyfindhim"asanhiding-
placefromthewind,and a covertfrom
thetempest;as riversof watersin a'
dry place,as theshadowof a great
rockin a wearyland,"andasthecap-
tainof theirsalvation(Is. xxxii. 2.)

Butweshallpresentlyseetheword
"seek"in thetextmeansalsotakere-
fugein andtrustuponhim,as it is

expressedby theapostlePaul in Ro.
xv. : "Now I saythatJesusChristwas

a ministerof thecircumcisionfor the
truthof God,toconfirmthepromises
madeas an ensignto the Jews first
accordingto thepromiseof God; and
thento theGentiles,accordingto the
mercyof God,"theGentilesmightseek
God for his mercy." The Jew came
accordingto his ancientpromise,but
theGentileas a poorfilthy,debased,
out-castsinner; andtheycametoglori-

fy Godfor hismercyin raisingupfor
them a captainand a standard-bearer;
as it is written,"For thiscauseI will
confessto theeamongthe Gentiles,
andsinguntothy name. And again
hesaith,rejoice,yeGentiles,withhis
people.And again,praisetheLord,
ali ye Gentiles;and laudhim all ye
];e;vie." And thentheapostlequotes
ourtextinthefollowingwords:Esaias
saith,thereshallbea.rootof Jesse,
andhethatshallriseto reignoverthe
Gentiles; in him shallthe Gentiles
trust" (Ro. xv. 8—12.)

Nowthis"rootof Jesse"shallstand
forthasan ensignandgovernorover
theGentiles; andtheyshallbebrought
willingly,cheerfully,andgladlytosub-

mit to his sovereignsceptre,notonly
as the eternaljudge of heavenand
earth,to whommenanddevilsshall
how; nutunlyas a just God, ruling
themwiththerodof hislips;hutmore
especiallytheyshallbe madewilling
tc fall underhis gracious,kinglyau-
thority. But sometimessuchan une
so feelshis inwardguiltandbackslid-
ing thathethinkstheLord nevercan
havepatienceand forbearancewith
him,andwill surelycasthimoff; yet
.stillthemercyof Godflowsfreely,he
stillholdsoutthesceptreof hisgrace,
askingAhasuerusdidto Estherwhen
she approachedhim with fear and

trembling,andsaiduntoher,"whatis
thypetition,queenEsther?andit shall
hegrantedthee:andwhatis thy re-
quest?andit shallbeperformed,even
to thehalfof thekingdom"(Es. vii.
2.) And so whenthepoor,self-con-
demned,andguiltysinnergoes,as it
were,with his death-warrantin his
hand,he is filled with astonishment
andwonderthattheLord meetshim
with suchlovingkindnessand tender
mercy.;and with a willing hearthe
fallsdownandsubmitsto his blessed
sceptreandgovernment.

But,saystheapostle,"In himshall
the Gentilestrust." The poor,vile,
worthlessGentiles,then,in his own
feelings,shalltrustinJesus.Andwhen
hecomeshere,hisheartwill gooutin
supplication,"Lord enablemeto trust
ni thee." But hewill thenfind,with
theapostle,thattherearetwowills in
his heart;andhe will say,"To will
ispresentwithme,buthowtoperform
thatwhichis goodI findnot." How
oftenwill therebe desiresafter the
LordJesus,butnoabilitywithanun-
waveringfaith. But theverydesire,
theanxiety,andthehonestbreathings
of thesoulto shelterin Christarere-
ceived. He knowsat timeswe have
fiot thewill to serveandhonorhim
whenwehavenotthepowerto do i;

.

Therewas a timewhenwehadnowill

at all to servehim,whenour desire
wasonlyto serveself,theworld,and
thedevil;and it wasnotuntilhehad
changedthe currentof our inclina-
tions,touchedour hearts,and com-
municatednewdesireswhichwe had
notbefore,thatwehad a will to love
andobeyhim. But wheretheLord
hasgiventhewill, b

y andby hewill
givethepower(Ph. i. 6

.
) I amcon-

fidenthewill doit; hehasdone it again
andagainin my unworthyheart. I

havehadthewill, butnotthepower;
andas to believing,I could-notraise

a particleof faithtill heenabledme.
Butwhenhecomesdownin hissover-
eignmercywithpowerintotheheart,
he makesthe will and affectionsto
howouttowardshim; forhewillwork
in thesoul"to will andtu do of his
his goodpleasure;"giving a loveto
Jesus,andraising it upinpower,ashe
didthelamemanat thebeautifulgate
of thetemple,causinghimto leapand
p-aiseGodbeforeall thepeople.So
Jesus comesand communicatesthe
blessed,heart-dissolving,andsoftening
beamsof hisgrace,givingpowerand
life, andenablingthesoulto takere-
fugeunderhis bannerwithgreatde-
light. Jesusbecomesthe darlingof
the heart,and all the powerof the
mindwill gooutafterhim;andbeing
thuspossessedof a soft,loving,tend-
erspirit,thesoulwill beableto love
all things,believeall things,hopeall
things,andendureall things; it will be
enabledto takeinsultsfrom friends
and"foes,to>standlosses,crosses,and
temptations,andendurethosethings
whichtothefleshareinsupportable.

IV. The gloriousnatureof his
rest. Thetextsays,his "restshallbe
glorious;"or ratheras the margin
reads,"hisrestshallbeglory." A lit-
tlelightandinstructiononthispartof
thesubjectmaybe foundin Lid. ii.

iii, where it is recorded,thatwhenthe
peoplesinned,anddidevilin thesight
of theLord,hegavethemoverto the
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bandsof theirenemies,to thenations denswhichoppressandvextheheart,*
thaisurroundedthem,whooppressed,thedarknessthatcoverstheconscience
grieved,andafflictedthem. And this andobscurestheeye,vanishanddis-
he did to proveand try them,and appear;for whenJesus'loveis felt in
chastenthemfor their sins,becausetheheart,all theseshadowsfleeawuay.
they had departedand backsliddenThusJesusrisesupasa mightyprince,
from him; but not to destroythem, conqueror,anddeliverer;andthesoul
Butwhentheycrieduntohimin their thatso enjoyshimfindsthathis rest
distresss,then lie raised up some isgloriousindeed.Andwhenthepoor
mightymanamongstthem,suchas soulhasbeenhunted,likeDavid,asa
Othinel,thesonof Kenaz,andEhud, partridgeonthemountains,withfears,
the son of Gelra,and put his spirit suspicions,and manysolemnheart-
uponthem;whothenslewtheirene- searchings;thinkingthatperhaps,af-
miesandgavethemdeliverance,with i.erall,heis onlyanemptyprofessor,

and staggeringto and fro likea
drunkenman; fearingat lasthis re-
ligon will only provean emptyand
deludingprofession,and thatall the
workingsof hisfeelingsareonlynatu-
ral,hewill sinkdownat sucha time
intogreatdepressionanddespondency.
But by andby the Son of God will
comein gloriouspowerto theheart,
and manifestlystampthe souldand
sealit up to eternallife, givingthe
manto feel the powerof the truth
in his heartandconscience,andsol-
emnlyto say,"ThouartmyLord and
my God. Thou art my Father,miy
salvation,andmyeternallife." Then
all thepowersof the soulwill flow
out in love,andexperiencea blessed
unionandoneness,andhe will feel-
ingly say,"The Lord lovesme,and
I lovehim." Thereis nowa solemn
exchange,and sweetcommunionen-
joyedwitha graciou,loving,andsin-
pardoningGod. Jesus thusbecomes
precious,andhis restglorious,by the
blessednessof his lovebeingsheda-
broadin theheart; andthesoulfeels
thegloryof his faithfulnessand"God
is faithful;"his heartoverflowswith
thankfulnessand adoring gratitude
for hisunchangeablegrace;heknows
thatall theLord hasdoneto himhas

risesupontheheart,andhis raysof beenin very faithfulnessand truth,
lightandlifearefelt in thesoul,with andhesays,"It is goodfor methat
the glory of his love,blood,mercy, I hahvebeenafflicted."Underthese
pardon,andrighteousness,all thebur- sweetfeelings,hecanenterintowhat

:nies;andthat

eightv years.NowGid
theseprinces.Hearose,blewhistrum-

a mightyconqueror,astheleaderand
captain'of his people,givingthema
gloriousrest.

Tiegivesthemrest a
l

sototheircon-
scienceswhentheyareoppressedwith
trialsandtroubles,buntedabout,and
almosttornto pieceswith doubtsand
fears. He thenappears for theirde-
liverance,andgives t'hemrestfrom

docsliedo it?
Just a s thesun,by therefulgericyof
its rays,putsout darl-messat noon-
day; sowhentheson0 f righteousness
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Deborahsangin her song,afterthe
Lordhadconqueredherenemies.She
said,"Speak,ye that ride on white
asses,ye that sit in judgment,and
walkby theway. Theythatarede-
liveredfrom the noiseof archersin
the placesof drawingwater,there
shall theyrehearsthe righteousacts
of theLord." Hereshalltheyspeak
forth his gloriousactsof love and
mercyto thesoul,andsay,"TheLord
has becomemy salvation;he is my
refuge,my rock,andmyhightower."
AndthustheyfindthatJesusis indeed
a gloriousrestto thepoor,lost,and
heiplesssouls.

Now haveanyof youpresentever
knownandenjoyedthis rest? Llave
you had rest from the fear ofhell?
Jesusgivesit. Restfromthewrath
of Godin theconscience?Jesusgives
it. Restfromthepoweyof temptation,
andSatan'sfierydarts?Jesusgivesit.
Restfromdistressof soul?Jesusim-
partsit. Restfromdoubtsandfears?
Jesusgivesit. And is it nota glori-
ous restw^hileyou are in it. To a
personin diffivulties,affliction,bodily
sickness,and poverty,withouteither
friendor helper,howacceptablearea
few penceor shillings;for not only
dotheygethimthenecessariesof life,
hut the very gift warmsthe heart.
And so with the Lord's peoplewho
feeltheirspiritualpovertyandinfirm-
ities,whoarefull of doubtsandfears,
died with a temptingdevil,andthe
hidingsof theLord'sface,howsweet
andgloriousis thisrestwhenthespir-
it worksa holyconfidencein it

,

anda
blessedpersuasionandhoperisesup
in thesoulof its interestin theloving"
heartof Jesus.

But I cannotfindwordsto express
thepeculiarfeelings,thesupernatural
feeling,the godly feelingthat thus
comesdown fromheavenintothe
heartandconscience,andwhichnone
huthecanknowtowhomGodreveals
the secret. It is a rest from fears,

doubts,andall misgivings.But those
whoneverhadthesetossingsto and
fro canneverwant-thisrest,or seekit.

1 cansympathizewithmyveryheart
andsoulwith thosewhoareafflicted
withdoubtsandfears;and I canre-
joicewiththosewhoaredeliveredfrom
thepowerof them. But I canhave
no unionwiththosewhoneverknew
themandcantalkof interruptedrest

in Jesus;for I knownothingof their
religion,nor doesGod'swordeither,

if I knowanythingaboutit.

And Pan.lsays,"Labor thereforeto
enterintothatrest."Butwhat is this
labouring?The heartloborswithde-
desiresand ferventwishes;coveting
(earnestlythe]"bestgifts," groaning
andpleadingfor themanifestationof
Jesusto thesoul. And wheneverGod
gives a sightandsenseof his loveto
theheart, it willcausea hungeringafter
this bestof gifts. If God'slovea-
boundin the conscience,what is so
blessedasthelightof hiscountenance

l earningin theheartasanearnestof
heavenlybliss?We live,wehope,for
heaven;and a little foretasteof this

in thesoulwill domorefor it thanail
that.Arminian preacherscan, with
their fearsof hell andlegalterrors;

"BuriedwithChristbybaptisminto

thelikenessof his death."The death
o!'Christwasnecesarytoabolishdeath.
Thedeathof anysinfulmortalwould
havemadenosatisfatcionoratonement
for sin, it wouldhavebeenonlythe
sentenceof executionof justice,for
thewagesof sin is death,butChrist
comesintotheworldwithoutsinhav-
ing no debtsof his own to payand
thereforewas freelyofferedto make
atonementfor thesinsof others. He
comesas a suretyfor thepeoplefor
whomhelivesandfor whomhesuf-
fers.

Thenbaptismsymbolizesthedoctrine
of theBiblethatChristdiedfor our
sins,androseagainandthatwe be-
ingdeadtosinmightlivebyfaithinhim
It is a greatprivilegeto confessthe
nameof theLord andbebaptizedin
hisname,andgoonourwayrejoicing.
It separatesus from-theworld and
identifiesusasthepeopleof God. It
showsthis peopleto be deadto the
worldanditsrudimentsandaliveunto
God by Jesus Christ. It showsthe
peopleseparatedfromtheworld,call-
ed with a holy callingnot according
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to their worksbut accordingto his
purposeandgracegivento thembe-
foretheworldbegan.It setsforththe
life andthefaithof Jesus,in thatwe
are not our own but boughtwith a
price. Thereforewe shouldglorify
himin our bodyandspiritwhichare
his. This is a peculiarpeoplezealous
of goodworks,a peoplealive unto
Jesus Christ havingtheir fruit unto
holinessandtheirenduntoeveiiating
life.

"For after that in thewisdqmof

GodtheworldknewnotGod,it pleased
Godbythefoolishnessof preachingto
savethemthatbelieve."ist cor.1:21.

Thereis no wisdomtheworldhas
by whichit canfind out God. The
wisdomof God is so far abovethe
wisdomof theworldthatthewisdom
of theworldis foolishnesswith God,
andso blindis theworldthatGod's
wisdomis foolishnessto it. In the
wisdomof Godthecrossof Christis
preachedandthatiscalledfoolishness,
for it pleasedGodby thefoolishness
of preachingtosavethemthatbelieve.
It is notpreachingfoolishness,nor is
it foolishpreaching,butthefoolishness
of preachingwhenChristis preached.
He is preachedastheendof thelaw
for righteousnessto everyonethatbe-
lieveth,and if 'he is the endof the
law thereis nothingfurtherlacking,
for the believeris completein him
wantingnothing. The wordthatwe
preachsays;"Say not in thineheart,
who shallascendinto heaven?(that

is
,

to bringChristdownfroimabove;)
or, whoshalldescendinto thedeep?
(that is

tobringupChristagainfrom
the dead.") For the word of faith
thatwe preach is nighthee,evenin
thymouth,andin thyheart;for with
theheartmanbelievethuntorighteous-
nessandwiththemouthconfessionis

madeuntosalvation.This is in no
sense preachingone's works, but
preachingChristcrucified,thewisdom
of Godandthepowerof Goduntosal-
vationto everyonethatbelieveth.If
thework is alreadycompletedthe
worldsays,"What is theuseof preach-
ing?" That is whatwepreach,that is

,

wepreacha finishedsalvation,for we
preachthat whichsavesthe sinners
andbywhichhe is alreadysaved,and
theevidenceis giventousaswebelieve
it.

"For theythatareafterthefleshdo
mindthethingsof theflesh;butthey
thatareafterthespiritthethingsof
thespirit."—Romanviii.5.

Thecontextof thisverseis remark-
able: it is thegreatandwonderfuldoc-
trineof justification,the life of the
churchof God. "Righteousnessde-
liverethfromdeath"(Proverbsx. 2.)
WhenChrist'srighteousnessisbrought
near,and is receivedby a believing
man,it is thejoy andtherejoicingof
;lie heart. "Surely,shallonesay,in
the Lord have I righteousnessand
strength"(lsiahxlv.24.) Thismakes
thetilingsof Christbecomeasanele-
mentin whichthesoulmovesandde-
lights. Paulsaysthat,"beingjustified,
byfaithwehavepeacewithGod;" and
being"inChristJesus,""thereisthere-

thesejustifiedpeopleare the people
whomindthethingsof thespirit,be-
causetheyare"afterthespirit."What
•sit to be"afterthespirit?" It is to
bebornof thespirit.Israel"afterthe
flesh"is Israelbornof Abraham.Men
''afterthespirit"arespiritualmenby
regeneration;andspiritualthingsare
theirelement.My friends,wecannot
hndthethingsof Godto beour ele-
mentuntilwearein thosethings,and
theyinus.It isnowonderthatthecar-
nalman,evenif hea professor,should
admitfromtimeto timean irksome-
t.essin spiritualmattersHe maycon-
stantlybeinhisplaceinthechapel;but
put him with two or threespiritual
people,whoseconversationis of him

theyknow,andhe will not findthat
thatsocietyis his element;andbeing
outof it

,

he is dull,heavy,notathome.
Therearetwokindsofpeople,there-

fore,in thetext,asin thischapel.Yes
andtheyareknownby theirdifferent
courses,bytheiractions,bythatwhich
occupiestheirhearts.

thethingsof theflesh,attendstothem,

ies a I terthem,findsthemhiselement.
He lovesthem, is at homein them,
wantsnothingbetter,nothingdifferent,
nothingelse.His greatestambition is

boundedbythethingsof theflesh;his
appetitesareallsatisfiedif theygetthe
thingsof theflesh. My dearhearers,
lookat thissolemntruth,andthenre
licetonthis: "We mustall appearbe-
forethejudgment-seatof Christ;that
everyonemayreceivethethingsdone
in his bodv,accordingthat he hath
d.me,whetherit begoodor bad" (2

Corinthiansv. 10.) Thatsolemnscrip-
turewill befoundto betrueof every
one. You herewhoareaftertheflesh,
mindits things,andonly hs things,
for you cannotmindanythingelse;
andyouwill receiveaccordi/igto them

if youleavethisworldunchanged.
Butwehaveanotherkindof people

in thetext— a blessed,a happypeople;
yetverytired,because,,whiletheyare
afterthespirit,theyarealsobornof
theflesh. Hencetheyhavehindrances
to meet,thingsaverseto thehidden
manof theheartthatwantsGod.Yon
whoarebornof Godareformedfor
hisglory,andsometimesyouwill feel

it; for how canyou bepartakersof
tiie Holy Ghost,and never,feelthat
you are formedof God? You mind
thethingsof thespirit,youwantthem,
aretroubledwhenyoucannotgetthem.

Let uslooka littlehistof all at the
greatandwonderful"foundationthere
is for this mindingof the thingsof
the spirit. We haveit clearlylaid
downin thischapter:"Thereis there-
fore now no condemnationto them
whicharein ChristJesus." To be in
Christ is to be in everlastingunion
with him; it is to be in him as our
headandrepresentative;'to havebeen
in unionwithhimwhenhewasa man
of sorrowsandacquaintedwithgrief;
whenhegrieved,groaned,andsighed,
and wept,and sorrowed;and when
he saidon Calvary,"It is finished;''
andbowedhis head,andgaveupthe
ghost.He did all this for his people.
It isagreatconcernwithsomewhether
hedidit for them.If hedidnot,alas
for them!it wouldbebetterneverto
havebeenborn.Butif hedid,O what
an honor,whata mercyto havebeen
bornintothisworld,to beibornagain
of thespirit! Maywebeenabledtodo
as Peterexhorts,give diligenceto
makeourcallingandelectionsure: for
if we do'thesethingswe shallnever
fall (2 Peter,i. 10.) This is thepoint
—whetherwe know in any measure
whatit is to be in Christ. How shall
wp indeed? By Christcomingto us,
byhisbloodmakingpeacein ourcon-
sciences,by his infinite-righteousness
beingimputedtous; or byasenseup-
on our consciencesof the smileand
blessingof God.

All the restof
religionproceedsonly fromman,ap-
provedit maybebythereligiousmind;

but it will perish. Thereforethis 13
thethingto lookfor,to prayandwait
for—thecomingof Christto us. Yon
canconfessthatJesusis theSon of
God,andthathehascomein theflesh,
whenhehasbeenrevealedtoyou. You
canconfesshimof course,externally
withoutthis,asbelievingthescriptures.
If you believetheir testimony,you
thereforebelievethatChristcamein
theflesh;butwhentheredeemerconies
to you,entersyourheartasyour life
andyourrighteousness,thenyoucan
say,"He hascomein theflesh,andhe
hascometome."This isa point.Give
all diligeneceyou seekingsouls to
makethissure.Thisiwshatiscalledeat
ing thefleshof Christ,anddrinking
his blood;Paul callsit in thisepistle,
"receivingthe atonement."It is a
greatthingto have. This is themeat
thatChristspeaksof, thattheworld
is not to destroy.The feelingof it
may be lost, the thing itself never;
neitherin thefoundationof it

,

which

is thepersonandworkof Christ;nor
iii thecommunicationof it

,

which h

b
y

therevelationof theHoly Ghost.
Youwill neverlose it

,

thoughthefeel
ing of it maydie awaythroughthe
touchandinfluenceof sin.

Thesepeopleare distinquishedby
walkingafter^-thespirit; "Who walk
notaftertheflesh,butafterthespirit."
To walkaftert4ieflesh is towalkafter
its desires,aims,ambitions,appetites,
anddirections; it is to be altogether
worldly.

it bornof him,whohavehisindwelling
his teachings,mind his things. My
friends,whatweowetothepersonand
loveof theHoly Ghostweshallneve."
knmvfullyin thisworld.Thinkof his
lovein coming,and.as Dr. Goodwin
says,"rakingintothisdunghillof our
hearts!" Whatlovehedisplaysincom-
ing to electsinners,happyin sin and
death!whatlovewhenhe speaks!.It

is agreat.analmighty,anall-etlicaMi>i:
word,"live;" and it impartslife. Re-
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lit'inn,wherereal,hasnot its risein
some' effortsof themindto menda
badcase;it hasits risein theimpar-
tationof divinelife to thesoul;and
fromthisspringall exercises,convic-
tions,appetites,wants,anddesires.The
loveof thespiritis wonderful,passing
theloveof woman;for it comeswith
nothingtodrawit; thereis nothingto
givehimdelightintheobject?hecomes

Thisgreat,mysteriousworkinevery
redeemedsoulshowsitselfsooneror
later,in thisparticularthing—minding
thethingsof thespirit. I. The fnsi
importantenquiry,then,is to bethis:
What arethesethingsox thespirit?
And II. Whal it is tomindthem.Let
ustry to lookatthesetwothings.

Whatarethethingsot thespir-

it? You mustrememberthatthereis
acovenantof grace,andthattheFath-
er,Son,andHolyGhostareequalpart-
nersin it

,

threecontractingparties;
thatthespirit,thethirdperson in the
Trinity, is sentby theFatherandthe
Son to makerevelationsof thecove-
nant;andthereforecomesnotof him-
self,notwithouttheFatherandtheSon
concurring,but from themto speak
thethingswhichconcernthesoulshe
comestoteach.Thething'sof thespir-

it
,

then,arethosethingsin thecove-
nantof gracewhichChrist said he
wouldshow. Whenpromisinghimto
his disciples,Chtristsaid,"He shall
glorify me: for he shall receiveof
mine,and shall show it untoyou.''
Andhe is concernedtosetthembefore
poorpeole,andto hold themout in
such a viewastodrawthem,andmake
themtheirownin experience.These
thingsof thespiritare:

I. Thepersonof Christ,therefuge
of sinners,theonlyrefuge O to be
dailyconcernedaboutthis refuge,a-
boutbeingin it

,

beneathitsshelterand
its shade!Now thepersonof Christ

is theverybottomandtopof every-
thingto a childof God. It is thework
of thespiritto revealthis personto

makehimknown;so as thatheshall
notbespeculatedaboutby thepeople
of God,butknown. Oh ! bewareof
speculationsin religion;theyaredan-
gerousanddreadful.To restonany-
thingyoudonotknowfor yourself i^

dreadful; to talkalxmtwhatyouhave
neverfelt in yourownsoulto ptofess
you know that the Holy Gho.schas
neverbroughttoyou,to speakof God
whomyouhavenotseenby faith,of
God in Christ whomyou havenot
known, is a verysolemn andawful
tiling. My dearfriends,may,we all
be silentaboutthingseternalwhich
theHolyGhosthasnottaughtus;and
sincehe is theonlyteacher,maythis
be what we know by his blessed
teachings—thatthere is a JesusChrist.
You maysay,"Who doubts it ? who
withthebiblein hishandcanbeigno-
rantof it ?" In a sensenoone,andin a

senseeveryoneis. In a natural,exter-
nal sense,nobodycanbe ignorantof
thepersonof Christwhohasthebible
andreadsit. You all knownhimso,
and,alasfor youthat,thusknowing
h'm,youneverkneelbeforehimand
worshiphim. The Fathersayswhen
he bringshim into the world, "Let
all theangelsof God worshiphim."
And theydid,andcameandglorified
him,andsang,"Gloryto God in the
highest,andearthpeaceandgoodwill
towardmen."We areworsethanthe
beastsif weseethaithebible is a rev-
elationof him,andyetownhimnot.
But O what a thing it is to findthat
there is a revelationwithintherevela-
tion, a lifebroughtto you, a powerful
knowledgegivento you, a sweetness
wroughtin yourheart,bythecoming
of theLordJesusChristintoyoursoul,
thatyouknowwhoheis! It is a hap
pyblessed,sweetplaceforonetobein,
whenhecansayfor himself,

"Whatobject'sthisthatmeetsmyeyes
WithoutJerusalem'sgate.

Thatfillsmymindwithmuchsurprise,
As wonderto create?
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"Is thistheman,canthisbehe,
Theprophetshaveforetold

Shouldwithtransgressorsnumber'dbe,
And for theircrimesbesold?"

Oh! if youcansaythis—

"Yes,nowI know'tishe,'tishe,
'Tis Jesus,God'sdear"Son,

Wraptin humanityto die
For crimesthatI havedone,"

thatwill doall thatyouwant. To he
daily concernedaboutit is a great
thing-. Now you maybeundercon-
viction. Convictionon convictionis
writtenon the fleshytablesof the
heartsof somehere;troubleontrouble
prayerafterprayer;desireafterdesire
realconfessions.You ejaculate,"God
bemercifulto mea sinner."Sin, O
theeruptionsof it hereandthere!You
say,"I fearI neverhada rightdesire,
neverprayedrightly,neverhada right
feeling."This isthecaseforyearswith
some,theynevercansay,"The Lord
blessedmehere,or there."Whatwill
bringall yourmattersto a point,and
makeyouknowit iswell?whatwillen-
ableyou to say,"Well, in all these
wordsI hopedon, it wasas if God
werewritingonmyheartwithhisown,
butthecharacterswerenot legibleto
methen;butnowI havegothisown
signatureandsealtohishandwriting?"
Whatwill do it? The Lord Jesusre-
vealedinyoubytheHolyGhost.Thar
will bea sign,a seal,theLord'sown
signatureto all previouswritings,as
if tosay,"I didthatforyou,andthat;
I fittedyoufor thisrobeby stripping
off yourrags;I preparedyoufor this
refugebyenlighteningyouwitha con-
victionof your clanger."This is one
of thethingsof thespirit,theperson
of Christ,therefugefor sinners,O
youseekers,seekon; youcannotseek
in vain. "He thatseekethfindeth; and
to himthatknockethit shallbeopen-
ed:" thisis Godtestimony.

2. The nextthingof thespiritis

Christ'srighteousness."I bringnear
my righteousness;it shallnotbe far
off; andmysalvationshallnottarry:
andI will placesalvationin Zionfor
Israelmyglory"(Isiahxlvi.13.)That
is a thingthespiritis sentto reveal.
Sinner,youcanneverberight without

it
,

never.You canneverbejustified,
neverstandbeforetheLord withjoy,
neverbe commendedby God's own
mouth,unlessyou havethis robeon
you.

"Righteousnessto full perfection
Must be brought,
Lackingnought,

Fearlessof rejection."
Whatevera personmaybewithoutthis
he is short;andto beshorthere is to
!;eshortforeternity.TheHolyGhost
is sentto revealthisperfectrighteous-
ness;to takeChrist'sobedience,active
andpassive,andopen it to theeyeof
faith in theshiner'ssoul; so thathe
shallsay,"I shallstandin thatgreat
day." He teacheswhat Christ was
deliveredfor, andwhathewasraised
for. "He was deliveredfor our of-
fenses,andwasraisedagainfor our
justification"(Romansiv.25.)

3
. Anotherthingof thespirit is the

bloodof atonement,in which, if plung-
ed,thesinner is cleaneverywhit,noth-
ingremainingof sin. My friends,you
maymakeasmuchof yoursinsasyou
possiblycan,and thevwill he finite
whenyou havedone;but the blood
of Christ is infinitein merit. Oursins
are the sins of creatures,and God
knows I do not saythatto diminish
them. My ownsinstroubleme;but
theyaresinsof a creature.Theblood
of ]esus is called in the Acts, "the
bloodof God:" "Feedthechurchor
God, whichhe hathpurchasedwith
hisownblood." And if thespirittakes

ArdentIsraelwasatypeofspiritual
Israelin thegospeldispensation.The
laws,ordinancesandritesof thatpeo-
plewere,astheapostlesays,"patterns
of thingsin theheavens."Theirmur-
murings,rebelliousness,and the con-
sequentchastisement,"happenedunto

themfor ensamples(margin,types)
unto us." Thoseunto whomit is
givento know the mysteriesof the
kingdomof heavenwoulddo well to
heedthelessonstaughtIhythesetypes.
"Whatsoeverwas written aforetime
waswrittenfor our learning." God
didnotdriveoutallof Israel'senemies.
"The Lord hathgivencommandment
concerningJacob, that his enemies

shouldberoundabouthim." He has
use for them,to "provehis people,
whethertheywill walk in thelaw of
theLord or no."

The Israeliteswerecontinuallypar-
takingof some^oftheabominationsof
thenationsaroundthem;and,asindi-
catedby thetype,the Lord's people
in thisdayoftenpartakeof therelig-
ious denominationsaround them.

By theriversof Babylon,their
harpshanginguponthewillows,the
witheringblightingcurseof Godrest-
ing uponthem,whicheverway they
turned,thecity of their fathers'se-
pulchreslyingwaste,its wallsbroken
downand its gatesburnedwith fire,
they lamentandbemoantheir folly,
andsorelygrieveandrepentthatthey
refusedto obeythe prophetswhom
God in mlercyhad sentunto them,
warningthemthatthiswouldbethe
awfulconsequenceof theirtransgres-
sion. "If thewordsspokenbyangels
weresteadfast,andeverytransgression
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anddisobediencereceivedajustrecom-
penseof reward,howshallweescape
if weneglectsogreatsalvation?"

Whatfascinationtheseabominations
musthavehad for the childrenof
Lrael! How dearto themwerethose
corruptpracticesthatthe becomeso
enragedagainstthosewhowoulddare
tospeakagainstthem,thattheywould
putthemto death! This provesthat
theydearlylovedthoseabominations,
and doubtlessconsideredthem the
mostimportantpartof theirreligion,
and felt as if theyweredoingGod
servicein torturingto deathonewho
woulddareopposethem. But that
whichis highlyesteemedamongmen
is an abominationwith God.

Thingsare continuallycreepingin
amongusthatareborrowedfromother
denominations,andhighlyesteemeda-
mongthem,thatthebibledoesnotau-
thorize.We denounceSundayschools,

missionboards,etc.,becausetheyare
notauthorizedbythebible;wecontend
thatthescripturesfurnishthemanot
Godwithail theinstructionsandex-
amplesnecessaryforeverygoodwork;
and yet we practiceshakinghands
whilesinging,andsomeotherthings
thattheydonotauthorize.It will not
do to say that thesethfngsare too
little and insignificantfor the scrip-
turesto notice;for thentheywould
betoo littlefor theLord'speopleto
practice.But the shakingof hands
whilesingingis nota harmless,inert
something,or merenothing.It brings
downfirefromheavenin sightof men.
There is something,wonderful'and
mysterousaboutit. it makeswomen
shout,andmenhugandembraceeach
othenIt eitherbringsdownthespirit
of Godtowarmourhearts,or it man-
ufacturesa base counterfeitresem-
blanceof it. In eithercaseit would
be incompatiblewith PrimitiveBap-
tistdoctrine.It is of heavenor elseit
is of men. It is authorizedbythebi-
ble,or it is of Babylonishorigin. It
is a solemnsacredduty,or it is abom-
inablewickedness.Is it nota fireof *
our ownkindling? If not,whydoes
it comeonly whenwe shakehands
whilesinging? Cannotall whopar-
ticipatesay,"Ah, I haveseenthefire.
I am warm?" "Behold,all ye that
kindlea fire,thatcompassyourselves
aboutwithsparks,walkin thelightof
your fire, and in the sparksthatye
havekindled. This shallye haveof
myhand,yeshallliedownin sorrow.

Strangethat shakinghandswhile
singingshoulddosuchwonders;butit
is wellknownthatit producesin the
participantsa feelingof inexpressible
happiness.It makeonefeelexcessively
full of love. He is raisedto a fever
heatwitha kindof intoxication;and
in obedienceto thatinexorablelaw(by
whichall vibratingbodies(fixedones
arenotsubjectto it)passfromoneex-
tremeto an opposite-extreme,hebe-
comesjealous,andhating towards
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thosefor whomhis heartwasso ex-
cessivelyfull of lovewhileunderthe
excitement.Hencecomewars and
fightingsamongus. In followingun-
authorizedpractices,thingswhichare
highlyesteemedamongnaturalmen,
andappreciatedbytheold,naturalor
fleshlymanof thechristian,we sow
totheflesh,andof thefleshreapcor-
ruption. It is fearedthatthis prac-
ticeis a prolificsourceof thebicker-
ingsanddissensionsthatnowmarand
disturbthepeaceof Zion. Thus by
theheatof ourownlirewhichwehave
kindledwelie downin sorrow.

This is thegreatmotor-wheel,soto
speakof theArminian'smeeting.This
electro-magneticfeelinggeneratedby
singingand shakinghands,and less
effectuallyby othermeans,constitutes
the essenceof theworldly religion.
Without it therevival meetingsof
worldlyreligionistswouldsoonpass
out of existence. Whenall other
meansfail in thesemeetings,this is
oftenresortedto with success.The
preacherhavingfailedto raiseanex-
citementbyhisvividpictureof helland

*thetormentsof thedamned,together
withthefearfuldangersof procrasti-
nation,and the wholeconcernto be
aboutto die from coldness,he now
resortsto anotherdevice.He propose
that the congregationsing a hym/n;
"andletall thechristians,thosewho
feelthattheyareontheirwayto hea-
venstrikehands."Thisgenerallydoes
thework. Somewomanraisesashout,
almostunconsciouslyexclaimsGlory!
andwildly and francticallyclapsher
handsshowingthatsheis underthe
influenceof somepowerfulcontrolling
agent. A peculiarmagneticfeeling
takespossessionof the participants,
particularlythosemosteasilyaffected.
Theireyesaresuffusedwithtears,and
everyoneseemsfilledwith loveand
intensehappiness.It is a kindof in-
toxication,a delightfulfeelingwhich
mendearlyloveandcrave;and like

everyotherspeciesof intoxication,has
its reaction.Strife,bickeringsandill
feelingsfollow,as certainas languor
anddepressionof spiritsdonaturalin-
toxication. It is badenoughto be
drunkenwith wine. It is far worse
to bedrunkwiththewineof Babylon.

Sometwentyyearsago, on Big
Mulberry,Franklincounty,Ark., one
of these electro-magneticrevival
meeting assumedgiganticpropor-
tions. Largenumbersof peoplewere
powerfullyaffected.Quitea number
of youngmenunderitsmysteriousin-
fluenceattractedconsiderableattention.
Theyembracedeachotherwith their
arms,and a considerablegroupwas
thusformed,huddledtogether,sway-
ing to andfro undertheinfluenceof
the greatintoxicatingpower. They
gentlypattedand childlesslycuddled
eachother,exclaimingfrequently,"O
howI loveyoubrother!" The meet-
ing finallyclosed,thegreatblastdied
away,andoneof bitterestneighbor-
hood feudsfollowed in its track.
Strangeto tell,butit is truethegroup
of youngmen,soprominentunderthe
influenceof the mysteriousagentat
meeting,werelikewisethemostcon-
spiciouscharactersin thequarrel.They
werenowcarryingdeadlyweaponsfor
eachother,andthesametonguesthat
hadexclaimedso tenderly,"O howI
love you!" now sworewith terrible
vengence,and threatenedto kill the
objectsof their excessivelovewhile
undertheinfluenceof man-madereli-
gion. The intoxicationwasproduced
by thewineof Babylon,andwascon-
nectedwith thehatredthatfollowed.
It hasbeenlongnoticedby closeob-
serversthathatred,quarreling,andill
feelingandcrimein general,followin
thewakeof thegreatrevival. May
theLord deliverus fromtheintoxica-
tion and consequentreactionof this
miserableinfatuation.The resultof
shakinghandswhile singing,among
P.aptists,is exactlylikeit.
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Theargumentsusedin favorof the
practiceare deceptive.At theclose
of theassociation,andsomeothermeet-
ings,wemusttakethe"partinghand;"
as if therewereno othertimethan
duringdivineserviceto bid thedear
brethrenandsistersfarewell,asanact
of hospitality;andthatmustbedone,
too,whilesinging. It is thepeculiar
effectthatis desired,for generallyaf-
ter thecongregationis dismissedthey
takethe "partinghand"again,and,
asit shouldbedone,withsinging."O!
I can'tthinkit wrongfor God'speople
to shakehands,"interposetheadvo-
catesof thepractice;asif wemustdo
this as a partof the religiouscere-
monies,andwhilesinging,soastoget
upan excitementanda shout,or not
atall.As if oppositiontoaninnovation
upontheworshipof theinfiniteGod
whowill notacceptan offeringmade
by strangefire,wasdesignedto pro-
hibitor preventtheordinaryactsof
hospitalityin a friendlysalutationor
a lovingfarewellwhennot engaged
in worship.

History givesno accountof this
practiceinthechurchforeighteenhun-
dredyearsafterChrist. It wasintro-
ducedamongtheBaptistsin thepres-
entcentury.Hassellsays,page583,
in enumeratingtheinventionsof men
in mattersof religionin the nine-
teenthcentury,thatamongthemwere
"protractedand distractedmeetings,
* * #anxjous seats, jmourner's
benches,affectingtunes,sobs,sighs,
groans,convulsions,humanresolutions
handshaking,"etc. On page918,he
quotesfromtheHistoryof theKetoc-
ton Association,"by Elder William
Fristoe,publishedin 1808. Speaking
of "somenewcalledBaptists,"Elder
Fristoesays, "Thesehave departed
fromthesimplicityof thegospel,and
fromtheexamplesof Christandhis
apostlesandtheprimitivesaints,and
haveintroducedhumaninventionsand
contrivances,for theavowedconver-
sionof souls. Thepreacherafterend-

inghissermon;comesdownfromthe
pulpit,singinga hymnonsometender
affecting subject,with a tuneof
mournfulsound, * * * accompany-
ingthesingingwithashakingof hands
andexhortation,withgreatappearance
of affection."Hereis theoriginof this
practice. It wasnot inventedby
Christor theapostles,nor sanctioned
bytheprophets,butbya fewdisorderly
Baptistsin Virginia,aboutthebegin-
ningof thepresentcentury.No prev-
iousmentionof it is madein history,
and it certainlyis not foundin the
bible,unlessby denunciationof "fires
of ourkindling,""offeringstrangefire
untotheLord,"etc. It is strangethat
PrimitiveBaptistswhoopposehuman
inventionsinmattersof religionshould
haveevertoleratedit fora moment.If
thescripturesareaperfectruleof faith
andpractice,let us rejecteverything
that theydo not authorize,let it be
greator small.OfferinguntotheLord
by strangefire is sin. Offeringunto
himmustbemadeonlybyfirekindled
by himself. To his namebe praise
forever. Amen.

ened. He wasamongthecaptivesin
Chaldea.The Lord showedhimvis-
ionsof thegloryof Godandshowed
himvisionsof hisglorioussovereignity
andcommandedhim to delivermes-
sagesto thenations.The spiritthat
movedtheprophetto testifyagainst
thenationsandforetellwhateachnation
shoulddo or suffer,showsthat the
handof Godwasuponhim. Oneof
the nationsthathe commandedto
prophecyconcerningwasTyre. Sonof
man,say untoithe princeof Tyrus,
Thus saith theLord God; Because
thineheartis liftedup,andthouhast
said,I am a God: Behold,thouart
wiserthanDaniel;thereis no secret
thattheycanhidefromthee."

Tyre wasa cit,vof merchants,and
theirtrafficwasin merchandise.They
excellin themanufactureof goodsand
in sendingtheirwaresto all countries.
Theyweremarinersanddid business
uponthehighseas,andtheycommand-
edthewisestandmostskillfulmenof
theearthto do theirbusiness.This
city becameexceedinglywealthyand
satasmistressin theseasandoverthe
lands,shewasliftedupwithprideand
thoughtshewasagod.

In Ezekiel28:13,to r5.Godsaidto
her,"ThouhastbeeninEdenthegarden
of God; everypreciousstonewasby
thy covering,the sardius,topaz,and
thediamond,theberyl,theonyx,and

thejasper,thesapphire,theemerald,
andthecarbuncle,andgold: thework-
manshipof thytabretsandof thypipes
waspreparedin thesein thedaythat
thouwastcreated.Thouarttheaniont
ed cherubthatcovercth; and I have
settheeso; thouwastupontheholy
mountainof God;andthouhastwalk-
ed up.anddownin themidstof the
stonesfire.

Here is a settingforthof oneof the
mostembelishedcitiesof iniquity,her
merchandisegoingto'all countries,her
sailsspreadto all waters,andthewis-
est menof earthwereemployedto
conductherbusiness;but it seemstoi
be in theweaknessof humannature
for manto forgetGod and ascribe
creativepowerto himself,so'thathis
prosperitybecomesa snareto>him,it
lookslikeeveryperfectionof Eden,ev-
ery sparklingmineral,everyprecious
stonewas foundin Tyre. She was
theexcellencyof beautyandsheshows
inthestonesoffire,thxhiddentreasures
of knowledgeof earthwerewrapped
in her,butthereisnoexemptiontothe
manthatsins,butGodwill findhian
outandcasthimdown.

In man'sstateof uprightnessin the
gardenof Eden,beautiesof wealthand
wisdomweredisplayed,/manbeingill
honorabidethnot,hehathsoughtout
manyinventions,andbytransgressing
God'sholylawheprocurethhisdown-
fall,andfellasthesunof themorning
andfell intothecondemnationof the
devilwhichis pride.

Butunderthecreating,moving,
unerringpowerof prophecyeachbone
comesto his fellowbonelinkedwith
secureness,girdedandfencdwithskin,
andsobeautifiedasthevstoodupaliv-
ing hostas the Lord's people.The
shepherdtakestwo legsor a pieceof
an earout of themouthof thelion,
andknowswhatpartof thesheephe
hasrescued,butwhocouldplacebone
to his fellow in the valleyof bones
whereno two weretogether?How
feeblemanwouldbe also in giving
life to thesescattereddrybones.But
thereis nothingtoohardfor thespirit
of the Lord to do.

This
is nottheGodspokenof in Revelation
6:2. We findtherethetrueGodgoing
"forth conqueringand to conquer."
Yea,faithin thisGodis theonlyfaith
that will overcomethe world,or in
otherwordsovercomeall otherwinds
of doctrines.It seemsverystrangeto

Weoften
hearthepatienceof Job spokenof, but
I thinkJosephmusthavebeenanEx-
ampleof patiencetoo,for wemayread
historythroughandweneverhearone

dreamed.ButJosephseemedtobear it
all patiently.Thewrathof hisbreth-
renwassokindledagainsthimbecause
of hisdreamsthattheysoughtto de-
stroyhim andthusto putan endto
hisdreams.And whentheysoldhim
totheIshmaelites,strippinghimof his
coatof diverscolors,whichhis father
had madefor him becausehe loved
him,staining it with thesin of their
owncrime,wehavenoaccountthatJo-
sephuttereda murmuringword. And
whenhewasafterwardinnocentlycast
into prisonAvehearno complaining
from him, but seeonly the patience
with whichhe endures.

Is thereany
state,conditionor circumstancewhere
menmorefully displaytheirinward,
realcharacterthantheydoin thepres-
enceof Jesus? In thebroadopenlight
of day,one'soutwardconductis more
clearlyexposedthanwhenheis in se-
cret,thoughhis motivesmaybe hid
fromthedetectionof men. Butevery-
thingis nakedandopenor appearsin
its truelightin hispresence,for heis
judge. In hispresenceeveryactand
wordof manisweighedin itstruechar
aeter. Suchas feeltheirvilenessand
abhorthemselvesare humble.

Thephariseesandchiefpriestshated

I left
myhomeAugustI, reachingtheCoun-
try bineAssociationonSunday,where
1 metmanyof thegoodbrethren,sis-
tersand friends,and felt like it was
agoodassociation.,

From therebrotherGold andmy-
self left for our appointmentswhich
wewereblestto fill upto Fridaybe-
forethesecondSundaywherewemet
tiieStauntonRiverAssociation.There
wemeta largecongregationof people,
andhada verygoodmeeting.From
therewe filledappointmentsbackto
Danvillev Thencewe wentto Reids-
villewherewemettheUpperCountry
Line Association.

On this tour we metmanygood
brethren,sisters and friends, were
treatedverykindly—betterthanI felt
like1deserved,andthepeopleappear-
ed to enjoythepreachingat our ap-
pointments.

I meta goodmanythathadbeen
'eadiugaboutthe greatstormand
Hoodof watersthatwasontheground
whenI left home,whichI thought
was aboutat its heightwhenI left
home,butonmyreturnI foundit had
risenmuchhigher. T oftenattempted
to describetheconditionof our conn-
try whenI wasoutbut failedto do
it. Sincecominghomeand viewing
my farmandothersI amnotableto

describe it
,

for it is so muchworse
than I heard it was.

I think thereare as manyas a

thousandacresin onebodyownedby
differentparties,and the peopletell
methe waterwas from 3 to 6 feet
deepoverail thatbodyof land,and
theycouldrun boatsanywhereover
the fences.On my farmtherewere
aboutfifty-fiveacresof cotton, and
most of thecotton stalks are as
dry as theyare in January. The en-
tile cropwill not makefifty pounds
of seedcotton. I do not thinkthere
will betwenty-fivebarrelsof goodcorn
madeon my place,exceptingabout
fiveacresaboutmyhouse.Whilethe
corn is all damagedthe peoplecan
use a gooddealof it andwill haveto
for I haveneverseenthiscountry in

r;nysuchconditionbefore. Thevhave
nofoddertopull,andnocottontopick
andtheystemto beat a losswhatto

not pay their taxes,nor their debts.
This is ever a prettylargescopeof
tins count:\ But in someplaces it

is muchworsethan it is in thisneigh-
borhood,for as I camehome a man
onthetraintoldmethereweretwenty-
two families in thelowerpartof his
townshipthatdid not haveanything
glowingthatmanor beastcouldeat.
All up anddowntheNortheastriver
nearlyeverythingis destroyed.I was
toldtheycouldseesheep,cattle,hogs
andgoatsfloatingdowntheriverlow-
ingandbleating.

I haveaboutthreeacresin cotton
aroundmy housethat will make a

fourth of a crop. I left homeon
Saturdaymorningafterthestormon
Thursdayand Friday. I couldnot
hearanydirectnewsfromhomeuntil

I reachedReidsville.There I received
Iwc lettersfrom my daughter,and
whenI readthemT w->meltedtotears
to hearof theconditionof o.trcoun-
try. But tli is scripturewasquotedin
mymind,"I wasoncevoung.andnow
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am I old, yet1 haveneverseenthe
righteousforsaken,nor his seedbeg-
gingtheirbread." The nextthought
wasit wasGod'swill to sendthisrain
(Mltheearth,andhewill doright. It
rifelybea blessingin disguisethatwe
cannotseenow.

I do not wantyou to think I am
oneof therighteous,for I amnot. I
haveoftenfelt to say like Jacoball
thesethingsareagainstme,andthey
will bringmygrayhairsdownin sor-
rowto thegrave.. I believethatGod
will takecareof his people,andhis
peoplehaveto sufferfor Christ'ssake,
learningobedienceby thethingsthey

1 havegivena shortsketchof the
conditionof ourcountry.

ElderP.D.Gold—I sendyouashortsketch
ofBrotherBenjaminF.Robertson'slifeand
death.BrotherRobertsonwasbornNovem-
ber1,1823anddepartedthislifeMay22,
1908,makinghisstayoneartheighty-five
years.BrotherRobertsondiednearthe
placehewasborninGriffinstownship,Mar-
tincounty,N.C. Hefollowedthetradehis
fatherlearnedhim,mechanic,wheelwright,
undertakerandfarming,livingonhisown
farm.In earlymunhoodhewasunitedin
mariagewithMissMargaretG.Perryfrom
whichunionseveralchildrenwereborn,
thoughonlytwosurvivehim,onesonand
onedaughter.ThedaughterMrs.HadleJ
is a memberofthechurchwithherfather
andagedmother.Bro.Robertsonbeingfull
of life anda bravemanjoinedthefirst
companyofvolunteersandfoughtthrough
thewarinbehalfoftheSouth,beingtaken
prisonertwice,thefirsttimeat Hateras,

CRUMBS FROM THE MASTER'S
TABLE.

"Shallcometo me."—'To Me.' By
thesewordsthereis furtherinsinuated,
thoughnotexpressed,a doublecause
of theircomingto him.

1. Thereis in Christa fulnessof
all-sufficiencyof that,evenof all that
wbichis needfulto makeushappy.

2. Thosewhoindeedcometo him,
do thereforecometo>him that they
mayreceiveit athishand.

For the first of thesethereis in
Christa fullnessof all—Sufficiencyof
that,evenof thatwhichis needfulto
makeushappy.Henceit issaid,"For
it pleasedtheFatherthatinhimshould
all fulnessdwell."And again,"Of his
fullnesshaveweall received,andgrace
for grace"(Col. i. 19;Jn. i. 16.) It
is alsosaidof himthathis richesare
unsearchable:"Theunsearchableriches
(if Christ" (Ephesiansiii. 8.) Hear
whathesaithof himself,"Richesand
honorarewithme(yea,durableriches
andrighteousness.My fruit is better
thangold,yea,thanfinegold; andmy
revenuethanchoicesilver:I leadin
thewayof righteousness,and in the
midstof thepathsof judgment:that
1 maycausethosethat love me to
inheritsubstance;andI will fill their
treasures"(Pr. viii. 19—21.)

This in general.But,morepartic-
ularly.

1.'Thereis thatlightin Christthat
is sufficientto leadthemout of and
fromall thatdarkness,in themidstof
whichall others,but theythatcome
to him,stumble,andfall, andperish;

"I amthe lightof the world,"saith
he; ''he that followethme shallnot
walk in darkness,but shallhavethe
lightof life." (Jri; viii. 12.) Manby
natureis in darkness,andwalkethin
darkness,andknowsnot whitherhe
goes,for darknesshathblindedhis
eyes;neithercananythingbut Jesus
Christleadmenoutof thisdarkness.
Naturalconsciencecannotdo it; the
ten commandments,though,in the
heartof man,cannotdo it. This pre-
rogativebelongsonlyto JesusChrist.

2. Thereis thatlife in Christthat
is tobefoundnowhereelse,Jn. v. 40.
Life, as a principlein the soul,by
whichit shallbeactedandenabledto
dothatwhichthroughhimis pleasing
10God. "He thatbelievethin (or
comethto) me,"saithhe,"asthescrip-
turehathsaith,outof his bellyshall
flowriversof livingwater"(Jn. vii.

To thisclearandstrong-confession
of beliefin thedivineinspirationof
thescripture,weasa bodyfirmlyad-
here. In our ownarticleof faithon
thesubjectwesay,'"Webelievein the
divineinspirationof theholyscriptures
andreceivethemas a graciousreve-
lationof themindandwill of God."
It is our ferventdesirethatwe may
moreandmoreseethedivinebeauty
andglory of thescriptures,and feel
theirpowerbytheinwardworkof the
Boly Ghost,whoinspiredthem;that
wemaybesanctifiedbythemaccording"
tp Christ'sprayer,Jn. xvii.

instanceof this is displayed in Jacob
and Israel. Jacobreceivedhis name
tin day of his birth. He andEsau
weretwins,Esaufeeingtheelder. As
EsauwasbornJacobcaughtholdof
his heelas onesupplanting-him,and
havingpowerevenathisbirthhepre-
vailed.But he is calledJacobwhich
meansa supplanler.Theletterappears
againslhim,butJacobprevails.Esau
said is henotrightlycalledJacob?He
hath supplantedmetwo time. Jacob
seemedtoknowhowtosupplantEsau,
hetookholdof hisheel,while in the
letter:berewasapparentlva breaking
overandprevailingin a mannerthat
the ordinarydictatesof manwould
notapprove,yettherewas a prevailing

in a powerthatactsbeyondandabove
trieordinarycodeof man'snotionsof
right and wrong. In the spirit of
powerhe leapsoverand graspsthe

\ ic lory. In thenameof anotherJacob
prevails.He getsnothingin hisown
name.

W henhemustmeethis brotherhe
greatlyfears,andthespiritandpower
of prayercomesuponhimasonesaid
let mego. But Jacobthedistressed
mansaid, I cannotlet theego unless
thousblessme. What is thy name?
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J lis answerwasmynameis Jacob1—a
supplanter,a sinner. No moreshall
thy namebecalledJacub,Israelshall
b thyname,for asaprincethouhast
powerwithGodandmenandhastpre-
vailed.

Jacobis thevesselof mercy,or the
onetheLord lovedbeforehehaddone
good,andJacobis saved. But there
mustberevealedin himanotherchar-
acterthathaspowerwithGodandmen
asaprince,andthatcharacterisnamed
Israel. For thenewmanansweringto
Israelreceivesthekinglypower.

Byconsidering-Israelinhislifeafter
anewnameisgivenhimwenoticethat
he.possessesthe sametraits he did
beforethenewnameis givenhim. In
difficultiesandstraitshe actsas one
wantingin theessentialpowerof vic-
tor}*.The supplanteris apparent.In
Lroubleguiltyfeararises.He is hasty
to concludeall is againsthim. He is
notsomuchacharacterof faithasone
walkingbysight,andreadytoconclude
all is againsthim.

Egypt. But whathasthatto do with
God'spurpose.Whenthetimearrives
for Benjaminto go to JosephJacob
ceasestalk and Israelwho seldom
speaks,yetwhenhedoesspeakit isaf-
terGod'swill said,takeBenjaminand
God almightvgo with you,andgive
youfavorbeforetheman.How true
thatshouldbe. The manwasBenja-

min'sown brother,and Israel'sown
Son. Why cannotJacobtalklessand
Israelir<re? The Lord senta word
intoJacob (not Esau) andit lighted
uponIsrael. How thenewmanloves
thewordof God.

WhenthereportcomesthatJoseph
is governoroverall thelandof Egypt
Jacob'sheartunableto believeit. The
fleshlyprinciplescannotcomeintothe
secretof theLord, nor dwellin the
resurrectionpowerandgloryof what
Goddoes. Jacob'sfaints. But Israel
isenabledasthatgraciousbirthof God
tc believethegoodthinksogGod,and
hesays,"It is enough,mysonJoseph
is aliveandI will go andseehimbe-
foreI die. Thatwhichis bornof the
fleshis flesh,butthatwhichis bornof
thespiritbelievesGod.TheLord loves
Jacob. He knowsourframe. He re-
membersthatwearedust. His com-
passionsfail not,thereforethesonsof
Jacobarenotconsumed.P. D. G.

Onefailingto do hispartof
the contractor contractsdefeatsthe
objectof thecovenant.Goddid not
talk to Israel as one mantalks to
a:otherin makingthiscovenant.He
commandedthemto docertainthings,
burtheyfailingtodothesethingsGod
did not regardthem. This wasthe
covenantor the covenantof works
whichnothingperfect.Godcamenear
tothem,andit wasa greatcondescen-
siontotakethembvthehandandlead
themoutof Egyptwheretheyhadfelt
stichbitterbondage.

Butm tneneWcovenantthecaseis
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verydifferent,for in thisnewcovenant
whichGodmadewith Israel(for ob-
server Israeldid notmakea covenant
withGod,) heputhislawsintotheir
mindsandwrotethemin theirhearts.
Suerlyheputthemin theplace,that
graceprovided.This madethemlove
whatGodhaddone. For whatis put
intotheheartis dearto thepossessor.
Thenthislawdwellsin theheartand
goesalwayswith thesubjectof that
law. It iswiththemin theirdownsit-
tinganduprising,theiroutgoingand
theirincoming.Whentheyareawake
it talkstothem.Whentheyareasleep
it abideswith them. Surelythelaw
dwellingwithintheheartis thesafest
aikl lj*estplace. Godputstheselaws
intothemindsof hispeople,andGod
writesthemin theirhearts.Here is
Z newcreation,a newman,newwine
nutin a newbottle,andbotharepre-
served.

God is theirGodandtheyarehis
peoplebythisnewcovenant.Nor will
he evercastthemoff. In this new
covenantmade,ratified,fulfilled,per-
formed,completedandestablishedby
the Lord Jesusthe wellbelovedson
of God,whocamein thefleshto do
the will of God in earth,andsuffer
it- righteousanddreadfulpenaltyfor
hispeoplewhohadtransgressedevery
preceptof thefirsttestament,thelaw
is foreverestablishedand settledin
the courtof justice,andmercyand
trutharemet,andrighteousnessand
peacehavekissed,sothatthesinsand
iniquitiesof hispeoplehewill remem-
bernomoreforever.Hewillbemerci-
riful totheirunrighteousness.

Theyshallnotteacheachotherthese
gloriousthings. Theyshallnotteach
everymanhis neighbor. But God
t-Ticheseveryoneof them.Theyshall
heall taughtof Godandgreatshallbe
theirpeace.

This is theblessedestateof Israel
hi thegospelor newcovenantwhere-
in Godhathmadethefirsttestament
old. Mancouldnotdothis. Hecould

notremovethecurseor burdenof the
law,norescapefromit. ButGodtakes
awaythefirsttestamentthathemay
establishthesecondcovenant.SoGod
makespeaceand Jesusbecomesthe
authorof eternalsalvationto all them,
thatobeyhim.

Whatorwhereisthereanycondition
in this newcovenant? Thereis not
a conditionin the gospel. All the
promisesof God in ChristJesusare
3-eaandamentothegloryof God. Ye
arecompleteholdingthehead,andof
his fullnessreceivingand gracefor
grace,for thelawcameby Moses,but
graceandtruthbyJesusChrist. We
havethewitnessof thesethingsin us
whensin slaysus by the law which
is good. Thenwelovegoodholylaw
of God,thoughtit is spiritualandwe
arecorneredandsoldundersin. But
in our headwe arecompletewho is
madeof Goduntous wisdom,right-
eousness,sanctificationandredemption.

Theseryicesofthedaywereopenedby
thesingingofhymnNo.547—(Lloyd'sse-
lection,)afterwhictiElderJoshuaT. Rowe,
ofBaltimore,Md.,preachedfromthe133rd
Psalm,presentingsomeofthebenefitsand
pleasuresoftheunionoftheLord'speople.
Afterpreachinga presbyterywasformed
composedofElderJoshuaT.Rowe,ofBalti-
more,Md.,ElderChas.Meads,ofWeeksville,
N. C, DeaconC. C. Aydlett,of Elizabeth
City,N. C, andDeaconJohnT. Walker,
ofWashington,D,C. ElderMeadswasap-
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pointedasmoderatorandBrotherJohnT.
Walker,clerk.

The lettersof dismissalfromhome
churchesofthosewishingtoformthenew
churchwerecalledforand13received.

Aftertheabovelettershadbeenread
andpasseduponby thepresbyterya re-
questbytheabovebrethrenthattheaame
ofBrotherWarrenE.

ThesubjectofthisnoticewasburnApril
23,1850in Orangecounty,N.C, wasmar-
riedDecember28,1871to MissAnaliza
Terry.Wasreceivedin'oWhee'er'sPrimi-
tiveBaptistchurchin Personcounty,on
(hesecondSundayinDecember1889,being
baptizedby ElderD. R. Moore,andcon-
tinuedin thefellowshipof thesameuntil
hisdeathIn RexHospital,Raleigh,N. C,
August21,190S.

In hisyouthhewasfullof lifeandhope
forthefutureandhada goodtimein the
enjoymentofthesociallifeofhisage.Some
yearsafterhismarriagehebecamemuch
concernedabouthissoul'seternalwelfare
andhisburdenof guiltbecamesoheavy
andhisfearof judgmentsogreatthathe
didnotcaretobeleftaloneevenwhenen-

We will, in the
firstplace,call yourattentionto the'
openingwordsof this chapter,"But
nowthussaiththeLord thatcreated
Ihee,0 Jacob,andthathathformed
thee,0 Israel,fear not: for I have
redeemedthee,I havecalledtheeby
name:thouart mine." Now, that is

thewaytheLordspeaksto,andmakes
knownhis will andpurposetowards
iiis people;andyou will seethathe
givesthema name;andthatnameis
Jacob." Nowif weconsulttheninth

chapterof Paul'sEpistleto the Ro-
manswe shall Hudsomethingthere
worthyof seriousattention."As it is
written,Jacobhave1 loved,butEsau
haveI hated"(13). You seetheone
wasloved,andtheotherwashated;
and we shouldsay from l>eforeall
timein his eternalmind,"So thenit
is notof himthatwilleth,norof him
thatrunneth,butof Godthatshoweth
mercy'"(16). This is biblelanguage
thathasstoodfor agespast,andit will
standdownto theendof timewhat-
everourfellowcreaturesmaysay.W»
cannotalterit in anyway whatever.
It readsthesametonightas everit
did—"Jacob have1 loved,but Esau
haveI hated." Thus God hasbeen
pleasedto drawa lineof demarcation
betweenhispeopleandthosethatare
not his people;and you will notice
thatthismarkof distinctionhasbeen
visibleenoughto thosethataretaught
bytheHolySpiritthroughoutallages.
See.howit beganat anearlydateof
theworld'shistoryin separatingCain
from Abel, and thenAbsalomfrom
Solomon,andJudasfromPeter.And
canwe honestlysaythatthis lineof
distinctionhasseparatedus from an
ungodlyworld? If so, thenGodhas
beenverymercifulto us in callingus
by his graceuntoa repentance,that
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needednot to berepentedof. Now,
in ourtextwenoticethatGodhasput
his peopletogether,and says"This
people(meaningall his people)have
I formedfor myself;theyshallshow
forthmy praise.-' But in whatway
;-n we"to showforthGod'spraise?"
In tliewaytheHolySpiritispleasedto
directus into. And doubtlessit will
bethroughthepathwayof sorrow,for
weread,"In theworldye shallhave
tribulation;but in meye shallhave
peace."And this peaceis the very
essenceof thegospelof JesusChrist
whenmadeknownin ourheartsbythe
Holy Spirit. The apostlePaul tells
us whathis blessedgospelreallyis.
He says—"It is the powerof God
untosalvationto everyonethatbe-
lieveth";andto thechurchat Thes-
salonicaheis boldto saythatthegos-
plewhichhe throughgracepreached
didnotcomeuntothem"in wordonly,
but also in power,and in the Holy
Ghost,and in muchassurance"(i
Thes. i. 5). Thus we seethat the
gospeltheLord'sministerspreachis
differentfrom the preachingof the
day. It comesintotheheartsof his
peoplewithpower,andtheHolySpirit
accompaniesit withblessedassurance
thatit is thegospelof JesusChrist.
But arewethepeoplethatknowthis
gospel,byreceivingn withpowerinto
our hearts?andknow something- of
theleadingfeaturesof it bythegrace
of God? If so,wehaveseen,andfelt
thenecessityof havinga truegospel
repentancewroughtin oar hearts;for
Christ says—"Exceptye repent,ye
shallall likewiseperish"(Lukexiii.3).
This doctrineis keptverymuchin the
backgroundin thesedays,and how
verylittle is saidaboutthe wordof
Godbeingmadespiritandlife topoor
sinners'hearts; andyetwe readthat
"Thewordof Godisquick,andpower
ful, andsharperthananytwo-edged
sword"(Heb.iv, I2-),andthosethat
havefelt it to besoknowsomething

of beingbroughtunderthe forming
handof God,-whichis quitedifferent
tothepreachingof someof ourfellow
creatureswho say—"you shouldre-
pentanddosuchandsuchthings,and
thenGod will do his part." But the
scripturestell us that the Lord
saveshispeoplebygrace,andthatthe
secondpersonin theall gloriousTiiii-
ityascendeduponhigh,"far aboveall
pimcipalities,and power,and might
anddominion"togiverepentance,un-
to Israel,whoarethepeoplesetforth
in the text. Therefore,we seethat
poweris notin thehandsof God,who
bestowsit at specialseasons,andfor
a specialpurpose! and thatwe may
throughthe powerof divinegrace
cometo himas feelinglylostsinners.

"This peoplehaveI formedfor my-
self."Now, whenweturnto theOld
TestamentweseethatAbraham,Isaac
andJacob werecalledby the divine
grace,and manyothers,(whowere
blessedlyhelped"to showforthGod's
praise."TheHoly Ghosthasrecorded
thegraciousexperiencesof theseanc-
ientsaints,whichis a greatblessing
to the peopleof God now. Hence,
manyof his peoplewhenin thedepth
of troublehaveto go to thescriptures
for a confirmationof whattheyfeel
within,and to hud out, if theycan,
howthosein oldentimeswerebrought
underthe forminghandof God,and
how in agespasttheywereled "to
showforthGod'spraise."Thus Gcd
s;.id urjto them,—"Fear not:-for I
haveredeemedthee,I havecalledtliee
by thy name;thouart mine. When
thouhastpassedthroughthewaters
I will bewiththee;andthroughihe
rivers,theyshall not overflowthee:
whenthouwalkestthroughthe fire,
'thoushaltnotbeburned;neithershall
theflamekindleuponthee"(versef.
2). Fromtheseportionsweseethat
thewayto heavenliesthroughRoods
and flames;whichagreeswith what
Christsaidwhenhe wasuponearth,

—i.e."ThesethingshaveI spokenunto
you,thatin meyemighthavepeace.
In theworldyeshallhavetribulation:
be of goodcheer;I haveovercome
theworld" (John xvi. 33). All true
spiritualpeaceistreasuredupin Christ
Jesus; andas he hasall truegodly
repentanceat hisdisposal,sohemust
bestowuponus beforewe cancome
to God theFatherin an acceptable
manner;andthatis whattheLord's
peoplearesotriedabout,whetherthey
havereally knownwhattruegodly
repentanceis; that is

,
a repentancethat

cotnethfromheaven.For theyknow
that if theyhavenotthatrepentance
theyarenotamongstGod'srighteous
people.- Job said, "The righteous
shall hold on his way, and he that
hathcleanhandsshallwax stronger
andstronger."ButthepaththeLord's
peoplehaveto travelin whenunder
hisforminghand is sorough,crooked,
ind(larkthat,asMr. Hartjustlysays:

"Thereseemsno pathat all."
Well,theLord tellsusthat"He leads
theblindby a waythattheyknownot,
and in pathstheyhavenot known"
(Isaiahxlii. 16). And this is theway
his peoplehaveto travelin all ages.
Youseeheleadstheminto it

,

andthey
followhim. Now,theyarenotledin-
tothesepathsby a stranger,for "they
Knownotthevoiceof strangers.""My
sheephearmyvoice(saidChrist),and

1 know themand they follow me."
Thus in the givingof this "eternal
life,"thereareothergraceswhichthe
Lord is pleasedto bestow,andwhat
are they? The graceof repentance
andprayer:for theLord says,''I will
pouruponthehouseof David,andup-
on the inhabitantsof Jerusalemthe
spin'iof graceand of supplication"

( Zech.xii. 10). And this is thepeo-
ple that"shallrememberall theway
theLord hathledthem"(Deut.viii.
2). And to be led by God is to be
underhis forminghand,andwhilewe
arethere,howhe showsus our real
Statean <

-l

condition b
y nature,which

is mostunsatisfactoryto our-feelings,
andwebeginto take a deeperinterest

in readingthewordof God,andare
often in prayerbeforetheLord; with
thehopethathewill havemercyupon
us,andpardonoursin,for it is great!

But how pointedare scriptures,and
with what light and powerdo they
comeinto our mindwhenthe Holy
vSpiritshinesuponthem,and makes
roomin ourheartsfor them. And it

is a wonderfulrevelationto our soul
whenwe cometo seethatthemere
leadingof the scriptures is not suf-
ficientfor God'speopleto do; they
(the scriptures)mustbe lived in our
everydaylife if weareto go to hea-
venwhenwedie. The childof God
when under his forming hand is

broughtfacetofacewiththeholyscrip
tures,andheknowstheyarethewords
of thelivingGodbythesolemneffects
theyproducein hisheart. Sometimes
theyraiseup a

.
littlehopein hisbosom

whichgiveshim a little consolation,
and theysometimescut him up root
andbranch,andspoilhimof his little
hope. Thenagaintheybringhimto
the Lord as a poor penitentsinner
longingandpantingformercy,andthe
substanceof his prayer is found in
such expressionsas these—"Lord,
undertakefor me,""Lord, helpme,"
"Havemercyuponme,O God,"and,
'Lord, that I mayreceivemy sight."
At othertimesthe scripturesdrive
himin hisfeelingsfromtheLord, for
beingsolemnlyconvincedof sin, of
death,andof judgmenth>come,and
feelingsurethathe hasbrokenand
violatedall God'sholyandrighteous
laws,hethinks it is vainto callupon
him, for the wickedhe clearlysees
"areturnedintohellwithall thena-
tionsthat forgetGod." And he has
readthat"thehopeof thehypocrite
shall rot," and as for the Pharisee,
andallwhoexaltthemselvesin a form
of religionagainstGod,theyare to
be abased.Seeingand feelingwhat

a greatsinnerhe is
,

heagainbreak,!
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out with the Psalmistsaying, "O
Lord, rebukeruenot in thineanger,
neitherchastenmein thyhotdispleas-
ure" (Psalm vi. i). This, then,is
beingbroughtunderGod's forming
hand,andweseethatthisis theway
theLord turns thepoorsoul from
darknessunto light, and bringshim
fromSatan,andtheloveof theworld
untoGod. And in doingso,howhe
chiselsoff all theroughedgesof the
world'spleasures,andshowhimthat
he cannotserveGod and mammon,
heandtheworldarenowat variance,
andheseesnothingin it thatisof any
realvalueto his soul,andalsohe is
h<ingledoutof himself,thathemight-
no!anylongertrustin hhnselrbutin
God,whohascalledhimbyhisgrace,
Slidis forminghimfor hishonorand
glory, and in due time show forth
God'spraise. But thepoorsoulmust
hekilledbeforehecanbemadealive,
andlostbefore he is found, and
broughtin guiltybeforea just and
holyGodbeforehewill pleadfor mer-
cy and forgiveness.Tndeed,he has
to be laid low in thedustof self-a-
basement,and uponthe dunghillof
sin, beforehe can fully comprehend
whatit is to be liftedup outof the
dust,and to be tranlatedout of the
kingdomof Sataninto the glorious
kingdomof theLord Jesus Christ.
Thus,muchof thesecondchapterof
tiie first bookof Samuelhas to be
lived beforehecan Ibieset among-
princesof God'speople,andcausehim
to inheritthethroneof glory.

Now, in thisourdaytheredoesnot
appearto bemuchof thiskindof re-
ligiongoingon in theheartsof many
of our fellow creatures.We often
hearof oneandanotherbeingsaved,
kit h<iv few complainof beinglost.
Manywillwrapthemselvesupin their
own sfoodness.andgooddoings,but
how fewtherearewhocansaythat
throughgracetheyareclothedin the
righteousnessof Christ, But whena

iran'scob-webrighteousnessis taken
fiomhim,then,andnottill then,wail
heseekuntoGodto beclothedin the
garmentsof salvation,thathemaybe
"made meet to be a partakerwith
the saintsin light." To comeunder
the forminghandof God,wesee,is
somethingthatthenaturalmankraoWa
nothingof. It is,sotospeak,—ha\ing
our soulsturnedinsideout, and to
havethe world turnedupsidedown,
and to experiencein our heartthat
;hereis nothingin theworldcancause
a spiritualpeaceor joy. So then,the
Lord gathershis peopleout of the
work!,andbringsthemto seethatit
is po'lluted. ThenasJeremiahsays.—
"The Lord hathappearedof old unto
me" Yes, he appearsunto his dear
children,to the convincingthemof
si '.of death,andof judgmenttocome,
andfor the formingof themfor his
praiseandglory,andwemayaddfor
their lastingpeace,and theireternal
happiness.Thenwesee,thathesays
tothembyhisservantJeremiah—"Yea
I haveI lovedtheewithaneverlasting
love: thereforewith loving-kindness
have1 drawnthee"(Jeremiahxxxi.
3), But Jeremiahsaysfurtheron in
thesamechapterthatthispeople"shall
ctmi with weeping,andwith suppli-
cationswil' I leadthem;I will cause
themto walkby theriversof waters
m a straightway,whereintheyshall
notstumble; for I amafathertoIsrael,
ar.dEphraim is

-

my firstborn"(verse
o). And theprophetIsaiahtellsus
that "They shallcome which were
readyto perishin thelandof Assyria,
andtheoutcastsin the landof Egypt,
andshallworshiptheLord in theholv
mountat Jerusalem"(Isajiahxxvii.
13); Now this is thepeoplethatthe
Lordcallshisownpeople.And in the
prophecyof Zechariahtheyarecalled
ihe "third Dart"—andtheLord says
of them—"I will bringthethirdpart
throughthefire,andwill refinethem
as silver is refinedandwill try them
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asgoldis tried;theyshallcallon my
flame,ami1will hearthem!I will say
it if mypeople;andtheyshallsay,the
Lord is myGod" (Zechariahxiii, 9).
Thusyouseethatthewaytoheavenis
nota pleasantwayto fleshandWood;
hut it is the waythe saintshaveto
walk,and"faithapprovesit well."And
thereis no otherwayto heavenand
glory,and"thispeople,"whenin their
1igfatmindsthevwish for no other.
For, theyfeelthattheLord is their
keeper,and he thatkeepethIsrael
neitherslumhersnor sleeps;andheis
theirguidetoo, for he guidesthem
intoall truth,andleadsthemthrough
the wildernessby his own unerring
bond.And whilethusbeingkeptby
God'salmightypower,andguidedby
theskillfulnessof hishand,howsinis
madetolieheavyupontheirsouls,and
verybitterto theirtaste; sothatthey
haveto learnby an inwroughtexper-
iencethat"Fromthecrownof thehead
tothesoleof thefootthereisnosound
nessin them;"nothingby naturebut
"woundsand bruises,andputrifying
sores."And thisis just thestateand
conditionGodfindshis chosenpeople
in whenhebeginsto drawthemunder
his forminghand:to formthemfor
himself,andthattheymavhereafter
"fhow forth his praise." But these
dreadfulbruisesandsoresaretheef-
fectof sin,whichpollutesthewhole
man.sothatthereis nopartbutwhat
is nlthvandsinful,yea,everypartis
taintedby sin. But theLord speaks
mostblessedlyto suchcharacterswhen
Ihev long for the healingbalmof
Giicad,andthekind attentionof the
goodphysicianthere,andwhenthey
desireaboveall thingsto drinkof the
riversof his goodpleasure.He savs
to themat suchtimes,"Ho, everyone
thai thirstethcome,ye to thewaters,
andyethathavenomoney;comeye.
bin-andeat;yea,come,buvwineand
milkwithoutmoneyandwithoutprice"
(Isaiahlv. 1). Andthenfurtherclown
the chapterhe verygraciouslyadds,

"Seekye theLord whilehe maybe
found,call ye uponhim whilehe is
near.Let thewickedforsakehisway
andtheunrighteousmanhisthoughts.
AndlethimreturnuntotheLord,and
hewill havemercyuponhim,andto
our God,for hewill ahundantlypar-
don." It is mercysuchpoorsoulsare
seekingafter,andasthehymnsays:

"Mercyiswelcomenowindeed
To thosethatguiltystand;

Wretchesthatfeelwhathelptheyneed
Will blessthehelpinghand."

How earnestlythey pour out their
heartsin thelanguageofJhe fifty-first
I -aim,"Havemercyuponme,O God.
Accordingbothylovingkindness.Ac-
cordinguntothemultitudeof thyten-
der merciesblot out my 'tranlsgres-
Hons." And in anotherPsalmthen-
languageis."Thetroublesof myheart
areenlarged,O bringthoumeoutof
my distresses."so we seethatwhen
undertheforminghandof God,they
arc taughthowto prayandwhatto
prayfor.

Thereis muchsaidafootrtprayerby
somepeople,and it is spokenof by
themas beinga verveasythingto
pray;butGodshowshistriedchildren
thatit isasolmcn,andwonderfulthing
to pray,and for the prayersto be
heardby God and answered.None
canprayarightwho aredestituteof
thespiritof prayer,andthegraceof
supplication,andtheseblessedgifts
mustbefoundin theirhearts,or they
will findthattheirpravers,thoughever
sosoundinwords,willnotprevailwith
God. Well, theLord savs,bvbisser-
vanttheApostlePaul,that,"theHolv
Spirit makethintercessionsfor the

saints,accordingto thewill of God."
But the childof God sayswhenso
exercisedabout prayer,that "He
knowsnothowto pray,nor whatto
prayfor asheought." But theLord
says—"the Spirit helpethour infirm-
ilies,with groaningwhichcannotbe
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uttered."And here theseexercised
children of God get a little
comfort to their troubled minds
whentheycanbelievethatgroans,and
sighs,and earnestdesiresfrom their
heartsprevailwith God. Previousto
thistheyhadbeencuttingthemselves
off as cumberersof theground,and
concludedthat,as therewasso much
sin in theirhearts,andsinwasmixed
withall theydid,thattheywerestill
"living afterthe flesh,"andwalking
contraryto the Lord who haddone
alreadysomuchforthem.Butin real-
ity, theywerethroughthespiriten-
deavouringto "crucifythefleshwith
its affectionând lusts." And most
anxiouslydesiringto live, act, and
movein thefearof God,andto "put
off theold manwithhis deeds;"that
theymightbefoundamongthatelect
peoplewhoaretreasuredup in Christ
Jesusso securelythatno "condemna-
tion" can take placeagainstthem.

Theydonotwishtoliecarrnal-mindecl,
butspiritually-minded,sothattheLord
"hasthoughtsof peacetowardsthem
andnotof evil."

O howtheLord thespiritdoesex-
ercisehisdearchildrenwhenhebrings
themunderhis forminghand! They
havebutverylittlepeaceandrestfrom
theirtroubles,andthis up anddown
life goeson in theirheartsuntil the
timearriveswhentheLord is pleased
to sayto theirdistressedsouls,"Come
now,andletus reasontogether,saitli
theLord: thoughyoursinsbeasscar-
let,theyshallbewhiteassnow; though
theyberedlikecrimson,theyshallbe
aswool" (Isaiahi. 18). All theseex-
pressions,whenappliedby the ffblv
Spirit,arereceivedwithlightandwith
powerintotheheart,andthereceiver
of Ihcmis madewilling to cometo
Christthathemavbesavedfromall
his sins. Thus he inwardlysaysbe-
foretheLord, "Lord, I amwillingto
comeunto thee,but wilt thou,and
can'stthouhavemercyupononeso
vjle?" Then the Lord very tenderly

saystohimagain,"Comeuntome,all
}e thatlaborandareheavyladen,and
I will giveyourest. Takemy yoke
uponyou,andlearnof me; for I am
meekandlowlyin heart; andyeshall
findrestuntoyoursouls. For myyoke
iseasy,andmyburdenislight"(Matt,
xi. 28-30). Suchblessedportionsof
thewordof God,whenappliedwith
power,haveanabidingaffectuponthe
heart,anddrawup thethoughtsand
desiresto God,andwhilstso engaged
in lookingupwards,faithis imparted,
andbytheeyeof faiththepoorsinner
seeshimwhobeforehadbeeninvisible,
evenJesus; whomhenowbeholdsas
his blessedadvocate,his Daysman,
meditator,andintercessor.He stands
amazedas he recognizesChristJesus
theLordashislaw-fulfiller,hisburden-
bearer,hiscouncillor,whohaspleaded
his causebeforetheFather,andpa'd
theheavydebtwhichhissinshadcre-
ated. And howtheblessedspiritof
truthcondescendsto applytheblood
of atonementtohissoul,whichcleanses
himfromall sin,andshowshimthat
Christhasbecomehis blessedsurety,
and is formedin his heartthehope
of glory,andthechiefestamongtin
thousand.He (the poor sinner) is
nowreleasedfromtheyokeof bond-
age,anddeliveredfromthecurseof
thelaw,andsetapartfromtheworld
asa monumentof God'smercyanda
miracleof his grace. Now heunder-
stands themeaningof Mr. Hart's
hymn:

"Comeyesinnerspoorandwretched.
Weakandwounded,sickandsore;

Jesusin hislovewill saveyou,
Full of pityjoinedwithpower.

He is able,
He iswilling;doubtnomore.

This he feelsin his own experience,
andhecanspeakof it assuch,for it
'» still freshin his heart. He seesa
greatbeautyin manyof thehymns,
?ndthemoreherea,dsthem,somuch
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themoretheybecomefootltohissoul.
Thus, theLord, you see,haswaited
to beverygraciousuntothischildof
grace,whomhehathbeenformingfor
Inshonorandglory,andnowthesoul
beingliftedoutof thedust,anddrawn
nearuntoGodbythecordsof hislove,
beis anxioustoshowforthhispraise.
How verydifferent,too,arethesoul's
expiessionsnow, to what theyonce
were. We hearhimsaying',"I waited
patientlyfor theLord; andheinclined
unto me, and heardmy cry," and
wherewashe?In thehorriblepit,and
in themiry clay. He wasformerly
groaningout his feelingsbeforethe
Lord,l>eingsoafraidhewouldnever
obtainmercvfromhisgracioushands.
Tuitbe says,"The Lord hassetmy
feetupona rock,andestablishedmy
goings,andbathputa newsonginto
mymouth,evenpraiseuntoourGod."
"AndcanI doless,"saysthepoorsin-
ner,"thanpraisehim for all he has
donefor me? Why; it seemsto me
now,thatif I weretold to holdmy
peace,theverystoneswouldcry out
againstme!" Buthowcanhebequiet,
seeingthat the Lord hasdonesuch
greatthingsfor him whereofhe is
glad? He feelsthathemustshowforth
God'spraise;andpublishit uponthe
housetops,thattheLord hath"called
himwitha holycalling;notaccording
to his works, butaccordingto his
(God's)ownpurposeandgrace,given
him in ChristJesusbeforetheworld
began."But in manywaysdo the
Lord'speopleshowforthGod'spraise.
For the-graceof Godthatis is them
has powerover themfrom'timeto
timetoguidetheminthewaythatthey
shouldgo; andto keepthemhonest
anduprightbeforeGodandtheworld.
Thetearof Godin theheartisagreat
blessingbestowedupontheLord'speo-
ple: whenit is in exercisetheycannot
g<>far wrong, and,likethat good
prophetXehemiah,theyareenabledto
say—"And sodidnotI becauseof the
fearof theLord.

Thus,in our dailylife we arekept
bygracefromdoingasothersdo,and
being kept we "show forth God's
praise"beforetheeyesof our fellow
creatures;andshouldwebeobserved
bythepeopleofGod,doubtlesstheywill
seethat"wehavebeenwithJesusand
beentaughtbyhim."Andhavingfound
outthatJesusis theonlywayto God,
wedesireto followhis footsteps,and
in doingso our prayeris—"That I
mayknowhim,andthepowerof his
resurrection,andthefellowshipof his
sufferings,beingmadeconformableun-
to hisdeath;"and.thisis also'"show-
ingforthGod'spraise.'"

JacobwaiteduronGod,andsodid
hisfatherIsaac,andall thesaints,but
whatdidtheywaituponGodfor?The
thingis veryplainindeed!Theywait-
ed uponhim for him to begracious,
andmercifuluntothem;andthatafter-
wardstheymightshowforth "God's
praise."How oftendoweshowforth
God'spraisebytheuseof ourhymns,
whentheyare broughtby the Holy
Spirit into our hearts. Take for in-
stancethisonewhenyoucanseeyour
way,andreadyourtitleclearto man-
sionsin theskies:

"HereI raisemyEbenezer;
HitherbythyhelpI'm come;

AndI hopebythygoodpleasure,
Safelytoarriveathome."

No betteremploymentcaneverbeob-
tainedin thislifethan"To showforth
thepraisesof himwhohathcalledus
out of darknessinto his marvellous
light." I remember,verywellindeed,
whentheLordbroughtmeintogospel
liberty,and it waswhenlisteningto
a verypowerfuldiscoursewhichwas
preachedby one of his servants;it
camewith suchwarmth,feeling,and
powerinto my heart that I felt I
mustshoutaloudduringtheservice,
burtheLord keptmefromdoingso;
andassoonastheservicewasover,I
leftthechapelandranoutof thetown,
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thatI mightgiveventtomyfeelingsin
secretbeforeGod. I hadno desireto
go to thecornerof thestreetas the
hypocritesdo,torI knewthatthehope
oi (hehypocriteshallperish. But I
feltmostanxiousto obeythegracious
commandof the Lord, who says—
"Come,mypeople,enterthouintothy
chambers,and shutthy doorsabout
thee;hidethyselfasit werefora little
moment,untiltheindignationbeover-
past" (Isaiahxxvi. 20). And when
we can get into suchplacesin our
soul'sfeelings,it is like "dwellingin
thesecretplacesof themosthigh; and
abding under"theshadowof the al-
mighty."Thesearewonderfulplaces
to hebroughtto, andhereit is that
we cansay fromour hearts,"I love
th: Lord, becausehe hathheardmy
cry."Nowwhydowecry? Youmight
.meeta hundredpeoplein yourstreets
andyou wouldscarcelyfindoneout
ot thatnumberwhoknewanythingof
thiscrying,or whohadknownanyof
thesedistressedfeelingswehavehinted
at; hut we cry becausewe havefelt
troubleand sorrow. Theseare the
thingsthenthatteachus theneedof
vial prayer;andto call uponGodin
a similarwayto whatthePsamistdid
whenhesaid,"O Lord,I beseechthee,
delivermy soul?" Theie is no other
way. if we are to prevailin prayer
withGod. And is notthisthewayall
poorsinnershaveto>go, if theyareto
heheardandanswered?But by these
painfulexercisestheLord humblesus
in thedust,andreducesus so low in
our feelingthatwearewillingto be
savedby freeand sovereigngrace.
Hence,"theLord makesuswillingin
thedayof hispower."Thus,wehave
blessedGodthatevenheconvincedus
of sin,andhasdroppedintoourhearts
3 singlecrumbof hispardoninglove
andmercy. Here it is thenthatwe
showforthGod'spraiseaswereadin
our text,"They shallshowforthmy
praise."

I wellrememberoncewhenthegood

Lord deliveredmysoulfromthehand
of theenemy,andblessedmewith a
felt senseof his pardoningloveand
mercy,andthepreciousbloodof atone-
mentwasappliedto myheart,thatI
said to my soul—"Returnunto thy
rest,O my soul; for the Lord hath
dealtbountifullywith thee"(Psalms
cxvi. 7.). And do we not at these
timesgivegrateful"thanksuntothe
Lord for he is good,andbecausehis
mercyendurethfor ever." Yes, "the
redeemedsay so, whomhe hathre-
deemedfromthehandof theenemy."
And weexultin thesegratefulpraises
'beforetheLord in proportionto that
deliveringpowerwehavereceivedby
faith intoour hearts. I rememberf
said"Lord thouhastdeliveredmysoul
fromdeath,mineeyesfromtears,and
myfeetfromfalling."And likeJacob
of old,I raisedupan"Ebenezertohis
praise."Now, we find thatGod has
everbeenwithhispeoplein all places,
in darkplaces,aswellasin thelight;

Andbless-
edbehisdearnamehispeopleshallnot
longtogetherleavehim. Thus there
aretimeswhenwe returnagainunto
him.andfindhimto bea shelterto

our soulsin a storm,andtheshadow
of a greatrockin a wearyland,and
wecomeunderthisshadowwithgreat
delight..Andhereagainweshowforth
hispraise.Butwearenotlongin one
position,andwefindthatour frames
andfeelingsalter. As ourhymnsays:
"OnehouruponthetruthI feed;

ThenextI knownotwhatI read."
At onetimeweappearto beon "the
mountof transfiguration,'andsaving—
"It is goodfor us to behere,"then
whenwecomedown,andreturntoour
ownplace,webeginto murnur,fret,
and repine,and oftenwrite bitter
thingsagainstourselvesbecausewe
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canotdo thethingsthatwe woulI."
IShIwhata greatblessingit is for any
of us herepresenttonightto hebuilt
uponthe"Rockof eternalages.'"For
God says—"Upon this rock will I

buildmychurch;andthegatesof lull
shallnotprevailagainstit.-- To have
ourhopesfor eternitybuiltupon,and
centeredin thisgreatrock,weshallhe
safethroughtimeandto all eternity.
And theLord will, by his spirit,give
us lo seefromtimeto timethatwe
are.-tillkeptunder"hisforminghand,"
audbeingthereweshallbehelr-ec",to
'showforth God'spraise." A con-
sciousnessof thesethingswill hJ;>us
LOlive godly in our daily life,'a id
knowingthat in mattersof salvation
wecando nothingfor ourselves,we
shallfeeldesiriousto live in thefear
of 'he Lord,andfor himto directus
arightin all things. O whata blessed
graceisthefearof theLord!andhow
valuableit is to all theLord'speople
whenin exerciseof theirhearts!The
apostlesays—'It teachesus that,de-
nyingungodlinessand worldlylusts,
weshouldlivesoberly,righteously,and
gQdly,in thispresentworld. Looking
for thatblessedhope,andtheglorious
appearingof thegreatCodandourSa-
viourJesusChrist;whogavehimself
fQtus.thathemightredeemus from
all iniquity,and purify untohimself
a peculiarpeople,zealousof good
works"(Titus ii. 12-14). Now,look
at theword"soberly"in thequotation

i havegiven;there is a greatand a

briadmeaningbelonging.to it if wedid
b|tjunderstandit rightlyandspiritual-
ly. Somepeoplehavean ideathat it

onlymeansweshouldnottakeintoxi-
catingdrinkstoexcess,baitbetemper-
ate,careful,andmoderatein theuse
ofMichthings,lestwebereproved,and
cenMiredfor beingoff our guardin
thesightof our fellowcreatures.But

it has a widermeaningthanthat. It

in theworld, in a word, it becomes
Usto l;esoberin all thingsandto live
honestlyandsoberlybeforeGodevery
day,for weknownotwhat a daynor
an hourmaybring forth. We have
amplecauseto asktheLord dailytc
makeus by his spirit,sober-minded,
andspiritually-minded,andtograntus

a goodmeasureof holyandfilial fear
of Codwhich is of greatpricetothem
thatreceiveit; lestwefall intotemp-
tation. And that we may be upon

' in watchtower,watchingcontinually
the never-abatingmovementsof our
greatadversarythe devil; for "he

goethaboutas a roaringlion,seeking
whomhemaydevour."Butblessedbe
God, Satanwill neverdestroy"this
peoplethatGodhasformedfor him-
self;" and who he says"shall show
forthhispraise."He hasmademany
attemptsto do so, as we clearlysee
fromtheholyscriptures,andespecially
so fromHebrews ii. chapter. The
writer saysthere (verse37),"They

If theLord
hasblesseduswithameasureof Godly
Jtsar,1amsuretherewill betimesand
reasonswhenweshallbelookingunto
him,for himto directoureverystep
throughthisvainworld,andtherewill
hea callinguponhimfor helpin our
mail) timesof need. The Psalmist,
weread,didthesame,andhetellsus
dvd*Godwaspleasedtospreada table
beforehiminthewildernessinthepres-
enceof hisenemies;andanointedhis
headwithoil; sothathiscupranover
with the Lord's goodness.And for
allThisrichdisplayof theLord'sgood-
nessandmercyto him,hewashelped
toshowforthhispraise.So if weare
in anymeasureledandtaughtbythe
Holy Spirit,as wasthePsalmist,we
are still underthe forminghandof
God.anddesiringto glorifyhis holy
name.MaytheLordaddhisblessing.

Agreeablvto whatmyparentsedu-
catedmein I waszealousfor thees-
tahlishedchurch,andthoughtall fa-
naticswhodissentedfromit. I hadas
muchprejudiceagainstdissentersand
asgreat an inclinationto prosecute
asPaulhad.

Therelayawaythroughmyfathers
yardfor Mrs.Marlinga godlywoman
to go to the meetingwhichshedid
everyLord'sday. I earlythoughtit
mydutytosethisgreatdogto molest
herandusedsometimesto encourage
to encouragehimfor half a mile,to-
getherwith themosthitterinvective,
suchassaying,"My dogwouldsmell
thebloodof a fanatic,"andetc.

The cur, though bad enoughto
('tliers,yet, suchwas the preventing
providenceof God,neveroncefastened
uponthis graciousperson; notwith-
standing,for sometimeI constantly
madeit my businessto sethimupon
her.

WhenI wasabout18yearsof age

i*
:

pleasedthe Lord tO'lay on me a

languishfit of sickness,whichraised

in mesomepromisesof a newlife,and
when I recovered,atthepersuasionof

a neighborwhohadbeenveryuseful
to mein my illness,I wentwithher
to hearthatgreatmanof God.Mr.
Holcroft. He preachedpowerfullyof
hell and judgment,whichmademe
tremble,andsecretlywish I hadnever
comethere. Everytimehenamedthe
nameof Christ it wasterribleas the
thunder andlightningupon Mount
Sinai. I wishedmyselfcoveredwith
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themountains,andlookeduponChrist
asmyterriblejudgeandenemy.This
troubleI ventedin floodsof tearsand
mam wishesthat I had neverbeen
burn,andthatI hadnevercomethere;
for now,thoughtI, "the}-will think
meoneof themselves;"whichI atthat
time was fully resolvedagainst. I
seemednowto hatethesepeoplemore
thanever. Satanalsosuggested,what
wouldmyrelationssayandtheymust
neverknowthatI hadbeenata meet-
ing,andthelike. Thus,ingreathurry
and confusion,I sat till servicewas
ended.After sermon,stayingfor my
neighbour,theministercameto me.
andaskedmewhereI lived,who I
was,andwhetherI knewanythingof
Ihe Lord JesusChrist,etc.,but such
was my ignorance,and such hur-
ry and confusionof mymind,that
darkwasmy answer.

Well,homeI came,andnotoneword
did i speakto my neighbor,butwas
veryangryin mymindthatsheshould
everaskmeto comeamongstthedis-
senters.

Thenextopportunitythatpresented,
1hadaninclnationto goto themeet-
ing again, which I did, but very
privately.My motherbeganto mis-
crust meand repeatedher charge,
warningmenottogoamongsuchsort
of creaturesasthefanatics:"for T be-
lieve,"saidshe.theybewhichpeoplein-
totheirpersuasions.However.I went
on a weekday,andthesameminister
preachedfromthosewordsCan.rx:i6.
"My belovedis mineandI amhis;
hefeedethamongthelillies. Theword
wasaccompaniedwithpower.Hewas
a goodSamaritantomethatday. The
spiritof theLord shonearoundabout
me. Oh, thenI sawtheLord Jesus
becomemyhusband!He wasto me
a hidingplacefrom the stormand
tempest,to whichTsawmvguiltyand
pollutednaturehadexposedme. Oh,
hpnnydayindeed.I foundhim,who
a littlebeforeappearedas a terrible
judge,to becomemy belovedand I

knewthatI washis. Ohjoy inexpress-
ible! He wasas a bundleof myrrh
to mysoul. I hadnotonlyherea lit-
tleandtherea little,fromthewordof
God,but I hadeverywheremuch. I
hadeverything?wantedtomydecayed
spirit. I wellknewI shouldmeetwith
hardthingsfrommy relations,but I
couldnowpray,"Fatherforgivethem
fortheyknownotwhattheydo,"Luke

As soonas my fatherandmother
knew that,1 went to the meetings
Satanputthemin a greatrag"e.My
fatherwasthenhighconstable,andhad
anorderfromthejusticesto returnall
thenamesof thosewhofrequentedthe
meetings.Thismadeit ahardthingfor
hisowndaughtertobea fanatic,which
waswhathecouldnotbear. Andthis
alsoincreasedmy difficultyin getting
outontheLord'sday,whichnotwith-
standingI sometimesdid, and have
walkedeight,ten,yea,twelvemiles
toa meeting.If myfatheratanytime
understoodwhereI wasgone,hespent
thedayinnothingbutoathsandcurses
andresolvedtomurderme.My mother
thoughan enemyto fanatics,would
frequentlysenda servantto meetmc
before.I couldreachhome,to tellmc
notto'appearuntilmyfatherwasgone
to bed;andT oftenhid myselfin a
woodstockwhereI haveseenhimpass
by,witha knifein hishand,declaring
hewouldkill mebeforeheslept. Tn
thisbondageI livedfor oneyear,but
theLordcarriedonwhathehaddone
for my soul:whichI did on Lord's
dav.asthemannerthenwas.

I hadsomefearlestindeedmypa-
rentsshouldhearof it

.

whichthey
didwithin a fortnightafter,bymeans
of a basketwoman,whocameto our
house,andaskedmvmother if shehad
not a daughter.Sheanswered.Yes.
Oh. said the woman,"I heardher
preachsuch a sermonat Mildredas
raisedtheadmirationof all whoheard
her. CMildredwaswhereshegavein
herexperienceandthatwaswhatthe
womanmeant b

y

preaching).Thismy
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motherobligedhertoattestbeforemy
fatherandme,whono soonerheard
of it, but he immediatelyturnedme
outof doors,notsufferingmetocarry
anythingwith me,excepttheclothes
on myhack.

I went to a goodly gentleman's
house,aboutfour milesdistantfrom
my father'shouse,whohadoftentold
me1 shouldbewelcometo hishouse,
wheremyemploymentshouldbeto be
governessto his children. But there
theLordwaspleasedto trymegreatly
at my settingout. My mistress,
thougha goodwoman,soonbecame
uneasythinkingher husbandshowed
metoomuchfavor. Shewassuffered
to carry it very cruellytowardsme,
orderingmylodgingwiththemeanest
of servants,andmy diet likewiseas
coarseas theirs. Tt beinga timeof
scarcityof provisions,we under-ser-
vanstlivedchieflyuponbarleybread.
T was obligedto borrow necessary
changeof linentill myownwaswash-
ed,nor did T knowfor months,what
it wastohaveapennyin mypocket.

This changeof livingtogetherwith
my grief at beingbanishedfrom fa-
ther'shouse,broughtmeso lowr that
a sorefit of sicknessensued.My life
not beinglong expected,the gentle-
mansenta messageto acquaintmy
motherthatI hada greatdesireto see
her.butas soonas themessengerin-
formedmvfather,herepliedif hedid
not immediatelygetoutof his house
hewouldshoothimdead! However,
abouta fortnightafter,my mother
sentmea box of wearing apparel,
whichI receivedwith thesewordson
mythoughts."Lor yourheavenlyfa-
ther knoweththat ye haveneedof
thesethings."I livedin thisplacewith
muchdifficultythreeyears; but in all
thattimeneverknewwhatit wasto
haveonebarrenSabbath.T thought
mvmerciesequalto thoseof thechild-
ren of Israel. I gatheredmy manna
on the Sabbath,andit alwayslasted
sweetandgood,it nevercloyed,and

I was alwayshungryinsomuchthat
I thoughtif seeingand hearingthe
saintssometimesherewasSO'pleasant,
whatmustit beto dwellforeverwith
"themabove. I wasplacedindeeda-
niongthose,whereI hadfrequentOp-
portunitiesof being convincedthat
goodmenaresubjectto likepassions
a iih. others. This grievedme, but
Goddid megoodby suchdisappoint-
ments;for herebyhebroughtmemore
of! fromthecreaturetothecreator.

The year following providence
placedmietwentymilesanotherway,
whereT obtaineda Joseph'scharacter,
andaJoseph'spromotion,beinggreatly
valuedby manynoblefamilies,and
especiallytheLadyMarham,whotold
meshelovedmeyearsbeforeshewas
personallyacquaintedwith me. She
gavemeof her liberality,andmain-
tainedchristiancommunionwith me.

I myselfhave
seenourcomjpaniesoftenalarmedwith
drumsand soldiers;everyone was
finedfivepounds a monthfor being
in theircompany.HereGodleft me
to stagger;"Then suggested,"If you
giveyourbodyto beburnedandhave
notcharity it is nothing,"i Cor. 13:3.
But thegreaterthe temptation,the
greaterwasthedeliverance,bv means
of theseword,"Thesearethevwhich
havecomeoutof greattribulationand
havewashedtheirrobesandmadethem
whitein thebloodof thelamb"(Rev.
1:14).Also, "And whiterobeswere
giver to everyoneof them,"Blessed
be God, Satanby his assaultsonly
bruisedmy heel;my headremained
whole.
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WhileI wasin thisfamily,thecom-
missionerscameandsearchedfor min-
isters.

I was
h, 1ledto sayOh,deathwhereis thy
s g?. The Lord wasa coverfrom
thatstormandtempestanda strong
rockin thatdavof trouble.

Mr. Billies,withwhomI hadlived
hada callto Holland;andastheper-
secutionwas very threateningin
Lnglandhethoughtit hisdutyto ac-
ceptthecall. He gavemean invita-
tionto go withhimassuringmethat-
all thingsshouldbein common.As I
wellknewmycircumstanceswerevery
precarious,not havinganywhereto>
hidemyhead,whenthisworthyfami-
ly was'gonefromEngland,thisdrew
me into prayer. I soughtthe Lord
timeaftertimeonthisaccountandit
seemedhe was providingfor me in
anotherland. Gracetaughtme my
dntvto myparentsthoughtheywere
enemiesto thecrossof Christ.

AcordinglyI acquaintedthemwith
theimitationandthatI shouldcom-
plywithit unlesstheircommandswere
to thecontrary.I addedin myletter,
1shouldbeall obedienttothemsaving
in mattersrelatingto my God and
fhohgliI hadnotbeenpermittedtosee
themfor sevenyearspastyetI could
assurethemmy affectionfor them
werethesameasever.

whichT did. Greatwasthesorrow
of partingwithmytravellingfriends,
butmydntvtomvparentssurmounted
all.

T no Soonerenteredmy father's
housewhenmy motherin receiving
me faintedaway. My fatheralso
thougha manof greatspiritoffered
tr falLoWhiskneesto askmypardon
for his formercruelty. Oh amazing
workof sovereigngrace. Whenour
wayspleasethe Lord he makesour
enemiesto beat peacewith us. My
fatherimmediatelytold me T should
havemyliberty,in mattersrelatingto
my God. T thenhumblyofferedmy
obedienceto thembothon rriyknees.
At suppertherewasnot a mouthful
eatenbutwithtears. I wellknewthat
myGodhadappearedtomvfatheron
mybehalfashedid to Labanof old,
andwashelpedtoapplyJacob'sprom-
ise to myself(Isaiah32:12) "Thou
hastsaidI will surelydo theegood."
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ThenextSabbathmy fathercamein-
to my chamberby breakof dayand
toidmeI shouldhavea horseanda
manto wait on me to the meeting,
whichwasat a placecalledTaft (or
Toft nearCambridge).Mr. Oddyas-
sistantor fellowpastorwithMr. Hol-
cioft,preachedfromthewords,"Thy
peopleshallbewilling in thedayof
thypower,(Psalms110:3). ThenI
couldseeelectinglovetheprimlecause
of all of God'sdealingswithme.

There now appeareda great re-
formationin the wholefamily. My
fatherfearedtosinfor fearof grieving
his daughterand in a littletimeleft
off drinking, which was thefore-
runnerof all his otherevils. Now I
thtughtI couldgive my bodyto be
burnedfor the soulsof my dearre-
lations.TheLord grantedmemyre-
queston theirbehalf. In a fewyears
I hadnotonlythepleasureof seeing
theconversionof threebrothers,but
of seeingthemalsoeminentlyuseful
iu thechurch. I foundmy God re-
servedhis greatestmercies-far my
greatesttrial; for at thedeathof my
dearsister,I hadnotonlythecomfort
ot seeingherconversionbutthesatis-
factionof seeingmy dearfatherand
motheralsoconvertedto thefaithof
Jesus,thoughat the eleventhhour.
Yea,suchwasthepowerandgoodness
of Godthatheleft notsomuchas a
hoofbehindin thewholefamilv.

SurelynowI maysaythatnothing
butgoodnessandmiercyhavefollowed
mr all thedaysof mylife. Whenwe
had freelibertyfrom .poperyand
slaveryourgreatdelivererKing Wil-
liamtheThird, manywerethefavors
whichI enjoyed. God gavemethe
bestand tenderestof husbands,a
prophetof the Lord indeed. Mav
goodinstructionabidewithmychild-
rento thisday. In shorttheLord has
sanctifiedeverytrial to me,and,fol-
lowedmewithpleasuresandcomfort
in myoldage.

Forty-oneyearsagotheLandmark

was first published.Men sometimes
countby forties.

Peter
declaresthat the churchis electby
GcdtheFatheraccordingto his fore-
knowledge.Paulneednotbespecially
referredto, for doctrineandpredesti-
nationis calledthe Paulinedoctrine
by its enemies.But all theseapostles
wrotein theirlaborsof othermatters
in thedoctrine.Theyexhorted,they
rebuked,theyreprovedwith all long
suberinganddoctrine.

wicksCreekin conferenceSaturdaybefore
thefourthSundayin June,1908,weat-
temptto writea shortsketchof thelife
ofourbelovedbrotherandhighlyesteemed
PastorElderHenryPeel,whowasbora
in Martincounty,N. C, January11,1829.
His fatherandmotherwereHenryand
PrudencePeel. His fatherdiedwhenhe
wasonly9yearsold,andhismotherdied
someyearsbeforehisfaher.BrotherPeel,
havingbeenlefta poororphanboy,hadto
livewithhisuncle,ThomasPeeluntilhe
wasabout22yearsold,theLordsawfitto
arresthimfromhiswildcareer.Afterhav-
ingundergoneconsiderabletroubleonac-
countof hissins,hewassomewhatcom-
fortedin a dreamor visionof thenight.

fellowshipwiththeapostlewherehesays,
"Forweknowin part,andweprophesyin
part.Butwhenthatwhichis perfectis
come,thenthatwhichis in partshallbe
doneaway."

BrotherPeelunitedwiththechurchat
SmithwicksCreek,Saturdaybeforethe
fourthSundayin October,1«852,andwas
baptizedthefollowingdaybyBrethrenNoah
PeelandWilliamTice.

CALLTOTHEMINISTRY.
BrotherPeelsawinadreamalargefield

ofwheat,whichhadmanybriersandbushes
amongthewheat.A deepfeltsorrowcame
inhisheartforthosewhohadtoreapthe
wheat.Thisto hismindrepresentedthe
wheatthatJesussayshewillga'herin to
hisgarner;buthewillburnupthechaff
withunquenchablefire. Thereaperswere
theministersof thegospelandhismind

wasthendeeplyimpressedwiththedutyof
preachingthegospel,whichgavehimmore
troublethanhewasable'toexpress.He
meditatedonthisgreatandall important
matter,andafterhavingthoughtmuch
aboutit hewasforcedtotheconclusionthat
itwassomethingthathecouldnotdo.This
hesaidwastheconcludingthought.But
i:nthishewasagainbroughtin sweetfel-
lowshipwithJesus,"Thoughhewereason,
yet learnedhe obedienceby thethings
whichhesuffered."

Sohesufferedonaccountof thisduty
untilhewasmadewillingto preachthe
gospelof Jesus,whichhedidtothegiory
ofGodandtothecomfortofhispeople.

In June1860the churchseeingthat
BrotherPeelhadagiftliberatedhimtoex-
ercisehisgiftwithintheboundsof the
church,bySeptemberofthesameyearhis
preachinghadprovensosatisfactorythat
thechurchgavehimwrittenlicensetoex-
ercisehisministerialgiftwherehemight
feelimpressedtotravel.

ElderPeelwasorderedtoadministerall
theordinancesof thechurchof Christin
March1864,byEldersC. B. Hasselland
WilliamB.Perry.AfterthedeathofElder
WilliamWhitakerin 1874,hewaschossn
jointlywithElderLeviRodgersonto the
pastoralcareof thechurchatSmithwick's
Creek.Heremainedpastoruntilhisdeath
whichoccurredMay23,1908.

Heservedthechurchveryfaithfullylay-
ingaworthyexampleforagospelminister.
Hewasalwaysontimeneverwaitingfor
thecongregation,sayingthattheappointed
timehadcometo begintheworship.He
oftenexhortedthebrethrento do their
duty.Hetraveledandpreachedin twenty
countiesin thisstatewithpoweranddem-
onstrationofthespirittothesatisfactionof
thebrethrenwhereverhewent.Healso
traveledandpreachedinthestateofTe:nn.

In June1886thechurchat Jamesville
calledhimto takechargeof thatchurch
whichheservedfaithfullyunMIinJuly1898.
Hesawhishealthwouldnotbearhimout
andheresigned.

Hisdiaryshowshebaptized113persons
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married165couples,andpreached350fun-
eralstraveling3,240milesforthelastone
purposealone,nevercharginganythingfor
anyof hisministeriallabors,holdingthat
theserviceofChristtobeaboveprice.Like
Paulhe laboredwithhis ownhandsto
supporthimselfandthosedependingon
him.

ElderPeelwasmarried3 times.About
theyear1852hewasunitedin marriageto
MaryAdaAnnPerry,a memberof the
church.Theylivedhappilytogetheruntil
herdeathJune1854.Afer thedeathof
hiswifehedecidedthathewouldnever
marryagain,andsoldhishomeandwent
to school,butwouldnevertakeanypart
in debateandspeechmaking,sayingthat
heneverintendedtomakea publicspeech.
OnDecemberthe16th1856,hewasunited
in mariageto ArmizaLilley. Untothis
unionwereborntenchildren,butonlyone
surviveshim.Afterthedeathofhissecond
wifein 1877hewasunitedin marriageto
ElizabethF. Godard,unto'whomoneson
wasborn.Thiswifeandsonstillsurvive
him.

Sometimein January1908,hewastaken
wfthla-grippe.Owingtohisadvancedage
hewa«neverabletoleavehomeanymore.
Althoughtooweakto situpall thetime,
hewouldbegladtohavethebrethrenand
friendsvisithim.andwouldtalkandex-
poundthescripturestothem.Oneof the
lasttextswhichhespokewhileonthebed
ofafflictionsmaybefoundinZecariahfirst
chapterandfirstverse,"Andhe shewed
meJoshuathehighprieststandingbefore
tneangelof theLord,andSatanstanding
athisrighthandtoresisthim."Hewas
verymuchcomfortedknowingthatnoone
wasabletoremovethisfilthygarmentex-
cepta higherpowerthanman.

Toshowhislovetorthechurchandhis
friendsweherecopyalet'erwrittenbyhis
ownhand,towit:

Brethren,sistersandfriends—I thismorn-
ingh-vetakenmypencilinhandtotryto
markdownafewwordstotryexpressthe
joyandcomfortthatI havehadwithyou
in yourcomingto seemewhiledownin

myaffliction,andalsothecomfortablecon-
versationthatwehavehadtogetherhas
beena sourceofjoyandcomfort,tome.

Andalsotosethegreatcareandrespect
thatyouhavehadtomain supp'yingme
thewholetimewiththeverybes1provisions
tnatcouldbehad,anda plentylet'onthe
tableforseveralmoretimes.I donotthink
thatthereeverhavebee.ianychildrenthat
couldhavehadanymorecareor respect
for theirown.father,thanyoubrethren,
sisters,andfriendshavehadfor me. I
cannotexpressthe joy,comfortandconso-
lationthatit givesmeto thinkof these
things. Farewellbrethren,sisters,and
friendsmaytheLoadbewithyouandbless
youismydesireforJesus'sake.

Why. therearemanybigotedchurch-
peoplewhoneverentereda dissenting
placewherethe crossof Christhas
lx;enpreachedin itsreality.Theymust
havetheirreligionin a steepleat Some
wonderfulcathedral,or wheretherich
andgreatassemble,andlive anddie
mockersof Christcrucified."To them
thatperishfoolishness."Look at it.

Now, poordearchild of God, let
consciencespeak;is it sowithyou?It
wassowithmeonce. I usedto think
whata melancholyset God'speople
were. I wanteda littlemorevanity
andenjoymentin theflesh; andseeing
themmopingandsighing,alwaysread
ino the bible,and talkingaboutthe
thingsof God, I thoughttheywere
fools: I did, to my shame.And no
thanksto usthatit is notsonow.The
Lordmusthaveopenedoureyestosee,
in somemeasure,or therewe should
benow. Yon mightheara foreigner
speak,andwhatwouldhis conversa-

tion beto you? Just so with us; in
our first-bornstate,the childrenof
Godare"barbarians"to us;andwhat
wedonotunderstandis merefoolish-
ness."Thereissomuchin thewords,
"For thepreachingof thecrossis to
themthatperish,foolishness;"Christ
crucifiedis "to theJews a stumbiing
block,anduntotheGreeksfoolishness;
butuntothemwhicharecalled,both
JewsandGreeks,Christthepowerof
God,and the wisdomof God;" for
takeawayChristcrucified,andhowis
any sinnerto be saved?My friends
sin hasmadethebreachbetweenus
and God, thrownthe world into all
mannerof confusion,andleftus in a
mostwretchedcondition;and if the
Lord Jesus Christ had not beenset
upfromeverlastingtobetheGod-man
Mediator,tobeputtothemostshame-
ful deathwhichdevilsor mencould
invent,not a soulcouldbe saved.I
say,heis thewayto Godandheaven.
Sin hadblockedupthewayandshut
the door;but the Lord JesusChrist
cameandthrewopenthedoor. And
whata greatthingwasit for himto
sethis loveupona certainportionof
thehumanrace,to agreeto standin
the law placeof their sou's and to
havemadeoverto himselfwhatever
wrath or angerthey had procured!
And whocantellthetorture,themil-
lionsof hellsthatcamein uponhis
righteoussoulin Gethsennme'sgarden
andonthecross? I dolovethewords:

"MustSimonbearthecrossalone,
And all therestgo free?

No-;there'sa crossr"oreveryone,
And there'sa crossfor .hee."

So all of God'speoplehavethecross
to carry. They are commandedto
takeup theircross. Christhadto be
crucifiedon the cross. They nailed
him to a tree,plattedthorns,and
madea mockcrowntoputonhistem-
ples. The Lord cursedthe ground
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afterAdamfell,andtherespa-anyup
thornsandthistles.And for fearlest
a dropof thepreciousbloodof the
Lord Jesus Christ shouldbe lefl i i
his head,thiscrownwasplacedupon
it toprickandwoundit. Thiscaused
himto cry out,"I thirst!"Theyhad
now

"Drainedeverydropof vitalblood."
Justicehaddemanuedthat; for we

read;"The soulthatsinnefh,it shad
die;" and,"withoutsheddingof blood
thereisnoremission."And theFather
(how wonderfulof Inrv;"spirednot
his own son,but deliverednun up."
Look at that. Whereis thepoorhu-
man being—if he has a spark of
humanityabouthim—who,seeinghis
dearchildin dangerof beingput to
death,wouldnotsavehw if iiccould?
But "it pleasedtheFatherto puthim
to grief." And he himselfmakeshis
facelike flint,andsays,"I will ran-
somthe omthepowerofthegrave;
I will redeemthemfrom death;O
death,I will bethyplagues;O grave
I will be thy destruction;repentance
shallbehid frommineeyes."And oh!
friends,at lasthewas"broughtas a
lambto theslaughter,andas<\sheep
beforehershearersis dumb,soheop-
enednot his mouth." Couldhe not
havepleadedhisinnocence,for liewas
holyall hisdays?Yet hewill saynet
a word. No, hehadall thy sinsand
mine (if we belongto him)—past,
present,andtocome—laidonhim;and
if he wereinnocent,we wereguilty
nough But, a surety,he was
madesin by imputation,"that we

mightbe madethe righteousnessof
Cod in him." Now, do )ou not see
thebeautyof preachingthecrossof
Christ? "The preachingof thecross
is to themthat perish,foolishness."
SometimesI geta littleopening,be-
causeit is notfoolishnesstome;I call
it thegreatestwisdomGodcouldset
forth."But wepreachChristcrucified,
untotheJews a stumblingblock,ami

untothegreeksfoolishness,but unto
themwhicharecalled,bothJews and
Creeks,Christthepowerof God,and
thewisdomof God." And it is said,
"I am not ashamedof thegospeloi
Christ;for it is thepowerof Godunto
salvationto everyonethatbelieveth."
Therewasa timewhenwe did not
lovethegospelof Christ;wedespised
it. And the Lord said to suchas
shallperish,"Behold,yedespisers,and
wonder,andperish! for I worka work
in yourdays;a workwhichyeshallin
no wisebelieve,thougha mandeclare
it untoyou." Now, therearethous-
andswho answerto that character;
andGod tellsthemto "wonder"and
"perish." And oh! my friends,there
arebuttwoclasses; haterso>fGod,and
loversof God; hatersof the gospel,
and loversof thegospel!and I am
surethatallwhoaresavedarebrought
to lovethegospel,andto say—

"Thegospel! I loveit; 'tisperfectly
free."
"For thepreachingof thecrossis to
themthatperish,foolishness;butunto
us whichare saved,it is the power
of God." Now,mydearfriends,every
manandwomanwhois gone,or who
everwill go to heaven,wassavedbe-
fore the worldbegan. I will prove
it. "Who hathsavedus"—it implies
that it was donein eternity—'"and
calledus withan holycallingnotac-
cordingto our works,but according
to his ownpurposeandgrace,which
wasgivenus in Christ Jesusbefore
theworldbegan."WhatcantheAr-
miniansthinkof that: to havethings
givenin Chirstbeforetheworldbe-
gan? "BlessedbetheGodandFather
of our Lord JesusChrist,who hath
blessedus with all spiritualblessings
in heavenlyplacesin Christ; according
ashehathchosenusin himbeforethe
foundationof the world." All this
wassettled.Then,forthosewhoweer
savedin thecovenant,Christcameinto
thisworld,andied. Nor didheleave
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it until hehadblottedout thehand-
writingof ordinancesthatwasagainst
them,takingit out of theway,and
nailingit to his cross. And whenhe
said,"It is finished!"the work was
done;salvatronwaswroughtout.Now
all thosefor whomChristdiedwill
wanttobesaved.Sayyon,"Doesnot
everyonewant to be saved?" No.
Wherewereyou and I? Goingon
Gallio-like,caringnotfor thesethings.
Christwasto us"a rootoutof a dry
ground;andtherewasno beautythat
weshoulddesirehim;"for " wedesir-
ed not theknowledgeof his ways;''
we lived withoutGod, and without
hope, andwere contentedin being
"strangersto thecovenantof prom-
ise." Now theHoly Spirit—asmuch
almightyastheFatherandtheson—<
comes,and bringsus wiselyto con-
siderour latterend,causinga great
solemnityto comeover the mind—
"Perhaps I shallsoondie!" Light
shinesintotheheart,anddiscoversto
us the"statewe are in; for "theen-
tranceof thy word givethlight; it
givethunderstandinguntothesimple."
Saysthepoorsoul,"If I dieas I am.
I shallgo to hell;andhowcanI tell
thatI shallliveanotherday? I ama
sinner;andif I diein mysins,where
God is I nevercango." It is faith
thatbelievesthis. "Why," sayyou,
•Wasthat faith,then?" Yes; when
the Lord by his blessedspirit,con-
vincesus of our sins,"faith is the
substanceof thingshopedfor; the
evidenceof thingsnot seen;"and a
personcannotgetrid of thefact,by
nightor byday,thatthereis a hellor
heavento be enteredupon,andthat
withoutrealizinga greateralteration
in himselfthanhehasyetexperienced,
hefeelsquitesurehowit will bewith
him. So thathis is nota lazydesire.
The poor thingcannothelp crying
fromtheheart.I livedtweny-twoyears
beforeI prayedfromtheheart; but
whenI cameto be in trouble,and

deathwas broughtnearto me,and
God brought meinto judgment,I
wouldhavegivenall theworld,hadI
possessedit

,
if I couldbuthaveknown

I shouldbesaved.Then I beganto
look around,andsawsomewho for
yearshadbeenrunningfor theirlives
to hearwhat God wouldsay about
theirsouls,and,insteadof lookingon
themasfools, I onlywishedI waslike
them. And oh! my dear friends, I

couldnotgetrid of it. SometimesI

gottangled in onethingandsometimes
in another,whichonlybroughtfresh
guilt. My sins,fromchildhood,-were
shownto me; andthesightmademe
cry lustily,"God,bemercifulto me,

a sinner."And youcannotthinkhow
I usedto lovemymother,I thought

shewasright,and I waswrong. My
wifefelt a littlejealousyspringingup,
for, insteadof mysittingdown,when
\\ i >rkwasover,andtalkingto her, I

wouldgo and tell my motherwhat
trouble I was in. And thepoorold
ladywouldweep. (Now,doyouknow
anythingaboutthesematters?) It was
whatshehadprayedfor, I daresay,
hundredsof times.

If I couldnotbuygoodmen'sex-
periences,I borrowedthem. How I

lovedBunyan'sPilgrim'sProgress,and
ElishaCole'sBook (I scarcelythink
there is such a bookupontheearth,
exceptthebible, a mostblessedbook-

it is
,

friends).
2. "But untouswhicharesaved it

is the powerof God." Theremust
bea power in a man'sreligion,when
in thepasthewasquiteopposedto all
thatwasgood,butnowall thathede-
sires is tobeoneof theLord'speople:
andsays,"Oh that I knewfor a cer-
taintythat I wasbornagain!"What

a powertheremustbe to bring us
forthasloversof thesethings.

Nowyoucansometimessay,"Lord,
all my desire is beforethee,andmy
groaningsis nothidfromthee."Why,
my dearfriends,theLord is looking
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afterour hearts. Some peopleare
judgingaccordingto outwardappear-
ance,butGoddoesnot judgein that
way. Wemightseesomeof themost
abominablehypocrites,andset them
downasGod'schildren.Theymight
comewitha smoothandoily tongue,
andbeableto talkall day. Now,real
religionhasto do withtheheart; and
thereis suchheavinesscomesovera
man,that it makeshimstoop. "If,"
sayssomepoorsoul,"a senseof un-
holinessandinfirmityis anevidenceof
life,I canputin a claim." Now,once
thouwastasgreata sinner,andwast
blindto it

,

but,sincethy sin hasbe-
come a burdenanda plagueto thee,
andthouwouldstbegladto get rid
of it

,

theremusthavebeen a power
putfoith to causethischange.Again
thebibleformerlylayontheshelf,now
thepoorsoul sees it to be thebook
of books. In it is to be foundevery
man'snameandend. It is thefounda-
tion of everygoodbook,thespring-
headandsourceof everygoodbook,
there is notsuch a book in theworld.
If youwantto knowhow a man is to
besaved,here it is cleanlyset forth,
andsometimes,whentheLord speaks
by it a word of encouragement,the
soulfeedsupon it

,

andcansay,"Thy
wordswerefound,and I dideatthem,
and thy word was untomethe joy
and rejoicingof my heart." He is

readyto turndowntheleaf,or mark
thepassagesaying,"I will beat that
again;" feelinghe shall get another
snapat it

.

By andbyheturns it over
andthere it is

,

onlyinkandpaper,and
hethinks,"Why, I wasnotdeceived,
was I ? I feltassuredthat it camefrom
God! What is the matter?" Now,
the powercomeswith it whenthou
feedestuponit; butwhenthepower

is withdrawn,thepoorsoul,especially
in his voungdays,cannotunderstand
it. Sometimestheverseof a hymn is

so sweet, it seemsasthoughthepoor
soul'sexperiencewereknownto the

poet,and doeshim moregoodthan

it would if oneeverso poorhad a

hundredpoundsleft him. At another
time,he looksat his book,seesthe
verse,butcannotfeelthepower.

The same is true in' hearingthe
gospel. You mighthearmepreach
twentytimes,and not havea doubt
of thetruthof whatyou haveheard,
but it is thepoweryou want. Some,
throughignorance,are readyat such
times,to pickovertheminister.By
and b

y

theycomeagain,theminister
speaks,God appliesthe word with
power(for thegospel is t liepowerof
GodwhenGod appliesit) ; andwhat

a changeis affected! Hesays,"I came
so miserable,and hardlyknewwhat

I camefor, andyetthoughtI should
I ke to comeoncemore;and I would

not havebeenawayfor all thatyou
might mention, That manhasgot
intomyheart,andhisnamewill ever
bedeartome."

When I haveheardwithpower,the
verynameof themtanhasbeensweet.

It is verywellto say,"I waspleased
to hearsoandso,"butthere is a deal
of differencebetweenibeingpleased
with aman(thousandsare pleased
with a manfor his gifts) andbeing
profitedbyhim.

It is powerthat the living soul
wants. Gifts andabilityarenothing
betterthan"soundingbrassor a tink-
ling cymbal,"they may please,but
do notprofit. Onedearold sainthe
lived,on thestrengthof whathehad
receivedfor forty days and forty
nights.I seldomreadthebible,( inpriv-
ate,andgetmuchcomfort.Byandby
perhaps,myeyesfall on a versewhich
someoldmanpreachedfrom,when it

was a particuartimewith me,when
nearlythe whole sermonbegins to
springup within. I rememberonce
beingengagedin thrashing-withsome
men. I hadheardoldMr. Warburton
preach,andthatwithpower.As soon
aswebegantothrash,andtheytotalk
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abouttheirfeats, "Oh," I said,"I
neverheardsucha manasMr. War-
burton." By andby,wegotintodeep
conversationagain,andupcameI with
Mr. Warburton'sname. This is the
effectwhenthereis power. It is like
a little leavenhid in threemeasures
of meal. And whatis it all without
power? It is rightto calluponGod,
butif taughtto knowanythingabout
the power,you may find plentyof
wordsat a throneof grace,with no
morefeelingin themthanin thebed
by whichyou kneel. Anothertime,
you maybeginso miserably,telling
theLord whata poorthingyouare,
andtheLord breaksintoyemrheart,
andsays,"Openthymouthwide,and
T will fill it." "Call uponmein the
day of trouble,T will deliverthee."
Comeuntome,all thatlaborandare
heawladen,andI will giveyourest."
"Takemyyokeuponyou,andlearnof
me.for I ammeekandlowlyin heart:
andyeshallfindrestuntoyoursouls."
Whatadifferencethereisin yourfeel-
ings!Thepoorsinnersheartisbroken,
the intercoursewith heavenis open:
heknowstheblessednessof a throne
of grace,andwhatPaul meantwhen
hesaid,"Let usthereforecomeboldly
untothethroneof grace,thatwemay
obtainmercy,andfindgraceto-helpin
time of need." He findsthat the
Lord listensto him, and thoughhe
feelsheis nothing,likepoorwormJa-
cob,thereis somethingspringingup,
"T will not let theego" till theday
breaks. What is religion without
power? It is notmuchcontendedfor
in thedayin whichwelive.Butpower
will doto dieby; andunlessourrelig-
ionstandsin thepowerof Cod.it isno
good,eitherin life or death; for the
faith of Cod elect"worksby love,"
andstandsnotin thewisdomof man,
butin thepowerof Cod." Thereis no
feedingwithoutpower;noapplication
without power,no enjoying divine
realitieswithoutpower;andit is pow-

erthatdoesusgood. Mr. Hart says:
"But whento methatblood'sapplied,

'Tis thenit doesmegood."
How we needto contendfor the
power;becauseof youhada thousand
hellsin yourconscience,anda burden
readyto pressyou intotheearth—if
the Lord said,"Loosehim, and let
himgo," youwouldbefreein a mo-
ment. It is onlyfor himto speak,as
he did to Lazarus. He wasbrought
forthatGod'svoice,buthecameforth
"boundhand and foot with grave-
colthes,andhisfaceboundaboutwith
anapkin."NowtheLordhadbrought
himintothatstate,buthedidnotleave
himthere,butsaid."Loosehim,"and
as soonas theydid so he was free.
Just sospiritually.TheLord Jesusis
anointedto "proclaimlibertyto the
captives,andtheopeningof theprison
tothemthatarebound; toproclaimthe
acceptableyearof theLord, andthe
dayof vengeanceof ourGod." And.
Messhis dearname,whenthegospel
of Godis accompaniedwith power,
whatblessedeffectsfollow!"Twill run
thewayof thy commandmentswhen
thou shalt enlargemy heart." The
churchsaid."Drawme"bythypower,
"we will run after thee." The poet
says:

"Givepowerandwill, andthencom-
mand,

Andwewill followthee,
And whenwe're frightened,bid us

stand,
And thysalvationsee."

"But untous whichare savedit is
thepowerof God." We shallwant
morethanfleshandbloodwhenwe
comie-to die. We read,"thestingof
deathis sin; andthestrengthof sin
is the law. But thanksbe to God.
whichgivethus thevictorythrough
our Lord Jesus Christ,"that is, the
Lord comesandputspowerintothe
soul,andshowshimthathe is about
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to takehimhome,"wherethewicked
ceasefrom troubling,andthe weary
are at rest." "So shallwe everbe
withtheLord."

I mustleavethesefew solemnre-
marks,mayGodaddhisblessing,and
I addnomore,for I dofeelsoinward-
ly weak.—Selected.

"In thebeginningGod createdthe
heavenandtheearth."

AfterGoddelivershischildrenfrom
thepowerof darknessandtranslates
us intothekingdomof his dearson,
whichmakesus"Meetto bepartakers
of theinheritanceof thesaintsin light,
wethenareableto readtheoldtesta-
mentwithsomeunderstandingof the
l>eautifultypesandshadows(pointing
tothespiritualtruthsof thenew.And
as thescripturesof theold testament
pointto thenew,sodoesnaturepoint
to and symbolizethe spiritualtruths
withinus.

The histoiicalfactsrecordedin the
firstchapterof Genesis,relativeto the
creationandformationof thisnatural
earth,is a figureof thecreationand
formationof man,theeartha figure
of ournaturalbodies,andtheheavens
a figureof thecreationandformation
of thespiritualman,whichwascreated
in ChristJesusbeforetheworldbegan,
andformedinuswhenwewerequick-
enedtogetherwithChrist.

For as thedarknesswasuponthe
face qf the naturalearth until the
spiritof Godmoveduponthefaceof
the deep,so is darknessor lack of
understanding,uponthe faceof the
depthsof oursouls,untilthespiritof
Godmovesuponthenaturalgoodness
of manand causesa light to shine
within us, to dividedarknessfrom
light. That is to showus thediffer-
encebetweenthegoodness,ormorality
of man.andthegoodnessof God.

This light he calls,in this chapter,
a firmament,andhe placesit amidst
thewatersto dividethewaterswhich
wereundertheearthfromthewaters

whichwereabovetheearth.
The naturalearthspokenof is a

figureof thegoodnessof God. And
when the waterswere all gathered
togetherin oneplace,thatis whenwe
seethatGodaloneis good.The dry
landappears,that is

,

weseeourselves

a sinnerin God'ssight. Thegathering
togetherof the watershe callsseas.
As thenaturalseaswaterandnour-
ish the naturalgroundso doesthe
goodnessof Godnourishthespiritual
man,

The earthor naturalman brings
forthgrass,theherbyieldingseedand
the fruit treeyieldingfruit afterhis
kind, whoseseed is in itself." This

is a figureof our moralitywhichwe
bringto Godas an offering,as Cain
did, andare rejectedbecauseit only
yields fruit of his kind, and whose
seed is in itself.

And theeveningand the morning
wasthethird dayof our experience.
For we had our first day whenthe
lightshinedwithinusandoursecond
whenthatlight causedus to seethat
Godalonewasgood.

"And God madetwo greatlights
thegreaterto rule the day and the
lesserto rulethenight. He madethe
starsalso." Thegreaterlightor sun,

a figureof Christrulingtheinner,or
spiritualmanandthe lesserlight or
moon, a figureof the Mosaic law,
which is a lampto the feet,and"a
schoolmasterto bringus untoChrist
(Galatians3 '.24).

The stars a figureof therudiments
andordinancesof thegospel.

Theeveningfirstandthenthemorn-
ing andwe havepassedanotherday
in ourexperience.

"And Godsaid,letthewatersbring
forthabundantly,themovingcreatures
thathavelife, andfowl thatmayfly
abovetheearthin theopenfirmament
of heaven.'

Thecreatureswhichwerecreatedin
thewater, a figureof theattributesof
naturalgoodnesswhichwerecreated
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in usbeforewewereeverformed,and
thefowlsof theair, whichwerecre-
atedin thewaterbut laterformedin
theearth,afigureof themindenjoying
theanswerof agoodconscience,which
is thenaturalblessingwe receivefor
doingwhatwefeeltoberight.

"And theeveningandthemorning
werethefifthclay."

Thecreaturecreatedin theearth,a
figureof theattributescreatedin our
bodiesbeforewewereformedof the
dustof theearth.

Thecattle,a figureof thatattribute
whichcravestobepastured,takencare
of, andis docile.

Creepingthings,a figureof thatat-
tributewhichiseasilycrushedandsub-
dued.

The beastof theearth,a figureof
thedesirewithinus to runwild,tear
topiecesanddrown.

Eachof ushasallof theseattributes
in ournaturalmakeup.

"And Godsaid,letusmakemanin
ourimage,afterourownlikeness,and
letthemhavedominionoverthefishes
of thesea,andoverthefowlsof the
air, andoverthecattle,andoverall
theearth. And overeverycreeping
thingupontheearth.""Maleandfe-
malecreatedhethem."

Wewerecreatedin thecovenantbe-
tweenthe Fatherand the Son. and
givendominionovertheattributes,the
creationendingon thesixthday.

"And Godblessedtheseventhday.
and sanctifiedit; becausethat in it
hehadrestedfromallhiswork,which
hehadcreatedandmade."

"Theseare the generationsof the
heavensandof theearth,whenthey
werecreated."Andeveryplantof the
fieldbeforeit was in theearth,and
everyherbof thefield,beforeit grew,
for theLord Godhadnotcausedit to
rain,upontheearth. And therewas
nota manto till theground."

In the creationmanwas last,but
jn theformationfirst.

He was formedof the earth,and
Godhimselfbreathedthebreathof life
intohimandhebecamea livingsoul.
This is a figureof theformationand
quickeningof thespiritualmanwho
is formedof a brokenand contrite
heart,whichis thedustof ourbroken
bodies,thebreathof life. For he is
ourpeace,whohavingabolished,in his
flesh,the enmity,that he mightre-
concilebothuntoGod,in onebodyby
the cross. So makingpeace(Eph.
secondchapter).

AndtheLordGodplanteda garden
eastwardin Eden,andthereheputthe
manwhomhehadformed."

God in his wisdomand goodness
doesnotcauseusto goanyfartherin
our experiencethanhehasprepared
usfor.

Thegardenof Eden,a figureof the
WO!Id withinusor thepreparationof
theheart,for thespiritualman,atthis
periodof ourexperience.

He ispermittedtopartakeof thelife
givingthingsof naturewhichGodhas
plantedin thegarden,but forbidden
lo partakeof the treeof knowledge
of goodandevil,whichis in themidst
of us. We arenotforbiddenthetree
of life at this period,because,with
outtheknowledgeof goddandevelwe
couldnotpartakeof it.

The riverwhichwentoutof Eden
andfromthencewaspartedintofour
heads,is a figureof thegoodnessof
Godnourishingthisgardenwhichhe
hasplantedwithinus.

Thefirstriversignifyingthespirit-
ualblessingswe receiveat this time.
The secondriverrepresentingourpe-
riodsof darkness,andthefourthriver
a figureof captivity.

After thecommandmentis givento
man.God said."It is not goodthat
manshouldbealone:I will makehim
anhelpmateforhim."

Beforethewomanwas madeGod
formedthecreatureof theearthand
broughtthemto Adamto be named
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but therewas not a helpmatefound
for Adam. God causeda deepsleep
to fall uponhim.tookoutoneof his
ribs thenclosedup the fleshinstead
thereof.

He takesawayhisstrongheartand
giveshima heartof fleshthathemay
feel and sympathizewith his bride,
who is madefromthishoneamihe-
comeshoneof hishoneandfleshoi his
flesh

Eve is firsta figureof theoldcove-
nanor wifeof God,to bearhimsons
to bring underthe law, whichis a
schoolmasterto bringus into Christ.
Thensheis a figureof thechurchor
brideof Christ,whoisthenaturalman
quickenedinto spiritual life by the
wordor spiritof God.

Sothewomanisafigureof theflesh
or naturalmanwhomChristcameinto
theworldto save;sheis hisbride.

"And theywerebothnakedtheman
amithewomanandwerenotasham-
ed." A figureof ourstillbeingin the
wombof natureevenafter we are
quickenedintospirituallife-,beforethe
timewhensin takesoccasionby the
commandmenttodeceiveus, (Romans
7:8-9).

After the serpent,a figureof sin,
beguilesthewomanandherhusband
partakesof thetreeof knowledgewith
her,theireyesareopenedto seethem-
selvesandtheysewleavestogetherfor
aprons.

This is a figureof our trying to
coveroursinfromourowneyes,with
the deedsof the naturalor Adamic
law.

When we hearthe voiceof God
withinus,wehidebehindthelife giv-
ing thingswhichGod hasplantedin
thegarden.

Aftersinhasbeguiledusheiscursed
and no1, permittedto roam,or walk
with freedomwithinus again.Rut
heis permittedto crawlwithinusand
eatof thedustof our brokenbodies.

Sin is Lirethornin thefleshspokenof
bytheapostlePaul.

Satanisstillallowedtobuffetusbut
notwithsuchpowerashehadbefore
wehada knowledgeof goodandevil.

THE PRIESTHOOD OF CHRIST.
(By J. C. Philpot).

Buthavingthusfar seenhisblessed
fitnessfor theofficeof priestas the
trueandpropersonof God,wemay
nowdirectourthoughtsto a consider-
ationof theofficecharacterwhichhe
thusassumed.In attemptingto do
this, ii will, perhaps,be desirableto
obtaina clearviewof thenatureof
thatoffice.A priestimpliesa sacrifice,
and a "sacrificeimpliesthreeparties:
1,a guiltytransgressor,for whomthe
sacrificeis offered;2, a holyGod,to
whomthe atonementis made;3, a
priest,whoshallstandasa meditator
betweenGodandthesinner,andwho
shallofferthesacrificerequired.We
seeall thisstrikinglyshownwhenthe
childrenof Israelsinnedin murmuring
againstthe Lord for his destroying
Korah, Dathan,and Abiram. The
children of Israel werethe guilty
transgressors;theLord Godof Israel
washeagainstwhomtheyhadsinned;
Aaron,offeringincenseand making
atonementfor the people,wasthe
priest,the typicalmeditator.As he
stoodbetweenthedeadandtheliving,
andtheplaguewasstayed)Numbers
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xvi. 48J. Tims we,as we knowby
painfuiexperience,areguilty sinners
beforeCou; lie, 111ail tneperieetion
of hisjustice,purity,andholiness,nis
wrathagainstsin, and his inflexible
determinationby no meanstu clear
theguilty,is ourmustjust andright-
eousjudge; our adorableLord, the
Sonoi Gudin our nature,Itnmanuel,
Godwithus,is themediator,theonly
mediatorbetweenuodandus;andhe,
as our highpriest,hasoffereda sac-
rifice,evenhimselfasapropitiationfor
our sins. We should,however,care-
fullyobservethatthereis nonecessary
or naturalconnectionbetweensinand
sacrifice,or thatGod is at all bound
byhismoralperfectionstopardonsin.
It is whollyowingto theall-wiseand
all-graciouswill ui Godthatanypar-
donshouldbeextendedto anysinner,
that any graceshouldbe shownto
him, or that any way shouldhave
beendevisedandexecutedtu opena
wayof escapefromthewrathjustly
dueto his transgressions.It pleased
God,iii thedepthsof his infinitewis-
domandmercy,thata wayof salva-
tion should be provided for
the lost: but as justice must
be amply satisfied,as the right-
eouslawof Godcouldnotbeviolated
with impunity,as his infinitepurity
andholinesscouldnothetarnishedby
passingby iniquity,as if it werea
slighttiling for a manto defacethe
imageof God, and, by listeningto
Satan,to defy the authorityof his
maker,tinscouldonlybeaccomplished
througha sacrificeof God'sownpro-
viding,whichwas no lessthan that
of his dearson,that"He shouldbe
madesinfor uswhoknewnosin,that
wemightbemadetherighteousnessof
Godin him.

But hereletus for amomentpause
to applythesethoughtsto our con-
sciences,andto examineour spiritual
and experimentalacquaintancewith
them; ior howeverclearlywe may

se^mto see,or howeverboldlyac-
knowledgetheseas importanttruths,
yet whatis all thisshortof theirev->
perimentalpower?andhowdeeplydo
weneedthattheyshouldnot onlybe
at first madeknownto us by divine
manifestation,butthattheyshouldbe
kert warm,fresh,andalive in our
bosomas every-dayrealitiesfur our
faith,hope,andloveto beactivelyen-
gageduponas the very life of our
soul. We thereforeneedon all these
pointsthespecialteachingsandtesti-
monyof theHoly Ghost,notonlyto
leadusfeelinglyandexperimentallyin-
to themunderthefirstconvicitionsof
sinandtheearlysuingsfor mercy,but
tosealthemdailyuponourconsciences
as livingrealities,soasto livecontin-
uallyundertheirpowerandinfluence.
The greatmarkof divinelife in the
soul is that it makesitself manifest
byits internalmovements,andthatail
thesemovements,whetherup or down
in or out, all reallytendupwardto
the fountainof life, who said,"Be-
causeI live,yeshalllivealso;""I am
comethat theymighthavelife, and
thattheymighthaveit moreabund-
antly." If I haveno daily sight'or
senseof sin,nodeepandabidingcon-
victionof my stateby naturebefore
Godasa mostmiserabletransgressor,
a guiltycriminalof commondye,T
shallcertainlyneitherknownorcareto
knowanything.experimentallyandsav-
inglyof thepersonandwork of the
Lord Jesus Christ. But, again,if 1
haveno spiritualview of that just,
holy,andrighteousGod with whom
I haveto do,whoin himselfis "the
consumingfire," and whoseindigna-
tion as suchburnsto thelowesthell,
whatsensecanI haveof needinga
sacrificeformysins,andthatthatsac-
rificeshouldhavebeenconsummatedby
nothinglessthantheblood-shedding
sufferings,anddeathof his co-equal,
co-etenalson? And further,unless
I havesomespiritualknowledgeof
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andfaithin theonly-begottensonof
God.whatcanI knowof his having
shedhispreciousbloodto redeemmy
soulfromthelowesthell? Or again,
whatevermaybemy viewsandfeel-
ingsi..ponthesepoints,howcanI spir-
ituallyapprehendthem,or live from
day to day uponthem, exceptthe
blessedspirit be continuallyopening
themup and applyingthemto my
heart? .Butweareratheranticipating
ourproposedintentionof showingthe
peculiarbearingwhichthepriesthood
of theLord Jesushasupontheexper-
ienceof thesaintsof God,andshall
thereforepursueno furtherthistrain
of thought. Our presentobjectis
ratherfirstto establshits truthon a
him, scripturalbasis,andopenup its
natureandcharacter,its endandob-
ject beforewe enterupontheexper-
ienceof its benefitsandblessingsas
madeknownbya divinepowerto the
soul.

Having,then,seenthattheorignal
andeternaldignityof theSonof God
asa personin thegloriousTrinity is
essentialtohispriesthood,andthathis
beingGod the Son fittedhim in a
manner,full,beyondall conception,of
ineffablegraceand glorv,to sustain
thatoffice,wemaynowlookat what
was furthernecessarythathe might
executeit accordingtothewill of God,
andinperfectharmonywith"thecoun-
selof peacewhichwasbetweenthem
both"(Hebrewsx 9; Ze.vi. 13).One
mainobjectof ourblessedLord'sas-
suming,accordingto the will of his
heavenlyFather,theofficeof a pries*:,
wasthathemight"putawaysin by
thesacrificeof himself"(Hebrewsix.
26). To offersacrifice,weknow,was
onechiefpartof thepriestlyoffice,for
priesthoodandsacrificesaresoindissol
ublyconnectedthat it is a received
axiom,thatwherethereis no priest
thereis nosacrifice,andwhenthereis
no sacrificethereis no priest. Sin
couldnotbeputawaywithouta sac-

rifice,andthissacrificemustbenoless
than:heobedience,bloodshedding,suf-
ferings,£<nddeathof thesonof God,
whereinand wherebyhe offeredup
himseiiasa propitiationto<putaway
thewrathof God; for "it is notpos-
siblethatthe bloodof bullsand of
goatsshouldtakeawaysins"(Hebrews
x. 4). Sin beingsuchan abominable
thingin thesightof God,sucha vio-
lationof his word and will, sucha
daringrebellionagainsthismajesty
andglory,sucha castingasideof his
righteousgovernmentand authority,
renderingthe sinnerso pollutedand
uncleans,sofillinghimwitha teeming
massof ungodliness,andso making
bodyandsoula verytempleof Satan,
it couldnotbeforgivenandputaway,
withouta sacrificein somewaycom-
mensurateto its flagrantandhideous
enormity.That sin shouldbevisibly
andeffectuallypunished,therighteous
characterof Godbefully andopenly
cleared,theclaimsof his holydawbe
thoroughlysatisfied,histruthandjus-
ticebeamplyvindicated,hiswrathbe
whollyappeased,andyetthathismercy
andlovemightbedisplayedin all their
graciousandeternalfulnessin thecom
pletesalvationof aninnumerablecom-
panyof chosensinners;—thiswasthe
grandmysteryof infinitewisdom,in-
finitelove,and infinitepower,to be
accomplished*andrevealedin theper-
sonandworkof thesonof God,as
giving"Himselfforusanofferingand
a sacrificeto Godfor a sweet-smelling
savour''(Ephesiansv. 2). But this
sacrificeof himselfhecouldnotoffer,
unlesshetooka bodycapableof doing
andsufferingthewholewill of God.
Deity,aspuredeity,canneitherobey
nor suffer. The Son of God,as the
trueandproperSonof God (onlv),
ec-equalandco-eternalwiththeFather
andtheHolyGhost,couldneitherobey
nor bleed,nor die. And yetwithout
obediencethelaw cannotbefulfilled;
withoutblood,sincannotberemitted;
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withoutdeaththe sacrificecannotbe
completed.Yet mustit beobedience
withoutfailure,bloodwithoutblemish,
and deathwithoutdesert.A lamib,
therefore,wasneeded"withoutblemish
andwithoutspot"(I Peteri. 19); a
Lamb'"slain"in thepurposesof God,
"from the foundationof the world"
(Rev. xiii. 8); andthat lambone
whichCodhad"providedforhimself,"
asAbrahampropheticallyassuredIsaac
hewolddo (Genesisxxii. 8).

Here,then,weseein somemeasure
thebeautyandblessedness,thegrace
andgloryof thatpureandsacredhu-
manitywhichtheSonof Godtookin
thewombof theVirgin Mary, under
theovershadowingpoweran1 opera-
tionsof theHoly Ghost,andwhereby
hebecame"Immanuel,Godwithus."
This wac"thebody"whichhis hea-
venlyFather"prepared"for him,and
whichwas"curiouslywroughtin the
lowestpartsof thearth" (Psalms
exxxix.15),whenatoneandthesame
instantthedivinepersonof the Son
of Godlooka pureandperfecthuman
bodyanda pureand perfecthuman
soulin thewombof theVirgin.Then
couldhe say,"Lo, I cometo do thy
will, O God.

In
orderfor anyonetocountedfitandbe
esteemedasworthyof this fellowship
hemustlie purgedof theold leaven
of thefleshor hypocrisy,andbemani-
festedasof thenewlumpholy. For
evenChristour passoveris slainfor
us.

Therewasa reportthattherewas
sucha fornicatoras onehavinghis
father'swifebeingretainedasachurch
memberthereatCorinth.This is such
a shameaswouldnotbetoleratedeven
amongtheheathen.This churchwas
evendefendingthatman, puffedup,
nothavingevenmournedthatsuchwas
thecase. If thechurchhadfelt the
sin andmournedthentheywouldbe
in a conditionto havethatmantaken

In rderto keepno company
in any sensewith the fornicatorsor
coveteousof thisworldwemustneed
go out of theworld. But he writes
the churchis notto fellowshipor
catin thetableof theLord'ssupper,
or to communewith any fornicator.

Supposehe is an idolatorloving
moneyor thingsef the world,and
worshippingor trustingin suchis he
worthyof membershipin thechurch
or familyof God?

Supposehe is a railer,murmuring
at providenece,or abusingmankind,
or meddlingandpressingin thingshe
hasno businesswith,notbeingmeek
andquiet,is heworthyof membership
withthehouseholdof faith?

Supposeheisadrunkard.A drunk-
aul is man that is intoxicatedor
drunkenwithliquoror withthecares
of this life so that he is not sober
minded.Is heworthyof churchmem-
bership?

Supposeheis anextortioner,or one
thatoppressesothers,wrongsthem,
takesfromthemmorethanis rightor
meet,wrenchesortwistsanythingfrom
anotherby threator violence,or by
anyunjustor unfairmeans,shallsuch
an onebeheldin churchfellowship.?
Ko. Who but onebornfromabove
andhumbleis fit tobea churchmem-
ber.

increasing,asseveralhavemadetheir
appearancein thepastfewweeks.

Hundrdshavebeento seethepic-
tures,amongthemscholars,divinesand
menreadin mysticlore, but when
askedfor anexplanationof thepicture
oneandall declineto giveanopinion,
saying it is toodeepfor them.

Thepicture is of mysteriousorigin,
inasmuchas it cameupon a spotless
wallwithoutanyhumanagency.That
there is an explanationof its appear-

anceoutsideof thesuperhumanview
takenby many,wedo notdoubt,but
thatexplanationhasnot beenforth-
coming.

Every availableweaponis
broughtinto playto destroytheen-
emy. Lawlessness,disorderandcon-
fusionreignsupreme,andtheinnocent
suffer with the guilty. Desolation
and ruin are everywhereapparent.
After eachsucceedingbattlethereis
a lull andhostilitiesceasefor a time
to carefor the dead,wounded,and
dying. After awhileeitherby con-
questor otherwisethewarterminates,
and thenthe peoplereturnto their
wastedhomes,andgo to workto re-
build and reconstructand re-adjust.
But it requiresa longtimeto recover
from the dreadfuland devastingef-
fectsof war. In additionto thede-
structionof propejtyandlossof life,
everythingandeverybodyis demor-
alized. Moralcharacteris belowpar,

consequentlyit takesa longtimefor
conditionsto right themselvesagain.
A moneypanicproducessimilarre-
sultsin thecommercialandlaboring
world.

It is saidthat"aftera stormthere
is alwaysa calm."

A personissuddenlytakenseriously
ill, thedoctoris calledin, but he is
puzzled,can'tdiagnozethecase.Con-
sultingdo.icrs arecalled,vaiousrem-
ediesare tried. The patientlingers
betweenlifeanddeath,anxiousfriends
watchby thebedsidedayandnight,
andhopeandprayfor theirrecovery.
Finally perhapswhenhopehas fled
anddespairtakesits placethepatient
beginsslowlyto recover,but it takes
timefor restoratio'nto healthagain.

Now to sumup,wehavethewar,
theconflicthasbeenbitter,andwaged
withrelentlessfury.

The patientthat was
so sick hovering betweenlife and
deathis onthemadto recover)-."Is
thereno balmin Gilead?is thereno
physicianthere?Then why is the
healthof thedaughterof my people
not recovered?"Whencecomewars
and fightingsamongstyou, etc. He
makethwarsto ceaseto theendof
theearth."

And nowBrotherGoldI feelmore
encouraged."Israel shall be saved
in theLord withaneverlastingsalva-
tion. She shallnot be ashamednor
confoundedworldwithoutend.""My
word shallnot depart out of thy
mouth,nor out of themouthof thy
seed,nor out of the moutho<fthv
seed'sseed,henceforth,evenforever."

This is enough. The churchis
built uponthis Rock—(The Rock of
Revelation")andthefatesof hellshall
notnreyailagainstit."

The followingincidentis told a?
part of the unwrittenor traditional
historvof Elder lohn Lelandduring
thelatterpartof his life

Mr. Lelandtraveledmuchoverthe
countryon preacbinp- tourson foot.
On oneoccasionhehadbeenwannlv
solicitedin writingbv n widowladv
to visit the nart of old Virginia in
which shelived,and nreach.telling
himto sethistimeandherhousewas
athisservice,bothasa nhrt nf nW1e
andalio a nla<v»to boldbis meeting.
Mr. T.elinrlrenb'edto herbv settinfr
a dnvtbntbewonMnreaehatherresi-
deneeat to o'clocka. m.

The ladvwasa wealthyo1anr<»rin
Annomattox-' alVv.andr°rrardedher
selfasoneof themostniousandex-
emplarypersonsto be found any
where. She had beenraidedin the
high'circlesof life,andknewnothing
aboutpoverty,norhadeverassociated
with laboringclasses.She was 'at
this timeabout35 yearsof age,and
hadbeena widowtwoyears;butknew
nothingof the privationscommonly
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attendingthelife of a widowedmoth-
er.

Shetookmuchpainstoappearpious
and her chiefobjectin invitingMr.
Lelandtopreachatherhousewasthat
shemight make a displayof her
wealth,andthushavetheapplauseof
all of herassociates.So shewentto
a greattroubleandexpensein prepar-
ing for the meeting.The appoint-
menthadbeenspreadfar andnear,
pressingsolicitationshadbeensentto
numeiousfriendsto attendthemeet-
ing, no expenseor pains hadbeen
spared,notonlyto havethebestand
finestof everything,butto*haveevery-
thingin thebeststyle. On theeven-
ingprecedingthemeetingseveralcar-
riageshad alreadyarrivedto be in
goodtime,andtoenjoythehospitality
of thehostess.AboutsunsetAir. Le-
landcametothemansiononfoot.The
daywasquitewarmandhewasdusty
.whenhe madehis appearance.The
walkhadcauseda free perspiration
whichran downhis cheeks,making
roadsin the dustwhichhad settled
on his faceduringhisday'swalk,lie
walkedup to the dourof the large
stonemansion,andhis rap wasan-
sweredby a blackservant,of whom
he inquireclfor the landlady. The
servantran downthebroadcarpeted
hall to a doorfromwhichproceeded
hesoundof talkingandlaughing.In
i veryshorttimea ladyveryrichly
attiredmadeher appearancewalking
brisklyand lightly towardthe door
whereMr. Lelandwasstanding.He
hada fair viewof herperson,andat
onceviewedin her physigno-mv,her
characterandexcessivevanity.

But beforehe had timeto speak,
orbeforeshewasnearenoughforhim
to addressher,shespokein rathera
harshtone;old man what do you
wanthere? I havenothingfor beg-
gars. Mr. Lelandin a softandunas-
sumingtonesaid,pleaseexcuseme
madam;I do not wish to beg for

money,but I amvery tired from a
longwalkandcalledto knowif you
woulddomethekindnesstoallowme
to stayunderyour roof duringthe
night.

Viewinghim hastilyfrom headto
foot,sheverypostivelyansweredno.
I havecompanynow,andtomorrow
the Rev. Mr. Lelandis to preachat
my house,so 1 can'ttake in poor
stragglers.Well, saidMr. Leland,I
am too muchfatiguedto travelfur-
thertonight. Will you allowmeto
stayin oneof thosecabins,pointing
to a rowof negrohousesjust outside
the mansionyard. After a moment
or two of reflectionshesaid,"Yes,
you maystaytherewith thenegroes
if you wantto."

He proceededto
the furtherestonefrom themansion
beforehe foundanyoneto whomhe
couldspeakto askpermissionto stay,
butcameat lastto thesmallestof all
the huts,wherehe foundseatedat
thedooranold negrofanningherself
withthewingof a fowl.

He spoketo herverygently,good
eveningaunty.His greetingwasan-
sweredwithgood"evinmosta."Well
aunty,saidhe,"I havecometo ask
a veryuncommonfavorof you."Bless
deLord mosta,whatcanthatbe,fo'
pleasGodIsenufiinto giveanyone."
"I amverytiredfromwalkingall day.
I calledat thehouseof yourmistress
butshesaysshehasno roomfor me
in thegreathouse."

for youlooksas do youhadn»t«*t
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a morselfor a long time." At the
sametimepointingto a threelegged
stoolby thesideof thedoorsaying,
"setdowndar,andrestyourself,for
youlooksso woreout." Mr. Leland
took the seatas directedsayingat
thesametime,I amsorrythatI am
compelledto put you to<so much
troubleasI havenomoneyto1payyou.
"PleaseGodmosta,auntDilseynever
chargesanyoneyit far sichcomoda-
tionsas I couldgiveem,Godknows
itspoorenoughatbest. You saymos-
ta,youcallonmissusatdehousedar,
andshecan'ttakeyouin. Well, you
mustcuseher,for she'slookingfor a
mightyheapo' companytomorrow.
Darsa greatmanto bedartomarrow
what'sgwineto preachin herhouse
anda goodmanyfolksdonecomea
ready,andheapmocOmintomorrow.
Somissusismightybusyfixinfar em.
buthere'sUncleBen;" shecontinued
asan old greyheadednegrocamea-
roundthecornerof thecabinmutter-
ing to himselfaboutthecarelessness
of someof theothernegroes.This oi l
couple,UncleBenandAuntDilseyas
theywerefamiliarlycalledby all who
knewthembothblackandwhite,were
an old couplewho fromold agehad
for a longtimelivedin a smallbut
snugcabinat thefar endof therow
of hutsoccupiedby theyoungerset
andmoreactiveslaves.

AlthoughUncle Ben was not re-
quiredto do anylabor,yethevolun-
tarilytooka kind-jf supervisionover
the farm,stock,etc. Whenhe saw
Mr. Lelandhestoppedshort,andgave
him a scrutinizinglook, when.Aunt
Dilseyspokesaying,"UncleBendon't
stareyoureyesoutat a stranger,dis
ole gentlemanwasout travelingand
cometo stayin ourcabinkasemissus
can'tlet him staydar as she'sgot'a
heapo' companynow." Well, said
UncleBen,"We's commandeddat if
a strangercomesalongwe'sgot to

takehimin andgivehimusichaswe
haveto setbeforehim.

While Aunt Dilseywas preparing
supper,Mr. Lelandlearnedmucha-
bout the lady of the mansionfrom
Uncle Ben. He learnedwith other
thingsthattheywerea veryreligious
family,Lintthehostesshadbeenraised
in thecityof Richmond,andhadim-
bibedall the fashionableideasof re-
ligion,withbutverylittleof its true
principles,andnoneof thehumility.

SoonafterMr. Lelandhadfinished
a verygoodcoarsesupperhetoldhis
hostthathe wasverymuchfatigued
from a long day'swalk, and would
wishto retireforthenightandthathe
feltlikelie wishedto returnthanksto
his Creatorfor the blessingsof the
day,andinvokehisprotectionthrough
thenight,thatif it wouldannoythem
hewouldretireto someplaceoutof
doors. BressGod, saidbothof the
old folksat thesametime,"We allers
likesprayingin our house,andneber
goesto bedthoutoneof us triesto
pray." Mr. Lelandthentookan old
wellwornbibleoutof hislittlebundle,
and readin a verysolemntonethe
onehundredandsecondPsalm.Dur-
ing the readingthe two old blacks
often said in a low voice,"Amen,
bressthe Lord." When the psalm

wasended,Mr. Lenlandfell uponhis
knees,andpouredouthis feelingsin
suchan outburstof. reverentialelo-
quenceas was seldomeverequaled,
andneversurpassedbymortallips.

His hostandhostessweiesoaffect-
edbythereadingandprayerthatthey
coulddo nor say no morethanfix
their eyeson their guest,as though
theyfelthewassomethingmorethan
a mortalman. He retiredto a clean
littlepalletin onecornerof thecabin,
wherehesoonfellasleep.Whenmorn
ingcamehewasup early.Aunt Dil-
seysoonhada goodplainrepast,af-
ter whichhe seatedhimselfto read
tellinghis hostessthat he felt too
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muchfatiguedto travel,and if she
waswillinghewouldrestthereuutjl
afternoonanyway,andthenif hefelt
betterhewouldgoonhisway. Aunt
Dilseysaid, "Yes miostastay with

us just as longas youwantto. Wc
be gladto haveyou stayv6thus a
fortnight,if youcanputupwithour
far." Mr. Lelandseatedhimselfun-
dera shadytreein thecabinyardwith
bisbiblewaitingto seewhatthefinali-
ty wouldbe. About9 o'clockevery
thingwasin abustleatthestoneman
sion.All theservantswerecalledinto
dressin theirverybest. Carriageŝbe-
ganto arriveby thedozens,untilthe
hall andeverypartof tbe largeand
eleganthomewascrowdedtooverflow-
ing,but to theirdismavno preacher
madehisappearance,for thelastcar-
riagethatcamein sighthadbeer:scan-
nedto geta glimpseof theminister.
No onein thelargecongregationhad
everseenhim. So everyore wasfull
of anxiousexpectation,supposingthat
whenhecamehewouldbedrawnby
two or four finehorsesdrivenby a
servantin livery. 10 o'clockpassed,
halfpast10,11o'clockwa-jannounced
by theclockon thewall,andnomin-
ister. The companyh;idby thistime
becomerestless,andwerealxnittodis-
persewhenAunt Dilsevwentto her
mistressandsaid,"BressdeLordmis-
suswhy don'tyou get dat ole man
whostayedin ourcabinlastnightto
comehereto de doorandpraylore
de folksall go home. He prayedin
our cabinlastnight,anddis tnornin,
andforeGod in all my boraday.-:I
nebberheardsichprayinga fore,he's
settingright dar now underthetall
pine tree,and as de preacher'snot
come,if youlethimpray,I'll goright
nowandfetchhimdown." Themat-
terwastalkedof amongthecongrega-
tionwhenit wasagreedto havethe
straggler,as theycalledhim, come
and pray before the congregation
brokeup. So Aunt Dilseywentto

whereMr. Lelandwassittingandsaid
"mostade folksall dispintedboutde
preachercomin. He amnotcum,and
dawantsyoutogodownandpray'for
em, fore da all breakup. Mosta,I
wantyouto prayj is likeyoudid las
night."Mr. Lelandwalkeddownto
the front door,and standing-on the
stepsrepeateda shorthymnby mem-
ory,sangandthenengagedin prayer.
By thetimehis prayerwasendedall
eyeswerefixeduponhimwithamaze-
ment.He thenremarkedthatasthere
seemedto bea•disappointment,thatif
it wouldnot beassumingtoo-much,
hewouldtalkto thema fewminutes.
And asa foundationor startingpoint
he wouldreada shortpassagefrom
thewordof truthwhichtheywould
find by referenceto>the thirteenth
chapterandsecondverseof Hebrews,
"Lie not forgetfulto entertainstran-
gers,for therebysomehaveentertain-
ed angelsunawares."When he had
spokenfor about twentyor thirty
minutes,thehostesswhohadrefused
himthehospitalitiesof herhousethe
eveningbefore,becameso deeplyat-
fecledthatsheranandprostratedher-
self at the feetof Mr. Leland,and
would,had he allowedher to have
donieso, washedhis feet with her
tears. It was said that shewas so
overcomeandaffectedthatfromthat
timeforwardshewasa changedand
differentwoman,somuchsothatshe
threwoff all herfineryandornamen-
tal dressing,and becamean humble
andplainchristian.Thoughshewas
a professorbefore,herwholedeport-
mentunderwenta completechange.
Her housebecamea placeof divine
worship,whereshedelightedin mak-
ing all, no matterhowplain,or how
poor,ashappyaskindattentioncould
makethem. In factit wassaidthat
if preferencehadto begivento any
it wasalwaysin favorof thepoorand
needy.

you of my safearrivalafter attend-
ing yourassociation,whichwas very
enjoyable.In fact I don'tremember
to havebeenblessedwiththespiritof
understandingto myjoy morethanat
thismeeting.And I rejoicethatI was
permittedto betherewiththeLord's
people.

Thereis nothingquiteSO'reviving
tomydroopingspiritastominglewith
thesaintsandto hearthemtellof the
wonderfulworks and

'
goodnessand

mercyof God. Indeedit is strength-
eningto theweakandweary,and I
trusthewill continueto blessmewith
thismindto seektheircompany,and
witha meekandhumblespiritto live
at their feet,and be obedientto his
blessedcommands.

On myarrivalhomeI founda card
fromSisterAddieV. Smith. It was
twenty-sixdayscoming(fromShang-
hai, China,31 QuinsonRoad). it
bearsa messageof loveto thechurch,
and desiresthat peacemay abound
with us, andpromisesto writemore
fullysoon.

THE TEN VIRGINS.
More thana yearago, I wasre-

questedto writeupontheabovesub-
ject,butat thattimeI hadno mind
to do so. The questionhavingre-
curredbywayof remembrance,I have
somemindto presentsomethought
for theconsiderationof thoseinquir-
ing, and for the generalreaderas
well. Whethersusceptibleornot,most
of theparableshavebeenheldby our
brethrenas meaningdifferently,and
whensuchis thecasethereadermust
readilyknowthatwhentwoor more
dissertationshavebeenmadeof the
samesubjectmaintaininga different
conclusiontheycannot all be right,
whereintheydiffer,but mayall be
wrong. Furthermorewhenbrethren
differastoquestionswhereinnofund-
amentalprinciplesof doctrine,is in-
volved,theirdifferencesshouldbere-
gardedas differencesof opinionand
notof revelation.I havethoughtone
mighttakeoneof theparablesas a
textor subjectand preacha gospel
sermonandyetnotsetforthwhatthe
parablewasdesignedto teach—I have
thoughtit"easierattimestoputa text
tothesermonthantopreacha sermon
fromthetext.

As a matterof revelationit might
beconsidereda questionwhetherthe
Lordeverrevealsa matterto hismin-
isterswhichthefaithof thosetaught
of himcannotreadilyaccept,therefore
whendifferencesariseastothatwhich
is preachedit isquiteprobablethatthe
matterhasnot beenrevealedto the
speakeror the hearerhas not been
"taughtof God. In eithercaseto
wrangle,disputeand contendto the
engenderingof bitternessandestrange
mentof feelingand fellowshipdoes
notaffecttherealsituation,butmerely
setsupasuperficialcomplication,which
canbutproduceconfusionanddistress.
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Theteachingsof Christarespiritual
andmust be spirituallyconsidered.
Nothingthereforethatis notspiritual
in itself or dot'snot .sustainin sonic
wayaspiritualrevelationtothatwhich
is spiritualcanbewhatis designedby
him to be taughtin the useof the
parables.

The kingdomof heavenis likened
unto ten virgins—as weretheseten
virginssoshallthekingdomof heaven
be. On the one handwe haveten
virgins,andontheotherhandwehave
onekingdom. The kingdomof hea-
ven. As virginstheyare all alike.
Theyarevirginsbyvirtueof tworea-
sons—theywereborn so and are so
kept,andassuchtheyareabidingthe
timeof thecomingof theonebride
groom,their bridegroom,and while
he tarriestheyalikeall slumberand
sleeptogether,asvirginsslumberand
as virginssleep. He givethhis be-
lovedsleep.And whenthecomingof
the bridgroomis announcedthe}'all
ariseand trim their lamps,and as
theytrimthemthefirstandonlyfea-
ture of differenceappears.Half of
thesevirginsfindthattheirlampshad
goneout,andthecausewasthattheir
oil had givenout, and the lack was
becausetheyhadonlytakenoil in their
lamps,whiletheothershadtakenoil
in theirvesselswith theirlampsand
theirlampswereall alikeburningand
aliketheytrimmedtheirlamps,butthe
foolishtooknooil in theirvessels,and
thereforeandthereindidtheirfoolish-
nessconsistand appear. In some
sensethelikenessof thesevirginsboth
thewiseandthefoolishis reflectedin
thekingdomof heaven.I havenoted
thatthedifferenceconsistedof foolish-
ness.Theywerenotfools,hutfoolish.
ChristHowever,saidof thetwo,Oh,
foolsandslowof heartto believeall
that the prophetshavespoken. In
parttheywerewiseandin partthey
werefoolish,andin thisinstancetheir
lackof wisdomconstitutedtheirbeset-

ment As thebesetmentof thesevir-
gins was their foolishnessand that
wasevidencedby the lackof oil in
theirvessels,thewisdomof theothers
musthaveconsistedin theoil which
theyhadin theirvesselsandthefact
thattheyhad it

,

havingbrought it in
theirvesselswiththeirlamps.Theoil
implieswisdom. The wisetook oil,
thefoolishdidnot. Their foolishness
did notconsistin thesimplefactthat
theydidnottakeoilwiththemin their
vesseiswiththeirlamps,butratherin
thefactthattheydid nothavesense
enoughtothustakeit. Hadtheybeen
sensibletheywouldhavebeenmindful
andwouldhavethereforetakenoil as
did theothers.

Theunjuststewardwascommended
forhiswisdom,andtheonetalentman
wascommendedfor thelackof it in
suchapplicationas wouldhavebeen
creditableto oneentrustedwithbusi-
ness. It seemsthattheseparablesbe-
longto thechurchtoday,uponwhom
the endsof the world are come,in
which is theLord's coming,andad-
monishustobewatchful,sober,vigilant
andexpectant.We are livingin the
dayof thebridegroom'scoming,and
shouldexpecthim anydayandevery
daw Paullookedfor himto conicin
hisday,andhedidcomeandweshould
and 1 hopewedo,atleast in part,look
tor him,andhe comesto us,and is
with us, but like Jacob we so often
haveto say: SurelytheLord was in

theplaceand I knew it not.
Therearetwoagreementsto which

all mightcome,or a partmightcome
to oneand a part to another,as to
whatthisparablemightor mightnot
mean,andthereneedbenoargument
aboutit. We mayall becomeagreed
thatwe understandit or thatwe do
notunderstandit. The apostleseem
ed not to comprehendwhat Christ
meantby thisandthatoneuntil he
explainedit to them,andwefindour-
selvesnot in full accordas to what
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hemeantbyhisexplanations.
It seemsto meif wekeepin mind

thatit is thekingdomof heaventhat
he is illustratingwe maydetermine
many,thingsthatit doesnotmean.If
wcareof theopinionit hasanyrefer-
encewhatevertotheworldor anypart
of it thenweonlyhaveto determine
whereinone-halfof the kingdomof
heavenis composed*of theworldand
whatpart of the world entersinto
its composition,andwe havetheso-
lution.Christsaid,mykingdomis not
of this world. The'apostlesseemed
to emhodythekingdomwhenChrist

not of theworld,'for I havechosen
you out of theworld." The parable
in somesensehas its applicationin
thechurchwhichis thekingdomof
heavenunderconsideration,andwhat
is applcahleto thechurchis applicable
toeachmemberof thechurch.It does
not saypartof themis like to five
wisevirginsandpartis likefivefoolish
ones,butit likenedto tenvirgins,five
of whomwerewiseandfivefoolish.
It wouldthereforeseemreasonableto
concludethatwhereinthekingdomin
itsentirety

'
likeneduntothisor that

eachmemberasanintegralpartwould
reflectthesamelikeness.

Shouldwe concludethatthe five
foolishonesarethenon-elect,wewould
haveto determine,if wecould,which
partor half of thekingdomthenon-
electcompose,or in thecaseof indi-
vidualnumberswhatpartof themwas
non-elect.

If we makethe foolishrepresent
di.-obedientchristianswe shall have
thepeculiarconditionthatexactlyone-
half of the churchis disobedientor
if individuallyconsideredone-halfof
eachmemberis disobedient.But we
mightnotreasonablyattributethedis-
ol>edientconductof a chistian,if such
a thingbe possible,to his ignorance
or foolishness.Paul did somethings
ignorantlyin unbeliefbeforehe was

a christian,and he encmiredof the
foolishGalatiansto know who1had
bewitchedthemthattheyshouldnot
obeythetruth,but1donotfindwhere
a christianis chargedwithhavingdis-
obeyedanything.

ChristwasnndetheJewishor law
dispensationwhenthe parableswere
spoken,andin most,if noteveryin-
stancereferenceis madeto thecondi-
tionOfthekingdomof heavenasunder
thatdispensationinconnectionwiththe
virtuesandpowersbywhichit should
eventuallybe developedandrevealed
in itsspiritualconditionasundergrace
in thegospeldispensation,in which
n\ its appearingtherewasa turning
anddiscerningbetweenhimthatserv-
edGodandhimthatservedhimnot.
This is perhapsthetimereferredto
whenhe said,"Then shalltheking-
domof heavenbe likeneduntoten
virgins,etc." Whenhe camein the
spiritandpowerof theHolyGhostand
the everlastingFatherto gatherto-
getherall thingsin oneevenin him-
self—to separatebetweentheprecious
andthevileandthegospel—thespirit-
ualandnaturalandrevealthespiritual
andtrueworshippersof thelivingGod.
The full and true intentof the law
andthe gospelandthe conditionof
thechurchundereachandunderboth,
werefully andclearlyrevealedto the
apostlesas spiritual judgesof the
twelvetribes,.andto thedisciplesas
tothechurchwhichreceivesandmain-
tains the judgmentof thesejudges
throughoutthegospelday—byanex-
periencein whicharerevealedall the
lawandthegospeltogetherwiththeir
respectfulefforts,bywhichthechurch
andeachmemberthereofareexercis-
ed in a disciplinarysensein whichis
exemplifiedwhatis taughtby theuse
of theparable.

If thisparablehasanapplicationto
the chnrchin this day,whichit no
doubthas,I amof theopinionthatit
is in a disciplinarysenseasthechurch
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is constitutedandtabernaclesherein
thispilgrimage,andas to thechurch
so to eachmember.

In what seemsto be a beautiful
figureof thepeculiarmakeupandcon-
ditionof thechildrenof God in this
pilgrimageas set forth in theexper-
ience,life andcharacterof Jacoband
Israelasin theoneman.wehavewhat
thisparablemightrepresentas appli-
cable to the churchor kingdomof
heavenundergrace. Jacob,theman.
thesinnertakenin onelineis all there
is as the subjectof redemption,and
Israelwhenheconsideredin hislineis
all thereis of thechildof God,and
yettheoneis nothingin citherrespect
withoutthe other. The man could
not be considered,as the subjectof
redemption,to beotherthana sinner,
andyetwecouldnotthinkof oneborn
of Godasbeinga sinner. Themanis
thesubjectof salvationandyethedoes
notenter,asa man,intothekingdom
—menandwomenarebornagain,and
yet whenChristshallhavemadeup
hisjewelstheywill notappearasmen
andwomen.Mortalitywill havebeen
swallowedupof life. The truebride
will appearin spirit,in life,in wisdom,
holy,harmless,undefiled,separatefrom
sinners,and with her blessedLord
madehigherthantheheavens.Christ
asa mandiedwithoutthegates,was
put to deathin the flesh,but was
Quickenedby thespiritandappeared
within the holy city as the Son of
Godin thespiritandpowerof eternal
life and as with the bridegroomso
v.iththebride.

Thesethoughtsare suggestedfor
considerationratherthanan explana-
tionof theparable.

"Pricesforpigironarefirmer.Southern
furnaces,asa rule,havesoldtheirproducs
uptotheendoftheyear,andtheincreasing
numberof inquiriesfor ironwarrantthe
expectationthatorderswillsoonbeplaced
forbusinessthecomingyear.

Lumberis moreactivethanfor some
monthspast.Especiallyis thistrueofthe
gradesshippedinboxcars.Thepresentde-
mandwill beaugmentedbyIncreasedre-
quirementsfromrailways,principallyfor
carrepairs,assomeof therailwaysare
contractingwithcarcompaniesfor some
of theirheavierrepairwork.

"Oneof themostencouragingsignsof
revivingindustrialactivityistheincreasing
movementofsteamcoalto industrialcen-
ters.Theunusuallywarmweatherof the
presentfall is retardingthemovementof
domesticcoal.

Thecottoncropis early,andthefibreis
n.ovingtomarketinlargervolumesthanat
thistimelastyear,although,asa resultof
thestagnationwhichhasprevailedin the
cottongoodsmarket,pricesarelowerthan
a yeargao.Thedemandfor cottonsjed
productsisgoodandtheyaremovingfreely.

"Thedomesticmarketfor cottongoods
showsindicationof gradualimprovement.
Owingtotheaccumulationsoflargestocks
andtoothercausesaffectingthatmarket
thereis atpresentli tiedemandforcotton
goodsin northernChina.Asidefromthis,
theexportdemandis fairlygood,auj those
dillsinterestedinthenorthofChinatrade
arclookingforwardhopefullytoa renewal
ofsalesforthatmarket.

"Graintrafficintothesouth—especially
corn—is light.Thisis due,in part,to the
relativelyhighpriceof cornandtheiow
priceofcotton,andin noportto 'hefact
thatatthisseasonoftheyear:hesouthis
consumingits owngrain.

Merchandisestockswhichhadbeenper-
mittedto runlowduringthebusinessde-
pressionarebeingreplenishedconse/vtMivo-
ly. Retailtradein thecitiesis good,but
asa resultof thelowpriceof cotonand
ofa dispositiononthepartof retailersto

"Whilesomelinesof businesshavenot.
ye.shownasmuchimprovementasmfclH

reasontolookforwardtoa gradualreturn
toahigherlevelofprosperity.''

CRCMBS FROM THE MASTER'S
TABLE.

"Comeuntome,all ye that labor
andareheavilyladen,and1 will give
\ou rest."

Thedispensationof thegospelmay
be comparedto the citiesof refuge
in Israel. It wasa privilege,anhon-
or to thenationin general,thatthey
hadsuchsanctuariesof divineappoint-
ment: buttherealvalueof themwas
knownto few. Thoseonlywhofound
themselvesin thatcasefor whichthey
wereprovidedcouldrightlyprizethem.
In like manner,thegospelof Christ
rjw boast;butit canbetrulyesteemed
andunderstoodbynonebutwearyand
heavy-ladensouls,whohavefelttheir
miseryby nature,are tired of the
drudgeryof sin, and haveseenthe
curseof thebrokenlawpursuingthem
liketheavengerof bloodof old.This
is the only considerationthat keeps
themfromdespairthatGodhaspro-
videdaremedyinthegospel,andJesus
hassaid,"Comeuntome,andI will
giveyourest." If theycouldreceive
thefull comfortof thesewords,and
heartilyobeythecall,theircomplaints
wouldbe at an end; but remaining
ignorant,unbeliefandSatancombine
in variouswaysto keepthemback.
Somewill say,"O thatI couldcome;
but,alas!I cannot."Others,"I fear
I do notcomearight." Having,here
underthecharacterof thosewholabor
and aireheavyladen,I proceedto
consider.

What it is to cometo Christ. I
haveobservedingeneralthatit appears
Ito havethe samesignificationwith
believingin him. Butthatwemayun-
derstandit the moreclearly,let us
inquire.

1. How did thoseto whomheper-
sonallyspokethesewords,in all prob-
ability,understoodthem.

2. How farthosetowhomhemakes
themapplcableare suitableto our
circumstances.

3. Whether,as we havethe same
necessity,we havenot likewiseequal
encouragementto cometo him with
thosewhowereconversantwith him
uponearth.

4. It doesnotappearthatthoseto
whomour Lord spokein personwere
so muchperplexedasmanyarenow,
to knowwhat comingor believing
shouldmean.He seemsto havebeen
understoodbothby friendsandene-
mies. Manyquestionedhis authority
andrighttoexactadependenceonhim
self; but theyseemed1to be at no
difficultyabouthis meaning.It cer-
tainlyimpliedmorethanamerebodi'.v
cominginto his presence.He w:>s
surrounded,andevenfollowed,bymul-
titudeswhonevercameto himin the
sensesof his invitation. To such
whilestandingabouthim,hecomplain-
ed,"Ye will notcometo me,thatye
mighthavelife." Therefore,if wecon-
sultwhatiswrittenof thosewhocame
to Jesusfor relief,andobtained it

,

we
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mayconcludewhatcomingto himim-
plies:

1. A persuasionof his power,and
of theirownneedof his help. They
knewthattheywantedrelief,andcon-
ceivedof himasanextraordinaryper-
son, empoweredand ablelo succor
them. This persuasionof Christ's
sufficiencyand willingnesswas then,
as it is now,affordedin differentde-
grees. The centurionspokewith full
assurance,"Speakthewordonly,and
myservantshallbehealed."Theleper
moredubiously;"Lord, if thouwilt,
thoucanstmakemeclean." Another
instill fainter language;"If thou
canstdo anything,havecompassion,
andhelpus." The faithof this last
was,asthemanhimselfacknowledged
mixedwith muchunbeliefand fear;
yet Jesus did not despise the
day of small things. He par-
doned his suspicions,confirmed
his fluctuatingmind,as an instance
how graciouslyhe acceptsandcher-
ishesthefeeblesteffectsof truefaith,
"He will notbreakthebruisedreeJ,
norquenchthesmokingflax."

2. An actualapplication.This evi-
dencedtheir faith to be right. They
did uotsit contentwithhavingheard
him,butimprovedit; theywenttohim,
toldhimtheircases,andimploredhis
compassion.Their faithprevaileda-
gainstall discouragements.In vain
the multitudechargedthemto hold
their peace. Knowingthat he only
wasableto relievethem,theycriedso
muchthe morea greatdeal. Even
whenhe seemedto discovera great
reserve,they still waited,and knew
nothowto departwithoutananswer.
Nor coulda senseof unworthiness,
fear,or shamekeepthemback,when
oncetheyhada strongpersuasionof
hispowerto save.

3. Whenhewassoughttoasa soul
physician,as wasthecasewithmany
whosebodilydiseaseshe healed,and
with otherswhowerenot sick,those

whocameto himcontinuedwithhim,
and becamehis followers.They de-
pendedon himfor salvation,received
him as their Lord and Master,pro-
fessedanobediencetohisprecepts,ac-
cepteda sharein his reproach,and
renouncedeverythingthatwasincon-
sistentwith his will. Somehad a
moreexpressandopencallto this,as
Matthew,who wassittingat the re-
ceiptof customregardlessof Jesus,
till hepassedbyhim,andsaid,"Follow
me." That word,accompaniedwith
thepowerof his love,wonhis heart,
ar.d diverted him form world-
ly pursuits in an instant.
Others were more secretly
drawnbyhisspiritandprovidence,is
Nathaniel,and the weepingpenitent
whosilentlywashedhis feetwithher
tears. And this wasthedesignand
effectof manyof theirbodilyandfam-
ily afflictions.The man who was
broughtto behealedof thepalsyre-
ceivedtheforgivenessoi hissins;and
theruler,whofirstcametoJesuswith
no otherviewthanto obtainthelife
of his son,obtainedmuchmorethan
heaskedor expected.The Lord af-^
fordedsuchan affectingsenseof his
powerandgoodnessuponthatoccasion
thathe henceforthbelieved,with ail
hishouse.

Thesethingsare applicableto us.
Jesusis no longervisibleuponearth;
buthehaspromisedhisspiritualpres-
encetoabidewithhisword,ordinances
andpeopleto theendof time. Weary
and heavy-ladensoulshavenow no
needto takea long journeyto seek
him,for he is alwaysnearthem,and
in a spiritualmanner,wherehisgospel
is preached.Poor andinconsiderable
as we are in the judgmentof the
world, I trust we havea right to
claimhis promise,andto believethat
he is evennow in the midstof us.
Thereforecomeuntohim,thatis:

1. Raiseyour hearts,and breathe
forthyourcomplaintstohim. Doyou
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seeyourneedof him? Bepersuaded,
andprayto himto assureyou more
stronglyof his powerandgoodness.
He is just sucha Saviorasyourcir-
cumstancesrequire,as you yourself
couldwishfor; andheis ableto con-
vinceyouin a momentthathe is so.
If he is pleasedto causea ray of
hisgloryto breakin uponyourmind,
your fears,and doiibts,and griefs
wouldinstantlygiveplace.

2. Perseverein this applicationto
him. Seta highvalueupontiles';his
publicordinances,andbeconstantin
attendingthem.His eyeis fixedupon
us;hisarmis revealedamongstus. I
trustit is a timeof graceamongstus.
Whenwemeethedoessomethingfor
oneor anotherin theassembly.Hehas
a fixedtimefor everyonewhomhe
relieves.He knewhowlongthepoor
manhadwaitedat thepoolside,and
whenhis hourcamehespokeandre-
lievedhim. So do you endeavorto
befoundin hisway. Readhisword;
befrequentin secretprayer.You will
findmanythingsarisingfromwithin
andwithoutto discourageandweary
you in this course;but persistin it

,

andingoodtimeyoushallfindrestfor
o&rsouls.Thesearethemeanswhich

theLord hasappoinedyou. Converse
likewiseat properopportunitieswith
his people;perhapshemayunexpect-
edlyjoin you,ashedidthetwodisci-
pleswhenwalkingto Emmaus,and
causeyourheartsto burnwithinyou.
Farther:

3
. You areto followhim,to take

uphis cross,to makea professionof
hisnameandgospel,to-bearcontent-
edly a sharein thereproachandscorn
which is theusuallot of thosewho
will livegodlyin ChristJesus,m the
midstof an unbelievingandperverse
generation.You aremotonlyto trust

in him as a priestto atonefor your
sins,but to receiveandobeyhim as
yourteacherandyourLord. If you
aretrulywearyandheavyladen,you
will begladto dothis,andarecrying

tohimtoenableyou;andyouarelike-
wisewillingto forsakeeverythingthat

is inconsistentwith his will andser-
vice. If youaredesiriousto cometo
Christ, it is not grievousto-you to
thinkof partingwithyoursinfulpleas-
uresa,ndvain companions.Rather

BrotherGold, I have wantedto
writeto youeversince,I cameback
to Richmond,about the middleof
August,and,in fact,havemadesev-
eralattempts,butmy letterswereso
imperfectthatafterreadingthemover
I wouldcastthemaside. Somehow,
though,I stillhavethedesiretowrite,
andwhileI feelmyinabilitytoexpress
myselfasI wouldlike,if thegoodLord
will directmythoughtsI will try in
themidstof all myweaknessto speak
a few wordsconcerningsomeof the
thingsI haveexperiencedin mytravels,

for severaldaysbeforeI left Rich'

niondto hearyouandBrotherJones
preachatCaneCreek,I wascontinually
prayingthe Lord that if it wasmy
duty to unitewith the church,to

forbid thatI shouldcome backto
.Richmondwithoutofferingmyselfto
thechurch. I wasmadeto feelthat
it wasmy dutyandI promisedGod
thatif hewouldsparemeuntilI could
geeto CaneCreekI wouldnotletthe
opportunitypass. I was continually
beggingtheLordtogivemesomenew
andunmistakableevidenceof hiswon-
derfullovefor meandto enableme
togo to hispeopleandtellthemwhat
blessingsI hadreceived.A fewnights
beforeI left,I dreamedof beingbap-
tized,and it seemedthattherewere
only threepersonspresent; onewas
my father,theotherI did not seem
to recognize,andmyself.This com-
fortedme much,but by morningit
seemedI only had a slightreccol-
lectionof what I had dreamed.I
wasfullypersuadedinmymiindthough
thatthefirstopportunityI hadI would
offertothechurchandletthebrethren
decideasto myfitnasstobenumbered
amongthem,andwhentheinvitation
was extendedI went forth, praying
Godwouldgivemelibertyof speech
tospeakof hiswonderfuldealingswith
me,a poor sinner,but, somehow,I
couldnotsaymuchandwasafraidthat
I wouldnot be received.I thought
my poorheartwouldbreak.For if
I was turnedasideby thosepeople,
whereelsecouldI go? But whenI
was received,theresprangup a joy
thatcouldnotbeexpressedandI was
madeto gloryin hisholyname.Bro-
therGold,for somereason,thedeal-
ingsof theLord withmehave,in a
s^nse,beensomewhatdifferentwithme
from whatis truewith someof the
Old Baptists,in thatI cannotpointto
theveryhourI wasenabledtobelieve
on Jesus in the pardonof my sins.
Afterlisteningtosomeof thebrethren
relatetheir experiences,I sometimes
think that if I couldonlyhavebeen
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dealtwithastheyI couldneverdoubt
thefactthatwhenJesuscriedon the
cross"It is Finished,"thatmy sins
wereatonedfor, andit seemsto me
thatI wouldknowI wasa childof
God. Haveyoueverheardof a case
similartomine?Paulsays"We know
we havepassedfromdeathuntolife
becausewe love the brethren,"and
this scriptureis of greatcomfortto
me,asI feelI canof a truthsaythat
T lovethosethatI believeto be the
chosenpeopleof God.

FrommychildhoodI havehadade-
sireto searchthescriptures,andoften
when.buta littleboywouldget the
bible,or theLandmark,andreadhours
at a time,but wasashamedfor any
oneto seeme; as I grewolder,the
desireto knowmoreof Jesusincreas-
ed. I studiedthebibJein all earnest-
ness,trying to seeif I couldnot

discoversomemeansbywhichTcould
dosomethingto bringtheLord under
obligationstosaveme,butI wasmade
to knowthattherewasnothingthat
I coulddoandthatit wasnotjustice
I wanted,butthemercyof God.

The morningI wasbaptizedwasa
rxautifulone.but I wasstill seeking
somestrongerevidenceof thefactthat
I wasoneof his, andbeforeleaving
homeI wentouton theporchwhere
myfatherwaswithhistestamentand
wasonlytherea fewminutesbefore
heleft theporch,buthedid nottake
his testament,so I decidedto seeif
I couldnotfindsomethingin it that
wouldstrengthenandcomfortmev, and
uponopeningthetestament,thefirst
\rrse I readw^astheeighthverseof
theeighthchapterof Romans,if I re-
membercorrectly,readingas follows:
"So thentheythatarein thefleshcan
notpleaseGod." This scripturemav
haveseveralmeanings,butit appeared
tomethatmorningthatit mieantI could
,notpleaseGod so longas I lingered
with theworld. This was indeeda
strengtheningscriptureto meat the
timeand somehowI felt re-assim-d

thatI wasdoingmyduty. We then
p;oceededto go to thepondwhereI
wasto bebaptizedby BrotherLewis,
whohasalwaysmadethe impression
uponmeasbeinga manof God,and
whenwearrivedtheservicewasopened
bysinging"Oh,howhappyarethey,"
&ndoh,howsweetit wastomeonthat
occasion?I canneverforgetit. Prayer
was thenofferedby my father,and
whata prayerit was; my father's
prayershavealwaystouchedmemore
thananyoneI haveeverheardpray,
andon this occasionI wasmadeto
feel.thatsurelyGodhathinspiredhim
to speaksuchwordsas I hadnever
i cardfall fromhumanlipsbefore,and
I almostfeltlikecryingalound,"Sure-
ly, theLord hathdesignedit all." I
couldn'tseehow it couldhavebeen
otherwise.

After I camebackto Richmond,the
nextSundaybeingfourthSunday,I
attendedpreachingat Manchester,by
BrotherA. J. Moore,andenjoyedthe
servicesverymuch. I thenwentto
BrotherW. R. Moore'sfor dinner,
andtherewehada littlegatheringthat
afternoonand sangmanysongsof
praisetoourRedeemer.I don'tthink
I haveeverenjoyedanafternoonbet-
ter than on that occasionand was
madeto feellike it wasgoodto be
there.

For fear thatmy letteris proving
ahardship,I will proceedtobringit to
a close,at thesametimeaskingto be
rememberedin yourprayers,for I feel
theneedof all such,andhopingthat
youcanfind it convenientto journey
thiswaysometimeandpreachfor us
at Manchester,I am,I hope,

•achildof Godwhosefeelingshavebeen
rousedfor it is in thenighttimeof
hissoulwhenheconiesto Jesus.We
knownottheexacttimenorthenum-
berof timesthathecomesto Jesus, it

mybeearlyor at thelatesthoursof
night,or on a brightsunnydaythathe
goethawayto somesecludedplace,or
in thedark closet,or at his bedside
kneelingin prayersothatnonemight
seenorhearinghimaskingthewayof
eternallife. We learnthatNicodemus
cameto Jesusby night,weknownot
theexacttime, it mayhavebeenearly
or atthedarkesthoursof nightthink-
ingnoonemightseehimnorhearhis

-conversationwith Jesus, asking the
way of eternalife. "Jesusanswered
andsaiduntohim,verily,verily I say
unto thee,"Except a manbe torn
againhe cannotseethekingdomof
God."

DearBrother—Godin his loveand
infinitewisdomhas givengrace i.i
Christ to an innumerablehost who
havewashedtheir robesand maide
themwhitein thebloodof theLamb,
anddidasI trustnumberthisonepoor
sinnerwith them,who was bornof
Baptistparents,September28,1852.

My father'sfatherandmotherboth
belongedtothechurchalsomymother.

SometimeafterI marriedthesecond
time,andwhenI wasabout31years
old I wasin thefieldaboutmy farm
one day whenI was seizedwith a
thoughtof greatterrorandhorrorof
darknessandcondemnation.I felt I
shouldsoonbe cast into everlasting
deathand I soughtlonesomeplaces
andwouldbegGodto bemercifulto
meandsaveme. I continuedto beg
God in prayerfor aboutfivemonths
andin November1881on theLord's
day I was freedfrom condemnation
anddeathas I hopein thepresence
of ChristasmySavior,onealtogether
lovely and the chiefestamongten
thousand,andas I trustthegloryof
the Lord filledthe temple. I knew
if I wassavedit wasin themercyof
GodandI havebelievedeversincethat.
God for Christ'ssakepardonedmy
sins.

I thenatthattimecontinuedtoread
andsearchthescriptures-lor thetrue
church,andat theendof whichtime,
not beingableto remainawayfrom
the churchany longer,I wenton
TuesdayafterthefirstSundayin No-
vember1883,was receivedandbap-
tized. This was a happyday with
meandlongto beremembered.-

ThethirdnightafterI wasbaptized
1 .sawin a dreamor visionmyself
standingin a largenewhouseelevtaed
higherthan the people. The house
seeemedtobecrowdedwithpeopleand
1washoldingahymnbookinmyhand
and lining a hymnand the people
singingandI singingwith themand
talkingto themof the goodnessof
Godtowardmein mercy. I alsosaw
theHoly Ghostcomedownfromthe
elementsinashapelikethemoonwhen
it is full. It struckmeontheheadand
stoodin a streamfrom my headto
myfeet,anda voicespokeandsaid,it
is theHoly Ghost. I awokefromthis
dreamin a spiritof praise.

For a considerabletimeafterthis
I continuedgoingtochurchandfilling
ny seat,in factI did notmissmany
meeting'suntil1887whenI wascalled
to 'heworkof gospelministryif ever
called. I had beensick for several
weeksand had becomevery weak,
whenonenightmywife hadfinished
herworkandcamein theroomand
sat down nearthe fire. I tried to
setup butwasso weakI couldnot.
So I wentbackto bedandthe last
thingI knewI sawmyselfstandingon
thesouthsideof a squarefieldandthe
heldwassetoutin fruittreesinperfect
rowswitheachtreeburdenedwithits
fruit. T thensaw a carriageall of
gold,thairesembleda smallhouseon
wheels. The doorof thehousewas
openandoverthedoorwasfinemetal
of carvedwork. Also therewere
wingsspreadeachwayandthreesteps
whichled up into thehouse. It all
appearedas solidgold. I was th«n
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placedon thesecondstepwhenI saw
twobluesteelsickles,onestandingeast
andtheotherwest. The carriageor
smallhousethenmovednorthdirectly
throughthefieldthe sickleson each
sidecuttingdownall thetreesleaving
nothingstanding.

It seemeda greatgrief to methat
suchbeautifultreesshouldbecutdown
and all the fruit destroyed.I then
wokeup realizedwhereI was,and
toldmy wife I hadto die for I felt
I hadbeenwarnedof death.

I got up and walkedaroundthe
roomholdingto thechairsandagain
camebackto bedwhenI wasplaced
againin thesamefieldwherethefruit
treeswere. But nowtherewasnoth-
ingbuta greatholein theearth,'and
theenemythatwasto destroymewas
comingoutof theearthin theformof
yellowjacketsas thickas theycould
fly, andwerecomingas arrowsdart
towardsme. I felt I wasgone,but
justbeforetheystruckmeangelsfrom
heavencameclownin an innumerable
hostandmadea ring aroundmeso
theenemycouldonlystriketheangels,
but theydid not fearthem. I came
to mymindandraisedup in bedand
thesewordswerespokentomesaying,
"All fleshis asgrass. The sunis no
soonerrisenwitha burningheatthan
the grasswitherethand the flower
thereoffallethaway;" andto preach
the everlastinggospelto a perishing
people.The fearof deaththenwas
all goneand the glory of the Lord
filledmy soul. I commencedtalking
to mvwife andpreachingChristand
hiskingdom,andblessyoursoul,dear
childof God,whata feastof joy it was
to me. Mv neighborsgatheredin and
I preachedto themand T soongot
well whenI wouldpreachsalvation
bygracetoeverybodyI met.

My neighborssoon reportedme
crazy. At thistimeI waslivingabout
fourteenmilesfromanyPrimitiveBap
tist church. On"oneoccasionat our
regularchurchmeetingI waspresent

andour pastorfailedto be with us.
The brethrenaskedmeto comefor-
wardandorganizeconference.I told
themI couldnotbuttheykeptplead-
ing withmeuntil I finallyagreedto
go andtry. It wasthereI received
greatconsolation.

I servedin thiswa!vfor abouttwo
years,wheninthefallof 1889I dream-
edI wastravelingto a cityin a road
thatwasbeautifuland level. I had
traveleduntilI becamesotiredI could
hardlymakea stepwhenI cameto a
veryoldandrottenlookingbarn.The
doorstoodopenandI steppedupand
sawsomeold rottenhayin thebarn.
I wentin, lay downon thehay and
wentto sleep. And whileI sleptthe
fowlsof the air cameinto thebarn
andateall thefleshfromoff myright
leg. From mykneedowntherewas
nothingleft buttheboneandleaders.
And I knewthiswhileI wasasleep,
becausewhilestill asleepI dreamedI
wokeup and felt I was ruined. I
thenthoughtI wouldmovemylegand
succeededindoingso.butitwasawful-
ly weak.At firstI couldonlvtakevery
shortsteps,but themoreI triedthe
betterI couldwalk,andthefleshbegan
to comeon theboneof mv leguntil
finallvall thefleshcamebackandmy
'egwaswholeagain. I thentraveled
over this beautifulroad in iov and
gladness.ThemoreI walkedthemore
T couldwalk,andthemoreglorious
it wasuntil T awokewhenbeholdit
was all a dream. Then I beganto
wonderwhatdid this mean. Surely
this is a sentenceof condemnationa-
gainstme and is it possibleI have
actedahypocriteforthepasttwoyears
andohLord if so.forgiveme.

I nowthoughtI neverwouldstand
beforethepublicanvmore,and felt
T wasdownforever,andthat I had
broughtcondemnationagainstmvself
andshameuponmvwifeandchildren.
I movedfromDavidsontoDaviecoun-
ty,whereI renteda farmandputmy
biblein the bureaudrawerwhereI
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couldnot secit whenI was in the
house.1wentin sorrowandtearsof-
tenandatthattimeI wouldratherbe
alonethantobewithanyone.although
afterthefirstyeartheburdenbecame
lighter.The scripturessomewhatleft
mymind,stilltheimpressionremained
withme. I beganto thinkaboutthe
latterpartof thethird yearthatthe
impressionto preachthegospelwould
leavemebeforemuchlonger.Butthis
was not thecase,the impressionre-
turnedwithmoreweightandincreased
moreandmore.

ABIDING IN CHRIST.
"He thatabidethinme,andI inhim

thesamebringethforthmuchfruit,for
withoutmeyecannotdonothing"John
xv.5.

Thereis an ineffableunionbetween
Christandhis church.In respectto
our first unionwith God in the law
of out creationit is a newunion,in
respect"ofthepurposeof Godit isold-
er thantheother,aneternalunion. It
is setforthherein a figure,"I amthe
vine,yearetheblanches."As*1hestock
giveslife to everybranchunitedto it

,

bythesapflowingin,solifeflowsfrom
Christto everyredeemedsinner. He
comestodwellin thesoulat regenera-
tion,andimpartsto it a newprinciple
of cleanliness,his ownholy life. We
read,"Christwho is our life/' The
scripturesall testifyto hisindwelling,
andshow it is hispurposetomake"his
peoplehis dwellingplace. "For the
LordhathchosenZion,hehathdesired

it for his habitation.This is my rest
for ever,herewill I dwell; for I have
desiredit" ( Ps. exxxii,13,14). "My
tabernaclealso shallbe with them,"
and"1 will dwell in themandwalk
in them"(Eze. xxxvii.27; 2 Co. vi.

J 6). There is no otherway to be
cleansedfromtheterriblediseaseand
pollutionof sinbutby his indwelling,
wherebywearemadeonewithhimin
nature,andreceive-theholyspiritwith
all his quickeningoperations."I in

I hem." As wearecleansedfromthe
jj-uilt»f sin b

y

thebloodof Christour

priest,so we are cleansedfrom the
filthof sin by his holylife imparted.
Andthisholylifecancometo>a sinner-
only on the groundof his atoning
blood;because"He lovedthechurch,
and gavehimselffor it." Even as
Christalsolovedthechurch,andgave
himselffor it

,

thathemightsanctify
andcleanseit withthewashingofwater
by theword,thathemightpresentit

to himself a gloriouschurch,nothav-
ingspotor wrinkle,or anysuchthing;
butthat it shouldbeholyandwithout
blemish"(Ep. v. 25—27). Brethren,
what is theretobecomparedforbless-
•ednessto thisunionwithGod in our
nature? Of all blessingscovetthis
first,to have it in yoursoulsandex-
perience—thepower,life,holiness,and
peaceof it. He thatseeks it has it
already;butthepossessionof it must
bemadeknownto himby revelation
for hiscomfort. "He thatabidethin
meand I in him,thesamebringeth
forthmuchfruit, for withoutmeye
candonothing."

We want, if Godhelp,to somewhat
enlargeonthispartof christianexper-
ience,abidingin Christexperimentally.
There is an experienceof it to be
known. It is easyto sleepon gener-
alities,but if we cometo particulars
wemayfindsomethingto keepus a-
wake.

1. By faithweareto abidein the
greatworkof atonementaccomplished
by Christ. Everyoneinstructedin the
knowledgeof the fall by the Holy
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Ghost,knowsthe defilementand the
powerof sin,in measure;whatit does
in separatingbetweenGodandthesoul
weakeningtaith,cuttingoff commun-
ion, and causingin manythingsa
stumblingin thewaysof God. What
is theremedy? Not a cuttingoff of
oursinfulnatureandsodestroyingitsJ
evilworkings,whichis impossible;but•
a goingwith theworstof sin whichf

broughtdistance,dryness,andbarren-
nessto theatonementof Christagain
andagain. A legalheartwill always
opposethisendanddrawwrongcon-
clusionsfromtheseselfprocuredtrou-
bles. Satanpointsto our failuresand
to thecauses;and theeffectis con-
tractionof guilt. But whattheLord
teachesus is to go andacknowledge
ouriniquity."Onlyacknowledgethine
iniquity"(Je. iii. 13). He instructs
us to go withour eyeson theatone-
ment,and to pleadthatas the only
groundof newaccess,to obtaina new
senseof mercy. If we are lively,a
pastsenseof acceptancewill not do
whenweget freshdistanceandfresh
separationfromGod. It miayhelpif
theholyspiritbringsit toremembrance
butthatis notfreshcleansing.O the
tearsa childof God hasto weepin
spiritovera self-procuredseparation,
a sin-boughtsilencefromGod! "Ye
now thereforehave sorrow" over
clouds broughtbetweenChrist and
yoursouls,overthesuspensionof the
sweetoperationsof thespiritthatwere
yourdelight.A cessationhascometo
communion.Sin andguiltwill try to
turn our eyesintoourselves,perhaps
tomakeusdoubttherealityof ourre-
ligion,or of God'spastdealingswith
us. Now faith'sbusinessis to-make
useof Christ in this particular,and
togoagainandagain,confessing,con-
fessing,confessing.Theprodigalwent
ibis way. His thoughts,mind,and
memorywenttohisfather'shouse,his
wholeheartranthere,andthataffected
all therest,guidedhis mind,directed

hisfeet,broughthimbacktohisfather
and put wordsinto his mouth;and
whenhewasyeta greatwayoff,his
father"ran,andfell on hisneck,and
kissedhim." The robe,thering,and
thefattedcalf wereall bestowedupon
him.

Now,if weabidein thedoctrineof
Christ'satonement,this will be our
mercy,to gooverandoveragain,and
makementionof his preciousblood
for the removalof sin anddistance.
We shallthinkof whatprocuredour
pardonat first, whatbroughtpeace,
andhealedour woundedconsciences.
Turn to Isaiah,"It pleasedtheLord
to bruisehim; he hath put him to
grief.""Thechastisementof ourpeace
wasuponhim,andwithhisstripeswe
arehealed."Zechariahspeaksof the
;ameabidingof faithintheatonement,
andshallbe in bitternessfor him
asonethatis inbitternessfor hisfirst-
bornsaying,"Theyshalllookon me
whomtheyhavepierced,andtheyshall
mournfor him as onemournethfor
insonlyson."(xii. 10).By hiswound-
ingandbruisingonlycanwebehealed,
andbruisingonly canwe be healed.
If wehavea motionof faith in the
heartwhenguilty,thiswill beits aim
—throughatoningbloodandpardoning
loveoncemoreto haveaccessto gain
God'sear,andhavehisheavenlysmile
on our souls. Do wenotknowwhat
abidingin him is in this particular?
Whentroublecomesandguiltis fresh
contracted,dowenotturntohisblood?
andwhenour legalmindswork,does
faithsay,"Thatfountainistheremedy
thereisthecleansing?"Whatbrought
peaceat firstmustrenewit; whatfirst
gaveacceptancewithGodmustagain
bring us nigh. We woulddirecta
troubledchildof Godto thismostser-
iously;becausethereis no gettingor
maintainingpeacewithoutit. Listen
notto Satanwhosaysall is wrongbe-
causeyouhavedoneevil; butremem-
ber thatJesus Christ is the " same
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yesterday,today,andforever,"andhis
blood"cleansethus fromall sin."

Let us lookat a scriptureexample
or two. SeehowDavid'sfaithpressed
throughwhenNathan'smessagefast-
enedguilt uponhim; how he cried,
"Hidethyfacefrommysins,andblot
out all mineiniquities.""According
untothemultitudeof thytendermer-
cies,blotoutmjytransgressions.Wash
me thoroughlyfrom mineiniquities,
andcleansemefrommy sin. For I
acknowledgemy transgressions,and
my sin is everbeforeme." O guilty
childof God,thisis theonlyoutgate.
A renewalof pardon,peace,andcom-
munionwithGodcanbehadonlyby
that faith whichin the natureof it
abidesintheatonement,andgoesforth
in freshactstowardsthedearredeem-
er. Look at Peter,howfoul washis
backsliding,yet, whenChrist asked
him,"Lovestthoume?" his faitha-
bodein him,andheanswered,"Lord,
thouknowestall things;thouknowest
thatI lovethee." Now, if conscience
speaksloudlyagainstus,or thedevil
temptsus on accountof our basebe-
haviortotheLord,letusturnoureyes
anotherway;asKentsays:

"Oft as sins,my soul,assailthee.
TurnthyeyestoJesus'blood;

Nothingshortof thiscanhealthee.
Sealthypeace,or dotheegood."

If we abideherebv faith, and go
fromtimeto timewhenguiltyto the
fountain,if welookfor nohealingbut
whatthisgives,noothercleansing,we
'shallfindit sooneror later.This is a
useof Christthatthe peopleof his
lovearecalledandwarrantedtomake;
andthisis abidingin thedoctrineof
theatonement.

2. In the secondplace,faith is to
abidein the righteousnessof Jesus
Christ. No otherrobewill sufficefor
ourstandingbeforeGod. Thelawre-
quiresactiveobedienceas well as a-
tonementfor sinsby death;and'both

thesearefoundin Christ'srighteous-
ness. Godwill neverholdsweetfel-
lowshipwithasinner,norgivethespir-
it of adoption,noranyspiritualbless-
ing, unlesswearedeliveredfromall
condemnationiby Christ'srighteous-
ness. Faith is to say,"Surelyin the
Lord have I righteousnessand
strength."Is it nota painfulexper-
iencewithsome,likeJoshua,tO'stand
beforeGod in filthyrags? Doesnot
consciencesay, "No accesswithout
righteousness,nosmilefromGodwith-
out righteousness"?and does not
faithsaywhenfaroff, "Look for that
robe,thatonlyrobein whichGodcan
allowa sinnerto comenear"? Faith
in thathassolidcomfortin it. We
areperfectin Christ; no evil canap-
proachus there."Becausethouhast
madetheLord whichis my refuge,
the mosthigh, thy habitation;there
shallno evilbefallthee,neithershall
aiw plaguecomenighttin' dwelling"
(Ps. xci. 9, 10). This righteousness
will establishus when.webelievein
it. Theholyspirittakesit andshows
it to us; and whenhe does,it fixes
theheartandaffectionson him who
wroughtit out. To feelwearyand
distantwill notbringusnear;to feel
ourignorancewill notcomfortus. But
whenfaithseesnotonlywhereweare
andour rags,but how righteousness
is to beputon,andhowthelackof
graceistobesuppliedfromChrist,we
plead,beg, follow after, and say,
"Coimeye,letus go up to themoun-
tainof theLord, to thehouseof the
God of Jacob; andhe will teachus
of his ways,andwewill walkin his
paths"(Is. *ii. 3). Mav weabidein
thedoctrineof this righteousness,in
whichwe arejustified.Throughthis
divinerobewemayobtainnewaccess,
peace,andcomfortagainandagain,
and

"He thatwearsit is byGodexalted
high,"

3. In thenextplaceweareto abide
by faithin thegraciousandprevalent
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intercessionof theLord JesusChrist.
"He that abidethin nie,"—in the
faith of my intercession—"and I in
him),the samebringethforth much
fruit." What a wonderfulthing to
abidethere!A child of God needs
Christto openhismouthfor him; he
is to useas well as he canhis dear
intercession.This is it. "Father, I
will that thcvwhomthouhastgiven
me be with me whereI am. Bring
themhonorablythroughtheirtroubles
for mysake. Pourplentifullyonthem
the holy spirit." If faith can use
Christ'sintercession,it isabidingin it

.

But whennewtroublecome,thecon-
sciencefinds it heavywork.Thefeeling
risesthat theyare for our sins,and
we mustexepctGod to dealwith us
for them,andmoreseverelystill. Prob
ably as manyas are lively in their
soulswill be ofensaying,"The mis-
deedsof thisdayareenoughto ruin
us for ever,"andwonderinghowGod
canbearwith them. We mayhave
the scripturesin our hands,and be
busyat otherthings; andthoughwe
kneeldownbeforehis holy majesty,
wecannotgatherourthoughtsto him.
This makesmecryout,"0 barrenfig-
tree,howcan I asktheLord to>bless
me? Unbelievingbeliever,how'can I

pleadboldlvbeforehim?"Mayhegive
us what he gaveAbraham,not tO'
staggerthroughunbeliefin our time
of need,buttobestrongin faith,giv-
ing gloryto God."Why hopeagainst
hope(believedin hope,thathe might
becomethe fatherof manynations,
accordingto thatwhichwasspoken,
soshallthyseedbe" (Ro. iv. 18-21).
All hopefor him from naturewas
gone,andwithhisnaturalhelplessness
beforehim,,hebelievedin thealmighti-
nessof God,andhopedagainsthope.
So. if wehavenohopeof successwith
God becauseof our sinsandbarren-
ness,by faith in the intercessionof
Christwe maybelievein hope,and
notstaggeratthepromisethroughun-

belief. This is to abidein his inter-
cession,andtobringforthmuchfruit

4
. In thenextplace,wearetoabide

in hispromiseandin his faithfulness
in respectof them.' It is God'sordi-
narymethodthat a promisegivenout
to a childof hisshallcomeinto a sort
of death,in orderthatfaithmaybe
tried and strengthened!When onej
beginsto lookout for thefulfillment,
therecomesa deathuponit. This is

a trying experience;but this is the
timetoabidein it. Somehavetowait
yearsbeforetheygetthefulfilmentof
thewordof Godto them,buthe in-
tendsgoodbythedelay. His wisdom
shallshinein theway he takes,and
his faithfulnessbe glorified by his
coiningat theappointedtime. Thus

it was with Abraham,and mustbe
witheveryonewhomhe is takeninto
covenant,andto whomhehassaidthat
he woulddo him good. If he has
promisedone,"I will neverleavethee,
nor forsakethee,"or, "as I waswith
Moses,so I will bewiththee," it will
be so. How somehavelimitedhim
to certainwaysand times,and pro-
curedthemselvesmuchtrouble.Faith
believeshe is "aboveall, andthrough
all, andin youall" (Ep. iv. 6

) ; and
hewill makeall thingsworktogether
for good. Even if everywavesays,
"This is to beyourgrave,"faithwill
say,"I believethatGod,that it shall
beevenas it wastoldme"(Ac. xxvii.
25). He thatcanmakeuseof God's
faithfulness in this way abidesin
Christ,and bringsforth muchfruit.
"Jesus Christ, the sameyesterday
today,andfor ever,"thefaithfulGod.
He cannotcomein a wrong-waybe-
causeof his wordto them,whoare

in this abiding. "Blessed is theman
thathearethme,watchingdailyatmy
gates,waitingatthepostsof mydoors.
For whosofindethlife,shallobtainfavor
favorof the"(Pr. viii. 34,35). That
watchingdailv is abidingin Christ. It

is written,"If webelievenot,yethe
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abidethfaithful,hecannotdenyhim-
self" ( 2 Ti. ii. 13). Paul speaksa

wordwhichmayseemrudimentary,but
whichwe areto lay holdandstand
fastunto,"Godthatcannotlie" (Titus

i. 2). Peterspeaksof thesametruth
whenhe warnsus of somewhosay,
"Where is thepromiseof hiscoming?"
etc. "Rut,beloved,benotignorantof
this onething,thatonedav is with
theLord as a thousandyears,and a

thousandyearsasoneday. TheLord

is notslackconcerning-his promiseas
somemencountslackness"(2 Pe. iii.

8
.

9); as if he'shouldsay"Hold fast
to Godthatcannotlie. Why reckon
him by time,andhis waysas man's
Ways? He has beengood to you,
helpedyouinthepast,heldcommunion
withyoufromoffthemercyseat; why
nowmisjudgehim,andthinkhisprom
ise has failedfor evermore?"Said
Asaph,"This is my infirmity;but I

will remembertheyearsof theright

l andof themosthigh. I will remember
theworksof theLord, surely I will
lememberthy wondersof old" ( Ps.
lxxvii.'io, n). Whilethisfaith is in
exercise,theman is a conqueror,rises
abovecircumstances,andsays with
Paul, "I believeGod,that it shallbe
evenas it wastoldme."

We mightmentionmanymorepar-
ticulars,as theomnipotenceof God;
butthesemustsuffice.There is an.om-
nipotencein God'sordinationof the
ttseof faith."All thingsarepossible
to himthatbelieveth."We have-great
needof thatfaiththatwill makeuse
of thecovenant,andabidein Christ
by freshacts;thatgoesforthto his
greatatonement,hisgloriousrighteous
ness,hisprevalentintercession,andhis
exceedinggreatandpreciouspromises,
all'whicharesoexceedinglysuitedto
badcases.This is anordainedway, a

wayGodmeetshispeoplein. In these
heavenlytruthswe are to live and
nbide;andto renewour actsof faith
in themfrequentlyis to abideexperi-

mentallyin Christ,andChrist in us,
andtobringforthmuchfruitaccording
tohisword.—Selected.

Now Davidsays,"My soul
longeth,yea, evenffaintethfor the)
courtsof theLord, myheartandmty
fleshcriethout-for the living God."
This is to expressthespiritual,ardent
longinghefelt for thesweetpresence
of theLordat a timewhenhehadlost
it. Nowdoyoufeelthis?Remember
the"kingdomof heavensufferethv\o-
lence,"and is to be got in no other
way: and the holy spirit worksthis
earnestnessin theheartsof God'speo-
pie.

"Yea, the sparrowhath foundan
house,andtheswallow a nestfor her-
self, whereshemay lay her young,
eventhinealtars, O Lord of hosts,my
kingandmy-God."This is mydesire,
to bringmy familyandall my con-
cernsbeforeGod,thathe mayguide
andconductall for me. "Blessedare
theythatdwell" in this house; they
cannothelppraisingthee. They see
thy wonderfulwisdom in so overrul-
ing eventemporalmattersthat they
cannotbutfeeltheutmostadmiration
andastonishment.How this enables
themto fulfil all relationsof master
or servant,parentor child! Let our
affairsbe everso numerousor com-
plicated—asDavidhadtorule a king-
dom—andlet us live in whatevertu-
multwemay,yetthissweetcommunion

is to beenjoyedandcarriedon in the
midstof it; as I havefound in the.
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midstof thegreatestbustle.Only let
us takeheedtothesecretwarningsand
cautionsandchecksof theholyspirit,
andnotslightthem,butpaya tender
regardto them,andstandin aweof
them;andif hefrown,falldownunder

it
,

and neverrest till this peace is

restored.
Here it is said,"Blessed is theman

whosestrength is in thee,in whose
heartare the waysof them." Such
will dreadaboveallthingstheslightest
motionandofferedhelpof thatlegal
spiritwhichwill ruinall,andwill have
theirstrengthin JesusChrist,not in
themselves.Suchgo fromstrengthto
strength;that is theybecomeweaker
and weakerin themselves,but are
taughtbytheHolyspiritandbyexperi-
enceto findtheLord JesusChrist a

readyhelpin everytrouble. So that

a confidenceat length is workedin the
soulthatall things,howeverdarkthey
maybe,will byhiswonderfulworking
bemadeto work for good,andthat
in all troublestheyshallbemorethan
conquerorsthrough him that loved
them.

Theyareencouragednottowish
for a life of no trouble,butratherto
seekhis presenceandblessingin all
troubles.For JesusChrist is a well
and out of him we draw waterby
prayer;and it is impossibleto fall un-
derconvictionsof sin,confess,andbeg
mercyof himwithoutgetting a taste

a "wellofwaterspringingupintoever-
of thesewaters.Theyareeternallife,
lastinglife." And Davidsays,"I had
ratherbe a doorkeeperin the house
of myGod ;" thatis,bekeptin a wait-
ing posture,bethelastandtheleast
andthemeanestin thechurch,"than
to dwellin thetentsof wickedness,"
or haveall thefullnessof thisworld.
Now we cannotmakethis choiceof
ourselves,it is contraryto ournature;
but God the holy spiritworks it in
theheartsof hispeople.For naturally
wesay,"How dull is prayingall day,

watchingall day!"But theholyspirit
will causeus to feelthatthislife ex-
ceedsall delightsof thisworld. "For
theLord God is a sunandshield,"not
darknessand uncertainty. It is not
stumblingat we knownot what,but
we shallhavelighton our path,and
he is a shieldto coverus fromevil.
In PsalmxxviiDavidsays"Onething

have I desiredof theLord." What is

this onething? To havecommunion
with him in all thingstemporaland
spiritualto askadviceandprotection
of him,to be in his fearall theday
long,and to seekhis blessing in all
things. "That I may dwell in the
houseof theLord all thedaysof my
life"—notenjoyingthiscommunionto-
dayandlosing it tomorrow.No, but
to have it everyday; for this steady
uniformity is thework of the spirit.
Butthese"tentsof wickedness"weare
obligedto enter(onlytakeheedyou
arewhereGod callsyou). We must
havecommunionwith theworld,and
we cannottouchpitchwithoutbeing
defiled.Thenwhenguilt is contracted
weshowwehavecommunionwiththe
Lord by sorrow,misery,andconfes-
sion; and he doesreturnagain,and
washawaythesedefilements."But"be
notdeceived,evilcommunicationscor-
ruptgoodmanners" (i Cor.xv. 33).

"To beholdthebeautyof theLord,
andto inquire in his temple."We be-
holdhisbeautyin variousways. I see
greatbeautyin thewayheledmeinto
thishousein answerto praver. I have
seenhis beautywhen a thief would
haverobbedme,in leadingmetopray
to him and his causingthe thief to
payme. I havegonetohimwithear-
nestprayersandtearswhen I hadwork
broughtbeforeme in the courseof
hisprovidencebevondmvability;and
hehasgivenmethereauisitetalents.

"For in thetimeof troublehesh^
hidemein his pavillion,in thesecret
of his tabernacleshallhe hideme."
Wemavbesurroundedwithallmanner
of confusion,and in themidstof this
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hecangiveusassuredpeace."He shall
setrmeupupona rock." This rockis
theLord JesusChrist. Not in a pre-
sumptuousconfidence,but in a real
trustwroughtin theheartbytheholy
spiritthathe is my friend. Thereis
theutmostsafetyin everytrouble,if
wereston thisrock.

Andtoshowagaintheardencywith
whichwemustseekthesethingsif we
everhopeto attainthem,Davidsays,
"My soulthirstethfor thee,myflesh
longethfor theein a dry andthirsty
land,whereno wateris, to seethy
powerandthyglory,soasI haveseen
theein thesanctuary"(lxiii. 1,2).
That is

,

to holdcommunionwithGod
in all thingsall thedaylong,not to
doonethingwithouthimthatwemay
havetimeafterto seekhis face,but
to seekhis faceandhishelpin all our
occupations,toseehispowerandglory.
Again he says,"My soul followeth
hardafterthee."Theremustbethis
violentpressingafterhim,andDavid
says,"Blessed is themanwhomthou
choosestandcausestto approachunto
thee,thathemaydwellin thycourts"
(lxv). This workof God is generally
doneby afflictionleadingus to seek
his face. And he says,"We shallbe
satisfiedwith the goodnessof thy
house,evenof thy holytemple."

Now,takenotice,allthegoodthings
of thisworldproducenorealsatisfac-
tion. Hencethatsaying,"Man never
is,butalwaystobeblest."Butthelast
gleamof God'smercy,theleasttoken
of his favor,hasthe fullestsatisfac-
tion in it. We wantnothingas long
as it lasts;wearefullysatisfied,there-
fore this is the sum.—Seekto make
Godyourfriend,thefaith,thesonand
theholyspirit; thathemayruleand
overruleall things. And if heshows
displeasurein theslightestdegreein
anything,besureyoustand in aweof
that,anddonotslightit. There is no
endof theblessingsthatwill follow
youin attendingto theseadmonitions;

but if thesearedisregardedandnotat-
tendedto throughthehurryof other
things,weshallfall intodarkness,and
notknowwherewearegoing.All the
misery I haveevermetwith in"the
courseof mylife, is fromnotpaying
attentionto thesethings. Yet such is

hisgreatmercythathedoesnotsuffer
all his displeasureto arise,butbrings
ns backwithmuchsorrowandmany
fears. Whentheseheavyconvictions
c«meuponusbecausewehaveslighted
hiscounsel,hewill bewithus.leading
us to cry for mercy,andwill bestow

it on all whoseekto makehimtheir
friend.

Now,blessedareall theywhodwell
in thesecourts,whohavethisholyfa-
miliaritywithGod,whohavehimfor
theirfriend,andwhogo to himasto
theirhomeanddwelling.Blessedare
allsuch.—Selected.

"Takethereforenothoughtfor the
narrow, for the morrowshall take
thoughfor thethingsof itself, suf-
ficientuntotheday is theevilthereof.''
Matthew6:34.

If we providethingshonest,in
his sight,as is thecommand,means
suppliedby suchefforts if well spent
in supplyingthenecessitiesandcom-
fortsof life andadministeringto the
needyanddestitute,wewill havehone
left to speculateonour livesandtake
chancegames,andtrustto corruptin-
stitutionsandorganizationsof mento
providefee our lovedonesin the
future. We arecommandedto shun
theappearanceof evilandto haveno
fellowshipwiththeunfruitfulworksof
darkness,consequentlywe shouldbe-
wareof theseinstitutions.

NowthisbrotherEdwards
is thesamerelationto metheRoues
areandI wasalmostoverjoyedat the
ineetingandsogreatwasmyjoy I was
afraidI couldn'tpreach.Butaftersup-
perwewentouttotheschoolhouse,tb■
placeappointedfor thepreachingand
I did thebestI could,butcant sa.y
thatit waspreaching.After my at-
temptBrotherWillie Rowecorn-eyed
me to his home.This dearbrother
hadbut latelyenlistedin 'he Lord's
army. Ispentthenightwithhimand
onTuesday,August18,I preachedai
SandyGrovechurch.At thecloseof
themeetingBrother George Hardy
askedmeif I wouldpreachagainWed-
nesdaynighttowhichI agreed.I went
homewithBrotherJohn Sephus,gen-
erallyknowas SephusRoweand it
was all suchdelightthe thoughtof
walkingoverthecountryof myances-
tors—a delightI hadfor a longtime
craved.

On WednesdayAugust18,Cousin
Sephusconveyedmeto thehomeof
Uncle Joshua Rowe,a great-grand-
son of the first Joshua Rowe who
settledin this section.UncleJoshua
is 85 yearsold andblind and as 1
lookedintohisfaceit appearedI could
seemy dearold grand-father,David
Rowe,who diedin Georgiaearlyin
1869. We spentthe day with this
venerablemanandat3J0 o'clocktook
thesadpartingwithUncleJoshua;and
it wasindeedsad,for whenI looked
intothatfacefor thelasttimeit did
appearthatsomethinghadgonefrom
methatT couldneverrecover.Then
thethought,yes,andI will soonlav
thispoorbodydownin deathandso
far as this earthlyexistenceis con-
cernedwill neverrecoverit. So in
the midstof sweetnessthereis also
bitter.

From herewe wentto visitUncle
IsaiahRowewhois 73vearsold and
a brotherin thefleshto Joshua.These
twooldmenhadneverunitedwiththe

Baptists,but1couldnothelpthinking
of howwhenI hadtriedto solvethe
problemsof life, and when in the
midstof financialdistressas well as
spiritualdepression,thatI hadthought
of someof myuncleswhowerethen
deadthattheycouldprobablyadvise
me. Butthemomentspassswiftlyand
themistakesof thepastcometo mem-
ory onlyto makelife moremiserable
whichbringstoourmindsthefactthat
there:s nothingin thislifeatbestbut
mixturesof joy andsorrow,butour
hopeis thatonedaythroughthegrace
of Godthismortalshallputforthim-
mortality.We spenta littletimewith
IsaiahRoweandthenwalkedoverthe
grave-yardnearhis home and saw
wheresomeof my relativeshadbeen
laidaway,butstrangeto saythereis
no onewho knowsthe restingplace
of myold ancestor,JoshuaRi vvc.

EXPERIENCE OP R. PHILLIPS.

T
,

RobertPhillips,wasbornNovem-
ber7, 1841,andamnow (August7.
1008)sixty-sixyearsandeightmonths
old.

Mv parentswereBaptistbelievers,
and I stayedwiththemtill I wentf
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war, in 1862,as a volunteerin the
Fifty-fourthVirginiaRegiment.I was
assignedtothewesternarmy.Whenin
thebattleof Chicamauga.I , for the
firsttime,promisedtheLord that,'f
hewouldsparemethroughthebattle,
I wouldtry to.livea betterlife; and,
ina fewhours,I cameverynearbeing
killedby a fallingtree. Of courseit
wasthepoweroftheLordthatbrought
all (whoescaped)throughtho war.
TheLord sparedmylife,andenabled
meto getbackhomethe25thdayof
May, 1865.A fewmonthslaterI got
marriedto AliceWade,thedaughter
of NathanandDelphiaWade. Then
I madepromisesto the Lord, but
brokethem. Abouttheyear1883,I
becameso troubledovermy sinsthat
it seemedI couldnotlive;andit seem-
edthatmy besttimeto ask for for-
givenesswas whenmy little family
wereall asleeparoundme. T often
prayedtill I wasalmostwornout.My
pillowwasoftendampenedwithtears.
When I wouldwakein themorning
nivconditionwasthefirstthingin my
mind. T felt thatif thewholeworld
hadbeenmine,andit full oi gold,I
veraidhavefreelygivenit all for a
placeof sweetrestin heaven..About
the year t88j. Elder Wyatt Phillips
camefromIllinois,and,beingsucha
greatpreacher,it seemedthat,afterT
hadheardhimpreach,thatmytroubles
all doubledon me. T heardhimfirst
attheassociationatWhiteOakGrove;
and.he beingmy first cousin,came
homewithme. I tookhimto preach-
ing,at differentplacestill I hadheard
himpreachmorethanthirtytimes.I
me' hirrrat the associationat Pine
Creek,andheandElderP. G. Lester
promisedto goto ournextmeetingat
IndianCreek,andtogohomewithme
andbothfulfilledtheirpromise.Sev-
eral otherswenthomewith methat
night. We hadbeenhavinga three
days'revivalat IndianCreekall sum-
mer; andmvwifesaidthatasshedid
a monthbeforeshewouldjoin at the

nextmeeting.That put mein more
troublethanever;and,seeingher in
troubleandin troublemyself,I thought
1f it wouldbe the Lord's will, how
niceit wouldbe, if we couldgo to
the churchtogether.But whenthe
meetingcameshefailedto go. The
nighttheyall camehomewith me,
BrotherLesteraskedmetotellmyex-
perience.I toldhimthatI hadnone,
butmywifewouldtalkto him,if she
wantedto,andshetoldherexperience
to him. Then I gotmy littlecrowd
off to bed;andasI occupieda bedto
myself.I thoughtI wouldasktheLord
for mercyoncemore,andI prayedfor
twohoursfro 10to 12o'clock.Then
I felt my greatload roll from me
andI feltlightandhappy.No person
1'iiearthknewhowL felt,andthenear-
ertheapproachof day,thelighterand
happierI got. Everybreathseemed
to be."O, blesstheLord!" The next
daymywifeandI toldourexperience
to the church; and Elder Thomas
Dickens,AmostDickerson,T.L. Rig-
ncy,P. G. LesterandCousinWyatt
Phillipswereall there,and theyre-
ceivedusintothechurchwithoutask-
ingusasinglequestion.Thefollowing
daywewerebaptizedtogetherbyElder
WyattPhillips. ThenmywifeandI
livedhappilytogetherfor manyyears,
or till deathcameandtookheraway.

Then,afteroneyear,I wasmarried
to Lutitia Vaughn,widowof Elijah
Vaughn. SheandI livedhappilyto-
pe;her till rheumatismbrokeup our
happiness.Then I beingunableto
sipporther,webrokeuphousekeeping.
She wentto her old home,and I
movedto andamnowlivingwithmy
son,Lee Phillips. I nowhaveto be
waitedon as a littlechild. I cannot
tellanvonehowmuchI havetosuffer.
My wife,whois sucha goodwoman.
i=now(August6, 1908)herewaiting
onmeastroodasshecan.

Well, BrotherBranscome,I could
havehadmorewritten,butthoughtit
wouldmakethislettertoolong.

If youseea
youngmanin healthandvigorwith-
outanacheor a paincanyousayhe
is 'health? No. for shortlyhe will
wasteawayanddie. ButJesusChrist
is thesameyesterday,todavandfor-
ever,becausehe hasthe dewof his
youth,andis unchangeablein perfec-
tion.

Manmayappeartopossessstrength,
buthowweakandsoonhecrumblesto
dust. But Jesushasimmortality.A
Samsonmayactwithstrengththatis

asanotherman. Butthereis nolimit
to thepowerof Jesus. Solomonhas
greaterwisdomthananyotherman,

buthisendsooncomes,whileJesusis
wisdomunchangedandunchangeable
becauseperfect.

Now if Jesusis formedin me—if
Christ is in methehopeof glory—
thenI knowthetruth.

One mightprofessto own much
wealth,and appearin thatcharacter
desiringto makeothersthink he is
wealthy?andobtaincreditunderfalse
pretenceswhenheis poor,vileandde-
ceitful. Whenhis falseappearanceis
discoveredby othersheis despisedas
a hypocrite.So onemayappeartobe
gloriouswhenhehasnot theinward
witnessof it. He mayseemto men
in haveon a weddinggarment—for
hecandeceivemen. But Godcannot
be mocked. An honestman loving
truthdoesnot desireto makea pre-
tenseor false-showbuthespeaksthe
truthtohisneighbor.

I traveledin thisconditionforaboiu
five years,whenon Saturdaynight
beforethe fourthSundayin March,
1896,or just beforeday.'I raisedup
in bedand my wife asked,whatin
theworldis thematterwithyou]3 I
toldherI didnotknowwhatwasthe
matter.But I mustservetheLordor
die. I got up andafter I haddone
mySundaymorning'sworkI left the
houseandwentabouta quarterof a
mile to a lonesomeplaceand knelt
d'oiwnandprayedto theLord to re-
lieveme. My prayersseemednot to
risehigherthanmyhead. Twentstill
furtherand kneltdownand prayed
for mercy.

the laws of earthlykingdoms.Jesus
saidmykingdomis notof thisworld.

What wouldyou thinkto readof
Paul or Peteror John petitioning
earthlyofficersor powersof mento
help themto enforcethe tenetsof
their faith or doctrine? We should
earnestlycontendfor thefaithoncede-
liveredto thesaints.Thosepossessed
of thisfaitharetheonesto earnestly
contendfor that faithoncedelivered
tothem.

far moregloriouspowerits character
is shownin therefusalof thefollow-,
i rsof Jesusto'callonthehelpof man.
When Daniel'senemiesconspiredto
destroyhim he obeyedGod as much
in thatthreatenedhourasatanyother
time. Nor didthethreeHebrewswho
weretakenbeforeNebuehanezzerand
threatenedwith beingconsumedin
theoverheatedfurnaceresortto any
aidof earthlylawtodeliverthem

Jesussaidto hisdisciplesthatwhen
theywerebroughtupbeforerulersto
give an accountof their mannerof
preaching,or to makea defense,they
werenot to think beforehandwhat
theyshouldsay.For ananswershould
be giventhemin thathour that all
their adversariescouldnot gainsay.
Stephen'saccuserswhowerethepoliti-
cal leadersandrulerscouldnot resist
hisspeech; yettheyputhimto death:
butwhata wonderfulvictorywashis?

The veryfactthattheadvocatesof
anyformof religioncallonthesecular
armor powerof thelaw to aid them
is an acknowledgmentof the weak-
nessof theircause.The Godwhom
we serveis ableto deliverus, andif
bedelightin us be will deliverus.

Everygoodgift andeveryperfect
gift comesfromGod,andno earthly
power,lawor forcehaseverbeenable
tohelptheGodof heavenin anysense
in the administrationof his govern-
ment. When Pilate representingthe
powersof earthseta sealonthetomb
of thecrucifiedJesusit didnothingin
preventingtheresurrectionof theglo-
rious Ford. When Said'sauthority
from theofficersof thelaw wasbe-
itlgusedto halemenandwomenand
committhemtoprison,thatpowerand
h<rhtabovethebrightnessof thesun
hadmercyontheprosecutingSaul,and
madehim a wonderfulpreacherof
Jes'its.

The powersof earthlygovernments
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or of theworldhaveneverunderstood
thewisdomandgraceof God. He
thatisa friendof theworldis theene-
myof God.

In glorioussubmissiontoGod'swill,
in preachinghis power,in showing'
thatloveandfaiththatmakethelover
ofJesusendureallthingsfor theelect's
sake,and to glory in beingcounted
worthyto sufferpersecutionfor Jesus
sake,is given divine and gracious
proofthatgreateris thepowerthatis
in us thanthe powerthat is in the
world.

TheBaltimorePrimitiveBaptistAsso-
ciation,to-theChurchesandAsso-
ciationsWith Whom We Corres-
pond—Greeting:
Dear Brethren—In our letter for

thisyearwefeelto callyourattention
to somethoughtson the eighteenth
chapterof Matthew.

In theclosingversesof thepreced-
ingchapterwehavesetforthsomeof
theauthorityof thekingsof theearth,
andwethinkthereisnodoubtthatthe
disciplesof Jesuswerelookingforward
tothetimewhenhewouldreignaking
on earth,andthattheyhadsomecar-
nalambitiontosatisfyin holdingsome
importantpositionfin that supposed
kingdom. Thereforethequestionin
thefirstverseof theeighteenthchap-
ter,"Who is thegreatestin theking-
domof heaven?"

Secondverse. The littlechildhere
presentedto the discip'eswas. we
think,a naturalchild,but a helnless
one,andhis naturalweaknesswasto
remindthemof their own spiritual
weakness.

Third verse. Tesnssavs,"Except
ye beconverted."t^atis. so changed
astogetrid of thiscarnalambitionto
begreat,"ye shallnotenterintothe
kingdomof heaven,"for its king is
humbleandtellsyou thathe cando
nothingbutof theFather;soyoumust
behelplessaslittlechildrenandknow
that"withoutmevecandonothing."
This kingdomof heavenwe think is
the churchmilitant,over which we
haveoneLord,andallwearebrethren.
In thiskingdomthesmallestoneis the
greatest,thehumblestoneis themost
exalted,andtheonewhoshowsa dis-
positionto beled,is theleader.Such
meek,humble,smallonesas thisare
thegreatestin thechurch,(or king-
dom)asshownin versefour.

Versefivetellsusthat"whososhall
receiveonesuchlittlechildinmyname
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receivethme." Not thenaturalchild
firstpresented,butthehumblechildof
Godrepresentedbythenatural,andit
is thechildof Godthatwehavepre-
sentedto us from hereon, and his
greatnessconsistsin theSpiritof Je-
susthatdwellsin hin, andthosewho
loveandreceivehim for Jesus'sake,
loveandreceiveJesus.

Verse.sixshowsus whata terrible
thingit is to offendoneof theselittle
onesthatbelievein Jesus,andthisof-
fencedoesnotmeantheexcitenv.ntof
thecarnalpassions,but by our own
carnal,sinfulactionsleadingtheminto
or temptingthemto sin,or to tempt
themto believethatbeingchildrenof
God they are immune from the
sufferingsthatbelongto theflesh,as
Peterdid our Lord. (Matthewxvi.
22.) But in the twenty-thirdverse
Jesussaid,"Gettheebehindme.Satan:
thouart anoffenceuntome." If we
insultour brotheras a man,wemay
appeasehiswrathandall bewell,but
whocanmakeamendswhenwehave
causedhimtooffend?

Verseseven:"Woe untotheworld
becauseof offences!"Not this carnal
worldthathasnotknowntheFather,
northeSonwhomhehathsent,butthe
worldof God'speoplefor whomJe-
sus is the propitiation(satisfaction)
for theirsins,(i John ii. 2). God's
peopleare calledthe world,because
theyaremadeup of evervfamilyof
theearth. (Rev.v. 9). Theseall feel
thewoethattheircarnalnaturebeits
offencesbringsuponthem. Theseof-
fencesbringtheoft repeateden*,"O
wretchedmanthat I am!" It is this
thatbringsaboutthewarfarebetween
thefleshandtheSpirit,and it is the
enemyagainstwhomDavidpravs in

Psalmscix. "For it mustneedsbe
thatoffencescome."Notthatoffences
in ativwayhelpor advancethecause
of Christor bringcomfortt'othechild-
of God,butas two oppositecurrents

of windproducethewhirlwind,sothe
contrarynatures,the fleshand the
Spiritin thechildof Godcry,Forgive
us our sins; and the manwho has
sinnedfeelsthegreaterwoe.

Eighth verse:"Wherefore if thy
handor thyfootoffendthee,cutthem
off,"etc. For thereasonthatoffences
bringwoeupontheoffender,whatever
offendsyoucut it off andcast it from
you. This, dearbrethren, is is your
carnalnaturelookingaroundtheglo-
riesof theworldwouldtakeyouwhere
you shouldnot go, representingfeet,
or if it wouldtakeyouas a handthat
would neitherglorifyGod norcom-
fort you, as his child,cut themoff.

T
t

is thesameastheapostlesays,put
off theoldmanwithhisaffectionsand
lusts. "Castthemfromthee." For-
saketheevilandturnuntotheLord,
andhewill havemercyuponyou,and
toourGod,forhewill abundantlypar-
don.(Isaiah)."It is betterfor theeto
enterintolife haltor maimed,rather
thanhavingtwo handsor two*feet
to becastintoeverlastingfire."This
meansyour comfortin thekingdom
of God (thechurch),thejoysof sal-
vationas experiencedin walkingac-
cordingto thegospelrule. Betterto
behoppingalongin thepaththatJe-
sustrod,on onefoot,handlingonly
thetruegospelof Christ,thanhaving
two feet,professionof loveto Christ,
andatthesametimelovingtheworld,
andall thetimebein thefireof God's
wath and fearfullvlookingfor the
cavof hisfieryindignation.

Ninth verse:"If thineeveoffend
thee,pluck it out, and cast it from
thee." If youseeanyotherthanthe
handof God in his works,either in

natureor in sjace,youreye is offen-
sive,for Godwill notgivehis praise
toanother.Pluckthisout,cast it way,
andwith an eyesingleto his praise
enterinto life, the fellowshipof Te-
susandhis people,which is far bet-
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'erthanseeingmanasanhelptoGod.
"Havingtwoeyesto becastintohell

fire," which is experiencedin our
:-oulswhenweareconsciousof having
:\>bbedGodof hisgloryandpraise.

Tenthverse: "Takeheelthatyede-
spisenotoneof theselittleones"that
walksin thepatliof Jesus,thathandles
thepuregospelof theSonof God,and
that giveshim all the glory of his
v.orks,andin thosethingsseesnoone
butJens. To scornoneof thesewould
it to scornJens, for he dwellsin
rhem,andthis is why theyaresuch
humblelittlechildrenin his kingdom.
And "theirangelsdo alwaysbehold
the faceof my Fatherwhichis in
heaven.'-TheSpiritthatministersto
them,thegracethatkeepsthemhunv
1>'"'andsmallin theirownestimation,
doesit by showingthem that all
thingsare of Gcd the Father,who
rulesby his Son in his gospelking-
dom!(the church). Shouldwe de-
spisethem,wcshoulddespiseor scorn
the Spirit thatmovesthemin iluir
humbleway.

Eleventhverse:"For the Son of
manis cometo savethatwhichwas
lost." Not the lostor deadin tres-
i rssesand sinsare meanthere,but
thosewho bv living after the flesh
havediedor arein'thewildernessof
f.ansgression,as shownin verses13-
ij,- showingthatas theShepherdis
not satisfiedwith ninety-ninesheep,
hutmusthavethehundredthone,and
::oeshimselfinto themountainsand
meksthatwhichis goneastray,and
whenhe rejoicesmoreoverthisone
thanthosethatwentnotastray. It is
possiblethattheearthlyshepherdmay-
rot findhis lostsheep,buttheall-see-
ingeyeof Jesusneverfailsto findthe
lostsheep,however,smallhemaybe.
or howeverdark the mountaininto
whichhehaswandered."It is notthe
y ill of yourFatherwhichis in heav-
en,thatoneof theselittleonesshould
peiish." Then theywill not parish,

torGodwill dohispleasureandbring
his sheephomeagain. It may he
with a broken,contriteheart,as the
prodigalson,but O the sweetcom-
fort of thepoor,waywardsonin be-
ingreceivedasa son,whichwasmore
thanhedaredask. All this,brethren,
iefersto ourownexperiencealone.

Now,comingto thefifteenthverse,
theLord teachesus howto dealwith
thoseof our brethrenwhomaytres-
passagaimtus; andin thefirstplac~-
ve feelthatweshouldknowthatwe
are injuredinsteadof beinginsulted
andbeingtrespassedagainst. We
ihould go to our offendingbrother
in thatmeekandhumblespirit that
hasbeenwith ns up to this timein
dealingwithourselves,andprompting
UStc castawaythe offendingfoot,
handandeye. The beambeingout
of our owneye,we now seeclearly
howtopullthemolecutof ourbroth-
er'seye,andso notsayingoneword
to any oneaboutour brother'ssin,
wego to himalone,andif it bethat
he has the samespirit of Jesus,he
hearsus, confesseshis sin, and we
}.-avegainedourbrother;butif hebe
■ocarnaland selfishas to persistin
his sin, thentakewith theeoneor
twomoreof thechildrenthatbelieve
in Jesus,thatin themouthof twoor
threewitnesseseveryword may be
eftablished,for thehumbleChrist-like
brethrenwill be ableto judgeboth
thewordsandspiritof eachof us,and
arecapableof advisingus for thebet-
ter.Wefeelthattheinferenceis strong,
thatif hehearsthemall is well,and
herethe mattershouldstopforever.
"And if heshallneglectto hearthem,
tellit untothechurch,"andif hehear
thechurch,well,but if not,"let him
beuntotheeas an heathenmanand
a publican."He hasnowbeenlabor-
ed with In- one,two,andthe whole
bodyof Christ,andhewill nothear.
S.-iyouareto lookon himas a man
of theworld,whohasnoprivilegesin
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thechurch. You havehoundhimoa
earth,andthesameis boundin heav-
er thechurch),this is justifiedbyhis
worldlycourse,and we haveshown
cur devotionto the causeof Chrisl
ovtsidethechurchin oureffortsto be
r»conciledto our brother,areloosed;
that is, our course,has beenrecog-
nizedby the little onesthat believ<:
in Jesus,and thuswe are loosedin
heaven(thechurch),havingthesame
privilegesasbefore. Thosetwo little
oneswhomwehavecalledto ouraid,
sudto whomewehavesubmittedour
case,haveagreed,andthethinghas
beendone for themof our Father
whichis in heaven(the church),as
siownbyversenineteen.

Versetwenty: "For wheretwo or
threeare gatheredtogetherin my

r.ame,theream I in the midst of
tnem." In thecasereferredto, the
two littleoneswhomwe havecalled
to helpus haveChrist in them,and
we havehim in us, andso he is in
themidst,directingourownpeaceand
thatof thechurch,whichis still to us
tht kingdomof ourblessedLord.

The remainderof thechapteris de-
votedto theonethoughtof sin and
forgiveness,and the extentof that
forgiveness.Peteraskedhowoft he
shouldforgivehis brother,"till sev-
en times?"thusmorethandoubling
theJewishcustomof forgivingthree
times,perhapsfeelingthatthiswould
be very charitable;but our blessed
Lord, who is rich in mercy,andall
the time forgivinghis people'ssins,
teachesusthatastohis,sotoourfor-
givenessthereshouldbeno limit: not
seventimes,butseventytimesseven;
andthenhetellsusthatthe"kingdom
of heavenis likenedunto a certain
king,whichwouldtakeaccountof his
servants.* * * And onewasbrought
untohimthatowedhimtenthousand
tidents." Just think,brethren,whal
an enormousdebtfor a smallservant

toowewithnomeanstopay,andwhat
anguishof soul he musthavefelt
whenhis lord "commandedhimto be
sold,andhiswifeandchildren,andail
thathehad,andpaymenttobemade."
Thedebtthoughmorethansixty-seven
millionshe doesnotdispute,butbegs
for mercy,saying, "iriave patience
\\.:th me, and i will pay theeall."
Brethren,howoftenwemakepromises
in our povertythatwe neverkeepin
ourprosperity,butlikethisungrateful
servantseemto forget what great
mercieswe havereceived.His lord
wasmovedwithcompassion,andtor-
gavehimthedebt. He wasnotnow
requiredto pay,but setfree,andat
libertyto enjoyhomeandlovedones.
How gladhemusthavefelt,buthow
soonhe seemedto forgetthe great
mercyshownhim,"andwentout, ind
foundoneof his fellow-servants,winch
owedhim an hundredpence(about
thirteendollars),and he laid hands
on him,andtookhimby thethroat,
saying,Pay methatthouowest.And
Ids fellow-servantfell down at his
eet,andbesoughthim,saying,Have
:atiencewithme,andI will paythee
ail; andhewouldnot; but ^ ■rud
casthimintoprison,till he?ho'.i1 iy
thedebt." O whatbaseingratitude!
How canoneso blessedbe so hard-
heartedandwithoutfeelingfor those
whoarenow,as he wasbuta short
timeago,in greattrouble?No won-
der that his fellow-servants,seeing
whatwasdone,shouldbegrieved,and
their lord wroth. He truly deserved
tobedeliveredtothetormentors."So
likewiseshallmyheavenlyFatherdo
alsountous, if we fromyourhearts
forgivenoteveryonehisbrothertheft
trespasses."See,brethren,thegreat
differencein theamountof theirdebts:
theonetenthousandtalentstheoth-
er an hundredpence,andthe differ-
encebetweenthe debtwe )we <vr
blessedLord, and that ou' b"otlvr
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ewesus,is noless. If I have'.cmno
wrongandmybrotherhastrespassed
againstme,hisdebtis smallcompared
to mine. Let meremembertheg"<;<t
mercyshownme,thelong-suffering*>f
Godtowardme;alsothegi at v:it J
owe,andmyutterinabilitytopay, nd
thenI shallseethedebtmy brother
owesme is smallindeed. We have
oneLord, evenJesus,andto him e
go with all our complaints,acknowl-
edgingoursin,andwitha brokenand
contriteheartwe begfor his mercy.
'Ye Gentilesinners,ne'erforgetthe
wormwoodandthegall." Havingso
manytimesbeenforgivensuchgreat,
sinsin whichwehavegreatlyrejoiced,
oughtwenotbearthisforeverinmind,
i nd cheerfullyforgivethesmallsums
tliatourbrethrenoweus,sayingit is
of smallmoment,mybrother.1freely
forgive. MayGodgrantusthisbess-
cd principleof forgiving,neverdying
brotherly love that givesus dl aH
timesto rememberand appreciate
God'swonderfulmercytous,andthen
weshallbemercifulandforgivingto-
ward thosewho may at timeslike!
cm-selvesbeoutof llu way.

"For theKingdomof heavenisasa

•nantravelingintoa far countrywho
calledhis ownservantsanddelivered
untothemhisgoods."

Jesussaid"TheKingdomof heaven
is asa mantravellingintoa far coun-
try andcallinghisownservants,"etc.
The parableusedsetsforththeman-
nerorChristwhotookhisjourneyinto
a far country,butbeforedoingso he
calledhis own servants,givingeach
i>netalentsaccordingto his ability.

He calledhis own servants.One
maycontendthatall menareservants
of Christ. If so why doeshe single
out someas h*sownservants?This
languageexcludessome,or meansthat
therearesomethatarenot his own
servants.All throughtheBiblethere
is differencebetweenthosethatserve
In'mandthosethatservehimnot.That
fOTOcof theLord'sservantsaremore
faithfulthansomeothersis manifest
But hehashis ownservantsas sepa-
ratefromallothers.He deliversunto
themhis goodsor talentsaccording
toa certainrule. Thatruleis thesev-
e^ior distinct,peculiarabilityof each
oneof theservants.I donotconsider
thatanymanhasanyabilityto serve
theLordbeforetheLordquickenshim
111 makeshim his servant. If every
manin naturehasanyabilityto serve
theLord andin 'hatsenseis his ser-
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vanlthenwhereis thereanyneedof
grace wherebyand wherewithwe
serveGod acceptablywith reverence
lindgodlyfear?What is theseveral
abilitywhichis consideredandwhich
determinesthenumberof talentsde-
liveredto eachone? We seeamong
theservantsof Goddifferentgiftsand
differentdegreesin theiramountof la-
bor andusefulness.Now whomade
onetodifferfromanother?Weknow
it is Godthatdoesthis,andhebestows
giftsasit pleaseshim. He makesthe
ieetstrongto walkthroughbriersand
thorns,andheputsgreaterburdenson
them. He bestowshisgiftsaccording
totheseveralorpeculiarabilityof each
oneof hisservants.Whenhecallshis
servantshe communicatesthis ability
to eachoneof themandthendelivers
thetalentsuntothemaccordingto the
severalabilityof eachoneof them.

Whatarethesetalents? Theyare
notthegift of eternallife. Theyare
not whatmakesonea childof God.
For thesehis ownservantswereser-
vantsbeforethetalentsweredelivered
untothem. Thesetalentsare goois
or moneywith whichtheyexchange
andserve—not in theworld—but in
thekingdomof heaven.For all this
serviceis in thekingdomof heaven.
As menusegoodsor moneyin their
businessinthisworldandconducttheir
businessexchanges,soin .thekingdom
of heavenor inthechurchof Godsuch
arecalledto servein his kingdomas
preachers,deaconsandmembersof the
body*n general with such light,
knowledgeand understandingas is
giventhem. Now all thesegifts be-
longto theLord ashistalents,goods
or money,withwhichthevserveeach
otherandministerto eachother,and
rhusservetheLord; andthemonevor
talentsthusputto theexchangersin-
creasesas it is properlyused. For
thereis alwaysincreaseandgrowth
in hiskingdomwheretheservantsput
thsietalantcto theexoliang-ersor t»

properuse: lor it is nota vainthingto
servetheLord. Rememberthisis the
1,ord'smoney.

That servantwho feelsthatwhat-
everhehasreceivedof theLord still
belongsto theLord asmuchasit ever
did,andthathehimselfhasno rigiit
to hide it

,

or misuse it
,

or bury it
,

or
to denythathehas it nor to become
censorious,or headyandhigh mind"
ed, nor oppressiveso that he
doesnotbegintobeatthemen-servants
or maidservants,or toclaimthatthe e

talentsareso muchhis own thathe
hastherightto demandpayfor wha:
hedoesto others,or for others,thus
denyingthatthis is hisLord'smone\,
proveshis devotionto his Lord and
honorshis Lord,and is benefitingthe
churchand his talentsincreaseand
double. The brethrenrenderdouble
honorto such.

nothingtheyhave is their own, but
all belongsto theLord. Suchservants
remainusefulto theendof theirlife.
They feelthattheyhaveno right to
betraytheir trust. Their Lord has
entrustedthesegifts to themandall
theirtimeandtalentsbelongto their
Lord: hencetheyhavenorightto de-
fraud,norbedrunken,norunfaithful,
noftowastetheirLord'smoneyin any
way,nor to prostitutetheirmember's
asinstrumentsof unrighteousness,but
to presenttheirbodies a livingsacri-
ficeto theLord. Thev feelthevare
nottheirown.hutbelongtotheLor.1 ;

nor havethevright to perverttheir
tim<\norbodies,norgiftsto anycor-
rupi use,nor to usetheirtonguesor
speechtoanyfleshlyend. Butwhatso-
evertheydo,whethertheveatordrink,
or whatsoeverthevdo, it is all to be
doneuntotheLord,andthusthevglo-
rify theLord in theirbodiesandspir-
itswhicharehis. For yearenotyour
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own,butareboughtwitha price.
What right hasthemanwith one

talentto hidehisLord'smoney?It ls
nottheman'smoney.If theLordHaS
taughtoneheis a lostsinner,andhas
givenhimhopethroughgraceof find-
ing mercyin thesightof theLord,
whatright hasthat manto put his
lightundera bushel?Shouldnotall
thegifts be broughtinto the store-
house?OnesaystheLord I hopehas
donesomethingfor me,but it is so
little. If I hada gift or evidencelike
feticha oneI couldnamethenI would
ownhimandputmygift in withthe
others. But it is unreasonablefor
meto berequiredto reapwherer.otb-
hr.sbeensown. It is hardserdceto
p"'es-entsomethingwhenI ha c nnrh-
ing. I knowthatsalvationis <<\the
lord, andthathewill hareIn* own,
butI amafraidto try toservehim.If
thismanwereafraidnotto servehim
thenthatwouldbebetter. This one-
talentmankeepshisLord'smoneylaid
or wraptup,hid, in a napkin(grave
clothesor underthelaw), andin the
dayof reckoningpresentsit with an
insultingapology.

Whatbecomesof him? Ou A his
own mouthheiscondemned.I fecan-
not enterinto the jov? of his Lord
ftcausehehasnotow,u>:or confessed
himbeforemen. 'le hasno)honored
andservedhim. We musttakehis
y<k.tandlearnof him,andthenwe
fine'restuntoour souls. This is ad-
dn-ssedto suchastaborandoreheav)
ladennot suchas aredead in tres-
passesandin sins Whenlesussaid
"Behold.T stand at the door and
knock:if anymanhearmyvoice,and
C"penthedoor,I will comein to him,
and will snpwith hini and he with
me.'"Thiswasnotspokentothosedead
in sins,but to suchof his peopleas
are disobedient,or not servingthe
Lord. Thosethathearhis voiceor
obeyhim he eatsor supswith, and
theywithhim. Suchareblestin own-

inghimandwalkingin white. They
donothidetheirtalentor bury i"

,

but
put it to use,andtheLordseatsand
drinkswiththem,or theyenterintothe
joysof theirLord.

The disobedientare castout into
outerdarknesswherethere is weeping
andgnashingof teeth,or miseryand
woe. Thosethat disobeythe Lord
andwalkaftertheMeshreapthefruit
of theirevildeeds,or sowto theflesh
andof thefleshreapcorruption.

It is uponsuch
andsuchan interpretationasthisthat
theyare led to concludethatall the
tenvirginsarechildrenof God."Then
shallthekingdomof heavenbeliken-
ed unto ten virgins,"etc. Is every
thingreferredtospiritualin thesepar-
ables? I saynot. For instanceJe-
susput forththisparableuntothem,
saying,"The kingdomof heavenis
likeneduntoa manwhichsowedgood
seed. But whilemensleptan enemy
cameand sowedtares,"etc.,Matt.
[3:24-30. Jesus alsosaidthe king-
domof heavenis likea netthatwas
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castintotheseaandgatheredof every
kind. The goodweregatheredinto
vessels,but thebadwerecastaway.
Thebadarethewicked. In theexpo-
sitionof theparableof thewheatand
the taresthe wheatare the children
of God,butthetaresarethechildren
of thewickedone,andtheygrowto-
getheruntiltheharvestor endof the
world. Thusit is plainthatsomeare
notGod'speoplein theseparablesthat
representthekingdomof heaven.Even
amongthetwevledisciplesonewasa
dovil.

We mustnottrustto an organiza-
tionor mereprofessionor in appear-
ances. All arenot Israelwhichare
of Israel; but in Isaacthe seedare
found. That is it is by promise.It
is of faiththatit mightbeby grace
in orderthat the promiseshouldbe
suretoall theseed.

Fivevirginswerewiseandfivewere
fcolish. They couldnot be farther
apartthanwisemenand fools are.
1heLord knewoneanddidnotknow
theother. Onepartwentin andthe
doorwasshut. Thereis no evidence
thatthedoorwaseveropenedto the
roolishones.

In lookingat scripturewe should
considerall its bearingand interpret
it in accordancewith the tenorof
scripturegenerally.If therehadnev-
er beenfoundan expressionin scrip-
ture settingforth the kingdom of
heavenas havingtares,or the chil-
drenof thewickedore in it. or had
calledthewickedin thesamenetwith
theffood.thenweshouldhive no au-
thoritv for consideringanv but the
Lord's peoplein the kinedom.

CIRCULAR LETTER.

The subjectchosenuponto dwell
briefly-in thepresentcircularis that
of the resurrectionof thebody,and
fromthe importanceattachedto this
subjectin thescripturesit is judged
thatnonecanbemoreinterestingto
the saints. It is not presumedthat
anythingnewwill be presented,and
thoughit will bea repetitionof the
old thingssaidandrecorded,it is be-
lievedthatsufficientinterestTstaken
in thesubjectby thechildrenof God
to makeit interestingto them.That
therewill bea resurrectionof thebod-

ies.,bothof thejustandunjust,would
seemto indicatea mindstronglyim-
buedwith skepticalprinciples.And
thoughthere is

.

an admissionof this
fact,to a verygreatextentbysuchas
professto believein Divine Revela-
tion,yetthequestionis frequentlyagi-
tated,"How are thedeadraisedup,
andwitli whatbodydo theycome?"
The greatplainnessof speechmade
useof m the scriptureswouldseem
to leavelittleor no occasiontor the
agitationof this questionby suchas
aretaught b

y

thewordandspiritof
theLord. Andhencetheapostlecalls
themanwhostartsthequestiona fool;
butatthesametimegoesonin a plain,
simple,thoughforciblemannerto il-
lustratethesubjectandasktheques-
tion.

To tin'sillustrationof thesubject b
y

theapostle,m theFirst Epistleto the
Corinthians,someattentionwill be
given. A referenceis madeto the
customof sowingseedintotheearth,
or grainintotheground,andto the
factobservableto all whonoticethe
processof vegetation,thatthatwhich
is sown is notquickenedexceptit die.
As ourbodiesdieandaredepositedin

theearth,theyarespokenof asbeing-
sown,etc. The instructiongivenin
this part 0* the illustrationis, that
thoughthebodydies,no obstacle is

therebythrown in thewayof its be-
ingraised,thepowerof Godbeingade-
quateto theperformanceof thiswork,
butratherthatitsdeath is indispensa-
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(blynecessaryin order to its being
raised;thatit is a resurrectionof or
from the dead. Again, in reference
to sowingseedor grain,theapostle
observes: "And thatwhichthoulow-
est,thousowestnotthatbodyshallbe,
etc." from whichdeclarationit may
havebeensupposedthat the body
sownin thegraveisnotthesamebody
thatis broughtforth in theresurrec-
tion. To thispointin theillustration
specialattentionis invited. It is true
thatin sowinggrainintotheground,
wedonotsowthatbodythatshallbe,
or thatwereapor expectto reap.But
this hasa referenceto eitherquality
or quantityor both. Yet thoughwe
reapa bodytenor twentyfold larger
thanthatwesow,asit maypleasethe
Lord togivethecrop,or thebody,the
samegrainas to kind andsubstance
thatwesowwereap;that is

,
if wesow

wheat,we reapwheat,andhencethe
expressionof the apostle,"and to
everyseedhis own body." Again,
"thousowestnot thebodythatshall
be,etc.,"indicatingthatthebodyshall
be.or thebodyreaped is largerthan
thatsown,butas a matterof course,
of moreimportance,morevaluable,
etc. The lessontaughton thispoint
of the illustration is

,

that the same
bodythat is sownin the gravewill
bebroughtforth in theresurrection;
andasthebodydepositedin theearth

is spokenof as beingsownandthus
representedas seedin this matter,
everyseedwill havehis ownbodyin
theresurrection.Again,thatthesame
body is raisedthatwassown,yetan
importantdifferenceis manifestin the
bodyassownandasraised,asimport-
ant as is thedifferencebetweencor-
ruptionandincorruption.betweenmor-
talityandimmortality,betweennatu-
ralandspiritual,betweensinandholi-
ness; sothatthere is a peculiarfitness
andaptnessin the illustrationin the
apostle'slanguage:"And that which

thousowest,thousowestnotthatbody
thatshallbe,"etc. Thebodyassown

is not thatbodyas in the resurrec-
tion, in beautyand glory, in honor
andexcellence,for it is sownin weak-
ness, it is raisedin power; it is sown
in dishonor, it is raisedin glory, it

is notintimatedthatthedeadbodyor
bodies,assown(althoughrepresented
asseed),possessesin itself a principle
of germinationasdoesthegrain,but
thatin theresurrectionit is brought
forthbythemightypowerof Godac-
cordingto thescriptures.In further
illustrationof howthedeadareraised
upandwithwhatbodytheycome,the
apostlespeaksof flesh;thatall flesh

is notthesameflesh;thatthere is one
kindof fleshof men,anotherof beasts,
anotherof fishesandanotherof birds;
bywhichweunderstandthatalthough
therebedifferentspeciesof flesh,yet
theyare all and each a fleshlysub-
stance,and that eachkind possesses

a bodilyform. Fromwhichwelearn
thatalthoughour bodiesaresownin
corruptionandraisedin incorruption,
arein theirresurrection,asin theirbe-
ing sown, a fleshlysubstance,yet,as
beforeremarked,differingessentially
in honor,glory,beautyandexcellen-
cy; in theserespectstheyarenotthe
same. Again, the apostlespeaksof
celestialor heavenlybodiesand of
bodiesterrestial,or earthly.The idea

is
,

althoughtheybe celestialor ter-
restial,heavenlyor earthly,theyare
neverthelessbodiesor substances,whe-
thertheybe,sun,moon,stars,earth,
or thingsof earth. So the human
body,whetherassownin theearthor
asbroughtforthin theresurrection,is

verily a body,not a spiritwithout a

body. But as thegloryof theceles-
tial is oneandthegloryof theterres-
tial is another,and as there is one
gloryof thesun,anotherof themoon
andanotherof thestars,andevenbe-
tweenthestarsthere is a differencein
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glory,onestarappearinglargerthan
the'stars,andthesunstill larger,out-
shiningandeclipsingthegloryof the
whole,sothatbyreasonof itssuperior
glory the othershavecomparatively
no glory; "so alsois theresurrection
of thedead." Thereis a gloryin the
creationandformationof our bodies,
beingthecreationof God,yetbeing
underthesentenceof deathin conse-
quenceof sin,theyaresaidtobesown
in dishonor,butraisedin glory. The
gloryof thebodiesof thesaints,as
sown,is one,andthegloryof themas
raisedisanother.Thescripturesseem
to set forth a glory attachedto the
bodiesof thesaintshere,althoughsin-
ful andsownin dishonor,notonlyin
thecreationof God but also in that
theyare made"the templeof the
HolyGhost,"anddeclaredtobe"mem-
bersof Christ." ist Cor.6:15. But
thegloryto beattachedto themhere-
afterisgreater,sothatthegloryof the
first is lost. It is no glorycompara-
tively,is completelyeclipsedby the
glory in the resurrectionas is the

glory of the moonandthe starsby
thatof thesun. The apostlehaving
gonethroughwithhisillustrationsand
referencesto thegrain,thevarietyof
kindsof flesh,the celestialand ter-
restialbodies,sun,moonand stars,
theirdifferenceof magnitudeandglo-
ry, goeson to assertin positivelan-
guagewhathehadjustbeenillustrat-
ing:;first,declaringthedesignof his
referenceby saving,"so also is the
resurrectionof thedead." "It is sown
in corruption,it (the samelthat is
sown) is raisedin corruntion.It is
sownin dishonor,it is raisedin elorv.
It is sownin weakness,it is raisedin
oower. It is sowna naturalbodv,it
is raiseda spiritualbodv." Herethe
apostleassertsthe identitv of that
whichis sownandthatis raised,a<?ain
andaeain.in his useof thepersonal
pronoun"it." He alsoas frequentlv
andasfullyassertsthedifference,the

vastsuperiority,in beautyandglory
of thesaints(for it is themhe has
speciallyin viewhere-,asraisedfrom
the dead,to themas sown in the
grave.

As immortality,spiiituallyandglory
excelcorruption,mortalityandsin,so
will thebodiesof thesaintsin there-
surrectionexcelthemasarcdeposited
in theearth. An importantlessonis
taughton this subjectandmuchin-
structiongivenin thescriptureswhen
speakingof theresurrectionof Christ.
Thathepossesseda bodyin substance
andfashionlikeourowniscertain,for
hewasfoundin fashionas manand
wasmadein all thingslike untohis
brethren,apartakerof fleshandblood.
Verilyandtrulvaman.yetholy,harm-
lessandundefiledandseparatefrom
sinners,andafterhe hadrisenfrom
thedeadhe toldhis disciplesto han-
dleandfeelof him;"for a spirithath
notfleshandbonesasveseemehave."
The samebodythatlay in thetomb
arose,it couldnot corrupt. A body
likeourownmavexistfreefromsin,
incorruptibleandundefiled: suchshall
thebodiesof thesaintsbe in there-
surrection.Godhassaidto hispeople
thathe wouldouickentheir mortal
bodiesandraisethemin theimageof
Christ. Thevshallthereforebesatis-
fied. It is enoueh."I shallbesatisfied
whenI awakein hislikeness."

A wordto thosethatarealiveand
remainuntothecomiino- of theLord.
The apostlesavs."We shallnot all
sleep,butweshallall bpchaneedin a
moment,in thetwinkling-of aneveat
the last trump:for thetrump shall
soundandthedeadshallberai^din-
corruptible.""For theLord himself
sh^lldescendfromheavenwithashout
with thevoiceof the arrhanedeand
the trnmnof God and the deadin
Christ<=hallrisefirst."andwethatare
thenalive,shallbeunchanged."For
this corruntionmustnut on incor-
ruptionandthis mortalmustput Qrj
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immortality."So thatthebodiesof
the saints,whetherasleepor awake,
at thecomingof the Lord, shallbe
madetopossesstheimageof theheav-
enly. And thusthe apostle asserts
that the Lord Jesus Christ shall
"changeourvilebody,""accordingto
theworkingwherebyheis ableto sub-
dueall thingsuntohimself."

As it is not judgedexpedientto
makeourcircularverylengthy,much
thatmightbesaidonthesubjectmust
beomitted.A fewremarksmorewill
closethisepistle.And whyshouldit
be thoughta thing incrediblethat
Christ shouldraisethe dead?1 Will
not thesamepowerthat formedour
bodiesoutof thedustof theground,
and breathedinto our nostrils the
breathof life, be sufficientto raise
themup fromtheslumbersof death?
Shall not thatvoicethat said: "Let
therebelight,"andtherewaslight—
thatvoicethatsaidto Lazarus,"come
forth,"andhe came,he heard and
obeyedbv all thedead?"The houris
comingin whichall thatare in the
gravesshallhearhisvoice,"etc.John
5:28. Tf Godhasdecreedit andde-
claredit who shalldisannulit? "He
thatraisedup Christ from the dead
shallalsoquickenour mortalbodies."
Rom.8:1t. Again,"And God hath
raiseduptheLord,andwill alsoraise
up us bv his ownpower." 1st.Cor.
6:14.

Thusthechurchis saidto havedove's
eyeswithinherlocks. Eyesof watch-
fulnessandinnocence.The dovewill
spreadherwingsandfly awaywhen
sheseestheenemycoming.The ser-
pentwill hidehimself.

BeforeI everwentto a party I
dreamedmyselfanda youngwoman
wentto oneandas we werecoming
back,nearhome,I thoughtwe came
toagreatpondof waterandit seemed
likethegroundwasturningto water
andcomingtomeetus. I thoughtshe
wentin firstandwhenI wasgoingin
I hearda voicesay,"Doesmy Re-
deemerlive,"andI wokeupwonder-
ingwhatthatmeant. I felt likeGod
had spokein thatdreamwhichwas
very sweetto me indeed. And an-
otherdreamwas that the moonfell
andbrokeand lookedlike buttermilk
and molassesor eggsand molasses
mixedtogether.I thoughtwhenit fell
one of my grandmothersscrapedit
togetherwith her foot andgaveit a
sendand it wentway backin the
northwestand fell. Shedid it again
and the third time shekickedit it
staid. This wasa dreamwhichbore
on mymindfor a long"time. I have
heardthat Elder Williamsdreamed
the samedreamand I havealways
wishedto hearhimtell it.

PromthisI wentontryingtoenjoy
myselfwith youngpeopleandtrying
to makethemthink I was enjoying
myself,althoughit wasgenerallyvery
hardto doso. SometimesI wouldbe
thegayestof my associatesandthen
whenT would get to myself there
wouldbea greatweightonmymind.
I kepton in thiswayuntilI wasmar-
ried, whenI thought I would be
thrownmorein marriedpeople'scom-
panyandwouldbeallright,butfound
myselfnotmuchbetter. I thoughtI
couldreasonoutthingsverywellandI
wonderedwhyI didn'tknowtheBible
wastrueaswellasanyoneelse. So
I thoughtit wasa suppositionwritten
outon theorderof historyandwent
ona goodwhilefeelingverywellun-
til tfiefall,whenI wastakensick,and
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whilesufferingit cameto me-forcibly
I wasasinnerin thesightof God.One
womanwhowastheresaid,almostim-
mediately,I actedlikea differentper-
son. I toldherI hadgottensoI could
bearmy sufferingbetter. I felt like
thenI couldbearanythingandkept
everythingto myself. I soonfoundI
hadaburdenin mybreastwhichmade
mesomiserableI didn'tknowwhatto
door wheretogo. WhenI waswith
anyoneI wouldtry tobecheerful,but
just assoonas I wouldgetto myself
I wouldbegincrying. One evening
whenstudyingovermycondition,the
Lord'sprayer,whichhetaughthisdis-
ciples,cameintomymindandI could
not thinkwhetherit wasa songor
poetry. In a little while I wentto
my husband'sfather'sfor something
andfounda leafof theTestamenton
thebureauthathadthesameprayer
on it. It seemedlike I hadnoteven
thoughtof tryingto pray,andI then
begantryingto. I triedto begthe
Lord to havemercyon mea sinner.
It seemedI was like a shipon the
ocean,tossedbythewind,andwithout
thehelpof Godcoulddonothing.Then
I begantryingto prayall thetime,in
companyand out. I couldnot talk
verymuchandwasso burdenedfor
aboutthreemonths,I think, when
strangetosay,thisburdenleftmeand
I knewnot whenit went. I craved
thentogetit back,for I feltlike1had
moreenjoymentwith it thanwithout
it. I think this was in March or
April. I don'tknowverymuchabout
how I felt until in the fall whenI
awokeonemorningfeelinggreatlyre-
joicedin the Lord, and this feeling-
possessedmeso thattearsran freely
downmycheeks,andI did notthink
of eatinguntillatein theday. In the
eveningI thoughtI wasall rightand
wouldneverseeanymoretroubleand
thenI wenton in a worldlyway, I
guess. I wantedto tell peoplehow

goodI wasandwhatgreatthingsI
wasenjoying,butsomehowI didnot,
butseta timethatI thoughtI would,
whichwasFebruary27,1902. It was
on the27thof October,1900,I first
feltto bea sinnerin thesightof God,
and whenthe timecameI had set,
mytroublesreturnedworsethanever.
It seemedto metheLord hadturned
frommeforever,andtherewerethree
daysandnightsI didn'tsleepat all.
All wasdarkanddesolatebeforeme
and I thoughtthenI hadtakenthe
sign for the thing signified,and it
wason mymindeverymorningthat
"manyarecalledbutfewarechosen."
I thoughtI wascalled,butnotchosen.

I readtheBibleeverychanceI could
andit seemedeverythingI readcon-
demnedmesomuchso I wouldthink
I wouldreadit no more,butI would
soonbe readingit again. I thought
I wouldasksomeonetoprayfor me,
but let everychancego by and not
ask them. SometimesI would feel
a littlebetterandwouldthinkmaybe
someonehasprayedfor me. I felt
so weakanddestituteof knowledge,
wisdomandstrengthI wouldprayto
theLord to givethemto me if

,
oh

Lord, it washis will. I hadreadin
the scripturesthat thereweresome
thatwerenotto beprayedfor and I

wouldthink I wasoneof them. I

wanderedwhy I wasbornandcraved
to die. I thoughtGodwoulddo the
samethingfor meafterdeathas he
would if I livedlonger,andwassure
hewoulddorightwithme.Onemorn-
ing when I wastryingto praythese
wordscameto me,"PraisetheLord
who makesyour cause his own."
Thesewordswereneitherseennor
heard,but were felt very plain,al-
thoughtheydidnottakeholdof meas

I wishedthemto untiltwelvemonths
or moreafterthattime. Onedayas

I wasreadingsomesongs I cameto
thisone'"Tis to hisspousethatJesus
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speaks;hechidesa longdelay."I could
thenfeelI washisandhewasmine.
Sometimesthewords,"1ama strang-
erherebelow,andwhat1am'tishard
toknow,"wereverycomfortingtome
andalso,"We travelthrougha bar-
renland,withdangersthickon every
hand."

On July .27,1904,I beganfeeling
verystrangeandthought1 wasgoing
crazy. I hadalwayshopednotto get
deranged,butthenit seemedall right,
evenif I wasgoingcrazy. 1wasper-
fectlywillingandkeptgettingworse
untilI thoughtI wasgoingtodie. In
a fewmoments,however,I beganto
get betterand every thing looked
whiteandclearfor thattimeof night.
I thenthoughtI hadcrossedtheRed
Seaandentereda newlandof rest,
andI saidthreetimes,I thankthee,
O Lord, for whatthouhastdone.The
nextmorningI washopingfor more
evidence.I thencravedto bebaptiz-
edandthoughtmyexperiencewasso
muchin accordancewith otherex-
periencesI hadreadthattheywould
receiveme,butcouldnot feelworthy
togo,althoughI couldnotkeepit off
mymind. AndthedayI wentit seem-
edalmostimpossiblefor metogo,but
a compellingpowerkeptsaying,you
aregoing,yes,youaregoing.

So I went,wasreceivedandbaptiz-
ed by our lovingpastor,Elder J. J.
Hall, andafterI hadgonesomedis-
tancefrom thewatera goodfeeling
cameoverme. I feltlikeI wantedto
shoutandlaughatthetopof myvoice.
But I havehadupsanddownssince
then,withmanymoredownsthanups.
We can'talwaysrejoice.

As my letteris gettinglongI will
closerequestingprayersof all who
havea mindto pray for me,that I
maybemoreuprightin thesightof
God.

It is saidthat••consistencyis a jew-
el," andthescripturesspeakof "the
legsof thelamenotbeingequal."Do
youthinkit is consistencyto fellow-
ship "unlimitedpredestination"and
"secretorders."theformerbeingthe
grossestkindof heresy,andthelatter
beingidolatry:and thennot fellow-
shipmeandothersbecausewe will not
declarenonfellowshipagainsttheuse
of theorganin thechurch,something
in whichthereis noprincipleinvolved,
and no harm,unlessthereis harm
madeof it?

Nonebut few of our churches
haveorgans,andmanyof usarewill-
ingto accordto themtherightto do
so,believingthattheyhavea rightto
judgefor themselvesin suchmatters,
andthatthescripturesgivenoruleby
whichsuchthingscanbemadetestsof
fellowship.And the brethren who
useorgansin thechurchareas well-
informedandspiritualasanywehave,
andtheirchurchesarepeaceableand
prosperous,and soundin doctrine:
whichcannotbesaidof manythatare
opposingthem. It seemsto methat
mam are governedby traditionand
prejudice,and a party spirit, morfc
thantheyarebyreasonandthescrip-
tures.

.

And I rememberthatwhenyou
visitedKentuckymanyyearsago,you
publisheda communication,from El-
der Wallingford, on your return
home, in whichhe statedthat the
churchwasnot composedof sinners,
andneedednoredemption; whichwas
thegrossestkindof heresy,evendeny-
ing, as it did, Christthe Redeemer.

We oftencomeshortof the full
measureof the truth of a subject
throughthelackof a breadthof con-
siderationcommensuratewithit. We
aretoomuchinclinedto thinkof the
bodyas oneof the threecomponent
partsof a man,body,soulandspirit.
It is themanthatdies. "If a mandie,
shallhe live again?" By mancame
death,and by mancamethe resur-
rection. It mustbe conclusive,and
justly so, thatdeathcameuponthat
bywhichit came.

As it cameby man,it cameupon'
man,therefore,mandied,all mendie;
deathpasseduponallmen.Thatwhich
diedis thatwhichmadealive,is res-
urrected. The wholeman died the
wholemanis madealive,is resurrect-
ed.

It is saidof Christ: "A bodyhast
thoupreparedme."Wasnotthisbody
themanwhosenameshouldbecalled
Jesus? Christ Jesus,the Lord, was
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manifestedfromheaven,buthismani-
festationwasin theflesh,andthushe
wasmadeto beof theseedof David
accordingto theflesh,andassuchis
calledthe man Christ Jesus. This
mandiedandwasburiedandby the
resurrectionfrom the deadwas de-
claredto bethesonof Godwithpow-
er, accordingto thespiritof holiness.

This manis thebodyof thatdivine
substancewhichwasseenby theom-
nisienteyewhentheChristwascur-
iouslywroughtin thelowestpartsof
theearth. Thissubstanceisthesame,
whetherdwellingin theearthbeneath,
themanof sorrow,madeto besin,or
in heavenabove,theelectionof grace,
the righteousnessof God: And as
with him so with his peopleto him,
byhim,andinhim.

WhenChrist laid downhis life it
wasnotin thesensethathewaswith-
outbeginningof days,or endof life,
but as a man. Throughthe eternal
spirit,by theChristlife,themanlife,
was offered. The man is the body
of theChrist. In themanis death,in
the Christ is the resurrectionunto
eternallife, andin himis thelife by
whichthedeadareraised,thelife by
which mortality is swallowedup,
therefore,he is the resurrectionand
the life to, for and in his people.
Christin you thehopeof glory,the
hope that this vile body shall be
changedand fashionedlike untohis
own glorious body: "Who shall
changeour vile body,thatit maybe
fashionedlikeuntohisgloriousbody."

Man wascreatedin theearth,and
afterwardwasmade,formed,fashion-
ed in theimageof his Creator,in a
figureof anothercreation,formation
and image. In a mysteriouslywon-
derfulsensethepeopleof God were
createdin thenewearthwherc-inthe
will of God is doneas it is donein
heaven,evenas theywerecreatedin
Ghrist,and are formedas Christ i?

formedin themthe hopeof glory.
This is a re-creation,a regeneration,a
resurrectionby whichthemanwhich
wastheprimesubstanceof thefirst
creation,vitalization,andgeneration,
is broughtforth into an embodiment
adequateto whichhe was by his
Creator and re-Creator predestin-
ated. In the twofold characterof
the peopleof God the first Adam
constitutestheouterman,orthebody,
andthesecondAdamtheinnerman,
thespirit,andlife, or theouterman
relatesto theone,andtheinnerman
relatesto the other. When Paul
said,I keepmybodyunder,hemust
havemeanttheAdamman,bywhich
camedeath,andhespakeasbythere-
vealedpowerof the Christman,by
whomecamelife. The manwhichis
bornagainis themanwhowasregen-
erated,or recreated,andheistheman
whowascreated,andwhosinnedand
died,andheis themanwhois resur-
rected,thebodythatis changedwhich
is thebodyof theChristian,andthe
Christianis the man in whom is
Christthehopeof glory,andbyvirtue
of thisdivineinnerman,thishidden
manof theheart,thewholeman,inner
andouter,foliowsin th■life wayof
Christ,andtherefore,iscalleda Chris-
tia n. Our earthlyhouseof thistab-
ernaclewhichis to bedissolvedis the
manaslie relatesto thechildof God,
andthehousewhichis fromheavenis
theman as manifestedin Christ as
fromheaven.As childrenof Godare,
assuch,bornfromheaven,andin this
tabernacledwellamongmen,thy are
translatedto heavenandin thattab^
ernacledwell with God.

We do not knowmen
in the kingdomot hgnt by having
knownthemin thekingdomof dark-
ness,or we do notknowa manis a
Christianby havingknownhim as
a sinnerandyethe is thesameman,
of sinners'thechief,of saintslessthan
the least,the manwhosetieshthere
dwellsno goodthing,the manwho
is perfectin Christ Jesus wanting
nothing. ,

With recognitionin heaven,or to
havetheretheidenticalbody,wemust
havetheentireman,for menarealive
in this life andtheyarealivein the
life to come.Man is aliveunited,but
is deadwliendissolved. Ine child
was deadwhilethesoul wasaustni
fromthebody,butwhenits souire-
turned,or cameintoit againthechild
lived. Jesussaid: "I amhethatliv-
ethandwasdeadanau»nuiai.u* *̂_
evermore." He is only known in
life, whetherin this life, or in that,
andso arehis peopi.
died the graveswere openedand
manybodiesof thesaintswhichslept
rose,andcameoutof thegraves,af-
ter his resurrection,and went into
the holy city, and appearedunto
many. These were the bodiesof
saintswhichhad formerlylivedand
whoby thedeathandresurrectionof
jesus liveagain,just as Christhad
lived and doeslive. He had lived
andwalkedwithmenandsohadthey.
He rose from the dead and so
did they, and he appearedunto
manyandsodidthey. Christappear-
ed as a manandso musttheyhave
appeared.I meanit couldnot have

beentheir bodies,as the bodiesof
men,abstractlythat rose,and came
outof thegraves,andwentinto the
holy city, and appeareduntomany;
butactuallyasliteral,livingmenthey
appearedunto many,wentinto the
holycity,cameoutof thegravesand
rosefromsleep,or fromthedead.We
may only considerChrist abstractly
whilehewasdead,hisbodywasbur-
ied,his soulwas in hell whichwas,
perhaps,in this instance,the grave,
andhis spiritwas;withthespiritsin
prisonwhichalsomightbe regarded
asthegrave,butallwerepresentwhen
hedied,andall werepresentwhenhe
rosefromthedead. Fromthedead,
is fromwherethedeadare,whether
in thesepulcherhewnoutin thesolid
rock, or dug in the soft earth,or
whethermingledwiththedustof the
battlefield,or with thewatersof the
seas,ft wasthemanChristJesuswhen
he diedand it was the man Christ
Jesuswhenherose,thesamethenas
hewalkedamongmen,thesamenow
as he is seatedat the right handof
God,thesameLord JesusChristyes-
terday,to-day,and for ever,andas
with him so with his peoplein him,
throughhim,by himandto him. ft
shouldbenoticedthatthosebodiesof
thesaintsappeared,and that Jesu9
afterhis resurrectionalwaysappeared
anddisappeared,even,whenthedoors
wereclosedandbolted,whichnatural,
literalmencannotdo,therefore,this
word appearsignifiesthatthosewho
thus appearedwerenot really,in a
verymaterialsense,whattheyappear-
edto be,though-theyappearedas lit-
eralmen,in a literalsenseas living
naturallives,yet theywerenot nat-
ural, literal men,but only wereas
theythusappeared,andin contra-dis-
tirtctionfrom a spiritual!manifesta-
tion. This exhibition,it seemsto
me,was to establishthe fact of the
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resurrectionby Christratherthanthe
mannerof it.

The resurrectionwhenconsidered
with respectto-Christas He relates
to His peopleis an inherentcreative
power,wroughtin Christ a mighty
power,as ordainedof God for the
gatheringof all thingsin one,even
in Christ;andasit relatesto hispeo-
ple, it is the gatheringtogetherof
the electof God in one body,the
blessedfullnessof himthatfillethall
in all, andthatinfiniteshowingforth
of thebridethelamb'swifeuntothat
eternalgloryto whichshewaspredes-
tinatedby GodtheFatherbeforethe
world began.

The resurrectiondoesnotmeanto
raiseupsimplyasfromthegrave,re-
lativelyit seemsto imply this, but
really and truly it means to
to change, and in this change
there is a passingfrom a lower
order,stateandconditionto thoseof
a higherandmostholysphere.Pri-
marily,theresurrectionisa divinevir-
tue and powerwhichpermeatesthe
depthsand heights,the lengthsand
breadths,throughand by whichthe
highestdescendedto thedepths,and
thelowestascendsto theheights. It
is the sublimeandawe-inspiringhu-
milityof heaven,andtheindescribable
andtranscendentlygloriousexaltation
of earth. And thesewe findin their
infinitefullnessin him who declares
himselfto betheresurrectionandthe
life, in whomarethedescensionsof
heavenandtheascensionsof earth.

Theresurrectionis by faithanever
presentvirtueandpowerdwellingin
thosewhohavetheirsensesexercised
by faithto knowthatJesusChristis
thesonof God,thattheChristis the
living creativepower of God by
whichall liveuntohim,whetherthey
be yet unborn,or died a thousand
vearsago. It wasin theburningbush,
by whichAbraham,thoughdeadto
men,wasaliveuntoGod. It wasin

thelivingwordsentence"Whomsay
yethatI am,"bywhichPeteranswer-
ed: "Thou art theChristthesonof
the living God," and it was in that
everlivingdeclarationto Martha:"I
amtheresurrection,andthelife: he
thatbelievethin me,thoughhewere
deadyetshallhelive,andwhosoever
liveth,andbelievethin meshallnever
die: believesttho uthis?" which
brought from her the like an-
swer: "I believethat thou art
the Christ, the son of God which
shouldcomeintotheworld." While
Christstoodin herpresenceasa man
he was in her the mightypowerof
God, the resurrectionof his people.
The Christ was in her the hopeof
glory,aninner,abiding,indescribable,
persuadingassuranceof a livingcrea-
tivepresencewhichshecouldneither
understandnor resist,bv whichshe
came,in spiteof herunbelief,to the
consummationof thefondestandmost
tenderdesireof herheart.

Evervone who has in him this
Christ,thehoneof elorv,hasin him
the resurrectionand the life. This
indwellingis not after the fleshbut
afterthespirit,therefore,at its reve-
lationthereis satisfactionand con-
tentmentfraughtwith a quietassur-
anceof peacethatpassethunderstand-
ing. If it besoin thislifewhatmust
be the rapturesof blessednesswhen
at the dissolutionof this tabernacle
thereshallcomeuponustheeffulgent
gloryof our housefromheaven.Be-
ing thenclotheduponwithour house
whichis fromheaven,weshallnotbe
foundnaked,buteternalintheheavens
evenasourhouseis eternaltherein.

That is he is theliving
Godandthereforethedeadliveunto
him.evenashelivesuntothem,ashe

is theirGod. "I amtheGodof Abra-
hamandof Isaac,andof Tacob."Te-
stissays: "BecauseI liveyeshalllive
also." Of whatavail is thedeathof
Christ if thosefor whomlie diedare
dead? If theyin this life lived b

y

thefaithof Christwholived in them,
aretheylessaliveto God in thelife
beyond in him who declared."T am
he thatwasdeadandam alive,and
behold T live for evermore;" fend
aeain."I amtheresurrectionandthe
life."

There is a kind of traditionas to
the resurrectionwhich prevents, it

seemsto me,thetrueunderstnnding
of this momentousand rrtvsteriou's
question! That the soul co^sto
heavenatdeathandthebodv is buried
andat theresurrection,in theendof
Ihe world, at the last dav. the soul
returnsand reuniteswith the body,
rsndthennil goto heaven! T canrmtv
think of the peopleof God as thev
are in Christ,whether in thisor that

life. The soulof Christwasnot left
in hellnorhisbodyin thegrave,and
why should it beso with his people?
He saidto thethief: "This dayshalt
thoubewith mein Paradise." This
was divinely and mysteriouslyso
whiletheywerein thetomb. Paradise
maynotbeheaven,in theimmediate
anddivinepresenceof God,andper-
haps is not, but surely it is neither
thegrave,nor anythingelseshortof

3 livingconsciousnessof infiniterest
andhappiness.In a sense it is nota

I wouldnothaveyouthink I haveex-
plainedthemysteryof theresurrection.

I have
merelytriedto give,in my way,an
outlineof how I thinkaboutthebles-
seddoctrineof theresurrectionof the
bodyof thesaintsof ourGod. Con-
siderwhat I sayand the Lord give
vouunderstanding.

C, Dee.3rd,1875,marriedto thewriter
Oct.4th,1904,andfell asleepIn Jesus,
aswehavegreatreasonsto believe,on
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Sundaymorning,Nov.22nd,1908.The
fruitof ourunionis onelittlegirl,Janle
Gold,whois threeyearsandthreemonths
old.

Herentirefamilybeingmembersof tne
Methodistchurch,shein earlylifeunited
withthemandbecamea zealousworker
andmembersof thatchurch.Shebeing
fondof musicandhavinggraduatedat
GreensboroFemaleCollege,alsoat the
SouthernConservatoryof Musicat Dur-
ham,N.C, wastheorganistofherchurch,
whenathome,untilourmarriage,andtook
greatdelightin thesameasallwhoknew
herwill testify.Feeling,asI haveheard
hersay,thatshewashelpingtheLordin
theconversionofsinners,I daresaythat
SaulofTarsuswasnota greateradvocate
cr believerin theworksystemthanshe.
"Whileshewasdevotedtoherchurchana
ali of its institutions,I cantruthfullysay
thatsheneveratanytimerefusedtocare
forandentertainthebestshecouldanyof
mybrethrenandfriendsthatmightvisit
me,knowingthatit affordedmegreatpleas-
ure.NeitherhaveI atanytimeeverputa
singlehindranceor obstaclein herway
fromattendingherchurchandits institu-
tionswhichwasonlya fewhundredyards
fromourhome.Knowingthatshedidnot
understandthedoctrinethatI believedlu
which,if I makenomistake,is asdearto
measlifeitself,I neveratanytimeasked
or requestedthatshego withmebut
n ee. I knewofherreligiousviewsbefore
ourmarriage,andshouldhavetriedto
undulyinfluenceherI wouldnothavebeen
worthytohavebeenherhusband.

DuringourshortmarriedlifeI guesswe
livedashappilytogetherasanytwoever
did. I cannotunderstandwhyGodshould
havetakenherfrommeatthetimewhen
it seemedfromnaturalreasonswehadso
muchtolivefor. It stillseemsdarkand
attimesmysoulrefusestobecomforted.
If I am not mistakenI havesuffi-
cientreasonsor evidencestobelievethat
Godwilledor gavehertomeandI have
livingwitnessesthatheardmesaythe
samebeforeourmarriage,andshould,I re-

citethemanyevidencesI daresaybut
fewcoulddoubtthedirectinghandofGod
inthesame.

In1907,whileI wasinRichmondhospital
fortreatment,mywifewasfirsttakensick,
butourhomephysiciannotfullydiagnosing
hercase,thoughtit nothingseriousand
pronouncedit an attackof malaria,and
shenotrealizinganydangerandbeing
anxiousformyrecovery,nevermentioned
hersicknesstomeuntilthedaybeforeI
leftforhome,althoughI heardfromher
daily.Onmyarrivalhome,I foundherin
a weakconditionandsuggestedhergoing
tohermother'snearOxfordandrequested
thatshehavethebestphysicianin Ox-
fordto examineher,whichshedid,and
soonthereafterI wasinformedofherreal
condition.He saidshehadtuberculosis
andneededa treatmentdifferentfrom
thatwhichhewaspreparedtogiveandre-
questedthatI takeherto Asheville,N.
C, to betreatedbya specialist.So la
threedaysafterlearningherconditionwe
badefarewellandleft for Asheville,ar-
rivingthereonJuly24th,1907,whereshe
remainedfor tenlongmonths,exceptfor
oneweek'svisithomethelatterpartof
October.Duringherstayin Ashevilleshe
wastreatedbythebestphysiciansin the
city,butalltheirtreatmentfailedtoarrest
thetrouble.RighthereI mustmentionthe
nameof heroldersister,MissSaraHunt,
whoremainedwithherduringherstay
*nAsheville,alsofor*aportionofthetime
afterherarrivalhomeonMay23rd,1908.
T cansayof a truththatnosisterever
caredforanotherwithmoreanxietyand
patiencethandidMissSara.I feelthat
all wasdonefor her thatwasin our
power,but nonecanstaythe handor
death.

Noonecouldtryhardertorecoverthaa
didmydearwife.Shetookall thetreat-
mentprescribedbythedoctorsandseldom
missedsteppingoutIn theopenairfrom
ninetotenhourseachdayduringthecold-
estpartof lastwinter.

Whileshewashundredsof milesfrom
home,mostlyamongstrangers,andsepa-
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ratedfrommostofthosenearanddearto
herbythetiesofnature,yetGod'sever-
lastinglove,His strongarmandprotect-
ingcarewasaroundabouther. Yes,He
has promisedto be with His people
throughthesixthtroubleandnotforsake
themin theseventh.I findthatthiswas
lu"yverifiedinhercase,forit pleasedGod
in thefulnessoftime,whenshehadwork-
upall hermaterialandexhaustedall of
herstrength,HerevealedHimselftoheras
l.hechiefestamongtenthousandandthe
onealtogetherlovelyandshewasthen
madeabletopraiseHisgreatandexalted
Kimeasneverbeforeasanevidenceofthe
dealingsoftheLordwithher.

I herewithsendsomeextractstaken
fromherletterswrittenin themonthof
AprilsoonafterGodrevealedHimselfto
her: "LastnightI wentto bed"withthe
burdenstill on me,but somehowthis
morningit seemstohavegone.I feelthat
I don'tcaretheleastbit fortheworldly
pleasuresI havebeenthinkingso about.
II I makenomistakeI believeI realizewhat
ChristmeantwhatHesaid,'seekyefirst
thekingdomofGodandHisrighteousness
ancl all thesethingsshallbeaddedunto
yoii.' If I amnotmistakenin myown
heartthismorningI feellikeGodis my
everythingandwhateverHedoeswithme
oranyoneelsewillbealright,forHehas
madeHimselfdeartomeandI knowHe
willdoright.ThismorningSisSaraand
I sangthathymn,'Abidewithme,'and
i+expressedmyfeelings.In lifeordeath,
Olord,abidewithme.I believethesenew
feelingsof submissionandsuchas I've
felt camedirectfromGod. No helpor
talkingfrommanhasliftedtheburden.
ButGodalonehasspokentomysoul.He

.

waswhomademesorrowful,sohemade
meglad.GpdonlyknowshowI wanttobe
h.schildandI dotrustit is Hiswill for
meto be. I havethoughtmany,many
timesI wouldlovetofeelreligiousasyou
doandif Godwouldshowmethatyourway
MasbestI wouldlovetogowithyou,but
atthesametimeI feel it wouldbeacross
tometoendurethethoughtsandfeelings

I feltsuremyformerfriendswouldhave
onthesubject.ButnowI don'tseemto
carewhattheywouldsay. If it is right
mfcnhasnothingtodowithit. Willyou
pleasesendmeoneortwoofyourchurch
papers.I don'tfindanysoulfoodin mine,
su I mayhave it stoppedand if I doyou
mustnotsubscribefor me."

Theabovewaswrittenon April 15th,
DOS,andthefirstknowledgeI everhad
ofanyspiritualbirth.Noonebuta child
of Godcanimaginethejoy it afforded
me.Thefollowingwaswrttenthe18thof

a dayor twolater:
"I dothankGodforyounow,andall I

haveknownof you. Yourmostbeloved
letterrecevedthismorning,alsothepa-
persyousent. I wasfeelingverybad,hard-

ly knowinghowI felt,but I knewI was'nt
feelingcomfortableinmind.SurelyI must
bt,themostwickedof thewickedor 1

wouldnotso oftenbedepressed.After
readingyourletterandoneotherI receiv-
ed, I openedthepapersyousentandin
the'Signs'I beganreadinga piecefrom
somelady.It interestedmeverymuchand
broughttearstomyeyes.WhyI feltthiswayI

cannottellexceptthatGodhadsentthem
tome,tocomfortandconsolemycheerless
spirit. Sheseemedto have'feltsomuch
like I have,andsaidshetoohadbeen
bodilyafflictedanddownin thedepths.1

can'ttellwhy,butsomehowthisseemedto
consoleme. I can'ttellyouhowmuchbetter

I do feel. The depressionhasleft me
andall seemscalmandpeaceful.While
readingI didsomuchwishforyouthat
we mighttalk togetherof theprecious
truth.Theyseemedsoandtrueandreal.

sooften.Evenmythoughtsarewicked.
1 sometimesfeelI'd ratherwithdrawmy-
selffromthoseI can'tagreewithandper-
hapsI wouldn'tbeso proneto criticize
theirwordsanddeeds.

I reallybelieveI amhungryfora real
gospelsermonfor thefirsttimein my
life. Remembermeto Mr. simpkinsand
tellhimI shouldlikehimtoprayforme.
Nodear,noonecanthinkyouareforcing
yourpapersonme. I donotthinkyou
couldhavecausedmeto feelas I have
buttokeepotherpeoplefromthinkingso
1amgladit happenedwhileI amhe>-eand
there.Don'tyouworryaboutsendingme
thepapers,I wantedthem,andif people
do talkit makesno difference.I don't
feelthatyouhavehadanythingtodowltn
myexperience,noonecould.I believethe
wholethingwasfroma differentsource.
I feelashelplessasa new-bornbabe.

I wasdeeplyimpressedandthoroughly
believewhatI readyesterday.WhenJesus
in answerto Pilate'squestionsaid,'thou
could'sthavenopowerat all againstme
exceptit begiventheefromabove,'I won-
dernowthatGodwouldhavepermittedme
togoonsolongbeingdeceivedasI was,
doingthingsandhavingpeoplebelieveit
vas donefor thegloryof God,whenl
seenowit wasonlyforthegloryof my
selfishbeing."

Many
hourshavewespenttogetheratourhumble

homesinceher returnfromAsheville
readingtheBible,Signsof theTimes,
Zion'sLandmarkandtheBookof Medi-
tationsbyElderDurand,understandingand
rejoicingtogether.Manydarkhoursshe
hadafterherreturnhomeandattimesIt
appearedalmostthattheLordhadfor-
sakenher,butsheneveratanytimethat
I knowof doubtedthedeliveringhandot
theLordwithherwhilein Asheville,and
fiomthatdatehasevercontendedtotsal
vationbygraceandgracealone,amicon-
tendedwithpreachersinAshevilleandvis-
itedherafterherdeliverance.Somuch
soatonetimeoneoftheminbiddingber
good-byesaid"good-bye,sisterElder,"re-
ferringI presumetosomePrimitivepreach-
er.

And it is
i;aidhe leapedfor joy at thesaluta-
tionof themotherof ourblessedLord
andMaster.

This incidentplainlyteachesusthat
our God cancauseinfants,eventhe
unbornto praisehim. The prophet
Isaiahforetoldof thismansomeseven
hundredyearsbeforehe was born,
"sayingthevoiceof onecryingin the
wildernessprepareye thewayof the
Lord and-makehis pathsstraight."
This manis evidentlytheporterspok-
enof by St. John, ioth chapter.He
istheonethatraisedthemidnightcry,
"Beholdthe bridegroomcometh,"at
thecloseof thelegaldispensationand
thebeginningof thegospel. When
theJewssentpriestsandLevitesfrom
Jerusalemtoaskhim,"Whoartthou."

John confessedand deniednot, but
said1amnottheChrist,"Thereison«
comingaltermemightierthan1, the
latchetof whoseshoesI amnotwor-
thy to unloose." This man came
preachingin thewildernessof Judea,
commissionedfrom Heaven,tor the
wordof GodcametoJohn in thewil-
derness.John beingpossessedof that
humblespirit,went forth in humble
obediencepreachinga comingSaviour
andthebaptismof repentancefor the
remissionof sins,thusshowingyoube-
lievein a coiningSaviourthat will
washawaysins.

John on oneoccasion,whenhesaw
Jesuscominguntohim,said:"Behold
theLambof Godwhichtakethaway
thesinof theworld." I haveno idea
thatJohn'spreachingin thewilderness
downby Jordan'sbanks,wasa mere
accident.I havenodoubtbutthathe
commandedJohn to preachandbap-
tizeanddirectedwherethepreaching
and baptizingshouldbe done. But
thepriestsandLevitescalledhiswork
in question.The questionis some-
timesasked,who baptizedJohn the
Baptist? We haveno scripturalevi-
dencethat anyonebaptizedhim. It
hasbeenclaimedthata Jewishpriest
baptizedhim. I thinkthattheabove
quotationfromJohn i 125,26 is suffi-
cientto showthatis notcorrect.John
gothis authoritydirectfromHeaven
whenthewordof Godcameto himin
thewilderness.JesusChrist,theson
of God,acknowledgedthatauthority;
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bygoingtoJohn anddemandingbap-
tismathishands,andGodtheFather
acknowledgedhissonandJohn'sbap-
tismwhenJesuscameup out of the
waterandtheheavensopenedandthe
spiritlikea dovedescendeduponhim.
And therecamea voicefromheav<ai
saying,"thouart my belovedson in
whomI amwellpleased."And I have
no doubtbut thatGod acknowledges
all his sonsanddaughtersin theor-
dinanceof baptism.But whenJohn
sawmanyof thePhariseesandSadu-
ceescomingtohisbaptismhesaid: "O
generationof vipers,whohathwarned
you to fleefromthewrathto come,
biiiig forth fruits, meetfor repent-
ance?"Thatissomeevidenceof a gra-
ciousstateor amendmentof life.Now
whileJohn wasa veryhumblemanhe
wasalsoa firmman,notto beshaken
byeveryblustererthatcamealong.He
wasmakingreadya peopleprepared
for theLord, thatis for thereception
of himthatwascomingto setup his
kingdom.And John seemedto know
thosePaariseesand Saduceeswere

notpreparedof theLordtoreceiveJe-
susor to go intohiskingdom,there-
fore he refusedto baptisethem,but
calledthemagenerationofvipers.But
if Johnhadbeenlikeapreacherof our
day he wouldhavebaptizedthe last
oneof them. I havethoughtfor sev-
eralyearsthatwhenJesussetup his
kingdomit wasoutof bptizedbelievers
madereadyby John theBaptist,and
I supposefrom that timeuntil now
everylocalbodyHasbeenorganized
out of personsthat had previously
beenbaptized.

I havesaidthat I did not believe
thatit wasanyaccidentthatJohn was
preachingin the wildernessin the
humbleattireof camel'shair and a
leatherngirdleabouthis loins.God's
peoplearea plainpeopleandfeeltheir
ttriworthinessandunfitnessto perform
thedutieslaid uponthem.John felt

his unfitnessto baptizethe Saviour,
anddidnotfeellit tounlatchtheSav-
iour'sshoes.ButJesussaid,"Sufferit
to Lesonow; for thusit becomethus
to fulfillall righteousness,thenhesuf-
feredhim." But whatwasJesusbap-
tizedfor? He wasnota sinner. It
couldnotpossiblybethathewasbap-
tizedto havehis sinswashedaway.
1iid John preachto thepeopleof Is-
raelthattheremissionof sinsdepend-
edonhisbaptizingthem? And if Je-
suswashedusfromoursinsinhisown
blood,andwhohis ownselfbearour
sinsin hisownbodyonthetree,and
by whosestripesye werehealed,can
it be possibleour followingJesus in
theordinanceof baptismsecuresthee
remissionor removalof our sins. I
certainlythinknot. But if Jesuswas
notbaptizedfor theremissionof his
sinsbyJohn in oneof themostnoted
riversof the East, was his baptism
merelyan exampleto his followers?
Somesayit washis priestlywashing.
The law of Israelwas,this washing
wasto bedoneatthedoorof thetab-
ernacleof thecongregation.But we
findJesusandJohn downin theriver
Jordanwhichwouldbea violationof
thelaw. But Jesuswasnota viola-
tor, but a fulfillerof the law. Zion
is to be redeemedwith judgment,
"judgmentalsowill I lay to theline
and righteousnessto the plummet,"
saithGod, thereforeJesus musitbe
rwrwhelmedwithsufferinganddeath
ir ordertostaytherighteousjudgment
of God againsthis people.Our de-
flnersin giving the significationsof
th river Jordan sayJor meansflow-
ing'downanddan,riverof judgment.
This riverstartsin theheightsof Le-
banonandemptiesintotheDeadSea
wherenothinglives. The flowof its
watershasneverstavedfor any but
theLord'speople.Thereforeto stay
therighteousjudgmentsof God,flow-
ing downfro mtheheightsof God's
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holy sanctuaryJesusmustneedsdie
andgoto thegravewhereall hispeo-
plego,andwherenuncliveas signi-
fiedby thedeadsea,in thathe died
hedieduntosin.butin thatheliveth
helivethuntoGod. All'sGod'speople
mustfirstdieuntosinbeforetheycan
liveuntoGod.

The nextthingaftera deathto sin
is a burialto that whichtheyhave
died,andthis is duneby a burialin
water,anda raisingup to walk in a
newnessof life, thatis a devotedand
uprightlife. John wastheonethat
beganthis practice. Authorizedby
the God of Heaven,poor in this
world'sgoods,clothedin a coarsegar-
mentandgirdedwitha leatherngirdle.
Andhedideatlocustsandwildhoney.
Theeatingof locustshasbeenoneof
conjecture.The lawsof Israelallow-
edcertainkindsof locuststo beused
asfood.

I will heregivea shortquotation
fromSmith'sBibleDictionary:

'-'Thereare differentwaysof pre-
paringlocustsfor food; sometimes
theyaregr'undandpoundedandthen
mixedwithflourandwaterandmade
intocakes,or theyaresaltedandthen
earen; sometimessmoked,boiled,
roasted,or friedin butter. Fromig-
noranceof thisfart,somepersonshave
erroneouslyassertedthat the locusts
whfchformedpartof thefoodof the
Baptist,werenot the insectsof that
name,butthelongsweetpodsof the
locusttree,or St. John'sbread,asthe
monkof Palestinecalledit." Page485.
I havemadethis quotationto show
what the historiansaysthe ancient
dt'tomof Israelwas.

HAWKER ON ROMANS II. i-il.
(Selected).

Withinthecompassof theseverses
the apostleenumeratesvery many
tilingswhichare,andmustbe,con-
fessedlyplainanduniversallyreceiv-
ed truths,not only foundedin reve-
lation,butcommonsenseandreason.
Rutontheseweneednotdwell.Paul's
evidentintentionin theintroductionof
themis only in a waypreparatoryto
showtheinabilityof Mosesto justify
sinnersbeforeGod. Thegreatdesign
of thechapteris to setthis forth in
thefirst colours,and,in theexample
of the Jew, to manifestthatthelaw
roverdid,neitherwasit everdesign-
ed, to bring sinnersto God. And,
therefore,hebeginswiths'atingcom-
mon principlesof right and \vcnp.
All judgmentproceedsupon this
standardof equitv. The Jews had
a law. Thevbreakit. Andyet,whi/e
breakingit themselves,thevcondemn-
ed otherswho breakit also. Now.
saiththeapostle,is it possiblefor you
to supposethat law whichyou have
brokencan iustifv you? Can you
thinkthata brokenlaw canbeyour
justificationbeforeGod? Are vouso
senselessas to pleadwhat becomes
yourcondemnation?

Suchviewsof thesubjectcontained
in thoseverseswill serveto exnlain
the severalexpressionsmadeuseof
in thenposllc'qreasoning.Thegood-
nessof Cad leadefhtheete repent-
ance..What repentance?Not that
repentancewhichChristis exaltedas
n Princeanda Saviourto give(Acts
v. 31.). God'scriftcannotbe man's
merit. But the repentancehere al-
ludedto is thatnaturalsorrowwhich
consciencewill stillexcitein theheart,
notwithstandingits presentbenumbed
state,and as we seeit doth in the
worstof men.whentheir sinshrinp;
sorrow.andtheircrimesbring?punish-
ment. The vilestsinneraliveis led
to thisnaturalrepentancewhenjudg--
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mcnttakethhold of him. But this
sorrowdifferswhollyfromgodlysor-
row andtrue repentancewroughtin
the heartby sovereigngrace. This
naturalsorrowis whollyof man,the
etheris whollyof God. Naturalre-
pentanceis excitedby the dreadof
affliction. Gracious repentanceis
awakenedby the Holy Ghost,when
convincingof sin. And whilethatof
i aiureonlyactsas longasa fearor
1unishmenthangsovertheconscience,
and the heartremainsthe sameas
wasbefore;thatof gracebringswith
it a thoroughchange,andthe life is
reformed.Theapostlehimselfsode-
scribesit. Godlysorrow (said he)
workethrepentenceto salvation,not
to berepentedof; but thesorrowof
(heworldworkethdeath(2 Cor. vii.
1.0.)

In like manner,whenit is saidn
thoseversesthattheLord will render
to everymanaccordingto his workc,
niidthatthereis norespectof persons
withGod;thoseexpressionsmustnot
be acceptedcontraryto the general
tenorof holyScripture.Godhathno
respectof persons,consideredas to
theirown personalwDrihor doings.
He hathno respectoi personsas to
tl eii placeof birth,or relationsfrom
whomthey are descendedin the
/frfam-natureof generation,whenthe
wholestockis fromtheoriginalapos-
tacy.all alikecorrupt. Ne'therhath
theLord respectof personsas some
haveventuredto suppose,from fore-
seeingwhatshouldarisein them,or
bedonebythem,in theaftercircum-
stancesof theirlife. For all thegood
thatis doneuponearththeLord do-
ethhimself.Uponall theseaccounts,
nothingcanbemoreplainandevident
thanthatGodis no respectorof per-
sons. Thereis nothingin thecre.i-
lure, in a way of merit,whichran
actasa causein thesightof theLord
to inducethisrespect.But it is equal-
iv certainthat,whileGodrespectno

man'sperson,oneitherof thegrounds
herementioned,yetthewholechurch,
andeveryindividualof thatchurch,
chosenin Christ beforethe founda-
tionof theworld,theLord hathre-
spetcto, on Christ's account,and
highlydistinguishedeveryoneof their
persons,as theyareonewith Christ,
?ndhathacceptedandbelovedthemin
him. And to thesameamount,and
on thesameground,therewardthat
the Lord is heresaid to renderto
everyman accordingto his deed?;

not that the meritof
everyman,consideredin himself,and
withoutan eyeto Christ,will form
the standardof retribution.

I wasmarriedand 18yearsof age,
whenI wasshownin a visionthatI
mustusethe Bible andhymnbook,
and standin the shoesof an elder,
pastorandmoderatorof theassocia-
tion. I thoughtI hadnotwitnessed
enoughto evenmakea profession,
much less to preach.

Martin,
becamea membertwo monthsprior.

The Scripture,"If a mandesireththe
officeof a bishop,hedesiretha good
work," was almostcontinuallyupon
my mind.

I felt calledto feedtheflock
of God, to be an ensampleto them,
andnot Lord it overHis churchor
heritage;andcastmycareuponHim,
andto besoberandvigilant,which is

tobeearnestandindustrious,firmand
zealousin thecalling. Paulsaidunto
Timothy,"Studyto showthyselfap-
provedunto God, a workmanthat
needethnot to be ashamed,rightly
dividingthe word of truth; and as
said in Lukeof 1?hefaithfulandwise
steward,to give themtheir portion
of meat in dueseason,and to pray
themin Christ'ssteadto bereconciled
to God,andgo hometo theirfriends,
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thechurch,andtellthemhowtheLord
hasdonegreatthingsfor them,bring-
ing forth fruitsmeetfor repentance,
as requiredby theBaptistin thebe-
ginningof thegospel,thuscontending
for the faith oncedeliveredto |the
saints.Paulsaidtothesaintsat Phil-
ippi, that he desiredto depart,and
bewith Christ,nevertheless,for him
toabideor live,wasmoreneedfulfor
them.He saidthoughhepreachedthe
gospel,he hadnot whereofto glory,
for necessitywaslaiduponhim. God
knowswherehis mourningonesare,
andsendsthema messagebywhomso-
everhewill send,andit will notreturn
void,but shall accomplishthe pur-
posefor whichit is sent.

The greatestconflictof the ages,
of time, is thatbetweenChristandan-
ti-Christ—betweenthetrue and the
false. In theeyesof theworldthe
falseappearstemptingandattractive
enoughtoplease,whilethedoctrineof
GodourSaviourappearsobjectionable
enoughto enlistthemagainst it

.
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It is statedin thisbriefchapterof
judgethatcertainmehavecreptin un-
awareswho wereof old ordainedto
this condemnation—ungodly men
turningthegraceof ourGodintolas-
civiousness,anddenyingtheonlyLord
God,andourLord JesusChrist. Such
menwereof old ordainedto thiscon-
demnation.Theyhaveanappearance
of beingreligious,buttheyareungodly
men. Whatis theirmark,or howare
theyknown? Theyhavegonein the
wayof Cain. What is hisway? He
dependedonhisownworksfor right-
eousness.He broughtof thefruit of
theearth,thelaborof his ownhand,
to pleaseGod with. The earthwas
cursedfor man'ssake. Caindid not
feelthis. He didnotconfessthename
of theLord.

Abelfelthewasa sinner,therefore,
felingthisby faith hecomestrusting
alonein the Lord for righteousness.
But Cainnotonlydid not believein
Jesus,buthe lovedself andhis own
works—thework of his own hand—
and besidesthathe hatedGod, and
hatedhis brother,andslewhim,and
defendedhis conduct.He hatedhis
brotherwhoacceptedof theLord,and
slewhisbrother.

NowtheLord'speopleneverfeelto
rebelagainstGod—if theyarenotac-
cepted.They feel theyare sinners,
andthattheLordisrighteous,andcan-
notdo wrong. Theywill justifythe
Lord, and theydo hatethemselves.
Theycouldnothatethosewhomthe
Lord lovesandaccepts.Theycannot
saytheLord is unjustif hedoesnot
savethem. TheyNaregladtheLord,
savesanyone,andtheyfeelthatif the
Lord caststhemoff he is righteous.
Their faithin Godis suchtheyknow
hecannotdowrong

ButCainhatedhisbrother,andslew
him,showinghe was wicked. How
differentaretheLord'shumbleones!
WhentheLordacceptsanyof hispeo-
plehowgladthelittleonesare,and

theywill praiseGod for it! If the
Lord acceptsA andgiveswitnessof
it, B, if he is a believerin theLord
is sogladofthis,andlovesA, andre-
joiceswithhim. We knowthatwe
havepassedfromdeathuntolife, be-
causewelovethebrethren,for hethat
lovethis bornof God.

But Cain wasof thatwickedone,
thereforehehatedAbel,andslewhim.
Thereis enmitybetweentheseedof
the womanandthe seedof theser-
pent.

Theseedoftheserpentorthewicked
areproud,self-willed,wanttheirown
way,arerighteousin theirowneyes,
do notsubmitto therighteousnessof
God.Theyspeakevilof those,things
theyknow not. But they corrupt
themselvesin suchthingsastheyknow
naturallyasbrutebeastsknowthings.
Theylovemoneyor rungreedilyafter
theerrorof Balaamfor reward,sup-
posingthatgain is godliness.They
aresensual,devilish. Theyaremur-
murers,walkingaftertheirownlusts,
speakinggreatswellingwords,having
men'spersonsin admirationbecauseof
advantage.Suchpersonsasarefasci-
nating,influentialin the world,they
flatteranddesireto allureinto their
elmrelies,in orderthattheymayhave
gain. They love covetouspractices.
NowtheLord will slingall theseout.
He will castthebadaway. Theyshall
perishin theirowncorruption.

Abelwasmeek. He did not resist
Cain with carnalweapons.He was
humble.He sufferedfor righteous-
ness'sake.

What we are deadto we cannot
takepleasurein. Noonethat is quick-
enedtogetherwith Christ canever
takeanydelightin sin.

But
the fearof theLord is to hateevil.
Nothingbut theperfectloveof God
cancomfortsuchan one. whenwe
canfeelandseethatGod s loveisever-
lastingandhidesall oursins,thenw«
can rejoicein thatperfectlovethat
castsoutall fear.

A. Gourleyrequestsmy
viewsof rendingtheveilof theT«m-
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pie,Matt.27151-53. Therewasa tab-
ernaclemaaeof twoparts. The first
wasthesanctuary.After thesecond
veil thetabernaclewhichis calledthe
holiestof all. Heb.9:1-8.

Eachonehadits own furnishings.
Into thefirstwentthepriestsalways
accomplishingtheserviceof God. Lait
into theholiestof all wentthehigh
priestaloneonlyoncea year.

This signifiedthat while the hist
tabernaclewasstandingtheway into
theholiestof allsignifyingheavenwas
notyetopen.

This firstor outertabernaclemade
nothingperfect:yetall thethingsof
that tabernaclewere sprinkled,.with
bloodof bulls,goats,sheep,etc. Now
whilethis first tabernaclewas stand-
ing,andthisworshipwhichmadenoth-
ingperfecttherestoodtheveilof the
templeclosed,shuttingoff entrancein-
to themostholyplace.

The priestlyservicecouldnot put
awaysin. Whata reminder,whata
prophecywasthisworshipof theim-
perfectionof all earthlyworship.The
bloodof earthlyanimalscouldbeof
io availin endingsin,or of purging
theconsciencefromdeadworks. Fur-
therwhata prophesywasthisof the
needandof the comingof a better
worship.

Theremustbe sheddingof blood.
Theremustbe a testator. Without
thedeathof thattestatorhiswill is of
no force.

NowChristiscomebyagreaterand
moreperfecttabernaclenotmadewith
hands,or no part of thefirst taber-
nacle. Nor bythebloodof bullsand
goatsdoesheenterintotheholyplace
whichis heavenitself,butbyhisown
bloodheentersonceintotheholyplace
havingattainedeternalredemptionfor
us.

goodenoughfor me. I wassatisfied
withtheball-roomandcardtable,but
why "I did not remainin this condi-
tion I cannottell unless it will do to
applythedoctrineof theApostlePaul,
"I was aliveoncewithoutthe law,
but whenthe commandantcamesin
revivedand I died."

T of coursebelievedthat I waswith-
out,thelaw. I thoughtI hadasgood

a fatherandmotherascouldbeany-
where. I believedtheywerehonestin
theirworshipbut I couldnotbelieve
liketheydid. I wassatisfiedwithmy
presentconditionandthetimeof my
convictionI can'tname.Onthemorn-
ingof the5thdayof March,1893,my
de£rmotherdepartedthis life, leav-
ingsevenof uschildren,all of whom
arelivingandunitedwiththechurch.

Four of us belongto the Primitive
Baptistchurchat Lynvilleandthree
membersof the Missionariesat"KoanoKe,and it seemedto me that
my mother'sdeathwouldalmostkill
me- Thatwasthefirsttrouble1 ever
hadand it seemedthereneverwould
beanymorepeaceherefor me. But

I couldnotgiveupmybadhabits. I

continuedgoingto dancesandwould
danceanddrinkbrandytotrytodrown
mytroubles,butthemore I woulddo
to drownthemtheworsetheywould
become.

I wenton in this way for four
years,until1897,when I thoughtthey
wouldhaveto sendmeto theasylum.

I wouldbeat workandsuddenlyfind
myselfcrying and 1 could not tell
what it was,as I stillbelievedI could
get religionjust when I wantedit.
Yet therewas somethingabout it I
couldnotunderstand.I wouldthink
overthepastandwouldthink I was
as goodas anyoneelseandat other
timesmylife wouldseemverybadto
int. I hadlotsof arminianstotellme,
just as theyhad told others,that I

hadreligionanddidn'tknowit. Some
said I wasjustasgoodas I everwould
be. p '

I attendedmeetingsof thedifferent
•sects,buttheycouldnotmakemebe-
lieveanythinglike that. I guess I

Mas a peculiarpersonto themand if

1 wasnottothem,I wasandamyet a

mysteryto myself. I wouldstudymy
caseoverandwonder,whyam I thus.
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I oncethoughtI wasjust asgoodas
anyoneandnowit seemedthatI was
theworstandhadbeentneworstsin-
ner on earth. It seemedthat all I
hadeverdonewasbeforemeandit
was.all bad. I couldnotthinkof one
thingI haddonethatwasworthyof
example.My whole heart'sdesire
andprayertoGodwas,"Lord bemer-
ciful to mea sinner." It seemedto
methateverybodyhad forsakenme.
Though brotherand sisterBasham,
withwhomI wasliving,wereasgood
andkind to meas anybody,couldbe,
andotherswerealso,still 1 felt to be.
castoff. I felt thatmy casewasan
outsideoneand didn'tseehow God
couldbe just and saveme- Still I
couldnot helpbegginghim for his
mercy.

Onemorningin September,1897,I
wasatworkbymyself,whenthisbur-
den,it seemedtome,gottobegreater
than I couldbear. I felt surelyI
wasgoingtodieandthateternalpun-
ishmentwasmy eternaldoomand I
triedto asktheLord to forgiveme.
Everybreathwas,"Lord bemerciful
to mea sinner,"andthisburdenleft
me. It seemedto me that was the
brightestday I eversaw. It seemed
thareverythingwaspraisingtheLord,
f:ndI thoughtI wouldneverhaveany
moretrouble.

It seemsthattherewill alwaysbe
strife. It is theemploymentof conten-
tious,wranglingpeopleto makefuss-
es. Theydothisundercoverof faith-
fulness. It is no markof a loverof
peacetohearonesayhemustbefaith-
ful,andcontendearnestlv for thefaim
oncedeliveredto thesaints,if heis a
rashman. Themanthatcontendsear-
restlv (truly, sincerely,havingtasted
mercy,andhavinga foretasteof sal-
vation),bearswithpatienceandwith
lono-sufferingendures.He doesnot
makea manan offenderfor a word.
Thereismuchdifferencebetweenstub-
bornnessandsticklingfor a ceremony
or tradition,or somepetno'ionnot
taughtin scripture,and the faithful
regardof a loverof goodmenandof
gospelpeace.

For in-
stance,brethrenget into a wrangle
aboutsomematter,and it often is
aboutsuchamatteraswisemenwould
not striveabout.

is a beamin hisowneye,andthebig-
gerthebeamthengreaterthenoisehe
willmakeabouthispoorbrother.One
will striveto makefeet-washinga test
of fellowshipwhentheBibledoesno
suchthing.

Tjha nearermenapproachto the
likenessof Godthemoreof lovethey
possess.For whateveris godlyshows
thespiritof God in man. If a man
has no loveof truth or holinessin
him—noloveof Godorthebrethren—
thenweknowhe is notof God,and
hasnot a singlenobleprinciple in
him. He thatlovethnotknowethnot
God: for Godis love. Everyonethat
lovethis bornof God. Thereis no
sin in thisholylove. Faithworksby

it
,

withoutcharityor this lovenoth-
ing thatonedoesprofitshim anyat
all.

Shouldonedesiretoknowthechar-
acterof deityand is provento be a

sincereand humbleseekerafter the
trueknowledgeof God,whatwould
mostdelighthim? Would it be a con-
templationof hisomnipotence,or just-
ice, or knowledge,wisdom,or eter-

nity? Theseareall in thegodhead
withoutlimitation,butwouldtheyso
charm a vile,helpless,guiltysinneras
theywouldproducein him a guilty
fear? Whatthesinnerneeds is mer-
cv, pity, compassion,forgiveness.
Whensuch a sinner is toldGod is love
thenhopespringsup, for love is the
fountainfrom which springsforth
pity,mercy,compassion,salvationof
theLord. For whereloveleadsthen
power,wisdom,justiceall areledby
love. Everyattributeof theGodhead
shinesin theloveof God,andhislove
leadsandshinesin everyonebornof
God. The greatloveof Godtowards
peoplewhiletheyweredeadin tres-
passesandsinsdisplayshis mercyto
unspeakablerichesof compassion.

Whenour eyesareopento behold
God'sgoodnessin everythingwe see
in whatwas once a desertthe rose
blossoms,a fruitful field wherethe
wildernessis madeglad. The smile
of God'sloveshinesin everything.All
thingsworktogetherfor goodtothem
wholoveGod,to themwhoare the
calledaccordingto his purpose.All
thingsarebecomenewandall things
areof Godwho is love,andhis love

is in everything.
Mosesdesiredto seeGod'sface,but

Godsaidto him no mancanseemy
faceandlive; butthere is a placeby
me,andthoushaltstandupon a rock.
And it shallcometo passwhilemy
glorypassethby that I will put thee
in a cleftof therock,andwill cover
theewith my handwhile I passby.
And I will takeawayminehand,and
thoushaltseemybackparts. This is

his train of goodness.For God so
lovedtheworldthatHe gavehisonly
begotten,his well belovedSon that
whosoeverbelievethin himshouldnot
perishbuthaveeverlastinglife. Great-
er lovehathnomanthanto lavdown
his life for his friend,butGodcom-

He lovedhis ownor all his dis-
ciplesandhe lovedthemto theend,
yetHe hadspeciallovefor John who
leanedon the bosomof Jesus, and
to whomJesuscommittedthekeeping
of hismother,andsaidto his mother
to beholdJohn as her son. Hence
John dwellsso muchon theloveof
God whois love,andleavesno hope
for thosethatdonotloveGod. How
dwelleththeloveof Godin a manwho
doesnotlovehisbrother.

The law is fulfilledin lovewhich
workethno ill to his neighbor.Love
neverwrongsany one ;nor doesit
thinkanyevil. For Godis love,and
if we do not loveHim how canwe
hopeto belike Jesuswhenhe comes
again?

Doesthegospelneedanydefense?

That whichis rightneedsno defense
from attacksof the just. Men who
lovelibertyarenot afraidof an at-
tackfromsuchaslovetheright.From
tyrantsandoppressorstheyneedfear
attacks,for suchmenareenemiesof
freedomandjustice.

Perhapsto someit may appear

strangethatanyoneis an enemyof
thecrossof JesusChrist,andof the
gospelof salvationto sinners. Yet
thereis not anothersubjectthathas
occasionedso much oppositionand
bloodshed.The reasonof thisis that
thecarnalor naturalmindof manis
enmityagainstGod ,andis not sub-
jectto his law,neitherindeedcanhe;
sothatthecarnalmindmustbeslain.
The crossof Christis theenemyof
all wrongandsin,andhencetheop-
positionof the naturalmindagainst
thegospel.Thebelieverin Jesuswars
againstspiritualwickednessin high
places.The adversariesof thegospel
are all the enemiesof righteousness
andholiness,Satantheprinceof the
powerof theair leading.

Saulhimselfwasby naturean ac-
tiveopposerof thetruth,andthought
it was his duty to do manythings
contraryto thenameof Jesusof Naz-
areth. All theenergyof his nature
wasarrayedagainstthatdoctrine.He
committedmenandwomento prison
andto death,andthoughthewasdo-
ingthewill of Godin thiscourse.

Perhapsnoonewasmorefullyand
unreservedlydevotedto thecauseof
Jesusthanwasthismanwhosename
waschangedtoPaul. Perhapsnoman
sufferedmorethanhe did, or more
willinglygavehis life to thedefense
of thegospel,or wasof greatercom-
fort to thefollowersof Jesus.

He knewthenatureof thehuman
mind and the operationof the law
thatcameby Moses. He knewwhat
mustbeputin theplaceof whatwas
renouncedin leavingthe world,and
whatwas gainedin followingJesus.
He knewthatthehiddenthingsof dis-
honestymust be forsaken. Those
thingsheoncecountedfor gainwere
all forsakenandwerecountedasdung
anddrossthathe mightwin Christ,
andbefoundin him. Whata radical,
wonderful, thorough and glorious
changeiswroughtin onewhois trans-
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latedoutof darknessintothemarvel-
ous light and libertyof the Son of
God. Thereis nothinglostthatought
to besaved.Everythinggainedis in-
valuableandglorious.

Why thenshouldthisdoctrineand
coursebedefended?

Everypartof thedoctrineof Jesus
is opposedby man. It is a newdoc-
trine—nota polishingof whatis be-
lievedin nature. It is so different
fromnaturethatit is all of God. By
natureis meantthe fallenand pol-
lutedcharacterof man—not thatup-
rightstatein whichGodcreatedhim.

Paulhaddeepexperienceof thevile-

nessof man,andthereforedeepex-
perienceof thegraciouspowerof God
thatsavedhim,and that experience
causedhimtocontendearnestlyforthe
doctrineof Godcur Saviour. For one
whois savedby theLord cannever
saytoo muchin favorof whatGod
haswroughtfor him,or for whathe
haswroughtfor othersthataresaved
fromtheirsins. Nor canweevertell
howdearthoseareto us whobelieve
whatwe believe,andwhohatewhat
wehate.

How did Paul know that these
brethrenwereamongtheelectof God?
Their fellowshipin thegospel—being
confidentof this verythingthatHe
whohadbeguna goodworkin them
wouldperformit untilthedayof Je-
susChrist. Also they werein his
heartandhencepartakersof hisgrace.
Fellowshipis oneof thesweetwords
of theBible. Loveof thebrethrenis
a suremark of God'swork in us.
\vhenwe lovethemwe defendwhat
thevlove,wesufferwiththemin their
suffering.

Every principleof corruptnature
opposesthegospel.Hencewearecall-
ed uponto defendand confirmthe
gospel. The wilesof Satanandthe
deceptionof carnalreasonmustbe
exposed.

TheconfirmationoftheLord'swork
inthesaintsmustbemade.Thepreach-
in of thegospelby God's witnesses
mustbedone. Saintsmustbeshowed
and told againand again that this
is theLord'swork,andsuchmenas
Paulareenabledtodefendthemarvel-
ousworkof theLord. Everytimethis
wonderfulwork is declaredthereis a
greatstrengtheningof thisworkin the
saints,andhencea pullingdowno
thestrongholdsof Satan,andbringing
everythoughtinto obedienceto the
crossof Christ.

Onechargethatis madeagainstthe
doctrineof graceis that it warrants
andencouragesthecommissionof sin.
"Let usdoevilthatgoodmaycome."
If wheresinaboundedgracedidmuch
moreaboundthenthe morewe sin
themoregracewill abound.The an-
swerPaulmakesto this is

,

howshall
wethataredeadto sinliveanylong-
er therein? Our crucifixionwith Je-
sus is theonlywaywe areor could
bedeadto sin ,andthis is provenby
ourburialwithChristbybaptisminto
his death,andour resurrectionwith
andby him showsthatwe arenew
creaturesin him. Thenhowcanwe
thataredeadto sin live any longer
therein?

Thoseopposedto therighteousness
of God,andthatinsiston theirown
righteousnesschargethatthepredes-
tinationof God makeshim the au-
thor of sin. But Paul provesthat
whomor as manyas God foreknew
hedidpredestinatetobeholyandwith-
out blamebeforehim in love,which

is a perfectdefenseof theholinessof
thatdoctrine,andprovesthatsuchas
opposethe sovereigntyof God are
enemiesof holiness,and that there
canbenogoodworksthatGod is not
theauthorof.

What a wonderfuldefenderof truth
wasPaul,andhowvaliantwashe in
thegoodfightof faith,andhowvie-
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toriouswashe—morethana conquer-
or throughJesusChrist.

anddrovethemall outof thetemple,
andoverthrewthemoneychangers'ta-
bles. For Jesus cameto makeall
thingsnew. He shouldpurgehispeo-
ple of uncleanlinessthat theymight
makeanofferingin righteousness.All
the Lord's way had beencorrupted,
and the templewhich shouldbe a
houseof prayerforallnationstheyhad
madea denof thieves.The worship
of Godmustbeholy. Thosethatpray
to God mustnot fellowshipunclean-
ness. Thosethatprayto God must
not regardiniquity in their hearts.
They thatbear the vesselsof the
Lord'shousemusthavecleanhands.

Jesusdoescleansetheheartsof his
peopleor purifytheirheartsthatthey

maymakeanofferingin righteousness
thattheLordmaybeglorified.For his
people becomethe true tabernacle
whereinGod dwells and walks in
them.

The disciplesrememberedthat it
waswritten,"The zealof thinehouse
haseatenmeup," Psalm69:9. The
reproachesof themthat reproached
GodfellonJesus.

"And I heard a voicefromheaven
sayingunto me, Write, Blessedare
thedeadwhichdiein theLord from
henceforth:Yea saiththeSpirit,that
theymayrestfromtheirlabors;and
theirworksdofollowthem,"Rev.14:-
13-

John was an eyewitness,an ear
witness, a handwitness,a heartwit-
nessof theLordJesusandof theking-
domof heaven.That whichlie had
seenwithhiseyes,andheardwithhis
ears,andhandledwith his handsof
the Word of Life he declared.To
merelyreadof thesethingsin books is

notsufficienttoconstitutea witness.
John heard a voicefrom heaven

whichspakeuntohim. The voice is

fromheaventhereforeit is thetruth,

for nothinguncleanor uncertainever
comesfrom heaven,nor doessuch a

voiceeverspeakto theunclean.
In themultitudinousnoiseof voices

andtongueswith theirinterpretations
amongmenthere is babel,butnosuch
voicesas thesecomefrom heaven.

Holy Ghostto write. Henceevery
wordtheywroteor spokewastruein
thesenseintendedor declared..As a
faithfulwitnesstellsonlywhatis al-
readytrue,andwastruebeforehetes-
tified,andhetestifiedto it becauseit
wasalreadya factor done,so John
wrotethingsof prophesyor thatshall
be. Here he wroteblessedare the
dead. What dead? The deadthat
diein theLord fromhenceforth.One
help with a man thatfearsGod is
heknowsthereis no lie of thetruth.
To himit wouldbesin to utterthat
whichisnottruth,or towithholdmore
thanis meat,or to perverttheword
of theLord,or themeaningof scrip-
ture. That is one guide with a
gospelpreacher.He desiresto beas
themouthof theLord to separatebe-
tweenthepreciousandthevile.

There is no blessingto any that
diebutdonotdiein theLord. Them
that sleepin Jesus are blest. They
arealiveuntoGod. Whetherwelive
or diewearetheLords: no manliv-
ethor diethto himself. God is not
theGodof thedeadbutof theliving.

From thetimethedeaddie in the
Lord theyareblest. This thenis a
wonderfulstate.Theyrestfromtheir
labors.

GeorgeWashingtonMewbornwasbornin

theyear1856.Hewasthethirdsonof
GeorgeMewbornandNancyL., hiswife,
andthegrandsonofElderParrotMewborn,
Sr. His twinsisterdiedin infancy,his
fathersoonafterhismotherwhilehewas
yetquiteyoung.

Wegrewupboystogetherandwerevery
familiar.Whenhe wasquitea young
manhemanifesteda thirstforknowledge
andclosedoutall of his littleproperty
andenteredtheschoolofCol.A. C.Davis,
whichwasthenlocatedatLaGrange.

Hewasverystudiousandsoonacquired
a goodknowledgeof books.He wasa
manofgoodexecutiveabilityandhisskill
in managingschoolsandschoolworkwas
seldomexcelled.He wasa naturalborn
teacherandstudent.Col.Davisoncetold
mehehadratherputa childofhisunder
Prof.Mewbornthananymanheeversaw.
Hetaughta numberofschoolsin different
sectionsandlike all successfulmenhe
hadhisfriendsandhisenemies.

Soonafterhefinishedhisstudentdays
hemarriedMissBettiePeacock.Thiswas
in 1885.Tothemwerebornfourchildren,
twoboysandtwogirls. Oneof theboys
diedwhenhewasoneyearoldandthe
otherateightmonthsofage.Thedaugh-
tersareyetliving.Hisgoodwifeproveu
tobeahelpmatetohiminhisschoolwork
forshepossessedthatspecialgiftandwas
educatedat theSalemMoravianCollege.
Theyequippedtheiroldestdaughterfor
theschoolworkandnowsheis a helpto
hermotherIn carryingontheirschool.

Prof.Mewbornattainedthedegreeof
Batchelorof Science.At thetimeof his
deathhewasprincipalofaschoolnearTay-
lorsin Wilsoncounty.Hehadbeenquite
ill all thefallandsufferedmuch.Hehad
beena suffererwithBright'sdiseasefor
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tenyears,andthiswithitsusualcombina-
tionofdiseasesleduptohisdeathin the
townof Wilsononthe1stSundayin De-
cember,1908,andonTuesdayfollowinghis
remainswerelaidtorestinthefamilycem-
eterywithinone-eighthofa mileofwhere
hewasborn.

Hewaseverabelieverinthedoctrineof
salvationbygraceastaughtbytheBible
andpreachedby PrimitiveBaptists.He
asoftentoldmethatherejoicedthatwe
hadsucha grand-fatherandthatall his
childrenandsomanyofhisgrand-children
hadbeengivengracetobelievethesame
truththathebelievedandsoablypreach-
ed.

Peaceandholinessareto bepursued
with the greatesteagernessthat can
beimagined."Departfromevil,and
do good;seekpeace,andpursueit."

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ed "seek,"signifiesto seekearnestly,
vehemently,affectionately,studiously,
industriously."And pursueit." That
Hebrewword signifiesearnestlyto
pursue,being-a metaphortakenfrom
theeagernessof wildbeastsor raven-
ousfowls,whichwill run or fly both
fastandfar ratherthanbedisappoint-
edof theirprey. TheApostlepresses
thesamedutyupontheRomans: "Let
us followafterthethingsthatmake
for peace,andthingswherewithone
may edify another." Ah! you fro-
ward,ill-temperedchristians,canyou
lookupon thesecommandsof God
withouttearsandblushing?

folly and madness of manv
christians in these days, who
will not do many things they
maydo,becausetheycannotdoevery-

thingtheyshoulddo. I fearGodwill
whipthemintoa bettertemperbefore
hehathdonewiththem;hewill break
theirbonesandpiercetheirhearts,bu*
hewill curethemof thismalady.And
besureyoumakethewordtheonly
touchstoneand judgeof all persons
andactions."To thelawandthetes-
timony-if theyspeaknotaccordingto
this word, it is becausethereis no
lightin them." It isbesttomakethat
thejudgeof all menandthingsnow,
thatall shallbejudgedby in thelat-
ter day. "The word (saithChrist)
thatT have spoken,the sameshall
judgehimin thelastday." Makenot
yourdimlight,notions,andopinions
the judgeof men'sactions,but still
judgeby rule,andplead,"It is writ-
ten."

Whenavain,importunatemancried
outin contestwitha holyman,"Hear
me!hearme!"thegoodmananswer-
ed, "Neitherdo you hearme,nor T
thee:butletusbothheartheapostle."
Constantine-in all thedisputesbefore
himwiththeArians,wouldalwayscall
for thewordof God.astheonlywav,
if not to convert,yet to stoptheir
mouths.

RemedyXT. Re earnestin self-
judging. "For if wewouldjudgeour-
selves we should not be judged."
Werechristians'heartsmoreemploy-
ed in judgingandcondemningthem-
selves,theywouldnot be so apt to
iudgeandcensureothers,nor be so
bitterao-ainstthosewho differ from
them.Therearenosoulssofearfulto
fudgeother?asthosewhomostiudge
themselves:thevarealwayscarefulto
makea right judgmentof menand
things. Theytrembleto think,speak,
or do evil againstanyone.They a

waysnut the bestconstruction,and
givethemostfavorableinterpretation
of menandthings,becausethevare
acquaintedwith theirown weakness-
es and frailties.

"To thepraiseof thegloryof his
grace."—Eph.i. 6.

Perhapshereis a poorsinner,trem-
blingbeforeGod,with guilt charged

uponhis conscience,and justiceap-
pearingreadyto cuthim downas a
God-dishonoringrebel; but O how
blessedto seeChriststandforthand
say,"Chargethe sinner'sguilt upon
me;placeit to myaccount.""But,"
saysthesoul,"I amsucha vile,base,
ungodly,sinner. "1 diedfor theun-
godly,"saysChrist; "let all thy vile-
nessbeplacedto myaccount.""But
I havesinnedwitha highhandandan
outsretchedarm." 'Placeit to myac-
count,for I am a Saviour,anda
greatone,"saysthedearRedeemer.
"ButI haveevendoneviolencetocon-
sciencein orderto conductsin greed-
ily." "I borethewhole,"saysChrist.

put it awaybythesacrificeof my-
self; finished it

,

andmadean endof
it

,
and brought in an everlasting

righteousness;and,in richfreegrace,

I placemy gloriousrighteousnessto
thy account,and thouart madethe
righteousnessof God in me." Thus
graceimputesGod'speople'ssin to
Christ,andrighteousnessof Christto
them. This is the glory of grace.
The sonmakesthesinnerfree,andhe

is freeindeed;andwhentheLord re-
vealsthis to his heart, it is a sveet
revivingcordialto his poorwretched
conscience.This, then, is onepartof
thegloryof grace.

But we proceedto observe,that it

is thegloryof graceto bringthepris-
onerout of prison,and set him at
large. By nature,as sinnersagainst
Gocl,we are all shut up underthe
law,andunderthepowerof unbelief,
asin a prison(Gal.hi. 23) ; andwhen
theLord quickensthesoulandbrings
the sinnerto feel what he is

,

and
wherehe is

,

he findshe is in a most
dismalprison,shutup as a criminal
debtorand a vile sinner;nor hashe

it in his powerto getout. He may
hearof and see others walkingat
large,kit thatonly addsto his mis-
ery: for his guiltychainsareheavy,
and a cursinglaw binds him fast



down,and lie expectsnothingbuta
just rewardtor Ins viledoings,winch
is, lor justiceto executeuponhtm
the ngnteousvengeanceot heaven.
He teeisin insverysoulthatsentence
ot deatnis righteouslypassed,upon
him, lor a courthas beenset up in
his conscience; a 'fair triai hastaken
piace,and lie has beenobliged to
pleadguilty to the dreadfulcharges
laid againsthim. But just as he is
readyto sink backinto despair,the
Holy Ghostputsa cry into his soul
andgiveshima smallgleamof hope,
andhewithhiswholesoulcries,".Let
thesighingot theprisonercomebe-
fore thee (-Psa.lxxix. n). And
herehestandsshutupat thebar of**
hisownconscience,witha smallgleam
of hope,almostsmotheredwith a
thousandfears;but whenhe consid-
ershis wholecase,hefindsa little re-
lief thatheis permittedandis ableto
breatheout a sigh for mercy. At
this timehehearsthedearLord say-
ing, "Deliverhim from goingdown
intothepit; I havefounda ransom."'
This reviveshishope,andhebeginsto
feela little strength..The Lord ap-
pears,and speakswith thatglorious
voicewhichis powerfuland full of
majesty,and says, "For the Lord
heareththepooranddespisethnothis
prisoners."The soulis ,in a blessed
measure,set at large, and in very
deedfeelsa littleof theglorycouched
in thatpreciousportionof God'sword
in Isaiahlxi. 1-3. The prisondoors
are thrownopen,and the prisoner
broughtforthto singthewondersof
God'sgrace.He feelsthatChristwas-
givenas a covenantto thepeople,to
bring the prisonersfrom the prison.
And thisis a blessedjubilee.He feels
thathis debtsaredischarged,andall
law demandscleared. Unbelief is
obligedto giveplaceto thepowerof
God'svoice,anddivinefaith in the

soul,underthesecretpowerof God
the Holy Ghost,sings,"He brought
meoutof darknessandtheshadowof
death,andbrakemybandsin sunder."
Faith, love,prayer,and praise,but
morepraise than prayer are now
broughtintosweetexercise;andfaith
is ledto discoverthatthisgreatdeliv-
eranceis obtainedbythebloodof the
covenant.Christlivesandreignsin
the conscience,and the believer
crownshimLord of all, singingwith
a solemn,indescribablepleasure,"He
hathput a new songin my mouth,
evenpraiseuntoourGod." Then,in-
deed,hefeelswhatit is tohaveliberty
proclaimedto his poor captivesoul,
andto havebeautyof theLord God
putonhim!,andtheoilofjoy for mourn-
ing ,and the garmentof praisefor
thespiritof heaviness.All thepow-
ersof his soulareengagedin bless-
ingandpraisingtheLord, andhecan
truly say,"Thou hastturnedfor me
mymourningintodancing;thouhast
put off my sackclothandgirdedme
withgladness."

The poor souldoesnot dreamof
beingevertakencaptiveagain;butby
andby, throughthepowerof unbe-
lief a temptingdevil,and the pride
andandfilth in hisoldlman,hewill,
if he liveslong,findhis harpout of
tune,andhis soulbroughtintobond-
age. Darknessenvelopeshis soul,
anda thousandfoeswithinandwith-
outbesethimround,nor canhe feel
sweetfreedomwith the Lord. Da
vid's prayer,in manyrespects,suits
him,andhecriesout,"Bringmysoul
out of prison,that I maypraisethy
name."The Lord, in hisownblessed
time,is graciouslypleasedto hearIns
cry, to bringhim againto his sweet
enjoymentof his loveandloveliness,
andto triumphin himastheGodof
his salvation.

It is to theglory of gracethat it
communicatesdivineholinessto the
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unholy,andmakesthema holypeo-
ple (i Pet. ii. 9). God, in his rich
grace,communicatesa holy life, a

holylight, a holylove, a holyhumili-
ty, a holy meekness.In a word,he
makesthempartakersof his holiness
(Heb.xii. 10). God'sholykingdom

is setupandmaintainedin thesoulby
thepowerof God,andstandsin God's
power. It containsin it therichesof
thegloryof God'sinheritancein the
saints,and is maintainedthereby the
exceedinggreatnessof thepowerof
God. Godstampshis imageuponthe
soul,andthebeliever is made a par-
takerof the newman,which ,after
God, is createdin righteousnessand
true holiness,and in real spiritual
knowledge,after the imageof him
thatcreatedhim. The real saint is

made a partakerof thedivinenature;
and as God shines in his soul and
giveshimvital faith to beholdas in

a glassthegloryof theLord, he is

changedinto the sameimagefrom
glory to glory,evenas by thespirit
of theLord. Andthisglass,in which
thegloryof God is seen,whichpro-
ducessuch a blessedeffect, is theLord
Jesus Christ, and is lookedinto as
God shinesin our hearts. As it is

The blessedspirit pro-
duces a divinechangein theirsouls,
andtheyare"bornagain,notof cor-
ruptibleseed,butof incorruptible,by
the word of God, which livethand
abidethforever." This divinechange

is entirelyof God, and not of man
(Jno. i. 13; iii. 8). By theglorious
power of God they are vitally en-
graftedinto Christ, the living vine
afidtheFatherpurgeththem,thatthey
maybring forth real spiritualfruit.
Christ,the incarnateword,dwells in

them,andsays,"Now ye are clean,
throughthewordwhich I havespoken
untoyou ;" and,astheyabide in Christ,
andChristabidesin them,theybring
forthfruitto thegloryof God: "For
bothhe thatsactifiethand theywho
aresanctifiedareallofone."And thus,

b
y

virtueof theirunionwith Christ,
andbeingmadepartakersof him,they
possessreal holiness.And all is to
thegloryof grace.

It is to thegloryof gracethatthe
Lord will chastenhis peoplefor their
sins; not in vindictivewrath,but in
love; forasmanyastheLord loves,he
rebukesandchastens.Whenthedear
childof God is underGod'schasten-
inghand,he is oftenreadyto say,"I
cannotbe a realChristian,or I could
notbesoexercised.Tf theLord loved
rne, surely he would not try me
within and without, appear very
gloomy,and hurricanesof various
kindscomethickerandthickerevery
dav:thereforethepoorsoulconsiders
fhaf theLord doesnot lovehim as
oneof his own dearchildren. But,
poor sou!,you cannotbe moremis-
faken. Readtheward of theLord:
"Afid ve fto forgottenffie e^rrorra-
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tionwhichspeakethuntoyouasunto
children. My son,despisenot thou
thechasteningof theLord, nor faint
whenthouart rebukedof him; for
whomtheLord lovethhechasteneth,
andscourgetheverysonwhomhe re-
ceiveth."You mistakethedesignof
theLord; for theyare"bastards,and
not sons,"whomthe Lord doesnot
chastise.Supposeyour son and a
neighbor'swere to quarrel in the
street,anddomischief,whichof these
youwouldtakeyourownlad,andlay
the rod uponhim. And wouldthat
bea proofthatyoudidnotlovehim?
No; butjust thereverse;it wouldbe
a proof that you do lovehim; and
thoughevery strokeyou give him
wouMgo to the heart,still you feel
yourselfbound,in love to him,to
chastisehim ;andif hewereveryun-
ruly,youwouldbereadytosay,"This
ladwill breakmyheartif hegoeson
this way." The Lord givesproofof
his love in not sufferingsin to rest
uponyou,nor you to restin it; but
as a fatherhe will, in loveto your
souls,chastiseyou. Bless his pre-
cious name,having lovedhis own,
thatwerein theworld,helovedthem
untotheend. Andthisis to theglory
of grace.—Selected.

of God to seethe Lord, and plant
r<ots of bitternessthatcausetrouble
anddefilement.

Therefore,an apostlesays,"Fol-
low peacewithall men: andholiness;

withoutwhichno manshallseethe
Lord. Looking-diligentlylestanyman
fail of thegraceof God:lestanyroot
of bitternessspringinguptroubleyou,
andtherebymanybedefiled." Heb.
12:14,15.

To followpeacewithall men is to
study,consider,endeavor,strive,and
that continually,by everymeansof
gospellaw, loveand obedience,to
makefor thethingsthatgivepeaceto
all. So therecanbeno partialityor
selfishnessin thework. And thuswe
attainto holiness;thatis, a legalgos-
pelholiness;or holy in thesenseof
perfectgospelobedience,to whichthe
sameapostlerefers when he said,
'Presentyourbodiesholy,acceptable
to theLord which is yourreasonable
service."Rom. 12:1. Showingthat
practicalobedienceto thelaw creates
thatholiness;withoutwhichno man
shallseetheLord : bene in andby
whichwedo seehim. A,.d wewant
to seehim in proportionto our obe-
dienceto him. So thatthusholy,we
wantto seehim—welovehisappear-
ing—wedesirefaithtoseewhengood

comes—to seethetimesof refreshings
fromhis presence—to discernhim in
others; andespeciallyin ourownheart
workingin usthatwhich is well-pleas-
ingtoGod—towill andtodohiscom-
mandments.For he embodiesour
hope,love,"faith,light andlife; wis-
dom,strengthandrighteousness,and
howcouldwebearto livethislife not
seeinghim? Therefore,"Lookingdil-
igentlylestanymanfailof thegraceof
Cod :" thatis, lestfailingin following
peacewith all ,andholiness,nor see-
ingtheLord,youfail of thisgraceto
Gcd,asnomoreprompting,directing
aridsustainingyou. For asnotlook-
ingdiligentlyto it, or trustingin it all
your precedingwork:—your failure
proving it—yourdenialhasaggrieved
thatspirit—thesamewherebyye are
sealeduntothedayof redemptionto
yourbody—hasquenchedthatspirit,
or its influence in yourheart,asthat
youhave,assaid,denied—donedespite
its promptings; and it is now with-
drawnasyourdivine,infallibleguide
thathasheretoforedirectedyou,and
preventedtroublesspringingup from
yourwrong-doing.

Then,wegatherthattofollowpeace
with all ,andholiness, is to seethe
Lord; andto seehimasour infallible
guideandinwardspiritualmonitor,as
well as otherwise;and then to see
him, is to havelookeddiligentlyunto
him, not only to acknowledgehim

v orkingin usbothto will andto do,
or ascausingusto love,andwishto
attainholiness,andgivingthepower
to perform;buthe to whomwe still
looklestwestray,lestanyrootof bit-
ternessspringingupamongthebroth-
erhoodtroubleus as the cause,and
wherebysomeof them be defiled.
Thus.Avedo not fail of thegraceof
God; nor,byfaith,of seeingtheLord,
who thusgivesus the sweetexperi-
mentalassurancein heartthatholiness
or fruit of righteousnessthat sows
peaceabroadto all men,shallharvest
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it athome—thattheywhofollowafter
andmakepeace,shallin like manner
obtain peace—that to follow peace
withall men,andholiness,is to stand
withtherighteousat theharvesttime
of "peacesownto righteousness."

Butof all in apparentjeopardy-here
by a "lest," this "graceof God" is
by far themostimportantandto be
themostdiligentlylookedafter,lest
we fail of it; for failingof it we fail
of all ;aswithoutit wecouldnotfol-
low peaceorattaintoholinessor pre-
vent those dire after-consequences.
Then our first and most important
work in all this,is to lookdiligently,
lestwefailof thisgraceof God. And
whichgraceis giventoeveryoneeter-
nally savedor born of God. And
whichgraceis synonymouswith 'God
workinginyoubothtowill andtodo."
And thatthiswork,thuswilledto be
done,wastobeperformedbythehand
of "you,"or thepersonin whomhe
workedthewill; andthatit pertained
exclusivelyto practicalgospelobedi-
ence,is madeplainandundoubtedby
thesameapostlewhenwritingto the
brethrenon thisobedience.He says,
"As ye havealwaysobeyed,notonly
in mypresence,butnowmuchmorein
myabsence,workoutyourownsalva-
tion,with fearandtrembling,for it
is Godwhichworkethin you." Phil-
2:12. And whichwasasmuchasto
say"continuein practicalobedienceto
the law of Christ." And "yourown
salvation"theywereto workout,can
benoneelsethanourownwhichsaves
us from the terribleresultsof diso-
bedienceto the samein time. Tt is
called "our commonsalvation" in
James,as that eachone in common
mustworkhisownout. And,among
otherthings,savesus fromfailingof
thisgraceof God,andtheplantingof
rootsof bitterness,etc.,togetherfrom
theirevil consequences.

Thenhavingthisgraceof God,or
God m Spirit working ir

t

trs fo will

andtodo,or asgivingusthedesireto
attainuntoholinessas givento love

it—andthepower—asdiligentlylook-
ing to it—to perform it practically,
with impressionsand promptingsin
spirit directingus, it is indeedwith
fearandtremblingthatshouldessay
to approachto it

,

for it is thegreat
God workingin you; hencewhat a

fearful thing to disregard these
promptings,asthat it is a fearfulthing
to fall intohishandsfor such;and it

is a fearfulthingto turnfromor de-
ny his ruleto "followpeacewith all
men,andholiness,lestthusgrieving
thatspirit—thusquenchingit by de-
nial—we fail of thisgraceof Godas
bereftof it

,

andleft to thedarkness
anddisastersof thefleshwehaveserv-
ed in preference."For everydisobe-
dienceshallreceivea just recompence
of reward." Heb. 2 :2.

Lookingat it thus,howcanonede-
liberatelyandknowinglydenythein-
ward impressionsand promptingsof
theSpirit,lookingto thewrittenlaw
of God? In this case it is "follow
peacewith all, and holiness."That
this is God'slaw, andthatyoulove,
andcraveto attainto holinessbyobe-
dience is that it is God'sspiritprompt-
ing you. Hence,how canonecome
before'it withoutfearandtrembling
and looking diligentlyto God for
strengthandguidance,lesttheyfail
of thisgraceaswithdrawn?For who

Butsaysone,"I didnotknowto do
this,or notdo that,wasto denythis
gracious spirit-prompting.I only
knowbytheresultsthatI fearI have
failedof this graceof God." Then
letmebegyouto try thespirits—try
your own—try your intention,word
andact,asguagingthembythegiven
rule to "follow peacewith all men;

If theyaccordwith
thisyouarein therightway. For I
do assureyou thatas to holdingor
losingour peace,or as workingout
our ownsalvation,in timesavingus

Then I repeat,alwaysthink—con-
siderwherethis work or that step
will lead,lestyoufail of thisgraceof
God: weighyourmotives,searchyour
wayas a law—watchandpraysoasto
retainthisgrace,andyou will never
plant a rootof bitternessamongthe
brotherhood,asthatyouhavefollow-
ed peaceandholiness,andthegrace
or spiritof Goddwellsin yourheart.

Oneof thesurestwaysto thecon-
trary,and mostprolificof rootsof
bitterness,is to gatherup andcircu-
late all the evil reportsagainstthe
brotherhood.Onehasdoubtless"fail-
edof thegraceofGod"todoso.And a

paradox is
,

thattheywhoso eagerly
gatherandcirculatetheseevilreports,
do in word deepestdeploretheir

of thisgrace—lestyouplantrootsof
bitternessthatbringyoutrouble;and
wherebymanythusprovokedandof-
fendedretaliatein kind andthereby
arethemselvesdefiled.

Whenoneis con-
victedof sinheis broughtto seethat
thoughheonceconsideredhimselfas
superiorin righteousnesstoothers,and
possesseda surplus,yetnow he sees
he hasneverkepthis own vineyard,
norpreservedhisownpurity. He now
feelsthatall othershavecauseto hate
him,andto beangrywith him. He
onceboastedof hisexcellentgoodness,
row hiscaseis worsethanthatof any
other. There are noneevenamong
my own mother'schildrenthat care
for me. I cannotlook to man,not
evento mymother'schildrenfor help
or pity.

"Let usthereforecomeboldlytint*
thethroneof grace,thatwemayob-
tainmercy,andfindgracetodielpin
timeof need."—Heb.iv. 16.

Sin,or sinsof all sortsworkstrong-

ly in usandweareunabletoextricate
ourselvesfromoneof them;weread
thatthewicked is holdenby thecord
of his sins,"thusas sin worksin us
we expecteternaldeath,"and this
bringsustothistruth,"for thewages
of sin is death,"andthescripturescan-
notbebroken. Slavishfearof God.
HerewethinkweareliketheEgyp-
tianswho said,"let us fleefor God
fightethfor Israel."The fearof man,
"thewickedfleewhenno manpursu-
eth,"etc. Nowletall thesethingsbe
keenlyfelt,andletthemappearto ap-
pointor bindyonover(by theirlong
continuance)to utterdestruction,and
thentry whetheryoucan,asyoufor-
merlydid, engagein so-calledprayer
with wordssoundin appearanceper-
hapsfor anhourat a stretchthatoth-
ers mayapplaudyou. No; this un-
timelyfruit falls to theground,and
you areboundin afflictionand iron.
This tradeof lying,or, as theScrip-
ture says, "Compassingour maker
seemedto be delayed,yet God was
faithfulto hispromise,heheardtheir
with lies and deceit," can only
oppression,andthoughthetimeof de-
liverancefor the childrenof Israel
he carried on with a seared
consciencewhere Satan reigns, his
goods being in peace; but we
groan and thisgroaningshall,soon-
er or later,prevailwith God,as you
read,"to hear the groaningof the
prisoner,andto loosesuchasareap-
pointedtodeath"(Psalmcii.20).

yet,afterwardswearesurethat it was
prayer. If everthis texthadits ac-
complishment,"asyoumeasuretooth-
ers,so it shallbeto you,goodmeas-
urepresseddown''etc.; it hadin the
destructionof thewholelandof Egypt
by the king of Babylon. "I will
strengthenthe armsof the king of
Babylon,andput my sword in his
hands,but I will Weal?PfTai'aoh's

armsandhe (that is thewholeland)
shallgroanbeforehimwiththegroan-
ingsof a deadlywoundedman.* * *

I will scattertheEgyptiansamongthe
nations,anddispersethemamongthe
countries; and theyshallknow that

I amtheLord." God is herespeak-
ingof thejudgmentsto comeon that
wickedpeopleof whichPharaohwas
the head; but king Pharaohwas in
hell long beforethis,evenfrom the
daythatthechildrenpassedthrough
theRedSea,asyouread,"I madethe
nationsshakeat thesoundof his fall,
when I casthim (Pharaohandall his
host)downto hell,"whichtookplace
manyyearsbeforethis destruction
cameuponEgypt,readIsaiahxix, and
youwill haveanaccountof thedown-
fallof Egypt. Buttoreturn.

This groaningarisesfrom various
trials, afflictions,temptations,cross-
providences,andthecrueltreatmentof

From all thiswe
maylearnthatgroaningis realprayer,
anddoesprevailwithGod sooneror
later.I shallnowmentiona fewthings
that everysensiblesinnerlongsfor,
andcanneverrestsatisfiedwithout.

(i.) He longsfor thesalvationof
hissoul. He is sosensibleof his lost
estate,andhe is fully persuadedthat
shouldhe die withoutan interestin
ChristJesusheshallbedamned; but
havinghadsomesweettasteof heaven
in his soul,whenhis convictionsbe-
comekeenerthanevertheconsidera-
tionof comingshortat lastbringson
suchearnestlongingsaftersalvation,
that suchan onediesto everything
else,andis littlebetterin this world
thana fool. But this is generallya
workof time;theprizeis setbefore
usandwelongto gaintheday,soas
to getaboveall ourdoubts,fearsand
misgivingsof heart;to besavedfrom
the reigningpowersof sin, Satan,
death,thewrathof God,andthedam-
nationof hell. "I havelonged,"says
David,"for thy salvation,O Lord."
(Psa.xix. 174.)

(ii.) Suchan onehasan appetite
forspiritualprovision.He wouldhear
theword preachedeveryhour if he
could. He will sometimescountthe
daystoknowwhenheshallgotohear
thegospel.And in thishewill differ
greatlyfromothers,for thepreaching
thathewill longtohearisexceedingly
preciousto him,thoughtheworldwill
detestand loathehim for following
afterit ,for thepreachingof thecross
is to themthatperish,foolishness,and
theChristwho,inhiseyes,isthechief-
estamongtenthousandandaltogether
lovely,in theireyes,hasno formnor
comelinessnor any beautythat they
shoulddesirehim,he is despisedand
rejectedof men. NowDavidfeltthis
longing,"My soul longeth,yeaeven
faintethforthecourts©ftheLord,my

heartandmyfleshcriethfor theliving
Lord." (Psa. ixxxiv.2).

(iii.) Thedelayof thefulfilmentof
thepromises,andtheircontinuallong-
ingsmeetingtogethergreatlybreakthe
spirit,asDavidsays,"My soulbreak-
ethfor thelongingthatit hathunto
thyjudgmentsatalltimes"(Psa.cxix.
20). Sometimeshecallsit longingaf-
ter God'sprecepts,atothertimeshe
callsit longingafterGod'scommand-
ments,buthemeansoneandthesame
thing,it is nothingelsebuta longing
after holiness,which longingrises
from gracebeing implantedin the
heartbytheholyspirit.

(iv.) The sumandsubstanceof all
this longingis ChristJesus,andthis
youmayseein Job, andsofar washe
fromputtinganythingin competition
with him,thathe rejectseverything
beneaththesun,asthoughhe would
say,seeingChristis goneall is gone,
thenin a ferventmannerhepraysand
longs for death,"Oh that I might
havemyrequest;andthatGodwould
grantmethethingthat I long for!
Eventhatit wouldpleaseGodto de-
stroyme;thathewouldbutloosehis
hand,andcutmeoff" (Job vi. 8, 9).
Job knewwellwhatworldlyprosperity
was,butyoudo notfindhimlonging
for that,butin hisworstcalamityfor
death,but why? BecauseJob could
not findChrist,his heartwasseton
him,"Oh thatI knewwhereI might
findhim!" etc.; butwhenhiscaptivity
wasturnedtherewasnomorelonging
for death.

Hehadathroateffectionandasevereris-
ingattherootof histongue(orlarynx,)
whichwouldenlargesoenormouslythathe

numberof one,whois in thepeniten-
tiary. He sayshegetsthisgoodnews
fromatravelingelder.

Question—Do youthinktheproceed-
ingsof thatconferencewouldbe in
accordwith therulesandregulations
of thePrimitiveBaptistchurchandac-
cordingto theruleslaiddownin the
scripturesto governthesame?

Answer—T surelydo not thinkso.
Ttappearstome,in thefirstplace,that
theconductof thosemembersagainst
thatbrotherandsisteris a clearcase
nf conspiracy.No numberof mem-
ber'sof any churchcan gettogether
and caucusagainstanothermember
withoutbeingguiltyof conspiracy.It
doesnotmuchmakeanvdifferenceif
thebrotheror sisteris guiltvof some
hemouscrimetheyhaveno right to
formsucha p1ot andtheycannotdo
so withoutbeingguiltvos conspira-
tors, The partiesthusengagedare
guiltyof oneof theworstof publicof-
fencesin thechurchandareentirely
unfitto seton anvcasein conference
until theyhaverepentedof theirevil
waysandacknowledgedtheirwrongs.
Ttappearsto methatanvbrothermin-
isterwho knowsof ihe existenceof
cnchthingsin a churchis in his own
light to actas nastofof sifcha bodv
for therebvhebecomesa partakerof
he'*evildeeds.

Secondlv,T feelthata brotheror
sisterthustreatedandaggedabolitare

in their own light to call for their
names.Theyshouldfacethematter
andlet it cometo trial. Whenthey
askfor theirnamesthatshutsoff fur-
ther trial and howevermuch the
churchmightwantto adjustthediffi-
cult)-it leavesherhelplessto dosofor
thenthecasehascometo beonlya
one-sidedaffair. Herethechurchac-
tuallybecomeshelplessandhastohold
whatshehasevenif it is thewrong
side. Thus the withdrawingparties
not only get moretroubleto them-
selves,buttheyleavea nastystinkin
thechurchandhaveplacedthemselves
in suchpositionthattheycannothelp
hercleanoutherhouse.

Is therenothereabigopeningfor a
meetingfor all concernedto cometo-
getherand not bring up onecharge
againsta brothernor a sisterbut for
eachoneto confesshis or her own
faultsand let all the othersdo the
same?

Brethren,sisters,would not such
meetingsIjeprofitable?Havewenot
all walkedin muddyplacesuntil our
feethavebecomemangy? Do wenot
needto comeup to the washingof
waterbytheword,thatwemaycome
up from thewashingas a flockof
sheepuponMt. Cdfead?

My own'convictionsare so strong
andweighmedownsoheavilythatI,
foTone,amfeadvandwouldwelcome
sucha dayasasweetdaytoenterinto
rest.

"Thavegivenuntothemthywords,
andtheyhavereceivedthem."—John
xvii.8, 14.

Jesustellsus our "idlewords"are
all goneon beforeus into the sol-
emn refotd oTVhigh, aii'd'thath'is
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wordsshallneverpassaway,andas-
suresusthat,it webeashamedof him
andhiswords,hewill alsobeasham-
be ashamedof us beforehis father
andhis holyangels.His greatwork
onearthwasdonein greatpartbythe
sameinstrumentsas ours—by words.
Let usenter,thenintotheimperative
needof the"studyof words,"remem-
beringhis solemnrenderingof hisac-
countto the EternalFather,as re-
cordedin John xvii.: "For I havegiv-
enthemthewordswhichthougavest
me,andthevhavereceivedthem,and
have known surely that canre
out from thee, and they have
believedthat thou didst sendme."
Here we seetheyaregivento us in
sacredtrust,downto theendof time,
asthelatersentencestakeusinhispe-
titions,"Neither prav I" for these
alone,but for themalsowhichshall
believeon me throughtheir word."
Let us try to understandsomeamong
theoft-recurringwordsthusgivenus,
as "sin,' which is the revoltof the
humanwill from the djvine will;
"grace."—the bestowalof divinefa-
vor, freeandunmerited;"revelation"
is a drawingback'of9 veilor parti-
tionWallandCodrevealinghimselfto
man—not manfindingGod,bntGod
reveai'inghimselfto men? "Redeem-
er." "redemption.""redeeming,"—the
centralthoughtis 'tobuyback:sin is
slavery,sinnersarebondslavesto Sa-
tanandsin,thepricepaidto redeem
or ransomis the 'preciousbloodof
Christ." throughit we arc brought
backto life, and liberty,and love
backto God. ''Tenement!",What

is
.

it? If wedividetheword.Wesee
its meaningmore clearlv—at-'one-
ment. God andmenwere'separated
bv sin; now,by theatoneingworkof
theLord Testis,thechurch is at-one
withGod.

'
"Faith" is themindgrasp-

ing, lavingholdof. thatwhich is un-
seen. "Justification" is God'smethod
of dealingwTfhmen,accordingto a

divinely-givenfaithin thepersonand
workof Christ. The moreweunder-
standthesecommonscripturalphrases
tjheclearerwill our mindsbecome,
andwe shallnotbeas parrotsusing
them,whendiscoursingon thethings
of God; andundertheirexercisewe
shallseedeeperand fullermeanings
thanwesawbefore! Light shinesin
gentlerayson thespiritandweshall
see the words themselvesclenched
with thegloriousfactsimprisonedin
them. As we readtheutterancesof
propheticsouls,we see the words
stretchedandbleedingas it were,to
convex-meaningsbevondthecapacitv
of words.With heartsthrobbingwith
joy or woetheysawtheSpiritwithin

Words bearthe marksof heroic
struggle.Therearesinglewords,too,
in whosesignificanceis divinepower.
Takethesimpleword,"so"—"Godso
lovedthe world,"—volumesmav be
writtenonthecause,manner,anddu-
rationof that"so." "Yet" is anoth-
er. "Saul,vetbreathingoutthreaten-
mgsand slaughter." I remembera

lessonof two hours on that word
"vet." "The end is notyet."saidthe
Sonof God.andO whathasthatvet
meantto thechurchof God! "Rut"
alsohasits pregnantmeanings."But
he was woundedfor our transgres-
sion'?:but 1 wid notmake a full end;
hut T obtainedmercy,"andsoon. The
smallestwordsseemlikegoldenhing-
es to a-atesthat swingbackand re-
veal fields and oceansof divine
knowledgebeyondourpresentken.

T
t

will beourwisdom,too,to culti-
vatfesimplicity.His wordsaresweet-ly sim^e. Our Lord did not say.
"Considerthe floral productionsof
theearth,how thevaccumulatebulk
and'foliage,thoughtheyperformno
manuallabor,"etc.: buthesaid,"Con-
siderthelillies,howthevgrow,thev
toil not, neitherdo they spin:" A
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very little child would understand
muchthathesaid.

Manysayingsarehardto heunder-
stood,butthegreatfactsof his own
life, sufferings,work,death,andres-
urrectioncanhesimplytoldto a little
child,and manyhavereceivedthem
bytheDivineSpiritwhileveryyoung.

Let us followour greatteacherin
loveandmethod,andin our teaching-
keepstepwiththechildrenandtry to
understand,and find if theyunder-
stand Their pathis full of dangers',
it is oursto watchtheirstepsasthose
whomustgiveaccount.A freshface
in theclassis an additionalresponsi-
bility in instruction,andmaybe the
onlyoneto whomour lessonis sent.
It hasbeenso,andin afteryearsthe
fact hasbeenmadeknownthat that
oncewastheguidingwordgiven,and
weknewit not.How greatlyweneed
to seek the Holy Spirit for right
words,purewords,choicewords,for-
ciblewords,livingwords. Deadlan-
guageswill not do in serviceof
Christ. Formal wordsare of little
use;it is lovingwordsfromtheFoun-
tainof love,truewordsfromtheRock
of Truth. Onehassaid:
"Thou mustbetruththyself,if thou

thetruthwould'stteach;
Thy soulmustoverflow,it another's

thouwuold'streach;
It needstheoverflowingheartto give

thelips fuHspeech."
Also—knowwhatyouwantto say

beforeyou attemptto say it, is a
goodrule. "Seeyour ideas"is old
andgoodadvice,andoneof these-
crets of successfulteaching..We
shouldcultivatepowerof expression
andaptnessof emphasisin the right
word or place; thereis ■something
verydreadfulin themisuseof words,
seeingthey are instrumentsmighty-
"for goodor il>,to sootheor pierce,'

kill or givelife;" andas weconsider
thedeepmeaningof thosewords,"By
thewordsthoushaltbejustified,and

by thy wordsthoushaltbecondemn-
ed.,,
"Oh let your speechwith charitybe

blent,
That all your words, pulsingwith

goodintent,
May bearthetruth,exalttheChrist,

andfind—-
Their sacredwork in showingforth
hismind!"
The studyof wordsin servicefor the
childrenis one of the grandeston
earth.Havewenotoftenprovedthat
we receivemorethanwegive? "He
that waterethshall be wateredalso
himself." Whenweministerto them
we learnmorethanwe impart,and
createtherebya newworldof interest
and delight. Who can forget the
eagerupturnedfaceof a little boy,
questioningand wistfullywaitingan
answer; of theopeningmind,andthe
coy,shyqueryconveyedin thesimple
words of "how," "why," "where,"
"what for?" of the little maid,and
not seekwith tearsof anxietyto an-
swertrulyandnotmislead; so strive
in simplewordsto conveythe laws
andloveof thekingdomof God,nev-
er losingsightof thebeautifulobject
lessonthe dear Son of. God gave
when"He tooka little childandset
himin themidst,andsaid.Exceptye
receivethekigdomof Godas a little
childye shallin no wiseenterthere-
in;" anda child'sfaithis implicit.

So, then,as we laborwith words
asouronlytools,andnotonlyso,but
welaborin theshadowof faith,asit
were,our toolsand our work is in"
tangible,unseen,knownonly to-him
who providesthetoolsandtheplace
of labor;andin viewof theworldto
come—Eternityis thegoalfor which
we labor— * 1

"Everywordhasits ownspirit,
True or false,that neverdies;

Everywordman'slipshaveutter'd
Are recordedin God'sskies." '

Nor is this all; thereis still a far
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deepermeaningin "the Word of
God,"aswhenwestudyJohn i.

Evena manof thattypeis to be
laboredwithfaithfullyandin brother-
ly lovebeforehe is rejected.Many
havebeenthe childrenof God-who
haveperishedin martyrdombecause
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theycouldnot subscribeto the doc
trinesof establishedchurches.Thedoc-
trinesavowedbychurchesin theirar-

-tidesof faithareoftendirectlycon-
traryto thedoctrineof theBible,as
taughtby our Lord andhis disciples
and theseare the only fatherswho
have been given authorityto set
boundsor landmarkswhichwe are
commandedto not remove.The Ro-
manCatholicssetupboundsandused
everyeffortin theirpowerto compell
all men to cometo their standard,
claimingthatall who did not do so
werehereticsandputto deathabout
fiftymillionsof people,manyof whom
werethehumblefollowersof ourmeek
andlowlyJesusandsoundin the"faith
anddoctrineof theBible.

From thesethingsweshouldbe cau-
tioushowwepronounceanyheretics
just becausewhattheyhold to does
notappearto us just right. In this
daythoseof uswhopreachthatGodis
an absolutesovereignoverall worlds,
men,devilsandthingsarecalledher-
eticsbysome,andpulpitsandchurches
claimingto be PrimitiveBaptistare
deniedus. We feelthatChrist,Paul
andPeterandJudeandtherestof the
apost'eswouldreceivethesametreat-
mentfor thatiswhattheybelievedand

taught. "The Lord God omnipotent
reigneth"is theveryvoiceof heaven
itself. Rev.xix. 6.

That is all thatwepreachandyet
it is saidby someamongus to bea
damnableheresyandwewhopreachit
to beheretics.Oh Lord, if I mustbe
rejectedor dieasanhereticbecauseI
preachthisthygloriouspowerletit be
so! I welcomethedayof thyvisita-
tion!

Whatis to becloneif onecometo

tices; no,thesemaybewrong. They
mavhavebeentherulesandpractices
of thechurchsinceourgrandfathers'
daysbutyetthatmaybewrongstill.
A gray headedwrong is not right.
Neitheris it a landmarksetby the
fathers.

The apostlesarethefathersin the
church. Our Lord left themhereto
setall1thingsin orderin thechurches.
There was no establishedchurchon
theearthwhenheascendednnonhieh.
.Soonafter his ascensionthe Holv
Ghostcamedownon theapostlesand
brethrenandit wasgivenuntothem
to o-atherthesaints(solitarvonesin
families)andgiveuntothemtheordi-
nancesas theLord hadfaughtthem.
Thereforethedoctrineandpracticeof
thechurcharetohefoundin theapos"
tolic teaching-, and anv resolutions,
doctrinesor practicesoutsideof these
areto berejectedwiththosewhohold
to themandadvocatethem. But let
usrememberthatthisis nottobedone
until we havelaboredfaithfullythe
secondtime.bein<?surethat we are
rightin thatweaccusehimof heresy
andthat it 19reallyheresyaccording*
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tothesacredwordof God. To dothis
otherwisewemakeourselvesoffenders
againstGod'sheritageand therefore
transgressorsto he despisedin God's
house.

When John the Baptist diedhis
workwasat anend. He wassentof
Godto preachrepentanceandbaptize
withthewaterof repentance.He was
thevoiceof onecryingin thewilder-
ness.Godsenthimbuthedidn'tcom-
missionhim to send anyoneelse.
Thereforeone going out in John's
baptism,waswithoutauthority.His
being eloquentand mightyin the
scripturesdid not enablehim to de-
clarethewordof truth. He needed
instruction.He neededto seethat
Jesus,the goodshepherd,shouldbe
preached,as the only way of salva-
tion. To thisendthosetwoGod-lov-
ing disciplestookApollosandtaught
himin thewayof Godmoreperfectly.
Theysawthespiritof theLord inhim.
He wasa livingandcalledministerof
God. The gift of theHoly Spiritto
thatendwasin himandthereforehis
heartwas therebyopenfor this in-
struction.Whenit wasgivenit was
gladly received.Thus Aquilla and
Priscillahad acquittedthemselvesof
any obligationsonlyto love,andthe
servantof Godhadreceivedthemuch-
neededteaching.Each couldgo on
theirwayrejoicingin thefaithfulness
whichtheLord hadgivenuntothem.

"Brethrenin theministryin particu-
larshouldseethattheirbrethrenunder
likeburdenarerightlytreatedbv the
churchesandif oneis shutnutwithout
a scripturalcausethatchurchor those
churchesshouldbeadmonishedandif
theywill not heedthentheministry
shouldhaveloveenoughfor eachto
let thosechurchesaloneand remain
awayfromthem. To dealotherwise
is uncourteousand unkindtowarda
fellowlaborerin thevineyardof the
Lord.

cver. bo thenit we are the l^oras
anointed,we cantrustto thebussed
assurancewhichwehave,thatin our
afflictionsoi whatevernature,theLord
will deliverus out ox theman, ana
bring us out morethanconquerors,
throughbunthatLovedus.

Liu we are often,_yesoftensur-
roundedWithdoubtsandfears,andwe
cannottrustour casein thehandsof
him who rulesandgovernsthe uni-
verse. Here we shouldbe morere"
signedthanwe are,in all our afflic-
tions, if thereis reasonfor ourhope
thatJesus'bloodhasmadeuswhite.as
snow,wecannotasbelieversinpredes-
tinationand election,fear that he
wouldwithdrawfromus, thateffica-
ciousatonementon thecross.

Then letthoseof us whoentertain
thelittlehope,takecourage,evenin
ourafflictions,everlookinguntoJesus,
theauthorandfinisherof ourfaith.

The wholeneednotaphysician,but
the sick—theafflicted.If you, dear
reader,feel thatyou areguilty and
in needof Jesusin thepardonof your
sins,youareafflicted,andthis is
,

in
mymind,evidencethatyoursinsare
pardonedalready,thoughperhapsnot
perceivableassuchtoyou. All thefit-
nesshe requirethis to feelyourneed
of him. Do you, dear reader,feel
yourneedof him? Donyoufeelthat
"in methat is my flesh,dwellethno
goodthing?" If so, thensubstitute
obediencefor disobedience,by taking
upyourcross,followinghimintothe
liquidgrave,to risein newnessof life,
whereweshalleverbewiththeLord.

No, it
is not right to do wrong and one
shouldnotbegladthathe is or has
Leenawrongdoerorsinner,andshould
notusesuchanexpressioneitherpub-
liclyor privately.

Secondly. Is it experimental,that
wearegladthatwearesinners? If
so,whenwasit firsttrueof us? Did
wefeeltobegladthatweweresinners
whenthelightfirstshonein ourhearts
showingus howvile we werein the
sightof God? It wasnotsowithme.
I wassorrythatI hadsinnedagainst
a just andholy God. I hatedsin in
proportionasGodrevealedto mehow
sinfulandvileI was. It wassinthat
was sendingmy soul to hell, as I
thought,andit seemed"his righteous
law approvedit well." Far frombe-
ing gladthatI wasa sinner,I would
havegigvenworlds,if mine,tobefree
fromsin. WhenChristwasrevealed
untomeas theonethathadthrough
mercyand lovetakenmy law—place
in mysteadandatonedforallmysins,
it wasnotthenmythoughtthatI was
gladthatI wasa sinner;in stead,T
wasgladthathewasa Saviourof a
poor,helplessandundonesinneras I
felttobe.

His onlygladnessor delightis for his
deliverenceandhis gratitudeis great
towardhis deliverer. So that we
shouldnot saythatwe are gladwe
?resinners,butratherwearegladwe,
beingsinners,aresavedbv theg-.-.ce
of God. Our gladnessis for ow sal-
vation,notfor oursinfulness?

Furthermore,not oneof theapos-
tlesor holymenof old hasrecorded

thathewasgladthathewasa sinner,
or thatany,saintor sinner,shouldbe
glad that he is a sinner. So that
thereis no authorityin thewordof
Godor in our experiencefor suchan
expression,and we hope that our
brethrenwill becarefulnotto usetl.s
harshand erroneousexpression.We
arenot commandedto feedthechil-
drenortomakeourselvesandcutdoc-
t;ineunpopularwiththeworld,byus-
ingerroneousandunscripturalexpres-
sions.

Tlie factthatsinwaswithinGod's
foreknowledge,andevenhis purpose,
didnotmakesinrightor a thingtobe
desiredbyanyone.But sinis hateful
to God,andshouldbeandis hateful
tohischildren;andweshouldnotonly
notpracticesin,butshouldnotuseany
expressionthatwouldseemto coun-
tenanceor encouragesin,or topalliate
thesinfulnessof sin.

For sometime I havehadan im-
pressionto writeyou andthechurch
at \\ nitakersconcerningwhat I hope
hasbeenthedealingsof the Lord
withme. I wasborninOntario,Cana-
da,andlivedthereuntilmyeighteenth
year. My father,havinga desiretogo
southfor his health,decidedto come
toVirginia. I. beingsatisfiedwiththe
socallcd"christianlife" I wasliving,
wasunwillingto leave. I hadalways
consideredmyself a goodchild,having
grownup in the Sundayschooland
severalof theyoungpeople'ssocieties.
Hadattheageof 12yearsbeensprin-
kledandjoinedtheMethodistsandbe-
came a missionaryand temperance
worker.

I didnotfeel
relieved,for I feltthatI hadsaidnoth-
ing. Buta sweetpeacecameto meat
thewater. Surelymy sufferingwas
nothingto becomparedto thepeace
whichI thenfelt. I hadnofearof the
water,andalthoughmuddy,it wasto
mel>eautifulindeed.And whilesing-
ingthosebeautifulwords,"Jesus,Lov-
erof My Soul,"I wasfilledwithlove,
joy and peace,suchas I had never
knownbefore.SurelyThavebeenled
in waysthatI knewnot,andin paths
thatT badnotknown.

ThursdayI wenttoWilmington,ar-
rivingthereabout9 o'clockp. m.,and
mademywayto-thehomeof ourdear
brother,J. O. Brown, thinking to
spendsometime on the beach,but
learningof the quarterlymeetingat
Yopps1 leftWilmingtonFridayeven-
ing in companywithbrotherBucken-
routefor Yopps. Here we metour
dearbrethren,EldersIsaacJonesand
Kit Brown. We hada goodmeeting,
andenjoyedthekindnessof thepeo-
pleverymuch.

We don'texpectanythingof the
worldbut thattheyshouldrejectthe
ideaof God'sunlimited,sovereigndo-
minion,butforanyof thatremnantof
poorsinnerswho havetastedof the
richesof his grace,andhavea hope
thattheyare includedin the father's
will, beingby natureno betterthan

This sentenceis
buta smallportionof thatconfession
as put forthmorethantwo hundred
yearsagoby morethanonehundred
Baptistcongregationsin Englandand
Wales. I will hereleavethereaderto
decidewhohavedepartedfromPrimi-
tivefaith.

As to predestinationof all things;
if Godfromalleternityknewallthings
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thatshouldevercometo passandat
thesametimehaveall powerto pre-
vent,whatis the differencebetween
thispermisionandhis predestination?
Had it beentheeternalmindof Je-
hovahto havesavedad or none,it
washis perfectright. But this was
nothismind. His mindwastochoose
a remnant,andin choosing-purposeall
thingsfor theaccomplishmentof his
perfectdesign.

In deliveringIsrael
fromEgypt "heturnedtheirheartto
hatehis people,dealsubtilelywithhis
servants." Psals 105:25. The lan-
guageto Pharoahwas,"Evenfor this
samepurposehaveI raisedtheeup,
that1mightshowforthmypowerin
theeandthatmy namemighthede-
claredthroughoutthe wholeearth."
Thereforehathhemercyon whomhe
will havemercyandwhomhe will,
hehardeneth."Paulintheninthchap-
terof Romansshowstheabsurdityof
thevesselsin thepotter'shandwhich
is formedto dishonor,crying out
againsthim that formedit: "Why
hastthoumademethus?"Muchmore,
whatabsurdityin manreplyagainst
God,or questioninganyof his acts;

and takehis glory known,endureth
with muchlong-sufferingthe vessels
of wrath,fittedtodestruction,andthat
hemightmakeknowntherichesof his
glory,"etc.,whereneedhelplesssin-
nersquestionhis right in immutable
decree?Shouldit no' ratherbe,are
weof thesevesselsof mercy? or is it
otherwisewith us? Can we rever-
encethe judgmentsof theLord and
say with David, "I was dumbarid
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openednot my mouthbecausethou
didstit."

As the readerpassesthroughthe
propheticagehefindsthefieryindig-
nationandwrathin judgmentspoured
outoftenexpressedaspurposed,com-
mandedor ordained.For Tophetis
ordainedof old; yea, for the king
it is prepared;he hathmadeit deep
andlarge;thepilethereofis fireand
muchwood;thebreathof theLord,
like a streamof brimstonedothkin-
dle it."

Bat O, dearchildrenof the most
high,hehassuchcompletecontrolof
all thefloodgatesof wickednessthat
the proudwavesare stayedat his
command;just so far canthevcome
andno further. Whenthe innocent
iamb of God was deliveredby
the determinatecounselandfore-

Someof our peopleare morein
lovewiththeworldthantheyarewith
thechurch. 1 knowa goodmanthat
••nghtto bein thechurch,buthehas
neverjoinedanyinstitutionexceptse-
cret .societies.The Masonsare the
motherof all thosesocieties,andI do
truly believetheyhave done more
harmthananyotheronethingin the
world,for therearea numberof re-
generatedmenwho havelearnedto
worshipsuchheathenishstuff. God,
I hopewill forgiveme for detesting
secretsocietiesso muchfor I have
hadno littletroubleon theiraccount.

He
wasa manof faith,thestrongestman
thateverlived,but whenthe Philis-
tines plowedwith his heifer they
learnedwherehisstrengthwas.Hence
thestrongestis notsafein thesnares
of theenemy.Whilethespiritof God
in Samsonslaysall enemies,yet by
snaresof his Philistinewife theyget
thesecretof hisstrengthandthrough
a Philistinewomanthey entangled
himasaprisoner,andputouthiseyes,
anddebasedhimto hardlabor. How
muchsaferwhenoneshunsall such
allianceswith idolators,'andabidesin
the doctrineof Christ. Though I
havethoughtthatSamsonis a figure
of theLord Jesusbetrayedbyhispeo-
ple,anddeliveredto theGentilesto be
crucified.By naturehis brideis un-
cleanas an uncircumcisedPhilistine,
andin naturefalseto truth.

Eze. 7:22. The dreadfulculmina-
tionof wickednesswaswhentheJews
defiledthetempleof God,thehouseof
prayer. Whentheyprofanedtheholy
placewiththemostshamefuloutrages

he wouldturnhis facefromthemor
eastthemoffandrobbersshouldcome
andpo/lutethesecretplaceor theholy
of holies,and the abomlinationthat
makesdesolateshouldstandin tihe
holy place.

Remarks—Question: Is baptismon-
ly a symbolicformof death,burialand
resurrectionof Christ Jesus,or is it
necessaryfor theremissionof sins,or
is it both?

Answer:A11thattheLord Godcom-
mandsis necessaryfor theobjectof
its use. Thereis nothingimmaterial
or unimportantthathehascommand-
ed. Baptismis taughtin the scrip-
tures. What is its use? It doesnot
putawaythefilthof theflesh. It is
nota fleshlyservice.It is theanswer
of a goodconsciencetowardGodby
theresurrectionof JesusChristfrom
thedead. It is symbolicalof thebur-
ial and resurrectionof Jesus Christ.
Plantedtogetherby baptisminto the
likenessof his death—buried with
Christby baptisminto death. Then
baptismrepresentsthedeathof Christ,
or theburialof Christ,andalsohis
resurrection.If thedeadrisenotat
all why are they thenbaptizedfor
thedead?

What thenshouldbethecondition
of thosebaptized?Should they be
deadbeforethevarebaptizedor bur-

ied? Or shouldtheybeburiedor bap-
tizedbeforetheyaredead?Whichdo
yousay?

Naturally,doweburypeoplebefore
theyaredead,or after? Is onepre-
paredto be baptizedbeforehe is a
believerin Jesusornot? Weholdthat
heis notpreparedfor baptismuntilhe
firstbelieves.He thatbelievesandis
baptizedshallbesaved.Theexamples
in thenewtestamentprovethis,such
as John's baptizing—the eunuch,the
jailer,Lydia—onthedayof pentecost,
andall others. So thatnonear£fit
for burialwithChristbybaptisminto
thedeathof Christbutbelievers,those
deadto thelawbythebodyof Christ.
Thenbaptismis not a conditionpre-
cedentin orderto faith, but faith
shouldprecedebaptism. Nor does
baptismgo beforerepentance,but re-
pentancecomesfirst. It is calledthe
baptismof repentance.Repentandbe
baptized,is theorder.

Whenweputon Christby baptism
it is a blessedordinance,andwe re-
joice in its provisions,andfulfill the
righteousnesstaughttherein.This is
thegospel,necessarywayof confess-
ingChrist.I amsatisfiedthereisgreat
delinquencyon thepartof manythat
professto believein Jesus,yetdonot
putonChristbybaptism.Whatright
haveweto saythatoneis a truefol-
lowerof Jesus thatdoesnot follow
him? One mayprofessto be a be-
lieverin Jesus,yethowis it provenif
he doesnot obeyhim? Prove all
things.

Thereareextremesin this matter.
Oneis to holdthatanyformof what
is calledbaptism,suchassprinkling,is
a necessarystepto preparean unbe-
liever,or theobservanceof theprop-
er formof baptismasa conditionpre-
cedentnecessaryto prepareoneto be-
comeabeliever.

Anotherextremeis theomissionor
neglectof thebaptismof manyclaim-
ing thattheyarebornagain. What
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right havewe to disjointhat which
Godhasjoinedtogether?Whatright
havewe to teachbelieversthat it is
not necessaryto be baptized?We
shouldteachthemto observeall that
Jesushascommandedus.

Question: "What is thePrimitive
Baptistdoctrinein regardto death-
bedrepentance?"

Answer: We preachthe necessity
of repentancetowardGodandfaithin
theLord JesusChrist,andthatJesus
is exalteda princeanda Saviourto
give repentanceunto Israel and the
forgivenessof sins,andthatthis re-
pentanceisgoodwhetherit is inyouth,
middleage,or in old age,whether
whenoneis well physicallyor on a
sickbedandnighuntodeath. It is
goodat anytimeandwearegladto
seetheproofof it at anytime.

Question: "Doesthescripturecon-
tainedin Luke 23:39-43, have any
bearingonthissubjecttoday?"

Answer: No scriptureis of any
privateinterpretation.Jesushasthe
samepowernowthathehadthen.

Question: "What are the reasons
for closecommunion?"

Answer: All denominationshave
theirrulesfor communion.We also
haveour rule or qualificationneces-
saryfor admissiontocomfmunion.We
hold thataccordingto the bibleau-
thorityandexamplenonebutbelievers
whohavebeenbaptizedandaremain-
tainingan orderlywalk are entitled
tocommunion.Theobjectionismade
againstus for holdingwhattheworld
callsclosecommunion.The objection
shouldbemadeagainstthebibleforre-
quiringthatqualificationif it iswrong.

Question:"Why do notthePrimi-
tive Baptistsbelievein foreignmis-
sions?"

Answer:We hold that the gospel
of Christis preachedin all theworld,
andwewelcomeanywhereandevery-
whereall thatpreachhisgospel,in our
countryasmuchasin another.In ev-

ery nationhe that fearethGod and
worketh righteousnessis accepted
withhim,JesusChristhasa peoplein
all nations,andwearegladwhenhe
is preachedanywhere,andeverywhere.
Becausewe opposetheunauthorized,
unscripturalmoney-loving,man-devis-
edschemesof menthatbasesalvation
ontheactof thecreature,denyingthe
atonementof JesusChristandhisholy
call,andthenecessityof his callthat
alonecanqualifyandsendpreachers
thatpreachthegospel,thecry is rais-
edagainstus thatweareopposedto
preachingthegospelto theheathen.

Question-"What standdo Primi-
tive Baptiststakein regardto Sun-
dayschools?"

Answer:We askwhereis thereany
bible authorityeither for Sunday
schoolsor modernmissionaryopera-
tions? Show us the bibleauthority
for eitherandwewill thankyou.

We holdthatparentsshouldbring
uptheirchildrenin thenurtureandad-
monitionof theLord—shouldencour-
agethemto attendonthepublicwor-
shipof God,shouldreadthescriptures,
anddo suchthingsas thebiblesanc-
tions. Becausewe opposewhatwe
hold thebibledoesnot authorizewe
areridiculed.The defendersof Sun-
dayschoolsandmodernmissionshave
manufactureda sentimentin theirfa-
vor andbecausewe do not go with
themin thesethingswe are decried
asopposedtoallprogress.Whoisthe
guiltvparty,theonewho insistson
bibleexample,and authority,or the
onewhohassetuphisowngodsand
condemnsall thatwill not patronize
them?

REVEREND.
The use of the word "reverend"

hasbecometo be so common,and
thosewhoacceptit haveso muchin
manyinstances,thatis socommon,the
meaningwhichmighthavebeenin-
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tendedin itsnseat first,asappliedto
men,haslargelylostits force,andas
to meaning,mighthe classedwith
thosewordswhich,for lackof mean-
ing,havebecomeobsolete.In a gos-
pel sense,the word hasno meaning
as it is used,and is entirelyont of
place. Tt is onlyusedoncein all the
scriptures,andthenis appliedto him
who "Sent redemptionuntohis peo-
ple: who commandedhis covenant
forever:holy and reverendin his
name." SeePsalmtti. We findthe
termreverendis only appliedto the
high and lofty One that inhabiteth
eternity,whosenameis holy:asheis
broughtto viewin thesalvationand
redemptionof sinnersasthe"Onewho
dwellethin the high andholy place,
withhimalsothatis of a contriteand
humblespirit,to revivethe spiritof
thehumble,andto revivetheheartof
thecontriteones." This greatwork
fromfirstto lastis bv gracethrough
theholinessof him who is harmless,
separatefromsinnersandmadehigher
thantheheavens,andis thereforenot
doneby menwhosenamesare not
holv,and thereforecannotbe rever-
end.

Nonebut thesewhoclaimthereis
an infiniteglorvto be sharedwith
Christin thesalvationof soulsbvmen
as instrumentsandmeansunderGod
claim1, or acceptthetermasappliedto
men. To applvor acceptthetermas
betweenmenis Rabbinical,anddie
Lord savs: "Be not ye calledrabbi,
for oneis vourmaster,evenChrist:"
andvearebrethren.Cod'speoplebe-
ing brethrenasbornof him it is not
possiblethat one shouldbe greater
thananother.Tf onewouldbegreat
let him be a servant,andif theser-
vant is as qreatas his Lord, then
mighthe be calledmaster,hut how
thencouklhe bp calledthe servant?
Themastermavbecometobetheser-
vant,buttheservantcannotbecometo
bethemaster.Christtookuponhim-

selftheformof a servantandbecame
obedientuntodeath,eventhe death
of thecross. So thatthoughhewas
Lord of all it wasthroughobedience
as the servantof all that he reigns
overall. If onewouldbe reverend,
it mustcomethroughservice,requir-
ingresistanceuntoblood,thatthrough
deathhemightreignin thelife born
fromthedead. But thisis notpossi-
ble,becauseJesusChristtherighteous
is theonlybegottenof theFather,full
of graceandtruth,thefirstbornfrom
thedead,andof everycreature,and
is theonlyonethateverdid or ever
couldresistuntoblood; besides,the
apostlePaul tellsusthatwehavenot
resistedunto blood,strivingagainst
sin,anduntilwe shallhaveso done,
we haveno right to reverenceour
brothernor to allowhimto reverence
us. WhenJohn wouldhaveworship-
pedtheangel,hesaiduntohim: "See
thoudoit not;I amthyfellowservant
andof thybrethrenthathavethetes-
timonyof Jesus;worshipGod" And
whenCorneliusfelldownbeforePeter
andworshippedhimPetertookhimup
saying:"Standup; I myselfalsoama
man." When the priestsof Jupiter
wouldhavedonesacrificewiththepeo-
pleuntoPaulandBarnabasthesetrue
andfaithfulservantsof Godrenttheir
clothesand ran in amongthepeople
andcriedout,saying:"Sirs, v'1y do
ve thesethings?we alsoaremenof
likepassionswithyouandpreachunto
youthatyou shouldturn fromthese
vanitiesuntothelivingGod." Those
who knowthe Lord areadmonished
to ceasefromman,who^ebreathis in
his nostrils,andknownothingamong
eachotherbut Christandhim cruci-
fied,and shouldworshipbin;. The
man who holdsthat he shouldand
mustkeepthe tencommandmentsas
a conditionprerequisiteto salvation
shouldnot forgetthatone of tho'se
commandmentssays: "Thou shalt
haveno othergodsbeforeme." And
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theLord hassaidagain:"My glory
will I notgiveto another,neithermy
praiseto gravenimages. I am the
Lord; thatis myname." It is shown
in theScripturesthatmanis naturally
disposedto arrogateto himselfsome
degreeof importance,eitherto beas
godsor to be a devotedservantof
somekindof godotherthantheliving
God. To preferthecreatureto the
Creatorwasoneof thefirstdevelop-
mentsof Adam'scharacteras of the
earth,andmanhasassiduouslymain-
tainedthatdispositionuntil thisday,
bveitherputtinga priceuponhimself
or someone or moreof his fellow
creatures,andthusdepartingfromthe
livingGod—theyareturneduntofa-
bles,andthroughthecunningcrafti-
nessof mentheyturntheirgodliness
soasto realizethegreatestgainthere-
from. Theselfishnessof menwill not
allowthemtoservewithoutsomething
akinto a pecuniaryconsiderationasa
conditionfor theirserving. But love
to Godandto all thosebornof him
is the clementin whichthechildren
of Goddwellandthepowerbvwhich
theyservehim,becausehehasshedhis
loveabroadin theirheartsbyhisHoly
Spirit,and in meeknessthey serve
himwithreverenceandGodlyfear.

Oneof themostevidentfeaturesof
theScripturesis thedebasingof man
andtheexaltationof Christ,andthe
gospelfollowsin the sameline,and
is only trulv and faithfullypreached
whenmanisshowntobenothing,less
thannothing,andvanityandChristas
theembodimentof all fullness,andall
andin all to his people.

To preachsalvationbygracein such
amannerasnottoasclearlyshowthat
it is notby works,decisivelypresent-
ing eachas distinctivelyanil gospelly
true,is nota truepresentationof the
gospel,andwill not bringforth sin-
nerssavedby gracethatpraisedue
thenameof Jesusconsequentuponthe
revelationof salvationas seenin the

gospelwhenit is truly,fullyandfaith-
fullypreached.

It seemsto methatthedoctrineas
we understandit

,

and the customs
whichweholdto bein harmonywith

it
,

shouldbesoclearlydefinedthatour
childrenand our neighbors'children
mightknowof them,andthatourchil-
drenespeciallymight respectus in
them. Thatwedonotusenoraccept
theuseof thewordreverend,andthe
reason,mightbe and ought to be
knownby the peopleto whom we
preach,and our deportmentindivid-
uallyandcollectivelyoughtto besuch
asto demandandmaintaintherespect
of our friendsin our customs,prac-
ticesanddoctrine.

Thesignsof thetimesseemto indi-
cate a greaterneedof a clear,distinct,
unquestionablepresentationof the
doctrine,disciplineandorderof the
churchthaneverbefore. The differ-
entdenominationsareexpunging,re-
modeling,revisingandrepudiatingev-
en the formsof doctrineoriginally
held b

y

theirfounders;andevensome
PrimitiveBaptistshavefeltcalledup-
onintheclosingdaysof thenineteenth
centuryto tell us what is reallythe
doctrinethatwasoncedeliveredunto
thesaints.

At therequestof someof thesurviving
childrenof BrotherA. Leak,andalsoby
orderor appointmentof hischurch,I at-
temptthroughmuchweaknessto record
someoftheincidentsandcharacteroi his
lifeandthesadstatementofhisdeath.He
wasbornin Stokescounty,N.C, June5,
1841,and"diedDecember21,1908,at the
ageof68years6monthsand16days.At
theageof 26hewasmarriedto Drucilla
F. Lackey,withwhomhelivedlovinglyfor
manyyearsandtowhichunionwereborn
tenchildren,threesonsandsevendaugh-
ters. Threesonsandfivedaughterssur-
vivehimto mourntheirlossof a great
counceloranda goodandpreciousfather
whoso longandfaithfullylaboredfor
them.He wasa hardworkeron the
farmandsometimeslaboreddayandnight
vith thevigoroushe!pof his dearand
faithfulcompaniontoobtaina goodliving
forhimselfandfamilyandtheenjoyment
ofhismanyfriendsandstrangersthatof-
tenlodgedwiththem.Hewasa soldier
in theconfederatearmyandwassaidto
bea trueandloyalone.In thebattleof
Gettysburghe waswoundedin theleft
foot,theball lodgingin theanklejoint
■whichcausedhimgreatsufferingforsev-
eralyears.Dr.Bohnson,ofWinston-Salym,
finallyextractedit, however,andit gave
himgreatrelief,althoughhe wasnever
entirelyfreefrompainwhichsometimes
threwhimalmostintolifelessspasmsof
untoldsufferings.Thesefollowedhimto
hisgrave.

In theyear1867heembraceda most
wonderfulhopein Christoftheforgiveness
ofhismanysinsandbeingledforthbythe
spiritofthegreatGodhejoinedthePrimi-
tiveBaptistchurchat StateLineonSat-
urdaybeforethethirdSundayin Novem-
ber,1867,andwasbaptizedbyElderS.J.
Lackey,hisfather-in-law.Thechurchsee-
inghisfaithfulnessandtalent,soonelect-
edhimchurchclerk,andalsobeingsofaith-
lul tothetrust,onthe18thdayofJulyhe

wasordainedtotheofficeofdeaconwhich
cilicehe filledto thesatisfactionof the
churchholdingthemysteryofgodlinessin
a pureheart.

Hewasboldinthefaithandwasa good
counsellorin theassociationsandchurches
andamonghiscountrymendoingandtrans-
actingmuchbusinessfor them.He was
goodto thepoor,oftenvisitingthesick.
Hewasoncetherepresentativeofhiscoun-
ty inthelegislatureofNorthCarolina,and
efficientlyservedhispeople.Butafterall
his serviceandmoralvirtues,of which
we mayspeakhe hadmuchsorrowto
encounterin thegreatlossof his loving
companion,overwhichhemourneduntil
hisdeath,oftentellinghisfriendsthathe
cravedtodie,relyingonthegraceofGod
forhissalvationthathemightbeatrest.
Soonthemorningof the21stof Decem-
ber,aftersomeslightsufferingwithhis
woundedfoot,unexpectedlytohischildren
hefellasleepnevertoawakein thislife.
Butwehavethathopethatwhenheshall
awakeit willbein thelikenessof Jesus.
Thenshallhewithalltheredeemedfamily
ofGodshineforthasthesunin thebright
nessofhisglory.

Wesaytothedearandweepingchildren
youhavelosta goodfather;rememberthe
goodexampleofhislifeandpatternofhis
unwaveringfaiththatyoumayabidethere-
in andconfidentlywaituntilyourchange
shallcome,togetherwithallhisdearbreth-
renwholovedhimsomuchandtoiledand
traveledtogetherwithhimbesavedwith
aneverlastingsalvationto inhabitforever
a homefreefromsorrowanddeathandbe
forevermorewiththeLord.

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December23,1907,anddepartedthislife
April11,1909,makinghis stayhereone
year,threemonthsandeighteendays.He
waslaidin hislastandundisturbedrest-
ingplaceherelatein theafternoonof the
2ndSunday,andthewriterof thissketch
wascalleduponto holdservicesat the
graveofthelittleonewhichhedid.

all thatwaslaid uponhim,and for

manyyearshewasbrightandcheerful,
althoughquiet.

As tothesonof ElderDavidHouse,
hewasbroughtup,asyouknow,un-
dergoodinfluence"andalwaysloved
thePrimitiveBaptists,andwdiileenjoy-
ing havingall our friendsto visitus,
especiallydidbeseemtoenjoythecon-
versationof thebrethrenandsisters,
andoftenhave I seenhimdeeplyaf-
fectedwhenhearingthe relationof
theirexercisesof mindandvisitations
of theLord, butwhenaskedfor his
he wassilent.

Godhad a wiseandmercifulpur-
nose in afflictinghim,and T felt that

T knewwhat it was. He wasbring-
inghimtoChrist. T wouldthinksome
timesthat if hewouldtakeuphiscross
andbebaptizedthetewas a chance,a
hopewi*hme.thathewouldbereliev-
ed of bis affliction,andour voungest
child,who had neverseenhim anv
otherway.oncesaidto him, "Papa,

if vonwouldbebantized.mavbevon
wouldryettmnaralvzed;"T sawthat it

touchedhim,but it hadno otheref-
fect.

He wasever a kindandlovinghus-
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band,faithfulandtrue,thoughtfulfor
me,andattentiveto my wants. He
wasalsoan affectionatefatherto his
childrenand consideredtheir needs,
butwasfirmin hisdisciplineof them.
Just beforeourmarriageI prayedthe
Lord to giveme,in him,a kindhus-
band,andhe grantedmemy prayer
He lovedme,I believe,as longashe
lived. I misshim now, I cannever
tellhowmuch,butI cannotfindit in
myheartto wishhimbackto his old
life of suffering.He is restingnow.
I believe,withhis Saviour. Tt wasa
comfortto meto look at him,after
death,andseethatrestful,easy,peace-
ful look on his face,after so much
forehisdeath.

For twentyyearsI havebeenfear-
ingandexpectinghisdeath,andil has
takenall thattimeto preparemeto
meetit. For a longtimeit wouldal-
mosttakemybreathto thinkabout it

.

It has seemedto me that the Lord
knew I couldnotbearup under it at
first,andhegavemeall thattimeto
preparemefor it. After seeinghim
for somanyyearsgraduallybutsure-

ly giving way, both physicallyand
menially,thinkingeveryyear would
probablybehislast,seeinghimsotir-
ed, so uncomplainingandpatient,so
pitifulinhisweakness,hewhohadonce
beenso strongandself-reliant,I felt
that it wouldbe,thoughto his family

a strokefull of sorrow,tohim a happy
release,couldtheLord seefit to take
himtohimself.Andnowhehasgone
andleftmein mylonelinessandsor-
row.

Thelastyearsof hislife,afterhav-
ing a fall that fractureda bone,he
wasunabletowalk,andcouldscarcely
standonhis feet,and T wouldhaveto
bealmostaswatchfuloverhimasover
an infantto learnwhenanythingwas
wrongwithhim,andto attendto bis
wants.Buthe is gonenow.andresting
fromall wearinessandpain. That is

my consolation.He is resting,and.

at peacewithhismaker,I believe.He
needsmeno longer. Beforehe was
strickendown I hopedthattheLord
wouldtakemefirst. I feltthat I could
neverbearto seehim leaveme; but
sincethenI havehopedthat I wouldbe
sparedto him whilehe lived,and a

mercifulfatherhasprovidedfor us.
Oneof thesaddesttimesof all, af-

ter his death,wason returningfrom
thegraveto thehome,to seetheva-
cantchair,theemptinessof theroom
whereoncewas the lovedpresence,
with theknowledgethatnevermore
will we beholdhim with our natural
eyes,nevermorehearhisvoice,never
againministerto his wants,there is

an emptiness,a vacancy in our lives
thatwill neveragainbefilledup.An-
othertie, thestrongestof all tiesto
me,thatboundus to this world, is

broken.

I oftenfind myselfwishingwhen
mytroublesareheavierthan T canbear
patiently,that I couldlie downbe-
sidehim andceasefrom this life of
toil andsorrow. Sometimiies,when

T thinkof mvchildrenthere is a little
clingingto themwiththehopethat I

maybeof somebenefitto themawhile
longer;atothertimes T feelthatthev
wouldbebetteroff withoutme. But

T mud waitwithwhatpatienceI can
theLord'swill.

DearBrethrenGoldandLester,as
wearecommandedalwaystobeready
togivea reasonof thehopethatis in
us,thereforeI will endeavorto relate
myreasonsfor claimingrelationswith
youandallthehouseholdof faith.

I willgivein a short,briefwayasI
can and I desirethatyou all judge
faithfullywhetheror notthefollowing
justifiesme in claiminga hope in
Christ:

I wasbornandraisedin thestateof
Alabama,alongthe southernline of
Montgomeryand the north line of
Lowndescounties.

I havingno parentsin childhood,
consequentlywas raisedan^orphan
boy. Growing-up to manhoodT was
marriedto Miss Flora Anne Surds,
andhadacce'ssfrommyboydaysto
the differentorders, claimingto be
churches;wastoldby theirministers
thatI couldobtaina hopein Christ
at myownoption.

I wouldbeginattimes,intendingto
obtaina hopein Christbymyownef-
forts,whileyetdeadin trespassesand
sinswouldconcludeat timesthrough
excitementof thefleshthatT hadbe-
comea childof Godthroughandby
myownefforts.

But alas!on thesecondSundayin
September,1858,whilesittingunder
thesoundof thegospel,beingdeliv-
eredbv myuncle,FlderWftliamFin-
lev, at the old churchhousewhere
my fatherand mother'smembership
was. I trustit pleasedGod,through
our Lord, JesusChrist,by theopera-
lion of theholyspirit (for T wasvet
deadin trespassesandsins),to open
theeyesof my understanding,andT
foundthat T had beenmistakenup
to thatdate.

However,seeingmylostandruined
condition,andthatT wasyeta poor
helplesssinnerin thesightof Godand
T fledto thelaw as laiddownin the

New Testamentscriptures,seeking
justificationby thedeedsof thelaw,
butoh,whatdid1find—butcondemna-
tionandwasmadeto cryout,''Lord,
whatshallI do?"

"Here I ama poor,helplesssinner
in thesightof God,"couldonlysay,
whenI couldretirein a secretgrove,
endeavoringto pouroutmysouland
beg- Godto havemercyon mea poor
lostandruinedsinner.

It wouldseemto methatmypray-
erswouldfall to>theground,mysins
wouldopenplainerand plainerand
seeminglyas mountainhigh. I could
not seefor my life how that God,
throughChrist,couldbejustandjusti-
fy suchamortalasI was.

Goingon in thisway,boweddown
undera burdenof sin dayafterday
and night after night,thinkingthat
mycasewashopeless,andthatI had
sinnedawaymydayof grace.

T wasgatheringcottonabouttwo
milesfromhomeandonFridavabout
to o'clock,onthe28thdayof Septem-
ber,1858,it seemedtomethatmybur-
denwas so heavythat I couldnot
possiblycarrieit anylongerandyet
live.

T thoughtT wouldoncemoreretire
to thelittlesecretgrovewhereI had
oftensecretedmyself,to begfor mer-
cy, droppingon mv kneesas T had
donebefore,askingGodif it waspos-
sibleto bemercifulto me,a poorsin-
ner.Tustatthistimeit seemedTheard
as plainas couldbe spokena small
still voice,saying: "Son, arise,thy
sinsarepardoned."Just here,breth-
ren,my burdenwas gone,T felt as
light seeminglyas a featherand in-
steadof beggingformercymvcrywas
turnedintopraise,shoutingglorv,glo-
ry to God: everything1seemedlovely,
seemedasthetrees,thecotonstalks,
wereallpraisingGod.

My mindwasthendirectedimme-
diatelyto myoldmotherchurch,and
somethingwas said I trust by the
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Lord, "Go hometo thymotherpeople
and tell themwhatgreatthingsthe
Lord liasdonefor you." I conferred
netwithfleshandblood,hutstraight-
way accompaniedby my wife, and
whentheopportunityoffered,wentbe-
forethechurchandtoldapartof what
1havewrittenhere. My wifealsore-
latedherhope,andtomysurprise,both
of uswerereceivedintothefellowship
of theBethlehemchurch,Montgomery
county,Alabama,and the following
morning,whichwasthesecondSun-
dayin October,1858,werebaptizedby
thepastor,ElderWilliamFinley.This
church is unlimited predestinarian
faith.

Dearbrethren,T wish you to join
faithfullywith me.as I haveall the
timehaddoubtsandfearswhetherI
amdeceivedor notin mytravelfrom
naturetograce,yetwhenI getlow in
spirit,thinkingsurelyI am deceived,
mymindrevertsto thatnotablebright
Friday,andit cheersmypoordroop-
ing mind,andI canexclaim,Glory!
glory to God! And I wouldnotex-
changethat little sweethopefor all
thisworldwithall itsglory.

GoingthroughtheConfederatewar
and beingthrowninto all kinds of
temptations,I knowthatonlythegrace
of Godandfor a purposeknownof
GodalonethatI waskeptas I trust
byhispowerandthatmylifewaspre-
served. I was broughthomealive,
thoughbadlywoundedand disabled
from militaryservice011the 3rd of
May, 1863.

I will just herestatethat on the
15thof May, 1864,whileridingalone
a smallvoicespoketomeandsaid.Go
preachthegospel.My replywas,Not
soLord, I ampoor,aninvalid,ignor-
antandunlearned,andT cannot.

Here,brethren.I setaboutto de-
feattheLord's calling,as T believed,
determiningin my ownmindnot to
obevthe heavenlycalling. Mv first
leapwas to unitewith the Masonic

fraternity,knowingthenI wouldbe
justly excludedfrom the church. I
remainedwith themfor aboutthree
years,actingas did Jonah. I could
notremainwiththemlonger,however,
andreturnedto thechurchdenouncing
thepracticalpartof Masonryandask-
ingpardonfor whatI haddone.

Theygrantedmypardonandrestor-
edmeto thefellowshipof thechurch
again. My impressiongrewstronger
andstronger from time to time,
thoughmydeterminationwasstillnot
to yieldto or obeytheheavenlycall-
ing, feelingmyselftoo unworthyfor
'suchand feelingmy ignorancefor
teachingtheplanof salvationor en-
deavoringto proclaimeternal life
throughourLord JesusChrist.

I finallydecidedto askfor a letter
of dismissionfromthechurchfor my-
selfandwife,whichrequestwasgrant-
ed. I haddeterminedto movefrom
mynativestateto Texas,whereI was
entirelyunknown,and intendedto
neverby anywaydisposethatI had
animpressiontoenterthesacreddesk.

Findinga smallpartvof Baptistsin
tin'scountywe offeredto themand
werereceivedbyletterintothefellow-
ship of Bethelchurch.Bell county,
Texas,in (liefall of 1873.

AfterpreachingoneSaturdaynight
by BrotherM. H. Denmanin the
springof T874,andwhileI waswalk-
ingabouttheedgeof thecongregation,
BrotherDenmancalledmeto cometo
him. I wentandhe askedmeif I
did not feelsometimeslike T wanted
to preach.I triedto shunthisques-
tion,but he insistedupona positive
answer.RightthenI wasputto the
test,mustI acknowledgethetruthor
tell a falsehood.I finallvtold him
thoseweremv impressions,and the
nextdayatchurch.ElderWhitelv.our
pastor,and BrotherDenman.called
meto thestandandT couldnot get
awaywithoutmakinganeffort.

And,dearbrethren,I havebeengo-
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ingonsincethattimetryingtopreach
and.tryingto quit. I wascalledto
ordinationin August,1884.

Now, brethren,I havegivenyou
thebestI canof mytravelsandam
now as I haveeverbeendependent
uponthe Lord to aid andassistme
throughtheremainderof mydayson
earth. I amnowendingupmy73rd
yearandamnearlyreadyto laydown
myarmorandsayfarewell.

BrotherGold,I havebeenreading
arid hearingZion's Landmarkread
sinceNovember,1879,andI cansay
fromthedepthsof myheartasI trust,
thatI fullyendorsetheeditorialsand
goodlettersI findtherein.It isnearly
ouronlyjoy now,andI hopetheLord
will blessyouto publishit yetmany
yearstocome,andhowthankfulI feel
towardsyoufor sendingit to me.

1 havefor manyyearsbeenim-
pressedto makethis effortto write
you, and if you find anythingin it
worthyof publicationandthatwill be
of benefitto any of God'schildren,
pleasepublish;if notthrowit in the
wastebasketandall will hewellwith
me.

I will closebv askingan interestin
yourprayersandall thehouseholdof
faith. May Godblessyouall. Fare-
well.

Your brotherin hopeof eternal
life.

DearBrethrenGoldandLester:
OncemoreI comebeforethepeople

withfearandtremblingand1hopeto
praisemymakerinhisname.We did
notgo to Flat Riverlast4th Sunday
onaccountof rain,sowegatheredto-
getherin song,andas I waslooking
oversomeverses,thisonecametome:

"Todayattendhisvoice,
Nor dareprovokehisrod;

Comelike1hepeopleof hischoice,
AndownyourgraciousGod."

It seemsthosewordswerespoken
to me fromabove,and I feel it my
duty to praisethe Lord abroad by
writingaswellaswithinme. We are
commandedto letour lightshineand
nothideit undera bushel.I amnot
ashamedto ownmyLord,andI hope
he will guidemy penanddirectmy
mindto writeof whatI havebeen1m-

BrotherGold,whenI wasbaptized
andcameout of thewaterwith my
eyesclosedto all theworld (I have
alreadytoldyouthegloriousmessage
I receivedwhilewalkingout),andaf-
ter gettingto thebankand shaking
handswiththebrethrenmy thoughts
were,theylook likeangels,andthen
theweightleftmeanda lightflashed
aroundme. Someof thesisterssaid:
"She will neverlook any prettier."
A Missionarylady cameto meand
andsaid: "You certainlylookedvery
sweetwhilecomingout,"andI feltto*
thankthemall throughthemerciesof
God,as it wasverytouching"to me.
Andsomethatweretheresawa snake
lyingquietlydownin thewatersome
distancefromwherewewere.

Then I awoke,and for two daysI
thoughtoverit much,andonWednes-
dayeveningtherewasa blackcloud
risingslowlyandby nightit hadcov-
eredtheskyjust like I sawit in the
vision,andit troubledmesothatwhen
I retiredI couldnotstayon thebed.
I walkedthefloor andgroaned,and
feltlikeI hadnota friendonearthncr
in-heaven.Oh thatGod would ■

meandgivemereliefwasmyhearls

prayer. 1 concludedtoliedown,which

I did, acrossanotherbed,and had
beenthere a fewminutesonly,when
suddenlyI saw a largelight in the
hall, and it immediatelyenteredmy
mindthat it wasanangelfromheav-
en. I arosetwicefrom thebedand
thought I wouldgo to thedoorand
see it

,

butbothtimes it wouldgoback
to the otherendof the house,and
when I wentbackto bed it would
comeback. So I laid there and
thoughtthat it wasanangelontopof
thehouse,and I said,"Lord, 1 w ill bz
obedientto thy commands." It came
nearerand.thelightgotbrighterand
brighteruntilthereshoneon theceil-
ing nearmean extralightaboutthe
sizeof a largebook.A lookedoutthe
windowonthefrontsideof thehouse
andthevardwaslit upand I couldsee
theshadowof its wings,andon the

oppositesideof thehouse it wasthe
sameway.

Againhe
returned,butcameoutagainandthis
timeliestoodupand1 noticedhehad
a crookedneckand he appearedin
greatagonybecause1 wouldnot let
him do as he wantedto, thoughhe
wastryinghard. I tookan iron rod
andstruckhima severeblownearthe
headwhenhe fell for good,going
downin theearthandcomingthrough
in anotherplace. It wasthena drag-
onandwascryingandgroaning.On
ourwayfromburyingmyauntonthe
followingTuesday,a snakecrawled
intotheroadand1 askedmybrother
to let thehorsestepon it. I wanted
to see it mashed. But he did not
thoughthe wheelstruckit whenit
took its Might.

(plentylarge,andallnecessaryconven-
iences),andafterspendingawhilein
generalrecreation,theymeetagstfnat
two-thirtyo'clockin thechurchroom
andhaveanothersermon.Thenthey
holdconference,andsucha precious
conferenceit was,thelikeof whichI
neverhaveseenbefore.

After going throughthe regular
routinethepastorbegancallingcmdif-

Pray also thatyour flight be
notin winterwhentheweatheris se-
vere,nor on the Sabbathday when
yourjourneyis limitedto onlya few
miles. Dreadfulwill betheaffliction
of thosedays,but for the elect's

shortened.Do notlistento whatany
manmaytell you aboutsafetyhere
or there.'Manyshallcrylo hereor lo
there. Believethemnot.

Now this is theliteralmeaningof
thisscripture.The cityof Jerusalem
haslongsincefallenand it is given
to the Gentilesto be troddenunder
footof them. Rut hasthisscripture
anyfurtheror deepermeaning?Yes.
The wordsof Christneverceaseto
havemeaning.Whiletheyarc fulfill-
ingasprophesied,yetthereis nolim-

it
,

or endto their spiritualmeaning
to theirapplicationto thedestinyof
men,andtheguidanceof theLord's
people.Yesterday,today,tomorrow,
forever,theyhave a boundlessmean-
ing.

There is a perishingof all things
earthly.Theremustbeanescapefrom
thepollutionsanddefilementsof car-
nal,worldlyservice.The enemyhas
possessionof thethingsof earth. Let
nottheperishablethingsof earth,the

thedeceitfulnessof riches,allureyou
or beguileyouto lookonor turnback
tocarrythemwithyouinyourescape,
or to benumbyouin yourflight. We
areto layasideeven-weightandrun
with patiencetheracesetbeforeus.

Heunitedwiththe churchat Camp
Creekin1902andwasbaptizedby Elder
AlbertBlalockandliveda faithfulmeirtber
untildeath.Hewasalsodeaconof the
church,whichofficehefilledwell, never
missinga meetingwithoutbeingproviden-
tiallyhindered.It seemedhiswholecrave
wastobewiththepeopleof God,whom
belovedtotalktoandwasneverhappier
thanwhenwiththem.We weregetting
readytogoto Mt.ZionAssociationwhen
hewasstrickenwithparalysis.Thiswas
in August,1906,whenhewasconfinedtc
hisbedforseveralweeks,partofthetime
unconscious.Afterwards,however,he
gotupandwasabletoworka little, al-
thoughhehadslightstrokesall alongun-
til thefourthof Jan.1907,whenhe had
hisfinalstrokeandwasneverabletowork
anymore,andformonthsbeforehedied
couldnotevenfeedhimselforwalkwithout
help.

He wasa kind,indulgentfather,loving
husband,alwaysthesame.Duringhisill-
nesshedidnotwantmetoleavehim a
minuteandI didn'tif it couldbehelped.
Hewouldbegmetocarryhimhomeand
ohhowit grievedmewhenI couldnot
convincehimhewasathome.I believehe
borehisafflictionswithmorepatiencethan

anyoneI eversaw,nevermurmuringor
complainingthroughall his illness.He
wouldlooksobrightandcheerfulsaying,
I believethegoodLordwillraisemeagain.
Sleoftentriedtosing,but nevercould
untila fewnightsbeforehe was taken
worsewhenhebegansinging:

BeingGod
thevalueof hisbloodnotonlyatoned
for sin,butsecuredfor hereveryspir-
itualblessing,freelygivenbythefath-
er in him,evento eternalglory,and
manis oftenlongin receiving,perhaps
chieflyontwogrounds,—thegreatness
of truthandthecontemptibleness,as
feltbeforeGod,of manin generaland
of conscience-and-lawconvictedones
inparticular.Wewellhaveinmindthe
timewhenday by day our thought
was,"It mightperhapsbethatsome
mightbeelected,butme;impossible!"
Everything,no matterwhatviewwe
took,appearedagainstit; hencethe
doorof hopeseemedclose.1to us.Letustakeonesolemnchainof considera-tion here. We will assumetheanx-
iuosoneis wellconvincedthatsalva-tioncanonlybebythebloodandright-

All for whomJesusdiedandwhose
sinsheborewereeverlastinglyhis by
triunechoiceandgift, andwerevir-

meritandgloryof everyactof hisvi"
cariouslife anddeath. All andeach
werein him whenhe rosefrom the
deadand ascendedinto glory. See
howthisis treateduponin theEphe-
siaiiepistleespecially.O, thewonders
of therichesof God'sgrace! Let our
readersponderthisandconsiderif it
mustnotcertainlybeaswestate.Then
if thatbeadmitted,howmuchthatis
advancedfallsshortof thetruth. A
firmbeliefin theseandkindredgreat
and"deepthingsof God" wouldpre-
ventmuchconfusingand"mangling"
workonthepartof manywhoprofess
to beteachers"sentfrom God."but
whosefruitsandworksgivelittleevi-
denceof God-ambassadorship.If we
havewritten"accordingto thescrip-
tures," is not it a necessaryconse-
quencethatallthegreattruthsof elec-
tion,predestination,finalperseverance,
etc..etc.,areas sureandsteadfastas
thethroneof God? Thesetruthsmay
staggerusbytheirgreatness,yetthey,
properlyreceived,areno realbar to
ourhope,ratherthereisnogroundfor
realhopeapartfromthem. The im-mutabilityof Gofl'spurposeandcoun-selrsa blessedstarfor asinner'shope.
_Thegreatquestionwitha convinced

sinnershouldnotproperly,perhaps,so

muchbe,"Am I elected?"but,"Am I
railedoutof darknessintoGods mar-
velouslight?"—haveI true light to

seeand feelmy darkness;anddo 1

longafterGodfor salvation,andthe
forgivenessof mysins? If youhave
suchfeelingsasthese,thepromisesof
God are favorableto your caseand
maybepleadedbeforehim: "Not the
righteous; sinnersJesus cameto
call." "True election'sknownby
calling," sang the same poet;
and this is the special work
andofficeof GodtheHoly Ghost,and
everhasbeen,althoughnotof old so
fully discoveredor realized until
taughtby theLord Jesushimselfin
clearerrevelation.

As mentioned,theHoly Spirit is as
muchconcernedin thesalvationof the
churchas is the fatherandthe son.
No spiritual convictionever takes
placebut is effectedby him: no real
prayer,repentance,hope,humiliation,
sorrowfor sin or hopeof heaven,
loathingof selfandlovingof andas-
piringafterGodbutwhathetrulyef-
fectsin the soul,although,like the
mainspringof a watch,the motive
powerismostlyconcealedfromus,and
thegracioMsnessof the feelingis ac-
ceptedby God as oursand is so re-
ceivedand answeredby him. "Al-
thoughweseemto move; hisspiritall
themotiongives,"etc. "Blessedcon-
descendingSpirit, 'For us work,and
in us too, andguide us right, andbringusthrough;' " suchis, moreorless, the continualpraverof spirit-
taughtsinners. Here again, manyscripturesandhymnscometo mindto
substantiateourstatements.Unspeak-ably blessedis Paul's treatmentofthesegreattruthsin Romansviii Mayour readersbeledof theHoly Spiritnto that,andreadthemselvesrhere-n-notonlyasmthefleshbutalso"inhe spirit;" and maywe be favoredto realizethat,evenin everso smaU
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a measure,thereis a workof confor-
mitytoChrist'simagebeingcarriedon
in us. Without it

,

we mustutterly
perish. Theremustbe a conformity
to,aswellas a salvationfrom,effect-
edin us,or we shallbe"foundwant-
ing."

Having,then,laiddown a fewbrief
propositionsconcerningCod,ourcrea-
tionandbeing,oureternaldurationin
infiniteblissor infinitemisery,andthe
provisionmadeby Jehovahfor "the
salvationof that which was lost,"
whichcanaloneandentirelybe but
his own kind work in and uponthe
soul,letus nowbringforward a few
evidenceswhichaccompanyand feel-
ings which are caused b

y

this his
"strangework"uponthesoulof a sin-
ner. J

God notonly createdmanandthe
world, which he placedunderhim,
his righteousness,beinginfinitelybe-
yondthedemeritof hersinandshame,
shouldlie imputedto her.andso im-
putedthat it shouldbe hersentirely
evenas it washisown. And by that
same righteousnessand in virtue
of her eternal union, with him
she is "justifiedfreely"andfor ever:
not onlvasthoughshehadneversinned
butasthoughshehadeverbeen a glo-
rious being:for sheeverwas "one
with Jesus,by eternalunion one."

Then let us l>efaithfulnot only to
Godhutto oneanother.

She-writessheis so lonely,and
oftenwonderswhyshehashadto see
so muchtrouble. But sheaddsGod
knowswhatis best,andHe hasgiven
herstrengthto bearall. She states
sheis nota memberof thechurch,but
shehopesto be.

It lookslikethiswidowmight be
humbleenoughto washthe saints
feet. Paul setsforthsuchan one.A
widow,old,afflicted,desolate. How
is sheliving? "Well reportedof for
goodworks: if shehavebroughtup
children,if shehavelodgedstrangers,
if shehavewashedthesaintsfeet,if
shehaverelievedtheafflicted,if she
havediligentlyfollowedeverygood
work," ist Tim. 5:io.

It requiresa meekand lowly one
to washthesaints'feet. Mendo not
liketo stoopdownto suchlowservice
asthat. Womenoftensayit is indec-
entto gointoa pondof watertobap-
tizeone. But if theLord showsyou
thebeautyof baptismthe water is
clear,andwhenyou are buried by
baptisminto theLord JesusChrist
thenit is pure.To thepureall things
arepure:and when your bodyis
washedwiththispurewaterthenyou
go onyourwayrejoicing.

So whenyoubecomeafflictedand
pooryouseemuchbeautyin washing
thesaints'feet. Whenprideis hum"
bledyou wishyouwere worthy to
washtheirfeet,butyoudo not feel
worthyfor themto washyourfeet.

They
constructsucha creatureassuits their
fancy,or such,if theywritefor admira-
tionofothers,astheythinkthepublicwill
receivewithfavor,andthat will bring
themfameormoney.

Themostindividualandoriginalwriters
of thisclassinterprettheirownthoughts
andviewswhichtheyembodyinwhatthey
callcharacter.Historiansnarratethesay-
ingsanddoingsof nationsin theirorgan-
isedactsasLegislativebodies,orcourtsof
law,thebattlesof theirarmies,and their
thenation. Biographerstreatuponthe
otheractionsasatheorganizedforcesof
livesof individualsshowingtheir traits,
motives,purposes,environments,reas'im
of theirconduct,andtheconsequencesaf-
fectingandcontrolingthemthenatureof
theirmotivesandpurposesth<inno'their
doingswiththe impressionleft on Llie
worldtheycallcharacter.

Thereis anotherclossof writersand
speakerswhoare guided—not byman's
reasonings,orimaginations,orfancifulere
nrions,whodonotdigtheirviiwsandut-
terancesoutof their own thoughtsCT
minds,butwhowriteandspeakas they
aredirectedby thatpreparationof the

Whetherrelatingtoindividualsortona-
tionsgreatorsmallall theyutteris true,
r.ordotheygiveflatteringtitles. They
knowthevanityofman.Theyfear God.

Whenhehascompliedwiththisrequire-
mentof theLordandthebrotherhears
himandgiveshimpeaceof mindthisis
theendof thatmatter.Neitherof them
shouldeverspeakof thatagainin a way
toinanywisecastreflectionontheother,
huttojustletthematterrestbetweenbe-
tweenthem,knowingthateachhasset
himselfrightintheirmatters.Theyareto
besurethatnooneis there,butthetres-
passerandtheonewhogoesto tellhim
hisfault.

Incasethetrespassergivestotheother
nosatisfactionthenheis togoandtake
withhimoneor twomore.Theseshould
bebrethrenorsisterswhosemindwillnot
be biasedon eitherside,butwholove
thetruthof Godand theorderof His
House.Whenhehasthusgoneheis to
againtellthemattertothetrespasserandif
hehearsthemthenthematteris settled
andshouldbenofurtherpursued.Butif
hewillnothearthematterbecomesstub-
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bornanda sorein thechurch,withthese
twoor threeeachof whomarenowpar-
aefcin thematter,thewholethingmust
gobeforethechurchandtheonewhofirst
feltaggrievedmusttell it to thechurch
andtheother.oneor twoarewitnesses.
Thenif hewill nothearthechurchhe
is to beuntothechurchas an heathen
mananda publican.In otherwordsas
oneuncleanandunworthyof fellowship.
Hemustbeexcluded.

I didnotoncethinkthisway,butfeltthat
heneedonlybesetasidein thefellowship
oftheonewhohadbeentrespassedagainst
atthefirst,butthatwouldnotbepurging
outtheleaven.Thewholechurcbis in-
volvedandall is onein thesingularpro-
noun"thee."If heshallneglectto hear
thechurch,thisis thelastandhighestau-
thority,lethimbeuntothechurchasan
heathenmananda publican.

Bythiswaythechurchispurgedofstub-
bornnesswhichis in directoppositionto
humility]Humilityis oneof thegreatest
of all Christiangracesandstubborness
tramplesit underfoot,andthereforeit
cannotberighteouslytoleratedin anygos-
pelchurch.

Thishumblespiritis manifestedin the
questionof Peterandtheanswerof our
Lord. Notonce,buttimeswithoutnum-
berwhichis embracedin the"seventy
timesseven^'ortheperfectnumbersmulti-
pliedin themselves.In Luke17:5,"Andif
he trespassagainsttheeseventimesin
a dayandseventimesina dayturnagain
tothee,saying,I repent,thoushaltforgive
him."

Thistrespassis a sinwhereonehasin-
tendedto do right,buthasmissedthe
mark. Hisintentionsofrightis shownin
histurningagainto youandshowingre-
pentence.

Whenthespiritofstubbornnessis mani-
festit getstobewickednessandtherefore
thechurchmustcastit out.

Letusrememberthattheabovedeal-
ingsarefor sinwhichat firstwasonly
piivateandnotin anysenseofapublicor
immoralnature.Nowthereareothersins

whicharewickednessin themselvesfrom
thefirst. Drunkenness,lying,stealing,
cheating,fornication,adulteryandthelike
arein thisline.Whenonehasbeenguil-
tyofanyoneormoreofthesethingsPaul
saysheshallnotinheritthekingdomof
God. Gal.5:21. I haveheardof one
casewhereonewasrepeatedlydrunkand
(n a particularoccasionhewasdownin
thebarnofanotherbrotherandwallowing
in hisownfilth. Is hea fit caseforthe
church?Canthechurchtrusthimfur-
ther? Anotherwasdownon thestreet,
andatanothertimehadtobecarriedfrom
his vehicleto his housebecauseof his
drunkenness.Cananytruegospelchurch
havefellowshipforsuch?Suchthingsare
sinsofwickednessin Israelandshouldbe
castouttostayout,thatthenameofour
Ifoly Godbe not blasphemed,andthat
HisHolycausebenottrampledunderour
unhallowedfeet.

Todayis thegospelday,andif anyman
commitsuchevilandwickednessas this
heissinninginthedaytime,andeitherhe
is a hypocriteorhecaresnothingforthe
Lordwhoboughthimbythegreatpriceof
Hispreciousblood.

Sometimessuch partiesas thesewill
workaroundchurchessoasto getupa
parlyof dissatisfactionin thechurchin
orderto try to workhimselfin again,
andthosememberswhothusbecomein-
fectedwithhiswordytongueof self-jus-
tificationgetuptroublein thechurchby
tryingtopleadthecauseofsucha corrupt
personandthusbringtroubleonthein-
nocentof thechurch.Nowwhatis tobe
done?TakethatwickedpersonbackIn
liechurchjusttopleasethosewhohave
becomeimperfectwithhisdisease?How
couldthechurchbeclearin suchcase?
Doesnota littleleavenleaventhewhole
lump?Thenweshouldbewareandnot
toleratesuchby receivingit backwhen
oncetheLordhasgivenus strengthto
purgeit out.

Thinkyouthata leperwhohadbeen
cleansedwouldtry andgetthatawful
diseaseagain?I thinknot. Butcannot
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onewhohasbeenguiltyof anyof this
-wickednessevergetbackin thechurch?
Therewasa casein Corinthwherea man
waslivingcarnallywithhisfather'swife
(notwidow),andPaulrebukedthechurch
andcommandedin thenameof theLord
thatthewickedpersonbegivenoverto
Satanfor the destructionof the flesh,
thatthespiritmightbesavedin theday
of theLordJesus. In hisnextletterto
themheexhortedthattheyrestoretheir
loveto thatonebecausehis punishment
■wassufficientandlesthebedrownedwith
overmuchsorrow.

Whowasit thatsawhi« punishment
war.sufficient?Wasit theonewhohad
committedthewickedness?No. It was
theobservingPaul. Doubtlessthechurch
wasonewiththeapostleandallhadseen
hisgreatsorrow.

Didhecomeandaskwhathecoulddo
to makesatisfaction?No. Theconvic-
tionsof hisheartwerecausinghimtodo
thethingswhichweremeteforrepentance,
andthisis whatPaulsaw.Oneshowsno
repentancewhenhe is goingaroundtry-
ingtoenlistbrethrenandchurchesonhis
sideandthuscauserupturesin thechurch
or churches.Of suchbeware.

gettingthethingswhicharebehind.Now
weseethrougha glassdarkly,butthen
freetoface.If whatachildofGodknows
hereis perfect,as far as it goes,then
thosewhoknowthemostabouttheLord
herewillhavegreatlythestartin there-
surrectionof thedead.

The kingdomof heavenis aboveall
thingsofthisworld,butdoesnotproceed
in contradictionto whatis demonstrated
asscienceorphilosophy.Forinstance,we
knewthatwhiteis notblack.Weknow
that2and2are4,andcannotbefive.Now
suchthingsarenotlearnednordeniedby
revelation.Theyareknownbyournatural
powersot observationand reasoning.

ire peoplethathavenoconsciousnessor
knowledgeofsupernaturalpower,ornoun-
dirstandingof theexistenceof theking-
domofheavenofcoursecannotbelievein
th>divineagencywhichisaltogetherabove
thenatural.

Whenthatwhichis perfeetiscomethen
thatwhichis in partshallbedoneaway.
Thatwhichisinpartevenindivinethings,
or thatpartialandlimitedknowledgeof
spiritualthingsshallnotenter heaven,

iow in this world.Whattherefore,is
therein natureto assureusthereis an
existencein whichthereis nosorrow,nor
d<ath,trial,nordisappointment,desirenor
need?Surelya kingdomorexistencefur-
nishingallthisblessednessissounlikethis
onethatit is in itsownlightonlywecan
peeor believeit.

Thisconveystheideaof oppositionbe-

tweenMosesandJesus.ButJesusBald,-If
yflhadbelievedMoses,yewouldbelievemy
words."—John5:4.

ThereforethesearenotMoses'disciples
in thetruegospelsense,butin thatgen-
erallyacceptedsensein whichMnsesan-
swerstothelaw;asbythedeedsofwhich
is eternallife,astheythink.Thismonstrous
errornotonlyplacesMosesinafalseposi-
tionastothelaw,butalsoastoJesusand
thegospel;andthusinsteadof harmony,
bringsconflict.Yet,however,restingoner-
ror,thissentimentisalmostuniversal,indeed
revealedJesus,andthefactthat"thejust
shalllivebyfaith,andthelawis notof
faith."

Sinceall thesystemsofsalvationin the
worldmaybereducedtotwo—byworks,or
bygrace—wemaydividethereligiousworld
intotwoclasses;thelarger,claimingtobe
disciplesofMoses,wemaycallPharisees,
andthefew—thedisciplesof Jesus-sin-
ners;andthenBetasdistinguishingoppo
sites—lawandgospel—worksandgrace—
MosesandJesus.Thedoctrineof salva-
tionbygracethroughfaithwithoutdeedsof
thelaw,soacceptabletosinners—disciples
ofJesua—seemsperfectlycontemptible,yea
abhorrentto thePharisees,makingarc!
ma'kingthemdistinct.

Andthislineof distinctionwasmarked

fromthebeginning:Ona Sabbathdayin
Jeiusalemhearthesweet-toned,heart-
touchingsoundofthesilvertrumpetsfloat-
ing downandreverberatingaroundMt.
ZionfromtheJewishandGreektemples
callingto regularworship.Soonwesee
thevastthrongs,thewisemenafterthe
flesh,thenobleandtherich,amidall the
appliancesandsplendorsofwealth,asceud-
iig toworshipGodin thenameofMoses.
TheyknowtheLordspoketo Moseis,but
a3forthatfellowoutyonder—Jesusbythe
seaside,or ona mountain,prea,clvn<to i
fewpoor,plainpeople—they knownot
whenceheis. Observeclosely,andyouwill
seethesamein substancetoday.They
finallykilledJesusin thenameof Moses,
andafterwardsmanyofhisdisciples.Per-
hapstherearesometodaywhothinkthey
woulddoGod'sservicetokill them.They
a'eaggressiveandboastofmanywonder-
fulworks.

Not that the evangelicalworld,so
to speak,professionallyclaimto workin
thenameofMosestoday,butratherJesus,
thoughJesuswhenonearthtoldthemhe
knewthemnot.Butbytheirfruitsyeshall
knowthem:letdeedsof thelawor good
worksasinducingsalvationstandforMo-
ses,astheyholdhim;andfaithandthe
operationof theHolySpiritstandforJe-
sus,andyouwillseetheyareMoses'dis-
ciples,andregardwiththeutmostscorn
andcontemptthedoctrineofsalvationby
gracewithoutworks,andmoreespecially
theministrationsof thespiritresultingin
whatis commonlycalledan"experienceof
grace,"as alsothepersonclaimingit.
WhenthemanonceblindtoldhowJesus
openedhiseyes,theyaccentuatedtheircon-
temptfor Jesusandbis workbycalling
tim "thisfellow."Letonetelltodayof
themanifestationsandrevelationsof the
spirit,andespeciallyinvisionsanddreams
or otherunnaturalways,andwithwhat
uttercontemptandscorntheyregardthem
as"superstitiousstuffandnonsense."They
knowtheirevidencesof Christianityare
baseduponthemostapprovedscientific
principles,confirmedbythehighest,stand-
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ardofhumanreason;butasforthesewild
vagariesof theweak-mindedandignorant,
theyknownotwhencetheyare.

glorious.Themysteryofman'swaysisof-
tenshamefulanddistressing.WithGod's
mysteriouswaystherecanbenofaultfind-
ing,butwiththemysteryofmanthereIs
muchthatis distressing.Weoftenwon-
deratourownshamefulweaknessandtol-
ly,andarealsoastonishedat otherpeo-
ple's.Butthewisdomandgloriousdeal-
iigp.of Godalwayscommandthehighest
referencefromallthatknowhisworks.

ThelanguageI havequotedabovewas
utteredbyanoldprophetin IsraelIn the
d;,ysofthewickedreignofJeroboam.The
lastdaysof Solomonwere darkenedby
bisidolatryInducedbyhisstrangewives.
Thereis noamountof wisdomnorgreat-
ressof positionthatcansaveonefrom
follywhotransgressesGod'sholylaw,nor
anj formerbrightnessthatcanpreserve
undimmedthecharacterof onewhode-
partsfromthewordoftheLord,norany
eminenceof abilityor servicethatcan
saveonein thedayof histransgression.
GodforbadetheIsraelitesfromintermar-
riagewithheathennations.This law
Solomontransgressed.Furthermore,inthe
beginningGodmadeonlyonewomanfor
Adam,andthetwainbecameoneflesh.

TowardtheendofSolomon'sreignthere
weredisturbingelementsmanifested.It Is
prophesiedthattentribesof Israelwould
berentoffIn consequenceof thisconduct
of Solomon.Jeroboamwasstirredupto
becomealeader.Tnetribesdidrevoltfrom
Israelandcrownedhimking. ThisJero-
boambecamea leaderandtypicalking
in wickedness.Hesaidin hisheart,now
mypeoplewillgotoJerusalemtoworship
andwill returnto Jerusalem,andI shall
thuslosemykingdom.So he builtan
altaratDanandoneatBethelalso,andset
upidols,andsaidto thepeople,it is too
muchforyouto gotoJerusalemto wor-
ship;sohemadetwocalvesofgold,and

se;uponeatBethel,andtheotheratDan,
andsaid,thesebethygods,O Israel,that
bioughttheeoutofthelandofEgypt;and
this;thingbecamea snareuntoIsrael,and
theyworshippedthesegoldencalves.Jero-
boamalsomadeahouseofhighplaces,and
setupthebasepeopletobepriests,and
defiledandprostitutedtheworshipofGod.
He radicallyand entirelyforsookthe
worshipof the trueGod,and setup
a bastardformof idolatry—a kind of
imitationof theworshipof thetrueGod
todeceive,andit wasaspollutedheathen-
ismas theBabyloniansused.Jeroboam
madeIsraeltosin,andtherewasnosucces-
sorof thiswickedkingthateverserved
theLordtruly,or departedfromJero-
boam'sfalseworship;buttheyall persist-
edin it untilGodsentthetentribesinto
finalcaptivity,andtheywerelostamong
thenationsof theearth,andcannotnow
betracedatallor identified.

Alasfor falseworshippers.TheLord
senta prophetduringthetimeJeroboam
wasin theacthimselfof sacrificingto
thesecalvesof gold(money),whocried
againstthealtarin thewordof theLord
foretellingits utterpollution.Jeroboam
laidholdonhimto punishhim(formen
willgetmadandfightfor falsereligion).
Godsmotetheking,whothenentreated
theprophetto prayto theLordfor his
healing,whichwasdone.ThenJeroboam
desiredhimtogohomewithhimandre-
freshhimself,andhewouldgivehima
reward,'Andthemanof Godsaidunto
king,If thouwiltgivemehalfthinehouse
I willnotgowiththee,neitherwillI eat
breadOrdrinkwaterin thisplace."

Utterlydisclaimingall fellowshipthus
withfalseworship,heturnedto goback
anotherway. Thoughhedidnothasten
away,butsatdownunderan oaktree.
Tien-Masanoldprophetin thecountry
wlio.sesonswerepresentandsawthiswarn-
ingscene,andtheywenthomeandtold
theirfatherof thisstartlingoccurrence.
Theoldprophethatedthisfalseworship,
andwasgladtohearthatthiswickedaltar
wasdenounced.Sohedesirestoseethis
prophetandpursuesandfindshimsitting

underanoak,andinviteshimhomewith
himtoeatbread.ThemanofGodrepeats
whatthewordoftheLordhadsaidtohim,
decliningtodoso. Thentheoldprophet
said,I alsoama prophetof theLord,as
thouart,andanangelspaketo meand
toldmeto bringyoubackandeatbread
v,ithme.Buthelieduntohim.

Nowthisseemsverystrange.Howcould
themanof GodconcludetheLordhad
changedhismind,or revokedhisorderto
him?Donottrueprophetsknowthatthe
Lordis ofone mindandchangesnot,and
thathelathesamealways?

Theold prophetappealedto lovethe
youngprophet,yetif helovedhimhow
cculdhethuslietohim?It isevidentthat
hohadsomeloveforhim,yethewasnot
truthful?Howis this? Wenotea great
differencein thegiftsof theLord'speo-
ple,andalsoin thedegreeof theirfaith-
fulnesstotheLord,andtoeachother.We
alsonoticemuchgreaterconsistencyin
somethanin others.Thegiftsof some
continuelonger.Somepreachor labor
in brightnessandfaithfulnessto theend
ortheirlife-likeSamuel.Othersfightbold-
ly awhilelikeJoab,andwillcleavetoDa-
vidagainstlong,yetwillfollowsomevain
pietenderasJoabdidfinally.Thisoldpro-
phetactedverystrangelytowardtheendof
hislife. Someappearto lovemorethan
others,andwill layclowntheirlivesfor
thebrethren;yetin anunexpectedtime
theywillgiveevilcounsel,causingdistress
andperhapsdeathto some—as thisold
prophetdid.

Again,weareliabletoputtoomuchcon-
fidenceattimesinman,andnottrustalone
in theLord. Perhapsthismanof God
wishedto tarry.Perhapshewashungry
fornaturalfood,anddidnotdenyhimself.
At anyratehewasfoundfaulty.Hedis-
obeyedGodanddiedonaccountofit. Yet
thelionwasnotallowedto manglenor
devourhisbody,andtheoldprophetmourn-
edforhim,saying,alas,mybrother,and
buriedhimin his ownsepulchre.Love
doesnotfail for theLord'speopleeven
if theydiein transgression.

Wemustall betried.Butfewpassun-
scathedthroughtheordealof thismortal
life. Blameattachestomostofus.Trials
discoverourweakplacesandwestumble.
Howfewattainto David'sfirstdegreeor
number.Onlytwowentuntaintedthrough
thewilderness.Thereis nooneof the
s.'venchurchesinwhichallareperfect.But
lr-vtstill followsusin ourhaltings,and
whenwefall pitiesandhidesus in the
Lordsothatourdeathis preciousin his
sight,andtogetherwithhimweshallrise.

HowwonderfullydothedealingsofProvi-
dencedevelopandtry thefaithof the
Lord'speople|Thetrialof theirfaithis
heldinthismysteriousordealwhereineach
knowsnotthewayheis led,onlyasthe
unfoldingof theLord'sprovidencesopens
thewilderness.Onethingsavingblessesthe
L(rd'striedones,namelytheyknowthat
theLordrules,andthatho cannotdo
wrong,thoughoftentocarnalreasonit ap-
pearsasthoughtheLorddoesnotrule.

Then
thesefoundinhimshouldberighteous.For
Heis madeofGodwisdom,righteousness,
sanctificationandredemptionuntothose
forwhomhegavehimself,sothatheshould
presentall thatbisFathergivehimwith-

forehisFather'sthronewithoutfault,but
withexceedingjoyandglory.

The
nextmorningbeforeI wentintothedining
roomI wishedI hadnottoldonyone of
myfeelings.I wasafraidI wasdeceived
andhaddeceivedhimandI triedto pray
if I wasdeceivedtomakemeright.

WewerelivingatthistimenearAntioch
churchandthenexttimeI wenttomeet-
ingI feltthatI wantedahomeamongthe
OldBaptistsbutfelttoounworthytobe
amongsuchgoodpeople.AndI don'tfeel
worthynowtobewiththem,butoh,how
couldI bewithoutthem;wheretheylive
I wanttoliveandwheretheygoI wantto
go.

SometimesI wouldgoto meetingand
wishedI hadstayedathome,forI wanted
tooffermyselfto thechurchsobad but
feltsovileandsinfulI didnotthinkthey
wouldreceiveme.I lost as muchsleep
overjoiningthechurchasI did whenin
trouble.

I wentoninthiswayforaboutfouryears
andit wasonmymindalmostallthetime,
soI saidI wouldoffermyselftothechurch
andI didsoandtomysurpriseandjoyI
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wasreceived.At thistime Elder D.
DownwaspastoratAntiochandthenext
morningI wasbaptizedby*him.

Oh,if I couldalwaysfeelasI didthat
day.I neverfeltanybetterthan I did
whenI cameoutofthewater.Buttroub-
lesandtrialscame,andit seemslikesome-
timesthereis notmuchpleasureherefor
poorme.SometimesI feelthatif I were
calledtodieallwouldbewell,andsome-
timesI ammadetodoubtwhetherI have
everbeenchangedor not. I feelsocast
downat timesthatI feelasif I didn't
havea friendin all thiswideworld,but,
"Whata friendwehaveinJesus."

I knowI don'tliveasI ought,andI
knowif 1ameversavedit willbebythe

'And1willgiveher,hervineyardsfrom
thenceandthevalleyof Achorfora
doorofhope,andsheshallsingthereas
inthedayswhenshecameupoutofthe
landofEgypt."
Thisportionof scripturehas beenon

mymindforseveraldaysandofwhichI
cangivenoaccountaswhyorwhatfor. I
seemtoseea beautyin it, alsothepro-
ceedingandsucceedingversesoftheentire
chapter.It seemstomethat thewhole
chaptercontainstheexperienceoftheLords
childrenwherevertheymaybe,andthe
reasonit seemsbeautifultomeIs I hope
I seemylifeandmyselfdescribed.

By referringto thefirstof thechapter
wecanseethiswomanspokenof asan
outcast.Sheis nothiswife,neitheris he
herhusband.Thatis thefirstthingI re-
alizedin myowntravelof mind—thatI
wasanoutcast,withouta home,neither
herenorhereafter.Thatthe sins I had
committedandonaccountof thecorrupt
natureof whichI was,hadforeveralien-
atedmefromthefearof theGreatJeho-
vahwhomI realizetohaveallpower.

In thisstateofmindwegenerallybegin
totrytodosomethingwherebywecanin
somewaygainfavorwithGodandhope

Theseventhversesays,"sheshallfollow
afterherloversbutsheshallnotfindthem
norovertakethem."Thenshecomesto
theconclusionthatshewillreturn,for it
says,"Sheshallsay,"I willgoandreturn
to myfirsthusband.Thatwordshallis
thereandit mustbeas it is said,for I
haveneverbeenabletojumpoveranyof
theseshalls,norshe,inanywaytoescape
a thingthattheGreatJehovahhassaid
shallbe. So»heshalldo thesethings.
Nowthensheis exposedmorethanever
forherwoolandflaxgivenherforcover-
inghavebeentakenaway.(9thverse.)1
willrepeatthetenthverse:"Andnowwill
I discoverherlewdnessin thesightofher
lovers,andnoneshalldeliverherout of
minehand."Morewillsandshal's.

Nowwe comedownto the particular
partwhicharrestedmyattention.I sup-
poseandI thoughtI wasnota whit be-
hindanyoneelsein thinking,thatwhen
onewasgivena hopeandmadeableto
relatethedealingsoftheLordwiththem
tothechurchandbereceived,theirtroub-
leswereall over.ButI havefoundout
in mycaseit waBentirelydifferentfrom
that. For I wellrememberthe day on
whichI wasbaptized,(fourthSundayin
May,1907by ElderJohn McConnellat
footof 155thSt.Hudsonriver,NewYork
City.)It wasadayofdarknesstome—the
greatunworthinesaI feltin metoattempt
totreadin thesamestepsthatJesusChrist,
themightyKingof Israeldid walk in
whenherein theflesh,thatit wassurely
mockingonmyparttogothroughwithit.
Andsoit hasbeensincemostof the
time.Mywayhaebeendarkandit is a

wondrousareHisways.

WerememberthevalleyofAchorwasone
terribleplace,a placeof untoldagony,
whereAchorwasstonedto deathbyhis
ownpeoplebecausehehadtroubledIsrael
bytakinga goodlyBabylonishgarment,
somesilverandsomegold. Stonedto
deaththere,buriedthere,a heapofstones
pileduponhisgraveandit is calledthe
valleyofAchortothisday.Nowthister-
ribleplacewhereso muchsuffering,dis-
graceandhumilationis, is becomea door
ofhopeforthiswomanwhichisthechurch.
Thevalleyof AchorrepresentingJesus
Christ.Heis thedoorof hope;notonly
so,buttheverydoorofheavenitself.The
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onlyentrancewherebywecanenterin
andgoin andoutan,ifindpasture.If a
manentersanyotherwaythesameis a
thiefanda robber,sosrJdChrist.

Paulgloriedin histribulation.So do
wewhenwerealizewhattroubleis, and
th^tit is throughtribulationweenterinto
a fellowshipwiththesaintshereandhere-
afterandintoeternalgloryitself.

Theonlywayto bea christianis to
belikeChrist.Andtheonlywayto be
likeHimistobeofsorrjwandacquainted
withgrief.ThenthisvalleyofAchoror
troublebecomesourhope,becausetrib-
ulationworkspatience,patienceexperience,
experiencehopeand hopemakethnot
ashamedfortheloveofGodis shedabroad
in ourheartsbytheHolyGhostwhichis
givenuntous. Ourhopeis centeredin
Christwhichis safe,andtheonlyevidence
I canBeeis in thespiritualtroubleI see.
Butonewhowearsthosamecoat I do,
livesin thesamehouseI do,persistsin
followingmearoundwhereverI go,tells
memytroublesarenotgenuine,nor the
rightkind;youareonlytroubleda little
bit. TheLord'speopleneetroublethat is
muchgreaterthanyours.ButI say to
youmvfriendsthatit is troubleto hear
this,tobetoldthatyouarenotoneofthe
Lord'speople,especiallysowhentoldso
bysuchanartfuldeceiverasthedevilis.
Thisis troubletobetoldthis,verygreat
andof largemagnitude,onlyknownofby
thelivingsubject,whichis an heir of
glory,a childof theGreatGodof heaven
thatholdseverythingandworksHis sov-
ereignwillandnonecansay,whatdoest
thou.It Is thelivingsubjectthedevilhas
hispickat. Job wasa livingmanwhen
thedevilwentafterhim,livedthroughthe
conflictandcameouta livingmanwith
twicethepossessionshehadat first.My
friendsthedevilnevertookthelifeofone
ofthedearchildren,fortheirlivesarehid
in Christandwerehidbeforethefounda-
tionof theearthwaslaid. Yourveryex-
istencewashid,andH hid by God Al-
mightyHimselfhowcanthedevilfindit.
It is safeascanbebecauseGodcontrols

thedevilandgive6himall thepowerhe
has,thatis all thepowerthe devil has
comesfromGod.Hehasnopowerofhis
own,absolutelypowerlessof himself),for
Godhasall power,thereforethereis none
fornooneelseexceptasit is giventhem.
Thedevilis givenpowerto temptthe
Lord'speople,tobuffetthemaroundand
toafflictthemwhilehere,tofrightenthem
whenaloneinthewilderness,tobitethem
astheserpentsbittheIsraelitesawayback
yonderin thewilderness.Butthenthere
wasthebrazonserpent,(whichwastypi-
calof Christ)waslifted up by Moses
(whichrepresentsthelaw)whichhealed
themassoonastheylookeduponit. But
nonelooksthatwayuntiltheyarebitten.
Rememberthat.Youharenoneedofrelief
untilyouarewounded.80withus the
law(Jewishlaw)liftedupChristandcru-
cifiedHimaccordingtotheirlawasthey
understood,for it wasblasphemyforany
toclaimane<]ualnes«withGod,to claim
tobetheSonof God,anddeathwasthe
penalty.

Sothenit wasthelawthatliftedHim
upaboveusall.sonowall wholookon
Himafterbeingbittenbythedevil are
immediatelyhealed.Butmyfriends,this
remedyis alwaysbehindus,andwenever
looktherightwayuntilthevoicesaysto
us:thisis theway,walkyein it.Sowedo
notlookofourownaccordandknowledge.
Nowtheseterriblebitesoftheoldserpent,
thedevilhimself,thelonelinessandevery

NEEDED.

JohnstonCounty,exceptingthe towns
andafewcountrydistricts,isafieldwhere
sowersareneededasneverbefore—need-
edmorethanreapers.Theterritoryis
comparativelynew,andit is fastbecoming
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fallowgroundfitforseed.Underthewise
andefficientleadershipofMr.J. M.Beaty
theAssociationhasbuilta largenumber
of churchhousesoverthecounty.Mostof
thesearein thicklysettledcommunities—
thosein easyreachvaryingfromonehun-
dredtofivehundred.It isnothingunusual
tofindnomorethanadozenortwoChris-
tiansin thesecommunities. The large
percentageof thepeoplenevergotoany
churchat all. Theonlychurchinfluence
thathasbeenin themajorportionofthe
county,untiltheBaptistsbegan,wasthat
of thePrimitiveandFree-Willchurches.
Theteachingofthesetwochurcheshasso
muddiedthewatersthatit willtakemuch
hardworktoevergivethepeoplea clear
vision.

ThePrimitiveChurchin thiscountyhas
diftedintofatalismpureandsimple.They
havetaughtthepeoplethatwhateveraman
is,behemurderer,adu'terer.liarorthief,
tkatGodhaspredestinatedthat one for
sucha life;andthathecannotundohis
kindof lifebyanychoiceofhisown,but
thatwhen,in somefutureday,Godgets
readyHewill savethatsoul.Theythus
destroybyonestroke,freewillandchoice
anddegeneratethemanintoa merema-
ckine.Theyseemtobelievethatif God
intendsforthemtobesavedHewillsave
themwithoutanyeffortontheirpart,and
thattheirseekingsalvationmakesit har-
derforGodtosavethesoul.Thisteach-
inghasbredin theoldergenerationindif-
ferenceandcarelessness,and withthe
youngergenerationit hasgivenlicenseto
sin withimpunityfor they knowthat
wherethereis nochoicetherecanbeno
guilt.Thisconditionof affairsis far
worsethanwhentheCatholicChurchsold
licensetosin,forthenmenfeltaresponsi-
bilityforsinandsosoughtfreedomthro-
ughlicense.Butunderthepresentcon-
ditions,menarebeginningtobelievethat
theymaysinwithoutresponsibility,that
Godhaspredestinatedthat they should
livethus.

TheFree-Willchurches,ina majorityof
thecaseshere,havebeenswallowedby

the"HolinessMovement."Theycometo
a manwhohasjustbeensavedandsay:
"Youmustbesanctified,holy,orbelost."
Inotherwords,theysaytotheinfantChris-
tian:"Begrownthisminuteor bedamn-
ed."Theideaof growthin graceseems
nevertohaveoccurredtothem.

Thus,youseethatall theknowledgeof
theBiblein thesecommunitiescomesfrom
oneortheotherofthesechurchesthathad
goneoffata tangent;andit hasbeenso
warpedandtwistedthatwerethewriters
tocometoearthagaintheywouldnotrec-
ognizeit ashavingcomefromtheirpen.

Jesus,onedaysaid:"Liftupyoureyes
uponthefields,fortheyarewhitealready
untoharvest."Jesussaidthatnotin the
beginningof His ministry,butafterHe
hadpreachedovera year.Thiscountyis
not"whiteuntoharvest."Reapersarenot
neededhalfsomuchassowers.Theground
hasbeenbrokenandis fastbeingmade
fallow,butwherearethesowers?The
presentforceoughtto bedoubledimme-
diately.It almostwringsone'sheartto
seetheawfulneed,Mr.Beaty'sanxiety
overthework,andthealmosthopelesslack
ofsowerstoenterthefieldandtakeit for
God. Surelythereis no placein North
Carolinawherea lifewouldcountfor so
muchashere.At thelastdaytheresult
is goingtodependworeupon"asyehave
sown''than"asyehavereaped."

Thereisnotimetobelostinthesowing.
Alreadywithmanyit is toolateto sow.
The parableof thesoweris suggestive
justhere.It representsthefourperiods
in everylife,in a way.In youththeseed
willfallon"goodground"andwillproduce
a harvestaccordingtoconditionsthatsur-
roundthelife.

theUnionandit is hisdulytohavethe
conferenceof theUnionopenedandthen
announcetheUnionreadyforbusiness.

Theyoungmanwhowasmurderedwas
CharlesSilvers.Hehadmarrieda young
girlbythenameofFrancesStewart,whose
fatherandhisbrother,IsaiahandJackson
Stewart,werebornsomewherein thesec-
tionthatisnowNewSalemtownship,this
county,thenAnsoncounty.They must
haveleftthiscountysometimeaboutthe
year1800asyoungmen.

Charls Silvers,hiswifeandtheirlittle
daughterlivedonToeriverIn whatwas
thenMitchell,nowYanceycounty,halfa
milefromthehomeof hisfather,Jacob
Silverswho was a PrimitiveBaptist
preacher.One morningFrancesSilvers
cametothehouseofherfather-in-lawand
askedif theyhadseenanythingofCharles.
Shesaidtheyweretohavehada log-roll-
ingthatdayandthathehadgoneoffthe
daybeforetogetajugofwhiskeyandhad
notcomeback.Ashedidnot appear,a
searchwasbegunforhisbody.Thecoun-
trywassearchedforthreeweeks.On the
twentiethdayafterSilvers'disappearance
amanrodeuptothehouseofElderJacob
Silversandtoldhimthatfortwentydays
hehadnotbeenabletorestonaccountof
a strangedreamorvisionthathehadhad
ona certainnight.Thenightprovedto
bethesameoneonwhichCharlesSilvers
disappeared,buttheman,whosenamewas
Robinsonandwho,thoughhelivedtwenty
n.iiesawaywasa friendofthe lostman,
hhdnotheardof hisdisappearance,jj„

saidthatonthisparticularnighthe had
seenin a dreamthepictureofCharlesSil-
versbeingmurderedwithanaxbyhiswife
Frances,whoafterburninga partof the
body,hadcarriedtheremainderto the
■woodsandhidit in a hollowtree. On
learningthatSilvershadin factdisappear-
ed,hewassocertainoftherealityof his
visionthathewentto thespringwhere
FrancesSilverswasthenatworkat the
homeofherfather-in-law,andchargedher
withthecrime,thoughuptill thistimeno
suspicionhadresteduponher. To prove
hisassertionshevolunteeredto goand
findtheremainsthathadnotbeenburned
andalsothosethathadbeencharredand
buried.Themenwenttothespot,carry-
ingthewomanwith them,wherethey
foundeverythingasRobinsonsaid they
would,andMrs.Silversconfesedthecrime.

JonessayshehasheardElderJacobSil-
vertellthestoryofhisson'sdeathmany
a time,astheoldgentlemanlivedtobe
nearlya hundredyearsoldandwas 96
whenhelastsawhim.Mrs.Silversnever
gaveanyadequatereasonforthemurderof
herhusband.Onceshesaidit wasjeal-
ousyalthoughhewasknowntobeoneof
themostuprightyoungmenin thecom-
munity.Sheafterwardstoldhissisterthat
shekilledhimbecausehewastoogoodfor
hertolivewith.Buttherewasa belief
thatherpeoplehadsomethingtodowithit
asshesaidthatotherswereimplicatedbut
she■wouldnevertellwhoand the story
goasthatherfathertoldhepaseheappear.

heaven,He saysfearnotlittleflock,for
it is yourFather'sgoodpleasureto give
youtheKingdom,withoutmoneyorprice,
thatyouhavebeenbornintotheKingdom
soul,bodyandspirit,andnotwithstanding
wesinordowrong,andevenmadetoab-
horourselves,wehavea livingfountain
tobathein; whichcleansesus from all
sin anduncleanness,thisfountainwas
opentothehouseofDavidandtothein-
habitantsof Jerusalem.My faithin this
fountainwasbroughttoa testtwomonths
ago.AndI thoughtI wassickuntodeatr.
andthisscripturecameto myrelief"It
needsbethatallmustdie,andbeaswa
terspiltuponthegroundandcannotbe
gatheredtogetheragain,for Godrespect-
ethnoperpon,yetdothGoddevisemeans
thatHisbanishedshallnot beexpelled
fromHim."

Belovedbrethren,in conclusionI will
saythatto myweakmindit seemsevi-
dentfromtheabovescriptures,andmany

othersthatI couldsiteyouto,thatthere
shallbea timeforthegatheringtogether
of thesaintswhicharebornof thespirit
—youngandold,I meaninfantsalso. I
couldsiteyoutomanyotherscriptures
andnootherwillbefromallpartsof the
bible. See Psalms 22, 25, 35,
18,41,9and10.Deut.33and10,Daniel7
and10. Paulsaysthatthepowerof the

"asI wish.Thenthesewordswerespoken
to me,"Howcanhethatis deadto sin
remainanylongertherein,"andI tried
todowhatwasbiddenme.

Theymournandweepforhim,butare
notalonein this,for all whoknewhim
mourntheabsenceof sogooda man,yet
wefeelthatforhim,it wasbettertode-

As childnn of Godwemeetwithenvy,
competition,pride,selfishness,andmuch
beside;andwhenlovehassaidallthatis
necessaryinandwithlove,sheclosesher
lipsanddrawsbackintotheshade,and
says,"Letit lieatthedearSavior'sfeet;

Theyoungerhasbeenbroughtback
fromhisfollies,degradationanddisgrace,
andhasbeenmetwiththeloveofa
er'sheart.Theelde.-is a well-behaved
andapparentlytruthfulson;yet, as he
drawsneartothesoundsofjoyandunder-
standsthecruse,hois angry,"provoked,"
evensulks;thoughentreatedbya father's*
love,"hewouldnotgoin,"butgoesfarth-
ereventoinsultthefather'sdignity."Thy
son,"hesays,asif tocastoff his own
bondof brotherhood,and, "Thouhast
killedthefattedcalf,"whileI havenoteven
a kid.Whata clusterof niddenevilsre-
vealedthemselvesin thishithertofaultless
son. Jealously,pride,selfishness,cruelty,
andbadtemper;andwhateffecthadit
uponthefather'sheart,thefriendsand
servants,to saynothingof thepoorre-
turnedone,who,in his deepestdistress,
hadrememberedhewasstilla son,that
therewasstilla father'shouse,and any
capacityin it hewouldgladlyfillasa ser-
vant,butyeta son.Now,whilehisheart
wasoverflowingwitha senseof forgive-
ness,andnewspringsof joyarosein the
father'sheartandhousehold,thereis a
thunder-cloudon his brother'sbr'w
evilstrugglingin hisdarklovelesssoul!
Therearefewthingsthatsoembitterlife
as an easily-provokedtemper;it enters

everywalkof life. Thesacredcommuni-
tiesof theChurchof Godaredividedand
painedbeyondwords;committeesbroken
up;well-meantefforthindered,andmany
a returnedprodigal,wearyof his loneli-
nessandtheconverseoftheworld,iskept
outsidethe Church—"The Templeof
Love,"bysomeunlovelymemberinside,
whosefrowningaspectanditstemper,like
theelderbrother's,castsa shrinkingin-
fluenceoverthehumbledsoulfora more
orlesslengthoftime.Whenthegreyex-
perienceof elderbrethrenshouldbeas
theCitiesof Refugeto the babesand
youthin Christ,thefirst-fruitsof grace
seemscorched,asit were,fora time.Alas
thatthisis toooftentrue!

Then,howoftenit breaksupfriendship,
ignoresrelationships,breaksup happy
homes,castinga witheringinfluenceover
thewhole,andtakesthebloomoffchild-
hood;in short,forsheermisery-producing
power,it standsalone.Verilythereis a
needofitscentralpositionwhenwethink
of its far-reachingresults.Thewordsof
irritabilitypiercesthesoulas a sword-
thrust,whichtimecannotheal,andbrings
a veiloverthemercy-seatfortheirritabe
one,andclosesthegateof sweetcom-
munewithGodtill repentanceis granted,

In February1900oneof mydearlittle
childrenwastakersick,andafterlinger-
ingforoveraweekdied.I wassoattach-
edto himit seemedmy heartwould
treak. ItiiedtoaskmyMakertospare
himandgivemer iirayerfu]heart,alsoI
triedtotellmylittlesweetchildto inter-
cedefor mewithourLor; JesusChrist
whenhegotto heavento give me a
prayerfulheartandmakemepreparedto
finallymeetHimwherepartingim no

ThefirsttimeI ev?rr memberbeing
abletoasktheLordfromtheverydepths■
ofmyhearttohav? mercyonmewasaf-
termylittleonedied,andthenI wanted
tobealone.Althoijb mylittlesoncould
nottalkI havetoldseveiT.!hepreached
thebiggestsermonto meI ever heard,
butI shouldsay,our Lord and Savior
preachedit throughhim.As he lay a
corpseI cametothepointwhenI thought
Twouldratherdieandgowithhimthan
live. I heardthesweetestmusicI ever
heardor everexpectto hearagain. I
finallybecamereconciledhowever,and

wouldnothavethechildbackif I could,
butstillwouldnotownthatI had been
forgivenofmysins.I washonestin it—
knewthattherehadbeena changein me
—thatI hada smallhopeandthatsooner
or laterI wouldbechangedfromnature
togracebutdidnotknowthatit hadal-
readybeendone;andwhenmyfellow-be-
ingstoldmeI hada change,I didnotbe-
lieveit.

In thpmeantimeI hadpromisedtwoof

mea sinnerfromtheverybottomof my
heart,andI couldn'thelpfromsayingit,
andI didnotcarewhoheardme.Mywife
andall thechildren,whowereat home,
werearoundme,sometryingto prayfor
meandsomecryingto-seemein sucha
condition.ThefirstI knewinsteadof
prayingformyselfI wasprayingforusall,
andthatloadwasgonefrommybreast
andI wasat peacewithmyselfandall
mankind.HoweverI didnotstayatpeace
long.
